Census Evaders

Were Shot.

A census is a thing that is about as
old as human government, though we
get the word “census” from the Ro-
mans among whom the word “cen-
sure” means to ‘estimate or make &
count, and ‘hence came ‘“census,”
meaning a measure ' of inhabitants.
The people had to be measured or
“enumerated” or numbered for pur-
poses of taxation and military ser-
vice and the old .Romans had their
“census,” which was made at varying
intervals.

It is most likely that the ancient
Bgyptians had their census, perhaps
an ‘annual census, though, of course
they called it something . else, for
each inhabitant had to pay a tax and
give an account of the way he made
his living. In Herodotus’s history it
is set down:
