Births, Deaths, and Marriages.
We have received the fourth annual 

report of the Registrar-General of On­
tario, giving statistical information in 
reference to the births, marriages, and 
deaths registered during the year 1872. 
The comparatively imperfect nature of 
the returns prevents this information 
from being as interesting or complete as 
it should be ; but we are glad to see 
from the report that this is being re­
medied, and that the returns for 1873 
will be far more thorough and complete 
than those of any former year. The 
counties sending the six best returns are 
mentioned in the report, anti amongst 
thC.T1 we are glad to see the names of 
Wellington <tod Waterloo. Our own and 
the neighboring county were also amongst 
those sending the six ?uost complete re­
turns in 1871. This is Vèïff creditable 
to the Division Registrars, and shows 
that they are fully alive to the great 
importance of full and accurate vital 
statistics.

Affairs in Porto Rico.

London, Feb. 10.—Twenty-seven mem­
bers of the new British Parliament were 
chosen yesterday, making a total num­
ber, thus far elected, of five hundred and 
thirty-six. Of these, two hundred and 
eighty-three are Conservatives, and two 
hundred and fifty-three are Liberals and 
Home Rulers. Conservatives have been 
returned for eighty seats which were 
occupied by Liberals in the last Parlia­
ment, and the Liberals have replaced 
twenty-eight Conservatives.

The number of members returned from 
Ireland, up to this morning, is 65. These 
are divided as follows : 81 Home Rulers, 
16 Conservatives, and 8 Liberals.

It is announced this morning that a 
reconciliation has been effected between 
Mr. Disraeli and the Marquis .of Salis­
bury and the Earl of Carnarvon, and 
that the Marquis and Earl have consent­
ed to assist Disraeli to form his Ministry.

London, Feb. 11.—So far 254 Conser­
vatives and 180 Liberals have been re­
turned to the House, in England ; 15 
Conservatives and 36 Liberals from Scot­
land ; 21 Conservatives and 44 Liberals 
and Home Rulers from Ireland. Much 
rioting occurred at Chesterfield and 
Barnsley yesterday, and many policemen 
were injured.

New York, Feb. 11.—John Thompson, 
a private in the Second . Massachusetts, 
who lost a leg at Ball’s Bluff, and who 
has been unsuccessful in obtaining work 
here, was found lying in the snow re­
duced to a skeleton a few nights since. 
He was taken to the hospital, where he 
has since died from long lack of food. 
Body weighed only 60 pounds.

Hereafter, by order of the Chief of 
Police, all professional thieves will be 
arrested when seen on horse cars.

Philadelphia, Feb. 10.—Medical gen­
tlemen began to-day the examination of 
the bodies of the Siamese twins. They 
were not found in a good state of preser­
vation ; but it is believed that the main 
points of interest will be solved by the 
autopsy.

Cincinnati, Feb. 10.—The temperance 
movement has received fresh impetus 
from reported successes at Washington 
Court House.

At Logan the ladies 
likewise celebrated a complete victory. 
At Lancaster and Athens the work is 
beginning to be felt. At Pomcray a 
society has been organized ou the prin­
ciple that there is enough mm-al and re­
ligious power in society to exterminate 
the traffic in intoxicating drinks, and 
they will resort to law only where other 
means tail.

A Manifesto from Riel.
liiel, the infamous Manitoba out­

law, has brought himself into notice 
again, by the publication, under his 
own signature,in the Nouveau Monde, 
of a iiarrative of the revolt in the 
Ked River territory. In this docu­
ment he gives some interesting and 
positive information, which before 
was ony floating about in the shape 
of rumours,without confirmation. H< 
repeats in the most positive manner 
that towards the close of the out­
break he and his friends were promis 
ed by the Government of Sir John 
Macdonald an amnesty for all engag­
ed in the revolt on condition of peace­
ful submission to Canadian authority. 
Lord Lisgar, then Governor-General 
and Sir Murdoch Clinton were parties 
to this promise, which was repeated 
to Bishop Tache, who in behalf of 
the Government gave his solemn 
word of honor that a general amnesty 
would be granted before the Lieut. 
Governor for Manitoba would be in­
stalled. But the amnesty was not 
proclainmd, and the reason Riel gives 
is that "the fanatical Mackenzie and 
his company raised the prejudices of 
Ontario, by crying out for death on 
the murderers of Scott.’’ It seems 
from this statement that Riel believes 
the amnesty would have been granted 
but for the hostility of Mr. Mackenzie 
and the Reformers of Ontario. And 
yet the Premier is now charged by 
the Conservative papers with favour­
ing this amnesty, and with actually 
having given a promise that it would 
be granted! Kiel himself tells the 
truth about it. The question of 
granting an amnesty rests with the 
Imperial Government, and we are. 
satisfied that in no way will the pre­
sent Dominion Government exercise 
its influence directly or indirectly in 
procuring it, nor can they be held res­
ponsible for it, should such an am­
nesty be proclaimed.

