The steamer passing, the prisoners and boat
were sent adrift.

Nothing of interest oecurred on the route
down-the river -until at 8 E‘oiut between- the
batteries at Branswick and Fort Fisher, when
a boat was discovered making rapidly toward
the shore. After an exciting chase she was
overtaken, and her occupants, coosisting of
six persons, four.of whom were soldiers, were
taken on board and the boat cat adrift. From
them information was obtained  that the
rebels were on the qui vive, having boats
pested at the narrow entranee between the
forts to intereept the return. To understand
the position of the party it should be known
that they were then bat three hundred yards
distant from two forts, and this on a moon-
light night. Captain Cushing, on learning
the rebels’ designs, resolved to fake a
desperatejchance of lighting his way through,.
supposing that in cage there were but one or
two boats he might by giving a broadside,
escape in the confusion. On arriving at the
month of the harbor e perceived, as he im-
agined, one large boat, which, wonderfully
prolific, seon gave birth to three more, which
were alterwards ingreased in number by five
from the opposite bank. This completely
blocked up the narrow entranceto tLe har-
bor. The helm was. put hard aport to gain
distance, and seeing a large sail-boat flled
with troops (seventy-five musketeers) at once
decided that the ouly hope lay in out-
maneuvering them. The rebels, provident~
ially, did not, during thisinterval, fire a shot,
no doubt anticipating the  certain capture of
all. There being another means of entrance
into the harbor (the west bar) the only pos—
sible hope was in impressing the rebels with
the opinion that he would attempt that, the
only remaining shance of escape. , Accord-
ingly, apparently making for this point, the
rebel boats were drawn together in pursuit,
when, rapidly changing his girection, the cap=
tain brought his boat back to the other en~
trance [the east bar}, and deeply loaded ‘as
she was [twenty»siX in the boal] forced her
into the breakers. The rebels, evidently
foiled, dare not venture to follow, and the
guns of the batteries, whieh were pointed to
rake the-channel, were unprepared to inflict
damage. -

Captain Cushing has arrived safely with
his eight prisoners and mail, and can con~
gratulate himself in having performed one of
the.most hazardous and daring feats of the
war.- His escape from this position. of
jeopardy is regarded by the navy officers as
little short of miraculous, and the rebel prin
sonérs have not yet recovered their amaze:
ment at the boldness of the feat.

After the usval services were goue
through with in the church the precession re-
formed and proceeded to the cemetery, where
the last rites were performed and three vol-
leys fired over the grave by the detachmeut
of marines. The. funcral coriege then re
traced their steps, to the Beaver pre-
ceded by the band playinga lively march,
and returned to Esquimalt.

The
Mary left Bellingham Bay about two weeks
ago with a cargo of coal for Sea Francisco
but shortly dfter leaving the harbor she eom-
menced  to leak badly, keeping the pumps
continually going, The Captain thereupon

put baak and diseharged nearly all her cargo
on the wharf, and finding that the vessel
still leaked and was not sea-worthy he sailed
for this' port to ascertain the cause of the
leakage and repair damages. We believe
she will be hove dewn. The Mary is an old
fishioned vessel ef albout 500 tous and 8
strongly built, baving been originally a
whaler. It is supposed that the leak has oc-
carred either from the oakum having worked,
out of one of her scams, or the starting of ‘a
butt, ora worm hole. - She has not been
caulked for about three years. The weight
of the Mary’s cargo, we are sorry to say,
cavsed the wharf at Bellingham Bay to cave
in.

the. Collins line’ conueeting Kurope with
America'by way of the Russian Possessions
and British Columbia. - Mr. Cardwell’s ob-~
jection, therefore, on this head was tenable ;
but when the Secretary for the Colonies tells
us that the strict enforeement of the non-
exclusive principle between the British and

service in their native State and in Louisiana,
bat'soon afterwards were surprised and cap-
tured by a detachment of Federal troops sent
from this city by Butler. Their capture was
effeéted some 18 months ago, and siace then
they seem to have heen forgotten both by
frierd and foe. ~Whether the Confederate
Government inquired after them, or whether
1he Federal authorities refused to exchange
them, I cannot say, but in prison they have
remained until but one of tke band new
lives, the sole svrvivor of his nation. What
a strange, eventful history centres in this last
of his race—from De Soto’s discovery to the
disruption of the American Union?

Capt. Hoyt made a lengthy and most
telling speeeh, which we regret our space
will ‘not enable us to give more in detail, and
wasg voeiferously cheered throughont. We
must not omit; however, to meation that in
the course of his remarks he paid a handsome
compliment to Governor Kennedy, who he
said was the true embodiment of the British
soldier and Euglish Gentleman.

