His Home at Kodiak—Suffered

VALDEZ, Alaska, April 2.—The mail

steamship Dora arrived from Unalaska,
bringing Charles Burns, the last mem-
ber of the boat crew -that left the camp
of the castaways of the steamship Far-
allon at Illama bay, Cook ifilet, after the
Farallon had gone on the rocks, January
5. Burns refused to aceompany the re-
mainder of the crew when they left
Kaguyak bay to cross Shelikof strait to
Kodiak island, saying that he would try
to reach Cold bay, on the Aleutian pen-
insula, and catch the Dora when she
made her regular call there.
‘ Burns set out ‘alone in a Httle .open
dory, with a small quantity of dried sal-
mon for food, and headed south-wester-
ly, skirting the coast. His supply of sal-
mon' became exhausted, and he rowed
his eraft a whole day without food, the
bleak shore offering him no inducement
'to land. Finally ‘Burns sighted a pros-
pector’s cabin and he made a landing.

In the cabin was‘a shotgun and am-
mupition. "‘Burns' shot a number of wild
‘ducks, cooked them .and feasted and
rested. Shooting more ducks, the gun
was" ntally. discharged,  tearing off
a finger and otherwise ‘mutilating his
hand.

MINORITY REPORT
IS SUBMITTED

Holds That Change Has Not
Been Asked for and Is Un-
necessary Interference —
Corporation- Tax Changed

WASHINGTON, April 1—Widely di-
verging views on regulative control of
common carriers, including .a split
minority presentation, are expressed
in reports which accompanied the
submission of the administration rail-
road bill to the House by the Inter-
state Commerce Committee today.

The measure drafted by Attorney-
General Wickersham, at the instance
of President Taft, already is being de-
bated in the Senate, and in the House
probably will follow the naval ap-
propriations bill. Chairman Mann will
seek to ‘fix a date on: Monday, but
members, of the committee think the
naval bill' will occupy all next week.

The majority report stamps the pro-
posed legislation as even more im-
portant than any preceding acts for
the “control of interstate and foreign
railroads, imposing no undue burdens
nor - interference with railway man-
agement and conferring large benefity
upon -the shippers and public at large.

The minority report, striking at the
commerce. court provision, declares:
“Neo. untried, experimental legislation
of ‘a doubtful constitutional character
should be -eatered upon by Congress
at this time, when neither consumers,
shippers nor railroads ask for such
legislation:” . The minority members
while earnest advocdtes of federal

As passed by the House today, the
law bearing on this subject provides
that “all corporation tax returns shall
be open to inspection only upon order
of the- president, under rules and
regulations to .be prescribed by the
secretary of the treasury and approv-
ed by the president.” :

As previously provided by the Sen-
ate, such corporation tax reports were
to be “made public when called for
by, resolution by the Senate or the
House of Representatives, or upon the
order of the president when he deems
it for the public interest.”

COURT DECIDES
[ELEPHONE CASE

Bell Companies Are Enjoined
from Discriminating Against
Postal Telegraph Company
in Use of Telephones -

St

NASHVILLE, Tenn., - April 1.—
Judge Edward Sanford, of the Circuit
Court, of the United States, handed
4down_ an opinion today granting the
Postal Telegraph Cable: Company an
injunction against the Cumberland
Telephone and Telegraph Company (a
Bell Company) discriminating against
the postal in the way of the use of
telephones. A similar injunction is
granted in- behalf of the Postal against
the East Tennessee telephone com-
pany, which is a subsidiary company
of the Cumberland Telephone and
Telephone- Company.

It appears that the Telephone Com-
pany refused to furnish telephones to
the Postal Telegraph Company for the
same rental, which was charged other
subscribers to the telephone, and in-
sisted on the Postal Telegraph Com-
pany paying to the telephone com-
pany 16 per cent. of the tolls taken in
by the Postal Company. on messages
received: over the telephone, and 2
cents on messages delivered by the
Telegraph Company over the telephone.
The Postal Company refused to pay
this. commission and 2 cents g mess-
age, and the Cumberland - Telephone
Company ' commenced - taking- out the
telephones from the telegraph offices.
Thereupon the Postal Telegraph Cable
Company applied to the United States
court for an injunction.

The decision just handed down sus-
tains the contention of the Telegraph
Company, and holds that the Postal
Company is entitled to telephone ser-
vice at: the same rate charged other
business subscribers and enjoins the
Telephone company from removing its
telephone or othe e depriving the
Postal ‘company telephone ' service
because of its refusal to pay a higher
rate.

It is understood that thi& same dis-
crimination against the Postal Com-
pany is practiced by various other Bell
companies throughout the United
States, and ' that the above decision
will put an end to this,-

DRYDOCKS DIVIDED
INTO THREE CLASSES

D

Largest to Be Equal to Accom-
modation of Greatest Shins
in_ British Navy — New
Scale of Subsidies

OTTAWA; April 1.—Mr. Fielding
gave notice tonight of an important
resolution, on which a bill will be
based, providing for changes in the
subsidy provisions for aid to drydocks.
This is eleventh hour legislation, but
it is of a far reaching character.

At present the act authorizes a sub-
sidy of three per cent. per annum for
twenty years on a maximum expendi-
ture of $1,5600,000. The new act will
provide for a considerable extension of
this aid, with a view to encouraging
the construction of the largest class
of drydocks, capable of accommodating
the largest warships of the British
navy, as well as the largest ocean
steamers.

It is proposed to divide drydocks to
be either constructed or enlarged into
three classes, with a varying scale of
subsidy.

