—The Prisoner’s Attendance at Church Meet-
ings—A fick Juryman.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 14.—Dr. John L.
Withrow was called to the stand to-day,
when Guiteau called ous : ** Dr. Withrow
is the honored pastor of the Park street
church, Boston, where I used to attend
church when I was there, He is a very
fine gentleman.”

Witness related that Guiteau called upon
him in 1879 and said he was from
Chicago where he had been a co-worker
with Moody. Col. Ingersoll had been lec-
turing and Guiteau asked to be allowed to
deliver a lecture in witmesses church, in
answer'to Ingersoll, witness declined to
have his church used for that purpose, and
Guiteau argued with great earnestness that
Ingersoll was doing a great injury to young
men, and should be answered. Guitean
thought he could answer him. Witnass ob-
served Guiteau during the winter at meet-
ings and social gatherings of the charch,

Resolutions Passed by the Board of Trade of
Transportation—The Hennepin Canal,

NEW York, Dec. 14.—The board of trade
of transportation to-day adopted a resolu-
tion setting forth that the prices or rates of
transportation on railroads should not be
determined absolutely as between compet-
ing roads by mileage or distance, but by
the net earnings of the roads and governed
by this standard, . that the New York
Central railroad is admittedly able to trans-
port freight from competing points in the
west to the city of New York at as low, if
not lower rates than its rivals terminating
at Philadelphia and Baltimore.

It certainly means more . merchandize
bo::fht and sold, but as for the money
made, that is not so certain by any means,
and even if it were, the rather importsat
question as to which of the two parties is
to make the money,or the ter part of i
has still to be considered. That there
be an 1ncreased trade across the border is
sure enough, buf who would profit by if?
Upon, the answer to this question the con-
clusion of the whole matter ends.

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DISSATISPACTION IN WELLAND.

1t did not require the letter from Wel-
land published elsewhare to inform us that
there is trouble brewing in the tory camp,
over there. !

HOUNDS AND HARES,

One of the prerogatives of feudalism was
the privilege—*‘ right ” would be a mis-
nomer—still insisted upon by the aristoc-
racy of some European countries to ride
rough-shod over the farms and the crops
of the peasantry in pursuit of a hare, a
fox or some other defenceless animal bred
and preserved for such purposes.

Angling has been cynically described as
a sport in which a bait is placed at one end
of the line and ‘a fool at the other. The
fox hunter is something worse than a fool.
He is an encumbrance upon tlie earth,
who is t0o lazy to work himself, and who
has no compunction about destroying the
fruits of the labor of others. His gameis a
burden 'and a tax upon the land,
and his pursuit of it is an impertinent in-
fringement upon the rights of others.
There is no good reason why foxes should
be reared in & cultivated country, and there
is equally little reason why ahard-drinking
gentry should not be compelled to find
either some more profitable employment or
some less irrational smusement than fox
and hare hunting. \

Many of the Irish tenantry have given
notice that in future they will permit no
rough-riding acroes lots on their farms, and
there is mo Canadian outside of the Mail
office who will not say that they are per-
fectly right, But the chief organ of the
snob party bemoans the deeay of ‘Irish
sport ” and the suffcrings of the dogs"that
were stoned on several of the estates. The
sufferings of a hound always appeal more
powerfully-to the snob editor than the suf-
ferings of a workingman. A fellow feeling
makes him wondrous kind. He has pitched
his tent in the wrong country. If he were
in Ireland, now, he might have the ineff-
able honor of holding a landlord’s stirrup,
or even of being kicked by a viscount.

I Galloping over crops is a survival of a
semi-lasherous age in Great Britain and
Ireland. Therevolt against its continuance
is one of the most hopeful of many indica-
tions of the growth and spread of popular
intelligence. No Canadian tenant would
submit to such an imposition for a moment.

perverted. Weliive plenty of churchanity,
but not enough of Christianity.

Mr. Priiuips TrompsoN's Irish letters to
the Globe are attracting attention and com-
mendation from all olasses of literal-
minded citizens, They are benefitting both
the Globe and the Irish people by their
calm, dispassionate, but interesting state-
ment of the facts of the case as he finds
tbem. The Mail's attempts to rival them
by violent tory prdducticns that might be
written on the corner of King and Bay
streets for all the light they throw on the
great problem of landlordism, or for any
spirit of fair play that animates them.

