The labor­
ers cime next with over 200 and the tailora, 
painters, carpenters and shoemakers were 
nearly even as regards numbers.

There 
haa to be allowance made for over-enthusi­
astic individuals, whose enthusiasm is gen­
erally heightened by frequent draughts of 
beer, whisky and other common, beverages 
of disturbance. But of Saturday’s gather­
ing no such thing could be said.
