His pictures are steadily improving, snd those who
ave good judges say he is one of the most promising
of the young painters of Ameriea or Europe. The
greater part of bis last winter's work was on private
view yesterday afternoon in the studio of his brother-
s:tist, Mr, Dickson Patterson, in this city, and con
sisted of four large landscapes, now on their way to
the exbibition of the Montreal Arts associat on
They will be exhibited in Toronto in May.

rushing stream coming down with a swirl, its fosm
crests and the disposition of the clouds overhead
4.noting brokem weather ; a thunder-storm is seen
rising over the bills, or flelds rather; a man with
# team of oxen and timber-truck comes jolting along
an old ro -dway; the whole being painted in an in-
tensely literal key.” Thus described by the artist
and the picture before one, the spirit of the composi-
tion is easily seized and appreciated, You have no
trouble in recognizing the “swirl” of the stream,
or hearing the “folt” of the wagon as the river
urgeson the toiling eattle. The treatment of the
pine trees is wonderfully successful.

The second picture is styled, *‘The day bas been
wet and weary,” and is an evening scem®dn one of
ourlake ports, showitig & shore road leading to the
city, with sn old wharf brought into prominence.

columns the number of mnewspapers to
which they have access should be limited.
This is a far different tale to what is told
in the schools, where teschers encoursge
tLe children to read every good book they
can find time for, and especislly news-
papers, since the grest'ides of education is
to assist in gaining » genersl knowledge of
what is transpiring in the world about us,
Children by reading newspspers become
better readers and spellers, better gramma-
rians, besides being able to resd with
areater ease. Reading newspspers also in-
creases their geogrsphical and historical
knowledge in & wondrous wsy. Not that
improper things do not at times creep into
the papers ; but o the whole they are
much cleaner than society itself snd steadily

improving.
