As a lawyer
he has long held a place in the front rank at
the bar of - Indiana, being esteemed as a safe
counsellor and possessing great skill in the
conduct of cases in court. He is an effective
public speaker,

In ‘personal appearance he is short and
stocky, carries a large head covered with light
hair, his colorless face and bulging brow, from
beneath which twinkle a pair of faded blue
eyes, not possessing any pretensions to beautv.
He was married in 1854 and has two ohil-
dren, asou and a dauehter.

The Master<in-Oriinary Listeus to the
Eawyers,

The -Mastee-in-Ordinary’s Courb yesterday
resounded with the\ arguments of counsel on
beball of clients seeking: immunity from. being
placed on. the contributories’ list.

The case of T. S, Stayner was first called.:
Mr.. Foater, Q:C., stated thie facts, which have
alroady ' been given in The World. Stayner
received  the diyidends on hi shares and
treated them as his own Mr; Foster submitted
he should be placed on the list of - contribu-
tories. ' Mr. ‘8. G.  Wood; for. Mr. Stayner,
contended that he ‘was not liable for theése
shaves as the bank. was illerally. constituted,
that the shares winch were :transferred . from
Allen were never legally ves in him, and
that this and ‘other informalities and illegali-
ties vitiated the ‘holding ‘of “the sharves in
question, On these points. Me,  Wood - cited
many cases and there wasa prolonged legal
argument. ¥ -

.Mr. Foy, Q.C., addressed :the Master on
behulf'of the Homé Saviaés and Loan Co.
Fiftcen shares’ in the Central Bank were
assigned’the company in trust.  There was ho
senl to their alleged acceptance. - The bylaw
of the company had not: been complied *with
and the ptance  was uently void.
The learned counsel pointed out that'the loan
for which these shares were security had been
paid, that ten shares liad been transferred,
aud that the most tliey could ‘be held respon-
sible for was five shares. But he detijed the
company’s liability in toto,  “The shares with-
out authority had been transferred by mar-
Mcr.’ Gochiran by simply sighing
his inivials could not transfer - these Shares to
the company, Certainly the  company had
them in trust, but had not absolute control
over. them.  They lent their 8. _to
help Cochran, but. it  was  contended
this did - not -render '‘them - liable as
contributories. ‘The ‘shares were received by
way of moctgage or pledge, and the company
should not rank as shareholders. Further,
Mr. Foy contended that the sh in ques-
tion really bad no existence, that they were
pure fictions, In support ‘of this contention
he' weut into the history of thé isshes and
trandfers ‘of stock' by Alflen; ‘whode transac-

tions he declared illegal and the transfers Ma

cousequently void. Pergons .were on the list
who had not paid a cent.. The, directors could
not transfer these shares, and their attempt to
put in Mr, Stayner, this company and others
as shareholders was not a valid act. The
board could not shove a 1ot of unsubseribed
shares on the public;. they could ouly deal
with forfeited shares. If the transfers were
void the certificates and registration were also
void. Allen the cashier had no more right to
let anyone mn as a sharéhoider. than he had to
give away the cash of the Lank. His assign-
ments of shares were unproper, illegal, un-
authorized acts. He had no mopfauthorit
for these than he had to give away the ba
building.

Mr. Wm. Laidlaw, Q.C., addressed the
court ou bebalf of 8. F.: McKinnon and the
transferess under him. He contended that
all shareholders and transferees within 30 days
of the suspension’of 'the bank ' were liable,
Hence two or thiree or more persons could be
put 6nthe contributory list*in ' respect: of ‘the
same shares.  The learned ‘counsel said that
8. F. McKinnon transferred shipres to Mr.
Henderson and other partics. These took the
shares ‘with and subject to the liability of Mr.
McKinnon  and must indemwify him. The
Master should adjust the rights between the
parties to these transfers. '

The British Inesl'gwﬂ'nmb Bill is prov-
ing & very tronblesome .one to geb passed, and
probably enough it may never ges passed as
sll. Those clauses in it which relate to
licenses-and the liquor trade are particularly
difficulé to come to an: agreemens upon; and
are giving politicinns .on-both' sides respect-
ively no end of anxiety. ' Nos long ago it was
rumored tha$ the Government would frame s
mew bill, on the principle that if s ‘publican
Joses his license the other publicans in his dis-
drict must be assessed to compensaté the loss.
This may not seem to be much, but it suggests
agood deal. Just think it over a while, and
you will look upon it as a pretty far-reaching
proposition. You may get to be-of opinion
that there is more in it than meets the ear.

It is generally taken for granted that, when
liquor licenses are withdrawn or abolished,
the only parties interestea are the public on
one side, and on tha other side the. unfortun-
obes whose privileges are extinguished. Pro-
babiy this is the way in which ninety-nine
men out of a hundred look at it. But you, if
you are one of the ninety-nine, had better ask
y If wheth you h t f 2 ”mg_
shing. What about the lucky survivors, who
must afterwards sell all the more because
their competitors have been ‘‘snuffed out.”
Let us suppose a case, which will probably
appear an extreme one, but which still shows
eorrectly enough the working of the principle
suggested.

Say that there are in a certain district of a
eertain city just one hundred licensed saloons,
Each one has a bar-counter twelve feet long,and
Beeps on the average of all the time two men
Busy attending to its customers. “‘The authori-
ties decide that half the number of saloons is
enough for the district, and forthwith fifty of
she bundred are ‘“‘squelched.” Of course you
will at onee say: “What a loss to the un-
fortunates who are snuffed out !” But do you
shink at the same time of what a gain it must
be to the favored fifty who are allowed to re-
main?

Suppose that each of the lucky ones should
lengthen his bar-countér to twenty-four feet,
end should put four “bar-keeps” on duty
instead of two. There would be no law
against this, we fancy, aud we can easily
imagine the thing taking place. Nay, has not
something very like it already taken place, in
shis very city of Toronto? - Are we not right
enough in surwising that the summary ex-
tinguishment within recent time of some
bundred or thereabouts of lignor-vellers who
@ormerly held licenses in' Toronto, must have
proved a little bonanza to more than a few of
their fortunate competitors ? . Just think over
such instances as you know of, aud see to
what conclusions you are led.

Had we time and epace, the suggestion
gbove indicated might carry us far. When a
dry goods man breaks down, who profits by
1it? Why, anorher dry goods wan, of course,
And who profits by 1t when two or three
banks break down or stop business? Other
banks, we are safe to-sav. Similavly, when a
saloon-keeper 18 closed up otlier saloon-keepers
profit by it, ““you bet!”

Boustead (chairman),
Baxter, Ritchie, Gilbert; Hewiss, Hill, Bsl,
Swait and Oarlyle (St. Andrews). A deputa-
tion of the Council of the villige of West
Toronto Junetion, headed by Ostineillor D,
W. Clendennan, asked if the city was willing
to supply the village with water. The depu-
tation gusrinteed that the city would gbt the
same interest on its outlay as the ciky proper
would pay. Chairman Boustead replied that
it was impossible to take any steps in .the
matter at present, as thie water pumped was
scarcely sufficient to satisfy the city's wants,

Among the communications were three les-
ters from City Selicitor Biggar replying to in-
strucsions from the committee reguesting
opinions on different matters,  The firss in-
formed the commiittee that in meking his
opmion the committee had neglected so furn-
ish any faots on which he might base i1t and
until these were supplied he could not possibly
respond,, The second was 1n answer to a com:
