Paris, Dec. 16.—The trial of Michael 
Eyraud and Gabrielle Boropard for the mur­
der of Toussant Qouffe commenced to-day 
in the assize court. The court room was 
densely crowded with members of the upper 
classes. Among those who gathered to 
watch the proceedings were a number of 
ladles, members of the diplomatic corps, 
senators and members of the C hamber of 
Deputies. Byroad was cool and collected.
He wore a closely buttoned frock coat. 
Mile. Bompard was attired in a 
dark dress and jacket, and upon her head 
she wore a sealskin toque. Her face was 
partly veiled. Both answered the questions 
put to them by the judge in a confident 
manner.

During the reading of the indictment they 
manifested emotion, Mile. Bompard fre­
quently holding her handkerchief to her 
face. A table in the court room was covered 
with the implement» alleged to have been 
used in thh murder. Among them was the 
trunk in which the corpse was packed.

The Assassin’s Story of the Crime. 
Eyraud narrated to tbe court how Mile. 

Bompard proposed to entice Gouffe to her 
house and then murder and rob him. He 
told nlaobf the purchase of the trunk for the 
purpose of concealing the body. He gave 
every detail of the crime without showing 
the slightest trace of emotion. Gouiie, f he 
stated, was sitting down with Mile. Bompard 
on his knee and was fondling her at the 
moment the noose with which he was stran­
gled and which was attached to a pullev 
behind a curtain was passed around hto 
neck. "He died,” said Eyraud, "almost
"lil'le^Bornpard'when Interrogated declared 
that all the details of the murder were 
planned by Eyraud and that he influenced 
her in carrying out bis scheme.

The judges ordered thg trunk to be opened. 
This led to intense ^excitement and noisy 
demonstrations in the court room. Mile. 
Bompard said she bought the trunk 
in London to neck linen in. In a col­
loquy between Eyraud and Mile. Bompard 
the lormer maintained that the latter was 
throughout cognizant of1 the intended mur­
der. The woman -stoutly denied Eyrauds 
assertion. She declared he invited Goalie 
to her room and she was ignorant 
of the purpose for which he brought the 
cord. The president of the'court called 
these assertions absurd, whereupon prisoner 
retorted amid laughter, "There are many 
absurdities in this case.”

Later Eyraud told the story of bis 
visit to America with Mile. Bom­
pard. The latter
arrival* in Son Francisco they were at the 
end of their resources and Eyraud con- 
template! murder and robbery with a view 
of getting a fresh supply of .funds. 
Eyraud denied this exclamung.
"Let them take my bead, 1
have deserved it, but my P8**
is unsullied.” He gave a detailed ac­
count .of bis flight to Mexico where he said
be was tracked like a hunted animal. He 
complained bitterly of newspapers, which 
likened him to Cartouche uud Mandrin. 
Alter be had described his arrest at Havana 
and his abortive attempt at suicide the court 
adjourned till to-morrow.

History of the Crime.
The victim of these two assassins, Tonis- 

sent Augustin Gouffe, was a well-known 
Parisian. Scarcely an element of the gro- 
tesoue, the horrible or the romantic D lack­
ing in the story of this hideous crime. There 
are nearly 50 witnesses to be examined, 
of the most important of them being the 
dealer who sold the trunk in which Gouffe s 
body was carried away. Gabrielle s chief 
witness is Monsieur Garanger, for whom she 
left Eyraud in America, after the 
latter fled. It was as the result of 
the woman’s disclosure, it will be remem­
bered, that Eyraud was arrested in Havana. 
The most famous criminal lawyers in Pans 
are engaged in the case. The public prose-sreSaaa s sxasvï-
brielle by Maitre Henri Robert.

Eyraud has passed his time In prison in 
writing a biography of himself. .

There is a great demand for admission to 
the court, not only from Tout Pans, but 
nearly all the newspaper reporters and ar­
tists and a large fraction of the medical pro­
fession of England and the Continent, and as 
much as 1000 francs has been offered for a 
single ticket.
