‘When, however, we take a survey of
human society as it exhibits its varied
phases at the present day, we see many
men occupying places, engaged in avo-
cations, and assuming important re-
sponsibilities for which they are wholly
unfitted.  Social matters are sadly out
of joint, It is nothing upusugl to see
an ignoramus placed in a situation of
public trust which requires a strong in-
tellect, the possession of much informa-
tion, and lopg experience in conduct-
ing business matters of intricacy and
importance. Men in wrong placeg.are
the cause of many evils in the world.
It not unfrequently occurs that persons,
who are more remarkable for uncon-

. querable incompetence than for any
thing else, are aspirants for official po-
sitions which require not only a sys-
tem of adequate training, but also a
high order of natural intellectual capa-
city. When such comparative imbe-
giles, with their low mental status, are
placed in high stations, their innatsg lit-
tleness and incapacity becomes des-
pically conspicuous: they are indeed a
source of continuous perplexity to
themselves, as well as the cause of an.
noyance, if pot injury, to othsrs.

A man in a position for which he is
unfit, is at all times ap unseemly spec-
tacle, and his misdoings through ignor-
ance are frequently seriously detrimen-
tal to the legitimate interests of those
around him. Many a personage who is
ynfit for the occupancy of a pulpit,
might be useful in almost any depart
ment of useful manual labor. A man
who might be beneficially employed as
a ditcher in draining swamps or in root
ing out stumps, is struggling without
success to become eminent as a Law-
yer or a Physician. He, who occupies
a seat in Parliament, and whose brain-
power and intelligence are of an in-
ferior type, is like a presuming clown
in a refined socjal circle—out of his
place.

In all the learned professions—in of-
ficial places—in legislative halls—in
mercantile circles—and indeed, in all
the pursuits which require inherent
talent and proper training, we see mul-
titudes who are not in their right
places; and ultimate failures must in-
evitably be the result. The facetious
Peler Pindagr said it “was impossible to
make a silk purse of a pig's ear.” No
pne can succeed inan undertaking with-
out adequate means and ability to ac-
eomplish it. I every man in any com-
munity or couniry were busily employ
éd in the special line of life for which
he is best qualified, there would be less
bungling legdislation—fewer mercantile
disasters — less insolvency — fewer
frauds in business—fewer blighted pros-

£402 19s. 9d,, for the whole number, one
of them reaching £3225, ‘At two .other
sales in America,totals of rather more than
£10,000 were obtained in for 35 and 33
lots,the average in both cases being slight-
ly over and under £300. These figures
may be left to speak for themselves; but
it is impossible to avoid the suspicion that
purchasers will not, in the long run, get

RUTES POR FARMERS.

A correspondent suggests as something
¢ that would interest and profit many
young farmer readers,” that we should
prepare and publish one hundred rules for
the attainment of successs and wealth in
farming: A much smali¢r number, if
faithfully adhered to, will contribute ma
terially to success, and ensure, wit econo—
my and good habits, sufficicnt wealth {o
satisfy the reasonable desires of any one,
Among them the following may - be men-
tioned,

1.,8elect good land and reject sterile, no
matter-how cheap.

2. Raise no weeds, but only profitable
CTOpSs.

3. Dnderdrain, wherever needed.

4. Adopt a good rotation of crops and
adhere to it,

5. Provide sufficient shelter
tic animals.

6. Keep everything connected with do-
mestic animals neat and clean,

7. Plow well, cultivate well, do all work
well, and not slipshod.

8. Accumulate and save
apply it properly.

9. Procure good implements, and take
care of them.

10. Raise good animals and take good
care of them.

The preceding ten rules will be of much
use if carried out, and we add three miore,
to cover them all, viz :
