The run down the Braszilisn capital to
Montevideo was the pleasantest part of the
trip and the water being very smooth we
7| could bave our ‘‘meals” without fear of
receiving a plate of hot soup In one’s lap,
The nights on deck were most enjoyable,
80 cool and refreshing that in the way of
climate one could wish for nothing better,
The ocean at night in these latitudes is
wonderful for its phosphorescent light, par-
ticularly when the night is very dark. From
the stern of the steamer we passengers
used to delight in watching the water lash-

ed into foam by the revolutions of the rapid
apd powerful screw. Kach particle of
water seemed a drop of liquid fire, each
wave a mass of seething light,, You could
trace the steamer’s path back into the dark
waters behind for miles, and each little
ripplet that broke in a white cap shone
through the cdarkness ke a lamp, It
scemed as if the ocean was lighted up from
caverns below, and even the fish could be
seen from the phosphorua that g'eamed on
theft ecaleés, In daytime we amused our-
scives by watcbing the flying fish, pass-
ing salls or steamers —by games and music,
etc. , and so the time passed rapialy. Oane

day we were in a perfect shower ot thistle
down, and also saw numerous butterflies
and landbirde, and the captain told ns
there bad been a heavy storm from the

west which we bad just mireed, It seemen
strange considering we were 400 miles
out at gea for the air to be filled with flaat.

igg down and to be able to catch, butter flies.

One of the finest winged beauties which
we caught we preserved. It measured tour
inches from tip to tip of wing, Five days
from Rio de Juneiro brought us to the Rio
de 1a Plata, and here we had & jolly rough
time. This river is a bundred mile~ broad

but nevertheless is very shallow, 8o a wind
makes a heavy sea. The steamerrolied so
that even the sailors had to cling oo tothe
rails, etc., when walking, for fear of lorirg
their balance and falling overboard. Very
few passengers bad any Appetite that duy.

There is one featuse of these foreign
countries the terrible qnarantine stations,
which are unkoown in Eogland or the U,
S. io the same way. Justa month belore
we were at Panillac, some wiles from the
city of Bordeaux, where tuere was typhoid
fever. No ove on board had bad the fever,
or indeed any sickness, and yet our pu-
sengers for Buenos Ayres were compelled to
go in quarantine for two days.on * la Isia
de Flores,” This ie the station the ** Is-
land of Flowers,'’ simply a rock cut into
three parts, and connected by a wooden
tramway. On one side was the boardiog
bouse—on the middle rock, the largest,
the hospital, and on the other the burying
ground. Quite significant and comforting
for those who were forced to land.

Of course it is generally known that the
R'o de la Plata is the great basin for drain-
ing the Argeunfine Republic. We lay at Isla
de Flores for one nignt. Next morning we
steamed up to Montevideo. Oarship now
was deserted, as we landed all the emi»
grants at the quarantive station. It was
hard to imagine that we were in a river, for
our Southern horizon was the same us on
the boundless ocean. A peculiar featore
of the river is its shallowness—eo shallow
that altbough we were sailing along three
miles from shore our steamer was plough-~
ing up the soft mud, leaving a gieat track
for miles behind. Many will be surprised
to kunow that Montevideo bas a population
of 90,000, and yet is only a rmall town in
comparison to Buenos Ayrer, which is forty
miles up on the opposite shore, situated
where the river begins 10 narrow, The
clhimate appeared perfect (the word
Buenos Ayres means good air), but obe
needs to live in & country to judge of this
very unstaple subjoct, weather,

The Argentine Republic is to the Span-
iards what the United States is to the Eng-
hshman, and is called the -+ Estados
Unidos " of 8. A, Tuere is a trtemendous
rush of Spanish Portuguese and emigrauts
ot other nations, alko to the great pampas
of the west, Here they have, I believe,
comparatively free land, and under the
tayorable conditions of climate and soil,
can soon acquirg a position of indépend-
ence. The great iwdustry of course is
ranching, and the catile and +heep on the
fenceless, almost boundless plains flourish
as did the buflalo on the western prairies
of North America This country is said to
be ¢qunl to Australia, and frée from the
terrible dry seasons that render the busi-
ness of ~heep farming so uncertain in that
country., The locomotive too rushes along
over these plaing, and the irob girdle pene-
trates to Mendoza, at the foot of the Andes.
When the *‘Cordillera” is crossed thie
railroad will be the favorite passenger
route from the west coast to Europe. Bat
it 1s a tremendous, arduous, and expensive
task to break rhrough this iron barrier,the
great rtange of the Andes.

