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heavy decline has recently taken
place in the price of silver, and the enormous
boldings of the United States government
are considered a peculiarly bad investment.
Tae rapid fall of silver during recent years
constitutes one of the phenomena eof indus-
trial history, and in no other country hasits
effect been so depressing as in the great
American Republic. Since 1878 that coun-
tcy has purchased this commodity to the ex-
tent of a total cost of over $460,000,000 and
to-day this silver in coin and -bullion has a
market value of about $250,000,000 apd the
prospects for a return to a higher price never
were worse. The difference between what
sais silver cost and what it is now worth
wust be considered as a national debt in-
curred by an unwise investment. It is true
* that the United States silver dollar still buys
a dollar’s worth of goods in the markets of
that country, but it is only an arbitrary
value based on the intentions of the govern-
ment to redeem its entire silver currency in
gold. The present ratio between silver and
gold, based on the London market quotations
is one to thirty-seven and fourty-four one
hundredths, and it would seem as if even the
free silverites could scarcely accomplish the
task of establishing a sixteen to one basis.
‘The United States currency trouble is a sad
matter indeed, and is as far as ever from a
settlement. Until, however, it is settled,
the country will not attain the same measure
of prosperity that it would under a sounder
financial system. Perhaps the approaching
international monetary conference will de-
velop a remedy.

—Strong efforts are being made to pro-
mote the extension of the Coast Railway
along the South Skore to Halifax, and there
is every reason to believe that within a year
or two this line will be an accomplished fact.
Tae distance between Yarmouth and Halifax
by the proposed new roate will be practical-
ly the same as by the D, A. R., and the road
will furnish transportation facilities to a sec-
tion of the province that has long been com-
pletely destitute of the means of rapid com-
munication with other parts of the province.
It is thought that little difficulty will be ex-
perienced in securing both a Dominion and
a Provincial subsidy for the line, and Hali-
fax and. Yarmouth will probably contribute
generously towards completing a feeder that
cannot but be of inestimable value to both.
Tae competition that seems likely to arise
beiween the Yarmouth 8. S. Co. and the D.
A. R. steamer on the Boston route is re-
sponsible for much of the activity that now
prevails in coast railway matters, as the suc-
ca3s of the former company will in a large
m:asure depend on the opening of the new
road which would bring much new busincss
aand probably divert much more from the ex-
isting traffic highway between IHalifax and
Yarmouth. Apart from all considerations as
to the value in transportation competition,
the opening of the railway should inaugurate
a new era of prosperity in the southern
counties and give an impetus to a revival of
the business of the south shore ports that
hs of late years been on the wane.
e
—-Professor Robertson, the Canadian com-
missioner of agriculture and dairying, hes
returned from a recent trip to Great Britain,
and gives it as his opinion that there is now
opening up in the British isles a splendid,
ualimited market for the products of the
Canadian farm. Professer Robertson’s trip
will be productive of much good to the agri-
caltural interests. It was made at.a time
when our country was being given unusual
prominence in the British press, and through-
out all England there is an increased demand
for Canadian products. This increased de-
mand has resulted from the general excel-
lence of the Canadian farm and dairy ex-
ports that have reached the English mar-
ket, and from the disposition that the colony
has shown to enter into closer trade relations
with the mother country. England is wak-
ing up to the fact that the Canada of to-day
is a great country, and has an infinitely
greater future, and as a part of the empire
has a right to. a certain preference in mat-
tors of trade. With proper transportation
facilities, and these are every day being im-
proved, the full importance of the pleasant
greetings of this Jubilee year will rapidly
develop. Sentiment wields a stronger in-
fluence over business relations than is gen-
erally accredited.

