The month of September, 1910, or
more particularly the first week in
that month is to be memorable in
the annals of the Church of England
in Canada, and especially in the
Diocese of Nova Scotia.

The first, because it will mark by
a special celebration, (tho’ ante-dat-
ing one month) the 200th anniver-
sary of the first Church of England
Service in Canada, which service was
held by the Rev. John Harrison, at
Port Royal now Annapolis Royal)
on Tuesday, October 10th, 1710. In
Nicholson’s Journal of the Seige and
Surrender of Port Royal occurs the
following entry:—

““Tuesday the 10th (Oct. 1710) was
solemnized a day of Thanksgiving for
the success of Her Majesty’s Arms in
reducing Port Royal etc., etc., being
so appointed by the General. After
Divine Service, which was performed
in the Chapel by the Reverend Mr.
John Harrison, Chaplain to Commo-
dore Martin (and now leit Chaplain
to the Garrison by Commission from
the General) a sermon was prea&hed
by the Reverend Mr. Samuel Hesker,
Chaplain to the Hon. Col. Reading’s
Marines.”’

Second, because the :w Cathedral
of All Saints, Halifax, now in the
course of erection will be formally
opened with imipressive ce¢remony.

Thirdly, because a Church Congress
is to be held, plarmed( thougn of
course on & much smaller scele) after
the great pan-Anglican Congress held
in London, England, two years ago,
and attended by delegates from all
parts of the world. Thus, September
will see not only notable events, but
also notable people in Nova Scotia.

social evil,” ‘““The liquor traffic,”’
‘““The church’s attitude toward so-

““The child in the home,” ‘‘in the
school,”’ ‘‘in the Sunday School,”” in
the church,” “‘Our relation with
other Christian churches,’”’ etc., etc.

In all there will be twenty Con-
gress meetings at each of which a
leading Bishop will preside. There
will be three selected speakers, taken
from the leaders of thought of the
Anglican church in England, Scotland
The United Sta.es and Canada, who
will be allowed twenty minutes each.
The remeainder of - the time being
taken up by volunteer speakers from
amongst those who send up their
cards, at the selection of the chair-
man.

At the Rural Science School fer
teachers, which was convened on
July 12th, there was an enrol’'ad at-
tendancz at this school ,of one hun-
dred and thirty-six teachers, " of
whom fifty-three took Physical Drill
alone and eighty-three took classes
in connection with the Rural Science
course, which is provided each sum-
mer at these institutions. This sum-
mer Ssession was a very' successful
one and the teachers in attendance
put in a most profitable part of
their holidays studying plants, birds,
insects, - rocks, soils, and, at the
same time, observing the operations
in connection with the Agricultural

j College Farm.

The underlying idea of this schcol
is to give the teachers in attendance
a deeper knowledge of science related
to agriculture and other industries,
so that they can reach these to bet-
ter advantage, more especially in the
rural schools, and thus lay a foun-
datiozr for more intelligent applica-
tion of agriculture in the various
spheres of industry. When teachers
have pompleted the full course laid
down in connection with this Rural
Science School, which will require
from two to three vacation periods,
as well as interim study they will re-
ceive the Rural Science Diploma, and
when evidence is given that they are
putting their teaching into practice,
will receive an extra Government
grent.— .Truro News.

War on the Tussock Moth

Principal Fearon Urges Immediate
Action to Rid Halifax and No-
va Scotia of this Destructive
Pest Wyich is Already Dep-
redating Shade and
Foliage Trees.

\To the Bditor of the Chronicle:
Sir:—Last year'’s neﬁect to take

gome action regarding the destruc-
tion of the Tussock Moth proves very

conclusively that one year’s seeding

means nine year:s weeding: and if
some action is not taken now and

this fall and winter, we shall most
assuredly have a very serious pest
!next summer.

These insects are 0w in the larvae
stage and much could be done at
present if one and all united to’ kill
them wherever they appeared, other-
wise they will be in millions in an
other week or two as the full winged
moth.

A NATIVE AMERICAN.

