SELF-GOVERNMENT.

Sixty Years Ago Democratic Governments Were 
Rare, now they are the Rule. Abyssinia the 

Latest to Adopt Popular Government.

Abyssinia or Ethiopia, known to 
every schoolboy by the famous march 
of Lord Napier, undertaken to release 
some Biitish prisoners confined at 
Magdala by King Theodore, who was 
little better than a savage, is to have 
a constitution. The country was for a 
time practically in the hands of the 
British, the principal native chiefs be­
ing friendly, and it was Sir Bartle 
Fran’s opinion, having regard to the 
passage to India by the Red Sea, that 
Britain should Dot wholly have aban­
doned the country. It was decided, 
however, not to retain possession of 
any part of Abyssinia, and, as a con­
sequence, it made little progress until 
a few years ago. The population is 
still described as numbering from three 
to four millions, as it was forty years 
ago ; there is still no popular literature 
and no education ; and industry—that 
is, all manufacturing work—is looked 
down upon as degrading, as compared 
with the profession of arms and ag­
riculture. Yet the kings claim descent 
from Menelek, the son of Solomon and 
ti|e*Queen of Sheba, and the filing 

was converted to Christianity 
600 A. D., by monks from 

Egypt; though their own tradition 
ascribe their conversion to the eunuch 
ot Queen Candace, mentioned in the 
Acte of the Apostles. But the Abyssinian 
Christians have long been isolated from 
the rest of the Christian world. 
Abyssinia is about three hundred and

fifty thousand square miles in extent, 
or about the same size as the Province 
of Quebec, and ita population is sharply 
divided. On the north-east the people 
are akin to the Caucasian, on the 
south-east to the negro, and in the 
mountains to the Arabic—some are 
pagans, some Mahommedans, and some 
Christians. To these people the Em­
peror (Negus Negusti, or King of 
Kings) Menelek of Shoe (or Sheba), 
who has reigned over the country for 
eighteen years, is giving constitutional 
government, having as a first step 
already appointed a cabinet, with min 
liters of foreign affairs, justice, finance, 
commerce and war. The world does 
move. We are reminded that, less 
than sixty years ago, only one little 
comer of continental Europe, Piedmont, 
had a secure free government. Even 
the government of Great Britain, 
although democratic by contrast, waa 
then elected by an aristocratic suffrage. 
Today, with the exception ot Russia, 
there are parliaments almost every­
where, and even little Montenegro has 
its Skupshtina, although it is without 
a bank and without a railway, and 
until reeent'y waa without s wagon 
road to the sea. Persia, too, like 
Abyssinia, has essayed to join the 
constitutional nations. All these 
constitutions are modelled on that ot 
Great Britain, which was more or less 
a natural Anglo-Saxon growth.

The Dominion Onv- 
ernmenl may, at the approaching ses­
sion, take some definite action with 
regard to the exportation of pnlp-woorl 
The New Brunswick government has 
on its bill of fare the forestry program, 
which Mr. Tweedle himself outlined, 
many features of which call loudly for 
effective goveenment attention,

In a great degree the Interest of 
Canadians in forestry matters is intens­
ified by the rapid diminution of timber 
resources in the United States, more 
especially in those sta>es_/wbicb lie 
within a reasrmahle distance of our own 
worried districts, and some of ti»«»se 
industries are becoming more and more 
dependent upon she Canadian supplv 
of wood. A day or two ago Mr Milf­
ord Pine hot, Chief Oovernment Forest­
er of the United .States, completed a 
six months’ inspection of forest areas, 
during which he travelled 5,000 miles. 
In speaking of what lie had seen, he 
said : “In twenty years the timber 
supply in the United states, on govern* 
merit reserves and private holdings, at 
the present rale of cutting, will be 
exhausted, although it ia possible that 
the growth of that period might 
extend the arrivnl of the famine anot her 
five years *' He urged the public not 
to underestimate the danger of the 
sit nation His views are worthy of 
considéraiiob in every part of Canada, 
as indicating the disastrous effect of a 
wasteful lumbering policy on govern­
ment and private lands, * hieh effects, 

anada may yet in great part avoid, 
if it will be guided oy the experience 
of its neighbors.

Mr. Pine hot pointed out that the 
United .Mates uses more tim' er than 
any other country, awl that every 
man, woman, and child, will he affect­
ed. He decried the policy of discount­
ing the future of the country by failure 
to protect the natural resources. 
About one-fifth of the forest area of 
the coootry is in government reserves, 
but Mr. Fioshot called attention to the 
fact that a» pmetly owned timber lands 
are better than the government reserves 
as a general rale, the government does 
not control one-fifth of the timber 
supply. He will ask for money, and 
an order to extend the service, and 
will push the work of reforesting the 
denuded timber lands. He says, how­
ever that it is beyond the possibility of 
the service to meet the situation and 
prévent serious trouble. In speaking 
of the protection of the natural resour 
ces Mr. Pine hot says there is a chang­
ing sentiment throughout the country, 
and that people are beginning to see 
that the right to as# such resources 
does not carry with it the right to 
destroy them. The forest service will 
make additional efforts to educate the 
people along this line. He produced 
figures to show that at the present in 
crease in the value of timber lands, the 
owners of each land are making more 
money by letting the timber dev elope 
than they would by cutting it, market­
ing it, and putting out the proceeds at 
interest.

Canada has beside her the greatest 
market for timber products ia 
world. Its needs will be e*$r ou 
increase. The home market, too, will 
consume an ever greater quantity, lu 
these circumstances the Canadian 
provinces will be hliud if they do not 
consider the future. In addition to the 
provident fore#try policy they euvuur 
age such measures as will teud to pro­
mote pulp and paper making iu Can­
ada. It is folly to keep ou providing 
American manufacturing communities 
with the raw material without which 
their industries would, iu lime, he 
transferred to the country where the 
trees grow.—St Johu telegraph.
