The vaca-
twow, howorer, liax glided swiftly by amd
onco ngam school hax opzued under tho
tuodt favorably auspices. and work m
cvery departimont is now s full pro
prores.

Wodnoslay, Sept. 15th, was the day
tixel upon for tho re-opening, and ov
that day, umder the churge of varous
ofticens awd teachers, tho pupils frowm all
parts of the Provinco avscinbled topether
at Bellewille.  Tho bulk of them, owing
to new train arenngoments, wero ablo to
