ORDINATION OF A MISSIO\IARY
TO THE JEWS.

The Rev. George M. Mackie, B. D,
was, on April 22d, in the As <emb]v
Hall, ordained & minister in the Jewish
Mission of the Chur« h of Scotland at Bey-
rout. There was a large attendance at
the service. 1. Rev. John Alison,
Newington, preadled taking his text
from Romans ix. 5—¢ Whose are the
fathers, and of whom as concerning the
flesh Christ came.” He dwelt first on
the fact that proselytism is not foreign or
accidental to Christianity, but is of its
essence ; und il erefore that any Church
which is self-contained, careful only of
its creed and ritaal, shows itself wauting
in the spirit of Christ. He pointed out
that the Chburcl’s duoty in this respect
pertains not to any official order, or to
any limited number in the Charch, butto
the whole Church ; and that true faith in
Jesus Christ will necessarily manifest it-
self in practical interest in all Mission
work.

He then spoke specially of the claims
of the Jews, and the line which the Chris-
tiun missionary should follow it dealing
with them, showing that Chiristianity is
the very spirit of true Judaism— the Faitls
by which we are justificd, being, as St

Paul shows, the very faith of Abraham
confirmed and developed by Jesus Christ.
Missions to Jews were regarded by some
as so hopeless as to warrant the Church
in desisting from them. He pointed, in
reply, to the fact that they had been suc-
cesstul ; that the first converts and mis-
sionaries of Christianity were Jews;
that in more recent times large numbers
of them had ¢mbraced the Christian faith;
and added that any difficulty which
might seem too great for man would yield
to the power of the Spirit of God, if in-
voked in true faith. 'We must not, how-
ever, set up tests of our own to prove
the success or failure of such a mission.
God has His own time and way of ful-
filling His purpose. 'We must not be too
anxious for quick and obvious returns.
Let us sow in faith, and Fave long pat-
ience, until the seed receive the early and
the latter rain.

The Rev. Mr. Smith addressed the
missionary and the congregation. We
give the following extracts from his ad-
dresses :—

ADDRESS TO REV. MR. MACKIE.

Having congratulated Mr. Mackie on
entering on s0 worthy a mission, in a
place su desirable a~ Beyrout, Mr. Smith
said i —
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* Do not commit the mistake of under-
nating the difficulties you have to meet
with. You are sentto a people of a far
older civilisation than ours, whose reli-

- gious education is thorough, whose rab-
" bis are carefully trained in the know-
* ledge and defenca of the received Jewish
interpretations of the prophecies,—a peo-
ple who are called by some of the strong-
- et and highest motives to hold fast by a
- religion which they can renounce only
- by breaking the closest and most sacred
of ties—by becoming aliens from their
" pation and their father’s house—nay, it
" may be even from wife and children.
You are attacking a fortress of no mean
., strength.  Spare no pains in making
your preparations for a hard and pro-
tracted struggle. Do your utmost to en-
* ter as much as you can into the mind of
_ aJew, to understand s position, to dis-
~ cover what, from his point o view, are
the strongest arguments for his own sys-
tem and against Christianity. . . .

