EDITORIAL NOTES.

Apropos of the fruit prospects, the caterpillar seems Lo be getting in his
work carly this year, and if cflicicnt meaus are not speedily employed to
destroy this pest the fruit crop may be short after all. et us hope that
our lfmnurs wil net put off 12king, precantions against the danger until it is
too late,

The Toromlo Gl.Le of last Saturday contained the alleged portraits of
several members of the Nuva Scotia Government. The Globe artist has
used them very badly, and certainly the gentlemen whose names were
printed under those pictures—we cannot call them likencsses—will not feel
tlattered.  Oh, save us from our friends !

Halilax is now no longer a city of electric dark after nightfall. The
lights are now run in a very satisfactory manner, and the streets are quite
brilliant. On Monday evening the new works of the Halifax Illuminating
and Motor Company were inspected by several members of the Local
Government and Legislature, City Council and civic officers, some of the
directors of the Halifax Gas Light Company, and many prominent citizens.
A tour was made of the city, and great satisfaction was expressed with the
service.  After the drive and inspection of the works on Moren's wharf
was over, the guests partook of refreshments, and made speeches congratu-
lating tne Company on the efiicient way in which the cily is lighted.

The protest of a prominent Methodist minister, during the recent annual
Conference at Montreal, against the order of official precedence established
in Canada is worthy of consideration. There does not appear to bo any
logical reason why a bishop or archbishop should take precedenceof the
Presidont of the Mcthodist Conferencs or the Modorator of the Presbyterian
Assembly. No doubt an established rule in matters of this kind is an
assistance to the Master of Ceremonics at any function, but that seems to
be the only excuse for it. It is not probable that there will be much con-
troversy over it as the spectacle of spirtually minded men scrambling for
place and precedence would be anything but edifying. The better way
would be to do away with distinctions in Canada altogether, instead of trying
to follow the custom of Great Britain, where it is necessary on account of
church dignitaries heing state officials.

' The prospects for our fruit crop now appear to be excellent, The
trees are one mass of bloom and present a beautiful appearance, whilo the
air is laden with the sweet perfume of the blossoms. Let those who will
rave about the beauty of the orange groves of Flerida ; for our part we do
not believe that anything could be more perfectly charming than a drive
through our berutiful Annapolis Valloy at this season of the year. It is 2
wonder to us th. we do nct have more visitors at this season. Our city
friends would fin( the country particularly pleasant just now, and we feel
sure if they knew how besutiful it was we would have plenty of them with
us to enjoy it.” The Wolfville Acadian contained the foregoing remarks,
and we quite agree with it in thinking that the valley is lovely at this season,
and would add that while the gulf ice hovers around the coast, making the
air chilly, that it would be a benaficial change for snyone who can find it
convenient to go inland. :

Higher education is a fine thing for a country, and it is encouraging to
see our high schools and colleges turning out young men and women well
equipped for the battle of life in the particular sphere they have chosen,
but this does nat do for everyone. It will not do for ali to press forward
to the beight of their amhition, some must look down-—dowa at the fruitful
earth and our rich mines, and devote thzir attention to cultivating the soil
and bringing the treasures of gold, coal, iron, elc., forth from their hiding
places. Children at school should be often reminded that all the wealth
that is obtained in this life is drawn from the bosora of mother carth. Tae
school-books should impress this more upon the minds of the pupils, and
they ought to be taught especially the capabilities of our owa couantry, and
urged to study the practical sciences rather than dead languages and other
branches of * higher education,” which, although they are of value to
literary and professional men, are not necessary elements in the education
of a farmor or 2 mining epgineer.

