CITY OF HALIFAX.

In poersuance of the intention announced ia our
last number, we begin to day a series of docu~
ments connected with the history of our religion
in Nova Scotia ; and although Catholicity was
cstablished in other parts of the Province nearly
1wo centaries before a Catholie place of worship
was established in Halifax, we thialk it better to
commence With the present capital of tho Pro-
vince. Halifax was founded in 1749, and will
be one hundred years old ubout the middle of the
present year.  For upwards of thinty years no
Catholic priest dare shew his face in the new
town, which was composed in the Leginning of
strictly Protestant Colonists.  When a few Ca-
tholics wera scttled amongst tiem in course of
time, they had no opportunity of practising their
roligion.  They semetimes by stealth went into
the woods, where the persecuted pricst mettfem
by appmntment, andoffered up the Holy Sacrifice
under tho canopy of heaven, and in tho solitude
of the foress  Thesc oecasional gleams of reli-
gious consolation reminded the poor cxiles of

Tlrin of tho terrible persecutions in their own un-
happv fand  These stulen interviows were yen-
dered exceedingly pictutesque b the presence of
tho faithiul chaldren of the forest, the Micmacs,
whose fathers had been converted to the knows
ledao of Christ by the apostelie libours of the
carly Itench missionaries in Acadia,~—that no
ble band of Chirietisn warrivrs, who forsonk the
homes of their yonta, tho green fields of beauti-
ful France, and the civilization of Durope, to
encamp amid ihe w.awams of the untutored Ine
diaa, to shure his grassy couch and humble fare
—ta deay themselves all the comforta of life, in
order to gain to {"lirist their immortal souls,—
Let their names be hallowed in gverlasting re-
nown, for nobly did they perform their great
task ! Deeply did they imprint on tho heart of
thu savage the Glortous Cross of Christ, and the
saving knowledge of His Guspel. They brought
no wives in flaunting bonnets and silken attite,
to soften and smooth the rigoursof their austore
missivn,~no regiment of ** rczponsibilities,” to
divide their heart between God and the world,
the spirit and the flesh, and to wean them from
their all-obsorbing task. ‘They did not come ont
(liko the new-fangled Aposties of Forcign Missi-
ons, whose comfurtableoutfit is provided by the
Gulls of Bunkum Biblical Societies) to-speculate
in flour and flummery, to trade in lands and dry
guods,—to erect mills and build stores,—to
humbug * the heathen® ubroad and the society at
home,~—or to ** settle’ a chain of daughters io
clegant “*Jocations.” No, no:—the Catholic
Aposiles of ancient Acadia came with far differ-
ent views, far higher aims, far nobler purposes.
They came not to seek themselves, but Jesus
Christ.  They came to seel souls for which tle
died, and 10 save them. They were sent by His
Vicar on earth to bring forth enduring fruit.—
They accomplished their mighty mission ¢ they
brought forth fruit, and their fruit remains.—
‘The vndying attachmens of the Miomacs to the
Cathglic Faith, even to the present day, proves
the fidelity with which the French missionaries
discharged the severe duties vf their Apostie-
ship.  But this 1s not the time to eater into the
history of tbeir labours. We will defer the an~
nals of Annapolis Royal and the other early set-
tlements fur some time Jonger, becanse we hope
te be able tv procure some additional documneénts,
which oy throw a hght upen the history of
that remote peviod.

** In memoty of the ¢sent we aro accustomed (o

The anciont Ordo Romanus contains several
Otations or Collects for the blessing of the
Palme. 'Tho Blessing at present, with its Col-
iects, Lesson, Gospel, Preface, &e. has the
appeatance of what is termed a Dry Mass by the
Rubricists, some of whom ave of opinion that in
former times tho benediction formed a part of
tho actual Mass of this Surday, :

