THE DECISION Or THE ¥FIRE COM-
MITTEE.

At the meeting of the Fire Committes,
held last Friday, every voint but one was,
practically conceded to the underwriters;
in fact the latter may be said to have been
victorions all along the line with the
exception of one single stronghold. That
stronghold, unfortunately, is'a most im-
portant one, indeed it is the very “head
and front” and blot in the system which
has hitherto marred the management of

“our fire brigade, namely, aldermanic inter-

ference with the discipline of the force,
and so long as this blot remains the effect
of the other improvements will be to a
grent effect nullified. The Fire Committee
propose that the control. of the brigade
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instead of ‘being vested in the chief shall
be placed in the hands of three commis-
sioners, one to be chosen by the’ said
" committee and the other cwo by the City
-Council. Now as compared to the present
system this change is very little better
than a distinction without & difference,
and gg long as the chief has not the full
control as to choice and dismissal of his
men he cannot fairly be held responsible
for the-condition of thegforce. It is the
one man power which is absolutely essen-
tial to insure perfect esprit de corps and
withotif which everything else is but
“ vanity and vexation of spirit. We have
no objection to three commissioners as a
kind of advisatory committee to consult
with the chief upon matters. outside of
mere brigade discipline, but to say that a
commander of & force, whether military
or civil, shall not have the power to select
or dismiss the members of that force is
simply to cut the ground from under his
feet, and resembles tolling 8 man to steer a
veesel while at the samie time you tie his
bands, ILet the chief be answerable to
the commissioners just as the manager of
a company is answerable to his directors,
or a general of an army is answerable to
his country, but, beyond this, each of the
three should be supreme in his own de-

partment when, if failure ensues, he only’

will be to blame. Perfect diszipline is the
main feature of success in a fire brigade as
in an army, but that perfection will not be
found unless he who commands has the
full power.to say * Come, and he cometh,
do this, and he doeth it.”

Again, we must take very sirong excep-
tion to the proposed plan for the choice of
the - commissioners which would merely
mean an aldermanic fire committes, less
numerous, it ig true, than heretofore, but
with precisely the same objections which
have helped to bring discredit upon the
brigade -in Monireal. The only method
which would be hLe]y to work satisfac-
factorily, in our opinion would be for one
commissioner .to be chosen by the City
Council, one by the property holders, and
the third by the insurance companies,
whereby every interest would be repre-
sented. If this were done we believe the

- fire commissioners . would be extremely
useful, but we can gee little or no advan-
tage to be gained by the present proposal
of the Fire Committee.

We may here remark that from the
observations of one of our contemporaries
in disagreeing with the committes’s report
regarding commissioners, there are some
who fancy that the insurance companies
would be glad of an excuse to maintain the
present high rates of premiums, but this is
a most erroneous idea; for the companies
will be quite as glad as the public to have
the (.ity’ﬁ protection brought to such a state

much reduced ; since there is little doubt
that with high rates the companies carry
a much larger amount of liability in pro-
portion to the premiums than with low
rates, owing to the reduction in insurance
which (though it may seem paradoxieal) i is
none the less true, and- must be so a8 long
ag partial losses occur. For with two insur-
ances on property, one for $100,000 and the
other for $50,000, without the average
clause, the liability is equal up to a loss of
the lafter amount, and it is only in the
event of a total loss thet the event he-
ecomes doubled in the former case. Thus
the insurance companies are quite at one
with the public in degiring-fo gee. rates in
Mornitreal reduced to their former lave!
provided of course the protection warrants
the reduction ; and we therefore trust Col-
onel Stevenson and his’ committee will bs
wise enough to recomsider their recent
decigion, and concede the most important
point of all in the demands of the under-
writers, otherwise we fear the deadlock
will continue since the Montreal fire bri-
gade will not be placed on a satisfactory
basis.

+. PARTNERSHIDS.

To the young man on the point of
launching into business on his own account
the importance of strengthening his posi-
tion by enlisting the aid of a partner
becomes a question of paramount import-

ance. To him the arguments appear con-

clugive ‘in favor of such a course. He
argues that he will have the advantage of

.his partner's gervices; of his. cv:pltﬂ.]
-experience and connectlon, to hel;ﬂum in

the uphill struggle he is about to under-
take, but unfortunately he too often forgets

. that this involves also the partition of the
- profits, and that possibly the increaged

volume of business resulting from the
partnership may be hardly suilicient to

‘make up for the diminution of the met
returns it will involve.

