of its fluuks.

Tue venerable Dr. Sheltorn, Rector of
Si. Paul's Chureh, BLullalo, bow in his
83rd year, and Rector of the Parish for
4l years, has resigned. He has been
made honorary Rector, with the use of
the Ilestory for life. Dr. Shelton is the
ollest living graduate of the General
Theological Semnnary, Now York, having
gradusied there in 1823,

Tur work of establishing a University
at Toursk, in Siberis, ia in progress,
The llussion Govermaent has furnished
454,000 roubles for the buildings, 100,
00y for sccuring a teaching staff, and
31,000 as a nucleus of a fund for salaries ;
which is not ‘regarded 83 a very extiava-
gant amount for such nn enterprise. A
library, which already has 335,000 vol-
umes, will be provided for it. Siberia is
a promising kchl for scientific research,
especially in geclogy, but the severity ot
its climate is unfuvorable to the develop-
went of & high order of intellect.

A Conresrospext of a London con-
femporary at Romeo, states that he hears
that “certain mnon-Italian persons have
offered to place at the disposition o! the
Dontifl every year such sums as may be
needud for effecting his purpose.” Theso
henefactors do not place conditiona upon
the acceptance of their donations but ask
that there may be cntire secrecy with
regard o the personality of those who
make the contributions. The same cor-
respondont says the accounts of the
Peter’s Porco collections for 1880, show
a lamentable falling off. lle also states
that the heaith of the Pope is so feeble
that he does not expect to live much
louger, and that those around him are of
the same opinion.

Tug Parish Church of St. Afichael’s,
Hiyhgnte, having underzone improve-
meat and entargement, was reopenid on
Saturday afterncon, when the now por
tions of the building wete cousocrated by
the Bishop of Loudon, iu the presence of
a large songregation. A cliancel, design-
ed by Mr. Street, R, A, with vestries
uiclerneath, has been formed by the
addition of a bay to the church aud by
laking down the casternmost bay of the
gullerics on ench eide, at a cost of about
£3,000, towards which £2,280 have been
been reccived or promised. Tho esti-
mated cost of the whele woik, jneluling
the reseating, warming, and ventilation
of the churcr, which wero completed
about fiftean months ago, is £4 900, of
which about £760 have still to be raised,
Bishop Jackson founded his discourse
upon 1 Cor. jii. 16, 17. 1lle dwelt upon
the responsibility of each individunl
member of the Church of Gop; and
said that sowe of the clergy themsclves
were pot free from the charge of placing
stlumbling-hlocka in the way of the peo-
pleJeading irregular lives, by thedisplay
of tenper, hy carelesenssa in the conduct of
divine worship, and by the unaethorized
alteration of the ritual of the Church.

ITALIAN CONVERTS FROM ROME.

We copy the following from our name-
sake of New York, which will afferd our
readers some iden of tho splendid work
being dopo among the Italirus of that
city ¢

“The Ttalian Mission of the Protestant
Episcopal Chuich held impressive Ser-
vices at Grace Chapel, in East Four-
teenth Strcet, on Sundsy afternoon, the
Church being well filled,  Nearly all
those present wore Italians.  The entiro
Service was in Italian, After prayer and
the sermon, Dr. Davenport, {he Sccretary
of tho Italinn Committee, addressed the
visitors and friends of the congregation
‘The Ifalian Mission of tha Protestant
Episcopal ¢Charch,’ he said, ‘is vno of the
most silent works of love and charily
which have sprung up in our midst more
by a Providential act of Gon than by the
work of men; and, indeed, if we cxamine
how little it is known, and how poorly
it issupported, we shall have good rea-
sons to acknowledge the mysterions ways
of the Lord, who operates wonderful
things out of a small begiuning, and
grows up a iree out of a little mustard
seed. - The Blission bagan omly seven
years ago, begging fur its existence
through hardahips and sacrificea.

