All this had passed so rapidly that already mavy |
Uhad fallen, before Master Breydel, who, with the
men of his guild, stood at the further end of the
street, was aware of what was going on; at Insi s
movement ordered by Deconinck opened the ranks,
and showed him at cnce the whole position «f
things, and the danger of the Clothworkers, Mut-
tering some unintelligible words ‘he turned to his

It may not be out of the way to inscrt Lere a fow
auecdotes recorded of this period of St Bernard's
history. They will serqe to finish the ruule sketch
we have becn drawing of his domestic lite. T will
pick them up here and there wherever I chance to
find them,

' His affection for hiz mother had suzgested a
vow to recite the seven Penitential Psalms every
day in her memory. Once, however, whilst in his
novitiate, he went to vest withsut having accom-

plished the duty which he had prescribed to him-
self. The next day, Stephen, his spiritual Father,
being inwardly enlightened, said to him, ‘Brother
Bernard, to whom did you give the care of reciting
yesterday the seven psalms for your mother’s soul 2
At these words, Berunrd, astonished that a practice
which he had kept secret should be koown, burst
into tears, and throwing himself at the feet of hix
vencrable guide, confessed his fanlt, and humbly
begged pardon for it.”

One day during that hard drst winter as Clair-
vany, the monks were reduced to such extremity that
cven their salt failed them. ¢ Bernard called one
of the Lrethren and said to bim, ‘Guibert, my son,
take the ase, and go Luy salt in the market.” The
Brother replied, *My father, will you give me
money to pay forit? ‘Have conlidence replied
the man of God ; ‘as for money, I do not know
when we shall bave any ; but there is Qne above
who keeps my purso and who bns the care of my
trensures.! Guibert smiled, and looking at Ber-
nard, said to him, ‘My father, I go empty handed :.

road, and will furnish thee with what is necessary.
Upon this, the Brother, having received the re-
verend Abbot’s blessing, saddled his ass and went
to the market. On the wey he met a priest, wko
saluted him and asked him whence be came. Gui.
bert told :im he had been dispatched for salt, but
hnd not wherewithal to purchase it. The simplicity
of the monk so touched the charitable priest, that
he seut him back laden with all sorts of provisions.
‘I told thee, my son,” said Dernard, ‘there is noth-
ing more necessary to the Christian than confidence
in God; never laose it, and it will be well for thee
all the drys of thy life,”

e day, several knights, oa their way to a
tournament, passed by Clairvaux, and asked a
mght's lodging in the monastery. It was towards
the end of Lent, and Bernard, while he lavished the
dutics of hospitality upon his gueste, did not con-
ceal from them the extreme pain he felt to see
young Christians full of such frivolitivs at the
solemu sengen of the year when the Church is
mourning in retirement and penance. 'I ask a
truce of you, said he, 'till after holy Lent.! But
the Knights, impatient to distinguish themselves
at the tournament, could not resolve to nccede to
his desire. ‘In that case, said Beraunrd, ‘I shall ask
the grace of God and I have a firm confidence that
I shall obtaiu it’ 1o then ordered wine to be ser-
ved to thew, blessed the cupg, and said : ‘Drink to
the health of your souls? They drank, and soon
ufterwards took leave of the holy Abbot. But they
had scarcely sct forth with their conscience began

In the year 1123 St, Bernard paid o visit to the
mouks of the great Chartrenss at Grenoble, where
ke had long been expected, and waa received with
great respect and hospitality. In one point, how-
ever, the Carthusians were disappointed ard even
scandalized.

.DEDICATION OF HOLY- CROSS CHURCH ..
CLONLIFFE.

. .MAGNIFICENT - CEREMONIAL,

Dustix, Thursday, Sept. -14.—The ceremony of
iho dedication of the Church of the Holy Cross,
Clonliffe, took place to-day. The occasion was
made remarkable and imposing by the presence of
nearly the entire of the Irish Hierarchy, and it was
invested with still greaterinterest by the presence
of Cardinal Franchi, the Prefect of the Propaganda.

Soon after eleven o'clock, a procession of great
length issuei from the entrance ball of the College
and wound its way round the grounds fo th_e new.
church through a line kept with difficulty in the
centre of & dense tbrong, First came the various
Confraternities, with banners, then the children of
some of the city orphanages; the clergy walked
next in beretta, surplace and cassock, among whom
were Archdeacon O'Regan, Mallow ; Canon Murphy,
Youghal ; Bev. J. Mulcahy, Timoleague ; Rev, Dr.
Coghlan, Abbeyfeale ; Rev. M. Bourke, Dungarvan,
Father Tom Burke, 0. P, aud Rev. Dr. Russell, 0.
P. Awmong the secular clergy wns_mlxed_ up mem-
bers of the regular orders, in choir habits, which
very much diversified the appearance of the pro-
cession. ;

The Bisbops in purple robes followed. These
were—The Right Rev. Dr. Vaughan, of Salford.

The procession was closed by the Celebrant,
Cardinal Alexsnder Franchi, The Cardinal, who
is 57,is an extremely fine-looking man with re-
gular features, 8 noble and dignified expression of
face, and a clear, strong voice. He was vested in
white and gold, with a richly jewelled mitre, and
as he gave his benediction to the people kneeling
on either side as he passed along, they were loud iu
their admiration of his fine bearing.

Inside the church a large congregation had been
gathered, which included the Earl of Portarlington,
Sir Jobn Bradstreet, the Lord Mayor Elect, the
O’Conor Don, Mr. Arthur Moore, M.D.; Canon
Samlucette, Under Secretary of the Sacred Congre-
gation ; Count Brazio Bocelli, of Rome; Edward
Desse, M.P.; Alderman M'Swiney; Maurice Leni-
han, John O'Sullivan, J. P., Cork, and others.

The ceremony of dedicating the church having
been performed by Cardinal Franchi, the two Car-
dinals, robed in scarlet, toock their seats on the
thrones at the Gospel side of the altar, and Pontifi-
cal High Mass was sung by the R¢. Rev, Dr, Moran,
being the celebrant, At the Gospel, the following
eloquent sermon was preached by the Most Rev.
Dr. Croke, Archbishop of Cashel.

