Order of Hibernians.

§ Good Example for the Irish Race at
Home—Patriotic Address by Biskop
McFanl—Letter of Greeting from
John Dillon, M.P.—A Magnificent

Parade.

As the True WiTsess briefly an-
pounced in its last issue, the great
Nationil Convention of the reunited
Ancient Order of Hibernians, held in
Treuto3, N J., last week, was a magni-
ficent success. There was not u hitch
in the pregramie, and enchday’s events
have exemplified the motto of the uraer,
“ Friendship, Unity and Christian
Charity.”

The convention opened Munday morn-
ing, when the delegates nssembled iu St.
Mary's Cathedral, where Solemn High
Mass waa celebrated. The cilicers of the
Maws were: Celebrant, Rev. D. J. Dug-
gan, Bordentown ; deacon, Rev. (ieorge
Osborne; aub-descon, R.v. William F.
Dunpby ; master of ceremonies, Rev.
Juhn McCloskey. Right Rev. Bishop
McFaul occupied the episcopal throne.
Tather Fox acted as sssistant priest and
the deacons of honor were Rev. E 8.
Phillips and William J. McLoughiin.
Father Fox delivered a masterly sermon.

The full Cathedral choir of forty five
voicea furnished an excellent nmusical
programme,

It was about 230 o'clock when the
open session was called to order by
Bishop McFaul. As the Bishop wilked
out on to the stage he was greeted with
the most enthusiastic applause. Bishop
McFaul delivered s short aduress, which
was many times interrupted by the ap-
plauding. . .

“‘I'nis enthusiastic greeting,” he said,
“renders it impossible to restraln tie
feelings awakened ip my breast by the
sight of this convention, composed of
delegates from sll parts of the United
Btates and Canada, for the purpose of
lastingly cementing the union so happily
accomplished during this memorable
yearof ‘08 .

‘As 2 man whose pride is to have firat
seen the light of day beneath the genial
sky of the ever-faithful isle, as the chief
pastor of the Diocese of Trenton, as
Bishop of the Catholic Cburch, I bid you
a thousand welcomes and pray God to
bless your deliberations. Questions mo
mentous to the integrity, the progress,
the prosperity of your noble order—the
questions whose significance and im-
portauce are far reaching, not limited
merely to the interests of your own or-
ganization, but co-extensive with the wel-
fare of the Irish race—will engage your
attention. Wherever an Irishman, yea,
wherever there dwells a heart in which
pulsates Irish blood—and what land via
ited by the sun in his majestic course
around the world does not cherish the
sons and deughters of Erin ?—the prin-
ciples of Friendship, Unity and Christian
Charity here proclaimed by a reunited
Ancient Order of Hibernians will meet
a genercus welcome and encourage the
sea divided Gael to unite for securing
the strength and the influence which,
joined tu that indomitable courage
which has never deserted us during long
ages of oppression and tyranny, will
place dear old Ireland forever in posses-
sion of her long~sought liberty.

*Here T may be nermitted to remind
you that the poet,dwelling in the bitter-
ness of his soul upon the miseriesof hia
native land, has snnounced their cause
in tones which must find an'echo in
every Irish heart: ‘

‘' Let Erin remember the days of old
E'er her faithlens sons betrayed her;

When Malachy wore the collar of gold,

For does ot
history proclaim that one-half of the
American Revolution was compesed of
Irish Catholica and Irish Presbyteriana?
Here they fought and bled and died for
liverty. A memorable example is found
in this city of Trenton, where the names
of McKonkey, the Irish I’cesbyterian,and
Patrick Colvin, the Irish Catholic, have
been rendered glarious by the assistance
they gave to Wanshington and his army
at the battle of Trenton. i

*Then, O Irishmen, with unin at
home and union abroad, with fair C.
umbia extending assistance Erin sijal]
arise in her might, and, shaking ofl' the
shackles of oppression, take her place
among the nations of the earth. .

i Let, therefore, your d+liberations this
week be conducted in the spirit of your
great fundamental principles —-Friend
ship, Unity aud Cuoristian Charity ; let
all personal ambition, old jeslousies and
contentions be crst aside, and this will
be the grandest convention known in
the bistory of yourorganization and pro-
ductive of most important results to the
Irish race throughbout the world.

Mayor Sickel received an c¢vation
when he stepped lorward to welcome
the delegates. He was followed by
P. J.O'Convor, of Savannah, Ga., presi-
dent of the American wing of the order,
and Rev. E. S, Phillips, of Hazleton. Pa.,
pational president of the Board of Fiin
wing. In presenting these gentlemen,
Bishop McFaul paid tribute to their
work 1a bringing about the revnion,

Father Phillips paid a glowing tribute
to Bishop McFaul. ‘Fourteen years ago,’'
he said, ‘relying on ourselves and listen-
ing, perbaps, to unwise counsel, we be-
gan to wage a suicidal war on each
other, and thus wvelied the principle
taught us in our motto of ‘Friendahip,
Uity and Christian Charity.’ Passion,
seltishness, urged ns on until at last our
factional contentions became & atench
in the noatrils of honest men, who
bated a Hibernianism that was a
divided Catholicism. Bat pow, how
ever, by the grace of the gaod God, who
loves holy old Ireland, we axe united to-
gether in one loving body, one full ot
charity for each other., We have been
brought together by the patience and
briiliant efforts of a grand churchman,
whose high ecclesiastical honors, whose
civil and social surroundings never
caused him, and I say of him, never will
cause him lo lose hislove for the fair
lund of his birth and for the children of
St. Patrick, the patron of our order.

‘My Lord, we thank you, and tothe
Ancient Ocder of Hibernians in Ameri-
ca, for all time, we will leave as a aacred
heritags the name of James A, McFaul.’

Mr. O'Connor, in reply to the addresses
of welcome of the Bishop and Mayor,
made n very elequent address. ‘The
cordial greeting extended tu us by his
Lnrdship, Bishop McFaul, is highly ap
preciated,” he said. ‘Through his earn-
est and patriotic effuris we are hers to
complete the unification of our people
and receive his blessing. The city of
Trenton is br'stling with inspiring and
historic memories, and the grand result
achieved for Hibernianism therein will
long be remembercd. Weare glad to be
among our New Jersey brethren, com-
posed of men of true manliness, high
moral character, eminent ability, devo-
tinn to the holy church, loyalty to
American ipstitutions and with love for
the Emerald Iale. We will carry with us
from ont of the gates of this city the
kindest remembrance of the etfuris of the
people to muka this visit one of the
sweet memories of our lives. We are
proud of the A, O. H,, which bas for its
object the making of its members betler
a8 {0 themselves, better as to their fami-
lies, and betier citizens of their country.
Ounr reports show that we have disbursed
more than $500'000 in charity. Our
character is co-extensive with the world
itself.’ .