„ The Publie Accounts.
The Public Account* of the Province 

of Ontario for 1873 were brought 
down on Tuesday. They show the 
total expenditure of the year to have 
been $2,460,21*2.23, against $1,847,- 
036.57 expended in 1872, or an in­
creased outlay of $612,255.06. Of 
this sum $543,968 is represented by 
the six following items :—Coloniza­
tion roads, $70,150 ; Public Works 
and Buildings, $287,625 ; Immigra­
tion, $101,4*28 ; Education. $41,703 ; 
Municipalities Fund (a matter of ac­
count only), $43,062 ; Crown Lands, 
$9,776.

The cash surplus at the end of 1873 
•amounted to $4,672,482.67. Of this 
#4,304,534.62 were invested or at de­
posit, and $277,948.05 in hand.

The reserve, which a year ago was 
estimated at $3,030,000, has actually 
amounted to $3,314,516.

In addition to the sum at deposit 
on the first of January, 1874, the 
Treasurer has since deposited $550,- 
000, so that at the present moment 
the investments and deposits approxi­
mate closely to $5,(MX),000. In two 
years the assets of the Province had 
increased by about two and a half 
million dollars.

The Minerve, which on such a sub­
ject may certainly be accepted as an 
authority, asserts positively that the 
late Premier pledged himself to am­
nesty Riel,the pledge being extorted 
by Mr. JLangevm’s threat to withdraw 
from the Ministry if it were notgiven

The Mount Forest Examiner is in- 
foi'med that at the late election 1,000 
a'cres of land in Amaranth were made 
to do duty for 28 voters, all of whom 
voted for Mr. Drew.

The London Free Pre$8 has a special 
despatch from London, Eng., to the 
effect that three regiments are to be 
sent to Canada. The statement first 
appeared in the London Standard.

The Narrow Gauge Railways.
The feeling1 is prevalent, in more 

than one quarter, that the bill intro­
duced by Sir. Crooks, -the other night, 
respecting the Railway Subsidy Fund, 
lias cliieflybeen drawn up in the inter­
est of the Narrow Guago Railways, 
which are now and for some time 
have been in a shaky condition. The 
suspicion receives a sort of indirect con­
firmation in an article in Monday's 
Leader, which, however is no great 
authority on such matters. In spéak- 
ing of the burdens which are likely ere 
long to fall on the Ontario Treasury, 
it says :—

“ The failure of oui* narrow gaugo rail­
ways to earn sutiicitut money to pay ex­
penses, in a very bhort period will bo ad­
ded to the list. At present, while these 
railways are continuing to draw their 
bonuses from the several municipalities, 
there seems to be nothing wrong, but 
when that source of supply is exhausted, 
whaiwill they depend upon to keep them 
from becoming bankrupt ? A time may 

- come, and in our opinion that time is 
not very far off, when the isilways will 
have to depend upon the Government 
for aid or else stop altogether. It is just 
possible that the Government will be 
obliged to pui chase the whole system of 
narrow gauge railroadslately constructed 
and in course of construction in the va­
rious parts of the Province.”

Tliis is a rather alarming picture, 
but it is only a frank confession of 
what has for some time been known to 
be the real position of those railways. 
That they are on the verge of bank­
ruptcy appeals certain, and that the 
whole system is a signal failure is now 
proved beyond a doubt. Wo never 
lied an)' faith in the schemes of tlio 
railway speculators in Toronto, but 
their unsoundness has been demon­
strated sooner than most people ex­
pected. The proposition to hand them 
over to the Ontario Government is an 
exceedingly cool one, which they will 
not think of entertaining witliout the 
consent ami approval of the people. 
It would lie a manifest injustice to a 
large portion of the Province in no 
way interested in, or benetitted by, 
these roads. It will be well for tlio 
people to narrowly watch the ma­
in vuvres of these Toronto railway 
speculators, for it is evident they moan 
mischief of some kind.