ANECDOTE OF THE FIRST NA-
POLEON.

with the transcendant master spirit Napoleon
Bounaparte, Emperor of the French, has been
cherished with an avidity commensurate
with the lustre with which his memeory is
ensbrined, and has now become as familiar
as “ household words.” Auything new and
unpublished of the sayings and doings of
this illustrious man are as rare as primroses
in winter. The following aneedote related
by the late Sir Henry Huntley, whose death
we record elsewhere, - has been kindly sup-
plied to us by a ‘gentleman of bis acquaint-
anee, who assures us thatits genuineness may
be impliitly relied on.

Sir Henry, at the time the Northamber~
land sailed for-St. Helena with ‘its precious
freight was a midshipman on beard. One
fine day while the Bmperor was pacing the
quarter deek, his attention was drawn 10 ano-
ther midshipman named ; Smith, who ap-
peared to be beyend the  age for the rank he
held. - Napoleon suddenly stopped Smith and
pointing to ‘his single stripe enquired why he
bad not been promoted? Smith answered
that he had been' for 10 years a prisener in
France. The following dialogue thereupon
ensued :

.. Experor—How were you treated ?

MipsarPMan—DBat indiffereatly.

_ ExperorR—Why did you not see me ?

Experor—Where and when ?

MipsaipMaN—When you returned from
Russia,

The Emperor was stung to the quiek by
this. unexpected reply whieh was thought~
lessly given by the Midshipman without for a
moment reflecting upon the effect it would
produce on the proud, sensitive, but hum-
bled feeling of the interrogator, and raising
his hand in token of silence, Napoleon broke
out with an - emphatic “ Bah!” and indig-
nantly turned away, leaving the djscomfited
midshipman to ponder over his indiscretion.

Interesting to Californians.

We insert below a notice of the death of
Sir-H. V. Huntley, a worthy "and respected
gentleman whose memory will be treagured
with respect by all old Californians. Sir H.
V. Huntley visited the Pacific coast about
the year 1852, aud remained several yéars in
the country, taking a lively interest in min~
ing matters. Heinvested largely in quaitz
claims which we believe entailed heavy
losses o his exchequer:

Deatn or Sir H: V. HunTLEY.—We have
to‘record the:death of Sir Henry Veel IHunt-
ley, a gentleman who has seen much publie
sefvice. The decsased, who was the third
son of the'Rev. Ricbard Huatley, rector of
Boxwell, near Wootton under Edge, by the
daughter and sole. heir of the venerable
James Webster, L.L.D.. archdeacon of
Gloucester, was born in 1795, At 13 years
of age he entered the Navy, and continued
in active service until 1815. He accompanied
the Emperor Napoleen to St. Helena, served
with great distinution in the American war,
and was present at the capture of Washingn
ton. He was also British consul and arbi~
trator at Loanda. During the war for the
independence of Greece he served in the Le-
vant, and attained the rank of Commander,
R.N,, in 1838. Two years afterwards he was
appointed during the Colonial Secretaryship
of Earl (then Lord John) Russell, to the go-
vernorship of the colonies on the river Gam-
bia. In the following year he was nomisated
by the same noble %ord to the governorship
of Prince Edward’s Island, on whiech ocea-
sion he received by patent the honor of
knighthood.— Despateh.

THE CHILCOATEN EXPEDITION.

Eight Murderers Surrendered.

$200,000 IN TREASURE!!

The steamer Enterprise arrived Wednes-
day from New Westminster with about 25
passengers, some treasure, and Dietz & Nel-
son’s Express.

(From the Columbian.)

Through the politeness of Mr. Maunsell,
the Governor’s Private Secretary, we are en-
abled ' to lay the following gratifying infor-
mation before our readers :

. On the 15th instant, at half-past 8 o'clock
in the morning, eight of the Chilcoaten
murderers, among whom are the following
Chiefs : Klatsassin, Tellott and Tapitt, sur—
rendered themselves to Mr. Cox in his cam
near the old Hudson Bay fort on the Chileo
river.

The statement made by Klateassin was as
follows :

“1 have brought seven murderers, and I
am one myself. I retarn you one horse, oe
mule, and twenty dollars for the Governor,
ag a token cf good faith. :

The names of the men present are : Myself,
Telloot, Chee-loot, Tapitt, Piem, Chassis,
Cheddiki, Sanstanki. .

There are ten more at large, namely : Quot-
a-nus-ki, Yel-ten-ly, Ish-an, Ha-chis, Casin,
Sei-tah, Ka-telth, Ka-kus, Ya-hous-la, In-
ne-qualth,

These men I know canmot be caught be-
fore the early spring, when they must come
to the lakes for subsistence.

Three others are dead : one was killed by:
McDonald ; the other two killed themselves.
There were altogether twenty one Indians
implicated in the massacre.