In the first class will be drydocks
for naval dand general purposes, and
on which subsidies will be paid at 3%
per cent. per annum of the total cost
of the work during a period of thirty-
five years, up to a maximum expendi-
ture of $4,000,000. It is specified that
these drydocks, other than floating
drydocks shall be of a clear length on
the bottom of 900 feet, with an en-
trance width of 100 feet and a depth
of 36 feet. In the case of floating
drydocks, they must be able to ac-
commodate vessels of a tonnage dis-
placement of at least 25,000 tons.: It is
further specified that they must be
capable of receiving and repairing the
largest :ships ‘of 'the British navy. ex-
isting at thei time at which:.the con-
tract is entered into. :

Drydocks of the second class - are
specified as being those costing not
more than two and a half million dol-
jlars and of a clear length on bottom
of 850 feet, with an entrance width of
86 feet and a depth of 30 feet.at high
water if constructed on tidal waters,
apd of 18 feet at ordinar{v low, water
if constructed on non-tidal waters, In
the case of floating drydocks of this
class they must Be able to accommo-
date vessels of a tonnage displacement
of at least 15,000 tons.  The subsidy
for this class of drydocks shall' be
3 1-2 per cent. per annum on the to-
tal cost of the work during-a period of
twenty-five years.

Drydocks 6f third clags will be those
costing. neti 'more than half a million
dollars, with~a length of 400 feet, an
entrance width of 85 feet, a tidal depth
of 22 feet and a depth of 18 feet at
low water if constructed on non-tidal
waters. In the case of floating dry-
docks of this class they must be cap-
able of accommodating vessels of a
tonnage displacement of at least 3,800
tons. The subsidy provided is the
same as that at present in force,
namely, 8 per cent. per annum for
twenty years.

It is ‘further provided that in case of
drydocks ‘enlarged or extended under
the provisions of the act so as’to come
within the specifications required for
drydocks of the first class, the sub-
sidy for such ‘enlargement shall be on
the same basis as that allowed for the
eonstruction of drydocks of the = first
class. Similarly for enlargement or
extension of drydocks to meet the re-
quirements of the second class the
subsidy shall be 3.1-2 per-.cgent. per
annum on the cost of such enlarge-
ment or 'extension annually, ' for a
period of twenty-five years. TFor en-
largement or extension of a drydock
of the third class, the subsidy will be
3 per cent.-per anndm on the cost of
such enlargement for a period of
twenty years.

It is further provided that the work
of construetion or enlargement shall be
dofie under the supgrvision of the
department of public works, - that if
such drydock is not kept in a state of
efficiency or repair after such subsidy
becomes paygble the government may
take possession of such dock and ex-
pend out of the consolidated revenue

-| fund a sufficient amount to repair the

same and thereafter operate it. That
the. tariff of tolls for the use of “the
dock shall be subject to the approval
of the governor-in-council, and that
ships in the naval service of Canada or
Great Britain shgll at all times be en-
titled to the use of such doeks in pri-
ority to all other vessels. The sub-
sidy thus provided is for a maximum
of $140,000 for a year for 35 ye: for
drydocks of the first class, $87,500 per
year for 256 years.for drydocks of the
Second class, and $15,000 per year for
‘,Nl) years for drydocks of the third
class,

Mr. Fielding seems to have found in
President Taft a statesman who was
animated by a spirit of conciliation, He
was asked to surrender very little and
it is of course of great advantage to
Canada to be brought under the Unit-
ed States minimum tariff. We have
no hesitation in saying that President
Taft's course has been eminently fair
apd will create an gxceedingly favor-
able impression all over the Dominion.
Doubtless he was not wholly actuated
by altruistic motives. He realized that
a large proportion of the people of the
United States, if they thought about
the matter at all, were desirous that
no obstacle should be placed in the
way of the very profitable business
now carried on between that country
and Canada, and he was sagacious
enough to see a very-easy solution. of
what seemed at first sight to be a
question of much difficulty. We think
that perhaps the claim that the appli-
cation of the French treaty under the
“most favored nation” rule to cer-
tain European nations was discrimina-
tion against the United States was
rather far-fetched; but we cannot find
fault with the President for S0 regard-
ing it. Too much must not be expected
from any man, not even when he is
President - of some eighty millions of
people. He had something to concede
to Canada and he naturally asked a
quid pro quo. The actual value of the
equivalent is neither here nor there If
that were taken into account the Unit-
ed States would not have much to show.
From the Canadian point of view, what
Mr. Fielding assented to is very much
in the nature of “cultus potlach,” a gift
Intended more as an evidence of good
fellowship than because the United
States was in point of fact entitled to
anything: at all,

TRADE WITH UNITED STATES

GREATER THAN A TSAR

The President of the United Mine
‘Workers of the United States has is-
sued an order calling upon the mem-
bers of that organization to suspend
work for thirty days. It is said that
250,000, and possibly 500,000 men will
be afféected by this order. If this is
the' case, President Lewis has greater
powers than were ever exercised by
the Tsar of Russia; he is the most ab-
solute monarch in the world. We take
leave to doubt If any man is wise
enough to have vested in him such tre-
mendous-authority.

_The- Colonist has time and again ex-
préssed its favorable attitude to or-
ganized labor,” and it does not wish
now to be understood as raising any
question. as to the abstract right of
the miners to place such power in the
hands of the executive of their body;
but it is absolutely impossible that
any one man or a hundred men can
know how such an act as that referred
to will affect the great majority of the

nature of the proposed arrangement,
it is not too soon to consider the prin-
ciples that will be involved. The sub-
Ject is of such. vast.importance,- and
the effect of any arrangement that
may be reached will be So far-rveaching,
that the preliminary - discussion ought
to be on non-partizan lines. JIt.may be
assumed that the Liberal majority in
the House of Commons will ratify any
agreement to which Sir Wilfrig Laurier
may give his assent, and it is also cer-
tain that any such agreement cannot
be altered as a matter of course by a
new ministry. It will do the country
very little good to find fault after the
event, and so we think the effort of ajl
newspapers, irrespective of party,
ought te be to see that the government
is advised in ‘regard to’ public senti-
ment. It is with the purpose that we
approach the cdnsideration of the ques-
tion, for we feel that; as far as ‘we are
able, the Colonist ought to contribute
to the determination of it on lines
most advantageous to Canada,