THE SOCIAL EVIL.

——
Some Hard Pacts for the Morality Party—Poor
Paid Working Girls—Cause and Effect.

To THE WORLD : I have watched with a
great deal of interest the various phases
presented in the press discussion of this
important subject, and, with the general
public, I sympathizs with the laudable
desire evinced to control this evil, but as
regards its suppression I am persuaded the
attempt, with all the aid the law or special
enactments may afford, will prove as fruit-
less as an effort to turn the tide with a
pitchfork. To control and lesson the evil
is, however, another question altogether,
and this can be done not by coercion, or by
having resort to questionable and inhuman
means, Many are the causes which contri-
bute to the production of the evil complain-
ed of, and whilst those of n.oral character
who have come to the front{to combat im-
morality and proclaim an) indiscriminate
war against all concerned, it is to be feared
that they have not paid that attention to
the matter which wise and discreet men
invariably find it necessary to adopt in
order to be successful in their undertaking.
So that when their sincerity in the cause
of public  morality is tested by a general
consistent line of conduct, they may be
found free from the oharge of hypocrisy.

Amongst those publicly identified with
the movement are the names of several
well known and highly respectable business
men, who employ a large number of girls,
and jn their presence serions reflections have
been unjustly cast upon these girls without
drawing a single word of remonstrance from
their emplo?'ers. Reference has been made
to the small wages factory and other work-
ing girls receive and with which they put on
style far in excess, it is said, of their in-
come and herein lies a potent cause of evil
habits. And in this case two parties must
be held responsible. The employer gho
takes a week’s labor of from eight to ten
hours a day of hard work from these girls
for two dollars a week, is in the first place
merally responsible for whatever evil eon-
sequences may hap%en through want of
sufficient means, on the part of the girls, to
pass through life in a respectable manner.
It is, indeed, & notorious fact that one of
these gentlemen referred to who runs a
large establishment, on King street, and in
connection therewith a tailoring establish-
ment, employs a large number of girls and
pays them incredibly low wages. Twenty
cents and under for making vests and ﬁftK
cents for pants which are sold for as hig
a price as & similar article is soid by those
who pay more than double the wages just
mentioned. And yet these gentlemen who
rob these gials (I use the word advisedly)
of their labor join hands with men of pur-
or motives in hounding down and exter-
minating the poor unfortunate girls, many
of whom, perhaps, were driven into disre-
putable habits by their own exacting busi-
ness dealings with them, by withholding
from them the just- reward of their labors,
Still these men carry a high head amongst
christian people and many such may be
found npumbered among the pillars
of several of our churches. Here,
then, is a grand opening for the
clergy -who are honestly ~actuated in
this matter by the purest of motives to rise
in their might aud strike at this branch of
the root of the evil complained of. Let
them demand remunerative wages for these
girls. * Let them set enquiry on foot from
shop to shop and factory to factory and
procure the scale of wages and the char-
acter of the work, Take the honest state-
ments of facts from the employers and the
girls in every case and lay the snme before
the public. “And then mark my word for
it the public will see a most deplorable
state of immoral conduct which leads to
worse, if indeed there be any difference..
The law which says thou shalt not commit
adultery says also thou shalt not steal
Those who wink at the violation of the one
are not in a position to throw the stone at
those who break the other. Christianity
governed by love and mercy, is a Christian
virtue and the best purifier of an immoral
atmosphere. .. And where this is not found
not cnltivated, all is a mere sham,

ANTI-SHAM.

POOR-rA1D BANK CLERKS.

To THE WorLDp: I have been what I
think a faithful clerk in ome of our banks
for five years, and have now only a very
moderate salary and not much prospect of
advancement, and for that reason. I agree
with yonr reference to the poor pay of us
bank clerks. Tf the directors will only
move jointly I think the shareholders will
sustain them in advancing us all round.
It is the managers whom I believe to be
most responsible for the low salaries now
paid. There is considerable eompetition
among the banks, and each manager is more
anxious than another to (1) make big and
sure profits, and (2) to keep down expenses;