We had a chance to see the class of cats
tle that are raised on the ranches here. A
large scow full of these long~horned, uns
tamed beauties from the western plains was
towed tp our steamer’s gide, snd we wit-
nessed the work of taking themn ou board
from a safe spot, They have enormous
horus, and as they are wild they have to be
dnven down to the place of slaughter, or
embarkation, as the case may be, and here
1assooéd. 'To 1ift them on bolrd a rope is
passed around their heads under the boras,
the ** donkey engine ” 'is started, and be-
fore the surprised bullock can 'mave he
feels himself rising rapidly to a position of
relative importance, but alas for bullock
pride, he 1s soon landed on the deck & con-
fused beap. ‘When 'he feels the deck be-
veath bim he begins to show of what stuff
he i» made, and his struggles are terrific,
notil be is flo&lly brought up to his posi~
tion by the combiuved help of muscle, rope,
and steam. sn unequal contest, and so the
poor creature secms to think for wheén he
feels his head firmly planted in a sort of
rack, bie vubsides with & snort of disdain,

Tuis is a great country for partridges,
and this was a promineot feature in our
bl of tare when we left Montevideo. The
voyuge uf five ddys from the Plata river
was very roogh, and at the mouth of the
Magellan Straits we had some waves worth
looking at,'aad it was truly wonderful how
they tossed our great steamer. Tu the
Straits where the Andes break off so abrupt-
ly, and where the Winds make such a diss
turbance in drawiog in from one uvcean to
the otber, I saw .eome - fine reenery,; wild

passes through the Straits, and so when
our steamer came in sight of an inbabited
island a canoe came out to pick this parrel
up. Though the day was very cold these
poor wretches were alwost naked, and kept
themselves a littls warm by a ﬁre burning
1o the bottom of the canoe on some stones,
I'ne Church of England bas a missiovary
out bere, the Rev. Mr, Aspinwall, and
he, with other helpers, i8 trying to teach
these people the arts of common life and a
knowledge of our blessed Saviour. Mr. A.
now Las arqund him quite a number of the
nntives who are learning to take care of
sheep and also. becoming initiated into
fome common trades. Having heard a
lecture in the Union Church, of Santiago,
from Mr. A. on these people I might tell a
good deal, but time will not permit. The
sarl up the Facific const was magnificent,
Such & climate it ie hard to rival. In the
Pacific we first met the albatros, and a
wonderful bird it is ; nearly as large as s
sheep, and wings in proportion, It is a
pretty sight to se¢ these birds follow a
steamer. They simply unse their wings
as sails and Jet the wind do the
work, The third day from the Straits
they  left us, as they ars pot found
except in Southern temperate waters, or
whereit is windy, Whales too were a
novelty as they lay lazily on’ the water
- spouting.’ Our first call in Chili ‘was
at Coronel, which I mightcall (Le Pictou
or Sydoey of -Chili, for coal tiines are as
numerous here aw in N. 8.  Inmaoy dirce-
tions I could see the great shaft machinery
of the differeut mives. Near Coronel is
Lota, a town built over copper mines and
Imvmg algo great coal mines, and what is
rather curious, possessing, or being the
dwelling pluce of the richest woman in the
world. Two days more and we are at Val-
paraiso, salely auchored. We had spent
forty-seven days on the steamer and  were
just five days late,
Here I will stop, refraining from saying
anythiog on Chili until the next letter,
There are many things lett out tbat I
might say, and probably your readers are