—Dollar wheat is a great thing for the
farmers of our Canadian west, but here in
Nova Scotia the farmers are more concerned
over tha prospects for good prices for their
apples and potatoes. The whole American
apple crop is a short one, and if it was the
enormous shipments from America that kept
the English market prices down last season,
we may reasonably expect that this year
with much smaller shipments Letter prices
and a firmer market will prevail. At the
rate early fruit is selling in the local mar-
kets even a guarter crop will be worth more
to the orchardist than the enormous crop of
last year. He will have fewer barrels to
bay, the expense of picking, packing and
marketing will be less and he wiil handle
more money as returns than he did in 1896.
But perhaps the local market is not a safe
“index to the larger mart. Potatoes will
probably bring a much better price than last
year. At any rate the only comfort the
average valley farmer can extract from his
present position is that scarcity ought to
enhance value,

—The directors of the apple shipping com-
pany are working away to perfect their de-
signs on foreign markets. Bhe promoters
are men who are not easily discouraged and
they are gradually enlisting the support of
the orchardists of the valley. These farmers’
picnics are pleasant affairs, combining pleas-
ure and business in agreeable proportions,
and afford the shipping company splendid
opportunities for furthering the interests of
their organization. There islittle doubt bat
that 1898 wfll see the shippers thoroughly
organized and sufficiently capitalized to en-
uble them to transact their business advan-
tageously. Co-operation among the farmers
is the only way in which their interests can
be properly safeguarded. We think our
Valley farmers are now fully alive to the
importance of the problem of proper fruit
marketing that now confronts them.

—The British administration in India is
having serious trouble with the native tribes
on the northwest frontier. The uprising is
due to an outburst of fanaticism, but is not
to be regarded as a rebellion, as late despatch-
es intimate that the revolt is not in Brit-
ish dependencies at all. The Afridis and
S :vatis that are now causing the trouble are
2oth independent tribes over which Great
Britain has not even a protectorate. The
British forces on the frontier are considered
quite adequate to successfully cope with the
tribesmen, and the fighting must soon be
terminated. At first it was considered that
the uprising might_ affect the whole native
population, but reports were much exagger-
ated and the lapse of weeks shows that the
disturbance has been confined to the district
jn which the outbreak ocourred,

President Borda, of the Uruguay Repub-
lic, was assinated on the 25th. .

"T'he United States government is to pay
the Dominion the sum of $200 per trip for
carrying United States mails from Dyea to
Dawson City. - There will be one trip each
way every month.

Sir Donald Smith, the Canadian high com-
missioner in London, who was raised to
geernge during the jubilee festivities, has

een officially gazetted as Baron Strathcona
and Mount Royal.

In the Canadian Post Office Savings Bauks
there was a deposit at the end of the fiscal
year, of $32,380,000. During the year $8,
223,000 was deposited, and 7,656,000 was
withdrawn. The interest allowed was $1,-
024,000.

It is understood that the Imperial Ottoman
Bank h#ts notified the ambassadors of the
powers of its willingness to provide the
amount of the indemnity agreed npon be-
tween Greece and Turkey if the control of
the Greek finances is assured as security.

The best previous record for heavy lifting,
that of Louis Cyr, the Canadian, who put
up 3,536 pounds, was broken on the 27th at
St. Louis, Mo., by Pat McCarthy, thirty-six
years old.

He is uan-
doubtedly a grand trotter and has speed
enough to day to capture the maritime pre-
vince record. He goes almost without a
protectieg boot, and Lydiard says he is the
nicest driver he ever drew a rein over, and
that is saying a good deal. The race was a
‘““walk-over” for him, though many had
thought that Katrina would win the money.
The St. John mare has not had much work
this year and did not take kindly to the
track. M Bell will probably land a race
or two with her yet this season.

In the 2 50 race lots of surprises were in
store for those who knew it all. Three
horses got heats and records that effectually
bars them from slow classes, and there was
a fourth horse that trotted dangerously close
to the heat winners. Lady Rampart, the
winner of the '50 race, is, as indicated by
her name, by Rampart, and until recantly
was owned by Mr. C. H. R. Crocker, of
South Farmington, who sold her to Mr. M.
D. Messznger, of Brooklyn, N. Y. She is
not u ‘fast scorer, but she is one of the
strongest finishers that ever fought a battle
on the home stretch. Her record of 2.35%
on Thursday’s track is evidence that she can
beat 30 easily.