This caterpillar is & native
North America and extenlis its rav-
ages as far as the North
Scotia. It feeds on every species of
trees, shade and fruit alike, except
the conifers. The insect passus tbe
winter in the egg state which eggs
are laid by the wingless female moth
in late September or early. October

|

June. They pass through fiv: stages
or -months and each change brings
with it a new appearance.

FIRST INDICATION.

The first indication of their depred-
ations is the skeletonizinz of the
leaves by the newly hatched young.
After passing to. the second stage the
insects begin to eat holes in the
leaves and in the next stages the
whole leaf is devoured with the ex-
ception of the Midrib and veins, as
can be seen by a glance atthe foliage
of any of the hundreds pf our own
trees already destroyed in a3 a-
round the City. They will even eat
bark or the tips of the twigs which
break off and fall to .the ground with
their leaves.

The young insects after being
| hatched crawl down the trunks of the
| trees which they have denuded of
their leaves and will travel a consid-

erable distance to other trees which |

they  promptly proceed to devour.
Others spin themselves down or are
carried on the clothing of persons and
spread very rapidly.

AN IRRITATING PEST.

The hairs on the bodies are barbed
axi often produce considerable irrita-
| tion and even inflammation by the
insects crawling over the
skin of the neck and shoulders. In
the more southern localities there
are two or three gemrations in the
one season but there has not been
| sufficient observation to prove if this
is so in Nova Scotia.

Far more important than our orna-
mental and shade trees are those of
our forests and if it is true, as re-
ported, that in the case of the Gipsy
and Brown tailed moths their depre-
dations first began in the cities it be-
hoves us to be most careful.

At any rate if the beauty and use--

our shade and fruit trees
are to be preserved next summer it
is most essential that a vigorous
raid be made on the pest now and in
the approaching fall and winter.

EASILY DETECTED.

As the eggs of this insect are of a
glistesing white color and are gener-
ally placed on the trunk or lower
branches of the trees they can ' there-
fore be  easily seen and destroyed.
With one exception this is the only
shade tree insect which has a wixg-
less female, and whi~h of course lays
the eggs, and conseéquently handing
the trees to prevent their ascending
Has been found to be a good preven-
tive.

Perhaps the most effectnal remedy
is arsenical poisoning by means of a
steam sprayer as used where the vest
has appeared in the United States.

PROMPT ACTION NEEDED.

Whatever is going t obe cone
should be done promptly ard thor-
oughly and this can only be &ccom-
plished properly by the City hor-
ities. Surely it would be well to con-
sult Professor Cummings, of the Ag-
rieultural College, Truro, to find out
the most modern and effectual way
to, at least, prevent the spread of
this pest, and I am sure under the
able direction of Mr. Power of the
Public Gardens, much could he done
this fall and winter towards preserv-
ing the beauty and usefulness of our
shade and fruit trees.

The person
making such affiavit shall exhibit to
the Justice or Warden, for examina-
tion by him, the head, the skin of
the neck, and the four legs with the
skin iz act, of such moose, and shall
deliver to such Justice or Warden
such four legs to be destroyed. The
Justice or Warden taking such affi-
avit, if satisfied that such moose has
been lawfully killed, shall give to
such person a certificate to the effect
that he has taken such affiavit and
has examined such head, skin and
legs, and that in his opinion there
has been no violation of the law in
respect to the taking or killing of
such moose.

No person shall sell or offer for sale
the meat or other part of the carcass
of a moose without having in his
Possession a. certificate issued as a-
foresaid, with respect to such moose.

Any person having in his possession
a cortificate issued as aforesaid shall
within ten days after the date of is-
sue of such certificate forward the
same to the Chief Game Commission-
er. If such certificate has been deliv-
ered to any person buying the meat
for resale the person so disposing of
the certifcate shall forthwith notify
the Chief Game Commissioner of the
fact, giving the name and address of

No person not domiciled and resi-
dent in Nova Scotia shall hunt with-
out a license. License fee for all game
$30; for small game (excepting Wood-
chuck and Snipe,) $15.

Residents hunting Woodcock or
English Snipe outside of the County
in which they reside are required ‘to
take out a license. Licens: fee, $5.

Licenses may be had at the cffice of
the Chief Game Commissioner, Hali-
fax, from Game Wardens, Clerks of
Counties and other agents authorized
to issue them.