“ But while such studies as ithose I
have now referred to are absolutely ne-
* cessary for your thorough equipment as
a missionary to the Jews, the true secret
of your strength will be found in escap-
ing from the mazes of di~cussion to an
appeal to the conscience and the heart.
After all, in the controversy between the
Christian and the Jew, there is no text-
book like the New Testament. There
we have the method adopted by the
Founder of our religion and His first
followers in dealing with the Jews.  And
that method is as suitable now as it was
in their day. The result of your study
of modern Judai-m will +how you more
and more that while there are modern
Sadducees in  the so-called advanced
Jewish party, the system of the orthodox
Talmudists is simply that of tte Phari-
sees, only alittle further developed and
suited to the conditions of society at the
time when the Talmuds of Jerusalem
and Bahylon were putin their present
form. And the abiding answer to it is
given in the Sermon on the Mount and
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the discourse to Nicodemns. The Chris-
tian and the Jew represent two opposite
views of the teaching of the Old Testa-
ment. The whole question between
them is, What is the nature of the king-
dom of God ? I3 it earthly and national,
or spiritual and universal? Is it an ins-
titution for the temporal aggrandisation
of Jews, or for the salvation of sinners ?
There can be no doubt what answer will
be returned to this qucstion by an enlight-
ened conscience—and it is to enlighten
the conscience that the first «fforts of ihe
missionary must be directed. His first
work is very much that of Jobn the Bap-
tist : and in doing so he can do no better
than press home the message of these
noble teachers of righteousness—the Jew-
ish prophets.  Their calls to repentance,
their denunciations of vanity, of mere
outward ser ices, when urged by a ( jiris-
tian teacher trained to read the Ojd Tes-
tament in the light of the New, are a
powerful means for awakening that sense
of sin, that desire for a spiritual worship
and service of God, which lead 0 natur-
ally to Jesus of Nazuwieth.  Thus, uct so
much by dwelling on certain jsolated
DMessianie prophecics us by opening up
the deep meaning and universal applica-
tion of the Ol Testament >criptures, you
will show Low the teaching ot Jesus is the
necessary fulfilme ¢ of that of Moses and
the prophets. That was the method
adopted by Peter at Pentecost, by Paul
in the synegogue at Antioch. it is just
as applicable now as it wus then.

«This method of teaching will guide
yonr whole conduct towards the Jews.
You will present yourselt to them, not as
an adversary of their religion, but rather
s an exponent of it real ueaning. You
will speak to them from a common
ground,—as sharing in their : dmiraiion
of the Old Testament, and claiming an
equality with them as being, alike with
thens, a sinner in the sight of God. You
will eonie tu them, not as u rival tcacher
who argues for victory that be muy gain
others to his side, but as a friend who
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wishes to impart to others the blessings
he himself enjoys. And your success
will largely depend on what you are; far
a living Christ an man is the best proof
of the truth of our religion. Unfeigned
Christian sympathy is the best of allins-
wructors in the art of leading others to
Christ.

“ You will naturally do all you can to
foster the study of the Ioly Seriptures
by encouraging their circulation amang
all, and by doing all you can for the
Christian edueation of the young. Ex-
perience will, I have no doubt. satisfy you
more ana more that a mixed achool like
ars at Beyrout, which is open to pupils
of all races, has advantages over one kept
exclusively for Jews, in the facilities
which it presents to the teacher for a full
exposition of Christian truth, and for
leavening his whole instruction with
Christian principle. One point T speci-
ally press on you—viz., the importance
of keeping your advarced pupils, after
they leave school, as much as possible
under your training and influence.

“ At Beyrout you will not only be a
missionary to the Jews, you will be also
the pastor of an interesting congregation,
containing all the English-speaking Pro-
testants, whather British or American,
The right discharge of your duties to-
wards a flock, the members of which are
" drawn from various nations and different
branches of the Church, will demand
from you no common amount of care and
tact. But the experience of your prede-
€e3s0rs warranfs me in assuring you of a
warm welcome =ad much sympsthy and
encouragement from none in larger meas-
ure than from your brethren of the
American Presbyterian Mission. . . .

“ One word as to your discourage-
ments. When the special difficulties of a
Jewish Mission press on you ; when few
or no inquirers appear, and when they
sppear only to disappoint you ; when year
by year you see your pupils leave your
school after careful religious training,
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only to follow the religion and customs of
their fathers,— still work on in faith and
patience. You are but aservant: it i3
sufficient honour for you to work for your
Lord. Put vourself simply as an instru-
ment in His hands.  Go forward with a
profound ¢)nviction of your own inability
for the work in yourself, with a tirm be-
liet in the power ot the living Saviour to
w.rk through you, in His own time and
in His own way, and you will learn the
secret of a patience which nothing can
weary,—of a peace which, under all cir-
cumatances, will keep your heart and
mind by Christ Jesus.”