We have frequently had to defend ourselves from the charge of being a
Tory paper, which some of our contemporariss are in the habit of denom-
inating us when they do us the honor to quote cur remarks. That this is
unfair anyone who reads our pages must acknowledge, and we are glad
when we see our fair-minded contemporaries quoté from “Tar Critic, an
independent newspaper,” which is as it should be. The Liberal press have
recently been crying out against the injustice done them by many Liberal-
Coanservative organs in styling them * blue ruin* and * country going to
the dugs ” papers. This is quite on a par with the papers which call TrE
Critic a Tory newspaper, and we wish our friends would take notice. We
are sorry ta see cne section of the press abusing another, with no result but
the multiplying of words and gratifyiog their quarrelsome propensiiics. We
have been pleased to notice for some time past that Liberal papers, at least
all those worthy of the name, have been doingall in their power to influence
young people to stay at home and use their abilities for the benefit of Nova
Scotiz. Most of them have the right ring about them, and we are glad to
seo the ¢ blue ruin ” element conspicuous by its absence.

The French Government is following the 3ood example of Germany in
its endeavors to bentfit the working classes. It is proposed by a Parliamen.
tary Committee that the working day for women be fixed at ten hours—the
eflective working day for children and for girls over thirteen but under
eighteen years of age, at ten hours, and that night work for women, children
snd girls be strictly forbidden, except in certain specified cases. These
regulatious to be temporary or permanent according to the nature of the
industry. It is to be hoped that these proposals will seon be embodied in
an act of the Corpa Logisiatif. But the great danger in limiting the hours of
labor without limiting the rate of wages is that the employers may increase
the number of their employes at a lower rate than that now given, for ¢ flesh
and blood * have always been cheap on the Continent. It goes without
saying that the great dress and mantle-making houses, who often keep girls
employed far into the night, are rgainst all change.

If our American fricnds wish to uphold their rights (?) in the Behring
Sea, they had better despatch vessels of mote use than those now stationed
there for the protection of their fisheries. Both the Government cruicers
are at present actually unable to overhaul a fast schooner ; and a good stosy
is told of the escape of the schooner Sapykire from the U. S. steamer Bear.
It was about 10 ¢'cluck, A. M., and the sun was cmerging for the first time
from the cncircling mist, when the tchooner sighted a suspicivus-looking
vessel about five miles off her quarter, and when the szilors recogmzed the
big, ugly hull which was known to be a pecullarity of the Dear, Captain
Cox determined 10 act on the old adsgo that * a stern chase is a long one,”
and put bis little ship on her metile. He, therefore, set every stitch of
canvas his vessel could carry and, aided by a strong southerly wind, fled
before the stezmer.  For an hour or so the lstter gained, but soon the gal-
lant sealer began to show her abilities and slowly but surely left the chaser
behind, The Union Jack was run up to the masthead and with hearty
cheers the Sapphire sped away and was soon lost to sight in the friendly
mist. Nothing more was heard of the Bear.

Recent events in Africa have made it desirable to have British gunboats
on the Zambesi and Shire rivers, and some difficulty kas been experienced
in selecting a class of vessel capable of contending successfully with the
difficulties ot African river navigation. If these boats were made so as to
be carried out on board occan stcamors they would be too small to be of
much gsneral use ; while, if built 1o be navigated from Eogland to their
different stations, their draught would be too great for the shasllows and
rapids which abound in the streams of the ** Dark Continent.” So the
Government being at fusult, 2 private firm—>Messrs. Yarrow & Co.-—came to
the rescue, and undertook to construct gunboats well adapted to the service
for which they were intended. The first of these, the Mosquito, was com-
pleted on the 31d of May last. Tho boats are built in sections, not too
largo for a steamer’s hold. On arzival the picces are lowered into the
water and fustened togeiher by means of various straps and belts, and this
is performed with such ease and rapidity that it is said steawn can be got up
within 24 wotking houss {rom the time of lowering the sections into the
water. The dimensions of H. M. S. Mosquito are as follows :—length, 70
feet, beam, 18 feet, draught, 18 inches.  Sue is propelled by a stern-wheel,
and her epgines drive her at a speed of about 10 statute miles per hour.