An ancient manuscript missal of the Church
of Tours, w ich dates from about the year 1100,
contains only two Orations for tho blessing of
the Palms, but they are exceedingly beautiful.
Tho Preface for the ceremony in the old Ponti-
fical of Narbonne, is full of Scriptural unection,
arid & model of this style of composition. Iimay.
Lo more interdsting to English readers to give
an extract from the celebrated’ Missal of Sarum
(Salisbury) on this day :

s¢ After tho aspersion of the Holy Water, let
the following Lesson, with its title, be read over
the boughs and flowers, by an Acolyth vested in
an Alb, at the steps of the Altar on the South

Tho _procession on Palm Suiday, afier the
blessing of the Palms, was very solemg, and 10
dalerent parta was aceompanicd with varous
ceremonies,  The Old Ritual of Soissons enjoins
that bedore e Procession two Sabdracons
shauld sing betore the Altar the following vereo,
which was repeatd by tho Choir .

The bravuful Hymn, Gloria, Laus, et Ionor
i sat Rex Christe redempror, which is sung at
the Pracession on Palm Sunday, was composed,
it is said, by Theodulph, Ihshop of Gtleans,
who, whon in prison at Angers, chzunted this
Hymn as Lovis the Pious passed by in praces-
sion, and thoreby obtained his liberty. 1t is the
only Hymn in Hexameter and Pentameter verses
which is used in the ritual of the Catholic
Church. Only six stiophes are used in ouc
present service, according to the Roman Missat,
and they have becn always very much admired.
For ihe benefit of aur Clerical and classical
readers, we here give iho entire composition,
and in Joing so, we hope that some of our nu-
merous readers will favor us with a translation
in English verse :

« The Roman Missal contains Five Orations in
1he cercroony of blessing tho Palins.  In forming
the Crosses over them with his right hand duz-
ing the benediction, the Priest holds his left
infra pectus, the Palms not being blessed on the
Altar ; because whea any thing of thié nature js
blesscd on the Altar, the Rubnic directs that the
Yeft hand should be placed on tho Altar, whilst
tho Priost blesses wnh his right.

The custom of the Eaglish Church, of carry-
ing the.Blessed Sacrament in the procession of
thia day,.is very ancient. The statutes of Lan.
franz, Archbishap of Cantesbury, 2llude to it as
well as the Sarum Missal ; ard Mauhow Pans,
in his Book of the Lives of 23 Abbots of St.
Alban’s, Jescribes the beautifully ernamented
vessel which was mado by the Abbat Simon_for
containing the Body of the Lord during tho
procesgion on Palm Sunday. The sauo usages
provailed jnNormandy. .

Tn the Romar Liturgy, tho week between
Palm Suonday and Easter is called Heblomada
Major, fhe Greater Wedk, not that the week is
greater in point of time, but Lecause the oflices of
the Church are longer, and the solemaities are
greater.  Add to this the magoitude of the mys-
teries which are commemorated, and cspecially
that of the Redemption of mankind.

In reference to the cercmony of Palm Sunday,
we will publish an interesting passage from the
ancient life of St. Ulric, Bishop of Ausburg,
who died in 973. This very curivus Life was
written by Gerard, a priest of Ausburgh, and is
to bo fourd in Mabillon. The paesage is taken
frem the 4th chapter :—
~«0On Pulm Sunday, carly in the morning,
ho came to St. Afra®, (if he had not lodged
there the night bedre) he sung the Mass of the
Haly Trinity, and blessed branches of palm and

Drockss OF TORONTU.