The ideal partnership, (like too many of

"our ideals) is very rarely mef with in
“ordinary life, Theoretically the formation

of a partnership involves a union of the

. various partners into one composite whole,

enjoying equal authority, laboring towards
the one end, and reaping equal advantages
from their union.
the most successful perénerships are those

in which one of the partners possesses

such advantages in the way of capital or
business capacity a8 to enable him to
dominate his associates and thus concen-
trate the management of the business in
the one hands Owing to the:infirmifies
of human nature, the thorough accord, upon
which the theorstical view of a partner-
ship is based, becomes impossible under
most circnmstances and unless, as we
have pointed. out,one of the partners is

_ able to at once agsume’ a. dominant posi-

Practically, however,

tion over his associates, a clashing of
authority is gure to arige which will end in
mutusal jealousy and in ineviiable ruin.
Fow young firms can stand more than
one manager; in fact for the successful
conduct of business experience has shown

"that a mild despotism is one of the great

essentials, and that snything like divided
authority is an unfailing source of loss.
There can be only one head to a firm ; and
his authority must be freely and cheer-
fully recognised by his associates if good
results are expected to accrue. Any other
course, or any friction or bickerings as to
the policy he pursues, are certain to sow

_the seeds of future dissensions and thus

defeat the very ends for which - the
partnershlp was formed.

No doubt, in many cases, the lack of the
necessary capital drives capable men to
admit other partners to share the profits .
with them in order to secure the funds
necessary for a successful start ; bul even
in ‘this case the policy is one of doubtful
advantage. Xven if they permit him to
run the business without interference or
contradiction, their presence involves so

Jarge @ reduction in each individual gshare

of the profits that a business which would
form a comfortable, if not a prosperous,
business for one becomes 1aiserably insde-
quate when it i divided between two or
three and consequently bears wlthln itself

.the seeds of ultimate failure. The advan-

tage of the capital contributed is more
than offset by {he diminished prospects of
success, and thus the beginner in trade .
learns by bitter experience that he would
have acted more wisely had he started
alone, and that the partnership which he
counted on as a stepping—atone to fortune
wag' in reality the primary cause of his
failure.:

- If this be true when the members com-

_posing the Orm deal honesily with one

another, how much more forcible does the

argument become if one partner takes

advantage of his position to defraud his
associates. ' In another portion of this
isgue we give a brief account of the suicide
of a young Canadian farmer who entered
into partnershipii order tostart a grocery.
His pariner was to find the business
experience and to run the store. The
farmer was to find the capital by mort-
gaging his farm and implements, ~ His
partner proved a rascal who collected all
he could and left. The creditors seized .
the farm and the poor deluded farmer put
an end to himself in his despair. Thisis
one cage in point, and we could cite many
others whore -the result has been no less
tragic although the closing scene has not
been a snicide. There are many business
men here wha owe their success to their
good fortune in selecting their partners;
but there are also many who date’ their
ruin to the same cauge, and therefore we
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_cannot yield a hlind acquiescence to that
tendency to forin these associations which
seems to exist among many young busi-
ness men and which probably takes its
rise from their self-distrust and desire to
forlify themselves by the experience of
others, Ifa man ecannot succeed alone he
will be only a drag upon his partners, and
thereforoe hig proposed associate would act
more wisely in starting alone than by
onlering into a partnership where the
apparent immediate advantages will be
more than counterbalanced by a dimin-
ighed share of the profits and a divided
authority. If he has noil suflicient con-
fidence in his owil induslry or capacity to
act withont a partner, it would be better
for him to remain a clerk; for otherwise
he will simply swell the list of insolvent
and incompetent traders whose presence
“has of Iate been so severely felt.

The summer may now be said to be
fairly selin, and as o consequence washiog
dresses are now out in [ull force upon the
streets.
obsorver is the absolute lack of any ruling
style or even of any particular color.
Nover has thete been a season when such
scope for individualily was permissable as
the present. There is really no leading
color visible, and the revival of pink,
which was indicated earlier in the season,
has not malerialized. What feeling there
i8 is evidenlly in the direction of blue, and
the hest class of trade appear o run to
combinalions of navy blue with blue and
while in fine lines,

1L is evident that the demand for cotton
dresses will not be 8o lurge this season as
usual, in spite of their increased beauty,
Featherwoight woollens and cashmeres
are cutting into the demand more year by
yoar, 80 that where we see one colton on
the streets we seo two woollens.  Buyera
now returning from liurope’ tell us that a
big demand for cashmeores is springing up,
ovon in districts whore this class of goods
has been neglected hitherto, and we know
that all the hest makers are shorl of stock
and will not gunrantee repeat orders until
the fall.  Afl this will militate ngainst
cotton dresses, and yet we eaunoi but re-
grot that it is so, for now-a-days the manu-
facture of cotlon dress goods has reachel
such perfection that they closely resemble
silk and are often made up with the more
oxpensive fubric,