"It was a concern on wheels, - socking,
wherever it conld find one, a corner to

preach the Gospel to its pesple, tijl at
last the Rector of Graca Church welcom-
ed it in Grace Chapel, whare, it is hoped
it will romain untila Church with the
necessary apperdages for the education
and spiritual training of its mem-
bers can be built by the - rich and
powerfal brothren of the  Episcopal
Church.” About six hundred Italian
communicants now adhere to the faith
of the Episcopal Church - through the

ministrations of this mission, and more

than 300 of them have been confirmed
by the Bishop of New York.

A flourishing  Sunday-school  hns
beon - built under {ts supervision, com-
posed mostly of these little Italian chil-
dren with whom, unfortunately, we are
too familiar at tho cornoers of Lho stroels
and at tho market places, trying le make
a peuny for the sustenance of their non
English-speaking parents. Tho Mission
was mnot establishod to perpetuate the
halits, tho language, and the education
of those Italians who come to those
shores to give a hand in buildiug Uncle
Sam's grand fubric; but on the contrary,
it was originated, and it is maintained
for the purpose of educating thestrangers
to our systems, aspirations, and free in-
stitutions, aml chicfty 1o keep kindled n
the hearts of these refigoes that spark of
religion which too often becomes ablitor-
ated while crossing the Atlantic. Tho
new nombors admitled te the Church
during the past year amonnt to nearly
one hundred. At tho close of tho re-
marks, and tho singing of a Ilymu, ths
Rile of Confirmation was administored to
28 intolligent, clean and well-drossed
Italians by Bishop Votter.

INDIA.

Tae Diccese o Travaxconre—II, -

In tho recessos of the high mointain
range called the Ghauts, dwell tho [ill
Arrians, one of ths primitive tribes thut
inhabited India befors the Hindus enter-
od the country 3000 years ugo. In 1848
somo of these hill-men mot the Rev.
lonry Baker, (son of oneo of the firsl
Missionaries to Travancore) ou oue of his
missionary tours. They atayed the night
in his tont, and gave him no rest till he
had pramised to visit their village. On
their retarn home they sont repeated de
putations to hasten his movements.  Mr.
Baker accordingly sturted off, travelled
forty miles into the jungle, and, at a vil-
lage . appointed, met a large number of
the Arviang, who gnthored {ugether ot
pightfall from all puis as the call was
passed along the hill-sides by signalmen,
“He is here! come, all I” A giuantic
bonfire was ris-d, and by iw light the
meeting was held. Mr. Baker told them
how in Ingland the people ones lived in
much’ the same ignerance and supersti-
tion as they now did, how a book had
come-from Gop with His messages, how
belief in it kal made England great, aud
how the sawe baak, with its meswges of
marey, was for them also. They askad
to see it. He produced the Malayalam
Testament, and read parts of tha 8rd of
St. John and the lst of Romans, *Long
after midnight,” wrote Mr. Bakor, “the
hoad man of the village said, ‘We lave
talked cnongh ; whers are the tenchers
1sid, ‘I will send them, but we mus:
first ask Gop's bleasing : He must help
or we cant do nothing.” All kneit down
by the light of the blazing pilea while 1
asked thnt the Lord would holp us, and
give the people a teachable spirit; thenl
made them repeat the Lord’s Prayer, son-
tence by sentence,”

So began the Arrian Mission. But the
difficulty of carrying it on proved very
great. The Arrian huts are in trecs, out
of the reach of the wild elephants, and
when, in 1851, he built a village at a
contral spot, eslled Mundakayam, it had
to be carefully fortified agsinst their at-
tacks, having the steep bank of a river on
one side, and high “earth-works” on the
other, The jurgla-fever makes the up-
land valleys very unhealtby ; and several
good Native Evangelists froin the low
country fell victims to it. Raker himse'f
suffered soverely. Still he parsevered:
For ten veara he lzboured e :ergetically,
and in 1859, when hin arel father and
the Bishop of Madras vis.tsd Mundaka-
yam; there were 793 Arrisns under