] have heard thy prayer; I have sanctified this
house which thou hast built, and My eyes and My
heart shall be there forever,”—3rd Book of Kingr,
¢ ix. v. 3,

May it please your Eminences, my Lords, and
Brethren—\Whosoever tukes the trouble of investi-
gating the religtous annals of mankind, will notfail
to discover that there exists no record of a people
who, even at an early period of their history, did
not erect structures, more or less costly and magni.
ficent, for the public exercise of their devotions, or
who, having erected them, did not set them apart
from vulgar use by some peculiar rite or consecra-
tion. This applies to Jew and Gentle, to Gree'tand
barbarien alike, The Patriarch Jacob, as we are
told in the earliest pages of Holy Writ, was favored
while slumbering with a mysterious vision; and
having risen from sleep, he set up the stone on
which he bad laid his head, and pouring oil on the
top of it, is supposed to have consecrated the first
altar ever erected in honor of the Almighty. The
great Latin Distorian, Livy, informs us that tho
founder of Romeg having vanquished a neighboring
king in fight, had hisarmor and equipments brought
in trivmphal procession into the new-built city ;
and that, by way of thankgiving to the gods, as

well as to commemorate his first victory, be soon
after commenced the building of a temple for the
recception of those warlike trophies, and when com-
pleted dedicated it ia person to Jupiter Feretrius,
saying. © O Jupiler! having become a conqueror
by thy favor, I place royal arms at thy feet, and
dedicate to thee a temple for all the rich spoils
with which posterity may present thee.” The cere-
mony, therefore, brethren, which you have just
witnessed here, the ceremony of the formal opening
aad dedication of a  church, or house specially de.
signed for Divine worship, besides being a most
sclemn and suggestive fonction,. is in idea, at all
events, os ancient as society itself. Now, itis my
desire to explain to you, and in as few words as pos-
sible, the import and origin of this imposing cere-
mony—to point out to you certain noticeable pe-
culiarities in connection with. this new Church of
the Holy Cross, which to-day takes its place for the
first time amongst the sacred cdifices with which
this great Catholic city abounds; and to  offer,
moreover, one or two practical reflections that moy
not be tound unsunited to tho circumstances under
which we are assembled here. :

You know well what .profanation means; you
know what it is to profane & thing. You profane
anything when you treat it irroverently, and wrong-
fully divert it from the uses of religion’ to ecular
purposes.. Thus, the mighty monarch of old who
degpoiled the Temple of its sacred veseels, and made
them subserve:the:ends of his riotous conviviality,
was paid to have | profaned. the- Temple, . and was
punished by.God acdordingly.: :You ! profane. wWhat
1is sacred ; you consecrate:.what'had been profane;

the part of God, his Master, he accepts this present
at the people's hands, and with prayers, snd peal-
.mody, and:mystic rites, and in presence of distin-
iguished princes of the Churoh, ‘a host of illustrious
;prelates, and & magnificent array of Irish pri'esi_:s _and
people, he has dedicated it irrevocably to religion.
It is no longer yours,. It is now a .sacred edifice.
‘It is now the property of religion. - 1t is now God’s
‘own house, and “.His eyes and His heart shall be
tlhiere for ever”? Thus you understand what the
-congecratton of a church means. Itis the special
‘dedication of it to the exclusive uses of religion.
‘ He” says the Boman historiam, “who was to
dedicate a temple, laying hold of one of the posts
or pillars of it, declared that he bestowed it on the
deity, and that the deity on whom it was so bestow-
ed should hold it and enjoy it, and thus alienate it
for ever from the service of men.”

During the first ages of Faith, or at least during
the two centuries that immediately followed the
death of our Redeemer, there is no conclusive evi-
dence toshow that any churches had been publicly
consecrated. Religion was then persecuted, in and
out of the Roman Kmpire, .and the Confessors of
the Faith celebrated the Divine Mysteries and com-
muned with their flocks on the mountain tops, or
in the caverns of the earih, regarding not so much
the sacredness of the place as the safety and seclu.
sion it afforded. But, it is sufficiently asceriaived
that, even then, before the celebration of the Sacred
Offices, some special rite was privately gone throngh,
and some peculiar blessing imparted to the house
or place in which the devotions of the primitive
Cbristians were usually conducted. The “upper
room,” for instance, referred to in the first chapter
of the “Acts” and into which the Apostles and
Disciples repaired on their return to Jerusalem,
after the sscension of Qur Lozxd, is said by the Vene-
rable Bede to have been enclosed as & church,
% founded,” that 1s, speciaily set apart by the
Apostles for Christian worship. In the gecond cen-
tury, Pope Pius I., writing to a particular friend of
his named Justus, says, * Our sister Euprepeia has
had her house converted into a church for the use
of the poor servants of Christ, where now,  abiding
with our said poor brethren, we celebrate the Bless-
ed Supper.” In the third century Felix I, conse.
crated the house of Cacilia, and somo years after-
wards Pope Marcellinus that of Lucina, both Ro
maa Matrons, for the religfous purposes of the
Christians, Inthe fourth century, days of peace,
and even of triumph, came upon the Church, A Ro-
man Emperor was miraculously converted; the
idols of the false gods were everywhere overthrown,
and the hitherto persecuted religion of Jesus was at
first tolerated, and finally procleimed from oue end
of the empire to the other. The Seven Basilicas of
Rome were dedicated by St. Sylvester. Magnificent
temples were raised and consccrated, at the Em-
peror’s expense, in Ostia, Tyre, Albano, and Naples,
whilst the pious Empress Helen caused similar
edifices to be built and dedicated in Jerusalem, in
Bethlehem, and even on Mount Calvary itself. The
Arians charged itas a great crime on St, Athanasius
that he had celebrated the Holy Mass in a church
before it was consecrated ; and the saint found it
neceasary to offer a written apology to the Emperor
for haviog done so. Eusebius, in hig Ecclesiastical
History, gives & most minute account of the con.
secration of the new church of Lyre, built by the
holy Bishop Paulinus, and dedicated by him with
much pomp and solemnity before a great gathering
of prelates and presbyters. 8t. Awmbrose, later on,
writing to Felix, Bishop of Cumo, invites him to
the consecration of a church built by a devout man
named Ba:sianus, and urgently prays him not to
fail to comec, “as he had promised for him.” St.
Gregory the Great, in several of his letters, speaks
of the consecration of churches, and in one of them,
notably, he says, * that no new church isto Le con-
secrated unless it be endowed with sufficient re-
venue for maintaining Divine service,-and the
clergy that are to perform it.” Since Pope Gre-
gory’s time, as well as during the long ages that
preceded it, this sacred ceremony hasbeen practised
throughout Christendom, and, in dedicating the
Church of the ¢ Holy Cross,” to-day we are but
treading in the footsteps of those who have gone
before us in the Faith, and perpetuating an usage
which has prevailed amongst Christians for nearly
1800 years. ‘