On either rolnmn supporting the arch
were electric lirhts formed into the let
ters “ A O.H.,” in green, surrounded by
white electric lights  Across the top
and immediately under the band stand
was the word “Welcome,” dieplayed in
red lightas.

Bishop McFaul preatdcd nver the day’s
meetings, At the afternoan aession, after
tha Bishop had read the *¢rma agreed
upon a8 the basis of the rennion af both
winga, he annonnced that the next busi-
ness in order was the elec!rn of cflizers
to serve until the election of atiicers the
latter part of the week. Rev. E. S,
Phillips. who was at the hrad of the
Brard of Erin, nominated P J.O'Connor.
of Savannah, Gi. who was the head
cifizer of the other wing when 'he re
union tnnk place. Mr. O'Connor wae
selected by acclamation.

A letter was read fram Bishop Fulev,
of Detroit, in which he exprersed his
pleasure at the reunion of the order and
returned r cheque for over $219 the sum
received in exceas of the $50 000 prom-
ised by the order to found a Celtic chair
at the Catholic University at Washing-
ton, DC,

The reprrts of the oflicers followed.

That of Rev. E. 8. Phillips, of thz B of
E.. was confined to explaining the cause
of the reunion of the order, which, he
said, wasto set as an example ta [nsh-
men io all parts of the world and to
commemnrate the one hundredth anni-
versary of the fight for Ireland’s frec-
dom.
Mr. O'Connor, in his report, spoke of
the attention the ladies’ auxiliary shenld
receive and the amount of gnod it has
done for four yeare. The famine in the
weatern part of Ireland, and the nerd of
immediate action by the Ancient Order
of Hibernians to relieve the same, and
the war between Spain and the United
States, were dealt with.

National Secretaries O’Suvllivan and
Hayes and Treasurer Dpndon followed.
Secretary O'Sullivap reported that the
American branch bad 1,491 subordinate
bodien and 38 military companies. with
90,967 members, located in all the Statea
and lerritories, excepting Wyoming. and
in New Brunswick, Ontarin, Quebec and
Prince Edward Island. The disburse-
ments for two vears for sick and funeral
benefits were $517,064 521 fox charitable
and other purposes, $412,943; balance in
the treasuries of subordinate lodges,
$0648 525.19.

‘I've Jadies’ auxiliary has 298 divisions
and 19,915 members, It has paid out
$11,087.36 in sick and funeral benefita
and $19,143 84 for charitable and other
purpoees, and has a balance of $48 545,04
Secretary Eiward R. Hayes reported
tbat the Board of Erin had about 5,000
members,

Deapite the heat Wednesday’s parade
was a great success, and during the after-
noon fullv 20,000 persons were at the
Trenton Driving Park, where an excel-
lent programme of sports was furnished
as well a8 an abundance of refreshments.
At the episcopal residence, on Nortb
Warren atreet, the procession was re-
viewed by Right Rev. Bishop McI'aul
and Mayor Sickel, together with the
national officers of the two late wings of
Hiberniana, a large number of priests
and the citizens’ committee. The re
viewing stand, which had been erected
for the occasion. was handsomely be-
decked with American flags, and am the
marchers passed, with heads bared, the
pight was A very impreasive one,

The parade was a greal success, one of
the greatest civic demonatrations the
town bas ever seen. There were & score
of bands aand about 8,000 Irishmen, or
song of Irishmen, marched over the
route, . .

All along the line were to be seen
decoratione. Most of the delegates car
ried small American flags, and there
was none without a little bit of ' Old
Glory” in his coat lapel.

The right of line in the procession was
given to. the Hibernian Rifles of Phils-
delphia, under Captain’ Barron, and
headed by a military band of thirty
pieces. Colonel Micbhael Hurley was
grand-marshal of the parade. .

Placentia, the ¢‘Xillarney~ of

Newfoundland.

Taere may presibly be brighter and
muore beauntiful places on this side of the
Atlantic tnan Placentia, the Kilturney of
Newfouncland, but visitors to tie place
aay tihat they sre bard to be found.
Tois churming seaport tuws was c:lled
Iwisnnce by it French discover, Gargot,
who care to it between the years 1660
and 1663, ‘lhe name Dlaisance—now
Puncentin—was n (ribute paid to its
pleasant surroundings and uninue site,
by tte poetic Freachman. [acentia
is truly unique inits phrsical fcraation.
The general Newroundland port opens
immediately on the sen—or larger bay -
whilet the settloment is built around on
hills rising 'xom the water's edge orland-
wash Sich sites are always picturzeqne.
But wout makes Piacentia singular is
this : toat itis built on & spacious level
beacn joined to the mainland by a nar-
row isthmus called the * Block House.”
This immense berch was originally
thrown up by the sea, and is stiil ridged
in a mannerto give the ides of waves.

beautifying the locality. Placentia has
been called the* Killarney ' of Newlound-
land from the rare and complicated
aystem of water by which it is almost
aurrounded. The:own is situated on the
eide of one of the largest bays on the
Newfoundland coast, Placeniia Bay,
forty miles broad and upwards of ninety
miles long. This bay 18 !ull of barbors
and studded with numerous islands, and
may be easily traversed, as a mail
steamer crosses it regularly. The outer
harbor or roadstead of Placentia begins
on one sids at Point Verte, & low lying
green point, and on the other at the bill
call Crevecoeur. Farther in on the
Crevecoeur side rises the castellated
peak of Frenchmun's Hill, whence of
yore

Continuing con. the roadstead narrows to
a channel and then diverges into the
norti—east and south-east arms. The
new railway coming from St Johns runs
alonv on the north side of the harbor,
and frum the train windows may be
obtained viewa of the nortb-east
arm not easily surpassed for beauty
and grandenr. As the train comes round
the head of the arm, the indraught dis-
closes itself in o sumber of small and
nearly landlocked lakelets. Farthér down
it takes the appearance of a chain of
1ikes, almost croas barred by wooded and
grassy poinis and dotted by islands ;