“ Anaheim’s” party took the greater share
of the plunder, and ure now starving and
eating the stolen horses;, and also took all
the stolen money from me, as he said he
wished to rcturn all te the whites.

We have not seen or heard of Mr. Brew’s
party where we came from. We don’t know
where he is.

MINING LAWS.

Eprror BriTisn Corenisr.—I have ne

the merits of the Kxploration Committ
As a member of it, I strongly entertain t}.\':
opinionthat it has devolved upon the colon
a debt of gratitude for the disinterested spirit
evinced by its members, and the cheerfuluess
with which most of them have devoted so
much of their time and thoughts to the
prosecution of the work committed to them,
I agsume that, like mysgelf, they feel it of
little moment that grumblers may censure,
or even misrepresent their action, while thcy,
have the twofold reward of consciousness of
upright intention, and the beneficial results
to the colony already manifested. o
Exceptions have been taken to the existing
mining regulations, and the manner of their
administration, and the Committee have been
treated in some quarters very unfairly. Their
course has been simple and open, and I think
not only defeasible, but throughout irrepre-
hensible.  On the gold discoveries at Sooke
being reported to the Govermor, he was
pleased to elicit the individual views of the
members of the Committee, at an interview
held with them, as to the regulations needed,
There was general agreement, though on some
points slight diversity of opinion. The com-
mittee were -requested to consult together,
and present to His Exeellency the conclu-
sions at which they should arrive. I think
that, situated as was the Governor, it would
have been extremely disccurteous had the
Comnmittee declined to meet-his courteously
expressed wishes.

The regulations, substantially as published,
were reeomamended by a unanimous vote,
after free discussion and mature delibera-
tion, with the suggestion that circumstanees
might require their modification and en
largement from time to time.

On some points, the intention of the Com~
mittee has been misunderstood by the Gold
Commissioner, or his administration has been
misrepresented by complaining parties.

1. It never was contemplated by the Cem-<
mittee that a person should be obliged to pay
for a license to authorise him to prospect, or
for a recording fee before he had found a
claim deemed werth holding, Nor do the
regulations bear such a eonstrustion.

2. In case a party holding a license should
attempt to avail himeelf of the industry of a
bona fide prospector, and digcoverer of a claim,
the Commissioner has authority to prevent
such imposition, by the clanse which reads :
« All disputes concerning titles to claims and
boundaries to be settled by the Acting Gold
Commissioner.” In fact, the clause was in«
troduced by myself, with speeial reference
to the frustration of such attempts.

3. It was intended that a elaim, when re~
corded, should not be forfeited by the absence
of its proprietor more than seventy two hours,
provided he was represented on it by any
other holder of a mining license. It bas
been reperted that such representation is not
recognized by the Commissioner, but that
the presence of the actual preprietor is re-
quired. I can hardly believe the report, and
even if it be true, am Persuaded that the Go-
vernor would immediately correct the mis-
take of the Commissioner if it were brought
to his knowledge.

4. The fixing of the frontage of claims in
the centre of the stream was unanimously re-
commended with the eoncurrence of the
judgment of Mr. Foley, an experienced miner,
expressed in the presence of the Governer
and Committee. Theeharacter of the banks,
and the formation of the sireams, may pros
bably render the application of that rule in
some places inconvenient, and it may be
found desirable to legislate hereafter for its
modification. I have, however, heard no suf-
fielent reasons adduced to change my judg-
ment on that point. The flaming of the
river will doubtless be undertakea at a future
riod. By that time such of the present
holders of claims as commenced with limited
means will have taken ou$ sufficient pay to
enable them to combine with others for gen-
eral luming. But to bave authorized it at
the outset, would have, exclnded the poor
man, and bave thrown the entire operation,
and the rich results accruing from it, into the -
hands of capitalists.
willingly have been a party, and 1 believe
the ether members of the committee : were
influenced by. the same desire to promote
the general interest of the many rather than
the special interest,of the few.
If by the advice given to the Governor he
or the Commisgioner hae been led into error,
let the fault finders aet upon the adage that
“ to err is human, to forgive divine ;” and let
them be quite confident that their motives
are as disinterested as were those of the
eommittee.

‘He had only
remarked that the inadvertence had arisen
from the fact that the parties framing the
Commission evidently wrote it under the con-
viction that His Excellency had that power
vested in him, and His Excellency had no
doubt acted under a similar conviction from
the terms of that Commission in summoning
the Legisiature together.