There is one thing in this connection
that we think may be taken for grant-
ed, namely, that the Unitea States
will desire to secure our ray materials
for the purpose of converting them in-
to manufactured products. It would
like to have our timber, our iron ore,
our pulp wood, anything, in short, that
Wweé produce in abundance in its na-
tural condition. . We do not think that
Canada should make any concessions
whatever to secure the admission of
such articles into the United States,
and we hold that ho agreement should
be made whereby the several provinces
will be deprived of their existing right
to control the destination of such pro-
ducts. It would be absurd to suggest
that there .should be reciproeity in raw
cotton between the two countries, for
we produce none for export. It would
be absurd to say that the export of raw
eotton can be offset against ' the ex-
port of pulp wood, for example. The
United States. is a great exporter of
raw cotton. Not for a single moment
would the people of the cotton growing
states countenance the suggestion that
the export of their product should be
restricted in order that the manufac-
ture of cotton goods for export should

.o

sufficient to give here, as it illustrates
what we haves in ‘mind, Cotton can
be freely exported, ‘because it is an
annual crop. In the case of our forest
and mineral resources, exportation in
a raw state means the deprivation of
the country of its wealth in a form
that is least advantageous. If we cut
down our forests, they will grow again
in-time, but a generation or more will
pass before_ they gan be restored. - If
we take our ores out of the mines and
ship them away, they can never be re-
placed. Therefore, the policy of Can-
ada should be to conserve such re-
sources S0 that they may be turned in-
to manufactured products here, there-
by employing labor and creating a
market for all kinds of farm produce,
instead ‘of permitting .them to be taken
into the United:States to build up the
industrial greatness of that country.
In other words, we would dissent from
a policy which would enable the Unit-
ed States to exhaust our natural
wealth as it has exhausted its own, but
without developing great manufactur-»
ing industries in this country as were
developed in that one. This, we ven-
ture to suggest, is a consideration that
ought to be . regarded as fundamental
in any trade negotiations entered into
with the United States.

To get blood out of a turnip has
heretofore been regarded as the acme
of impossibility; but hereafter some
of our friends will be disposed to put
the process of-extracting vafuable in-
formation out of a Chinaman in the
premier place.

The new Chines‘é Minister of War

is thus quoted: “I intend to introduce
compulsory militar& service in China.
If we make all the available men join
the military, we have such an enor-
mous population—some 400,000,000—
that we shall overshadow all other
armed nations. The details of -the
plan have not yet been worked out,
but we propose to make our young
men soldiers, not only through drills,
but by education. They must learn
what a shame it is for. the most an-
cient and, in population; the greatest
nation on earth to be so weak. I shall
have excellent assistance in the war
office, who have studied European
military systems and will be of the
greatest help.” The important thing
about this statement is that. there
is every likelihood of its being
carried into ,effect.. The aptitude
displayed by the Chinese for
military training 1is very great, and
if they once become interested in such
a policy as is above outlined, China
may easily become the dominant
power in the world, on land at least.
Already we read in European papers
articles indicating a fear that  the
western march of the Chinese people
cannot be much longer deferred.

Speaking at Boston Mr. R. L. Bor-
den said’ that Canada is inseparably
bound-to the British Empire, “but is
also in many ways closely associated
with this glorious Republic.” We do
not suppose than many people in Vic-
toria, especially those of British birth,
quite appreciate what Mr. Borden had
in mind when he said this in regard
to the associations of this country and
its neighbor. They cannot realize how
many Canadian families are repre-
sented south of the Forty-ninth par-
allel. Some years ago a witty wrlter}

i

said that Boston was the capital of
the Maritime Provinces, By this he
meant that it was to Boston, the near-
est great city, that the imagination
and hopes of young men and young
women in those provinces were turn-
ed. Even long after Confederation
Montreal, Toronto and other cities in
the St. Lawrence vprovinces were
only names to this large section of the
population of the three provinces
down by the Atlantic. The stores of
Boston offered clerkships to farmer’s
boys, who took with them to the city
the rugged honesty and painstaking
industry developed in the careful life
at home. The factories in Massachus-
sets towns attracted the girls from the
farms, who were unwilling to engage
in domestic service. Almost every
family was represented in one way or

another in the cities of that common-
wealth. It used to be said that if one
walked in" Boston Common in the
evening, he might feel certain that
nearly every person he met was from
New Brunswick or Nova Scotia. of
course this was stating the case too
strongly. Nor were Canadians con-
fined to one.part of the country. Not
many of them went to the Southern
States, but thousands of them went to
the Western States, including those
along the Pacific Coast. As g rule
they “made good,” and had none but
kindly feelings for the.land of their
adoption.

the reign of Edward IIL. and-of those of his
successors ‘down to the time of Henry IV, new

_ titles"were created;namely those of duke, mar-

quess and viscount. While the holders of these
several titles differed in rank, they were grad-

ually conceded equality. as miembers’ of Par- -

liament, and here we find the erigin of the title

" “peerage.” The various titles were only hon-
- orary, and so they remain to this day, wherein

they differ from similar titles on the Contin-
ent. All members: of the peerage, or British
nobility, stand precisely upon theé 'same foot-

' ing, except for the distinction of precedence.