Trade With Soum America,

Orrawa, Oct, 21 --Slmcon Joner, who
was sent |o South America by the Dumln
ion government last winter to report upon
the best means of promotiog trade between
that country and Canada, was here yester:
day, His report will be presented and
made dublic shortly. From statements
made by Mr. Jones, in an interview pub-
lished here, it uppwrs that he has recom-
mended lhe government to grant a subsidy
to a line of steamers of twelve or fourteen
bundred tous, to ply between the maritime
provinces and Nouth American ports, He
thinke a ready market can be found in the
Argentine republic for the lumber and
8ott coal of Nova Scotia and New Brun-
swick, and thatas the vesscls will not be
able £ oblain return cargoes for Cavadiab
parts, the productions of the Arcentine re-
public being similar to those of Canada,
they should be permitted to take return
freights to United States ports. This he
believes, is the only way by which sa ex-
port trade to South America can be builg
up. With regard to the fish trade Mr.
Jones says the business of exporting fish
from Canada to Brazil may now be said to
be wholly in the bands of two Gaspe firms.
He does not propose any interference with
the fish tiade, and the Scuth Americans
are now obtaining supplies of fish from
the cold waters of the southern coasta of
their continent,

No signs of habitation were visible when
the crew landed. They were castaways;
with no prospect of hearing from ' home
unless by chauce a passing vessel came
that way.

Those on the island intérmarried until lha
population reached sixty-four, Plenty, o
game was found on the iiland,and’ fin ‘I
a whaling véssel camie that wly. Wlwn
the ship reached there, some of the sur iv-
ors went on board undenglged themselves
as seamen. Who they were is not knowh.
The original number on the island dwine
dled down year by year and miany died,
until only three men and nine women: rea
wained,

The writer next said that for four years
there had not been a vessel .in sight of the
island. The letter, he added, bad been
written some time, dnd it could notibe
dated, as it was not known when the next
vessel would pass the island.

The Price of Flour.

A recent editorial in one of the Sun-
day editions of the Boston Herald makes
the following comments upon the prices
of flour, which appear to us to be
sound : —

¢ Tha price ot flour and hence bread will
be higher during the next few months thao
it bas been during the last twelve, will
hardly admit of denial, and yet we are
tempted to doubt whether the sudden ad-
vances that have been made in the price of
grain and flour can be sustained for more
than a few weeks, [t almost always bhap-
puns that the holder of & staple commodity
i quick to seize npon an excuse for raising
its selling price, and so far ue retailers are
concerned, prices once raised are frequently
maintained after the cause for the increase
bas passed? away. But dealers in wheat
and flour have to meet & keen competi-
tion, which, when duly brougbt to bear,
canoot fail to reduce prices to at least a
reasonable level. ‘The advances in the
price of wheat in Chicago bave been very
largely speculative, low far these io-
creases are justified by the ehortness of the
wheat crop, the future alone can determine,
but it seems to us pot improbable that the
law of supply and demand will operate to
place the average selling price of wheat at
a point coosiderably below that which it
pow holds, and that the we-:tern millers,
baviog better opportunities atforded them
of purchasing their raw material, will be
forced by competition to make lower prices
for flour than those which have during the
last few days'been given out.”

A pati-
ent in a comn(osu state is in great danger,
I do not consider it safe to leave a patient
in that condition. I would not.”’

Mrs. McLeod in her evidence denied
that Mr. Selig went about ** calmly and
coolly giving bis orders " after bis wife’s
death, said ** he seemed to be too br’en
hearted to say anything or speak to ‘any-
body.’’

The jury after five hour’s deliberation
brought in the following verdict : —

« 'I'hat Mary H. Selig, on the sixth day
of September, in the year of our Lord
eighteen hundred and eight-eight, came
to ber death at her house at Molega, in
the connty of Queens, by congestion of
the brain and lungs, caused by an over
dose of morpbine, admiuistered to her by
Dr. Charles T. Andrews, ot Bridgewater,
in the county of Lunenburg,on the even-
ing of the fifth of September, last past.

such overdose of morphine the said Mary
H. Selig came to her death, and Lot other-
wise.".

A HORRIBLE STORY.