Spain is Determined.

Madrid, Aug. 27.—General Azcarraga, the
Spanish Premier, at the cabinet council, over
which he presided last night, declared the
government would follow in the footsteps of
the late premier, Senor Canovas del Castillo.
He announced that the government had full
confidence in Captain General Weyler’s poli-
tical and military conduct of affairs in Cuba.

Athens, Aug. 28.—The British, French
and Russian ministers to Greece have notified
their respective governments that it is im-
possible for Greece to pay an indemuity (x-
ceeding £2,000,000, Turkish. It is under-
stood that negotiations are on foot to induce
Tarkey to accept a smaller sum than the
amount originally demanded, Lord Salisbury
being willing that Turkey should retain up
to the Larissa-Trikhala line as a pledge,
provided Greece can prove her readiness and
ability to set apart certain revenues for the
payment of the indemnity without prejudice
to the interests of the existing bondholders.
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United States Wheat Revenue.

Washington, Aug. 27. —Assistant Secre-
tary Brigham of the Agricultural Depart-
ment, to-day expressed the opinion that the
American farmers this year would receive in
the aggregate from four to five hundred mil-
lion dollars in excess of that received last
year for their wheat. * This seems like a
vast sum, but statistics sustain the claim.”
Colonel Brigham also predicted that the in-
crease in the price of farm products would
benefit the laboring element.

THE JUBILEE.

The scene at St. Paul's was one which
history will carry on in glad memory. A
lady writer—an eye witness—gave the day
following & nice description of which I give
a little extract: —The procession had moved
into position upon the pavement. The ** joy-
ous clash of bells had ceased. Dr. Martin’s
baton was raised, and the noble opening of
the church’s hymn rang out. The
immense body ct instruments and voices
gave it, even in the open air, a full sonority
that had scarcely been looked for, and amid
the almost breathless silence the lovely bass
solo, *“ When thou tookest upon thee to de-
liver man,” was perfectly heard. The chant-
ing of the Lord’s prayer was touchingly de-
votional, and as Dr. Creighton, clearly, slow-
ly, and with impressive emphasis, recited
the thanksgiving prayer, there was a solema
hush, and a bending low of heads that told
how earnestly it was finding an echo in every
heart. Theu, with deepest tecling and in-
tensest fervor, the archbishop pronounced the
benediction. The Queen bowed her head
with earnest reverence at the words of bles-
sing in the name of the Trinity, while a si-
lent *“ Amen ” from every worshipper went
up with that intoned by the choir. Grand
indeed were the strains of the noble “ Old
Hundreth” psalm, taken up by the many of
the spectators of the splendid scene, the
singing of which was the end of the cere-
mony as arranged. But hardly had the last
notes of the hymn died away when a power-
ful voice on the steps called ** Three cheers
for the Queen.” It was exactly what every
one wanted to express the emotions aroused
by the intense solemnity of the service, and
to hear cheers like those which followed is
the experience of a life time. Loud, pro
longed, and repeated, they rolled up, with a
powerful mass of sound, and women joined
in them as heartily as men. The Queen
beckoned the Prince of Wales to her side,
and it was evident that she expressed senti-
ments of pleasure, from the smiles and unods
which were the spectators’ share in this
Royal conference. Then Dr. Martin, quick-
ly grasping the situation, brought his forces
to attention, and, to the delight of all,
began the National Anthem. It was sung
with enthusiasm unbounded, men waving
their hats and women their handkerchiefs
the while, and at the conclusion of the first
verse, the cheering was resumed more vigor-
ously than ever before. The Prelates had
bowed low to the sovereign at the end of the
service, hut while the people were thus ex-
pressing their loving loyaity, Her Majesty
summoned them to turn to her carriage,
speaking graciously to each. The proces-
sion reformed, and the carriage of the Prin
cesses were moving off. One final war of
cheering was given as the Queen’s carriage
left the cathedral, and continued even after
the waiting multitudes had taken it up.
Then the colonial procession followed, and
thus the magnificent and memorable pageant
ended, as brilliantly as it bad begun.”