Guides are required to register and
take out licenses. License fee, $2.00.
Guide’s ,icenses =nd farms of appli-
cations for registration can be ob-
tagned from the Chief Game Commis-
sioner.

EXPORT OF GAME.

It is unlawful to ex.pwt out of the
Province any of the animals or birds
inciuded in the definiticn of the word
““Game’’, Provided that the holder of
a license may export any moose law-
fully killed by him on production of
his license and satisfactory proof, up-
on the demand of any Warden: or Con
stable, that such moose was Filled
by himself personally. A tag issued
with . the licemse and bearing the
name and address of the licensee
mvst be attached to the head or
other porticn of a moose exported by
a non-resident licensee.

It is forbidden to export skins of
any fur-bearing animals without first
obtaining a permit from a game of-
ficial who shall have examined such
skins, and there shall be attached to
the package containing such skins a
tag or label on which the Warden
shall have certified over his signa-
ture that he examined such package
and jssued such permit. The pe‘rmit
shall, immediately after the shipment
of the package, be returned to the
Chief Game Commissioner.

SEARCH.

Any Game Warden or Constable
having reason to believe that any
game illegally killed, taken cr had in
possession, or about to be illegally
exported, is in the possession, or in
or upon the property or premises, of
any person, or in any bag, basket,
box, wagon, cart, sleigh or other re-
ceptacle or vehicle, has the right and
it is his duty to search the same
and to seize any such game if found.

Lion of 26,500 tons, just launched,
the Orion will displace only 22,580
tons, but her tex 13.5-inch guns and
other new. deadly equipment of tor-
pedoes render her by far the most
powerful battleship afloat.

The new torpedo to be carried by
the Orion weighs nearly a ton, and
its range will exceed 17,000 yards at
a speed of forty knots. The Orion
will carry 4,000 tons of fuel, giving
her unusually wide radius of action.

Trade Schools of
the Old Country

lpmsdipuicly

The Ontario superintendest of edu-
cation has just returned from a tour
in Europe, whither he went to gain
knowledge at first hand of systems of
technical education. In an interview
published in the Toronto Telegram,
he tells a very interesting story,
which explains the success of contin-
ental countries in the industrial com-
petition of the present time. We
quote from the Telegram:—

“The trade schools of London,
Manchester, Liverpool, Edinburg and
Glasgow were vigited first. From
there Dr. Seath went to Paris, where
he spent a week.

« «Phey have about thirteen or
fourteen schools in the city,’ said the
doctor, ‘About half a dozen are for
girls. The characteristic of French
schools in particular - was the artis-
tic side of them. Girls are taught
garment making, corset making and
the making of artificial flowers. The
wall-paper  designed there by the
boys are about the best I saw.

« «prom France I went to Switzer-
land and visited the day-trade school
at Berne and Zurich. Also in Swit-
! yerland I visited the technical school
at Berne. That school is intermed-
iate between the elementary trade
school and the university technical
{ school at Zurich. Their technical de-
partment corresponds with our de-
partment of practical science. At
Bienne they train men as foremen of
factories. Students are also trained
as railway men for work on the rail-
ways which are state-owned. At the
school is a complete railway equip-
ment in miniature. Also there they
have a school for training post office
officials. Horological schools are nu-
merous for the training of watchma-
[kers. Winterichur, an iron-working
centre, has a school for training
men for iron manufacturing.’

“Bavaria and Prussia were the
German states visited. The famous
trgde school at Munrich was a rev-
elation. Dr. Kirchensteiner, the dir-
!ector, revolutionized the system of
training mechanics in Munich, and
Iwas Dr. Seath’s chief informant.