MISSION RESULTS.

THE ARMENIANS AND MOSLEMS OF
TURKEY.

The City of Aintab, 100 miles north
of Antioch, furnishes a good illustration
of the present cendition of Oriental aities
in the character of its M slem and Ar-
menia~ population, and the results of
Missionary work. In this ity there are
30,000 Turks, all Moslems, with their
sixty mosques, from whose lofty minarets
their priests five times every day shout
the cail to prayer. There are 10,000
Armenian Christians, with their church
edifice built centuries ago. Thev have
their church service and Bible in the
language of their ancesters, their priests
and ceremonies, and have had them
more than a thousand years. If you
will look into their church us it appeared
when the first American Missionary
visited the place thirty years ago, you
can form some estimate of the value of
their Christian faith. There is an
audience of perhaps a thousand mer.
‘The priests stands before the altar and
reads the service from a prayer-book
in the ancient Armenian language, which
is probably understood Ly no oue in the
audience, and possibly he himself merely
repeats what he has memorized from
some other priest. The people know
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when to Low, when to kneel, and when
to cross themselves.  'They perform their
part and the priest performs  his, und at
the close of the service the men come
forward, kiss the sacred crosses on the
buge Bible which none of them can
read, cross themselves before the pictures
of saints upon the walls, then hnnt up
their bo ts aud shoes which they have
left at the door (a thousand paivs of
them), and go home  But where are
the women and davghters?  "Fhey are
not allowed to enter the body of the
house, but, closely wrapped 1n their
white sheets from head to foot, they
dimb up the dark stone stair-way to a
narrow wallery and sit behind a0 high
lattice, where, unable to see ur iwar anv.
thing, they can only have a sociable by
themselves.  Such were  the religions
privilegvs of the 10.0.°0 nominal e

tians, There was deep morad and i
tual darkness, with vees tew mgs of
light.

The first Mi:s'onry was stowrd ent
of the city by a b, at the instixtion
of an Armznian pri=i. but @ few ennet
men gladly reccived the trath, ol a
litle chureh was ocgan.zed. Taen tol-
lowed Suaday-~cwls, prayer meetings,
day schools, pustoral work, and the first
converts, like Phihp, brought many a
Nathanael to Jezus.

Thirty years have passed. ‘There are
now in Aintab 2000 enrolled Protestants
- two churches, more than 600 church
members, admitied on the same condi-
tions as in New England, two Sunday-
schools with trom 700 to 800 mewmbers in
each, day schools for all the Protestant
children, with gradations of primary,
middle, and grammar schools. These
two churches bave their ordained and
tettled native pastors, with deacons,
church committees, and various institn-
tions of well organized Christian com-
munities. For a dozen years they have
managed they hare managed their own
affairs, and bave paid the salary of their
pastors and the current expenses of their
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churches and schools, The Missionar-
ies now have no control uver them, and
wish none. Thes two Churches are in-
dependent and self supporting, and ave
able beuceforth to stard on their own
feet and take care of themselves. The
Missionaries found only one woman in
the city who could read, but now nearly
every woman in the Protestaat Com-
munity can read her Bible.

Look into one ot thesa Sabbath scho»ls
and see 800 men, women, aund children
study the Word of God. All are present
who attend the preaching service. Both
teachers and scholars give close attention
to their work., ‘There is many 2 man
among them who ean repeat the Bible
<tery aroan Genesis to Revelation.  An
hour oz two luter they gather for wor-
saip. The preacher can readily speak
thres 3o nges and read two wmore. 1le
¢ .atin s we service after the manner of
ihe evangelical eharches in Awmerica, but
the languaze, ot eourse, is Vurkish,
whiea is understood by all bis hearers.
I hymns are the'lurkish translation of
the « vert songs ot Ziva which we have
fieard ro n childhood, and are sung in
thie s e old tunes by the whole congre-
wation, alt singing the same part.