They think, too, that direct communication with India would draw the
trade still more to Germany. The Madras Times says :--** ‘Trade nowadays
depends less than it once did upon considerations of loyalty or patriotism.
Sentiment has given place 10 utilitarianism The cheapest wares and the
best adapted to consumers' requirements are certain {o come to the front,
be they English or German, French or Russian. If England wishes to
retain the lion’s share of the trade of Iadia, sh2 must push ahead eaergeti-
cally, never lagging on the way, never neglecting the study of contempor-
aneous progress, and never failing to learn the lessons that are taught by
the actions and suggestions of her competitors.”

The Honorable John Wanamaker, Post-Master-General of the Uaited
States, has directed puplic attention to himself recently by offering to
supply his customers with a pirated edition of the Eucyclop:elia Britannica
at o fraction less than thirty-seven dollars.  This, of course, is a barzain,
but if Mr. Wanamaker came honestly by his volumes h2 would have to
charge three or four times the price named or lose heavily. Bzing a politi-
cian—for in these days politicians have to endure alm:st as fierce a light
as that which beats upon a throne—his little scheme has been investigated,
and he is being pitched into on every side, as he well deserves. Those wha
mike their living by the sale of books do not hike to have their bread snd
butier taken (rom them in this way, but perhaps Mr. Wanamiker's action
may have a salutary effect by directing public attention in the United
States to one of their most besetting national sins, that of book piracy.
The Post-Master-General probably thought as it was the fashion 10 steal
books, that it would be no harm for him to ds so. As he has been promi-
nent in Church and Sunday school work, and generally considered a most
estimable member of sociely, it is well to make all the extenuation possible
for his offence, but it is just this fact of his eminemt respectability which
haa brought down on him all the castigation which hz is getting. and which
if properly managed may resuit in stamping out to a gresn extent the long
standing disgrace of book stealing.

Some years ago in the oflicial report of u lunatic asylum an account was
given of an inmate whose delusion was that he was perpetually teacked by
detectives with the intent to arrest him on a capital charge of which,
although entirely innocent, his conviction was cestiin, It would be diffi-
cult to imagine a more wretched state of mind than that of the unfortunate
man iz constant terror for his life, but this must be very much the state of
mind of His Imperial Majesty the Czar of all the Russiana—shut up in his
country palace with sentinels at every possible post—never venturing abroad
without the greatest precautions for his safety and always being the objact
of numberless conspiracies. About a week ago we hid news that another
plot against the Czar's life had been discovered in Paris, and that the French
police were on the track of thu conspirators. From this it would appoar
that in France, as in Eogland, to conspire against the life of a friendly ruler
is a crime. The present Russian Government is certainly an anachronism
in the nineteenth century, and all zight thinking powers must wish to see it
displaced by a constitutional monarchy. To us, however, with our western
ideas a despotiem is icfinitely preferable to anarchy, which appears to be the
aim of the nihilists, But be that as it may, murdering the Czar is not likely
to accomplish the ends of the malecontents, whatever they may be, for if it
be true, as has been said, that the Czar is depandent on his courtiers aand
dare not grant a constitution, the Russian Government would not be changed,
and surely another Pharoh would rise in the stead of the murdered monarch.
The present Czar and his immediate predecessor have been much more
fricndly to the people than have the nobility. Aexander II incurred the
odium of the aristocracy by freeing the setfs. Speaking of Russia as it is,
Stepniak, who cannot possibly be called a prejudiced witnoss in this
inatance, says : *‘ peraonally a modern Czar does no harm to asybody at all,
and is just asquict and inoffensive a person as sny constitutional monarch.”