1t is reported that tho Rev.l'ather Larkin of N.
York. has again refused the Bishopric of Toronto,
altho’ the Bulls for hisvonseeration have arrived 10
Quebee. From the sentiments which wo recently
expressed on theappointment it myy be supposed
how deeply we should regret such a determina-~
tion. Wae irust tha rumour is unfounded, for the
sako of the widowed Dincess, as well ay for the
general interests of Religion. Totonto has been
deprived of its chief Pastor since the beginning of
Octlober 1847, and {o add to its aflliction, our Jast
number contained an account of the death of
Archdeacon Hay, the Administrator of the. Dio-
cess, and the bosoin friend of tho deceased Pro.
lato. Tho Rev. Mr Carroll, the nephew of
Bishop Burke, who formerly resided in Halifax,
also lived with Dr. Power previously to his
death, When JMr Carroll heard of the death of
some of the clergy, ofthe spread of fever, and
the overpowering weight of duty that fell upon
his friend the lamented Bishop, he hastengd tu
Torontw on tlie wings of charitable zeal, and off-
ered his services to Dr Power in the agangerous
duty of attending the numerons patients in Ty-
phus Fever, The Bishop became a marl'yr of
charity. 1le caught tho fever, received the last
Sacraments from the Rev. Mr Carroll, and in tho
hands of that Reverend Gentlewnan, breathed out
his soul ta God. Wo believe that Mr Hay and
Mt Carroll wero appoiuted- administrators until _
the election of a Bishop, but Mr Carsoll soon con«
tracted an almost fatal illness himself, which for
a long time prevented him from discharging any
duty, and it was only very lately he was able
return to his post at Toronte, now stricken with
two-fuld desolation by the sor:owful demise of
Archdeacon Hay. 1f over u Diocess conld make
an appeal to the charity and zezl' of an Etlesi-
astic, it is surely the Diocess of Toronto.—
We were never enrprised at tho reluctance of

FRANCE—ANNIVERSARY OF THE
REVOLUTION.

Parts, Satugpay, Fes. 24, 5, p.x —The
roligious cereniony in  commemoration of the
revolution ot February has passed off in the wost
tranquil manaer, notwithstancing the vast crowds
that thronged the streets.  From an eazly hour
the strains of military music wers heard from
tho different corps as they were proceeding to
their respective destinations.  The weather was
fine, though the morning rose in clouds and mist,
as if natere had also put on her moutning for the
victims of yevolution. The sombre appearance
ef the hoavens passed of", however ; and, though
some importance was attached to it by the
superstiious, yet it was go less a fact that nearly
at the moment when the thunder of ariitlery
announced that the funeral wail, the chant of
moutning for the victims of Febraary, the dirge
for tho dead, was over, and that tho Te Deum,
the hymn of joyous thanksgiving, wwas begun,
the clouds began to roll away, and the sun shone
forth from 2 serene and clordless sky.

At the hour specified the representatives
asserhbled together in the Sallede I8 Presidence
of the National Assombly ; and exactly at haif-
past nine o'clock they, with their president,
vice-presidents, and secretaries at their head,
pot themselves in motion, aod, the greater part
on foot, and decorated with the tricolor sash
edged with gold fringe, which they woro from
right to left, and the rosetteaiso, the distin-
guishing merk of o deputy, worn at the leit
outtoahole, they proceeded at a slow pace to the
charch. They mounted the steps bareheaded,

and, guided by the mastersof ceremonies, took
" their places as prescribed in the programme.
The whole of the way through which the re-
presentatives passed—namely, the Pont de 1a
Concorde, the Place de I2 Concurde. and the Rue
de 13 Concorde, was lined with troops and
National Guards slternately , and of whom a
considorablo number were stationed towards the
Tuilerics and tho extremity of the Rue de
Rivoli. From the Place de Ia Concorde to the
Chuzeh of the Madeleine, to the right and left
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sprang into the air fuut lulty masts ~from which,
but less than halfway up, Qoated, in sign of
mourning, the colours of the Republic, but veiled
with a mourning crape.