Instyles we rogret {o say that there is a
growing tendency to lengthen the skirts,
Wo now see many dresses made to touch
the gronnd and before long, unless n re-
vulsion of feoling sels in, we shall see ladios
again sweeping the streets.  Thore is also
a growing tendency towards very full
sleeves (o the elbow and  then tight to the

wrist. More of this style of sleeve are
vigible everyday on the street,and yetis a
particularly unbecoming oue and suits
very few figures. We note, oo, an increas-
ing desire to accentuate the shoulders;
either by a veritable pufling or by heavy
bead ep-mlets, involving a corresponding
increase in the height of collars,
Fortunately no particular style can he
gaid to rule. Anything that suils the
wearer and is tasteful and artistic is con-
sidered in style. No one is obliged to
follow any hard and fast rule either as to
drapery or bodice, and consequently the
dressmaker has only to study what is most
appropriate to the figure or face of the in-
tended wearer. Tor slight figures the'full
bodice with a deep round belt is fashion-

“able, but the peaked bodice is equally

stylish, TFor stout ladies, finely plaited
fronis, crossed at the waist, are preferred,
and many summer dresses are made with
hodices opening into a point over a narrow
peaked chemisette of plaited white crape
or cambric,

Among ultra-fashionables the Directoire
modes are being adopted. A Tarisian
sample gown of this style had a skirt of
shot green and red silk with a full
gathered flounce and a full horizon-
lally gathered waistcoat to the throat.
Over this was a light string-colored
woollen malerial bordered with gold gal-
loon, made skirt and a bodice in one,
the bodice crossing diagonally, with but
one revers. A sash of short ribbon coming
from beneath the armpits, crossed the
bodice apparently twice, and fell in & long
looped bow on the skirt. The sleeves
were wrinkled on the arm, and maiched
the petiicoat; over them was a short elbow
sleeve of wool, forming a point on the out-
side of the elbow. With this gown came a
flaring crowned bonnet of black crinoline
with a Jarge green satin bow on the out-
side, and beneath the brim three large
green ostrich feathers tipped with white.
In thig bonnet the strings came from the
centre of the crown, and were not attached
at all at the sides. The whole costume
was very elegant and striking but some-
what too theatrical. It was felt that it
would require & very pretty woman to
carry it off, and that it was too outré tor

CANADIAN MINERALS,

It bhas heen frequently a complaint and
al times & well founded one, among Cana-
dian mining engineers and proprietors of
mineral lands, that the mineral resources
of the Dominion do not attract that share
of attention from investors io which their
In min-
ing, as in many other lines, distance lends
enchantment to the view, and the man
who will invest freely in mining rights in

Novada or Idaho buttong up his pockets

1mmed1ately when s mine in Quebec or
Ontario is suggested to him.

There seems but little reason why this
should be so. Outside of the precious
minerals (which certainly have not, as yet,
proved remunerative in this province) we:
have many economic ores which should
attract the attention of capitalists...Take
for instance graphite, or “ black lead ” ag it’
is commouly called. This is a miuveral
that occurs freelygand of excellent quality
in this couniry, and yet has been compara-
tively little worked here owing to the
preference displayed by crucible manu-
facturers for Cingalese graphite. Now,
however, a ray of light is visible for Cana-
dian graphite, since a scientific and prac-
tical plumber has discovered that, for all
purposes of his trade, graphite ground in
6il is far superior to the familiar red lead.
The graphite forms an equally tight joint,
and has this inestimable advantage—that
it never becomes hard or solidifies as red
lead dees. A joint closed with graphite
yields readily to the nippers after years of
wear, while any practical man knows that
after red lead has once set, the joint can -
hardly be broken without mgury to the
pipe. :

Another Cavadian mineral that has
hitherto escaped attention is now destined:
to make its mark in the commerecial world
and that is the hydrous oxide of iron which
is found in such abundauce in Quebec and
which is destined (when properly ground-
aund prepared) to take the place of red lead
a8 a preservative of both cast and wrought
iron. The superior cheapness and cover-
g capacity of iron'oxide paint; the fact
that it can endure  great exirémes of
temperature without material alteration ;
and its retention of color and preservative
qualities under adverse circumstances,

render it a most formidable competitor to

lead paints when the iron structures to
which™ it is to be applied are subjected
either to great inclemency of weather or
to constant vibration. We are of course
well aware that much of the value of any
pigment depends upon the quality of the
linseed oil employed, and the thorough-
ness of the grinding and mixing ; but, all
these being equal, it certainly looks as if
Canada contained within her own borders
a mineral calculated by.its nature -to be
the most appropriate as a pigment for iron
structures. subjected 10 the exiremes of
heat and cold inseparable from our geo-.
graphical position,