——

Christian teaching, 450 ot whont lhiad
buen baptizad, and 173 of whom wero
confivmed ot this oceasion. Sinco then
the numnhers kavo doubled,

Tho following interesting letter from
the aged missionmy gives us an account
of his visit 1o the scena of his son's la-
bours :—

“Though T had heard from wmmy of
Mundukayam, the idea I had formed was
altogether unlike the reality. I had
heard of a place atrongly faititicd Lo keep
out elephants, and I looked for piles of
stonw aiul high oarthen banks on onesido
aud the steep banks of tho river on the
other.  But theugh these wero not want-
ing tho place 1 saw was a village laid
oul in lanes aud coltagos, with cnelosed
gardous, and the fruil trees of the coun-
ury coming on; Lhe Mission componnid
too with a hiea little house in 4he contro
and gross slopes down tothe edgo of the
viver, with outhouses and a nice tent
pitehed for the accommodution of rome
of our party ; vne sitting room and two
bod roows, with a fow oclosels, buing all
the #paco in the house, New Yoar's Day
came. At (he appointed hour sll were
nssombled at the Church, which etood on
a hill near by, bohind the house, Thare
wers in all sevenly-eight childron auvd
adultsto bo baptized. 1 baplized Henvy's
zon, and soven other infanta of Christian
parents ;. Henry himself  baptized tho
rost.  In the afiernaon there was a feast
for all connected with the Mission,
Ewh family contributed fowls, bunches
of plantains, rice, &c., 80 that was a grest
abuwdance. A poor convert, when on
his death bed, & fow days before, desired
hisson to lake greal care of twe fine
nranches of plantains, of n peculiar
Fiud, to take them to the yeung sahib
for his baptism. ALl lefi delighted for
i humes, The wext lay vis Tues.
day, Iarly in tho morning Ms. Collina
and I accompanied Ienry te the village
Argapian, two milos olf, the road lying
through tho furest, wilth many nohle
treos stomding.  Aveived at the villuse,
wo entered tha shed, which ia used, as in
many pars of Travancore, as a schoo)-
room during the week, and as a church
on the Sunday, Ou the oneside wehad
Amerudhn Merde, one of the Ghauta,
apparently within an hour's walk, bug
toally miles away. A considerable por-
tion of the Church service was read, and
Henry proachod {o them quite in their
own style of speaking. Thuir attention
war great, ard, fiom their conduet, I
think n great impression was made on
their minds. Boon after we relurned to
Mundakayam. Henry read the prayers,
and 1 proached ; but feared I might not
bo understoad, though all was atiention.
I was too tirod te go to thaslave school.
In the evening there wers prayors
again in the bungalow ; tha peoplo wore
catechized on the morning's sermon, and
they all answered mueh boiter than I
anticipated. 1 have been delighted to
see the blessing of Gob on wmy son's
labours.  Christian villages, churches,
and schools cstablished, whers not a
sivgle habitation onee existed, and where
he himself had to lodze at night in a hut
on o tree. Now, hundrods aro living
together of all cosles and clagses, many
of whom have heon baplizad, and the
rest under Christian instruction. They
not only sunport themselves ewtiroly by
their own labours; but give alro their
ooutribntions in money, or their personal
Inhours, to assist the Mission.”