Aund, indeed, the practice of offeriug profane
things to Gud must bave been prescribed by the
Almighty e¢ven from the beginning, as it was un-
doubtedly most gratifying to Him. * And it came
to puss,” the Scripture says, * that Cain offered of
the truits of the earth gifts to God, and Abel also
offered of the firstlings of his flock ; and the Lord
had respect to Abe! and his ofterings, bat in Cain
and /Ais offerings he had no respect.” Noah built an
altar unto the Lord on coming out of the Ark, in
token of his gratitude, and taking of all cattle und
fowl that were clean offered holocausts on the altar,
# And the Lord smelled a sweet ocor,” ancd said——"I
will no more curse the earth for the s+ke of man ;"
thereby showing that He was pleased with the off
ering. -When Moses returned to his people, bear-
fug with him the 'Pables of the Law, assembling his
countrymen around him, he said—‘! Set aside your
first froits ; let every one that is willing and hath a
ready heart offer them to the Lord, gold, and silver
and brass.” And.all, both men and women, gave
bracclets, and car-rings, and - tablets, and vessels of
gold, and spices, and oil, and other voluatary offer-
ings to the Lord. And what was the consequence
of this generesity ? When the offerings were given
in, and the Ark completed, “the glory of God filled
the house, and the majesty of God shone on it in
presence of all the children of Israel.”

But of ‘all the gifts that man can make to God,
there is nothing 5o agreeable to Him as a temple,
“Go,"” said He to the Prophet Nathan, ¢ and suay to
my servant David, thou shalt build me a Louse to
dwell in, for I have not dweltin a house from the
day I brought the children of Israel out of Egypt
even to this day.” Kiog David thereupon sent for
his son Solomon, and &aid to him—* It was my de-
sire, my §op, to have built a house to the Lord, the
God of Isracl ; but the word of the Lord came to
ms, ‘sayiog,. ¢ Thou hast shed mach blood, snd
‘fought many battles, so thou canst not build a house
to My oame, but thy son, Solomon, shall. build a
house to My name,and heshall be a son to Me, and
I'will ba* tohim 'n father!” & Now ‘behold,” he
oontinuéd, *I: liave prepared inimy-:poverty an bun-
dred.thousand, talents; of,,zold, and of . silver & mil-
lion of talents, brass, and. iron, and stone, and tim-,
ber without account, "Ariss, then, my son, and be
.doivg, dnd . ‘may the: Lord:Godiof' Israsl -be with
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madé an end-to his ‘prayer,” the Scripture says,

% fire 'cAme, down from heaven and consumed the

holocausts; and - the majesty of the Lord filled the
house; andall the children of Israel saw the fire
coming down, and ¢he glory of the Lord upon the
house ; and falling down with their faces to tho
ground .on the stone pavement, they adored and
praised the Lord, saying that He was good, and
that His mercy endureth forever.” This ceremony,
brethren, has" just been répeated here, and I earn-
estly,.ob, 86 earnestly and heartily, ask ‘Him who
sits upon the throne, and who sent down fire of old
to consume the holocausts in the Temple, gracious-
1y to vouchsafo that the functions of this day may
be attended with a somewhat similar result. sy
God’s glory shine on this house ; . may His Majesty
fill it ; and may His best and choicest graces abide
hero forever,

But why, you icay say to me, this special dedi-
cation of a house to God7 Heaven and earth can-
not contain Him. Wherefore, then, strive to iso-
late Him here? God is everywhere, and may
everywhere be invoked. “If I ascend into heaven,”
says the Psalmist, ¥ Thou art there ; if I descend
into hell Thou art there; if I take unto myself the
wings of the mornisg and fly even to the ends of
the earth, Thy right hand sustains me and Thy
power is still felt” Why not invoke God then in
the open air, under the broad canopy of heaven,
or on the mountain top, suppose, at night, when
stars are brightest, and when solitude reigus all
around, rather than here in the midst of men, and
circumscribed by tkese wails? For two reasons—
first, because it is God's pleasure that we should do
so; and secorndly, because we know that though
present everywhere He is specially present here.
* Beware lest thou offerest thy holocausts in every
place that thou seest,” said the Lord in Deuter-
onomy, “ but orly in the place which the Lord
will choose, in ona of thy tribes shalt thou offer
eacrifice and do all thst I command thee.” And by
how many prodigies did not God reveal Himself as
specially present, both in the Temple built by
Solomcn and in the other temples that succeeded it
Fire descecded from heaven, as we hove seen, to
consume the holocausts that were offered there,
There God delivered His oracles and declared His
wishes. It was there that Samuel was instructed ;
that Solomon got the gift of wisdom ; that the
fatber of the Baptist was apprised of {he future
glories of his son; and that the aged Simon took
the infant Jesus into hisarms. It was in the Tem-
ple that the poor publican was pardoned; and it
was in the Temple, too, that the mother of the
Messinh qualified herself for the glorious privilege
of the divine maternity which the angel of God an-
nounced to her in her humble home at Nazareth.,
Jesus Christ Himself calls the Temple “His house;"
He punished those who profaned it ; Fle frequently
prayed in the Temple. Deter and John were about
wo enter the Temple when they cured the man who
had been lame from his mother’s womb ; and it was
at the earnest and united supplication of the Church
assembled in the Temple of Jerusalem, that the
angel came from heaven to strike the chains from
off’ Peter’s feet, and restore him to freedom and to
the cause of the faith. God - is, then, everywhere,
but He is especially present in the house that is
dedicated to His service. Of this I can present you
with an casy illustration. The soul subsists, you
know, and acts in the entire body of each of us, and
in each and every one of its parts; yet il especially
lives and operates in the head and heart, for there-
in it is most sensibly felt, ‘LC’he head is the foun-
tain of intellectual life, the heart the source of
animal activity. So itis with God. He is every-
where, but is specially in heaven and in cur church
es. In heaven, where His wisdom, and majesty,
and might, and supreme intellectuality reside, guid-
ing, governing, and sustaizing the world, and ful-
filling the laws thiat He framed for it from eternity;
in His churches where His goodnessand mercy, and
longanimity prevail, and where He gives life, and
health, and grace, and spiritual vigor to those who
ask for them as they ought.