THE revolution of which Italy has re
cently been the scene has a distinctly
political chsracter. 1t is the ficat time
since the House of Scvoy has taken up
jts abode in Rome that the people have
expreesed, arms in hand, their feelings
of weariness axd disaflection toward the
roonarchy and the dynasty. The revolt
of the Fasci, in Sicily, the “isle of
fire ” in 1893, was, above all, a famine
jnsurrection ; it was the rebellion of the
stomacb. What we have now js the re-
pellion of the mind, says that acute
observer, ‘‘Innomivato,” writing from
Rome to the New York Sun. Tke gloomy

and bloody cruelty shown, recalling the
most savage memories of the petty
despots of the fifteenth century, prove
more than sufficiently that the Q1irinal
koew that it faced an act of insubordi

pation to the dynaaty.

Weariness and disaffzction are the na-
tural prclongation of mathematical unity
and of the monarchy. When, after the
war of France and Ttaly againat Austria
the party of Muarzini accepted provision:
ally the dynasty which recording to
Crispi's phrase was ‘what divided us the
f-ast,’ [talian unity was attained under
the v 7is of the monarchy. Yet, accord-
ing to the treaty of Lugano the repub-
lican patriots had submitted to “the
dynasty merely as to a useful contin-
sencv in order Lo create a crucible for &
a'liCk anification and an instrument of
defenice against monarchicsl Europe,
They reserved their liberty of nction
none the leas for the dav when the mon.
archy ahonld have Jjuifilled its mission.
Now the dynasty has not oniv not carried
ot that part, bat it hee become the
canse of the abasement nbnd the death
wgony of the youth of & resuscitated nn-
tion. In taking its meat opposite the
Saerad Maunt it eopied the French type,
instead of taking the Ameirican model
<nted to its genius, traditions, and
future.

Mathematical unity, an artificial « ut
growth, has stitled the national moul.
Jneread of developing freely in the lighi
and strength of ita own faculties, the
vonny organism has wasted away under
the leaden cloak of a foreign institution.
Liepionalism was the source and natural
torm of all Italian ereations. From it
arcee that garden of civilization formed
by the * Hundred Cities of Italy.” It
je due to it that this country has been
the most beautiful and fruitful apectacle
in history. Mathematical unitv hes
suppres=ed this talent. Fivrence Milan,
Turin Naples, Palermo, Gienoa, Venice,
are sonis of different character which
their sky and their proximity alone
bind together. Above these Iiving,
atrongly marked, violently individual
istic sonls the mouarchy has tried to
create a military apirit, The attempt
has been abortive. Rome, placed under
the rich and laborious provioces, Las
fallen into the power of rascality, and
*he spint of speculation and of Iaziness
of the Southerners and the Neapolitans,
The new Governmwent, by the very fact
that Naples is four hours distant by
rail, while Milan and Turin are fourteen
and were eighteen hours away, haele-
come the patrimony of the South. The
North draws back as one retires froni a
syndicate where one's interests are
racrificed to the rapacity and trickery

of a clique,

The present revolulion is the result of
such » discovery, and as the monarchy
cannot change its garb and its instru-
ments without giving up its very essence
the revolt has at once taken a brutally
antidynastic character. All classes,
with the exception of the bourgeoieie
thau erj ys itaelf, are weary of the burden
of mooarchy, of the ferocious octopus
that swallows up all the resources of the
nation. Catholics, democrats, aristocrats,
socialiats, republicans by tradition or
conversion, all 1ook on Italian federation

. a8 the only security. the only national
form for Italy. Freemasonry even,
"which up to the disaster of Adaua was
leas a syndicute of interests than & man-
archical enterpriae, the higheat power in
& fashicn of the mathematical unity
svatem, has recovered some of its inde—
pendence. The Left Wing has become
distinctly federalist and republican. The
substitution of Signor Nathan for Signor
Lemmi in the Presidency of the Grand
Urient clearly indicates the evolation of
the whole of that occult bady.

I'wo yeats ago the federalist republi
cans, through the Corresponidenza Verde,
proposed an alliance on this ground to
the Catholics. Without giving up their
principles the Qsservatore Cattolico. the
Uni'd Cattolica of Florence, the Voce
della Veritdl, had replied with sympathy
to the courteons invitations. I'bree
months agc L'ather Zicehi in the Civilti
Cattolica showed how closely related
were the interesis of federalism, the re-
public, and the Papacy. This tendency
of minds and of forces contributed not a
little to hastening on recent events. It
was not withcut good resson that the
savape police, in repressing the insur-
genta, also siruck the Q:servatore Catla-
lico of Milan, which, with proud and
noble valor, fights in the front rank for
ﬂ!el holy causes of right, the Fope, and

aly.

Neither bas themonarchy of Savoy ful-
filled its second mission. Undoubtedly
1t formed the Triple Alliance, and ifthe

tion at Adana, crushiog taxes—these are
among the resnlt of this epecifically
monarchical policy. | .

Now the monarchy is not only uoable
to dry up the sources of these evils, but
it is obliged to incremse ibeir npumber
and their power of expansion. Under
penalty of losing caste, it is bound in
honor to continue the maintenance of &
large army and of an administration out
of proportion to its means. Heavy
enough &t a time when the people could
breathe freely, the taxes have become
crushing since the period when ma-
thematical unity and the morarchical
syatem have reduced Italy o that
** Ostello di dolore ” whose nameless dis-
tress Dante deacribed in bis day.

Bat how can this systemn be kept up
withount killing the last orgaps of ne-
tional life? Whither are we going cn
this road to Calvary? What solution
can the mind discover? War! XNo
power desires that. Permanent armies,
universal service, have made that almost
impnasible. Peace with the Pope! But
the Holy Father refuses to deal with the
usurper before he shall bhave left Rome.
Nowto flee from Rome is suicide. A
diminution of taxation? The dynasty
will never consent to sink to the rank of
a Swiss Government. There remaina
only the federal republic. The people
understood that inatinctively, hence the
uprising.