The Council, on offering their congratula-
tions on this discovery, deem it their duty in
justice to your Excellency, to record their
eonviction that the merit of this discovery is
primarily due to yoar Excellency’s earnest and
energetic advocaey of the exploration of the
Island, and to the continued au;}sort and en-
couragement afforded by your Excellency to
ihe efforts of the explorers who have made
the discovery. ~And the Council would beg
algo to mark their appreciation of the prompt-
ness with which your Excellency organised a
legal system over the gold field to meet the
emergeney by the immediate passing of rules
and regulations, and by the appointment and
despateh of a Gold Commissioner to ad-
mioister the same. . -

The Council beg respectfully to assure
your Excellency that they are desirous to give
their earnest and prompt attention to the se-
rious- consideration of the geveral subjects
mentioned in your Exeellency's speech, pro-
vided it is compefent to them to exercise
their funetions, of which a doubt has arisen,
from the fact that the Legislature has been
assembled on a shorter notice than required
by thelaw of England, and by the practice of
the Imperial Parliament, by which the Le-
gislature has hitherto been gmded, and the
Council earnestly respond go your Exeellen-
cy’s prayer, that their deliberations may con-~
duce to the honor of Her Majesty, and to the
prosperity of the eountry.

THE GOVERNOR’S REPLY.
His Excellency replied as follows :

Mr. President and gentlemen, I -thank yon
for your address. It is not within the prov«
ince of my duty to discuss the question of the
legality of the convening of the Legislature
within a shorter period than 14 -days. It is
gratifying to me, however, to find that yeun
bave adopted the practice of the Imperial
Parliament as your guide. Sueh a course
carried out in spirit and letter is the proper
way to protect the rights of the people and
to commsnd respect. Though I think your

. acts would have been legal, yet 1 consider
you are right in the eoarse you have followed
and [ approve of your setting the matter at
rest in the manner you have'done. His Ex-
cellency concluded by remarking that he
deemed it due to himself on this occasion to
state -that the Legislature had no reason to
apprahend any eneroachments on their rights
and privileges at his hands, as he was anxi-
ous te preserve and protect their rights. His
Ezxcellency assured the Council that the ad-
«dress should receive his best and earnest con-
sideration. :

Epiror Britism Covronist :—SIR, In the
above extract the Ceuncil say that tine merit
of the recent gold discovery is * primarily ”
due to Governor Kennedy. This, in my
bumble opinion, is an error—a mistake, I
hope, that may be attributable to a laudable
desire to please at the same time thatan un-
pleasant constitutional diffieulty was official~
ly made known. If the object of the Counn
cil were notto pass off a cheap compliment
at the expense of history, it is to be feared
that our colonial lords possess but a limited
store of faets touching the origia of the ex~
ploring expedition. With about the same
regard for the trath of history,
Governor Kennedy might bave been creds
ited with originating the scheme for the
improvement of Viectoria barbor ; because
the dredge-hulls and scows have been built
during his administration. I have heard of
no one complimenting him on the suceess of
that ripe project ; nor is it at all likely if an-
inference may be drawn from a wmessage to
the Legislature on the subjeet. If I remem-
ber rightly an attempt-was made to question
the wisdom of his predecessor, in ordering the
dredging apparatus. Now if detraetion be
allowed in that respect because a few disin-
terested people did not think the harbor
shonld be improved, is that a reason why the
projector of a saccessful undertaking should
be deprived of his share of the merit? Wolfe
lived long enough to know that Monicalm
was defeated ; but if he had died before his
victorious followers .proclaimed ** They fly!
they fly 1 would Wolfe have been entitled to
no share of merit ?—to no honor for having
planned the campaign? These questions
scarcely need an answer—no ome would be
80 unjust as' to knowingly detract from kis
merits " as the commanding general though
death had out him short in the midst of his
glorious career. No one would bestow his
Justly earned honors on another. Noram I
disposed to believe that oor Island historians
willgive the merit * primarily” to Gov. Ken-
nedy of discovering the gold fields when it id
.known that Gov. Donglas was the real official
projector of the exploration of the Island.
It will nat detract one iota from the merit
of Gov. Kennedy to pay his predecessor his
due notwithstanding our colonial lords think
otherwise. Bat if Gov. Douglas has no
share in the honor, because his administra-
tion had expired before the gold diseov-
ery (?) by the same rule the hardy prospectors
who recently discoverad' our Ieland Pactolus
are®ntitled (0 the palm of merit and not
Governor Kennedy. His Excelleney labor-
ed to promote the exploration of the Island ;
but the explorers made the discovery.
Governor Dopglas made the recommendation
for exploration. He asked the Assembly to
vote $5,000 for that object for 1864. That
body, on an -amendment of Dr. Helmgcken,
voted $2,600. This is history. It was law
before Governor Kennedy arrived. The latter
only carried out an exploration of the Tsland
projected before his arrival on it. The ex-
ploring expedition wes to look for agricultu-
ral land and minerals, and verify the exist-
euce of paying gold fields, known to some of
the Assembly to exist; as may be proven from
the imperfect legislative report of Feb. 22,
1864, if no ether authority be at hand.