It also came to be understood at this time that
the sons of peers were commoners, which is not

+ the case with foreign nobility. For illustra-

tion, we may take a familiar case. The eldest
son of the Duke of Devonshire bears the purely
honorary title of Marquis of Hartington, but
during his father’s lifetime he is as much a
commoner as the humblest servant in the

" household, and as a commoner he 1s eligible for

election to the House of Commons,. So with
the children, male and female, of all the other
grades of the nobility, They are all common-
ers in the lifetime of their fathers, and all of
them remain so except the individual who suc-

. _ceeds to the title.- This definition of the status

of the Lords, which was not brought about by
any specific act, but yas the result of evolution
extending" over several reigns, carried with it
another important thing. It led to an under-

standitig’of the respective limits of the powers

i, of the sovereign‘and Earh’ament. ‘What is called
" the ﬁ@%ﬁ 1IOW camé to be settled, and the

prerogative means those things which are law-
ful for the king to"do without the comnsent of
Parliament. The dbfinition;was perhaps not
as accurate as it might be, and indeed even now
its limits areé net absolutely defined ; but the ex-
istence of the prerogative was fully recognized
in the reign of Henry VI. It was not because
of anything done by the King, nor. was it

directly due to anything proposed by his min- .

isters, but during the reign of the sixth Henry
the form of the government of England was
settled closely along the lines upon which it
rests today. This may be a convenient place
_to state what these lines are. Anciéntly, the
assembly of the freemen-was the sovereign
power in. the state. To this there succeeded
after the-Norman Conquest ‘an indefinite un-
derstanding that the -barons and the bishops
were to be regarded as the advisers ‘of the
King. In the reign of Edward II. a statute
was passed distinctly asserting that the Com-
mons had the right to be consulted in all mat-
ters relating to the welfare of the state. The
House of Lords retained to itself as the King’s
advisers Judicial functions;.the Commons pos-
sessed the right of petition. The Commons did
not enact laws at the outset. It presented its
views to the King in the form of petitions, and
these were put into the form of laws by the
Lords, and in respect thereto the Commons
were not consulted. From the Lords the meas-
ures passed to the King, who changed them as
he saw fit. The reign of Henry VI. saw all.this
completely changed. It saw the Commons ori-
ginating legislation, the Lords taking their

share of this duty, and the King bound to pro-

claim the decision reached by the two Heouses
without any alteration, - 25"

Thus we see the origin of expressidns used
in réspect to the highest court of appeal and in
Acts of Parliament. 'When 2 case goes before

the House of Lords, or in colonial matters be-

fore the Judicial Committee of . the Privy Coun-
cil, the judgment always is in the form.of ad-
vice tothe sovereign.

Cade, better known as Jack, was an Irishman

.men, an‘adventurer of a daring type. He'served
" in France/with distinction, and Seeiny his way
‘clear tofurther adventures in England, he

landed in Kent and declared himself to be a
representative of the House of Mortimer, which
claimed the crown by virtue of descent from a
daughter of Edward II1., who was the senior of
either John, from whom the Lancastrians
claimed, or-Clarence, from whom the Yorkists
derived their title. Cade was nothing but an
imposter, but the Kentishmen rallied to his
standard, and London opened its gates to him.

“The citizens grew tired of the excesses of his

followers, and he was driven from the city
and slain. ‘The measure of success, which at-
tended his rebellion, if it may be so dignified,
greatly encouraged the hopes of the Yorkists,
and doubtless led to the Wars of the Roses,
although the conflict did not begin until five
years latef. .This struggle played such an im-
portant part in the development of modern
England that it will be dealt with in the next
article of this series.

* THE JEWS

v

The history of the Jews, using the name
now as. distinct from Israel, is the most re-
markable ,of any of which we have a record.
Even a slight familiarity with it leads one to
wonder, not that they are scattered abroad
among all the nations, but that they exist as a
distinct race. The part which.they have played
has been often a tragic one, but the quality
which shines out most conspicuously in all
their vicissitudes is their remarkable powers
“of recuperation. No matter té what depths
they were driven by oppressors, they regained
prosperity quickly whenever the oppression
was removed. The position, which they occupy
in England and America, they would attain to
in'the course of one or two generations in any

"part of the world, if given the opportunity. -

We saw in the preceding article of this se-
ries that after the death of Solomon the king-
dom was divided between his son Rehoboam
and theé Ephraimite Jeroboam, .the former

- reigning over the tribes of Judah and Benja-

min, and the other ‘tribes giving their allegi-
ance to the latter. This was in 975 B.C. Israel
was overthrown in 720 B.C., and in 586 B.C.
Nebuchadnezzar. took. Jerusalem by storm and
carried captive to Babylon the better-element

-.of the population. During the 317 years which

elapsed between the death of Solomon and the
,overthrow of Jerusalem, the history of the
kingdom of Judah was one. of almost continual
strife. There was war with Israel, and some-
times the two kingdoms were in alliance ig
carrying on hostilities against wheir neighbors.
We are told in the Book of Kings of an at-
tempt made by the King of Ethiopia to con-
quer” Judah, and that he came north with an
army of a million men, only to meet with ig-
nominious defeat. . But Judah was far from be-
ini invariably successful, for it was laid under
tribute at different times by the Egyptians,
the Assyrians and thé ‘Babylonians. The ex-
pedition of Nebuchadnezzar, which annihilated
the kingdom, was undertaken because the Jews
interfered with the free course of trade between
Babylon and the Mediterranean coast.

resolved to put an end to all Jewish aspira-
tions of nationality, and for that purpose fol-
lowed the example set by his predecessor, Sar-
gon, in the case of the kingdom of Israel. He
selected the ruling classes, the artizans, mer-
chants and best farmers, and carried them to
Babylon. Under his rule the condition of these
exiles was somewhat arduous, but not especial-
ly so; but when Cyrus, the Persian, overthrew
Nebuchadnezzar, one of his first steps was to

ameliorate the condition of the Jews. ‘He was -

led to do this doubtless by his desire to securé

their loyal support in a land, where he, like.