Loxnpox, Oct. 18.—The mass of absurd
theorier, false clues ard unlimited arrests
of the wrong men, which have almost
turned the pursuit of the Whitechapel
murderer into a burlesque were relieved
to-night by a geouine seunsation. Mr,
Gegrgé Lusk, a-bullder, is the head of a
Wh‘ﬂechnpel Vigilance Committee. Late
on Tuesday night the parcel post delivery
left a box at bis house. Upon opening it
he discovered a meaty substance which
smelt very strong and which be judged to
be thé half of a kidney belouging to some
animal. - Inclosed in the box was the fol-
lowing letter :

« T gend you half of the kidne [ took
from one of the women. I preserved it for
you. T’other piece I fried and ate. It was
very nice. I may send you the bloody knif
that to .k it out if you only wate a whil
longer.”

Mr. Lusk at first regarded the wkole
thing as a joke. But remembering that
such an organ had been taken from the
Mitre square victim, be took the box to the
London Hospital, Dr. Openshaw ‘ex-
amined the inclosure yesterday, and said
that it certainly came from a full-grown
woman, and had been divided loogitudin-
ally, To-day the box and the letter were
taken to Scotland Yard, and the detectives
are trying to find out in what postal dis
trict the parcel was handed in for mail,
The bandwriting of the letter in the box
bore no resemblance to the handwriting of
the letters of “* Jack the Ripper,” found
some weeks ago,

dance, playing a selection after each ad
dress. Then three cheers were given for
the parties concerned in the enterprise,
three for the Qoueen, three for the Presi-
dent of the United States, three for the
Ladies of Luhenburg and three for the
workmen present, after which the band
played'the uational antbem and Messrs.
Abrabam Zink aod James Smith son of
Casper, turned the sod with the plow.
Since the aforeeaid formality was tendered
an expectant public, 11 years and some
months have passed away and yet no rail-
road. But the * no railroad ”’ cry will
soon cease to be a pleasure to the enemies
of the Nova Scotia Central as well as a
bumiliation to those who have for 11 long
years anxiously awaited the completion of
the road between Lunenburg and Middle-
ton,

On Friday last the steamer Netherholm
arrived at Bridgewater with a load of steel
rdils and reliable suthority informs vs that
the work of putting down rails from
Bridgewater to Lunenburg aod from
Bridgewater to New Germany will be com-
menced without an hour’s delay, sufficient
rails being on hand pnow to complete 40
wmiles of road, while other ships are now
on the way with enough to complete the
entire line. A practical railroad engineer,
who traveled throughout Nova Scotia this
seagon, has stated that the road bed of the
NovaScotia Central is as good as any in
Canada, being of a much higher character
than contracted for,and the road when
completed will be one of the best in the
country, It now goes without saying that
the entire line will be finished and opg
for business by early Summer.— Lunenbjirg

A despatch o the Chronicle further
says :—Several vessels are daily expected
via Boston with cargoes of rails, and with-
out a doubt the company will bave at least
thirty five or forty miles of track laid by
December.

A Genius In Jall.

ELABORATE WOOD CARVING BY A NEGRO.

Last April, Charles Fry, a ucgro 49 years
of age, was arrested In Carondale for dis.
turbing :the peace and endangering the
lives of oitizens, and seotenced to the
workbonse for one year. He was koown
to the guards in jail, and they, knowing
bim to be an honest man and a good work-
er, requested the court-to change the sen-
tence to one year in jail, and the request
was granted, A few days after his incar-
«ceration Fry was in the jailwyard, and see-
ing & piece of board he picked 1t up and
brought it to his cell with the guard's per~

* mission, At tbe time he intended to
whittle out & few small trinkets, but oo
thinking that be bad nearly nine months
yet to serve in jail, ho decided to whittle
something of which he might be ‘proud.
The bosrd was of white pine, three feet
six inches in length, twelve inches wide,
and two inches thick. Fry is a ship car-
penter by trade, and understands the
nature of wood. All he possessed that
would oot was & small wooden-handled
knife. Knowing tbat this would not per-
form the task he had set before bim, he
tore a steel sbank from an old shoe, wrap-
ped a wooden handle about it, sharpened
it, and began 1o look for something else.
There waa an_old worp-out mop in the
jail, and from this he cut & piece of one~
quartersinch wire. He put a handle oo it,
wore it down to the thinoess of a blade,
and a few days later be found the rib of an
umbrella, which he fixed in the same
way.