Night and day we have been doing the
streets of London—by train, by omnibus,
walking, or in any way which suited the
time, we have witnessed miles and miles—
until they have probably reached into the
hundreds, of illuminations, decorations,
crowds, jams and street scenes. It is con-
ceded that there has been nothing like it
witnessed before in the history of the world.
The cash expenditure has outstripped by far
all previous attempts of the kind. Wehave
seen many buildings on which the cost of
decoragions has run up into the thousands
of pounds. To say that all this expenditure
bas been carried into effect in the most ar-
tistic way that a skilled head or band could
devise is to say little.

On Jubilee evening great London, the city
of cities, was one blinding blaze of illumina-
tion. From Richmond to Woelwich on each
side of the Thames, and from Hampstead to
Crystal Palace the other way, it was a damc:
ing sea of various tinted lights. Between
these points were acres of incandescents,
myriads of jets of light in all conceivable de-
vices and designs. Fire and flame was in-
deed used to magnificent effect to demon-
strate the warm feelings of the people on
this glorious occasion. Along with all this
was a continuous murmaur, which frequently
burst into loud shouts of applause to end
with the singing of the pational anthem,

As we worked our way down Piccadilly
past some of the stands and clubs the scenes
were very amusing. Here would be a group
at a window which had undoubtedly drunk
many times to the health of Her Majesty,
singing and embracing each other in a very
hilarious manner. Another, away in a sec-
ond or third story would be singing *‘ God
save the Queen ” in which it would appear
that the singer was contemplating a nap
pext moment. He, however, would be kept
awake by the crowd of boys answering him
with their hurrahs and shouts. Another
would be keeping time to a squad of singers
at his window with a rat-tat-too. And then
all the way would be seen the weary who
had perhaps started at three o’clock in the
moruing to get to their stands, now fast
asleep.

Thousands have roamed and driven about
the streets all night during this week singing
¢ God save the Queen.” I have heard them
lumbering along past our house long after
daylight, singing their muddled melody of
spirits, suffering from an over dose of exu-
berance now on the decline.

And who took part in these grand mani-
festations of loyalty and delight? Was it
only the typical Londoner? Not by any
meane. The American, the Irish, the Scotch,
the Russian, the Oriental and the Pole
each had his little street illuminated and de
corated.

The Daily Telegraph thus describes the il-
lumination of St. Paul’s, I did not see them
to good advantage. *‘ The electric illumina
tioa of St. Paul's dome was unique and could
hardly be beaten by foreign rivalry. The
work was done on the search light system,
the luminosity being thrown on the building
by seventy projectors, chiefly worked from
the summits of neighboring houses. The
cross was strongly illuminated, and the dome
appeared to be lighted from within. Itshone
like a great silver ball, and the effect, seen
from a distance, must have been marvellous-
ly brilliant. Changing lights were obtained
by placing over the lens-colored discs, of
which about four hundred were required by
the projectors. Each of the latter is sup
posed to have given forth light equalto 2000
candle power. The whole light thrown oa
the dome was calculated to be equal to the
illuminating power of 140,000 candles.”

Marlborough House decorations were very
grand and were much admired by us. They
are described thus: *‘The doorways and
gates were illuminated with a branch of
laurel of natural tints, interspersed with red
berries. This branch formed a main arch
over the gateway, supporiing an oval medal
lion, surmounted by the royal crown and
bearing the monograin V. R. I. surrounded
by a garter and the motto of the order. The
two subsidiary arches over the doors carried
respectively the Prince of Wales’ plumes and
badge, the latter being a crown surmounted
by a lion, also crowned. The details of the
whole illumination were made of cut crystal,

The Baroness Burdette-Coutts’ residence
was moagnificently decorated. As we passed
her well illuminated home, in the evening,
the old lady was moving about upon one of
the balconies among her friends, and bowing
pleasantly to the hundreds of cheers which
she received from the admiring passers by
below.