Growth of Postoffice.

years previous to the Postmaster-Gen-

eral’s report for last year, new post- |

offices had been established at the
rate of one for every working-day.
With the tremendous inrush of peo-
ple into the Canadian West this rate

of extension must be greatly acceler- |
ated. Last year, the postoffices in |
the provinces west of the Great Lakes |

| numbered 2,716, as against 645 in the
same territory twenty years ago. In
Raskatchewan alone there were, last
year, 861 postoffices, or almost one-
third more than in the whole of the
West in 1889. The increase has not
been in the West alone, however, but
has been general throughout the Dom-
inion. Ontario last year had 3,69
‘postoffices, as against 3,228 ten years
ago, and 2,971 twenty years ago. That
the increase in postoffices meams bet-
ter facilities for existing population
as well as new facilities for new places
is proven by the fact that Prince Ed-
ward Island, which has increased but
little in population, had, last year,
465 postoffices as against 409 in 1899,
and 315 in 1889. For New Brunswick
the figures are 1,397 for 1909 as against
1,180 ten years ago, and 1,085 twenty
years ago. The number of offices in
the Yukon last year was 21.

Sir William Butler.
Canada remembers Sir William

Butler as the author of “The Great !

Lone Land,” a book on western Can-
ada before railways and migrations of
people were features of prairie life.
Sir William died recently in the old
country at the age of 72. He was one
of the brilliant roll of soldiers whom
Ireland has given to the Empire’s ser-
vice. Bir William was born in Tip-
erary, and started soldiering at the
ge of 20.

Two years later he was se-

lected by Gen. Wolseley to organize |

the Nile Expedition for the rescue of

Gordon.

The same question asked of a
Bridgetown citizen would likely
bring the response ‘‘Lack of capital’’
The outsidee, however, struck the
nail on the head when he said ‘‘lack
of interest,”” He might have added
“lack of faith.”’ ;

It is an indisputable fact that there
is ‘too little of the spirit of loyalty
among us, and too much of an in}
clination to belittle our attainments
and our opportunities. It is with
towns as with individuala. No pro-
gress can be made by the individual
who has no faith in his own poweur
and capacity, neither can a commun-
ity progress ‘unless the individuals
comprising it have faith in their uni-
ted strength and their opportunities.

How can we expect to attract out-
siders to our town and enlist capital
to venture in developizsg our indus-
tries? By croaking ‘‘hard times’- and
sending our money away to help de-
velop other towns and cities, and be-
littling our ' home opportunities and
possibilities? Let us rather express
our faith in our town, our people and
our industries,—avoid petty jealous-
ies and personal grievances, and al-
ways and - ever be ready to 1lend a
helping hand, remembering in union
there is strength and ‘‘no man liv-
eth to himself alone.’”’

Do we fully appreciate our possibil-
ities and capabilities? Look at the
industries we have already,—two lar-
rigan factories and tanneries, two
vinegar factories, wood-working fac-
tory, barrel factory, foundry, marble
works, etc., and raw material ready
at hand for unlimited development.

In many cases less attention Is given
to the bull than to the cow. Many
farmers desire to possess superior
cows, but from appearances on the
average farm one frequently sees fear-
some looking specimens doing duty as
bulls. It forces ome to belleve that
there are pumesrous farmers who do
not care what breed, form, size or oth-
er points they own so long as the ani-
mals can do the work required.

This s an extremely unfortunate at-
titude, and when put in practice, as it

is far roo often, it is guite certain that
the stock produced will be of an in-
ferior character. It is bere the mis-
tike becumes conspicuous and more
poticeable later when the progeny is
marketed. N

Superior cows are very desirable, but
a good bull is more so, and it should
be the ambition of all to own such,
not only as a credit to oneself, but as
a money getter.

A cow may be as good as is possible,
?ut use an inferfor bull and ber calf
will be moderate, to say the least, but
use a substantial bull and ninety-nine
chances to one the calf will be better
either than the sire or dam.

Attempts to breed from a poor-class
ot cows with a ball of a similar cher
acter only results in the production of
a lot of weeds, but if a reually good
bul! is used for !nferior €ows the stock
will be improved perceptibly both in
appearance and valoe.

A pure bred bull of any kind is an
acceptable animal, but crussbred ones
are doubtful 7That some are good it
must be admitted. but the majority
are rubbish. It does not matter what
the object of breeding be—milk produc-
tion In the estreme or beef with great
development on the most valned parts
—a superior bull will always make its
mark and have a b g share in securing
all that is required for ornanient and
ueility.