If the prayers und sevmon tere in
BEaglish, they would seem appropriate in
our ordinary congregations in  America.
That kind-faced deacon ncar the pulpit
belped stone the first Missionary out of
the city. ‘The man in the widdle of the
audience, with a deep scar on his brow,
is # convertsd robber fromn a villlage
near by. lle i3 now clothed and in his
right mind. There are many interesting
characters in the audience, but we have
not room to desevibe them. A third
congregation of some 200 has recently
buen yathered in the lower part of the
city, and is working its way up towards
selt-support.

Will you now look with me again into
the old Arwenian church? You hear
again the service in the sacred language
of the tathers, but at the close there is
a sermon in Turkish by the priest, at
the demand ot his audience, who have
learned from the Protestants that religious
services should be uuderstood as well as
performed. Near by the altar stands an
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Estey organ from Brattleborough, Ver-
ront. ‘The pictures have muostly gone
from the walls, aad, it not 1 this churceh,
in soma others, side by side with the
anciently milite:d Bible, which fow, itany
eould read, there lies the plain, ftresh
Turkish Bible from the Mis<inn press,
In the Armeniun schools clos: by you
will find the Protestant text-books, and
very likelv o protestant teacher. It is
said U betore  Missionaries eame to
Turkey, there was not i the BHuydre
& school in which the speken lunguage
was nsed, while geography and arithme-
tic were quite unknown. Lhe Bible will,
of course, now be found in every Pro-
testant home, but you will see it, too,
in a large number of Armenian houses,
where it i3 often read with thoughtful
interest. [he effect of Protestant light
can be seen on the dark background of
the Moslem taith. The old bitterness
and hate that forbade & Christian to speak
the name of his Master in the preseace of
a Turk has softened down, and give place
to kind regard. It is not common fora
Christian not only to defend his faith
before Moslems, but to plead with them
to look to Jesus and live.

It is said that Turkish birds neversing.
They have no heart for song in thisland.
But one summer morning, weary with
the sights and sound ot the city, I
wandered down through the gardens tor
an hour’s rest. In the hedge by the
path a nightingale was pouring forts its
song, so sweet, so pure, it seemed like
an eche from the upper werld. Seo, in
cheering contrast with the din and strife
and moral death, the sweet sound of

, the gospel is heard here and there all
throngh the land, with its giad tidings of
eace and hope, waking the ration into
ife from the sleep of a long, dreary
night.— Rey. H. Marden, American Mis-
sionary, Marash.

He shows
very cloarly by fucts and arguments the
injustice as well as the impolicy of the
attacks made upon hor and expnses ver
effectively the ordinary fallacies by whi
these have been supported. The tollow-

THE CASE OF DISESTABLISHMENT.

*The Disestablishment question, as
regacds Seotland, is confined toa ve
narrow and easily defined basis. At
least eighty per cent of the people of
Scottard attend Churches that are inden.
tical in doctrine, diseipline, form ot wor-
ship, and church government. These
counsist of the Established Church, and of
those who have seceded trom it, but who
with the exception of being non-estab-
lished, are in every respect the same.
All are doing the same work ir precisely
the same way; 8o that, as far asthe es.
gentials of Scripture teaching are con-
cerned, it would not matter to the nation
which of them had the whole tield to it
self. The members of the Established
Church attach very great importance to
the national establishment of religion,
while Dissenters as a ciass do not. Un-
like the case of Englaud and Ireland,
Presbyterian Dissenters in Scotland have
the Church ever open to them, without
their requiring to change any of their re.
ligious principles. All, therefore, thaf
Dizestablishment is to accomplish for
Scotland is to enable Dissenters to
trample upon the teclings and principles
of Churchman, and deprive the.. of their
just rights.”

ENDOWMENT Versus VOLUNTARYISM.

¢ The teindz themselves were origi-
nally voluntsry git; and so the onl
real difference in the manner in whic
the two churches are supported is, that
the one i8 maintained by a revenue from
accumulated Voluntaryism, while the
other is a kand-fo-mouth Volunteryism.”