Horton's bailiff was locked out and Mr. Brookfield's held sole possession,
Thursday night at eleven p. m., while the Queen Hotel proprietor and work-
men were en .ged in removing the couoter and bar fixtures through the
rear window, Alderman Lyons, solicitor of Horton, arrived on the scene
with the City Marshall and half a score of policemen and took forcible
possession of the hotel, driving the Brookfield men out. Oan Saturday the
property was sold by Deputy Sheriff McAlpine on. the foreclosure of the
Brown mortgsge, and after some spirited bidding finally knocked down to
Mr. Lyons for $16,500. The property fronting on Water Street was then
sold at the suit of John Clatke vs. Robiason and also purchased by Mr.
Lyons for 81,450. Mr. Lyons, it is understood, represented Mr. Horton
and the Messrs, Hesslein of the Halifax Hotel,

The stockholders in the World’s Fair have voted to double the capital
stock, making the total $10,000,000. The nsme of the fair has been
changed from “The World's Exposition of 1892,” to ¢ The World's
Columbian Exhibition."”

A thunder storm did much damsge in Obio and Kentucky on Sunday
last. Houses were unroofed and bridges swept away. A thousand acres of
wheat were laid flat. During the storm a train ran into s washout, causiog
a fearful wreck, The engineer, fireman and brakesman were burned in the
debris.

Lieut, Clover, of the U, S. Hydrographic department of the nsvy, in an
interview with regard to danger to ocean steamers from fog and icebergs at
this acason, says that the charts of the department contain certain routes for
trans-Atlantic navigation which are south of the region of ice and fog.
Many steamers follow these safe routes, but many others do not, preferring
to risk collision and disaster in order to save a few hours in passige. Ice-
bergs may be encountered throughout this reglon for 8 month or two more,
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United States Assistant Secretary Tichenor has advised the surveyor of
customs at Albany that Canadian postal cards imported through the mails
are dutiable at the rate of 35 per cent ad valorem as printed matter, and
bas instructed him to prevent a countinuance of the practice under which
these catds have been admitted in 500 lots free of duty.

Alex, ‘Laglisferro, of Alexandria, Rgypt, writes to the directors of the
World's Fair that hie is in a position to turnish them with what he belicves
and claims is the sarcophagus of Cleopatra, It was recently discovered in
Casar's camp, near Alexandria. When the sarcophagus was opened the
contents were in ashes, with the exception of the ekeleton, which is well
preserved.  Tagliaferro says he is prompted to negotiate with the exposition
authorities, from notices which he has seen in newspapers from the United
States, announcing that the Khedive of Egypt has boen asked by the
directors of the exposition for the mummy of Remeses. His price is
$60,000 free on board at Alexandria.

Miss Mary Anderson was matried on the 17th jost, to Antonio Navarro,
in the Roman Catholic chapel of St. Mary’s in Hampstead, The wedding
was strictly privatc.

The Duchess of Yife, while attending 2 coach meet, caught a severe cold,
which resulted in premature confinement. Her conditioa is critical, but the
doctors speak hopefully of her recovery.

The Legislative Assembly of Vicloria has upanimously spproved the
scheme for the federation of the Australian colonies, and has appointed
delegates to the con <ntion to consider the subject.

Telegrams have been received from Paramaribo, Dutch Guianna,
anpouncing that the French occupied the territory on the Lama River, the
ownership of which is in dispute between Holland and France.

The Danish and United States Governments have ordered a splendid
service of silver plate from the court jeweller for Sir E. Monson, British
fliiil%iater at Athens, in recognition of his services as arbitrator in the Butter-

eld case.

Under the terms of the agreement between England and Germany con-
cerning the African question, it is stated that Germany cedes Vitu and
Somaliland to England, and England in turn cedes to Germany the territory
of Heligoland.

It is stated that a complete set of the proofs of Heory M. Stanley's
forthcoming work, “ In Darkest Africs,” have been stolen and offered to an
English paper and two Colonial papers. The house which is to publish
the work has issued a warning to any person agaiust publishing the work.

Cardinal Maoning addressed a deputation bringing him gifts on the
occssion of his jubilee.

COMMERCIAL.