The moment the represcntarives ef the people
had assumed their place in the church an express
despatched to the Palajs Flysee informed tho
President of the Republic of the fact ; and in a
few moments the roll of carriago wheols and

the trampling of horses® feet in tho direction of
Rue Ss. Honore, told that the only one whose

presence was wanting to completo the assemblage
was fast approaching. The troaps that jined
tho strects along the Rue Faubourg St. Honore,
and the Rue Royals presented arms, and the
carriage of Louis Napolecon was seen coming
alang, escorted by a troop of dragoons. The
cry of ¢ Vive le President®® then arose, and as
borne along, each moment gathering new
strength, until ho arrived at the stops of the
church. He descended from his carriage, accom-
pained by 2 single aid-de.camp, and mounted
the steps baroheaded, when he was received by
the Cure of tho Madeleine and his clergy. The
President was dressed in the uniferm of a
general officar of the National Guard, and wore
the riband and Grand Cross of the Legion of
Honour. The Cure of the Madeleine bhas, by
the way, become, liko many others, u great
admirer of Louis Napoleon, though he voted
against him at the election, The Cure was
formesly chaplain to a regiment of the Royal
Guards under Charles X.

The Archbishop of Paris officiated as high
priest in the solemn ceremony for tho dead.
The service was performed in the impressive
manner so familiar to the ritual of the Caiholic
Church. The vocal and instrumental music was
of the highest morit ; and when the Te Deum
was chanted in full choir, accompanied by the
whole of the instruments, above shich the
solemn swell of the organ heaved forth billows
of sound, the cffect was truly electric. The
coup d'ail was not less striking, The mass of
representatives whose sadcoloured raiment was
relieved by the tricolor scarf—the glitter of the
military un:forms—the speaking saduess of the
widows and orphans of the victims of the revo-
lution of February gathered tugether round the
cenotaph—the gorgeous vestment of the Arch-
bishop and hus assistant clergy, the mecek aud

Berwick, Roth, Buckley, and Fuzjames, which
regiments formed the Brigade, and was the
Freneh reservo upen thatday.
** Let the whole Irish Brigade chargo!*’ cried
Saxe ; ** the cavalty has mads no mpression !
Upen you rests the honor of I'rance.*’

HOW FONTENOY WAS FOUGHT AND
WON.

The French, under their King, Loeis XIV.,
having laid siege to Tournay, the Duke of
Cumberland advanced at the head of about 60,-
000 men to reliove the city.  Marshal Saxe, who
was tho actval commander of the French, advan-
ced to meet him at thehead of 45,000 men, and
nccupied the village of Fontenoy.  After various
attempts to drive the French from their position,
the Duke advanced a body of 6,000 men, with
twelve pieces of cannan, to dislodge them. The
French Cavalry charged with impetuosity, but
were sent reeling backward by a tremendousand
fatal fire from the English colurin. Masses of
infantry were moved forward against the En-
glish, but withno better success The coming
column was fearfully reduced with the repeated
charges, but still advanced on with coulness and
heroism apparently invulnerable. The ilouse-

This last briihiant achievement of the Brigade
filled Europo with their fame, and fixed it forev-
et in IHistory.

From this date, their records are (as yet) un-
cullecied ; they were present at the victory of
Loutelt, where about 2,000 of the Brigade aad
Colonel Dillon were killed, includinfi mauny other
officers. They served in Germany unti] 1762,
afierwards under Lally 1n India ; a remnant ser-
ved 1n the French West Indies durtng the war
of the revolntion in this country.

In the year 1792, when the French revolution
assumed us Republican aspect, they requested
19 be dismissed. They were, for the most part,
monarchists, and were traditionally attaghed to
the throne. They hYad shielded France from
her enenues in Asia and Europe, had defended
all her frontiers. and been entrusted with the
most important garnsons. They saw the coming
of a civil war and requested to be discharged.—
Lous XVI. parted with them with regret, and
gave their commander a banneret, with this true
and just motto :

¢ The Irish Brigade.”!
+ 1692—1792,"
¢ Faithful Always.”

And with this banneret the Insh Brigade vanish-
ed. Two years later, tho Volanteers (the civic
army of our race) wero disbanded by English
intrigue and Charlemont’s influeace. Sinco then,
fifty years and more have passed and we havg

had no miliary school we could call our own.
No wouder that, at this day, 65,000 skilled
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soldiers, artiully distnibated, ace able to hold all
[reland.  Her present poople never saw a soldier
of their own.~—Nation.