‘These are but two of our many minerals,
Iron in every form ; copper both native
and in a large range of sulphides and
oxides ; manganese, antimony and other
economic minerals are present in. this
country and only need the.aid of capital
and gkilled workihg to e remunerative.
At present neither are forthcoming ; but
the time is pot yery far distant when morq
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attention will be directed to the weslth
which now lies disseminated throughout
our rock formations and when skillfully
. directed mining operations will add largely-
to ‘the natural wealth of the country. At
present most of our few mines. are carried
on in what may be termed a feeble and
desultory toapner, but so soon as the
attention of capitalists can be diverted
from the surer,- though less profitable,
methods of commerce, we shall witness a
yovival of mining throughout the country
that - cannot fail to affect the course of
general commerce favorably.

CUTTING PRICES.

Every business man, whether wholesale or
retail, is aware that at the present moment,
and for some time past, an inordinate amount
of cufting prices has been indulged in. The
soverity of competition has been so aggravated
by the caution digplayed by purchasers and the
universal desire upon the part of really solid
firms to curtail the volume of their operations,
that every inducement is offered by commer-
cial travellers to socure business, even for
responsible houses. In the case of weak
houses the situation is still wmore strained.
With them it is _absolutcly necessary to sell
goods, no matter at what sacrifice, in order io
raise money to satisfy immediate needs and s
a consequence we have to chronicle not only
the cutting of the actual price, but the
illegitimate incrense of trade discounts and
the unnatural extension of credit in order o
induce customers ‘to purchase {from their
travellers.

Probably one of the most striking examples
of the results following such n policy is given
_in the failure of-the Guelph Carriage Top
Company, announced in our summary col-
umns last weel. This firm, it appears (from
facts adduced at the mesting of creditors) has
for some time past been sciling its goods
absolutely below cost. Probably this arose
at first simply from miscalculation of the per-
centage necessary to render their sales remu-
nerative ;- but it is evident that, when the firm
found themselves heavily behind, their necessi-
ties compelled them to cut prices in order to
make sales ab all hazards. At the last trip of
their traveller to Montreal wé are assured by a
creditor that not only was the initial price
named less than the actual cost of the goods
but that hewas offering a very heavy discount
in addition in ordcr to mduce customers to
purchase, .

When the firm commenced business some
three years ago they were believed to pOsgess

- & cash capital of about $4,000 and their credit
with their bankers was really high. = Still
wlicn the’ stutcment of assets and liabilitics
was placed: before the credxt,ors last week we
find the direct liabilitics plnced at $45,000;
the indirect at a similar sum, and, to conator-,
balance this gross debt, only some $22,000
worth of ussets. In of.her words, in about two‘

yoars the firm has lost $27,000, priucipally it
is believed through the practice of cutting
prices and thus selling their goods at below
CO8t, Nntt\xmlly under these circumstances
the creditors declined to listen to any sugges-
tion of compromise, although an offer of 30
in the dollar was made and it is certain that
the estate will not more than realize that
percentage if wound up. " They felt that this
was a case in which leniency was misplaced,
and determined to close the concern’ up at
once. This is only one of mauy cases we
could give where similar practices prevail, but
where the result is not visible in so unmis-
takeable a manner. Too many merchants

believe that the additional quantity of goods:

they may turn oyer by instricting their
travellers to cut prices will make up for the
wholesale diminution of the profit upon their
sales and only find out their mistake when
their losses compel them to persist in this
policy from n«cessity, The evil that such a
course enfails upon their competitors in
trnde it is hardly necessary to poinbt out.
They are bound to “meet the cut” or lose
their customers, aud thus the cut-throat tactics
of one firm may affect the entire current of
prices. Like a stono flung into a pool this
interference with the legitimate course of
trade- will make its influence felt in ever
widening circles until the remotest shop-
keeper suffers from its effects. The sellers
become reckless ; the buyers suspicious ; and
a general feeling of unrest and wosecurity is
engendered that is certain to affect trade
injuriously,

THE EASTERN TOWNSHIPS BANK.