It waa later in the samo yoar that the
Bishop df Madras iravelled through the
jongles to Mundakayam. That was s
day long remembered. by the peoplr,
whea an English Bisbop for the fires.
time visited 41 an in the mouatain fust-
nesser.  On euch occasions the people
would come oul some miles along the
road to m2ot and.eacort their guest with
firirg of guns, and a peculiar cry of wel-
come, with which it was their custom to
annouaeo the approach of any one of high
station, . Lo

The Rev. Henry Barker, after laboar-

ing in Travancore for 26.years was calied

to his rest 13th Nov., 1878,

FOR THE cHURCH
IlY ONE ON THE SPOT,

WRITTEN GUARDIAN

Fon a whole week, a sn 8'l quantity of
now had been lying on the gronud,
“wailing for more,” as Lhe common siy-
ngis.  During theso seven days, the
ro-t had been excessively severe, the ice
o Regent's Park having seached the per-
ups unparallelled thickness of five ami-
v hulf inches, It was a glorivus lime for
-katers ; but, alas! a period ol sore trial
or the old, the pour, the Jabourer, aml
heartisan,  On the night of the 17th
lanuary, many a person was awakenud
1y the wind as it whistled and howled,
wd many a hoart felt sad at the thoughi
o these “ip peril on the sea) The
nuruing of the 18th broke sullen and
wwoening, but ne one dreamt of what was
i store for them that day. At 10
s'eluck, thoe sharp East wind began to be
lden with frozen suow. It did not
witly fall as snuw is wont to do, it was
fiereely whirled, not downwards, but
wrizontally, whirled into the face ol
‘very fout passenger, of every driver ol
rivate eavringo. "bus, or caly  To fuce it
tor an instant, was like fucing the sting
sfa whip with & thousamd lashes, with
witrd cold kuots at the end of each, The
:abbies and the driver of Her Majesty's
lails wore veils ! Une by one. ail bu
e most daring sought the she ter o1
uome, in the hope that the sky might
<lear Interon.  But that hope was vein
tho snow fell without intermission
nroughout the livelong day. By noou
the streets wore almost impassable, and
i the course of tho afternoon there was
tardly 2 vehielo to be scen in them, i
wing a work of the mest extrems difli-
culty for vither man or beust to face the
wiclemency of the weather. The frajns
were everywhere delayed ; and later on,
many lines were completely snowed up.
Wreaths and drifts of suaw several feet
sloep, seon began to make their appor
ance, shaps were closed, and business
was practieally  suspended,  On  the

of dosolation arvse, as if there was not
cnough already ! The river overflowed
its banks, even bofurs the timme of high
wue ; hundreds of houses wero 11 o 10

wil the inhabitants compelled to seck
reluge in tho upper stories. At lall
past 8 in the evening, I left the hoase of
« friend, whers 1 had been spending the
day, from sheer inability to get about,
according lo my usnal habit. Tho snew
Iy thickly everywhere, the distinetion
betwoen the pavement and the street
being complotoly obliterated, so that the
whole was one uniform white level. The
wretched gas lamps, for which London
is famous, glared at long intervals, red
wd arish, through a slight smoke-fuy
which was hanging overall. A solitary,
ghostly individual might be seen floun.
dering about here aud there. ILondon
wag a3 still, and g deserted as a country
village. The theatres were so thivly al
tended that the majority of thom cur
wiled the number of their performances
for soms days after. All meetings wore
ptt off, and most of the inhabitunts wept
to bod early, having come to the conclu-
sion that it was useless to attempt to do
anything. Very litule snow fell during
the night; but on the 19uh morning, the