And g0 in truth it has becn felt and believed at
all times. Tacitus tells us that the ancicnt Ger-
mans were used to enter the temples of their gods
bare of head and laden with chains to indicate their
allegianc= to and respect for their deities whose
presence they bad buen taught to recogniso there.
The Saracens, we are told, tock the shocs off their
foet, and, ne a mark of reverence, walked and knelt
on their naked knees in the churches, The Greeks
of other days would rot use their handkerchiefs nor
ex pectorate, nor be guilty of the lenst levity in the
edifices which they held to De sacred ; and history
telis us that when a barbarous people entered Rome
abaut 1400 years ago, for the purposo of pluader,
their savage chiefs issued the sirictest orders that

| the churches of the Christians should not be pro-

faned. Saint Jerome and Saint Augustine attest
this fact. And surcly, brethren, if this ides pre-
vailed at all times, and even amongst barbarous
men, it shonld be specially felt now and here,
“Come not i her,” said God to Moses, speaking to
him from vat the burning bush ; “put off thy shoes
from thy feet, for the place whercon thou standest
is holy ground.” And is not this spot on which we
stand to-day holy too? The high-priest of your
religion has blessed it, and Jesus Christ is to dwell
there for evermore. “For He brs beard your pray-
ers, and He has eanctified this house which you
bave built, and His cyes and His heart shall be there
for ever” Woe, then, to him who would profane
it by thought, or word, or decd. A man was struck
dead, of old, for baving dared to lay hands upou the
Ark. Fifty thousand men were treated with the
same rigor because they gazed on it with ag idle
and almost sinless curiosity, Balthazaar was torn
off the throne of his ancestors for having profaned
the sacred vessels, Heliodorous was well.-nigh
flogged to death by angels, because he presumed to
meddle with the treasures of the temple; and Jesus
Christ was only once angry while on earth, and
that was when He saw His ¢ Father's house pro-
faned, and, from being a house of prayer, converted
into n den of thieves” Hure upon this new raised
altar, will a sacrifice be daily offured, of which all
the ancient sacrifices were but an empty figure,
Within and around this sanctuary, meanwhils,
the highest of God's spirits will keep ceaseless vigil
Hither you brethren, will come aa stated times to
pray, and to pour forth your souls in words of sor-
row, supplication and thanksgiving to Him who
sits upon the throne;and, oh, then, during those
happy moments,in humble attitude before the God
of your fathers, let no distracting thought disturb
the placid flow ef . your devotions, but, wrapped in
holy :prayer, think only of God and of your own
misery..

This is the church of the*Holy
Cross.” When children are being regeneratod in
the waters of baptism, it is an old and commend-
able usage that they assume the name of some of
the heroic holy ones of the past, thus {aking to
themselves for life & saintly patron and protector.
In the world of letters a similar custom prevails.
Authors often dedicate the productions of their pen
to some high and potent personage, hoping in this
way to secure the favors of the great through the
exalted patronage of the one to whom they have
inscribed their writings. Much on the samo prin-
ciple, we designate our churches by the names of
our favorits saints, calling them the church of St.
Patrick, or St. Malachy, or of St. Bridget ; or giving
them a title from one of the chief mysteries of our
religion, such as the Church of the -Holy Trinity,
the Church of the Holy Sepulchre, or the Church of
the Holy Cross. Thus,in a church built in honor
Ireland's great Apostle, St. Patrick receives special
reverence, His ballowed name is seen written in
letters of gold or silver on its walls and windows;

have permanently represented there the traditional
outlines of his familiar face and figure; and on his
yearly festival, honored in every land as is the
name-day of no other saint in the calendar, he will
receive in his own church, and from his own child-
ren, the frnest and tenderest homege of their
hearts. In like manner, in this Church of
the Holy Cross the sacred symbol of salvation
meets the eyes of the faithful everywhere. The
crucifixion of our Lord, the crucifixion of St. Peter
and St. Andrew, the vision of Constantine, the fiery
serpent raised of old in the wilderness, together
with various other emblems more or less connscted
with man’'s redemption by the Cross, are fittingly
reprecented within those walle, exhibiting a high
development of decorative art, and strikingly sug-
gestive of the special cuds for which this Christian
Temple has been designed. It may fairly be as-
sumed also, that, besides performiog here the ordi-
nary devotions of Catholics, the lovers of the Cross
of Christ, tho Christian's standard and the Christ-
ian’s hope, will periodically visit this church, as op
a pilgrimage, there to pour forth their souls in
prayer with more than usual faith and fervor, while
gazing with sud but reverent eye on the precious
memorial of Qur Saviour's Passion, which shall
henceforth be venerated hers. The Roman legion-
aries made solemn oaths in presence of the imperial
eagles, that they would follow the stand snrmount-
ed by those golden birds through life and death,
and that they would gever falter in theiralleginuce
to him in whose¢ name and hoaor they were borne.
Are we equally true to the eacred standard of the
Cross? When the veteraa banuners of some historic
regiment of the line are war-worn and decayed,
staincd with the blood of slaughtered..men, and
rent Ly the missiles of destruction, they are usually
exchanged for fresh colors, which religion does not
disdein to bless, and which royally itself condes-
cends at times to make a present of. Our colors
never fade, or grow old, nor does our standard need
a new bepediction. Likethe vital spark within us
which leaves its earthly tenement only to travel to
o better sphere, where . it hopes to ve clothed in
perannial beauty,the standard of theCross stricken
down in one country is surc to be set up in another
its homne may be altered, bLut its ultimate trinumph
is assured, ag its lessons are immutable and eternal.
It was despised, as we know, for many a long and
weary year, a8 the emblem of guilt and -shame, and
meanest punishment ; but it had a miraculous tri-
umph at last, and was lifted up fearlessly there-
uponin the open light of day, at the head of a vic-
torious army. Eversince then, it has beeu ceasc-
lessly combated, but ncver vanquished. 7T'he early
Christian missionuries bora it lovingly aloft, as they
went cvangeliziog on their way, They boldly out-
stiipped with it the boundaries of the Roman world,
subjected to it the most savage tribes as well as the
most polished peoples, nad successfully planted it
amongst nations over which the cagles of the cm.
pire had never flonted. Itis now scen, thank God,
high up and honored on battlemented tower and
sacred stecple, bas become a sign of civilization in-
stead of ignominy, and is the chiet ornament in the
dindem of kings, and qucens, and emperors.