Two old men, Leo XIII. and Gladstone,
the two Dandorce of the nineteenth
century, the one on bis deathbed, the
otber atill [ull of vigor and of lile had
been more farsering than Italy and had
predicted this outceme. In 1838 the
Grand Old Man guve the cry of alarm.
lieo X111, has never ceased to keep it up.
Reckleasneas, however, and the snirit of
madnese did not give way : thev have
uot yielded even tc-tay. Yoe 1irinal
caun’s on the ai{ of the courts of Europe,
but when Italy becomes a mersly negli-
pible guantity the cour's wiil break the
Loncs ot relationship.

To * atrike the tlig” ia to lower the
national colors in token of submission
Fings are used as the symhbol of rank
and conmmand the cilizers using them
being called flag oflicers  Such flage are
squire, to distinguish them frorm other
banaern.

A *flag of truce” is a white {[1g dis-
played to an enemy to indicate a desire
for a parley or consultation.

The white Hay is the sign of peace.
After a battle parties from both sides
often go out to the field to rescue the
wcunded or bary the dead under the pro
tection of & white flag,

The red Bag is asign of defiance, and
in often used by revolutionists. Io the
United Siates service it is a mark of
danger, and showe a vessel to be receiyv-
ing or discharging her powder.

The black flag is the sign of piracy.
The yellow {lag shows a veasel t0 be at
quarantine and is the sign of contagions
disease. A flag wt halfmast means
mourning. Fishing and other vessels
return with a flag &t balf-mast to an-
nounce the loss or death of some of the
men Dipping a flag is lowering il
slightly and then horsting it again to
salute n veeasel or fort.

1f the President of the United States
goes afloat the American flig is carried
in the bow of kis barge or bolsted at the
main of the vessel on board of which he
is.

PROPOSED NEW
CITY CHARTER.

Unider the headiog * A Weakneas in
the New Charter,”” the Insurance and
Finance Chronicle of thiscity finds fault
with tae dratt o7 the propised new char-
ter for Montreal bacause * it prictically
abolishes, while pretending to retain, the
property (ualificationa of tie Mayor and
Aldermen ;" and §: sugeests that not
only should the clause drawn up by the
charter revisers on thia point be altered,
but that “the best intereats of the city
would be aerved by tncreasing the prop-
‘erty qualification.”

We do not agree with our esteemed
contemporary. We are of opinion that
the property qualification Iaw ought to
be atr gated altogether. It has for years
been practically a dead letter. Neveral
Aldermen have sal in the City Council

"Am the past, several eit in it now, with-
-out possessing the necessary property

- qaslificaticn. It basnot always secured
tt e election of the best citizens available,
nor has it proved “a guarantee apainst
malieasance in (flice.” Moreover, why
ashould tke possession of property be a

- ¢malifieation for membership of the City
Council, when no such qualitication ie
required for membership of the provin-

* cial legisia:ure or the fidersl House of

- Commons, where interests of vaster fin-
~anmcizl import are discvssed and volcd
upon each session ?

On the other hand, we are at one with
the Chronicie when it advocates that
the law on the subject should be made
clear. The proposed clause reads as fol-
iows : “No person can be nominated or
elected aldermsan uaoless he has been
resident in the city for one year imme-
diately preceding the election, and un-:
less ne, during a continuocuns period of
six months preceding the day of his
nomination, has been seized of and has
posseaned in his own name immovable
property in the city of the value of two
thousand dollars, as established by the
valuation and assessment roll in force
at the date of pomination.”

‘The present law requires that the real
estate upon which the candidates, in
order to b eligible, qualify, must be free
from all encumbrances. Under the pro-
jected new charter, aa the clause quoted
proves, a candidate may qualify upon
property that is morigaged up tothe
hilt.

How much more cacliously and can-
didly worded is the clause in the British
North America Act, which provides for
the property qualification of members
of the Senate. On taking the oath of
qualfication a Senator is required to
awear “that he is by law duly qualified
¢o be Senator, that he is legally or equit-
ably seized as of freehold for hix own
use and bepefit of lands or tenements
held in free and common socage of the
value of four thousand doliars over and
above all rents, dues, debts, mortgages,
charges and encumbrances due or pay-
able out of, or charged on or affeciing
the same ; and that he has not collusive:

. _come possessed of the said lands or tene-
", ments orany part thereof for the pur-
.. .pose of enabling him to become a mem-
" bér of the Senate;’ and that his real

Few more pointed tributes could be
paid to the projected High School for
the English speaking boys of Montresal
and the district —for the whole province,
in fact—on which the Rov, Father
Quinlivan, the devoted, self-sacrificing
and energetic pastor of St. Patrick’s

*“We are painfully reminded almost
every day by applications for situations
aa clerka tha: there are too many clerks.
What a pity scme of them did not re
ceive m techmical training in some
branches of manual indus'ry., Public
and parochial achocls turn sut annually
large numbers ot recruits for the over-
crowded prifestions. acd the vast army
of clerks in asearci of employment
grows largerevery vear, while the dearth
of nntive akilied labur 18 deeply regretied
by employcrs. Foreign mechanies do
the work that should be done by patives,
and many of tucae forelgnéers are taintcd
with the virae of Sacialism.  Toe people
do not want any playing with trades in
the public scho-ls; whatis required is a
praciical svatem of jfudustrisl education
which would turn out thorougnly skilled
workmen. 1t should be altogetuer in

dependent uf the politicians wh» com-
pose the Board of Education and should
be in the hamds of practical men. The
man who devises and pats in operation
the needed system will be & public beue-
factor.” ‘

Father (rainlivan bas Jevised even a
better aystem than that desiderated by
our Catholic contemporary ; and all that
is roquired to put it in cperation is a
amall contribution from every Eonglish-
epraking Catholic family in Montresl
and the district. Toe Montreal High
School for Eoglish-speskiug Catholic
boye will turn out not only “thoroughly
skilled” mechanics, bul young men
thoroughly versed in Eaglish, in all the
branches of commerce from banking
to retail slore-keeping ; in civil, mining
and mechanical engineering, and in
every field of industrial and mer-
cantile activity. Toe acope of the
zchool, at we have repeatedly said,
will not be confined by the limita of St,
Patrick’s parish; it will embrace
the whole province. There can be
no qaestivn as to the urgent ne-
cersity of tbe projected bigh school,
The orly acxiety is in respect to the
promptness with which subacriptions to
defray the cost of 1ta erection, equip-
ment and maintenance are forthcoming.