them, was a stranger. So favorably situated
did the Jews become, that when, at the solici-
tation of Daniel, permission was gfanted to
‘them to return home, only comparatively few
of them, and those the more humble, availed
theinselves of: the privilege. The others re-
mained in Babylon, where as late as A:D: 1000
their descendants were living in large numbers
and in'a state of prosperity. Somec of theni
migrated into China, where they were well re-
ceived. The first party of returning Jews num-
‘bered 40,000, and they were under the com-
- mandof Zerubbabel, who claimed descent from
David. This was 52 yeass after the destruc-
tion of Jerusalem. There were two other large

* migrations from Babylon to Palestine..  One

was led by Ezra and the other by Nehemiah.
-Doubtless there were smaller migrations, for
at a very early day after the return of Zerub-
babel’s pasty many of the Jewish cities had

b built.. During ‘the e

After
; Jerusalem was taken, the Babylonian monarch

< mitted without a murmur to his authoriiy, and"”
* later, many thousands of them were removed

to Egypt to people the new city of Alexandria.
“Ptolemy Soter, who became king of Egypt
after the death of Alexander, sent an expedi-
tion against Jerusalem, which he captured, and

from which he “carried ‘away 100,000 people,

~whom_ he colonized in pt: Then followed a
remarkable movement: From Egypt as a cen-
tre the Jews spread all over Northern Africa,
being received everywhere with the greatest
cordiality and kindness.. They rapidly acquired
the culture of Greece, and there is hardly any
doubt that between the years 300 B.C. and
400 B.C, they were the great leaders of the in-
tellectual life of the cBuntries around the Medi-
terranean. During this time Judea remained
under the sway of the Ptolemies, and for the
most part their rule was beneficent. - Later
their condition became. intolerable under a mad

+king of Egypt: Expeditions were sent to rav-
age the country, the femple at Jerusalem was
dedicated to Jupiter Olympus, and every
means were resorted to in order to compel the
people to resort to idolatry, but to their honor
be it said, that by hundreds of thousands they
accepted martyrdom. in preference.

About the year 200 B. C, the Seleucidae,
who were the dynasty that reigned im Persia

after the death of Alexander the Great, when.

that conqueror’s dominions were divided,
‘drove the Egyptians from Palestine and incor-
porated it in their empire. They also extend-
ed their dominion over all Syria, and thence-
forth the Jews weré tributary to Syria as a vas-
sal state of Persia. The Syrian oppression was
intolerable, dnd'a powerful effort was made to
drive the Jews away from the worship of Je-
hovah; but, while many yielded under the in-
fluence of fear and-oppression, the most of
them stood firm, although they were compelled
to flee from the country, or else hide them-
selves as best they could. Jerusalem was whol-
1y deserted by its Jewish inhabitants, whose
place was taken by the Syrians. Then began
that heroic movement identified with the name
of Judas Maccabaeus, although he did not
originate it, After a severe struggle, the an-
cient faith was restored to its old place. Al-
most immediately a period of prosperity .en-

sued; but it was interrupted by wars, and al-

though the kingly office was restored, the na-
-tion never afterwards' became independent.
From the time of Pompey the Great the Jews
were more or less under the suzerainty of
Rome.  In the great civil war the Jews
espoused the cause of Caesar, which was op-
posed by nearly all the Asiatic provinces of
Rome, and as a result they gained the sym-
pathy of the great' Roman. Herod the Great
became king in 39 BiC. He was not a Jew,
but an Idumaean, oneg;of a race that‘had been
subjugated by the Jews th 128 B.C,, and com-
pelled to accept the worship of Jehovah. Herod
was declared king by Antony Octavius and
the Roman Senate,
reign was very successful, but during the last
nine years he was incessantly wearied by in-
trigues against him. This so inflamed his pas-,
sions that he gave way to. extreme acts. of
- eruelty: The Slaughter of the Innocents, de-
scribed in the Gospel of St. Matthew, was only
one illustration of this. He seems to have been
in a econstant state of alarm, and saw in the re-
- ported birth of a child, who was to be. King
of ‘the Jews, another ‘of the many menaces to
his crown. He died in:B. C. 4. (It is to be re-
membered that the Christian Era does not
date from the supposed birth .of Jesus, but
from an arbitrary period fixed at about four
- years after that event:) . The last of the Herods
was Agrippa. He was the last reigning’ Jew-
ish sovereign. For more than a century pre-
! viously the government had been adminis-
tered by Roman governors. During the reign

of the Emperor Claudius, the Jews were. left’

much to themselves .and became very prosper-
ous. This led the more fiery spirits to dream
of throwing off the Roman yoke, and the rebel-
lion of the Zealots ensued. The stofy of this
event is full of tragedy. At first it seemed
likely to be successful, but the result was dis-
aster, and in A.D. 79 the Emperor Titus, hav-
ing overrun the rest of the country, laid seige
to Jerusalem, which, after a heroic defence, he
captured and levelled to the, ground. Thus
ended the history of the Jews as a nation.

_nostics, and for an honest agnostic one can
have respect. An honest agnostic is a man who
has attempted to solve:the riddle of the Uni-
verse and has not succeeded to his satisfac-
tion. - When such a man says he does not
know, his doubt is entitled to respect. Take
the-case of a great chemist, who may have de-
voted his life to investigation into.that mar-
_vellous science. He has seen so many wonder-
ful things that he is not able to set a limit to
the possibilities of chemical action. If hé has
never sought to discern things spiritually, he
is alfifost certain to become agnostic in respect
1o spiritual tHings. It is not easy to see how
s+he could be anything else. The same observa-

that kind, He might well be dismissed from
consideration, for such a Being would be ut-
terly remorseless and unapproachable. - But
thete is agother side to our nadtures than that
which- deals with and responds- to' physical
forces: If we seek Him'in this“domain, we
shall*surely find Him. He is not at all likely
to be revealed in burning bushes, or in any
visible or tangible form, but only to what the
Apostle Paul called spiritual discernment, and
no one who has not tried to discern a thing
spiritually has the right to deny that it can be
so discerned. .
Most of the self-styled agnostics of these
later days create a god out of their own concep-
tions and deny that he exists. They are quite
right in their denial. The god in whom they
refuse to believe is simply an exaggerated
man, usually a reproduction of themselves
clothed with omnipotence. There is no such
god. But the God of the Christian has none of
the attributes of man. Man may have a re-
flection of some of His. Of necessity He is
indefinable. Of necessity He is incomprehen-
sible. This thought presents no difficulties,
for even physical science has taught us that
there are many things both indefinable and in-
comprehensible. The God of the Christians is