Being now fully prepared, he began the

task of turning out what he had pictured
in hig'mind, He worked mostly at night,

and oftén remained at his work until 3

o'clock in the morning. While at work

he shunned: the other prisoners,and did

not let thém know what was going on in
cell, until 8. few weeks 8ago, when ibe
emerged with the work of art on which he
be bad, spent his energies for three
months. Looking at the productiot as it
haogs between two cells, one can hardly
pelieve that from the small piece of board
such a chain of connected links could be

wrought. It is an endless chain_of 234

links, 13 swivels or revolvibg links, 2

pairs of clasped hands, andv6 carvings
which expiain tbemselves to. the observer.

Phe liberty bell, as true a representation
an a pictare, is 3} incbes high and 5%
inéhieg acrose the rim, and has the crack,
lettering and tongue and all else belong-
ing to the beloved Revolutionary relic.
Fry bas pictured it as it stood on exhibi-
tion at the World's Fair in New Orleans in
188%, when a new beam had been given it
apd whilg it was garlanded with a living
wreath_of green. Iuvstemd of the green
léaves ha has made n chain of wooden
links ‘which" coil ‘gracefally around the
belbdnd add & feature to the marveiloos
piece of work. The bell secms fastened
to the beam with wooden stirrups,but they
are a part of the bell and beam, l_ml the
screwy, nuts, and bolts are given in per-
tect exactuess to the original, The beam
i held to the chains by two hands, beauti-
fully carved, and representing,as Kry says:
¢ The North aod South upbolding their
wnited liberty.’ Above thbis again are
clasped hands similarly carved, which Fry
sdys. is ¢ Phe Nostbh and South, snd ix
meant asan emblem of peace.’ All these
carvings are connected to the chains by
swivels, a most difficalt picce of carying
in wood, evem: with the latest improved
machivery, but of these the prisoner has
wade thirteen, and all of them were made
with the rib of an umbrella,

Following the chain from the south side
to the bell, the first carving met is a
brovged Gothic pillar, on which is carved,
+ In God We Trost! Next is a Chiocse
tower, on the corners ot which are four
pibidtd] iand -juside these piliars isi &
block of wand too Jarge to be taken out or
put in without breaking the confintug pil-
lars.

¢« This is where I began the task,’ said
Fry; a8 hepoiuted to & decorated Llock on
which are carved in raised letters, black-
ened at the top, *St. Louis Jail, June 4th,
1888.’ each word and fijure bemng ouv a
side.

The most amusing piece follows, and is
a sguary block, on one gide of which is a
Barp of Erin, and in & corner the first two
votes of ‘Come Back to Erin.’ On the
otber three sides are repectively an Irish
flag with a sunbarst, a round tower painted
green, and a spray of shamrock

Next in order, and the best finished of
all the catvings, is a serol}; headed, ¢ The
Eniancipation,’ and at the eud of the scroll
are a pair of shackles, the rings of which
are broken, and, as the carver says, ¢ The
Slave is set Free.!

With an evident idea gf displaying what
he eould do, Fry has carved 1n the next
feature & brouzed silver swbake, cotled
around a pillar and hemmed in by four
corper pillare, in the same manner that he
carved the ball on the Chinese tower. It

Dissonving Bongs wor Frrrizes.—Fol
lowing is in substance what Professor Ww.
C. Stubbs, of ‘the Louisava Experiment
station, has to gay about dissolving booes
to be nxed as a fertilizer :

Thé following method of the treatment
of bones has been suceessful in my hands,
aud is so easy to perform and the chemi-
cals needed are 8o accessible to every one,
that I recommend its use to every farmer
who bas a few bundred pounds of bones
on hand. Break 100 pounds of bounes into
small fragments'and pack them in a light
cagk, with 100 pounds of good wood ashes
which haye been previously mixed with
twenty-fiye pounds of dry water slacked
lime and twelve pounds of powered
«sal soda ’ (washing soda). Twenty gal-
Jons of water will saturate the mass, and
more may be added as required. In two
or three weeks the bones will be soft
enpugh (10 be turned out on a floor and
mixed with two burhels of good goil.