We particularly admired the decorations
upon a hotel mid which was the motto in
gold letters upon a background of royal pur?
ple:

THOU ART ALONE —THE QUEEN OF
EARIHLY QUEENS.

St. James street was beautifully festooned
from end to end on one system throughout.
We visited this spot frequently when in the
neighborhood, that we might feast again and
again upon the pretty decorations. The
pight of the Jubilee we did get in a jam here,
and after struggling for a while got to a side
street and thus got away.

We perhaps took the most real enjoyment
from a trip dowr Piccadilly on the day fol-
lowing the Jubilee, We got a fine seat on
the top of an omnibus. The crowd was quite
dense when we took our seats at Hyde Park
Corner. By the time we got into Piccadilly
the crowd had got to be a jam. Here we
were, four or five omnibusses abreast, loaded
with people to the full extent of their capa-
city, and each team of horses as close up to
the buss before as possible, while on the
other side of the street were two omnibuses
abreast going in the other way. Between
these two lines of busses other vehicles were
being moved along when an opportunity
offered. Looking each way for about a
guarter of o mile and on all sides was the

great sea of humanity. For a few minutes
our buss would stop altogether, then a start
of a few steps would be made. We were, I
should think, a full hour moving a half mile.
And strange to say everyone seemed per-
fectly satistied. It was an hour of intense
enjoyment. On the one side were gaily
dressed buildings; on the other side was
Green Park with its noble trees skirting the
streer, and between was strung the pretty
festooning., And then upon the omuibuses,
far and near, the gentle ripple of the light
summer clothing, pretty gay bonnets and
parasols. Upon the sidewalk the throug
was moving about as slowly, if not quite as
bliesfully, as ourselves. Wewere in raptures
over this beautiful picture which surrounded
us throughout the length of that ride. It
was truly a picture which we know could
not possibly be reproduced.

Even here there were sights of the comical
character, Here was seen a coal van with
two young fellows stretched out, apparently
asleep, and wafting for the movement of the
possession. Directly a boy is seen with a
hand barrow filled with cabbage, and a little
brother— I presume —lying on the top fast
asleep, and he, too, waiting his time. Then
again there works in among us a team from
the more country districts with a happy
company of oddly dreesed individuals.

A Premature Candidaey.
To the Editor of the Montor:
Sir,—I have not written a line on incor-
poration sinee the first inception of the
scheme. I have, however, as you well know,
in public and private, advocated its adop-
tion. - Just now there is a feeling of irritation
existing which may endanger the cause of
municipal government for ourselves, This
feeling arises in consequence of a clamor for
the office of Stipendinry Magistrate, which
will be an appointment of the local govern-
ment, if the town votes in favor of incorpor-
ation next Saturday. It having been taken
for granted that incorporation will become
an established fact, in that view some friends
of a prominent individual have circulated a
petition recommending the government to
appoiot him as the Stipendiary Magistrate
for the town. Now all this is premature
and out of place. It would have been much
better to have allowed all such questions to
await the decision of the people next Satur-
day, although it is quite natural that the
question as to who will be likely to fill the
office would come up. Now it is to be re-
gretted that this step has annoyed some,
and others ure making it the occasion to in-
jure the prospects of incorporation. -Letme
say, just here, that I am not now and never
have been a candidate for the office of Sti-
pendiary Magistrate. I am, therefore, in-
dependent in my judgment on this matter.
1t matters not to me who obtains this or any
other office. ‘I am in favor of incorporation
on its merits alone, and for the benefit I be-
lieve it will prove to be. 1 cannot bear to
think that the prospects of self-government
for the town will be injured by a matter of
this kind. Reflect, that if incorporation
is lost now it will be years before it will be
gained. Its friends will be so utterly dis-
heartened that a decade may pass before
another effort will be made to obtain what
will now be lost; and as I think of the long
delayed hope of being able to obtain protec-
tion from rowdyism and other evils over
which we have now but little control, it
grieves me to think that such a trivial mat-
ter as the striving of this or that one for
place or position should be the means of
wrecking what we all have so much desired.
Bear in mind, at first it was scarcely hoped
that this scheme would carry, but since the
agitation began many who were at first
opposed have become converted to the views
of those who were in favor of it, and have
declared their intention of heartily support-
ing it, so that now a large majority has been
predicted to be in its favor. Now we have
strack this wretched snag about the Stipen-
diary Magistrate’s office, and it would seem
as if incorporation were to be decided not on
its merits, but upon the fact as to who should
obtain this little office. I hear it said that
even the very fathers of the scheme say if a
certain party is to bé appointed Stipendiary
Magistrate they will vote against the act.
How absurd! Would they strangle the
child of their own conception? Let us hope
that better thoughts will prevail and that
these stumbling blocks in the way of the
goal we are seeking may be set aside. Surely
it is a matter of more importance to have
corporate rights for our town; to have the
control and spending of the taxes we have
to contribute; the control of our streete both
by night and day; to be able to check rowdy-
ism and to make it possible for law-abiding
citizens to walk along our streets without
being impeded by gangs of loalers, or their
ears assailed by foul and blasphemous lan-
guage, than as to whether €0 and so shall be
Stipendiary Magistrate or not. If T have
an ambition in the matter it is that the town
may prosper, that Bridgetown will be a rail-
road centre, that we shall yet see a railroad
from Victoria Beach, through Granville,
having its junction here, and bringing trade
and business to the town. This is one of the
reasons why I endorse incorporation, as it
will put the town in a position of forwarding
and assisting so laudable a scheme.