THE VALUABLE SEPARATOR.
Care Should Be Exercised to Keep
This Instrumont Clean.

The cream separator enters into the
matter of the production of pure cresm
us one of the greatest factors of clean-
liness, To Insure the production of
creamn free from bacterial infection to
any marked degree it Is necessary to
esert the greatest care in the keeping
clean of the separator. Althoughb the
average housewife on the farm may
and does use good judgment and pride
in taking care of the separator, there
are a sufficlent number of bousewives
thut do oot to require much agitation

of the subject.

The separator must be washed after
ench and.every separation if the great-
esL care is to be exercised and at least
once a day tf freedom from expengive
bactertal infection is desired. Many
cases are familiar where no further
washing is made other than that of
fiushing the muchipe ont with bot or
cold water. With this mmanner of wasb-
ing It ts Impoussible to’ keep clean and
free from bacterin any separator.

Not only does clean!iness ip the mat-
ter of wasbing exert great influence,
but it Is pecessary to lucate tbe sep-
arator ip a place that is sanitary as
well s convenient. ‘I'oo often the for-
mer factor is forgotten; too often
does the farmer place his separator
where it will be the handiest for him,
with no thought whatever of the sani-
tary conditions surrounding.

Not only do undesirable bacteria,
putrefactive in their nature, fall into
the milk creuns. but the odors of
an unclean stable are absorbed by the
cream.’ The volatile fats of butter fat,
constituting 8 per cent of the entire
quantity, absorb very readily any odor
that may be associated near the cream,

Thus to insure a cream free from
odors or taints it i impossible to place
the separater anywhere but in a clean
piace without imjuring the guality of
the cream. Tbhus the separator exerts
much infinence in the keeping clean
of cream. Since its introduction the
separator has revolutionized the cream
business, but it has not eliminated that
great factor of cleanliness.

Hogs Pay For Keeping.

No anima! ep the farm is better
adapted to turning good feed quickly
into marketable meat tham the bog,
and none cap better repay from & mar-
ket standpoint a discriminating system
of feeding. 'This is particularly true as
to tirst cost, for the bog is by nature
planned to utilize the least expeusive
feeds apd will manufacture into tooth-
some pork much that might otherwise
be reckoned of little value, if not
waste. Ip any phase of farm economy
the Bog is a feature, and his proper
feeding has In innumerable instances
been the factor that kept a farm's
profit on the right side of the ledger.

COACH STALLIONS.

According to a prominent breeder,
there is nothing better than the usual
stallion ratfon of "ts and braa,
Crusbed oats mixed @/ith about ope-
fourth as much brap by weight make
& good combination. It is bulky, safe,
nutritions and agreeable to the stal-
lion’s taste, digestion and require-
ments. A bran mash once or twice
& week has for years been deemed de-
sirable for its laxative effect unless the
stallion has access to grass, but some
of the leading practitioners condemn
the weekly bran mash as conducive to
colic.

Some owners prefer to depend entire-
ly on cured feed threughout the sea-
son, but others equally euncvessful es-
teem & few minutes’ grazing daily at
the balter or the run of a grass lot as
very essential to the health and vigor
of their stallions. The freedom of a
roomy lot with a high strong fence is
a splendid thing, grass or no grass.

The essential thiug in the feeding is
to furnish the horse abundant nourish-
ment, keeping his system in vigorous,
bealthy form. Whatever grass is fed
should be grazed by the horse. It is
not safe to feed it in the barn, for al-
most surely some of it will at some
time sour in the manger and produce
trouble. It is better to graze the horse
in the evening rather than in the morn-
ing.

Timothy hay is the safest kind to
feed, and most of it should be fed
long. If the borse bolts his grain cut
some bhay short and mix about two
quarts of that with each feed of grain.
The total amonnt of the grain feed per
day should be about ope pound for
each bundred pounds that the horse
weighs, but more xhould be given if be
has a large amount ot road work or is
a hard keeper.

There i8 great variation in the re-
quirements of different borses in this
respect. Of hay he should have about
a pound a day for each bundred pounds
that he weighs, and littde variation
peed be made from this rule unless
he gets considerable grass.

Give the grain in three equal feeds,
and give about half the hay at night