THE VITAL POWER SHOWN BY THE

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND SINCE 1844.

In the valuable chapter on statistics,
after having shown that the Church of
Scotland hus now s majority of 102,070
members over all the other Presbyterian
Churches in Scotland taken tegether, and
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that her ratio of progress is far higher
than that of any other Church, the au-
thor puts the matter thus-—
© ¢ Wiule giving these figures on behalf
of the establishment, let us not forget
that it is only thirty-six years since the
Disruption, when the majovity of her po-
pular ministers left the Church, and in
most cases carried the whole of thewr
congregations with them. Consider for
3 moment, my follow-laymen, what in-
herent vitality there must be in an Es-
tablished Church whea our own has
made such a marvellous recovery.
Indeed, the strongest and only vahd
charge that the other churches can bring
egainst 1t is, that they cannot excel it.
Could you have any better proof ot the
value of Establishment and Endowment ?
Thero are very few Lowland congrega-
tions, that were but a small remnant in
1843, which have not by this time re-
covered, while many city churches have
-larger congregations than before. In
the city of Aberdeen, where almost every
minister came out in 1843, and where
there were five congregations with over
1000 members, one with more than 2000,
and & total membership of about 15,000,
—~there are now seven with more than
1000 members, one with more than 2000,
sud & total membership of 16,466 to fit-
teen cnurches. Inthesame city the Free
Church has twenty congregations with a
membership of 11,230, and the United
Presbyterians have six churches with &
membership of 2352,—another example
of a majority of eleven churches yiclding
s minority of nearly 3000 members.”
DISESTABLISHTMENT AN EFFECTUAL BAR

TO GNION.

« And hers let me say, that although I
bave been advocating uunion all through,
lam one of those who will take no part
init after disestablishment. The three
churches are on an equsl footing at

-present, and very little rearrangement
should be required to enable Christian
men to obtain a commmon basis of union.
Unity we can have, and yet retain our
separate churches; but there will be
neither union nor unity in our day after
disestablishmont. But suppose union
afler disestablishment as a possibility
there is likely to be this great difference
between the two; union without dises-
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tablishmeunt implies the discontinuance
of all those churches that are not real-
ly required; whaereas union afler,
implies necessarily  nothing of the
kind. The one union wonld bhe ana-
tional blessing : the other, anything but
that. 1 am pretty confident that if
could get anicn first,. no one would say
a word about disestablishment alter-
wards.”

THE GENERAL ASSEMLLY.

CHBURCH OF SCOTLAND,

The General Assembly of the Chwreh
of Scotland was opened yesterday in
Edinburgh, with the customary formali-
ties, by the Queen's Lerd High Com-
misstoner, the Earl of Rosslyn. In ac-
cordance with Maygisterial recommenda-
tion, the day was observed as a general
holiday, in Commemoration of Her Ma-
jesty’s birth, ‘The weather, fortunately,
smiled onthe ocrasion as it has not done
for some years past:and under this
genial influence the townsfolk, set loose
from business reinforced by s large con-
tingent of country cousins, turned out in
great force to witness the accustomed
State pageant. After holding the usual
levee at Holyrood, the Lord High Com-
missioner weat in procession through
streets lined with close packed crowds
to the Xligh Church, where a sermon
was preached by the retiring Modera-
tor. From theuce his Grace proceeded
to the Assembly Hall, which be entered
under a royal salute from the castle
guns. The Assembly having then been
constituted, and the retiring Moderator
haring given place 0 Dr. Watson,
Dundee, the familiar business of receiv-
ing and recording the Royal Commiss-
ion and letter was duly transacted, con-
gratulatory addresses delivered from and
to the throne, and committees appointed
for getting the proceedings of the As-
gembly under way. The vacancy in
the Procuratorship occasioned by the el-
evation of Mr. Lee to the beach was
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filled up by the unanimous appointment
of Mr, Mackintosh, advocate, a question
from a country member eliciting an ex-
planiation as to the duties attaching to the
office.

THE LEVEE.