Tle lat week bas been without feature, and nothing has occurred to

break or interrupt the generally prevailing dullnoss, DBusinecss is moving
along in a vory quiot way, KEveryono has mow to admit that on the whole
tho conditions are not so satisfactory as could bo desired. It is in fact
more than ever apparent that the consuwmor is providing for his necessitios
only . " nothing else. This is ovidenced by tho nature of passing opurations,
for it is only in groceries and breadstuffs which cinnot bo dispensed with o1
iu lines that are roquisite for macufacturing purposes,such as irou, cte,,
that normal business is passing. ‘This very plainly indicates tho position of
tho consumer, whilo reports concoerning the dry goods trade lend strong
endoraation to the viow above outlined. Evon if thero was auy great desiro
to place orders, considerablo discretion would have to be exercisod about
filling these, when rogorts of tho condition of things in tho conntry are cou-
sidered. They can hardly bo regarded as in nny sousc satisfactory. The
unusually unfavorable weathor throughout the spring has soriously retarded
the growth o€ the crops, and accontuates tho reports which we receive as to
their condivon. In consequence of this uncertainty regarding the growing
crops, an unsettiod feeling prevaile, while paymonts aro away bohind the
average for the month. This istrue not only of Nova Scotia bu of every
provinco in the Dominion of Canada this sido of the Ilockies. IXrow British
Columbia we have no direct reports but her crops do not amount to much.
A gentloman who has just returned from an oxtended tour through Cape
Breton Island, Antigonish Couuty, etc., reports that in nearly all sections
tho graes, which should by this time be ready for cutling, is scarcely u
span high and would not make hay at present. ‘I'hors scows to he a strong
probability that the hay crop will be very smull thisseason. [u the western
fruit-growing counties the prospects for a vory large crop of both large and
small fruits are oxcellent, but it is foared that the severo night frosts that
have occurred in the last two or three weeks may have had an ivjurious
effect. There is this unpleasant fact also, compared with other seasons, that
farmers aro generally so0ld out of their stocks of grain, etc., and that, con-
sequently, they have no reserves to fall back on, Thisbut addsto tho tight.
ness of the situation. In fact the conditions induce every one—both buyors
and sellers—=to get along with as little ay possible. The waoathor this waok
has taken a more favorable turn, which will doubtless cause an improvemont
in crop prospects and bring about the state of activity in trade so anxiously
looked ior,

‘They all complain of small ordera for
fall goods, but seem at the sawe time determined not to rush things while
the aituation in the country remaios os at present. Just now thore is only
about enough doing to keep the machinery of business in wotion.
Payments for the month are, contrary to precedent, very poor, and cuslowers
say that they are unable to make collections, owiag to the fact that farmots
have neither reserve stacks of produce nor the funds to call upon. Renewals
according to all accounts are numerous. As to prices both cotton and woollen
goods show remarkablo firmness, no signs of weakoniog being exhibited in

any guarfer,

Inoxn, Harbwane AND Merars —Whilo this lino has been without any
feature worthy of special wention business has woved along with the usual
amount of activity sinco our last report. Lhe tone is about steady, and though
some shading might bo and has beon done on lots for future delivery, itis
ualikely that any great concessions would be made ou lots out of storc ;
But little bas beon doing in bar iron and other lines and buyers continue
mora or less reluctant. Stilla fair amount of business has transpived. Tin-
plates arc a strong featuro abroad, although no change has occurred here on
spot in pricee. Owing to large purchases on American account—fully
1,000,000 boxes—the market in Great Britain is firm with stocks compaza-
tively light, Privato advices say that for the last four or five wooks the
market was distinctly firm, and that those who imagine that they can securce
more favorable terms by holding ol are liable to dissppointment. Canada
plates are steady with a littlu moro evyuiry. logot tin and copper are firm
at tho recent advance. In hardwarea vory quiet trade is roported in sholf
goods, some dealers roportiog it tho dullest ever remembored.