The réporl: read at the annual general meet-
ing of the sharcholders of the Eastern Town-
ships Bank, if not dealing with such large
figures as its more powerful competitors in
this prov'n,nce, still shows a steady improve-
ment in the bank's position.  The bank has
paid a dividend of 7 per cent.to the thare.
hiolders, and after paying $8,220 for six years
arrears of the Provimcial tax, is able to add
$25,000 to its Rest, and thus bring its reserve
fund up to the handsome figure of $450,000.
Considering the low figures at which money
has ruled during the past year, 80 good a
showing as this would seem 1o prove that the
trade of the territory covered by the bank’s
operations has been fairly active in spite of
the complaint of dull times, and that full ad.
vantage has been taken of every opportunity
by the management. ‘The volume of current
lonns has grown to nearly four millions of

.dollars, and it says much for the character of

the business done that, out of this, only
530,000 is overdue and unsectred.

THE QUDBEC BANK

‘The soventicth annuul report of the Quobeo
Bank seems to point to'a fmrly prosperous
year‘s bnsiness. A dxvxdend of 7 per cont,
has been declnred thc sum of $100,000 has

,been added to the llest, and.the bauk s able

to start the new year with $54,000 ab the
credit of profit and loss. Most of this is
doubtless due to the improved condition of
the timber trade. The favorable turn in the
British markets last full enabled many of the
bank’s customers to disposo of their stocks to
advantage, and with o fairly uctive demand
from American contumers they: should-con-
tinue to do well. The earnings for the past
year amount to nearly nine per cent. upon the
capital; the over-due notes unsecured. are
only $46,000 out of a total of nearly seven
millions of discounts; and the deposits are
$221,000 larger thau those of last year. "The
report, taken all round, is a good one, and the
vote of thanks to the management is evidently
well merited.

Drserosro NoTes.—~A Challenger double
block shingle machine has been introduced’
into the shingle department of the cednr mill.
It s snid to work like a charm.—The early *
closing by-law has been passed by the council
and in future shops will be closed at 7 o'clock
every Wednesday, Thursday and Friday even-
ing. Penaltiesare prescribed for all offenders.
—With the extengion of the Napanee, Tam-
worth and Quebec Railway to Tweed there is
nothing to prevent Deseronto becoming-the
port of the back couutry and the busicst town
in the bay district.—The Bay of Quinte Rail-
way has been putting a large number of new
ties and otherwise putting the track into good
ghape for the coming season.—Over a hundred
men are now employed in the Deseronto car
works.—Notwithstanding the extremely dry
weather the farmers veport tho crops are
making fair progress, - - Rain, however, is
badly needed.—And still the' cry goes up for
more houses in Descronto.  One hundred new
coltages are wanted immedintely, and twenty
good shops by the first day of July. Should
not gome steps be taken to get outside capi-
talisis to invest some of their money in house
property here?—The next question that our
city fathers will have to face is that of water-
works. It is now found impossible to get
even moderately pure drinking water in town,
and malaria, fevers and other disenses must
prevail under the present condition - of
things. - Every person acknowledges that a
good water supply is a necessily. How
can it be secured ? The counul might spend

. a small sum to advanlage by gellivg an

estimate of the cost of a good system of
waterworks, suitable for a town of this size.—
The frame of the new wing of the Térra Cotta
Works has been rmised—The' official state:
mont show that the population of Deseronto
is over 3,100, while within the limits of the
proposed town there are now over 3,200 souls.
This indicates the wonderful growtl of our
village. Few places in Canada have' mado
such rapid strides in advance s Deseronto.
‘This ie due, in a lnrgc. measure, Lo the enter-
prise of the manager apd other members of
the Rathbun Company, whose business neces-
sitates yearly the employment of ah: evers
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increnging number of skilled mechanics and
workmen., Doseronto is most {avorably lo-
cated for business. ‘With excellent shipping
facilitics, cnsy uccess by steam and rail with
the timber limits and mineral regions of the
back country, its advantages for business ave
very manifest, It would not be saying too
much 1o stale that Deseronto, which, with a
population of 3,500 becomes n lown next
January, will before many years be placed on
the list of citics in this province. T'he future
of the place rests with our people.—~The north
wall of the Terrn Cotta Works main building
will Do removed and nil built in with fire
proof materinl manufactured at the works.—
IHeavy shipments of charcoal continue to be
made from the chemical works which find
themselves pushed to the utmost capacity to
fill orders.—Kingston people ar¢ asking
Hungerford to grant o bonus to the Nupunce
Tamworth & Quebec Railwny provided the
line is oxlended to Kingston. The business
men of Kingston will evidently make o great
effort To sharo tho business of the back town-
ships of lastings.—The big mill was never
kunown to do better work thun during the
present scason. It claims io DLe the most
literary of the manufucturing establishments
in town, as it runs two prinling machines,
No cedar mill stencil plates allowed thero.—