fall recomtmenced, although with noth

ing like the severity of the previous day.
Pavements were spasmoudically and par-
tially cleared, but very little was done—
every one was probably waiting to see
what turn the weather would t<ke. The
20th, however, dawned brightand frosty,
and there was every promiee of its re-
maining 20. Of course, the energetic
veslrica turned out with armies of men
und rews of carts, to clear the encumber-
ed strects ; \he undsunted Driton isaued
forth, arimed with shovel and brush,
swepl his doorway, and the pavement in
front of his house—cleaned his house-top
and his window-sills, and, in the course
of the afterneon, London was itself
agnin! Nota bit of it. It seems inery
dible, but it 13 nevortheless a fact, that
diy succeeded duy, and nothing of any
magnitude was even attempted | Oxford
slreet, Dlegent sucet, and a few .othel‘
great thoroughfares were, on the third or
tourth duy, cieared after a fushion, and
the stow carted off to the neighbouring
parks and squsires to await there, the ad-
vent of the tuaw ! It most of the other
strects, the spuw wus simply scraped up
towards the sides.  So much for the
vestries | As for private individuals,
their supineness was quite on a par with
that of the ‘hulies corporate.”  Window
sills, arens, milings——the exceptions were
su rars that they are not worth meuntiun
ing—all remained laden with snow, day
dfter day, unto the 10th day, when the
thiw began to erert ita welcome intluence !
During a grest part of this time the
vehiculur traflic wasat its lowest ebb, The
london General Omanibng Company's
"uases only ran up to certain hours, and
within limited distances. I don’t lu-
ficve they over attempted even Lo roungl
t e:r howses.  Some cabs plied abuut for
hire, asking what thuy listed, spite o-
Acts of Parliament.  These were drawy
iy two horses, harnessed tandein fashion,
the leader being ridden by a not very
clegant postillion,  Misfortane is good
for somcthing—the Juggernaut of the
pavement, the perambulator, grwdio
#ostro, remained at home during  this
perivd,  In fact, London was ulterly and
nopelessly  demoratized  for the time
being ! It is the usual thing with us Bri
tons, D'lmek woe have, Lut no foresight.
(u weatlier like this, ns well as in war,
we are always beaten at first.  And now
that the thaw has set in, London ean
boast of being the dirtiest, as well as the
worst lightwl capital in the world ! But
stay ! Amidst so much incompetency, it
t= refresking to single out a brilliant ex-
eeplivn, @ genius! One London vestry
was equal to the oecasion!  During the
thaw, in Kensington, it employed men to
spread out the snow all over the strects—
it having heen previously  earefully
piled up on either sido—in order — Ltadics,
Pleise—to indure a moie rapid thaw!

SIGNS OF PROGRESS.

Ir is gealifying to notice in  Now
‘Brunswick that the Darishes in the
several Deaneries aro uniting g promiote
improvement in varions dlrechoua They
aro fast losing their isolated charncter,
and are ongaging togethor in practical
work. Wo have always considered that
tho formation of Deaneries was theoreti-
cally admirable, but that a quarterly
meeting of the clergy, with the nsual
programme, was only 8 small part of
what ought to be expocted from them.
In most cases the Parishes are grouped
togethér .in convguient; forms, . ‘though
railways and growth lmperntwely demand
ro-arrangement in some quartera: This
union for; improvement: has ot boen
uccomphshed ‘without dlt’ﬁculty,\l\nd pres
judices have stood in, the way, but thise
difffoulfies are gmdually disappearing ns
the'advantages becoue bétter known. -

Among :these fokens of progress; wel:
en; in the rendet-|
ing, ofFGHGIGY" itislo -fR¢ the “past Yo
yeam. I{o one m qu.velhng about the

Digcese can fail to motics -this improve.
ment. This in, mo doubt, due to the
attention paid to choirs by the clorgy of
la.e, and the introduction of hymn and
tune books which have given us music
worthy of the words. The tuning fork,
the barrel organ, ths tr/lls and the drawl-
ing have been gemerally consigned to
silence with Tale sud Brady's version of
the Pealma,

As a most 'grntufymg mark of the
desire for improvement, we notice the.
formation of Cheir Unions in -the
Deanerics of St; John, Kingston and
Bhediac, with annual services. We are
informed that in St. John the rendering
of Spohr's “Last Judgment” was worthy
of the highest praise, whilo we may say
of services in the other Deancries men-
tioned, that the music was admirable lor
precision, apirit, and the quality of the
vuices, A fow years ago such readering
ol tho service would have heen impossible
n the country for lack of material. The
effect’is felt in every choir taking part
during the whole year, Uniformity in
pointing the Cunticles and Psalter and
in the uss of hymn beoks is secured, and
the members of choir4 feel that they have
a common interost and cominon aims.