We Lave overy reason, therefore, to be proud of
the Cross. The primitive Christians, us Tertullian
tells us, had it constantly before them. ‘¢ Atevory
moment,” he says, ¢ and at every step, when enter-
ing o house or when'leaving it, when dressing, or
bathing, or sitting down to dinner, when going to
bed and rising from it, when walking or standing,
we mark upon our foreheads the boly sign of the
Cross. Peoplo nowadays, nevertheless, who call
themselves Christians, and who affect to be the
sole representatives of Divine truth as faught and
practiced in the early Church, not only never mark
themselves with this saving sign, but hold it in the
utmost aversion, and carefully exclude from their
homes, their books and generel surroundings every-
tbing that resembles, or that could at all suggest,
the sacred emblem itself. Even in their houses of
worship there is no footing found for it ; and the
royal arms of England usurp the place of promi-
nence which all Christian antiquity had assigned
to the symbol of maw’s redemption, However to be
deplored, this, uuder the clrcumstances, is scarcely
to be wondered at. For wheu one dynasty, as we
know, supplantaanether, be it Ly fraud or superior
force, or whon one form of guvirnment succeeds
another, the national flag undergees a correspond-
ing change, the city streets, and public buildings,
and chief places of popular resort receive strange
designations, in accordanco with the new régime,
and the emblems beld in houor yesterday, and per-
haps for ages, are but tokens of disnster and defeat
to-day. So in some scnse, hasit been with the Cross.
It has had its vicissitudes. Notto talk of the in-
sults offered to it when tora dewn and trampled
under foot, three centuries ago, in England and in
sgeveral Continental states, from the Rhine to tho
Danube, and from the lakes and mountains of Swit-

Coloured Lights,

Experiments have been recently made at Trieste,
says a contemporary, for the purpose of determining
how far difterent coloured lights peactrate darkness
Six lauterns with carefuly-selected grass of differcnt
colours, and furnished with wicks and oils of good
quality, were lighted on the berch,and observations:
were made by u party in n boat, At the distance of
hulf a league the light-blae lantern wus visible, At
the same distance the dark-biue lantern was ecarce-
ly vieible. The white lantern was seen at the
greatest distance of them all, The red lantern was
seen at the second and the green lantern at the
third grentest distance. White, red; and green lights
have the greatost power of penetrating darkness.
Ited and green lights aro particularly recommended
for lighthouses and for signals. Green light has
ont peculiarity—at a short distance it beging to
look blue, and often deveives persons, Forthis rea-
son they who made the experiment suggest that, asa
sigual, o green light should never be used except in
conjunction with red aud white lights. -

A despatch from Ragusa, to Reuter’s Telegram

In the year 1834——just 42 years ago—o work of
sonsiderable learning and ingenuity, composed in »
tone of dogmatic assurance- and -unsurpassed cool-
ness, concentrating in one focus all the blasphemous
sophisms of all preceding Raticonalists, appeared in
Germany. That work claimed to be a Life of Christ;
its anthor was Dr. Strauss, Professor of Theology at
the Protestant Unwersxty of Tubingen, Strauss was
the logical terminus’ of Private Judgment in the
direction of Dzism, as the Swabian pietists were its
logxoal termmus in the duectlon ‘of emotlonal
piety. As it may serve to give ut an ides of the
two great extremes of Protestantism, as exemplified
in our own Unitanunism and Methodism, it is well
to glance ab the game time at t.hese two termini.—

‘both sprang from the same source—Private Judg-
ment,

Strauss' theory is curious. Although he doesnot
‘absolutely deny that our Saviour ever existed, still
in the exercise of his Private Judgment he arrives
at the next door conclusion, that the Christ of the
New Testament—(His life, ministry, and miraclesy
—is purely fictitious, a myth, or parable, invented
out of the Jewish mind to tvpify its ideal Messiab.
In support of this curious theory he inventid
another if possible more curious still. The Gos-
pels we now possess, he asserts, werenot composed
before the close of the second century. . :

Strauss must have been very blind not to sce the
sad havoc this precious bantling of his plays with
all Christian and Pagan history. To accept his
theory, one must accept seven others equally
startling, and quite as Impossible.

His theory presupposes—1st., that the writings
of all the Apostolic Fathers, the contemporaries or
immediate successors of the Apostles, which con-
tain such evident and numerous quotations from
the Gospels and other portions of the New Testa-
ment, were forgeries of the third century; 2nd, that
the writings of St. Justin Martyr, Irenxus, &c,
which are still more abundant in such quotatious,
were also forgeries of the same or a later period;
3rd, that the writinge of heretics of the first half
of the second century, as found in the pazes of the
early Fathers, and which furnish such ample testi-
mony of the authenticity and genuineness of the
Four Gospels, and other portions of the New Testa-
ment, are also fabrications of the same period; 4th,
that the work written against the Christian
religion by the pagan philosopher Celsus, about the
year 176, and which admits the miracles of our
Divine Lord as matters of incontestible notoriety,
and which refers to events cootained in the Serip-
tures with such distinctness a3 to leave no doubt of
their identity with the Gospels we now possess—
that this work, composed by an acute but malignant
enemy of Christianity, was a Christian forgery of a
later date; 5tb, that the Jewish Mislina, compiled
in the second centary, and which, while expla'ning
away, stilladmits the reality of Christ’s miracles, is
not a Jewish production at all, but a Christisn
fabrication of the most subtle kind; 6th, that not
only was the whole Christiap world of the second
century imposed upon by these spurious goapels’;‘
but absolutely believed them to have been'in uvi.
versal circulation for 150 years; Tth, that the
Christian Church not only actually antedated her
axistence 150 years, but absolutely succeeded in
hoodwinking her own mombers, the heretics who
came out of her, ithe Jews and Gentiles, as to her
true age.