If our own beloved Archbishop were
not burdened with the enormous debt

The problem as to the ultimate dis-
position of the Pailippine Islands will
shortly come up for discussion. It is
beset with grave difficulties, and will
require for ita molution the exercise of
statesmanship of & high order. This
Malayan archipelago covers a larger
ares than is generally supposed, and is
exceedingly fertile. The islands are
more than fourteen bundred in number,
and have a collective superficies of over
114,000 eguare miles. Luzon, the
largest island of the group, is about the
size of Cuba, and Mindanao ia
ot mnearly equal area. In  parts
of Luzon itselfl €panish authority has
been even in quiet times but nomiu.
ally recognized, and only a semblance
of allegiance has been paid by the in-

'Bat they are 100 wesk
numerically, not ounly to defend them
selves against any Earopean power, but
also to prevent s recrudéscence of
pitacy in the other islands of the
archipelago. It was ocomputed by
& carelul observer in 1865 that
the Tagal tongue was then-spoken by no
more than 1,300,000 persons, althcugh
the populafion of the ialands was fixed
shortly afterward by the eocleaiastical
census at over 6,000,000. As an annual
increase of 2 per cent. is admitted, the
present population of the Philippines
must be in the neighborhood of ten mil-
lions. The Visayas, who have a lan-
guage of their own, and whoinhabit ithe
islands between Luzon and Mindanao,
must now number upward of tbree mil-
lions, but they canhardly be expected to
00 operate with the Tagals, to whom
they are traditionally hostile, baving
taken part in the subjogation of them
by the Spaniards. With the exception
of the aborieinal Negritos, of whom
there are now very few, all the natives
of the Philippines are of Malay origin;
but, in common parlance, the term
Mulay is applied specificelly to the
Mobammedan tribes found on the
coasts of many of the islands south of
Imzon. These Mohammedan Malays
are implacably inimical to the Chris-
tian Tugule, and spy attempl wpon the
part of the latter to exercise jurisdiction
over them would plunge the islands in
internccine warfare, and lead to the re-
sumption of piracy on a greal scale,
Several plans of dispusing of the
Philippines suggest themselves. They
could be returned to Spain under certain
conditions as to autonumy ; they could
be sold to some European Power ; they
could be given independence, and be-
come a republic with Aguinaldo as Presi-
dent ; or the United States might uonex
them. Te¢ all of these there are -erivus
objecticns. Spain, afterian occupancy of
three hundred and thirty yvears, has
shown herelf unable to cootrol them:
and it would be ridiculous forthe United
States 1o hand them back to Spain after
tighting for their possesslon. As to sell.
iog them to 8 Enropean power, such a
atep would unchain the most dangerouns
jealonaies of England, Bussia, Germany
and France. The discordant elements
amongst the population would repder
independence unwise and impracticable,
There is only one workable plan that
might safely be adopted; and thatisto
give them autonomy under the joint
protectivn cf the United States ard
Spain,

THE WAR.

The peculiar feature about the de-
struction of Admiral Cervera's tleet on
Sunday, when he made u bold dash out
of the barbor of Suntiago, isthat not one
of the American warships was injured.
The same strange circunistance oc
curred at Mabpila; but the fleet
destroyed by Admiral -Dewey was much
weaker than that commanded by
Admiral Cervera. Peace ought assurec-
ly to be now ip sight., The renown of
the Spaniards for bravery both on land
and sea has been unqu=stionably vindi-
caled, so that Spain can negotiate for
peace without suffering any injury to
her pational honor. The struggle hasg
been an untgual one from the begin.
nivg. No unseful purpose can be aerved
by prolupging a war in which Spain
stands no chance of success. It will be
hard for the Government, whigh, in
order to maintain itself in power, pro-
longs a hopeless and sanguinary core
flict, to clear itself from the charge of
bloodguiltiness.

TWO LESSONS FOR
CATHOLIC VOTERS,
In the recent elections in Germany,
the Centre, or Catholic, party has more
than held 1ts own, in spite of the many
hostile forces arrayed against it. It
numbers one hundred odd, and is thus
the strongest party in the Reichatag and
the arbitet of every Government depend-
ent for its existence upon the support of
the members of that parliamentary body.

Moreover, there are aix daily papers, be-
sides several serial publications devoted
to acience, education, religion and the
arts, These facts are furnished fruns
both official and nor Cathulic gouzcee.-

AN ENGLISH PROFESSOR
ON THE “* ANGLO-SAXON.”

The propcsed Anglc-Saxon alliance
has xeceived quite a set back from a
distioguished Oxfordgacholar, Dr. John

One man, forinstance, in Anglian,
anoimer is of Celtic descent—Welsh or
Cornish, Irish or Scotch—and another is
of Noxse or Norman, not to mention re-
presemtatives of Huguenot families and
a sprinkling of Duteb, both Nether and
High. What, then, is become of the
Saxon? One, on the whole, is left to
conclude that be must be an excellent
laborer, a good judge of beer, and a moat
useful member of society under the
superintendence and direction of the
Engle and the Celt, * * * Yeisome
people talk eternally of the Anglos
Saxon race us excellent colonizers and
civilizers of the world, when it would be
far more fitling to call them Anglo;
Celtic !

Tuim Celtic professor—his name indi-
catesthat he is & Welshman—evidently
knew what be was talking about; and
he is & higher authority on the "“Saxon”
quesiion than Mr. Cnamberlain and
My.

worthy expression. The spirit of free-

dom, bowever, iz making itsel! fel, as

the decision of the Honse of Represen-

tatives in respect to the permission to

erect & Catholic chapel at the military

reservation known as Weat Point clearly

proves.

Technically, the bill simply author
ized the Secretary of War to allow “any
church or any sect” to build a church at
West Point. In reality it removed a re-
striction from which Catholics suffered.
‘They were not allowed Lo have a chapel
;or church in whbich to practise their re”
dligion. The diseussion which the bill
.provoked is so interesting that it merita
reproduction, ae throwing a side-light
on the attitude of yepresentative Ameri-
cans towards Catholics, who bave done
g0 much, and who are doing so much, to
promote tae interesis of the Republic:

Mr. Sulzer (Dem., N.Y )}, in urging the
bill, said all Protestants worshipped
there in a chapel owned by the Govern-
ment, and the purpose of the bill really
was to give to the Catholics the right to
tuild their own chapel. “I myself am
a Presbyterzan,” declared Mr. Sulzer,
“but a believer in religious free:
dom, and the Catholics should have
the same rizht to have on the West
Poiut militury reservation a chapel that
Protestants epjoy.”