-also the same in essence as the God. to which

humanity has instinctively turned in all ages:
Doubtless superstition, ignorance and fanati-
cism have surrounded Him in modern times
with attributes that are not divine, just as the
same influences have always surrounded Him
in other time$ with qualities absurd and utter-
ly unreconcilable with the  intelligent con-
«ception of a Deity; yet these things no more

‘dispose of Him than a passing cloud disposes

‘of the Sun.

But while God cannot be defined, His exis-
tence can be feltt He will make Himsglf
known to those who seek for Him with the
spirit. “God is a spirit and they that worship
Him must worship Him in spirit.” So said the
greatest of the Teachers, and hundreds of
thousands, indeed millions upon millions, of
men have been able to ‘testify to the truth of
this saying and to prove by their own personal
experience that there is a Power” that works
for righteousness,

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Anthony : Trollope .

Anthony Trollope has been censured for
seeming to put money-making before per-
fection of his work. There is no doubt what-
ever about this novelist’s talent, but it was
a talent that fell short of genius. The man or
woman who makes books for the sole purpose
of the pecuniary result those books are going
to bring him or her, cannot hope to produge
anything of lasting merit. This is:not alone
true of novel-writing, it is true of every sort
of work of the head or hands. No workman,'
from the day laborer to the statesman, can
hope for meritorious results from efforts that
have for their only incentive the wish to get
the task done-as hastily and as easily as pos-
sible, simply for the sake of the pay to be
received. Love of the work itself, or at any
rate the desire to do that work to the very
best of one’s ability, must be the paramount
moving impulse, or else the task is only half
done, and with no credit to the man who has
done it. However, Anthony Trollope does not
deserve any sweeping condemnation at all, for
he wrote primarily because he felt impelled to

" do so for love of the work, and his first books

were-such bad failures as to daunt the spirit
of most men from proceeding further in a
literary direction. It was only after he had
begun to meet with success that he showed
the mercenary side of his nature at ‘all. And
this is scarcely to be wondered at. He was
born in poverty. and his childhood was a sad
one, “I was a shy and dirty lad,” says he,
“and felt frob babyhood the degradation of a
poverty that placed me below the class to
which I should have belonged.” His earliest
schooldays were spent at Harrow. -where he
was sent when he was seven years old.. One
can imagine the sufferings of the sensitive boy
in'’his shabby clothes, who was shunned-by
his playmates because of his- patches and his’
lack of pocket-money. He inherited his literary
bent from his mother, who, when the family
fortunes were at their lowest, and the father
had ceased to earn any mongy at.all; and had
completely lost heart, went, with three of the
youngest children, to America dnd tried to es-
tablish a fancy bazaar in'Cincinnati; This ven-
ture proving a total failure. she détermined to .
write a book on her experiences in the new
country so that her journey.there might not
prove entirely vain. This she .did and called

- it “The Domestic- Manners of ‘the Americans”

this work proved an unqualified sticcess, and
greatly encouraged, she wrote another novel
which found a ready salé. From ‘this time, for '
many years, she kept the family, sending her
children to school, looking after their health

" and morals and inspiring them intellectually.

. But. Anthony’s experience at school where
he remained until he was nearly nineteen,-had

so humiliated the boy’s 'spirit that '‘even the
bright change in their: fortunes could never
eradicate that first impression, nor’ make him
forget that by the world at least a man is
judged by the amount. of his material wealth.
His  character does not seem to have been’'em-
bittered, but his mind was imbued with a
love for hmoney simPly because it stood for
those things which to him meant so much,
friends luxuries and social recognition.

His first position was in the General Post
Office in London where he worked as a clerk
for one hundred pounds a year. He followed
this uncongenial occupation for seven years,
making himself very wunpopular with the
public and his employees.” He was then trans-
ferred to Ireland as a surveyor’s clerk with
a salary of five hundred pounds which to him
seemed vast wealth indeed, and, as his own
cheerfulness increased, his = unpopularity
diminished, and he was soon well-liked by all
with whom he came in contact. i

In 1847 he completed and had publisHed his
first novel. His mother was instrumental in
bringing the publication out, but both it and
his second effort were doomed to failure. ' De-
termined to succeed, Trollope continued to
write, family persuasion-to the contrary not-
withstanding, and ten years later found him
one of the most popular of British novelists.
He was a most prolific writer and boasted of
his twenty pages a week with two hundred and
fifty 'words to the page . He wrote as a busi-
ness; a business he found pleasant enough, but
a business that meant the more work produced,
whethér very good or very mediocre, the more
money. "And this fact was very delightful to
Trollope, and he frankly confessed that it was
so. Had he sacrificed quantity for quality,
there is no doubt but:that his books would
have served as a higher reminder of him. Be-
sides his novels, which are many, he wrote an
almost countless number of magazine articles
and sketches, short stories and books of trav-
el; he also did some editorial work for the
Cornhill Magazine and the Fortnightly Re-
view. He has produced some good characters,

.none of them very startling, and his stories,

while not so much read nowadays, as they
were twenty-five years ago, contain a great
deal that is interesting, his choice of language
is always good, and his vocabulary a rich one.
Trollope attained the desire of his life
years before his death. He was an honored
‘member of society; numbered as his friends
many of the most gifted artists of the day; at-
tained a large degree of popularity and earned
a good deal of money. He was able to gratify
his most luxurious tastes, among which was
hunting.  He had a fine stable of horses, and -
always followed the hounds with great enthu-
siasm. He died in 1882 at the age of seventy--
seven. ' ;

It is difficult to make a choice among Trol-
lope’s novels, none of ' them is infinitely better
than the others.. All possess a certain amount
of merit, though some are less deficient in this
respect than-others. They are tales-abounding
in human interest, much that is commonplace,
but for that reason none the less worthy of be-
ing written about. Trollope never points a
moral, but leaves-it to the reader to find one if
he may. His “Political Novels” are among
those which have been most popular.