The American Toad.

The toad has been very appropriately
named the *‘gardener’s friend;” and while
many gardeners are cognizant of the aid he
renders in the extermination of noxious in-
sects, but few are aware of the extent of his
voraciousness in this direction. A most in-
teresting bulletin (No. 46 of the Hatch Ex-
periment Station of the Massachusetts Agri-
cultural College at Amherst, Mass.,) prepar-
ed by Prfessor A. H. Kirkland, assistanten-
tomologist te the Gypsy Moth committee,
has just been issued, in which the habits,
food and economic value of this batrachian
are treated upon.

Particular attention has been given to the
nature of the food of the toad; and an exam.
mation made of the contents of the stomachs
of several revealed the fact that though the
animal does devour some insects that are use-
ful to man, thie depredation is greatly offset
by the number and variety of those that are
harmful to vegetation, of which the toad also
makes & meal. The following summary
shows the toad's predilection in the matter
of diet:

Of injurious insects (1) it feeds on worms,
snaile and sow bugs, common greenhouse
pests; (2) it devours a large number of my-
riapods which damage greenhouse and garden
plants; (3) it feeds to some extent on grass-

About Drinking Water.

In the depth of summer, if ever, we are
apt to be impressed by the necessity for a
pure supply of drinking water. Not only
'are much larger quantities of water consumed
ia summer, but many impurities in water
are fostered by the heat of the season which
in winter are sealed up in the icy covering of
reservoirs. Frost and.snow, nature’s own
disinfectants, are at work in winter purifying

the drinking supply. The worst impurities -

ar: those which only show themselves upon
chemical analysis. Water infected with the
germs of typhoid fever may be as clear as
crystal, snd may fail to show by its odor cr
taste its dangerous character, while the
odorous water of & spring impregnated with
sulphur or some ill smelling mineral may be
a fountain of health.