His Grace the Lord iligh Commiss-
ioner held bis levee in the Picture Gal-
lery ot Holyrood Palace at 11 o'clock.
The list of presentations, which embrac-
ed ove: 400 pames, included several
noblemen and baronets, and a large
numb~r of naval and  military officers,
municipal dignitaries, and representa-
tives of various bodies. There was a
good atiendance of the clergy and pri-
vate gentlemen, and most of the foreign
consuls resident in Edinburgh were also
presented. The Lord Provost of Idin-
bureh wore his uniform as Lord-Lieut-
enznt of the  City of the County ; and
the Magistratezand Councillors of Edin-
burgh, a~ well as those of Leith, appear-
edin their official robes, being accom-
panivd by the halbardiers and other
City oilicers. The Lord High Com-
missioner, as in former years wore his
goldlaced uniform of an ambassador, and
on entering the gallery, preceded by the
ushers and a couple of pages. was ac-
companied by the Solicitor-General ; Dr.
Hamilton Ramsay, purse-bearer; the
Rev. Dr Russell, chaplain, and other
members of his ¢hite. The Lord Pro-
vost and Magisirates were the first to be
presented, and were followed by the re-
presentatives of other public bodies.
The presentation proceeded, however,
without regard to rank, and the cere-
mony was concluded in little more than
twenty minutes.

In the list of distinguished noblemen
and gentlemen who had the honor of
being presented to his Grace the Lord
High Commissioner we find the names
of the Rev. A. W. Herdman, late of
Pictou, and Rev. P. Galbraith of Lon-
don, Ont.
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THE PKOCESSION.

Never, perhaps, was the procession,
which has so long been  associated with
the opening of the ss<embly, favoured
with finer weather than that which
beamed upon it yesterday ; and accord-
ingly the spectacle exhibited all the
brilliancy agsumed under such condi.
tions by burnished helmets and showy
costumes. ‘To this eircumstance, too,
may no doubt be ascribed the evidentin
crease in the number of people who
gathered in the vicinity of Holyrood and
at various points along the route, s
compared with the turnout last year when
drizzling rain so effectually took the
gloss off the display. For more tha
an hour before the procession started,
the Palace-yard presented an ani
mated apparance, from the avrivalio
rapid succession of persons desirous o
atte-uling the leveee, and the marshalling
of the military and other bodies intend-|§
ed to take part in the procession. hjf
line, fronting the entrance t2 the Palace
was stationed a guard of honor, consist§
ing of threc and fifty men of the Tl
Highlanders, together with the band and
colours oi' the regiment. Near bv wal§
the escort party, furnished by the 2lsj
Hussars, the band of swhich regimen{li
was also in attendance.  As soon as the
levee had been concluded, the proces |8
sion was got under way, Lieutenant
McLellan, of the city police, acting sj§
raarshal, and start being cffected in the
following order.

On the 29th June the Synod of the
Maritime Provioces in connection with
the Church of Scotland, met in St. An-
drew’s Church Pictou. There was a
large attendance ot ministers and elders.
The Rev. Wm. MeMillan, Moderator,
preached an able and eloguent Sermon,
which we hope to publish in the RECORD
on some future occasion. On Wednes-
day the court met at 11 o'clock, aed
after the opening services the retiring
Moderator demitted his office, and &he
Rev. R. Burnet ot St. Andrew’s Church,
Pictou, was unanimously appointed in bis
plsce. Mr. Burpet after being duly in-
stalled in office, addressed the Synod.
The Revd'sMessrs.Carruthers and Donald
of Pictou, 2nd Bayne ot P. B. I, being
present, were usked to sitand deliberate.
The report on statistics huving been
called for,the Rev. Mr. Murray, the con-
vener of the ccmmittee on that most ed-
ifving aund entertaining matter, gave ex-
piunations concerning it, ¢ further in-
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structions were given the committee.