Breapyrurrs.—Ilour here romains quiet and dull, tho firm tons of
holders peing unchanged. There is just about enough business doing to
prevent friction. Beerbobuw’s cable reports :--* Cargoes of' coist, wheat
quieter ; corn do,; do. on passage and for shipwment; wheat slow, corn
firmer ; tho cosst is being rapidly cleared of cargues. Liverpool spot whoat
rather easier ; woather in Lnglaud unsettled.” Whoat was firmoer in New
York, advancing about }e. Corn and oats were unchanged there, Whest
opened firmer with the local crowd ioclined to operate for an up
turn, An article in the Pricc Current, estimating crop at 415,000,000
bushels, was based on the Government report, but it was considerod bullish
and influenced somo local buying.

ProvisioNs.—The local provision mwarket continues quiet and dull,
trading being rectricted to very small lots needed for immediate consumptive
demands. At Liverpool pork declined 3d. Thoe prices of lard, bacon and
tallow were without change. In Chicago bogs wero strongor. 'L'he cuitle
market there was lower,

Burtrer is steady on tho whole, but therc is nothing of importance
doing. Now and then somo sale is heard of, hut il is at long intervals, the
trade being of a purely jobbing character,

Cueess.—There has been Jittle Aoing in spot, as the trade is waiting ‘o
learn how Western Ontatio will turn out, but little cheeso hera is open to
negotiation. The feelng is firm, with holders as a rulo actuated by the
bullish feeling that has characetrized them all the week, However, although

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a fair desire to do bueinees from tho other side, as has hoen the ¢rso atl along,
it 1s nothing exceptional. Still tho wajority scem to think that the cheeso
will bo wanted at lnst, at least this is tho ostensible reison—although theta
may bo others—why tho strain is kept up.

Fryrr.—Tho fivit market remains about the same with a farly active
feeling in such linos as ato scasonable, In green fruit tho usual business hag
been done, lemons and oranges being firm on the whole. Tho former
specially so owing toa demand that has sprung up here for thewm,  Prices
continue to bo in plentiful aupply. Other lines aro without change. In
dried fruit business has bheen quiet, but the feching is firm in raising and
currantz, and tho price of the Iatter has beon marked up a shade.  Tho fict
that supplies in Greece a1 2xhausted is regerdod as a stronyg feature, amd 1t
is expectod thet Xogland and Franco will be compelled to relieve the Amor
can matkot of a conriderable portion of its supply, which is considerable,
Prunes are steady cu the whole, while mal advices from Bordeaux repost the
prospects favorablo £t a good crap this year, Iarlier in the scason indica-
tions promised a vory large yield, but during May unfavorable weather
caused hoavy droppings from the trees. YPrices for this season’s crop have
not been named as yet.

Sucar axp Morasses,~Lho sugar markel remains vory strong al an
advanco on granulated of about 7-1Ge. duribg tho week. Yollows have
advanced ¢, in the same timo. Molasses is very firm aud quotations 1o
cnuirors aro higher. This is owing to tho fact that tho articlo has sdvanced
in Barbadoes to 18e.

‘I'ts aNp Correk~The market is very strong for low grade Japans.
Y€ the silver bili passes the U. S. Sonate, and thero is littlo doubt that it will,
Japan tea will be affected very materially. Tho rate of exchango i3 now
very high, 3s. 7d., and the low grade toas are, of course, tho most aflected.
A cable says that owing to this high rato business bhas beon practicaliy
susponded, and that teas that a fow dayvs ago could have been bought for 13ec.
are now held at 16}¢. and 17¢. The coffee market continues firm, but the
volumo of business is very small, dealers only buying for immediate wants.

Fisu O1ns.—1n Montreal steam refined seal oil i3 quiet with slow
demand. Holders arc asking 521c. to arrive, but to induco husiess this
quotation would be shaded.- Wao quole 514c to 524¢ in round lots to arrive,
and 50c. for small lots on spot.