The next paagraphr
reads a8 follows: No, 1 hard white Fyfe
wheat ghall bo sound and well clenned,
woighing not less than sixty 10s to the bushel,

“and shull bo composed of not loss than Bixty

por cent. of hurd white Fyfe wheat grown in
Manitobn or the Northwost Territorics of
Caunds, and shall not contain more tham
twenty-five per cent. of soft wheat., It also
provides that No. 1 Manitaba Northern wheat
shall be sound and well cleaned, weighing
not loss than sixty 1bs. to the bushel, and
shail Lo composed of at least fifty per cent. of
hard red FPyfo wheat, grown in Muanitoba o

the Northwest Territories of Canada.  No, 2
Manitobn Northern wheat shall be sound and
rensonnbly clean, of good milling qualitics
and fit for \varellousing, weighing not less
than fifty-eight Ibs. to the bushel, and shall
b composed of at least fifty per cent. of hard
red Fyfe whent, grown in Manitoba or the
Northwest Territories of Oanada.  After
speaking of the grading of winter wheal,
Indian corn, onts and barley, the following is
added: All barley grown in Manitoba or the
Northwestern territory of Canada shall be
graded a8 above, but shall be distinetly
classified by inspectors as ¢ Manitoba * barley.
In the provisions as to all grain the following
is added: - No wheat or other grain that has
been subjiét t¢ seotiring , or treatment by the
use of lime or sulphur shall be graded higher
than Ne, 3. Smmples furnished to inspectors
shall be made to conlorm ns strictly as
possible to the conditions and terms specified
in the foregoing classification, The ahove
modifications shull not comoe into force until
September 1, 1888,

Wirmn the last six weeks the grades of
flour commonly used by bakers have advan-
ced from 50 to 6O cents per barrel, owing {o
the ndvance in Manitoba wheat. As the bar-
rel may be held to make 44 six pound loaves,
this is equivalent to an incrense in cost of 1}
cents per lonf; aud since bakers ravely deal in
fra:tions, an advance of 2 cents per loaf is not
cousidered excessive by the trade. At present
the ¢nst of Manifoba hard wheat is relatively
higher than that of flour in this market, a
fact due to the short crop reports from the
United States inducing Manitoba millers to
believe that they held the key of the situation,
Now, however, there is a gleam of hope in the
fact that, ot presont prices, American flour
can be imported profitably into this city
(even after paying the daty of 50.cents per
barrel) owing to the lower prices for flour
ruling in Minnesota. Already several carloads
are on their way to Montres! and more are ox-
pected ta follow. Asaresull, the North-western
millérs, who Inst week would not hear of bids,
are now beginning to offer theiv flour freely
once mare. 'I'hint s rerction will set in secms
certain, but that the whole of tho "advance
will bo lost is not probable. Possibly n de-
cline to the extont of half the gain is about
the mark.

Tug following is the text of the nct for the
suppression of combines introduced by Mr.
Clarke Wallace :— '

1. Bvery person who combines, agrecs or
arranges with any other person, or with any
milway, steamship or steambont or tiansport-
ation company, for granting to any person,
who 18 a party to such combination, agree-
ment or arrangement, any fucility for the
purchase, sule, transportation or supply of
auy article or commodity which is su object
of trade, which facility. is by such combination,
agreement or arangement not to be granted
to any party who is not a party theroto ; (B)

for donying to any porson who is not a party:

fo such combination, agreement or arrange-
ment, any facility for any such purchase, sale,
transportation or supply, which by the pro-
visions thereof is to e granted 'to any person

“who is a party thereto ; (C) for unreasonably

cnhancing the market price of an.article or
commodity which i8 an object of trade; (D)
for wnduly restraining traffic in any such

firticle or commodity ; (E) for limiting, lessen-

ing or preventing the production, manufacture,
gale or transportation of any such article or
commodity ; (') for preventing or restricting
competition in the production, manufacture,
eale or’ transportation of any such article or
commodity—is guilty of a misdemeanor and
liable, on conviction, to a penalty not exceed-
ing $1,000 and not less than $200 or to
imprisonment for any term- not exceeding
twelve months and not less than three
mouths, or to both.

2. Bvery incorporated company which
enters into any such combination, agreement
or arrangement as is in the next proceeding
scction mentioned, and has been convicted of
a misdeameanor under the provisions thereof,
shall thereby forfeit its corporate rights and
franchises so far as the same have been con.
ferred or exist in-virtuo of any law of Canada.