Wo also note the attempt lo improve
tho - working' of Sunday Schools by
Teachers’ Associations in the Deanerios
of 8t. John, Woodstock and Shediac,
and by a proposal to have an examination
for teachors in St, John this spring,
while thore is an evident desire for more
uniformity in tho system of lessons. In
the Deanety of Shedine n scheme of
lossons will shorily ba proposed for
adoption, and there will be a periodical
ingpoction of Sunday Schools by Inspec-
tors appointed by the Ddeanery. We
commend these methods to the other
Doaneries in the Diocese. We believe
thet this is progress in the right diroc-
tion. At the same time, we hope that it
ts but the beginuing of organized work.
Sunday Schools awd Church music are
most important; but Missions might be
made more prominent, in every Deanery ;
a Women's Auxilinry to the Board of
[Tome Missions might be formed with
great advantage, and the Missionary
vollections might be furthered by a
systom worked through the Deaneries,
while the col'ections might ba grouped
together from individual Parishes, and
forwarded through these ergamizatious.
A Rural Dean might bo a very useful
officer if ho had more duties nssigned
him, and had the oversight of certain
geoeral work in his Deanery. This may
come in timo, meanwhile we ace glad to
uote these encoureging signs of progross
lor it marks the passing away of the old
days of isolation and congregationalism
and tho coming in of a new and better

era in organized Church work,

THE HISTORICAL CHURCH,

Iavive, in answer to *A Subscriber,”
traced pretty fully the Historical Chureh,
as it exists undet the name of the Chaveh
of Iingland, fromn tho time of the Apostles,
and shown that a Christian Church
existed in.

We findthere areseveral names mentionid
in the New Testament— Apostle, Dishop,
Elder, Deacon.  Tho name Apostle de-
seribod one who had been personally
sent by Christ Himself; it was, there-
fore, reserved to the twelve originally
appointed by Him, and to St. Matthias,
St. Paul, and St. Barnabas, whose calls
were of a peculiar kind, St. Matthias
being designated by lot, St Paul being
called by Christ Himself, and e and S,
Barnabas being separated for their work
by special command of the Floly Ghost
and they are therefore called A postles in
Holy Writ, and none others.

Tho succassors of these Apostles were
called by the name of Episcopus or
Bishop, which, during the Apostle's life-
time, was next in rank to them. The
name meaning an overseer, and having
veference at first to an overlooker, or one
in charge of a single flock, but henceforth
it was applied to an overlooker of many
pastors. It is true, that while the Aypos-
tles were alive, the name Episcopi and
Presbyteri were applied to the same per-
son8, but then there were Dishops alsoin
the true sense of the word viz., the Holy
Apostles, but immediately after their
death, the name Bishop belonged exclu-
sively to the highest order, or these who
succeeded them in the government of
the Churches. Such were Timothy
' They were not Apostles
—muot being of direclly Divine Ap-
pointment as all the Apestles, includ-
ing St. Matthias, St. Paul, and &t
Barnabas were—they were never so call-
ed ; and they were not mere Presbyters :
for they are commanded by St. Paul to
ordain, to charge, to rebuke Presbytors,
and to superirtend the doctrine and con-
duet of both Presbyfers and Deacons.
And while they were not Apostles, their
power was Apostolic. * St. Paul tells
Titus he had ‘left him'in, Crete, that he
might pcrfect the. things which he (St.
Paul himself) had left incomplete.

LETTER FROM THE SANDWICH

ISLANDS.