Verily, Dr. Strauss’ untenable theory rests on
seven others equally as impossible as itself,

ST. COLUMBA. OF SILLERY.
BISHOP PERSICO'S FAREWELL.

It having been made known that His Lordship,
Right Revd. Dr. Persico, who since the demise of
the Revd. P.H. Harkin, some three years since, has
filled the position of parish priest of the parish,
would on Sunday morning last, make his adieuz to
the parishioners, the handsome church of 5t, Colum-
ba was crowded to the doors by the inhabitants, as
well a8 a pumber from the city. High Mase, which
waa celebated by the Rev. Mr. Lepage, of Rimouski,
commenced at 9 30. The musical portion was sup-
plied by the regular choir, who sung Mass No. 3,
with harmonium accompaniment. After the first
Goapel, his Lordship ascended the pulpit, and, after
making the usual announcements, addressed the
congregation, eaying that, as they had for some
time back been mude aware, the moment of separ-
a'ion had arrived, He assured them  that painful
a8 the separation was to them, it was no less so to
him, & separation which was not at all of his seek-
ing but the contrary, and simply in compliance
with the command of a supetior authority; throngh
the highest carthly source. Ho said, and God
kaew it, that in settling in Canads, his _sole object
was to do his Master's work. He had hoped to
spend many- years amongst them, but it had been
ordered otherwiso and it only remained for them
and him to tubmit. He thanked them for the
many acts of kindness which he had received at
their hands daring his sojourn amongst them, He
also commended the thorough accord which had
ever éxisted—not alone in his time but also in that
of his predeccssor, as far as he could lcam, between
the two natioanalities of which the parish was
composed, Irish and French Canadian, ullpding: to
the yrent fecling of sympathy that from time im-
memorial Lad actuated the Irish towards the French
people—and after all, the French Canadiaus were
bat the French people transplanted. In conclusion
" be desired to again, as he had done on every occa-
slon, warn the people against the terrible vice of
the sge—drunkenness, which was the fountain of
ull other sin ; he could not, he felt, be too impress-
ivaon this point. A sober people were gure to
have the blessing of the Almighty. In conclusion
hie begged that his dear Irish friends would follow
him not aleno with their kind remembrance, their
#ood wishes, hut also, with their carnest prayers,
He in retorn, he said, would ever remernber them
ia his prayers, and he would not fail, when at the
feet of the Sovereign Pontiff in Rome, to impress
upon the Holy Father the virtues of bia flock in St.
Columbu of Sillery, and he bad no doubt the
¥ather of tho faithful would impatt his Apos-
tolic blussing on them and their families.

His Lordship who throughout this discourse was
deoply affected, had before this spoken in much the
sane words to the French portion of the copgre-
ration, asking from them on behalf of his successor
;che same cordinl support which they had accorded
0 him,

Immediately after mase the St. Patrick's Society
of Sillery, as well as the Irish prople generally of
the parigh, mustered in large numbers in St, Patrick’s
Hall, adjoining the church, for the purpose of pre-
scating a farewcll address and testimonial to tbe
Bishop.

The roof is covered with dark-blue
slate, and the main cornice is of cast and galvaniz-
ed iron combined.

quality is selling at 11¢. to 13c. per foot.  For red
pine there is no demand.

Ax AxNIvERSARY.—On the feast of the Nativity of
the Blessed Virgin the people of Vienna celebrated
their annval festival in memory of their delivery
from the plague which raged with’ fearful violenge
jn their city in 1679, A thanksgiving column in
honour of the Blessed Trinity. was  erected by the
Emperor Leopold I, who also founded a daily Mass
in the nefghbouring church of St. Peter, snd order-
ed the annual votive festival on September 8. The
celeb:ation began with Mass and the Rosary at'7.30
am, At 9.30 there was & sermon ; after which the
Blessed Sacrament was borne in solmn procession,
and exposed on an altar erected at the foot of the
votive column., Hers the Mass of thanksgiving
was celebrated, and a collection was made for the
poor, ‘At 4 p.m, another sermon was preached, the
Litany of Loreto was sung, and solmn Benediction
‘was given.

AwnIvERSABY OF La Sarerre.—~The Bishop of Gre-
noble has published an eloquent pastoral on the
occasion of the 30th anniversary of the Apparition
of Our Lady of La Salette. In the course of his re-
marks Mgr, Fava says that although apparitions of
the Blessed Virgin have ocgurred in every age of the
Church—the greater number of the founders of
Religious Orders have been visibly and personally
encouraged by Her, yet that the number of such
celestial visits has been greater in the present day
than at any other time, The resson, the Bishop
thinks, is that as a mother is most solicitous about
her children at moments when dauger threatens, so
the Blessed Virgin comes to warn Catholics, who are
Ler children, against the dangers of the flood of error
and of enmity against God that is overspreading the
world, and to protect them against the persecution
which the powers of evil are endeavoring to etir up
against the Church. The Bishop then calls upon
the Catholics to remember and practice the admoni.
tions and warnings given by the Blessed Virgin -on
La Salette.