Mr. Hill elaberated the arguments in
ruopont of she bidl, and Mr. Bromwell
{Rep. Ghio) opposed it as being framed
solety for the Catholics, and be antag:
onized launching upon & policy that
would end in a fight beilween the
enurches for control of the worship at
Wesi Point.

“[ am a brother-in-Jaw to the Method-
ist church,” éeclared DIr. Cagnon, “‘and
the gentleman cannol claim that there
is anythiog in the bill that discrimin.
ates ngaiost the Metbodist Church or
any other eburch. The Secretary of War
can grant under the bill permission to
any church %o erect a place of worship
upon the military reservation.”

Mr Berry (Dem., Ken.), supporied
the bill, and Mr. Northway (Rep.,
Onio), opposed it, declaring bis oppori-
tion to any mcvement that would resuit
in special favors to apy church, or that
would give to any sect or denomination
any footbold thut would sid in an effort
1o make its religion predominant at the
academy, Should the Catholics receive
the special privilege of erecting their
chapel, the Protestants would be quietly
arrayed against the academy.

Mz, Bailey (Dem., Texas) defied any
ope to contend the bill contained any-
thing that favored one sect over apy
othex. While it may huve been intro
duced an the result of Catholic desire and
readineas 1o erect their own chapel, the
' Secretary of War could not desire under
its provisions to sny denomination the
privilege of erecting its own edifice.
“ And,” declared Mr. Bailey; il hris a
Christian he will not discriminate.”

*“The bill vnder consideration,” said
Mr. Bailey, in response to an interrug-
tion, ** expressly does not institute any
denomination or church at West Poine,
but it expreasly allows any church to in-
atitute itself for the worship of God sc-
cording toits own creed,” and in res-
pouse to another interruption ke said :
“ A governmeni that maintaios a bar-
room within its capital and refumes the
right for any church to build its own
edifice on the reservation where ite sol-
diers are trained is a disgrace.”

My, Cammings (Dem., N.Y.) and Mr.
"Henderson (Rep. Iowa)} supported the
bill. The latter pointed out ita general
provisions, extending equul privileges to
all churches and argued for it upon the
broad ground of xeligious liberly. He
asserted that the bill contained nothing
objectionable.

‘The bill was also sapported by a large
number of Democrats and *upon di-
vision” was adopted by 109 1o 21. Mr.
Bromweli, the Republican member from
Obio, carried bia prejudice so far asto
raise the point of " no quorum,” and a
count was ordered. The vote was 133 in
favor of the bill, and 25 agaiost it, a
quorum having been found. The inci-
dent is significant in two ways. It shows
that bigotry is surely though gradually
dying out in the United States; and it
sbows that the old and hateful Kaow-
nothing bigotry stiil lingera amcngst a
section of the Republican party.

he ever stoutly maintained that while
tbe importance of the old poit
might be obscured for & lme.
its commanding situstion could never
be taken from it. ft ie very
fortunate for the intereats of the place
that it has such men as the last numed
and the Hon Charlen Fitzoatrick and
Mr. Malouin M.P., in Parliament to up-
hold the right and title of tbe venerable
city. These representative ™en are
Quebecers themuelves pore and simple,
they know the city’s wantaand they will
insist that it gets its fair share of Govern-
ment help and patronage. .

Apart from these material points_of
commerci ! value, the old pioneer city
of culture and Christianity inthe New
World has its inherent heritage of renowu
which no vicessitude of fortune can rob
it.

THE BIBLE.

Cavdinal Gibboons Recommentds Diligent
Study of 1t.

Speaking at the graduation exercises
at the Catholic University, Washington,
Cardinal Gibbonps said :—

‘Among the many advaniages You en-
jov in this young but thwrishing Inetitn
tion of [»arping [ may mention this one
in particulsr, that you are tanght by
your avle and discriminating professor
what books you are to study, what auth-
ors you are to consult in your ecclesius-
tical or civil career And I regard the
selection ot books a decided element of
success. Your progress in life will largely
depend on the spiritual and intellectual
wespons you will use, just as Admir-]
Dewey's great victory at Manila was due
not only to the acknowledged bravery of
his men, but also tc the superior arma
ment of hia 2hips over that of the
Spapish flest.

* While I must disclaim the ability
which would ensble meto recommend
to you tbe authors you should study,
there is one book which Icommend to
you first and 1ast and at all times, and
that book is the Holy Scripture. The
Word of God isjustly styled by St. Am
brose the libre sacerdalolis, or priest’s
book by excellence. You might be
familiar with the whole range of ancient
and mcdern literature, and yet if you
were but imperfectly acquainted with
the sacred voiume, your aermons would
be dry and cold and lamentably defer-
tive. On the other hand, if you are well
versed in the Sacred Scriptures though
a comparative stranger t0 human
science, you will preach with a force
and grace and unction that will not fail
tc make a salutary impression upon
your hearers and produce abundant
fruit in their souls.

But 1 would recommend the Holy
Scriptures not only to yox, reverend gen-
tlemen, but also to those of you whoare
destined 1o the practice of the law or of
any civil calling. Judge Robinson will
agree with me thatan argument from
the Gospels will not fail to make & deep
impression on & judge and jury io our
country, for the commeon law in Eng-
land, from which ours islargely derived,
is interwoven with evapgelical maxims.
The moat illustrious stateemen of Eng-—
land and America have been conspicuous
for their familiarity with the sscred
text. The Earl of Chatham, Lord
Brougham, Patrick Henry and Daniel
Webater abound in passages from the
word of God. In the memorable speech
Gelivered in the Supreme Court in '44, in
the Girard will case, Daniel .Webater
quotes from the Scripture twelve or
thirteen times. One or his finest peror-
ations is nothing else than a paraphrase
nf the one hundred and thirty~2ighth
Paalin.
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Gaels From all . Oountries’