GOOD DAY FOR WAR

There was nothing in sight down the road.
The major sat tilted against the wall of the
general store/reading yesterday’s paper, It:

BELLINGHAM, April 1.—That Her-
bert Weeks, who lost his life .in® the
sinking of the schooner Arthur B. off
the mouth of the Fraser river, had once
been within- 600 miles of the North
Pole was the information given here
during a recital of the career of the
drowned man By his father, 'A. J.
Weeks. Born in Newfoundland, the

they accompanied one of the Far

vessel jointly with Capt. W. J. McGran-
ahan. Weeks was an athlete-in col-

.‘the opinion that had he not strapped

LONDON, April 1—“We could, in
my opinion; all sleép soundly in our
beds in Australia when the two-Power
standard was being maintained.

Australia had to fear was by a raid-
ing cruiser or two landing a force at
the outside of 1,000 men. That was a
small proposition, not calling for any
great effort on our part to meet.

Sees His Mistake

“But in‘the light of recent events I
can see that I was - wrong. I have
watched closély recent developments
in Europe,>and have come to the con~
clusion that a“critical situation is de-
veloping, and that the strain which
the Mother Country is called upon to
bear is becoming too great. I am not
alone in that conclusion. There has
been ‘quite -lately a revolution in the
matter of defence in Australian pub-
lic opinion. is admitted on all sides
that the preSent situation cannot be
maintained, and that something must
be done of a.bold nature 'to meet the
¢risis threatening.

All building fecords for the city were
shattered during the first quarter- of
the present year. Permits for build-
ings aggregating "$525,005, were issued
by the building inspector during the
months of January, February  and
March, as compared . with $332,400 and
$237,850 for the corresponding periods
in 1909 and 1908 respectively. In fact
the value of the buildings for which
permits have been issued this year to
date is but $35,245 less than that for
the two previous years combined.

As compared with the first quarter
8 year ago, the increase this year to
date has been $202,605, of 61 per cent
and - $287, 1565, or 120 per cent. over
the first three months of 1908,

The figures to date indicate the great

improvement, which has taken place in
the “local building trades. These fig-
ures, too, do not include those for Oak
Bay, Esquimalt, of those sections of
adjoining municipalities which can be
properly included within the limits of
Greater Victeria. Everywhere the act-
ivity is pronounced, and the outside
sections are sharing in “the general
building programme. April promises
to be another record breaker. The
permits for the addition to the Em-
press hotel, the Sayward building, the
Westholm Lumber company's struc-
ture, and others, ‘will likely be issued,
while plans for many residences and
other less pretentious business blocks
are now being propared.

The question that arises at the inception of the
work is, What is pruning? What is theemean-
ing of the word? /Pruning means the shorten-
ing to certain well-defined lengths the shoots
or growths of trees.”

‘cal character; and (2) in order to ensure or

facilitate the development of blossoms  and;,
subsequently, frauit.

In the present instance I propose to ‘deal
only -with standard Pear trees and those that
are usually to be met wli&h,in gardens after
growth of several years. Mdst of us are famil-

“iar with such specimiens, and few of us know

how to deal with tHem. Fig. 1 represents-a
nicely grown ten years old tree of Pear Easter

-Beurre. The tree has been pruned regularly:

and summer-pruned last season, when it bore
an excellent crop of fruit. Readers should
make a careful scrutiny of this shapely tree
and its several branches, from which it will be
observed there aré evolved numerous shoots
of the past season’s growth.” Pruning is best
done. from November to January inclusive, al-
though many:growers prefer the last-mention-
ed month to any other. This will enable the .
beginner to enter into the work forthwith, but
care should be taken that the frost is out of
the wood before cutting., No hard-and-fast
line can be féllowed in regard to pruning; ‘as
varieties diffe much in themselves, Gen-
erally speaking, the rule should be observed
of simply keeping the tree in shapely propor-:

The use of a sharp
knife is most essential, as this will enable the
operator to make the cuts peffectly clean, and
these will heal quickly in consequence. It is
quite possible that some of the branches may
be too big to be detached with a knife ; in such’
cases use a saw very carefully, and as a pre-
cautionary -measure neatly pare off the edges
of the damaged batk. 'Some successful grow-
ers make a point of painting the damaged sur-
face of the larger branches with tar, as this
acts as a preveéntive against fungoid diseases
and also assists ‘in the speedy healing- of the
wounds. P amE,

Those who 'have young standard trees in
which the shoots are taking an undue lead of
others should reduce them to about ‘one-third
of their length. Dead-wood should never, of
course, be tolerated, and long; unsightly spurs,
as well as those of g barren nature, should be
cut out, ¥ 5

A word as to when to prune. Nearly every
orchardist has his notibn when to prune. I
have a notion, founded ont my own experience,
when not to prune. This is i1 -December, Jan-
uary and February. T like to 80 over a tree in
June that is very heavily set with fruit, taking
otit here and there small, iferior branches, let-
ting in .a dittle sun and air here-and there,
where it will benefit and not injure.