Filtered cistérn water is comparatively
wholesome, but it is not always pleasant to
the taste or fragrant to the nostrils. Per<
s>as who are ignorant of natural science seem
¢> imagine that a pure water supply contaics

. ‘0> animal or vegetable life. Ideally this is
tae case, but such water never flows from
the faucet. It is the result of filtration.
No one need be seriously shocked by the oc-
casional discovery of perfectly harmless wa-
ter worms or any of the many water insects
such as are found in the purest spring water.
We believe a certain amount of vegetable
and animal life is necessary to keep water
which is stored in reservoirs in sound condi-
tion. Hence arices the necessity for filtering
all water that is used for drinking or for
cooking purposes. After the water in reser-
voirs has been considerably stirred up by a
season of rain, there is always more complaint
of organism of various kinds coming through
the pipes. It is a safe precaution to attach
& simple filter to the faucets from which the
supplies of drinking and cooking water are
taken. An inexpensive little filter, such as
may be attached to a faucet, is better than
a large filter, because it can be frequently
cleaned out and renewed.

Not long ago, in a New England town, a
mew minister had been called and settled.
In that town was a forsaken old reprobate
whom nobody respected or spoke to who
could avoid it.

, rose chafers ¢ olick beetles,” potato
beetles and weevils, all more or less injurious
to crope of various kinds; (6) it feeds on tent
caterpillars, gypsy moths and other fruit tree
pests, and (7) it is & prime destroyer of cut
worms and army worms, common pests
which often cause great damage.

To recapitulate, eleven per cent. of the
toad’s food is posed of i and spid
beneficial or indirectly helpful to man; eigh-
ty per cent, of insects and other animals di-
rectly injurious to cultivated crops or in other
ways obnoxious to man. Further comment
upon the valuable services of the toad would
seem unnecssary.

In twenty-four hours the toad consumes
an amount of food equal to that required to
fill the stomach four times. A toad feeding
at this rate upon the same kinds of food and
in the same proportion as in the case cited,
would devour in three months of May, June,
and July the following‘quantities of food.
3312 ants, 2208 cut worms, 1840 myriapods,
2208 sow bugs and 368 carabids. Or inother
words, in the three months a toad would
consume 368 beneficial insects and 9906 in jar-
ious insects, myriapods, etc.

Road dust is reported as an insecticide by
a farmer who has used it successfully against
the striped cucamber beetles.

The Connecticut legislature has passed a
new cattle disease law. It provides for the
appointment of a cattle commissioner who
shall be a farmer familiar with cattle. The
presence of disease is to be determined by
physical examination alone—tubercalin be-
ing perscribed as a diagnostic agent.

Reports make it appear that the Hudson
river valley is infested with the San Jose scale.

Experiments in spraying give results that
testify toits efficacy, whether in field, garden,
or orchard.

Experiments in sugar beet culture under
the direction of the New York state depart-
ment of agriculture are now well under way,

A few handfuls of straw under the tomato
vines will keep the fruit cff the wet ground
and prevent rotting.

—To clean the chicken house first drench
the floor and roosts with kerosene emglsion,
use nearly full strength. In a few hours af-
ter this has been applied scrape the rooets,
turn out and burn all the straws in the nests
and have the floors thoroughly cleaned.
Follow this with a coat of whitewash, in
which a teaspoonful of carbolic acid toa gal-
lon of this wash has been mingled, applying
thickly to walle, ceiling, floor®and nests.
This will destroy all vermin and disease
germs of every sort. Every poultry house
should be thus thoroughly purified once or
twice a year. Inthe meantime the droppings
should be scraped up and removed every
week or two and air-slacked lime be thrown
in in such quantity as to fill every crack and
corner with the pungent dust. It isa goed
plan also to kerosene the roosts occasionally.
By this means only can poultry houses be
kept perfectly clean and comfortable, not
only for the fowls, but for the caretaker as
well.

Turkeys as Grasshopper Foragers.

A flock of turkeys may be fattened on corn
alone and will become very fat and juicy if
fed all they will eat for a few days before
they are sent to market. They aregreatin-
sect hunters and will keep a farm,clear of
grasshoppers when all other means fail. We
have known one man to sell over $400 worth
of turkeys in one season which had bLeen
reared principally on grasshoppers on his own
and his neighbors’ farms. One year when
the hoppers were particularly bad the neigh-
bors were very glad to have half a thousand
turkeys run over their meadows and through
their cornfields.

A New Stock Food.

The *“new corn product ” is the hard outer
shell of the cornstalk—which has been re-
lieved of the pith—dried and pulverized. In
appearance it is a fine brown substance.
The pith is used as packing in warships. As
there is a great demand for the pith there is
a large quantity of the stalk left. This is
cut and ground, making a fine product con-
taining mere nutriment, according to some
authorities, than timothy hay and being more
digestible than corn blades. It occupies less
space than baled hay and is fed along with
grain to make a balanced ration.

Musty Hay.

Much of the baled hay that comes to mar-
ket is musty. Most farmers when they bale
hay think it need not be very dry, as ths
bales are small. But the amount of hay
packed in them is always sufficient to get up
a violent ferment unless the hay is properly
dried before it is put into the bale. If there
were more care used in baling hay the price
for it would be much better than it is, as the
hay itself would be better worth it.

The same result may be obtained by putting
a teaspoonful of powdered borax into a piat
of starch after boiling water has beenadded to
it.

All this is positively harmlessn its effect
upon clothing fabrics and those who wear
them. It was shown at this convention by
experiments that muslins and tarletans, the.
most inflammable goode, when treated by
this process, conld not be made to burn with
a blaze *“ if all cotton dresses and undercloth-
ing, especially those of children, could be
treated in this way, a great number of lives
would be saved and much suffering prevent-
ed every year.”

Value of the Egg In Sickness.

The value of egg albumen as food in cer-
tiin diseased conditions is pointed out by
Dr. C. E. Boynton. When fever is present
an appetite is pil, he says, when we want an
asceptic article or diet, the white of an egg,
raw, serves both as food and medicine.
The way to give it is to drain off the albumen
from an opening about half an inch in diam-
eter at the small end of the egg, the yoke
remaining inside the shell; add a little salt
to this and direct the patient to swallow it.
Repeat every hour or two. In typhoid fever
this mode of feeding materially helpl us in
carrying out an antiseptic plan of treatment.
Furthermore, the slbymen to a certain ex-
tent may antidote the toxines of the disease. Y
Patients may at first rebel at the idea of eat-
ing a “raw” egg, but the quickness with
which it goes down without the yolk proves
it to be less djsagreeable than they supposed,

*aud they are very ready to take a second dose.

Train Qur Home Makers.

They have'in Brussels a free housekeeping
school. In this one hundred girls are trained
every year. There are ten classes of ten
girls each, and each class attends one week
at a time four weeks in the year. They are
taught to market, cook and sew. Such
schools are almost unkpown here. ¢ Why,"
asks the Golden Rule, *“should they not he
common. The basis of our nation, we often
say, is the home, but we permit our home-
makers, so far as the state is concerned, to
go to their difficult task totally unprepared
for it. In hundreds of thousands of cases,
waste and want, cheerless homes, tawdry
clothes, and poorly nourished families are
the results. Bricks cannot be made without
straw, or wise homes without wise training
for home-making.”

Graceful Women.

A woman is expected to be graceful wheth-
er she is or not, and as the matter largely
rests with her she certainly should train her
feet to follow graceful fashions. An erect,
self reliant spinal column—not stiff, but
straight—isabsolutely essential to a graceful,
rhythmical walk, and the feet should be
carefully and lightly placed. Do not protrude
the chin; that alwaye looks stiff and awk-
ward. Do not bend the knees any more than
you can help in walking, and let the forward
swing of the body come from the hips. Think
when yon walk and it will be a great help to
you. Never wander or saunter aimlessly
about, but walk with a purpose and a motive
and observe the effect upon your movements.

—The juice of cucumbers has from time
immemorial had the reputation of being ex-
cellent for the complexion. A good way of
preparing it for use is to peel the cucumber
cut it in thin slices and put them in a
glass bottle, covering them with alcohol of
the best quality. The bottle should be
closed hermetically and exposed to the sun
for three days. The liguid is then to be
strained in closely stopped vials, Ic will
keep indefinitely and is to be applied to the
tace undiluted morning and night after the
bath.