The Convener of the RECOrRD com.
mittee reported, that during the year
ending Dec. 31st 1879, the RECORD had
puid its expenses ot publication. The
report we gratification to the Synod.
‘The Convener desired le ve to demit his
office: he complained of having to make
bricks without straw, as so tew  articles
were contributed by the brethren and
others, It was agreed that by continae
his Libotrs i e faeaotiose,

A diseussion took place as to the pro-
priety ot admitting the sustentation
scheme to the position of an  ordinary
scheme of the church, and thus placing
it directly under the supervision of
Synod. No further action was tasen in
the matter.

The Rev. Mr. MceMillan gave in the
report on the Foreign Mission. He was
instructed to forward one halt the funds
of this scheme to Mr. &. F. Campbell of
Mhow, India, und the other halt to Mr.
Robertson of Erromanga to be used by
them in the support of native catechists,

After a vote of thanks to the Rev. Mt

adjourned to meet again in the same

MISSION TO LEPERS IN INDIA.

There are ninety-three thousand lepers
in India! To those who are acquainted
with the character of this disease, this fact
represents a fearful mass ot human suffer-
ing, while at the same time it attempts
to lead the poor afflicted ones to Him
who is able to purity, and save, both
bady and soul.

This Society works in harmony with
the Missionaries of various bodies, es-
pecially helping or sustasining the Leper
Asylums at Almorah, Albala, Chunba,
and Subthu. There is reason to believe
that many of the lepers have been led to
bear the Master’s blessed words, I will;
be thou clean.”

We give the following as a single il-
lustration of the Scciety’s usetulness, as
reported by Dr. John Newton of the Su-
bathu Asylum:—

¢« eru was only nineteen Yyears old
when he was taken into the Asylum-
The symptoms of disease were then so
slight, that it was with some hesitation
that I admitted him, as we had no room
to spare. But it was the tuberculur type
of leprosy that had smitten him, and in
eighteen morths he was dreadfally
changed. His case was a striking illus-
trativn of two peculiarities which gener-
ally characterize tubercular leprosy—iig
rapid course, as compared with the mu-
tilsting or ansthetic type, and its linger-
mg end. Ie rapidly lost health and
strength, his face became frightinily de-
formed, and the end seeamed to be close
at hand. Up to this time he had remain-
ed, like most of his companions, eallous
to all spiritual impressions. He was of
good tamily and caste (being a Kanait,
which caste ranks next to the Brahmaaos
io this part of India. and includes miost
of the respectable landowners), and had
looked down with contempt nn those who
had given up caste for Christ. Butfrom
this time & change came over him. For
more than two months he was literally
ina dying state. From day to day it
seemed certain that he would be dead
before the morrow. During ull this time
his condition was very dreadful. His
whole body was affect::d with patches ot
ulceration and gangrene, -o that itseem-
ed more like a corpse than 4 living body.
At times he suffered intensely ; yot thor-
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oughout these weary weeks and months
ot lingering death the poor creature was
perfectly conscious, and able, even to the
end, feebly to ask and answer questions.
I peed not say that the task of attending
and nursing one in this state was abhor-
rent even to his fellow-lepers. Still it
was done, and I have reason to beheve
not unfaithfully. It was this perbaps
that touched his heart; for he soon be-
gan to thirst tor the consolations of the
gospel, the only medicine that can heal
such misery.”

Before his death, at his own request,
inthe presence of several Christian lepers
he was baptized on a prolession of his
faith in the Lord Jesus.

A few things may be brefly noted as the
result of the past twenty years® work: (1)
More converts have been made during all
the rest of the time since the origin of
modern niizsions.  (2) Lhe great body of
Christiun nussionaries recognise as never
before, that no agency which has for its
sim the elevation and evangelisation ot
our ruce is insignificunt, but that each has
its place in the onv great work,and should
be encouraged and supported. (3) That
there is » very marked dificrence between
the present religious conditions of the
southern and w.ore northern sections of
South India; and :ules and systems which
work well in ore scetion ought not to be
applied to othirs.—2Northern Christan
{4dvocale dmerican).