Business in Newfoundland cod oil hss been merely nominal; quotations
remain unchanged at 36c to 37c.  Cod liver oil unchanged at 45¢. to S0c

Fisu.—Thore is no change 10 note in the fish situation. Bait contivues
extremely scarco, and many wvissels, whose owners and crews hive been
waiting anxiously to ply their vocativn, are mueh dizsppointed that
they are unable to start for the fisheries from this canse. However, a fow
have got away, and wo may hope soou to be in receipt of now curs, Our
outsir o advices are quite meagre, but the iudications from tho Wes: Iudies
and South Awerica are more satistacfory than they havo been for soma time.

Borus ron Drer Gorb Mixiva.—Constant sgitation soems to boe the
only way to gain a point, and wo therofore have determined to keep cslling
attontion to tho advisability of the Local Governmont grantiug a bonus or
bonuses, to tho first partios finding gold in paying quantities at greater
depths than gold mining bas yet been prusecuted, until some decided sction
has Loen taken. Auny one who has attempted to float gold mines in London
or New York will underatand tho great advantages that would follow the
proving that gold mines in Nova Scotia continued to yield at dopths of ons
thousand feet or more. The ono argument used by capitalists sgainst
investing heto is tho want of pormanency or lasting characteristica in our
gold bearing veins, They say, and vory truly, that most of our mines aro
only worked for a few hundred feet from tho aurface, and they argue from
this that they are only shallow deposits, porhsps well worth the attention of
privato individuale, but prosonting no profitsble field for the investment of
largo awounts of capital. It is useless to point out that the only reason why
the mines have not been worked to greater dopths is the want of capital,
and the one way to convince them and place at our disposal all the capital
that we need, is to actuslly demonstrato that gold does exist at grester depths,
and this can only bo accomplished by tho actusl sivking of ohefls. It is
too much to ask individuals to assume all the risks of such an undertaking,
(cspocislly as tho Government would be immensely benefitted if their work
proved succeseful), without giving them some special incentive in the way of
a large bonus, providad they prove the existence of gold st deptha of one
thousand feet or under. It has bean proposed that the Government under-
take the work of sinking oue or more shaftsat their own expenss, but the
difticulty lies in selecting the districts in which to operste, and the general
dissatisfaction that would follow should no gold be found. A lsrge bonus
would encourage individuals and companies in all the gold districts of the
Province to risk a certain amount of money in trying to secure the raward,
and in this way the questiun would be thoroughly tested. Once prove that
gold in paying quantities does exist at greater deptbs than heretofore mined,
and the capital to siok shafts to it msy be obtained without limit, and gold
mwining in this Province will soon assume proportions nct dreamed of at
preeont by our most enthusiastic miners.

The mining outlook continues {o brighten as, with the advent of warm
weather, capitalists from abroad are visiting the different mining camps and
proparicg to invest heavily. A mengancso company with a capitsl of $200,-
000 has been organized snd has secured control of the famous Steven’s
mines at Tenny Capo and also many adjoining properties in the same well.
konown mangancse district. It ie rumored that the compsny intend, if
possible, to control all the manganese properties in the Proviace and {o con-
duct mining on a largo scsle. In antimony there seams to be a lull, and we
hear of no shipments from the Riwdon Mine. The strike of coal shifters
in Montresl threatens to have a bad effect on the coal trade of the Province,
as it is roported that the Canada Pacific is looking to Three Rivers for ila
coal supply. The bad effects, if any, have, however, not yet been felt in
Cape Breton, whore Lhe lesding collieries have all they can do to £ill con-
tracls and supply vessels and dealors. Copper ehould soon be * booming,”
as tho Coxhoath Mines are {0 be largely worked and smelting works erected
near Sydoey to treat the ore.

Canisov.—Tho 1.ske Lode Company urder the mansgement of Mr. L.
L. Wadsworth continues its regular yield. The Troio Company aro also
pushing oporations, and Mr. Dixon and his associates are meeting with
encouraging succoss. So it will bo perceived that Caribon is not falling
behind.

Renrrew.—The Yreo Claites in this district, now owned by Mr. Macdon-
pell and Mr. Androws, have been worked to a considerable extent eince their
purchaso, and results have proved eatirely eatisfactory to the owners,

MoLeGa.—The last clesn up at the Molegs Mining Cowpany's Mills
resulted in a bar of gold weighing 158 ozs. 11 dwt. and 20 grs. from 50 tons
of quartz crushed.

LPressaNT River.—There is considerable prospecting being done in the
vicipity of Pleasant River, and it is reported that some fine sights of gold
bave been discovored.

Wuitenury.-—=The West or Cuahing mine at Whiteburn was sold last
weok 10 a syndicato of American capitalists, the president heing Mr. Gilbert
Parkor of Philsdelphia.

Kaye property, now controlled by Messrs. Olands, the brewers of Dattraouth,
The quartz taken from the lead, forty feet from the surface, fairly bristles
with gold. 7

Mouxt Usiacke.—The very large yields from the Thompson and
Withrow mines continue, snd encourage the belief that the district will prove
opo of the richest in the Province,

CzxtRar Rawpos.—The prospects coatinue bright as over in this dis.
trict, and the Northrup Co. and Central hawdon Mining Company are moet-
ing with great success,

Moose River.—The Touquoy property continues its regular yield, and
Mr. McGregor, the manager of tho Moatresl compauy, is doing considerable
wotk on tribute. Mr. Jobn George has visited the district, and proposes to
atart work oo the property owned by Sheriff Archibald and others. MMr.
Bruce has taken up considerable property south of the district end is now
with others engaged in prospoc:ing.

The following editorial from the Gold Hunter has our unqualified
endorsation :—** Arerican capitsl invested in our mines iy constanily in-
creating.

We know well
vnough that they como to make profitable investments, not to our assistanco,
but the real good to us is the samo, and much credit is due them for the
buaioess apirit that leads them to invest their mouey in reasonable ventures,
instead of banking it away to count over and dream over, as our average
Bluenose rich man does. No capitalists come to us from Canada, rarely
from England, while our American cousins come down here with pluck and
confidence that shame our own people.  They have the foresight and per-
ception to see that this Province is rich in mines, and not the least among
them are onr gold fields. Their oxtent is not known. The Province isnot
prospected, and the mines that havo been worked up to within two or three
yeara have trasted a large percentage of tho precious metal. 1o are at tho
beginning of a new ora in gold mining and milling, and Nova Scotia will
come very near the front ag a producer of the precious metal, and that time
will not be very far away in the ¢ sweet bye and bye.'”

Tho report of the Royal Commission on the mineral resounrces of Ontario
bas token two yesrs to prepare, and makess voluminous and valuable docum-
ent. The commissioners have spared neither time nor expense in gathering
information, snd bave held sossions at 37 different places in the Provioce,
from Oltawa in the esst to Rat Portago in thowest. Oune hundred and sixty-
four witnesses weie examined under oath, including men of all classes, whose
education, experience and pursuits have been suches 1o give them a know-
Jedge of the subject, theoretical or practicsl, in any of its branches, coadi-
tions or relations, Mines, mining locations and works in the vicinity of
_places where the Commizsion met wore exsmined and caroful enquiry made
respecting them. The dafaz of the report is therefore * original and
historical.” The Cotnmission has not followed in tho footsteps of others, but
has pursued the course ruatked out for itself, and it professes to present no
‘jnference, opinion or statement of fact which is not wananted by the
evidence, the study and obeervation of its members, or the testimony of the
highest authority. Tho report should prove of inestimable value in placing

- beforo the world the real value of tho mineral resources of Ontario. Horo-
‘tofore there has been little or no official data to guide visitors, but now as a
result of tho painataking work of the Commission it is demounstrated that
gold, iron, copper, lcad sud other valuable minersls abound in unlimited
quantities, @nd that the Province of Ontario bas hidden in the bowels of the
earth great stores of waalth, which only requite devclopment to mske the
country one of the richest mining localities in the world.