. 8. Nothing in this act contained shall be
consirued to modify or affect in any manner
chapter 131 of the revised statutes respecting
trades unions. - :

Tue case of Edward Fiske vs. A G. Elliott,
the insolvent oil merchant of this city, was
concluded on the 13th before Judge Davidson,
who rendered judgment on the spot, This
was an action fo recover $1,101.66, amount of
one of the three promissory notes given by
defendant to plaintiff.

give; but that plaintiff, his brother-in-law,
would not consent to the composition with-
out first receiving the above-mentioned notes,
~—which was ;in fraud to the other creditors
and could not be collected, there being no
consideration  The Court maintained this
plea and dismissed the action. :

Tur quarrel between Mr. James Baxter,
broker of this city, and Messrs, Frank Bond
and J. Michaud, also brokers, has culminated
in legal proceedings. Mr. Baxter has laid an
indictment for Iarcony, claiming that on the
16th of April they sold for him $2,937 worth
of “property held on margin in New York.
They reported in writing that he would get
the money noxt morning, but he was told
afterwards that ihe money had beon used and
that they were unable to pay it. In addition
he claims that they got him to cash $7,200 -,
in drafts on Toronto, some of which were
protested for non-ncceptance. * On the other
hand Mr. Boud’s legal advisers state that Mr.
Baxter some time ago entored into a marginal
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transaction through. the office of Messrs.
Frank Bond & Co., and failing to put up the
marging, was closed out Some time after-
wards' the price of the article upon which he

" was speculating went up, and then he insisted

_upon obtaining the profits to which he would
have been cntitled had he pid up his mar-
gins and Jeept the trnnsnctxon good. This
was nutumlly refused. The whole point now
seems to hinge upon a question of veracity.

Tix Postmaster-General has been asked to
reduce the postal rate from threo to two cents
but has declined ; first, because Lho change
would impair the postal revenue scnou}sly
rad, secondly, because while there is a two-
cent rate jn the Umtcd States, wo have.a
lower rate than the Americans have for « drop
letters” in citics. Caundn uses nearly fiffy-
eight millions of three.cent ' stamps per
annum, On June 30, 188G, there were
8,224,900 of such stamps distributed through-
out the country. Betwcen that date and the
snme day in 1887 57,447,000 new stamps wero
issued. This gave 65,672,000 a8 in the hands
of vendors for snle, On the 30th June, 1887,
8,132,100 three cent stamps were reported ns
still in stock. Deducting the Inst set of
figures from that which precedes, it is found

that during the year 57,539,900 three cent -

stamps were actually sold and used. If .the
two cent rate had been adopted the amount
by which the.revenue would haye suffered
would have been $575,399.

Tue Rean Esrate Recorp gives a very val-
uable review of the transactions in this line
line for the month just past.

Tus principal feature of the tea trade the
last few years has been the’steady displace-
ment of China tea by the produce of India
and Ceylon. The amount of China tea con-
sumed last year wae very litlle. in excess of
the quantity used in 1864, whilo the con-
sumption of Indian, Ceylon and Java teas in-
creased in the same thne from an average per
month of legs than a quarter of o million 1bs
in 1864 to over 7} million Ibs. in 1887, and
whereas twenty-three years previously 97 por
cent. of all the ten we drank was Chinese
last year it was only 48} per cent. of the total
used; in other  words, the world now uses
more Indian and Ceylon produce than Chincse
tea. . Comparing 1887 with five years pre-
viously, the .consumption of China tea do-

creased 24} per cent, whereas that of Indian

and Geylon- increased 81{- per cent,

A DEPUTATION of wlndow ghade manuf actur—

ers hns wmted upon tho Minister of Ouswms .
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to ask that shade muslin used in the manu-
facture of oiled shades be admitted free of
duty until such time as the Canadian mills
can manufacture an arlicle suitable for the
business.  The ground upon which they
urged this was Lthat manufacturers in Canadn
do not make an article sufficiently free from
blemish to enable them to make first-cluss
shades.  The deputation also asked for a re-
duction of the duty now imposed upon
spring rollers, upon which the shades are
bung. Mr. Bowell .informed them that the
Government had no power to reduce {o re-
duco the duty and the question of admitting
the shade musling free would be brought be-
fore tho Trensury Board.

They are prepared to meet sellers at
that price and might be prevailed upon to
add” an additional small fraction, but at 6
cents they refuse to buy.

Tug Grand Trunk special meeting has con-
firmed the act respecling the fusion of the
Northern and Grand Trunk railways. After
somo slight objection, a resolution was also
adopted, with four dissentients, approving a
traflic contract with the Toledo, Snginaw and
Muskegon Railway. Sir Henry Tyler an-
nounced that the Company had applied to the
Canadian QGovernment for ald to works in
hand and the Government had promised 16
per cent, up to £75,000 towards the cost of
tho 8t. Cluir tunnel. The Company hoped
to get aid for other works. The chairman
also explained that the decrensed traffic had
not been eaused Ly combinations the com-
pany had made, but by strikes, the terrible
winter and the bad harvest.

Tur Republican majority in the United
States Senate are still evidently bent upon the
rojection of the Fishery treaty. T'ho speeches
of such partizans as Frye and Hale are prin-
cipally devoted to vigorous attacks upon Can-
adas and Canadian enterprises. The time-
worn stalking horse of the Monroe doctrine
has been again invoked, and under its cover
efforts have been made to prove that the ex-
tonsion of Canadian railways are so many in-
dications of the spirit of British aggression.
T'hat such ridiculous asgertions, as well as
that concerning the Wolland Canal, should be

. made in the presence of a highly “educated

body like the United States Senate is anothor

proof of the lengths to which partizan spirit
will lead an otherwise well-balanced politi-
cian.

Tue usual complaints arc made that the
fishery cruigera are not protecting the shore
figheries on the Nova Scotia and Caps Breton
coast. Reports arc continually being made
that Americau fishermen are poaching within
the limits, and if 8o, they should be followed
and either warned off or geized. Laxity in
enforcing the law should not be allowed,
and the Department should show "heir usual

ism on the part of American fishermen is also
reported from Canso, where some poac_hers'
deliberately destroyed the nets of some fisher-
men and set their own nets. Such charges
should be investigated and promptly followed
up.

Tug new fishery cruiser launched at Shel-
burne has been named C. H. Tupper. She
will be commanded by Captain Quigley.
Captain  Gordon, of the flagship Acadin,
expresses the opinion that most of the
depredations Ly Yankee occun highwaymen
were commitled outside the limits, where the
cruisers have no authority, and the only re-
course is for the agprieved Nova Scotia fisher-
men to take proceedings against the guilty
purtics in the courts. If they do that, he
guarantees service and execution of all papers.
He says the Government are doing their best
to protect the fisheries, but it is impossible to
have a cruiser at every point along Canada's
enormous sea coust line.

M. Justick Tascuereav hos dismissed the
petition of Mr.J. A. Henry, asking for a re-
straining ovder to prevent the Canada Ship-
ping Company’s agent from collecting any
proportion of freight on arrival at Liverpool
of twenty-three head of cattle ehipped by the
plaintifl pending the decision of the court on
the merits of the canse agusinst. the company.
His Honor held that the plaintifi had entered
freely into a contract, by the terms of which
he must abide; that the contract was binding
on buth partivs, and that thers was nothing to
show Mr Henry's interest, the bill of lading
not being produced, and possibly being now
in the possession of a third party.

Tuz latest English trade papers received do
not bear out previous ‘crop reports from that
conntry.. They say tho condition of the crops
ig critical. Al vegetation is backward to an
almost unprecedented extent and everything
dependont upon June weather.  ‘Throughout
Europe wheat is backward, though healthy,
and corn has suffered severoly from the
weather, The chances are thought to be
very much ‘against an average wheat crop,
while rye is seriously damaged.

The snm of $25,000 has been carried to the
credit of the reserve fund, thus raising that
fund to $450,000, and leaving to be cavried
forward to the credit of profit and loss
$4,128.84. The value of money has con-
tinued to rule low during the year, but on the
other hand the circulation of the bank and
the deposits have been larger than for some
years past. These afford satisfactory evidence
that despite the cry occasionally heard, of
dull times, business in the Bastern Townships
has been fairly nctive, and the savings of the
communily have increased. The business of
the new branch at Huntingdon, opened in
June of last year, under the management of
an able and experienced manager, is growing
in volumo, and affords satisfactory proof that,
in accelling to the wishes of the Wusiness
men of that thriving district of the Bastern
Townships, that a branch should be. opened
in their midst, the directors were not mis-
taken, The bank has suffered a heavy loss
recently in the untimely death of the late Mr.
John Thornton of Coaticook. He was a man
universally esteemed, of unblemished char-
acter. and of great business ability. The
banlk lost in him an able director, the direct-
ors logt a valued friend and a goninl colleague.
It was within tho powers of the directors to
appoint some qualified sharcholder tempor-
arily in his place, but as the time for the
annual meeting was not very distant, they
preferred leaving the appointment open until
the proprictors could themsclves make a
selection in the usual way.. In conclusion,
the directors desire to record their sense of
the zeal and good conduct of the whole staff
of tho Bunk.