WarLvkv, Jau. 10, 1881,

My Dear Friends,~Since writing my
last Jetter, wa have had what is te us,
even in our small and remote Diocese,
» momentous oceasion, a Conforence of
the Clergy and lLay Representalives
called by his Loidship, to consider the
need of a Diocesan Synod. The Bishop,
in his address, allnded to the Report on
tho subject of Church government,
adepted by the Bishaps of the conference,
at Lambeth, in 1867, in whick the fol
lowing words occur—That it is ‘“‘essen-
tial to .order and good government that
wherever the Chuich ie not established
by Iaw, the Dioease should be ormanized
by a Synod.” In accordance with this
on Menday, QOct. 1lth, at 7.30 p.m,,
there: sssembled in the school room by
the Cathedral, in Homnolulu,. his Lord-
ship Bishop Willis, Rev. Messrs. Dlack-
burn, B. A.; Mackintosh, Groser, B.
D., and Davis, with theic duly elected
tepresentatives. Rev. C. E. Groser
having been elected Clerical Secretary,
and Capt H. W.Mist, R. N., Lay Secre-
tary, after the Bishop's Address—the con-
ference proceeded to consider, and finally

* hurch in Hawaii will have n Coastitu-
tion. This will give us a position in the
Auglican Church as an grganic member
of the Catholic Body, which at present
we have mot. Sush an orgunizition
will further obtain for us & recognition
in these [slands which at present wa do
not receive. A duly constituted Synod
will supply some compensations for our
isolation. It will enabie the members of
the Chiurch to realise that however fow
theiv numbers in this kingdom, their
Church is a living and growing oflshoot
of a branch of the Chmich which encir-
cles the earth.”

Thus spoke our good, patient, hard-
working, self-denying Bishop, whe. hav-
ing left luxury in the Motlier ¢ ountuy
len yems ago, has been labowing for the
Master in isolatic m, in peril of life, with
inadequate means, erippling his own pri-
vate resources, kibouring witu most won-
derful faith, nover weary, nlthough for
days and days in the saddle.  Wao elaim
him as secoud to no Bishop in the Catho-
lic Church with resyect fo the worthi-
ness of his efforts for good ; we com-
mend the needy aspeet of his 1iocese,
and ask tho special prayer of all the
tuithful at Holy Communion, Our good
Bishop is about to proceed to England,
his first visit sinco his consecration, for
the avowed purpose of endeavonring o
raise funds with which te build the niuch
needed Cathedral in Hounululy, and ob-
tain apuual subscriptions for the support
of his werk in this Diocese. In the de-
cay of the Congregationalist Christinnity
of the natives on the gue hand, and the
stirring lahors of the French RRoman cler-
4y on the other hand, there is need of
work on the part of the pure branch of
the Vatholic Chureh wlich Providenco
hath plauted . in this kingdem. Bul
while the opportunities are great, the
nmeans are small, and the clergy at pre-
sentministering areeach duing the work of
Lwo or three men, while a dozen open-
ings are without any ministration what-
over,

the Rev. Mr, Mackintosh, who ministers
to the Hawaiian people in their own lan-
guage in Honolulu is obliged to depend
for the most part upon his position as
Principal of the Government sehool for
his maivtenance, a very heavy burlen
for him to carry, while in Kohala,
Hawaii, & Preshytlerian functionary has
stepped into the position which ought to
have bheen filled by a Priest of the
Church.  To refer humbly lo ny own
work, in which I rejuice, and of which I
do mot coniplain, 1 am winistering to
what has been two missions, Wailuka,
with a Jarge and growing adjacent dis-
trict, and Lahaina, which requires every
other week a toilsome journey, over a
mouptain; and in nddition to this, hav-
lost vy assistant, Mr, Merrill, who, hav-
ing been ordained, has been assigned a
Parish and school of his own, I am
now my own schoolmaster, the RBishap
being uuable to procare or pay the pas.
sago of a teacher for mo. Howerer, we
nre now hoping for a brizhter day, and
looking forward with anxious hearts 1o
hig Lordship's visit, with the hope thit
loving souls who have menns will crown
his patient labors with the help he so
much needs, and return him to us pos.