. Tas Sepax Feast Day oF Rior axp REVELRY.—
Broxzy Wixpows axp BroxzN Heaps.—The official
and liberal rapers of Prossis have made themselves
very ridiculous by their glorification of Sedaz Day.
The most conspicious of them all was Bismarck's
own organ, the Provircial Correspondance, which did
all it could to rouse the Chauvinist patriotism of
its readers, It argued that, as the battle of Sedan
was the most brilliant f:at of arms ever achieved
by German valour, it would rever die out of the
nations’ memory, and as, moreover, that great day
had become a turzing point in German history, the
origin of the present unification of all German tribes
into one German people as its greatest national
feast.day. The truthis that the German people look
upon the 2nd of September as a day of mourning,
and not of rejoicing. Although thia year's feast was
kept with all the forces the Government could
mustec—with the army, a legion of clvil officers,
the Warriors’ Unions, schools and upiversities—all
reporsts agree that last S:dan Day, as a national
feast, was an utter failure, the German people hav-
ing taken no part whateverin the festivities. On
the other band, it certainly was, in many places, &
day of riot and revelry. Besides the broken win.
dows and broken heads, by which the greatday was
disgraced in so many places, scenes have occurred
unworthy of a civilised pation. By a gross abuse
of authority, directors and school iaspctors, spurn-
ing the protest of Catholic parents, dragged all
children under their charge through the perfor-
mance of the whole official programme, including
balls and public drinking. In Dusseldorf alone,
4,000 children, many of whom wore helmets and
swords, were marched to the town-hall to listen to
the patriotic speech of the first burgomaster. From
thence they went in & drenching rain and escorted
Ly an army of policemen to a music-hall, where
they drank sixty casks of beer, at the cost of muni-
cipality. ‘ After five o'clock,” says a local paper,
tthe Lall became gradually empty, here and there
groups of drunken boys and girls could be seen
reeling about in the streets, and presenting a dis-
gusting sight of sickness.” In other towns some
of these poor children were sointoxicated that they
had to be picked up in the streets and carried home
to their distressed and indignant parents; others
lost their way in the dark, and wandered into neigh-
bonring villages where they passed the night—
Catkolic Times Corr.

Rossi,the Minister of Pius IX who was assassinated
in Rome, November 15, 1848 was ¢ inaugurated” at
Carrara on the 3rd of Szptember. Rosai was born
at Carrara, in the Dnchy of Modena, in 1787, and
graduated in Jaws in Bologna. He went to Geneva
in 1815, and was chosen Professor of Roman law,
but in 1832 he went to France and became a pro~
fessor of political economy, eventually attaining
the rank of member of the Council of Public In-
struction, and peer of France and ambassador of
Louis Philippe to Rome, In 1848 Pious IX. made
him president of Ministers. Having obtained the
congeat of the French Government, Rossi entered
on his arduous post, fully determined to do his
duties at all hazards. He was president of the
Courcil of Ninisters and held also the Home Office
and that of Finance. Cardinal Soglio was Secretary
of State, Cardinal Vizzardelli was Minigter of Pub-
lic Instruction, and the Duke of Rignano held the
portfolio of Public Works and War. For two
months, namely from September 16 to November
15, Rossi was the life and soul of the Papal Govern-
ment. His labour was enormous, and his zeal un-
remitting. From the clergy he obtained a subsidy
of 22 millions of lire, He set negotiations on foot
in Florence, Naples, and Turin for the formation
of an Italian Confederation with the Pope at its head,
which would have given peace and unity to Ifaly
without despoiling or dethroning a single Sovereign
Prince. But Rossi's designs were not agreeabls to
Piedmont. Parlinment met on the 15th of Novem-
ber in the Hall of the Cancellaria, ond Rossi was
prepared to lay before the Chamber the plans he
had matured, But the revolutionists were not
anxious for the success of Rossi, and plans
were Iaid for bhis assassination, Yarnings
of the fate which awaited him reached
Rossi, from various quarters and in various
ways, but he refused all advice to take precautions
for his personal safety, and to guard himself from
assassination, His predecessor, Count Mamiani,
had removed the gendarmes whose fidelity was
known, and the duty of guarding at the opening of
Parliament fell to the civil guard,a body of doubt-
ful fidelity and of little capacity., Count Rossi, on
alighting from his carriage at the foot of the stnirs
io the Palazza della Cancellaria, was stabbed in the
neck with a dagger by a ruffian. Rossi made an
attempt to ascend the staircase, staggered and fell;
He was carried into a chamber and expired within
o few minates. It is hardly proper to mention the
names of the high personages who were said to have
been accessory to the murder of Bossi. To mention
these names would .recall to my memory certain
.circumstances by no means to the credit of the pre-
sent regenerators of Italy. Indeed it seems strange
that the authorities should bave permitted the erec-
tion of a monument in 1376 to tha man whose pol-
icy in 1848, had he been allowed to carry it out,
would have smitten down the revolution. It is
significant that nono of the present Ministers were
present at the ‘ceremony of -uncovering the Rossi
monument, which consists of a beautiful statue by
Tenerani.: Signor- Melegari was nat there; nor the
Home-office Minister, Baron Nicotera, The-Baron

been instructed to notify the Porte, that unless the
English proposals are unreservedly. .accepted,- the
British Government will withdraw all support from
Turkey, . and. merely guarantee Constantinople
against Russian occupation. A Reuter Vienna des-
patch states that the idea of ‘& conference has been
abandoned in favor of the plan proposed by Russia :
‘that all the powers should come. to an understand-
ing with o view of imposing an. armistice or truce
on Turkey. The telegram states that the Porta has
already been notified, and has expressed its willing- |-
ness to an armistice or truce on condition that
Servia shall receive nmo-foreign- reinforcements.—
Though the Porte was on the 5th inst, positively to
give answer to the proposals of the powers, there
is up to the moment of telegraphing this despatch
no information of his answer having been officially
banded to the ambassadors. Sir Henry Elliot on
the 5th inst., presented his credentials to the Sultan.
The supposition is therefore by no means excluded
that Mr. Elliot's representations succeeded at the
last moment in altering the Sultan’s resolution, or
at any rateingaining a respite, which offers a chance
of averting the rupture which, after the teoor of the
Porte’s reply, secemed all but certain. The Grand
Vizgler, on Wednesday, declared that acceptance of
the proposals was impossible, as it would be equi-
valent to the Sultan abdicating the sovereignty of
three provinces, The respite which seems to have
been gained may be used for finding 8 way out of
the dificulty. The iden of returning to the original
demand, and asking, before all things, the conclu-
sion of a longer armistice, seems to have presented
itself, There are good reasons for believing that
negotiations between Turkey and Montenegro have
gone farther than a renewal of the truce, and that
there has been an approach between the two coun-
tries on the basis of cession of territory to Mon-
tenegro. The valley of the Zetta 'near Podgoritza, is
mentioned as comprised in this eventusl cession.
A, Reuter telegram from Bucharest says:—‘ An
embassy representing Prince Charles of Roumania,
and consisting of the Premier, War Minister, and
the Prince's aide.de-camp and chamberlain, starts
for Livadia to-day to pay 8 complimentary visit to
the Czar, It is stated in diplomatic circles that Mr.
Ristics, Servian minister of foreign affairs, is making
great efforts to obtain peace or an armistice. The
Huugarian Premier, Herr Tisza, declared in the Diet
yesterday that all the guaranteeing powers were
acting in harmony, and that the Russian Govern-
ment, in consequence of an understanding with
Count Andrassy, the Austro-Hungarian Premier, had
adopted energetic measures against the exodus of
volunteers, and bad prohibited any more farloughs
to soldiers., The Standard's Belgrade special says a
Russian corps of telegraphers, having a completeap-
paratus for field telegraphy, has been formed, A
despatch to the Starnderd from Ragusa reports that
Moukhbtar Pasha surprised the Montenegring on the
7th inst, and carried three entrenched positions,
but the Turkish troops were subsequently driven
back. The Montenegring kave burned Trebinje and
other Turkfsh villages, and cut the telegraph wires
between Trebinje and Muktar. The tone of Lord
Derby’s despatch to Sir Henry Elliot regarding atro-
cities, is very severe. He points out the advisa-
bility of placing the disturbed districts immediate-
1y under an’‘energetic commander, who shall either
be a Christian or be assisted Ly Christian coun-
gellors. This arrangement should be provisional,
and withovt prejudice to any fuiure arrangements
which may be in concert with the powers. A des-
patch from Ragusa announces that Prince Nicholas
of Montenegro consented on the 6th inst to a sus-
pension of hostilities, pending the conclusion ofa
regular armistice on condition that the forts now
occupled by the Turks should be only reprovision-
ed sufficiently for present requirements. This re-
sult is attributed to the meditation of the British
Consul, and haa caused a great sensation among the
Sclaves. Demonstrations Lave taken place at
Patras, Zatite and the Pirzus ia behslf of the
Greek population of Turkey, and urging Greece to
make military preparations. This movement is be-
coming general, A despatch to the Daily News
from Bjuni states that the Turks attempted to break
through the Servian environment on Friday. After
making a ronsiderable advance, they were stopped,
and a stubborn fight occurred, the result of which
is unknown. The Z%mes Constantinople despatch
gays it is reported that the Ex-Sultan Murad is
dying. A Belgrade despatch to the Newssays :—
Omar Pasha, with 20,000 men, has taken the offen-
sive from the direction of Saitschar. His purpose
is not known. A Berlin despatch to the Slandard
which is confirmed by a semi-official statement
in the Post, says the Epglish Cabinet bas made
formal proposal to the powers for a conference.
Russia also urges a conference. In addition to
this, both the powers sgree to the necessity of a
month's armistice. There is, therefore, Teason to
bope that Russia and England are not so diametri-
cally opposed to each other as people believe.
Russia insists on excluding Turkey from the con-
ference, Austria desires that the conference sball
consist of the ambassadors representing all the
signatory powers. Italy and France have given
their consent to the conterence, Germauy's answer
is expected soon. A Vienna special to the same
paper reports that Bismarck has fully cndorsed An.
drassy's refusal of the proposal for the joint accupa-
tion of the Turkish provinces. It isabsolutely
certain that Andrassy will resign if occupa-
tion is resolved wupon in higher quarters.
The Viennn correspondent of the Times says:—
Even if the Porte admitted it, Servia, as a vassal
state, could not sit with Turkey, but Montenegro,
which is recognized as independent, may participate
in the conference regarding regular armistice, The
Turk’s chief objection is being obliged thus to re-
cognizz Servia as a belligerent on equal ferms,
but this obstacle iz believed to be not issur-
mountable. M. Ristics has communicated
Servin's willingness to accept -an  armistice
of six weeks, provided a line of demarcation is
dmwn The Derlin eorrespondent -of the ZUmes
states that the Czar's order, that no more Russian
officers. and soldiers, not on active duty be allowed
leave of absence to go to Servia, is not in operation,
Emigration continues at the rate of 790 or 800

A medical contemporary gives the following €x-
tract from ‘the ancient laws of Cambris, King

Howel the Good—Howel Dda—had twenty court

officers—viz*, twelve for the king and eight for the
queen, The physician comes twelfth in order. He
ought to have his land free and his horse in readi-
niess; and he receives his linen clothes from the
queen and his woolen clothes from the king. - His
geat in the hall is at the base of the pillar, that he
may be near where the king is sitting in his border.
His lodging is with the master of the household.
His protection is from the time the king commands
him to visit a wounded man, neither in the palace
nor belonging to it, until he goes to him, taking
away the offender. ‘He must give medicine gratis
to all the officers in the palace and to the master of
the household, their bleody clothes excepted—un-
less it be one of the three dangerous wounds. These
are a blow on the head which penetrates the brain,
o thrust in the body which penetrates the bowels,
and the Lreaking of one of the limbs. For every
one of these three dangerous wounds the physician
is entitled to one hundred and eighty pence and
his meat, or to one pound without his meat, and
also to the bloody clothes. He claims twenty-four
pence for a tent for o wound. A plaster of red
ointment is twelvepeace ; and one of medical herbs
ig eightpence. The pan of the physician is worth
a penny.: He ought to take security of the family
of the wounded man, lest he die of the medicine he
administered to him ; and, if he should not take it,
he must answer for the consequence. He ought
never to leave the palace without the king’s permiss-
ion. The fine for insulting him is six cows and
one hundred and twenty rilver pennies. The value

Facrs anout PoraTo BeeTLEs,—The potafo beetle
remains in the ground all winter, emerges from it
in the spring in o perfect state, fully grown and
ready for procreation. During the day, it remains
upon the potato plant and does not fly till night,
when it traverses whole flelds and whole erections
of country the males in search of females, and vice
versa. 'The beetle does not eat, and 8o does no jm-
mediate harm. The eggs are laid on the under
side of the leaves, in patches about an inch square,
and are a golden yellow color. Ina few days the
young soft grubs are hatched, are ravenously hun-
gry, have but slight hold of the foliage, and are
easily knocked off, They have but slight ability
to travel on the surface of the soil, and never
deacend to it voluntarily, until they have reached
the perfect slug state, when their natural instinct
promots them to seek the earth, into which theéy