At thearecont Gaelic feslival held in

the Roturda, Dublin, the immense hall
was filled in every part. Every Irish-
spaaking county was represented; the
Gaels in London and Glasgow sent em-
bassies, while the Irish in Paris, Baston,
New York and Chicago sent greetings
to the common festival, In the enforced
absence of Lord Caatletowsn, Dr. Diuglas
Hyde took the chair, and after declaring
the Oireachtas open, referred to the
great intellectual work that was being
accomplished throuzhout the countiry by
the movement it represented.
A delegation from the ‘Mod.’ of Scot
land. consisting of Colin MacPbarlsin
and Roderick MacLeod, was then played
to the platform by the Highland pipea
and was received with tremendous ap
plause. Mr. MacPharlain, speaking in
Gaelic, said there was relationshbip and
brotherhoxd and love between the Gaels
of Scotland and of Ireland, and he wae
proud to be the bearer of & message from
bis countrymen to Ireland, and with evi
dent pleasure rendered thanks for the
great ovation given to the delegation,
while he praceeded to read the address
from the Mod to the Qlreachtas. Thoe
speech and sddress were perfectly invel-
ligible to the Irish speakers in the hall,
and both were received with crics of
‘Cead failte rombat,’ ‘Ta failte romhat’
and cheers from every side,

The secretary ibhen read greetings, in
G:e'ic, from societies in all parts of
Great Britsin and Ireland, and also from
the I'nilc-Celtic Saciety, New York ; the
Gilic S»ciety, New York; the Gnlic
League, Chicago; the Philo-Celtic So
ciety, Boston, and from Rev. Father
O'Growney, Pheenix, Arizona, U.S.

Dr. Hyde next recited his Oireaclitss
ode. the melodic beauty and impassicne
delivery of which charmed even those
ignorant of Irish.

A band of Irish harps, conducted by
Mr. Owen Llayd, thep played a melecticn
coneisting of ‘The Gnll;!

IRISH ORATORY.

By M. Declan Carey, $.M., in Donalige's for July

Irish oratory, like lLiish nationality,
has wilk sonmie a very circumscribed
meaning, They understand by it a kind

of elorjuence, all tigures and fancy, with
no argument—ihe play of ' Hamlet’
with the part of Hamlet lelt out. Noth-
ing can be further from the truth. Irish-
men are naturally gifted with rich stores
of faney, but at the same time are not
wanting in the reasoning faculty. The
oratory of Burke and Grattan, of Piunkett
gnd O'Connell, certainly does not lack
atgument. It has, however,so ne char
acteristica which distinguish it from
the-oratory of any other country.

It is not exaggerated and bombastic
like the French, nor is it so practical
and common sense as that of the English
school, nor yet is it a fine art like
ancient oratory, but it i something dif-
ferent from them all, yet retaining some
of the features of each. In close reason-
ing, Irish oratory excels that of the
ancients, It is & mistake to imagine
that the Grecian orations are long chains
of ratiocination. They are to the point
and full of invective. They apneal to
the strongest passions and predudices, to
the sober judgment they are never ad
dressed. In persuasive eloquence the
Irish are unequaled amongst moderns.
The fecendity uf imaginaticn aod tem-
perament of the Celtic chardcter are
peculiarly adapted to sway the feelings
of men. There is running through Irist
oratory a tinge of pathos like unto that
melancholy strain which pervades the
natienal mupsic It is very marked in
Carrap and Gratian, but may be traced
in O’Connell, Sheridan, and even Burke.

FACOMMUNICATED.

Punishment of a Polish Priest,
Formerly of Chicago.

The Archbishops and Bishops of the
varlous dioceses of the United S:ates
have received from Rome copies of a de
cree of major excommunication directed
ageinst I-v. Anthony Kcuzlowski, a
Polish priest formerly affiliated with the
Archdiocese of Chicago. Ths document

bears the signature of His Eminence
Cardinal Ledochow:ki, prefect of the
Sicred Congregation de Propaganda Fidr,
and atutes that the decree is issued by
command of His Holiness the Pone,
given in an audience held on April 26,

The explanation given for the Holy
Father’s action is that Kozlowski has,
with contumncy, rebelled againest lawful
s hority, and, moreover, boasts in a
printed letter. which he calls pastoral,
that he inthe Bishop of the independent
Catholic Diocese of Chicago, and ip
which he declares he received the episco
pal consecration from certain heretical
bishops in Switzerland.

Commenting upon this sad event, Lthe
Catholic Standard, of Philadelphbir, aays
editorially:

It is pain‘ul to know that the Holy
Father has been compelicd, by the un-
bending contumacy of the Itev. Aunthony
Krztowski, to provousce against him
the extreme ban of the Canrcb. The un
happy priest now lies under the shadow
nf the Greater Excommunication. He
is cot off from the body and the soui of
the Chureb, and unlees he crave pardon
and renounce solemnly his evil ways, he
must die as one accurst of God,

In the peculiar circumstances of this
country, no other course was open to the
sovereign authority of our Church if
Catholic unity was to be preserved. The
idea of separate nationality in Church
dizcipline is incompatible with the gen-
eril lIaw and thie general interest, No
more instractive ptjsct lesson conld be
furnished than this (zetive condemps-
tion of ap sltempl to set up an frrperivm
i mperio within the American Catholic
Church,

Some professional defamers of our
Caurch endeaver to make capital against
it by pointing to the procers of excom
munication as a thing peculiar to it—a
species of ecclesiastical despotism exer
cised only by ' Rome.” These are the
babes acd sucking doves of history and
extant happening. It isa little more than
A mounth since the Proteatant Bishop of
Lichfield, in Fogland, soiemnly excom-
municated, by bell, book and candle,’
a minister wbo had misconducted him
self and refused to submit to authority.
Geneva was the place where this ilting
ralio was most eflectively appealed to in
the interests of “‘good government,” as
Servetus found to his cost. Those who
know anything of the early history of
Scoteh Presbyterianiom will easily recall
how well Jolin Knox profited by his ap-
prenciceship to Cailvin in the carrying
out of the ecclesiastical ban, The'’ Com
mination Service’” in the Anpglican
Church was & sort of general Excommu-
pication or Anathema.

It may besuppused by some igoorant
petaona thet excommunication is a mat-
ter which only carries spiritual depriva
tion. No gpronter mistake was ever
made. The Catholic Church nerser went
beyond the form of excommunication,
but in the Church of Eagland, which is
a branch of the State, exconimunicalion
is punisbable by deprivation of civil
rights, losa of vote and disentitlement to
serve on a juty ; in extreme cases to fine
and imprisonment.  All the 1=gal penal.
ties attaching to the contumacy were re
cently particularized in the Westminater
Gazette, and the test would prove eye-
cpening to those who Are accustomed to
think of excommunication being the
obsolete privilege of “ Popish tyranny.”

HaLrrax, NS, July 6.—The British
iron ship Cromartyshire was towed in
here this morning by the Allan liner
Grecian, witb her bow torn away by
collision, sixty miles off Sable Island,
with the French steamer La Bourgogne,
which went down ten minutes Iater. Of
the six hundred passengers and crew on
board, fewer than f{wo bundred were
saved. One women was saved by her

bhusband. The captain and other deck
officers went down with the ship. The
Cromartysbire laid to and picked nup the
200 passengers and seamer Who were
rescued, transhipping them to the Gre
cian which came rlong iater.

The log of the Cromartyshire is as
follows : Oa July 4. at 5a.m., dense fog,
pawiticn of ship. sixty miles ronth of
Sable Island, ahip bv wind oo the port
tack, heading W.N.W; theough under
reduced canvas, guing about 4 or 5 knots
an hour, our fog horn was being kent
going regularly every minute. AL that
time heard a stexmetr’'s whistle on our
weatberside or port beam, which seemed
to be nearing very fast. We blew horn
and were answersd by steamer's whistle,
when all of & sudden she loomed through
the fog on our port bnw and crashed into
us, going at s terrific speed. Our fore-
topmast and main top gallant mast
came down, bringing with it yards and
everything attached. I immediately
ordered the boats out, and went to exam-
ine tbe damage. I found that our bows
were completely cut off and the plates
twisted intoevery conceivable sinpe. The
other ahip disappearsd through the fog.
However, our ship was floating on her
collision bulkhead, bui kept ahead, so
there seemed no immr-diate danger of
her sinking. We set to work imme
diately to clear the wrecknye, and alsg
to ship our atarbnard anchor, which wae
hanging over the starboard bow and in
danger of punching more holes in the
baw. We heard s sieamer blowing her
whistle oncoming hack. and weanswered
with our fog horn. The steamer
then tbrew up a rocket and fired
a shot. We also threw up some rockets
and fired several shot:, but we neither
aaw nor heard any more of the steamer.
Shortly after, or about 530 a.m, the
fog lifted somewhat and we saw two
boats pulling towards us with the
French flag flying. We signalled them
to come alongeside, and found that the
steamer was La Bourgogne, trom
New Yotk to Havre, and that
she had gone to the bottcm. We
Inid to all day and received on
board about 200 survivors from amongst
passengera and crew, reported to be in all
about 600. Several of the passengers
were on life rafts without oars and I
called for volunteers from among my
crew and the surviving French seamen
to bring those rafts alongside of the
ship. Some of the passengers and sen
men from the sunken steamer assisted
us and we jettisoned some thirty tons
of cargo from our {orehold in order to
lighten the ship. At about 3 p.m. an
other steam¢r hove in sight bound
weatward. We put up our signal N.C,,
{wants assistance). Shortly after the
steamer bore down towards us, She
proved to be the Grecian bound from
Glasgow to New York. The captain of
the Grecian agreed to take the passen-
gers on board and alao agreed to tow my
ship to Haslifax. Owing to the condi-
‘tion of my ship 1 accepted the offer, and
we proceeded at once to tranship the
passengers and get rerdy our tow line:
At six p.;a. we had made & connection
and pr..ceeded in tow of the Grecian to-
wards Halifax, having put a sail over
the broken bow totake part of the strain
off the conllision bulkhesd. Thers was
at that time fourteen feet of waterin
the fore peak.

Nine persons from Montreal are sup-
posed to bave met their deaths in the
cata-tropbe. Among thess were six
French-Canadian ycurg ladies,who were
on their way to diflerent nunneries in
in Peronne, Amiens and Lo Pay,
Fraince. The others were members cf
the French colony going to their mother
country. .

The sad news very quickly spread in
Montreal and caused considerable
anxiety. It was the only topic of the
day, eclipsing, as it were, the war de~
spatcher,

-A® soén as it was known every one
enquired for the names of those ill
fated Montrealers, and great sympathy
was expressed for their bereaved fami-
lies and friends.

At firat it was thought that Hon, L O

Cauoadian womrn., He was 16 yeara
old.

There were three priests on board.

ALARMING POSITION,

The United States Army Under a
Tremendous Strain,

Dissatisfaction EBExpressed with
General Shafter's Method of
Conducting the Campaign—Re-
inforcements Needed Badly.

That the Cubar war is a more serious
undertaking than anybody at firat im-
agined, is being proved before Santiago,
where the American line of attack is
still baking in the sun or rolling in the
rain, unaer a continnous shower of
shrapnel, The most serious fault, how-
ever, is the lack of unity among the
commanding officers. Richard Harding
Davis, one of the most conservative and
best informed men at the front, writes
from San Juan on July 6.

As far as the Spanish permitted, the
army rested toc-day. No advance was
made because no advance was possible
without artillery. Little reply was made
to the constant infantry fire from Santi-
ago last night.

The Spaniards opened upon the entire
line with shrapnel and Mausers. Our
troops replied, and after an hour the
firing ceased. Ouly & few were wounded,
The chief =ffect was to deatroy the men’s
reat, which they sorely needed.

The situation at present is thin: San
tisgo rises from the harbor to the crest
of 2 long hill. Three quarters of a mile
back from the hill are the hills of San
Juan, occapied by our entire army.

Qur troops togk the bhills before the
artillery had arrived. We cleared them
of the enemy’s troops and lost many
men. Now that we have them we can-
not again sdvance until artillery haa
opened the way. _

Another such victory as that of July 1
and ourtroops must retreat. The situa:
tion is exceedingly grave.

Judging from the quality and quan-

tity of the rationalelt behind them in
the trenches the Spaniards are bounti
fully supplied with food. Their fire is
constant and heavy, showing no lack of
ammunition.
The city is protected by six-inch gins.
We have only sixteen 3-inch guns; for
the siege guns have not even been taken
from the abips. Itis as impossible to
take Santiago with the infantry now
overlooking 1ia walls as to open a safe
wi:.h£ pocket pisic]. -