BLACKBERRY CULTURE

Preparing the land for the reception of the
iblackberry plants-means enough plowing, disk-
ing and harrowing to 'make the soil in good
condition down deep. Most any. farmer can’
estimate about what this-would mean,

the best and safest way is, if ‘you have a patéh
and can get roots from it you will know they
are suitable to your soil, or they may usaally
be " proéured’ from some neighbor, and the
greatest'cost will usually be the labor of dig-

the way from $10 to $25 per acre for the prep-
aration of thedand and price of plants‘and labor
of 'setting.

The fourth year
there will always a “bumper” crop, which pays
all éxpenses for caring for the young' plants
and leaves a good big'profit. Of Course the old
canes must be kept cleaned out, and in case
rust should strike it, try to cut every bit of it
out and burn it.

*Nowthe amount  of profit which can be
made from this berry patch will depend almost
entirely on the management it receives. There
will usually be from 150 to as high as 250 cases

hblding.zd, quarts of berries from an acre of
good berries. It will usually take about $1.00
per case to market them, paying for packing,
boxes and express. Berries will sell all the way
from $1.00 to $3.00 per 24-quart case, depend-
ing, of cotrse, on the condition of the market.
Never sell many berries for $1.00 per case, for
when they get that low stop shipping. They
will often sell for $2.00 to $2.50 per case, and
sometimes they will go as high as $3.00 per
case. It is not very hard to figure the profit,
for anything over $I.00 is usually profit.

Taking an average through the season of
$1.50 per case; an acre ought to yield at least
150 cases; this would mean net $75. This"is
putting it-down very:low, however. But then,
taking it as they will run some seasons, selling
for an average of perhaps $2.00 per case, 150
cases would %ring in a net profit of $150. Of
course they are not likely to run this high
through the'entire season, but they usually pro-
duce over 150 cases per acre, and therefore it is
usually consistent to figure on an average of
from $100 to $150 per acre.—E. A. Lager-
gren in TPe Fruit Grower.

MANY SPECIES OF BIRDS AND BEASTS
: ARE DISAPPEARING

Almost every year sees the final extinction
of one or more animal and bird species. Even
in recent years many species have passed. into
oblivion without so much as the manner of
their going being heeded or observed.

The large bounties given by candidates for
‘the favor of the Roman populace in ancient
days when wild beasts were pitted against cap- ,
tives or gladiators in the arena of the coliseum
assisted in depleting Northern Africa of its
larger fauna.

In those days the hippopotamus inhabited
lower Egypt, and indeed two were killed by an
Italian, Dr. Zeringhi, at Dalmietta, as recent-
ly as 1600. : .

In animal extinction Africa in recent cen-
turies has suffered severely. It has lost the
quagg, which was exterminated by about 1865;
the bluebuck (or blaauwbok), destroyed by the
Dutch in the early years'of the 19th century,
and the white-tailed gnu, which, it it has not
entirely vanished is on the very verge of ex-

tinction. The miscalled- “white” rhinoceros
and the Bouth' African gemsbok are rapidly |
approaching a like fate. :
hen Mauritius was taken possession of
by the Dutch in 1598 the dodo was a compar-
atively common bird. So helpless was this
great flightless pigeon, however, and so useful
was'it for food for seamen and settlers that in
leéss than a century it had completely vanished.
.wO other great birds of Mauritius, the flight-
less rail-and the giant coot, also perished “ut-
tefly in the 17th century.

No'specimen of the dodo’s near relative, the
solitaire of Rodriguez, ever reached Europe.

+Common at the beginning of the 17th century,
they were: practically nonexistent’ by the mid-
dle of the 18th. The white doto of Bourbon,
first described'in 1613, was on the verge of as-
sured extinction 60 years later. :

The gigantic aepyornis of Madagascar was
still existing, some think, in the 18th céntury.
since: one European is stated to have seen it
alive- in 1745. a

he date of the extermination of the moa is
still a debatable point, though it is possible
that the last members of this huge race were
destroyed by the Maori immigrants into New
Zealand from three to five centuries ago.
The small black emu of Kangaroo Island,
" plentiful in 1803, was wiped out in less than a
score of “years. The New Zealand quail, a
common. gamebird half a century ago, has
been exferminated. The last wild auroch ap-
pears to have been killed in Poland in 1627,
though' degenerate -descendants still linger in
the parks and reserves of Eastern Europe.

The great auk before 1800 was common
even.to abundance upon the rocky coasts and
islets of’ the north. By 1825 it had become
rare, and 20 years later the last known speci-
men was wantonly killed. )

. Whether the animal of which De Flacourt
wrote in 1658 was'in truth the giant lemur of

ladagascar or a form closely allied to it is now

i impossible’ to determine; but it is Practically

certain that this remarkable animal ‘was exist-
ing at no enermously femote time.

The' Antarctic fur seal—of which it is said
that millions were killed by avaricious sealers

+in 45 years, has ceased to be observed.

In 17412 noteworthy animal was discover-
ed by Behringron the islands off the coast of
Kamchatka. Thig“was an enormous toothless
manatee from 20 to.58 feet in length; known
as “Steller’s rhytina.”

1 Stellér, the naturalist, who accompanied the
expedition, advocated their gse as food for the
«sailors. His'advice was faithfully followed,
and 5o assiduous was the pursuit that by 1768,
less than 27 years after their discovery, the last
rhytina had been slain, and an interesting spe-
cies completely blotted out.

Of the tortoises, with which the Mascarene
and Seychelles Islands swarmed two centuries
ago, few specimens have survived to our times,
despite’ the centenafian age attdined by some
individuals;

The huge tortoises of the Aldabra Islands,
so plentiful in former times, are known no
longer, save by a solitary species, in their na-
tive haunts.

The colossal chelonians Qf -the: Galapagos
group supplied so delicious and so greatly
esteemed a diet'that in 2o years the rapacity
of the ships’ crews made ‘sad and  ir-

reparable ' havoc among - them.—Chambers:
