LETTER FROM THE ARCIBISHOP
OF TUAM.

TO THE RIGHT HON. LORD VISCOUNT
PALMERSTON.
St. Jarlath's, Tuam, Feasat of St. Joseph
Calaganctiug, 1860,

My Lorp,—Whatever may be the feelings
with which you review the labors of the protract-
ed session now cdrawing to s close, it is one
which cannot be satisfactory to the Catholics of
Ireland. I am far from thinking that this con-
viction will at all affect the sentiments of com-
placency which the moweatary triumph of your
foreign and domestic policy is caleulated tv in-
pire. The Catholics of Ireland may be grieved
and disappointed, that the embarrassmeats of
His Holiness are daily tecominyg more alarming,
through the agency of the Briush Government,
and that the spiritual authority of thewr bierarchy
bas been signally disregarded, if not outraged,
within its most legitimate sphere through the
same hostile iolluence. These are resuits which
appear to coacern your lordship’s Goverament
but little, and should they bring aoy transient
uneasiness, it is removed by the consoling re-
flection that this two-fold triumph bas been
achieved with the heavy and zealous co-opera-
tion of many of the Catholic representatives.—
‘No doubt a defection so humiliating to us mll
only add -to your exultation; but allow me to
suggest that iriumphs as well as defeats bave

their extreme points, which are not far asunder,

an astute diplomacy. In the ample volame of

the history of the Papacy there are to'be found,

apprapriate illustrations of every event‘th;}t may
yet oceur.  And though now, as well as ia the
past, the patient courage of the martyr and the
confessor may be put in requisition, and though

rapine.and  sacrilege . may follow in_ the train of

iniquitous triumph, there 1s nought to daunt the
confidence  of the Catholics of the world, but
everytlung to assure them that events, appareatly
the wmost disastroug, are so arraoged by Provi-
dence as to become eflicient instruments as the
exaltation of the Church.  With those noble
seuliments there are none more deeply imbued
thon the Catholic people of this country. They
inay he overreached and betrayed, as 100 often
has heen their lot, but tieir coufidence in the
wise and righteous councils of Providence cannot
be couquered. The varied schiemes that have been
sircessively adopted and enforced by the British
goverpinent for the destruction of the Catholic
religion in [reland are viewed by the people in
the same light as their recent hostile policy for
the destruction of the Pope’s power. In the
latter case, they ouly quarrel with with his tem-
poral power, affecting with the utmost reverence
to feave his spiritual authority untouched. In
the foriner case there is a like affectation of a
desire 10 become possessed only of the secular or
temyoral instruction of the people without med-
dling with the bolier department of their religious
education. And yet, in either case, it is the
vital portion of the religious authority of the
Pope and the religions education of the people
that s aimed at from behind this temporal bat-
tery ; and let the enewdes of botb but find ecre-
dence for their hollow professions, their success
would far surpass what the most open and viru-
lent persecuiors of the faith of the Chburch,
Loth in its head and members, could ever achieve.

duce them to set about practising all the diplo-
matic arts by wbich a garrison, fearing a storm,
endeavours to ward off its destruction. ‘The
specious overtures are listened to by some who
have no objection tobe deceived. Some of the
honest members of Pariiament, who deserve the
name of the representativés of the people, were
anxious to meet in this great crisis to take coun-
sel together and with their constituents. DMuch
bope was mspired by the expected resuscitation
of those combined enurgies and conncils by which
sumlar dangery were so often averted, and the
frecdom of education and the safety of the peo-
ple so aften secured. But no such meeting was
teld, to 1be deep disappowtinent of the country.

Your lordship’s long experience
bas made you fully acquainted with the modern
condition of Europe and the world.- 'Whai may
be the attention you bestowed oa aucient history
I can only conjecture from the vain persistence
with which you faacy to render permanent a
thing which all history proclaims cannot be last-
ing, since itis no more capable of shape or iorm
thau the fabled members of the chimera.

Tt is not confessed by all friends and foes that
the natioual system has not realised that picture
of the undiciurbed faith of individuals and the
general haraony of all which its founder had too
sanguinely drawn. And yet, what is the extent
of the boon required by some Catholic mesnbers
in Parliament iu the face of the bishops’ meimno-
rial demanding a-separate education ? "Fo restore
to its original state a system which has sorapidly
produced the most frightful religious as well as
educational evils! What are the facts accord-
ing to the reported statement of Irish Secretary,
the earnest advocate and encomiast of the sys-
tem? New schools are erected, fresh grants
made, inspectors created, salartes increased, and
monitors snbsidised and multiplied throughout the
rural districts ; in short, everything that the
most lavish expenditure of money and distribu-
tion of patronage among persops of influence
could effect has been done to spread and sustain
it, and the Chancellor of the Exchequer has
never been wantiog in stnoothing its progress by
coprous appliances from the public purse; yet,
whilst almost all are loud 1 praise of the pro-
gress this educational 1achine, which appeared
no less smootb than beneficient, there is heard a
loud andsudden cry from every quarter that it was
carrying manifest danger and destruction to the
faith of thousands of the unsuspecting youth of
Ireland. Yes, not to speak of other obvious dan-
gers to which the Catholie children are exposed,
it 15 confessed by the Secretary that eighteen
linudred and sisteen Catholic children where re-
cerving instructions in Scripture from Protestant
teachers! I do not expect that your lordship
will at all sympathise with my astonishient or
reprobation of ts result; on the contrary,l
doubt not it is one at whicli you would rejoice,
if it were not to threaten the destruction of the
anti-Nstional Board.

the Pope, we need eater into no argument with the
newspapers. of Eogland ; the Catholics of Ireland
bave made up their miads on that question already,
and further discussion with our foss is waste of time
But for the sake of the ‘¢ weak ones,” who are s0
easily scandalized, we mnat apswer these atatements
about the alleged atrocities of the Irish Brigade,and
their alleged ill-treatmeat. The question is one
which we have some difficulty ia dealing with; for
unfortunately, all the calumpies against the Irish
Brigade, which sppear in the English papers, bave
originated with Irishmen, the oorrespondents of
these sume Eoglish prints. We, Irish —slaves as we
are—hold a position like that of tha Greeks in Tur-
key.

The Paris oorrespondent of the
Globe—~~the wittiest and most learned writer in the
English press—13 “ Father Prout” the (the Rev.
Prancis Maloney) an unhappy leisb priest. He inva-
riably misrepresents things Irish and Catholic ; and
consistently does the work of the Anglo-Saxon. Ac-
cordingly he makes * fun” about the Irizsh Brigade.
Again, the Pariz correspondent of the Times is an
Irish- Catholic; he does hia dirty work equally well
—for the Irizh aod the Swiss bear the common repu-
tation of yroducing the best patriots and the vilest
mercenaricz in'the world The oorrespondent of the
Morning Post is Irish, too : so, we believe, is the cor-
respondent of the Duily News. All these fellows have
directed their keenest ridicule againgt the Irish Bri-
gade, and have circulated the most infamous false-
hoods about jt. What is the conclusion? Simply
that they look on that Brigade as specially danger-
ons to the enemies of the Holy Father. Qur readera
hgve heard of the drunkenness of the Brigade—and
of their bad treatment : both stories are equully false.
On the average, a finer body of men, or better con-
ducted, never joined an army* To be sure, some of
them were ‘‘scamps”—or 28y, *‘blackguards”—and
they wero tarnod away.

“Tug BLack PreceprTory."—A Strange and signifi-
cant announcement appears in the last number of the
Fermanagh Reporter, in reference to the Party Emb-
lems Bill, and the course Jikely to be pursued by the
Orange Confederacy., -That journal says:—% We
know that in this locality there is at present a good
deal of sound liberalism among the Orangemen, and
a stroog disfnelination to bo led any longer by those
who they oonsider have misled them, and whose
views and interests they hold to be aatagonistic io
tbeir own. Some are disposed to separate from the
Grand Lodge entirely ; 2ome bave already separated ;
others wish to see first what the Grand Lodge will
da.”

But we understand it has no party
emblems or party obligations. It the Orange Society
were to resolve itself into that body, and make such
changes in the rules as might be found expedient, it
might be rendered a valuable orgaunization for pro-
moting the welfase of the country. The Black Pre-
eeptory i3 much more liberal than the Orange So-
ciety ; for ita Grand Lodge is composed of deiegates
sent by the members to an annual conference. The
Orange Grand Lodges is, we believe, a self-organized
and self-perpetnated body, though delegates from the
districts are permitted to- attend. Tt is evident that
gome change will take place in the Orange body.”
This Black Preceptory referred to by the Fermanagh
organ, iz a club within the Orange Society—n species
ot Vebm-gericht—of the existence of which the pub-
lie bave been kept ignorant upto this time. We
know a great deal about Orangeism and Ribbonism,
and the evils which both have brought upon the
land ; but it i3 only Dow, wher a re-organization of
the Orange Counfederation is in contemplation, thata
disclosure is permitted respecting this mpysterious
club called the Black Preceptory. Lord Enniskillen
and Colonel Verner are rulers in the Qrange Society ;
but who is the President or Grand Master of the
Black Preceptory ? Sutely, it is time to put an end
finally and for ever, to all such dangerous and bale-
ful organizations, and to remove the incubus that has
so long crushed down public opinion in Ireland,
paralyzing the intellect of her people, and promoting
sectarian rancour, instead of the social charities of
life.—Dublin Evening Post.

Yesterday, :0 the intensze dis-
appointment of those whose hopes had been buoyed
up by the fineness of the preceding day, the rain be-
gan to full at 10 o'clock, gradually increasing in iz-
tensity towards midday, and continuing with, great
severity until nearly nightfall. This rain extended
over the greater part of the county of Cork, though.
the telegraphic weather report of yesterday reported
almost every other district of Great Britain nod Ire-
land fine. The appesrance of the crops bLere still
continues to give cause for much anxjety. There i3
probably no better corn country io the whole county
than the district 1ying between Cork nuad Middleton,,
but even there, among ficlds of fine produce and
perfectly ripe, crops of viats may be seen ag yet
quite green, with hardly a yeilow ear ameng them,,
Mapny wheat fields, too, are backward. [Irequently
tbe hay seems to have been very badly suved, and
much of it lies vpon the ground ina siate that
makes it not worth removing. In every cornfield:
where the crop stands in stook gumerous beaps may
be seen of sheaves so wet that they would not stang,
‘and were therefore compelled to lie in dirty, satu-
rated bundles. The torther east yon go the poorer-
are the orops, and tbe more do they, especially hay,
-seem to have been damaged. To the west of the.
oounty things are still bolding out well, but every
day that passes makes u favorable change of weather
matter of great anxiety. Fortunately, we still con-.
tinue to bear good accounts of the potatoes, aud
even in Yougbal, where they were coasidered 1o
have been among the very wors: in the county. the.
crop is turning out beiter than was expected. This.
day the weather has taken up again, and, notwith-
etanding the fall of a shower or two, gives occasion
for hope of a favcrable and lasting cbange.”

From Wesford, and another extensive cora-grow-
ing district, the last reportis as follows:—* The
hearts of the farmers sre beginniug to rize, aud the-
public have cause to rzjoice in the prospeet of im-
proved weather which it has pleased an all wise
Providence to open to us for the past few days. Sa--
turday was, in the main, favourable, a soft mist only
occupying & portion of the afternoon, but the night
was breezy and bright, as was Sunday, which did:
much in improving the condition of the cut corp.—
About 3 o’'clock on Monday morning, we experienced.
a very heavy shower of hail ané rain, accompanied
by & strong west wind, but we are bappy to learn,
that it was almost limited 10 the imisediate localty
of Wexford, passing away eastward over the Chan-
nel.” Monday was, with the exception of two light
showers, favorable weather, and all hands were en-
gaged in rearing, binding and stacking; while yes--
terday was 10 general respects favorable and de-
lightful barvest weather till noon, wben it becume
hazy, terminating in rather heavy and continuous
rain. The quantity of grain immediately awaiting
the sickle is wonderfully small, and even under
the most favorable oonditions full another week.
will elapse before the weight of thbe harvest will
have arrived. Spring oats were more geuerally
gown last season than for some years past, and they
partake, of course, of the general backwardnmess.—
Tartary oats are very common, a prolific crop und
stood well. The bean fields are excellent, the stalks
tall aad generally weil podded from the bottom to.
top. An intelligent and closely observing gentle-
man, who has lately travelled in the west of Ireland,.
inforins us that the appearance of the lharvestis far
-more advanced bere than he found it in the County
Clare; but he particularly remarked there the super~
ior aspect of mozt kinds of oereals, whick he says he
can only attribnte to the much smaller quantity of”
seed used, and the oonsequent geuter exposure to-
the air, which causes each "seed root to tiller abun-
dantly and gain a4 more robust strength, which pre—
vents it from falling under rain, or enables it to rise
again.”

The Northern Whig gives a graufying report of
the state of the crops in that quarter. Ilsays:—
% QOn the whole, and afier all the various songs of
sorrow chanted so dolefully on the subject, food #dp-
plies are likely 10 be given with no sparing hand,
and in the bighesat class of cereals they yield pro-
mises :0 exceed the average of the last four years."—
Bu: then, it seems, a grave question staud out for
cousideration — nawmely, the prob.ble searcity of
hunds to gather iu the bounties of Provideuce, ‘A
gentleman,” continues the Belfast paper, ** who was.
travelling round the seacoast of Down stuies that be
felt surprised to see so many small bouses -idle
thronghbout. the country. Some of these he found.
roofless; othersin a pariial state of dilapidation,
with doors off and windows broken—in fact, seem-
ing as if the hand of the devastator had been busy
at work. 1o one case where there were two or three
uninhabited houses bearing the evidence of having
once been the homes of small farmers, he fuuad on
inquiry that the former occapants had gone 10
America, and that the purchasers of the outgoing
tenants’ goodwill were not permitted to use tbe
houses as human hubitations. In this county a simi-
lar practice has been going on under the admivistra-
tion under the less liberal and more selfish landown--
ers' property. Vast nmnbers of stendy, industrions
labourers harve beer gradually either driven to seek
bomes in the different towns, or, where possezsed of
menns for that parpose, have emigrated to distant
lands, and are now eaoriching those soils by the ex-
ercise of that industry which could have been 20
well employed in the isle of their birth. The result
of this wretched poliey on the part of one section of
the landocracy, nnd oarried out, in the first jnstance,.
from the selfish dread of increuss of poor-rate axa.
tion, has been 10 thin the rural districts of a most.
valaable class of industrials, and to csuse zerious
disarrangement of farmera’ operations in all times of
extra demand for labour. aAmple supplies of labour
are just ns necessary for the advantages of the farm
as they are for the sucoess of the fac:ory, and apart
from the cruelty of this exterminating process the
extension of its pswer will assaredly prove a na-
tional calamity.”

I take for granted that you bave sent them to me,

levy of 8 Yolunteer Force. . ‘

T.am bappy to be able to tell you that 1 have
viewed, with much satisfuction, the manifestations of
a desire, on_ the part of a highly respectable portion
of out' countrymen, o earol a National Force com-
,posed of men belonging to all parties and professing
ditferent creeds for the defence of thia island.

I have at -ull timea thought that military training
.ought to form a portion of the educatioa of the youth
.of every country, and that young men arrivingat
manhood should be stimulated to accnstom Lhem-
golves 0 the use of arms acd to militury evolu_nons.
Not only does such teaining give a manly bearing to
the person of a young man,. but it tends to develop
vigour of -eharacter, to engeader habits of order
founded upon disciplioe, and above all, to nurlure 4
.pirit of self-reliance. .

The Swiss Confederation realises more nearly, per-
haps, than any other country, the idea that I bave
formed of the resutta which may he expected from the
.organization of a national_ torce by encouraging the
military training of all the inhabitants of the country.
If I have been rightly informed, Swuzer[aqd, with a
population of little more than two millions, can

Iace under arms, at u fortnights notice, anarmy
of 250,000 men. The consequence is that Switzerland,
though comparatively powerless when megsured in

oint of strength and nationsl resources, with some
of the great Powers of Europe, has yet been able to
preserve 4o attitude which cowmmands the respect of
all wankind. )

When I was in America last year, it gave me
geeat satisfuction to find myself surroundsd, not only
in New York and in otber cities of the United States,
but even in Canada, by Irishmen who were formed
into military companies, corresponding to tke Vo-
lunteer Force which we desire to establish in this
country. How much more intense would be my
gatisfaction if [ could see 10,000 men }mder armi in
the city of Limerick, arrayed in regiments, repre-
seating the manbood of the countie3 of _lee_nck,_ of
Clare, nnd of the other districts of whieh Limerick
s the natural capital. o

How prond would be our exultation, if we could
Fitges3 a review of 50,000 Irish Volunteers in the
Phoenix Park of Dublin! )

To me it seems that it is oot necessary or desirable
that hostility to any otber couatry iz the world
ghould be connected with the motives which induce
us to desire the formation of a Volunteer Force in
Ireland. ,

In England the movement appears to be fon_mded
upon an apprehension of France. Now, whilss I
respect much the national ardour which bas been
cxhibited, both in England and Scotland, in refer-
eace to the formation of a Volunteer Force, I do not
think it necessary to imitate our neighbours in the
disposition which they have evinced to cherish, in
conneetion with this movement, & spirit of bostility
towards France. The Emperor of the French dis-
avows the intention imputed to him ot"mvndmg Eang-
land, The French press disavows it. I have re-
cently travelled through o considerable section of
Fragce, and have conversed with a very large num-
ber of Frenchmen. All of those with whom I so0
conversed disavowed the desire of quarrelling with
England, which is imputed to them.. We have
therefore no right to assume that the Freach or any
other nation intend to iuvade England or Ireland.
But we bave a right, and it is our duty, to take care
that we shall be prepared for any eveatuality that
mey arise, and that the safety of our domestic
hearths shail not be left to the mercy, nor shall be
dependent upon the protection, of any people under
the sun except the Irish nation. . .

If wa invasion of whatis called © the United Kiag-
dom” were really impending, it would be for the in-
terest of the people of England that the invader
.should be attracted to our shores rather than to the
shores of England. It would be for their advantage
that the Irish nation should be divided into two hos-
tile camps rather than that we sbould be united,
and by such union should become arbiters of the
destiny of .the Empire.. Itis notsurprising to me,
therefore, that our shores should be left defenceless,
and thut our people should be preveated from tak-
ing steps which would discourage, if they would not
prevent an invasion, by formation of a Volunteer
Force composed of the united streagth of the Caszho-
lic and Protestant population of Ireland. .

For myself, { can truly say that there isnot in {re-
land a single persoo who would more earnestly than
I deprecate an invasion. [t svould Produce results
exactly opposite to those which I desire to atiain, It
wonld introduce massacre,and plunder, and confiq.-
gration, and proscription and confiscation, aad civil
war into the heart of our country; whereas it is my
desire that the Irish should enjoy peace, and order,
.and uaity under a oational goverament, and that, in
regard of external polity, they should preserve
friendly relations not only with England but with
-all the rest of mankind.

1 feel assured that nothing would tend so much to
produce these results as an indiscriminate arming of
the Irish nation. ‘The oaly event in our_recent his-
tors to which all Irishmen look back with pride is
the Volunteer movement of 1782, The formation of
& aatiopal force for the protection of the island
against all its foes had, at that time, the e&'ect.of
‘bringing into kindly co-operation elements which
bad been previously untagonistic to each ot.her; gnd
I welieve it to be a mere pretext—a pretext insulting
to u3 n3 & nation—to tell ug that we must be treated
as children to whom sharp-edged implements are
denied lest they should injure each other; and that
whilst the population of England and Scotland are
encouraged Lo prepare themselves for the defence of
. their country, we are to be denied the first privilege
© of freemen—the right of bearing arms—because
we shall employ these urms in hutchering.each other,

On the eontrary, I feel convinced that if the Pro.
testants and Catholics of Ulster were ia the babit of
-associating together under a common standard, as
members of w Volunteer Force, such unbappy inci-
dents as that which occurred & few woeks ago in the
county of Armagh would never hu.vg taken place.

In this pact of Ireland the Oatholics would form a
large majority of the Volunteer Force, and I feel con-
vinced that they would take their places side bg s'xde
‘with their Protestant neighbours, without giving
cause for jealousy or disumion, and that, whatever
way be their feelings respectively towards England
or France, they would both stand together for the
defence of Ireland —their common home. .

Now, with respect to the best mode of evoking the
national feeling on the subject of volunteering, it
seems to me to be very desirable that, a3 the force i3
to be altogeiher of a local character, its organtsation
should be also of a local nature. Jealousies .mxght
arise if it were supposed that the whole of this na-
tional armameat were to be placed under the coatrol
of & centtal elique in Dublin. -

I would therefore recommend that in each county
the most influential residents should get up a re-
quisition to the High Sheriff, by which he should be
invited to 'call & county mecting for the purpose of
taking measures preliminary to “the formation of a
Volunteer Forée. e - .

I take for granted that thé. British Government
would not..venture to. reaist-the. uzited wish of .all
classes, of the population of Ireland; bat if it should
have the dudacity to proscribe as a crime in "Ireland
that which is encouraged as & virtue in England and
Scotland, the Irish nation:bave :the remedy in 1heir
own hands.

Restoratives
were applied, and she rccovered from the effects of
the immersioa in the water,but having beea lefralone
in & room for & few minutes, she again attempted to
deprive -herself of life, she baving inflicted with &
knife a Jesperate wound across her throst, Sho was
very soon discovered bleeding. Medical assistance
was immediately sent for, and the proper remedies
applied. Although the wound is a very serious one,
hopes are cntertained it will not prove fatal.—Saun-
ders. .

Laxogp Esrates Covar.—The Kerry property of
the late Mr. St. John Magoa was sold the other day in
the town of Killarney by order of the Landed Estates
Court. It wag divided into three lots, which realis-
ed about £17,000., being nearly £2,000 over the gener-
al estimate. The rates obtained were cxtremely
high, the lots producing respectively 35, 32, 3G year's
purchase, with o prospective increase in the reat-
roll, as the letting3 had beez made during the pre-
sent year, and, io addition, all the royalties are re-
servad to the chief landlord.

A MooreaTe ArpeTiTE.—At Nenagh Assizes, io
the cage of Daniel Lestrange, cattle dealer, against
the Manchester and Sheffield Rajlway OCompany,
which was an action for damages sustained by the
plaintiff, through their negligence, in delaying the
delivery of his cattle in Sheffield, so a3 to meet the
market.

poor and the worship of God—bave far stenger
claims oan individua! and Ilegislative encourage-
ment aad aid. Within tbe last year or two, it became
8 resort, for the purpoee of raising funds for charita-
ble or religious purposes, to constitute drawings for
money prizes. Wedeem it of importance thav it
should be noted when, where, and by whom this pro-
ject was first proposed and carried out ; aad what was
she general verdict of the Irish and British public
upos it. A bigh ciril functionary—one of her Ma-
jeaty's Justices of the Peuce—a Member of Parlia-
ment—a Knight, a Protestant, a Scotchman—Sir
Joha Arnott, of Cork, last Christmas twelvemonths
offered the hardsome sum of £500 to be rafad for;
the proceeds to be distributed amongst the poor of
Cork. Itwas handed in,rather dramutically to the
sitting magistrates in open court, under the name of
¢ Timothy Tightboots.” The magistrates of Corkand
other legal functivnaries were duly formed into &
commitee to superintend a Grand Raffle for the £500.
The whole proceedings—so novel und so striking—
so far from invoking checkg or censure fromany quar-
ter, elicited praise from all. The Loudon Press vied
with the Irish journals in bestowing laudations on
the aflluent Timotby Tightboots. Eaglish, Irish,
Scotch—Catholic, Protestant, Dissenter—Liberal,
Tory, and Inlependent—all countries, creeds, and
parties, applauded the proceedings. If weerrnota
gecond Christmas witnessed a like donation, for like
purpose, applied in & like way—not a breath of objec-

The success in Cork naturally led to imitation,
and in Limerick and elsewhere drawings for mo-
ney prizes for the benefit of religious under-
takings (building of churches &c), were announced

MizagE.—This singular phenomenon was witness-
ed on Sunday evening week in this aeighborhood.

Although the appearance of such
tbings in the heavens may be very startling, the
phenomona are not unknown about this part of the
Irish coest. The “ mirage,” a3 it is termed, often
displays itself in fantastic shapes oun the shores of
the northern counties. [t most frequently is to he
seen on the coast of Antrim, cspecially in the vicinity
of the Causeway. About twelve years ago a very
curious instance of mirage was seen in Lough Foyle.
Some fishermen had been out at night with their
nets. The face of the heavens was overcast ard
black, when the clouds suddealy parted, leavinga
bright gap of clear sky in the zenith. Across this
space the astonished fishermen saw some thousands
of soldiers pass, ragk after rank, regiment after regi-
meat, and so near did the phenomenon appear that
the dress of the officers could be easily distinguisked
from that of the men. It was two hours before the
marching ceased or rather before the clouds closed in,
and shut out the scene from view. An account of
this extraordinary occurrence was published at the
time.— Derry Standard.

. "' 'GREAT BRITAIN. - -
.. PaesgcuTioN oF CatmOLICS IN TRR NosTH oF Bu-
ropg.—We bave been favoured with the sight of an
important State paper recently preseated to Her Ma-
jesty's Secretary for Foreign Affnirs.on the subject
of the persecuting laws agninst Catholics, and other
dissidents from the State Church in the Northern
countries of Europe. The attention of libernl Pro-
testants was some time ago directed to this subject
.by the reclamations of the Catholic Press, and a
show of sympathy was made which even weant so far
if we recollect rightly, as to produce representations
to the Governments in question, Whether this were
done or not, certain it i3 that no real or effectual re-
lief to the Catholies baz resalted. Ib fceland, under
the premiership of the Danish Statesman-ecclesiastie,
the Lutheran “ Bishop,” Monrad, the Government
has revived the intolerant laws which owed their ex-
istoace three centuries ago to an exertion of Royal
power, and which were never ratified by the repre-
sentative bodies of the people. Owiag perhaps to
their unconstitutional origin, rather than to any
want of bigotry in the lcelandic adminiatration,
these laws have never been pat in force. We now
learn from the Government jouraal the [slendingur,
published at Reykjuvic, and conductad by the Judge
of the supreme tribunalof the Island, thal the repres-
sive laws against Catholics are committed for execu-
tion to the officials of the Government. By these
laws it i3 provided that every seceder {rom the State
Church of Iceland shall be published by exile; and
lest that punishment should not prove sufficiently
severe, it 13 to be preceded by imprisonment and the
inflictivn of the bustinwfo. Secession also involves
the forfeiture of all hereditary clxims to the succes-
sion of property. So much for Iceland. In Scleswig
and Holstein intolerance also prevails. Catholics
are forbidden to marry unless they engage to allow
their children to be brought up Protestants; such is
the bribe beld out by the Ecclesiastical Premier of
Denmark to the Lutheran curates of the Duchies to
secure their adbesion to the Danish interests. In
Norway Catholics are forbidden to keep a printing-
press; they are excluded from every situation in
connection with the Government, and they endure,
consequently, all the social inconvenicencoes and loss-
¢s which soch a state of things must necessarily in-
volve. Sweden bus long been known as the most
intolerant country of Ilurope, and ouc culumns have
veported sufficiently pninful instances of the suffer-
ings inflicted there on the professors of the old faith.
The paper alluded to sbove goes oe o inform Lord
John Russell, in reference to Sweden, that during
the past year, a Protestant named Sundguist has
becn condémned to the penalties of the law for hav-
ing held a coaventicle in hi3 house, which means
that he prayed with two other versons, not having
previously provided bimself with a licence to do so
gigned by two Lutheran miaiaters. The law of tole-
ration, n3 it i3 called, has done no good, but rather
barm, for it has changed the penalty of exile in seve-
ral cases into that of imprisonment, and it has creat-
ed several new offences againat the Eatablished reli-
gion.— Weekly Register.

An epidemic is at this moment spreading itself
over Europe, and England is at least as subject to it
a3 any of her neighbours. If sedative and tranquil-
lizing remedies would have availed to calm the dis-
order of the nerves, we should long since have been
restored to perfect health. We have had adminis-
tered 1o us cvery species of soothing prescription,
but all in vein; tbe disorder does pot vield to
the treatment, and every fresh practitioner retires
baffled by its obstinacy and inveteracy. The rame
of this disorder i3 Distrust. Confidence, we are told
on high oratorical authority, is a plant of slow
growth ; but Distrust, though it springs up muach
more speedily, is much more difficult to eradicate. It
i3 no fault of oura ; we desire nothing better than to
return to our old state of absolute security, to the
glorious days preceding the Orimean War, whea we
had a0t 20 guns fit for service in the realm, when we
had no Channel Fleet, whea our army at home was
scarcely worth gpecking of, and when, confideat ic
our earnest desire to be at peace with all the world,
-we con3idered ourselves perféctly safe behind the
rampart ot our own good intentions. Those days
are goue, and we have instead £30,000,000 of naval
and military expenditure, a lvan of £9,000,000 for for-
tifying our dockyards, besides we know not what
imposts levied on our gallant youth ino the form of
the services of a2 hundred and fifty thousand Volun-
teers. If any amount of fair speaking or fair writ-
ing could convince us that theso things were none-
cessary, we should long ago have laid aside this at-
titude of most unwelcome preparation, and betaken
ourselves once nore to our more conzenial instru-
ment3s—tbe ploughshare and the shuttle.— Times.

Poisoxing 15 ExeLano.—The trial of Winslow, on
a charge of murdering Mrs. Jamos, at Liverpool, by
the administration of antimony, has ended in a ver-
dict by the jury of * Not Guilty.” Year by year the
ghastly array of victims, in England, to poizon or to
the knifs stretches out longer and longer; while the
resources of science for the detection of the former,
or, at least, the confidence of the public in the value
of those resources, as at present applied, are
diminishing. Marder effected under any other cic-
cumstances seems of minor criminality compared
with those cases in which the murderer takes off his
vietim by poison. The details of their accomplish-
ment, and the scenes which they discloze, seem to
belong rather to the world of fiends than of human
beings. That very confidence which we repose in
those alone with whom the ties of friendship nnd of
mutual good offices teach usto feel we are safe, is
the means of access which the poison-murderer lays
hold of to approach his uasuspecting victim. [t i3 in
this view especially tbat the crime wears so appal-
ling an aspect. In proportion a3 the intimacy be-
tween the victim and the accused was free and un-
restrained, so much the more will suspicion attach,
on account of the increased facilities thus afforded
for the commission of the eritne. This feature in it,
together with the dreadful consciousness that the
blow is dealt by an unseen hand, tends to blighs,
with 1ts fell influences, the most cndearing relations
of life. It iovades and throws a doubton the secu-
rity even of the domestic circle, thus shaking the
very corner stone of society; while the almost im-
perceptible traces which the ageot itself leaves be-
bind it of its fatal action, and the difficulty of Jis-
tinguishing its operation, whea skilfully administer-
ed, from the workings of natural disease, almost par-
alyse theefforts of justice. Meantime, victim after
victim i3 struck down as by an unseen hand, and the
press of England, sharing the doubts to which we
have already referred, of the value of the resources
of science, as at present made available for detec-
tion of the guilty, confesses “ that the powers of
darkness bave, for the present, a temporary advan-
tage."— Evening Muil. .

This trial proves
the possibility of directing the course of this ship
through the air; aad as the general direction of the
current of air iz eastward at a certain distance above
ihe earth, the probability of Professor Lowe's reach-
ing Burope i3 very stronz. Should this European
voyage be successtully accomplished in the short
apace of forty-cight hours, as the Professor antici-
pates, it will make a complete revolution in the man-
ner of conveying intelligence between the two conti-
nents, as advantage can be taken of this eastward
current in the return voyage, by passing round the
world: Though this subject is at present exciling
little public attention, should’ this ship prove a suc-
cess, the originator will rank among the world’s
greatest inventors. The name of this novel ship is
the Great Western. Its extreme length or height is
300 feet: its largest diameter 195 feet; the basket in
which the mail and passengers are to be conveyed is
30 feet diameter, and constructed tocarry 12 persons,
Under this basket is an 1ron’ life-boat, 40 feet long,
which contains s calorlc eogine; which is desigred

to give the direction to the ship' by movinga fan,

THe Europe brings us Ruropean dates to the
Oth inst. First and most important of her tid-
ings is tie conhimued success of Garibaldi’s fili-
bustering expedition. Unopposed, or at least
without any serions opposition or resistance, he
marckes from one end of the dominions of the
late Kiog of Naples to the other. On the 6th
the triumphant filibuster was within 25 miles of
Naples, and on the same day the Kiog fled from
his capital in a Spanich vessel for Gaeta. Thus
far has the game been skilfully played out, whe-
ther for the profit of Garibaldi or Victor Kma-
nuel remains yet to be seen.

He then went to the balcooy of the Depot,
from whence a fine view of St. Clair was obtained,
and embarked on the Grand Trunk steamer Mickigan;

't running up the river into Lake Huron, which was

studded with ssiling craft.
At about 3.30 p.». the Prince started on bis

Tndians who saluted him with 2 farewell whoop
as 1be trains whirled by. On his arnval io Lon-
don, the Prince Leld a Levee- at the City Hall,
which was pumerously attended. In the even-
ing there was a Ball, Iluminations, and every-
thing passed off most pleasantly.

'The Prioce left Loodon at 10 A.m. on Friday
the 14th instant, and passing by Woodstock,
where he was enthusiastically received, replied to
addresses from different bodies.

At Paris the Royal party changed cars and

proceeded to Brantford, fromn whence the Prince
was escorted to (e Kerby House by a proces-
sion of firemen and Indians, There was much
crowding, but no offensive demonstrations, no
Orange cries for *annexation.”. From thence
the Prince went on to Danvitle, thence to Port
Colborpe and Fort Erie. Here he embarked
on board the Clifion, and went up the Chippewa
creek, the bands of which were brillaatly light-
ed up by means of boufires. On landing, His
Royal Highness weat to the Pavilion Hotel where
be received several Addresses, and then drove to
his temporary residence at the bouse of the late
Mr. Zimmerman. It seewns that during the
course of the day, oue of the reporters for the
New York Press impudently poked himself 1nto
the Prince’s carriage, lrom whence, however, he
wes quickly kicked out. Another ill-mannered
cur tried to introduce mself into the room
where a dejeuner bad been prepared for the
Prunce and the members of his svite j and at
Fort Erie some others of the same kidney man-
aged, in spite of all precautions, to enter the
Prince’s boat. It is not mentioned whether the
impertinent intruders were kicked overboard, but
it capnot be doubted that both kicking and
ducking would have dooe the fellows a world of
good.
; During the night of the 14th, the Falls were
beautifully illuminated, and the Priace and his
parly enjoyed the sight from the Table Rock.
On Saturday tbe 15ih, the Royal Party amused
themselves in visiting the Falls and the many ob-
jects of interest w their vicinity. Amongst
other marvels they were gratified with the sight
of Blondin, who performed some of s extraor-
dimary feats to the great amusement of the
Prince. His Royal Highness was received
everywhere with enthuasiasm, and the day pass-
ed pleasantly.

On Sunday the Prince dreve to Chippewa
Clwrch and spent the day in quiet.

Tbe Prince remaimed 1 the vicimty of the
Falls all Monday the 17th inst., visiting Goat
I:land, the Suspension Bridge, and the adjacent
county. On Tuesday moraing His Royal High-
ness started fo;- Queenston, and on his arrival at
once proceeded to o platforn erected near the
column designed to mark the spot where the
gallant Brock fell in the arms of victory.

Close by the platform were the veterans of the war
of 1813, numbering about 150. On each side of these
old soldiers were companies of militia and numbers
ofiadies andgentlemen. On araised platform an ad-
dress was read by Sir J. B. Robison, the oldest survi-
vor, which i3 as follow :—

May it please your Royal Highness,—Some of the
few gurvivors of the Jilitia Volunteer who assisted
in defending Canada against the ewemy, during
the last American war, bave assembled from dit-
ferent purts of the Province in the hope thas they
might be graciously permitted to offer to your Royal
Highnegs the expregsion of their loyal welcome upon
your arrival in this portion of Her Msjesty's domintous
In the long period ibat bhas elapsed, very many bave
goene to rest, who, having served in higher ranks
than onrseives, took a more conspicuous part in that
glorious contest. They would have delighted in the
opportunity we now enjoy of bebolding in their
country & descendant of the just and pious Sovereign
iz whose cause they snd their followers fought, and
whom they were from infuncy taught to revere, from
his many public and private virtues., We feel deeply
grateful to Her Majesty, whose coacurrence in the
wish of ber Canadian subjects has conferred upon
n3 the bonor of a visit from your Royal Highness;
aud we rejoice in the thought that what your Royal
Highnoess bas zeen snd will see of this prosperons
and bappy Province, will enable you to judge how
valuable & possession wassaved to the British Crown
by the successful resistance made in the trying con-
test in which it was our foriunes to bear a part;
and your Roysl Highness will then be able alao to
judge how large a debt the empire owed to the la-
mented -hero Brock, whose gallant and generqus
beart sunk not in the darkest hour of conflict from
the most discouraging odds, and whose example in-
gpired the few with the ability and spirit 1o do the
work of many. We pray that God may bless your
Royal Bighness wilh mapy years of health and bap-
piness, and may lead you by His Providence to
walk in ihe path of our revered and beloved Queen,
to whow the world looks up as an illustrious exam-
ple of all the virtues that can digoify the highest
rank, support worthlly the responability of the
most anxious statioo, and promote the peace, secu-
rity, and bappiness of private life.

The Royal party then drove to the * Zimmerman,”
and after a rapid run down the river reached Nia-
gara. Here was erected a bandsome canopy of
evergreens, under which sddresses were presented
from the Town and County, and roplies given.

The * Zimwerman” then steamed into the Lake,
passing the American Fort at the mouth of the river,
and reached Port Dalhousie, where the Royal party
took the cara for St. Catherines. At this place there
was a fioe Arrny of Volunteer Cavalry and Rifles;
also a number of Firemen in uniform, and a large
crowd, There were several fine arches. The lum-
berer's arch being coustructed of n number of flour
barrels, with the inscription, “our staple produc-
tions.” - The Mayor read an addrese, and the Prince
stayed about an hour in this peas little town.

. He then proceeded Westward by the Great West-
ern Rajlway.

At Grimsby be received and replied to an ad-
dress.

The scene on the arrival at Hamilton was very ex-
citing, H.R.H. stepped from the cars on to a raised
platform coverd with scarlet cloth. The Mayor and
Council, the Sheriff members of the Reception Com-
mitiee and others, stood in a semicircle. Behind them
were the ticket holders. and in rear of these was an
immeonse multitude. The Mayor having read the ad-
dress acd received a reply, the Royal party vroceed-
ed through the streets to their carriages. Their
course up the streets was the finest sight of the kind
yet witnessed. The numbers of people on the road,
at the windows, and on the roofs, were enormons.
Arches very respectable Procession orderly. The
scene jncreased in interest all the way.

On a platform 4,000 school children were collected,
and the Prince was so much pleased that he stopped
in front, and heard them sing ¥ God Save the Queen,”
 Rale Britannia,” and . a merry tune with a lively
chorus, . .

They then drove 1o Ar. Jusons' house, where the
Prince and two chief members of his suite were
quartered, the others being in Mr. Mc Laren's close
by, nnd the rest in the Royal Hotel.

Wodnesday the 19th was passed by the Prince in
Homilton. His first work was r visit to the chijef
Proteatant school, where he received an address, and
was condueted by the Principal through the varions
divisions, where the scholars were all assembled.
They sang * God Save the Queen,” ! Rule Britannia,”
and hurrahed for the Prince of Wales. :

He oext-proceeded to the Royal Hotel to hold o
Levee which was numerously attended. [mmedi-
ately before the general Levee, the Baptist Body pre-
sented an address and received a repiy, and dur-
ing the Levee an address was handed in from the
Hamilton Association-—-a scientific body. The Prince
then went to the Exhibition gronnds.

The exhibition was very successful, The entries
were more numerous thaa at any previous show, and
the arrangements gave general satisfaction. The
Prince’s stay was very short..

He next lunched at the City Hotel, where the
chief City Authorities were preseat.

The next part -of the programme wa3s the inaugu-
ration of the Water Worke, to perform which cere-
mony the Peerless had been chartered to take the
Royal party to the Engine House,

The ‘coachman who drove the Prince’s carriage
instead of taking them to the wharf, took them to
the engine heuse by land —the consequence was that
they arrived too socnm, and with great good nature
waited for the Peerless nntil the chairman of the
Water Commissioners and other officials should
learn of the mistake and comealong. They went
into the engine house with Mr. Keefer to see the
bhuge machines and otherwise whiled away time for
at least balf an hour,

Finally the proper parties came, an address was
presented, and the Prince ngain went into the engine
room to turn the stears on. The handles by which
ths throttle valves were to be opened were covered
with red velvet; and after turning on one the Prince
went to do the same to tbe other engine. O his
going out a jet of water was made to play st least
100 feet high. He then declared the Works inan-
gurated, X

The party. then returned on board the Peerless.

The Warden and Council of the County were to
have met the Prince on his landiog with an address,
bat brd no opportunity of doing so.

The Governor General showed considerable vexa-
tion, and endeasored to throw the blame on the
Water Commissioners.

The Duke and Gen. Bruce explained to the gentle-
men how the conlrefemps had been,and exhibited so
much kindness and courtesy that the ruffled temper
of the Governor was quite restored.

In the evening the Prince attended tbe ball in the
buiiding especinlly erected for the purpose, in rear
of the American Hotel, which waz very handsomely
decorated.

Tue St. PaTricK’s OnPHAN AsYriuM Pic-
Nic.—This Pic-Nic was organised by the Com-
mittee, composed of the leading memnbers of the
St. Patrick’s and other National Societies, for

the benefit of the Orphans, and took place on
Thursday afternoon, 13th instunt, in the grounds
and building erected by the Reception Commit-
tee for the grand Ball of the 27th ult. The
weather was ull that could be desired, and an
immense concourse of people of all erigins snd
denominautions were present. The arrangements
were excellent, and everything was conducted
in the best order. .

For the lovers of dancing, there were bands of
music inside of the bwilding : for the adimirers of
athletic sports, there were games of leaping, rac-
ing, and jumping—aimongst which we should no-
tice a % Stilt Race™ and a Potato Race¥—on
the adjacent grounds ; jor all there was amuse-
ment, and all cnjoyed themselves heartily.

At half-past six o’clock, the entertainments
were brought to a close with a short but appro-
priate address from Thos. Ryan, Esq., who, by
invitation of the Committee, and as one of the
Trustees of the Orphan Asylum, returned thanks
to the other Societies for their generous co-
operation, and to the citizens generally for their
assistance. After this Mr. M‘Gee came forward,
and addressed the crowd in his usual happy style,
and to the same purport as Mr. Rypan.

‘' Now, the ¢ alteration’ was, placing the image of
King William crossing the Eoyne oo the Arch; and
it is ntterly untrue that it was ever. sanctioned by
‘the Roman Catbolics.’ Mayor Wilson's impundence
in telling this lie to the Duke of Newcastle is asto-
nishing.”— Toronto Mirror.

After this formal contradiction, it does cer-
tainly appear that Mr. Wilson 1s bound to give
the names of those ¥ Roman Catholics who were
wilhog to acquiesce” in a deliberate insult to
thewr religion ; and who were foolish enough to
interfere in a matter which should have been
left to be settled betwixt the Duke of Newcastle
and the civic authorities of Toronto. We must
confess that we believe that no such acquiesence
was expressed, no such impertinent interference
attempted. The question—what was fitting or
not fitting 7 in a royal pageant, was a question in
which, after the decision. of the Duke hud been
published, ne private citizen bad any right to in-
terfere, or offer an opinion. The parties interest-
ed therein were not Papists on the one band, and
Orangzemen on the other, but sunply the Duke of
Newcastle as the Prince’s adviser, and the Mayor
of Toronto as representative of the citizens in
general. It was not because Orange insignia
were oftensive to Catholics, but because all party
emblems or demonstrations were out of place in
a public reception of the Queen’s representative,
and the heir-apparent to the British throne, that
the Duke of Newcastle objected to the prepara-
tions of the Orangemen, and insisted upon their
discontinuance as the condition, sine qua non,
of the Prince’s landing ; and such being notori-
ously the case, il would have been a monstrous
impertinence, as well as a sneaking concession to
the enemies of thewr religion, for any Catholics to
have taken it upon themselves to acquiesce in
the reteation of any Oracge emblems 1o which
the Colonial Secretary had taken exception.—
We call therefore upon the Mayor of Toronto
—and we hope that our call will be loudly re-
eckoed by the Catliolics of that City—to same
the Catholics who expressed their aequiescence
in the change of programme with which the
Duke of Newcastle was so justly and paturally
offended. . ‘

And here we may notice an objection that
lhas been urged against the Duke, even by those
who admit in the abstract the justice of the prin-
ciples with regard to party emblems laid down
by His Grace. They complain that the Duke
was too captious, too lynx-eyed, too willing to note
what was offensive ; and that having io theory
vindicated the principle, he might well for the
sake of peace have winked at its occasioned infrac-
tion.

The answer to this is, that the offensive em-
blems retained, contrary to the formal promise
of the Toronto authorities, on the Orange Arch,
were forced upon the notice of the Duke of
Newcastle by the Orangemen themselves. A
targe body of the latter had coogregated round
their Arch, and as the royal cortege passed be-
neath, expressed their delight at bhaving entrap-
ped the Prince and his advisers into a guasi re-
cagnition of Orangeism, by yells, cheers, and un-
eartbly screechings. This, coupled with the
fact, that no such noisy demonstrations had been
made as the other Archesalong the line of route
were passed, attracted the attention of the royal
party, and forced them to see and notice the de-
corations which, as it was nearly dark, would
otherwise have passed unheeded. It wasin fact

Tndeed Protestants caanot without
condemning their spiritual progenitors, and de-
nouncing the Reformation, condemn the work of
the Tolede Oraogemen. * Pull down the nests
and the rooks will fly away”—was the advice
of Jobn Knox to his disciples—the words where-
with he stimulated the fury of the rabble rout to
destroy all that was beautiful and venerable in
the land. The laws of morality vary not; they
are to day what they were in the days of Knox,
tbe same in the Uniled States, as in Scotland.
Now if it was a moral and praiseworthy thing to
destroy Convents and monasteries in tbe latter,
apd in the XVI century, it must be equally
moral and praiseworthy to destroy similar estab-
lishments.in Toledo n ‘the XIX; and if the
men.who a few days ago set fire'to the Grey
Nuns® Hospital are scoundrels deserving of pun-
ishmest, 30 also, and to a far greater degree,
were the burners and destroyers of those glorious
Hospitals, Convents,and Monasteries with which
the surface of Great Britain was covered before
the days of Poor Laws, and whilst as yet no ac-
cursed Bastiles for the incarceration of the deso-
late and distressed, rased their filthy heads to
beaven. Convent Burning is in short a prac-
tise so thoroughly Protestant, so essentialiy a
part, and the prominent part indeed, of the
« Glorious Relormation” that we do not see
how Protestants of the present day can pretend
even 1o look on it with aversion or even sus-
picion, They may condemo the practise 1f they
will ; but they can do so only by admitting that
the fathers of Protestantisin were a precious set
of scoundrels, who deserved to be treated as
felons, and to whom 1t is the most absurd of
misnomers to apply the epithet of martyrs.

This our opinion of the feelings entertained by
the Toledo authorities to the Convent Burners
of their City, is confirmed by the reward offered
by the former for the arrest of the incendiaries.
Fifty dollars !—about as much as would be offer-
ed for the discovery of the burners of a stable,
or for the recovery of a valuable horse—is the
sum offered by the Magistrates of Toledo for the
arrest of the perpetrafors of 1he execrable-out-
rage of the 5th instant. This fact is conclusive
as to the estimation in which the offence of Con-
vent Burning 15 beld in the United States.

In reply to some friends who have done us the
honor to ask our opinion as to the respective
merits of two candidates for a seat in the Legis-
lative Council, we would observe that 1t would
be presumptuous on our past to appear even o
give an opinion upon such a subject. We can
as Catholics lay down certain general rules or
principles by which Catholic electors should be
guided in their choice of representatives ; but we
dare not presume to discriminate betwixt indivi-
duals. :

We may safely lay down as a general rule
that an honest Protestant 15 always to be pre-
ferred to a lax, or liberal Catholic ; and that a
supporter of the right of {he Catholic minority of
Upper Canada to the enjoyment of separate
schools, and an advocate of the extension of the
separate school -system, is always—other things
being the same—to be preferred to a supporter of
the Common School system. Furtlier than this
we dare not go in our advice to our Catholic
friends. The ¢ IEducation Question” is the
question most important to Catholits, for on the
education of their children depends the future
fortunes of the Church. Tt should therefore be
made a test question ; and a pledge, if possible,
should be exacted from the candidate for Ca-
tholic votes, to use all his legislative influence to
carry out that prineiple of Freedom of Education,
which, thaok God, is fully recognised and acted
upon 18 Lower Canada and winch we desire to
see established in tie Protestant section of the
Province.

Tue CANaDIAN Press AND L’OrDRE.—We
are sarry to see that L’Ordre bas not yet serious-
ly replied to the very damaging charges made
egamst i, and 1he honor of its conductors. By
the majority of its contemporaries, L'Ordre 1s
accused of wilful and deliberate falsebood, in
siating that Mr. Cartier, at a mecting of the
Miuistry held in August last to discuss the
Orange difficulty, expressed bhimself strongly
against an official recognition of the Orange So-
ciely und its members, and went so far asto ten-
der his resignation, in case his opinions were not
adopted by the Governor General.

For thisstatement L'Ordre is responsible, and
is bound to give to the world the authority upon
which it madeit. Far be it from us to suspect
the gentlemen charged with the editorial depart-
ment of that jourpal, of the infamous crime
laid to their charge by the majority of the Cana-
dian press ; but the former are bound to reply,
and that quickly, to the aceusations of falsehood,
and to show tbat they are not jastly obnoxious to
the reproach of having originated, or knowingly
given circulation to,a false report. Qo the
fasth of the statement in L’Ordre, believing,
we bope correctly, its editors to be men of hon-
or, we reproduced the story about Mr. Cartier,
the truth of which has now been seriously im-
pugned. We ask therefore, and with nght, that
L’Ordre shall give us its authority for the said
story ; and thus convince wus that our confidence
in the honor and veraciy of its canducters has.

It remained for the fanatics of King-
ston to distinguish themselves in this uneivilized and
barbstous mode of warfare, Not satisfied with
piteously thrusting tbose moprotected females from
their doors, but insult must be added to injury by
falsely attributiog to them acts the moat revolting

therefore the upjuit distrust excited abroad, a3 well
as the'exaggerated alarms and selfish interests in the
interior, will oot affcct me.  Nothing will make me.
deviate from the path of modecation and justice
which I have followed, and which maintains France
on the height of grandeur and prosperity that Pro-
vidence has assigoed her in the world. Therefore,
give yourselves np with confidence to works of
peace. Our destinies are in our own hands, France
gives in Europe the impulse to all great generous
ideas; she only suffers from evil infiuence when she
is degenerating. Believe that, with the assistance
of God, she shall not degenerate under my dynasty.”

The (‘onstitulionnel publishes an article, signed
¢ Grandguillot” stating that the relations betweeu
France and Austria are excellent, and congratnlat-
ing the latter power on baving frankly entered on

" the path of reform.

The reconcilistion between Austria and Russia is
gaid to be & fuil accompli. This aloce would suffice
to account for the Imperial mauvaise humeur at
Lyons.—Paris Letter.

France Oeivioxs or THE ExGrisg ALLIARCE.—The
Courier du Dimanche, & vehement democratic journal
having stated that France ought to have no ally but
Englaod, the Monde says—This is s new idea ac-
cording to which, if a coalizion should be formed
ageinst France we should have what few regiments
England could spare to resist an invaeion of our
territory. But if such & coalition were formed ail we
could desire would be the peutrality of our ally.—
Neither Russia, nor Prussia, nor Austria bas any
marine worth sperking of. As to land forces, how
many could England furnish us with? The English
alliance je, therefore, uothing: tbere is no earthly
Gse in it, but to prevent a collision betwee2 two na-
tions whose antecedents have not destined them for
a reciprozal friendship. In a great continental war
the alliance with England would reduce itself 1o
zero. Tt is on the Continent that we are to seek al-
linnces ; besides an alliznce on the Coantinent, inde-
pendently of the moral and material support which
it would bring us, would not only produce & propor-
tionate diminution in the strength of the coalition
but it would break it up alwogether.

Tee HarvesT iy Frayce.—The accounts received
of the harvest from all parts of Fraoce within the
last few days are gratifying. In all the departments
of the south west, beyoud rhe Loire, three-fourths of
the wheat ig saved. The wheat crop is all boused in
the southern and south-eastern depariments. In
the neighborhood of Paris, and in the northern de-
partments of France, where the wheat ia 8till on the
grouand, with the present fine harvest weather, and
the glass steady at fair, we may reasouably expect
that all wil be saved.— Letfer From Puris.

Roezery aT Notrme Dawe. — The treasures of sa-
cred relics, and oroaments, collected for centuries,
and which bad escaped in the Reign of Terrors, have
been stolen out of the old cathedral, by sacrilegious
hapds. Precious stones, the portion of the true crosa
sent to Galon, bishop of Paris, in 1109 ; the crucifix
which St. Vincent de Paul held ia bis band at the
death-bed ot Louis XI{II; the gold cross of the Em-
peror Manuel, &e. &, and the gifts of the farthful
bave been plundered in the dead hour of the night
by impious bands.

From the fact that fragments of sandwiches were
found in the church, and some portions of tiasues of
Enplish manufacture, the sirongest suspicions are
expressed that this time again—as in the case of the
late robbery of diamonds—the culprits'are English-
men.

The sundwich is not much used in France, and
French robbers would scarcely think of eating at
such a moment, particularly when their crimes was
of such a sacrilegious nature as that of church
robbers, -

The police are making every effort to discover the
culprit, and from what has transpired relating to
their researches, peaple think that the difficult opera-
tion'made by the scientific robbers, of entering the
church and getting at the treasure, has been execut-
ed by English instruments, and most probably by
English hands.

The itelina Revolution—a Revolution [likely to
produce results us extensive and as profound as the
French or the English—is in full career. Erery one
anticiputes war— war more or less immediate and
general--u3 soon as, if not before, Garibaldi has
mastered Naples; and the next act opens at Rome or
at Venice, An immen:e Austrian army stands ready
to mareh within the Quadrilateral. Prussia, as well
&3 the reat of Germany, feels itzelf turned into & vast
camp of reserve. The Czer toasts bis good brother,
the Kniser, significantly. Belgium i3 the scene of o
velunteer movement, 83 extensive and as promising
as that of Great Britain. And, at this moment, the
Emperor Napoleon preaches peace, At this momeut
he declares, in the commercial capital of France, to
palpitating speculators and manufacturers, * Give
yourselves up with confidence to works of peace.
Our destinies are in our. hands.” And for fear we
should mistake bis meaning, the comment of the
oldest and most confidential of his Ministers follows
fast. " ¢ The wilitary role of France in Eurcpe,” M.
de Persigny says, “is at an end. It affords me
great happiness to be able coascientiously to say.
that 8n era of peace and prosperity is now opening
for Europe.” The Emperor Napoleon is an adept in
the art of speaking to produce a sensation—but
when did buman ears ever hear anything so start-
ling us this. Is he in earnest? And if so,is he
afraid? Or is he goiog ta be insane ? If ke is not in
earnest, what may his next move be ?-

There never was a human being, perhaps, in whom
the habit of faisehood is so thoroughly ingrained as
in the present Emperor. No one seriously professes
to believe a single word he says. The oaly question
in this, as in other cases, is whether to believe some
variations of what he zays, or the exact contradictory
of it. Considering the game he has been playing in
the direction of tbe Rhine ever since the Itnlian war
closed—considering his illicit relations with the
Revolutionists, not merely of Tialy, but of Hungary,
of Poland, and, as some suppose, of Ireland—con-
gidering the pretty catalogue of pamphlets, which
his publisher, Monsienr Dentu, has produced of late
—considering that his army is encamped and gar-
risoned so that it could take the field, north or
gouth, at an hour's notice—considering that he has
thus incited, provoked, and organized the elements
of & general war, one is tempted to suppose that this
is only the old vulgar form of falsehood, of which
the coup d'etal is the most conspicuous example—
that he swears peace in the most solemn and posi-
tive terma to-day, in order to make war in the most
violent and flagitious way to-morrow. All he kas
ever done has been tainted by this air and habit of
conspiracy, by the perverse disposition of masking
his designs up to thelast wmoment, and doing the
opposite of what he proposed to do.—Table!.

RevonuTion Past axp Presext.—The Italian Re-
volution doe3 not display mauch originality; it re-
sroduces: with servile imitation the ideas and the
scenes of 1789. An attentive observer during the
last ten years might have:traced all its phases and
changes. In 1848 the revolutionary movement fail-
ed in France, but it'was not long in succeediag else-
whers *'If the Jeast mischange had taken place, the
famous civilization of modern times, of which we
were 50 proud, would have been torn to tatters,
All theapprehensions coacerning it were not realized
and France got rid of it ‘at the’ price of her fears.

Thus the ftalizn revolution is organized
by forcigners, It was the Piedmontese who voted
in Sicily precisely as Garibuldi desired- them, and
who there represented the public opiniou. Garibal-
di i3 a native of Nice, nc alien in Sicily acd the Nea-
politan States. He i3 reaping what Messre. Cavour,
Rattazzi, d'Azegliv, and Co. have sown.—Dublin
Telegruph.

Roxg, Aug. 24. — A detachment of gendarmes
whichhad been sent to Benevento was repulsed by
the population. A political manifestation took place
at Civita Vecchia on the oceasion of the obsequies of
Alibrandi, chief of the revolutionary committee. Se-
veral arresls were made. Monseigoeur Merode has
refused to permit the departure of the volunteers un-
der Cathelinesu, and the latter bas left Rome. The
Brussels Universel publishes the statutes of the reli-
gious and miiilary order, for which M. de Catheli-
nean golicited the approbation of the Pope:—* It iz
to be called the order of St. Peter, and to be dirided
into several gections: — [xalian (the officizl lan-
puage), French, German, Spanish, Englisk and Ori-
eaws]. The proposed standard of the orderis the
banner of the virgin, with a small inverted cross to
symboligse the martyrdom of St. Peter. The order
is to be composed as follows :—The Chief, wearing a
gold cross suspended (rom his neck; the chiefs of
esach language with the cross waorn in the same man-
ner; knights, wearing the gold cross on the coat;
arwed servitors, aspirants, and non-military assist-
ants, all wearing a silver cross on the coat; the
chiet of the order to take the osth kneeling at the

GaripaLpi.—It appears from » letter of the special
correspoudent of the Téimes in Sicily, that a meditat-
ed descent on the Poatifical States bad been aban-
doned, not out of deference to the wishes of the King
of Sardinia, who had taken alarm at it, but because
the troops appoioted to make the desceat, thought
fit enough te aid 1n the inovasion of Naples, were
not, in Garibaldi's opinion, fit to encounter Lumori-
ciere's soldiers, Here i3 the writer's account :—

# Very shortly after Garibaldi’s acrival, at Messi-
na geveral of the mo3t prominent patriots of the Foo-
tifieal pozsessions came over here to combine a plan
of attack on the Pontificul provinces. It was decid-
ed that it should take plaee simultaneously with the
dezcen: on the contineut, about the middle of this
month. 6,000 bad beea collected and orepared for
this roup, nod an icsurrection was at the same time
to bresk outin the Papal States. The 6,000 men
were 10 be taken in batches to the Papal States. The
£,000 nen were to be taken in batches to the [sland
of Sardinia, and then be fetched by steawers from
Palermo and thrown across the rainland.

“ The descent on the Coatineat from Sicily was to
be regulated by the readiness of the preparations ia
Sardinin, and when these were sompleted tbe signal
was to be given here likewise. Lastnight (the 14th
ult.) or this morpiog was fixed as the probable date
for this contingency, and it was with this view that
the preparatory movements were begun yesterday
afternoon. Up to the present time this signal has
not been given, and consequently the dispositiens
are suspended.” .

The affairs of Naples and of the entire [talian Pen-
insuln are proceeding trom bad to worse, and itis
now more than ever clear that some powerful agen-
cies are secrelly at work to reproduce the scenes of
1848. Treasca and treachery are everywhere nctive,
and confidence i3 at an end. [Itis impossibie to ac-
couat otherwise for the rapid way made by the fili-
bustering agent of Sardinia, aided as undisguizsedly
by England. There i3 seemingly no one to oppose
him, and his ngents and emissaries are every where so
numerous nnd so icsidioes that those who areap-
sointed to defend, desert their posts, and join the
enemy against theic legitimate Sovereigns. Mean-
while, Vietor Emmanuel sita apparently unconcerned
in Turin, and Louis Napolzon is receiving the homage
and felicitations of his new subjects in Nice aand
Savoy, on his way to Algeria, if we are to credit re-
pors, ag indifferent to what i3 passing oo the other
side of the Alps as his ally of Piedmount. Whoso-
ever may have to chronicle the events of the preseat
year of grace, will add a more startling page to the
bistory of tbe world than it yet contains.

Narues.— Gexoa, Aug. 29— The Genoese jour-
nals of to-d+7 publish the flollowing :—* The Au-
thion, which left Naoles yesterday morning, brings
the news that on Moaday last the Neapolitan Gener-
als assembled ia Councit had, with the exception
only of General Bosco, ausnimously resolved to ad-
vise the King to take his departare from the city."—
At the momeat of the depurture of the Authion a
report was curreat at Naples that the officers of the
army and Navy had tendered their resigoation en
musse to the King.”’ .
Tae Ivvasioy or CaraBmia.—Napzgs, Aug. 28.—
The Neapolitan troops were attpcked by the Gari-
baldians at Pialle, by wbom they were surrounded
and defeated. Ac armistice was then proposed.—
The commanding officer referred this proposition to
the Commander-in-Chief, in order to obtain his de-
cision. o the meantime the enthusiasm of the Nea-
politan troops abated ; they became disorganized
and dispersed, ieaving the batteries without any de-
fenders. The King of Naples has informed the corps
diplomatique that it is not his inteation to bombard
Naples, unless it becomes necessary, 1o a military
sense, with regard to aay particular portion of it
which might be attacked by Garibaldi's forces.

The kicgdom may pow be said to be almost in

full insurrection, rod classes are divided against

classes by civil war. The news from the provinces

i3 most afficting.  Conspiracies, conflicts, blood-

shed, such are the facts which are daily aad hourly

communicated to ns; insurrection and reaction pro-

ceed withequal steps, and when nr how this will all

end God only knows. ‘

The nows of Garibaldi's landing in Calabria has

been followed by o mysterious panse. The absence

of all authentic intelligence ag to the events of the

next few daye is most remarkable. We have reports

of an engagement with the Neapolitan troops cutside

Reggio, 10llowed by their retreat into the Fort, which

then surrendered. We harve reports of insurrections

in other provinces, of the surrender of two Neapolitan

brigades, of the refusel of the Neapolitan officers to

fight, and of their request to the King that he wounld

take to flight, but there i3 pothing like that authen-
tic record of the events of each succeeding day,

nothing like that rectification of previous reports by
express referer.ce to them for confirmation or con-
tradietion, which we might expect when events of
guch importance are passing so near at hand. As
far ag' impressions go, very few seem to retain roy
expectation that the King of the Two Sicilies will
be supported by hia people or defended by his troopa.
On the whole Italian question, we recommead our
readers to peruse the speech'df .Sir George Bowrer
in the House of Commnns, on the Italian Revolution,

That very day 500 more muskets had been
gistributed by tbe Neapolitans to the National
Guard. The letter contained an order for the second
brigade of Turr's Division to embark in the harbour
of Messina during the night and be oa the other side
towards dawn. At the same time it was ordered
that a3 soon as the attack on Reggio took place Co-
senz’s Division at the Faro should make an effort to
effect a landing, aand thus cause a diversion,~— Times
Correspondent, .

AUSTRIA.

The Austrian correspondent of the Standard states
oo the authority of * men who from their sosial posi-
tion are acquainted with all that passes at the Court
of St. Petersburg,” thay the force of circumstances
will neceasariiy re-establizh, sooner or later, a com-
plete understanding between the three Sovereigns of
the North. The Court of St. Petersburg i3 divided
into two parties:—* the one endeavoring to unite,
asin the time ot Alexagder I. and of Nicholss, the
Russian policy to that of Austria, Prussis and the
Germanic Confederation ; the other, at the head of
which is the Minister of Foreign Affairs, Prince
Gortschakoff, has dreamt for the last four years of
an intimate alliance, wbich they cannot succeed in
forming with France.”

To the diplomatic machications of Prince Gorts-
chakoff, he says, it is owing that the efforts of the
Prince Regent of Prussia to bring about the desired
rapprochemnent between Russia and Austris, have not
ere now been realized. * Now, however,” he adds,
“certain indications manifested as well at Vienna as
a4 St. Petersburg, lead to the hope that the Empe-
ror of Austria, and it i3 thought also the Kieg of
Bavaria, will be present at the interview which is to
take place in September next at Warsaw between
the Prince Regent of Prussiz and the Czar Alexan-
der IL. of Russia. This event, it it shonld really be
accomplizhed, wouid be, without doubdt, a pledge for
peace and security of all Europe.”

The Austrian Goveroment, foreseeing an attack
on Venetia, i3 moss actively carrying on the works
for the completion of a branch line to coannect the
Venetian railways with those of Germany. On the
5th of September the line from Nabresina to Udine
will be insugurated. This railway wil enable Aas-
tria to tranzport a considerable force to Venetia in
a few days.

RUSSIA.

Tae Houy Avctancs. — The Standard publishes
from its correspondent at St. Petersburg a letter,
dated the [7Tth August in which the writer says that
the Empercr 6f Russia has just ordered that the two
regiments of the Guard, which hitherto have borne
respectively the names of Francis [, of Austria and
King William II[. of Prussin shall, ¥ in order to per-
petuate the memory of the benefits which the Holy
Allisoce had rendered by procuring peace, and the
establishment of legal order and tranquillity through-
out the whole of Europe,” heaceforth be uuited and
form a special brigade, under the name of Brigade of
the Emperor of Austria and the King of Prussia, and
the King of Prussia, and of the sovereigas, their sue-
cessors. **This circumstance,” writes the correapoun-
dent, ©* which briogs to mind melaucholy souvenirs
of the Napoleon family in France, corroborates with
many the opiaion that the resurrection of the Holy
Alliance between Russia, Prussis, and Aaustria, is
not so far off a3 is generally supposed.” The ozder
was issued on the 17th August. The two regiments
in question were appointed by Alexander I. at the
time of forming the Holy Alliance, to bear the names
respectively of the Emperor Francis [. of Austria and
Ring William IIl. of Prussis, of which these two
sovereigns and their desceadants wece always to re-
main honorary colonpels.

SPAIN.

Maprib, Aug. 30.—The Emperor of the French,
on his return journey from Algeria, will stop at
Barcelona, where he wishes to have an imterview
with Queen Isabella 11.

HOLLAND AND BELGIUM.

The slliance between Holland and Belgium seems
to be growing very friendly. The Prince and Prin-
cess Frederick of the Netherlands are going to visit
the King of the Belgians at Brussels, for which oc-
casion great preparations and alterations are being
made at the Palace. In confirmation of the enteate
cordiule between Holland and Belgium, we leara that
heaceforth Prince Henry will always pass through
Belgium on his way to Lusumburg. Hitherto he has
always made detour to avoid traversing the King of
the Belgians’ dominions.— Court Journal.

Taz State oF Damascus. — The tollowiag letter
from Damascus, dated August 4, i3 published in the
Levant Herald. 1t gives a deplorable account of the
state of the city, and of the measures taken by Fuad
Pacha on his arrival :—

[ was quite right in my prediction that the peo-
ple of Damascus would not have the courage to fight.
Before daylight yesterday morning several parts of
the city were occupied by troopa; liats of the guilty
were entrusted to superior officers sent to different
qusrters ; every outlet from the city was guarded
overnight, and before sunset 360 men-—all of whom
are supposed to have earned death—were prisomera.
Not a snot was fired, nor was it required; there was
nothing like resistance, except in the case of two in-
dividuals, who wers at once bayoneted by the sol-
diers. One man waa drowned in attempting to hide
himself in a well, These, in fact, were all the casu-
alies of yesterday. The villaina betrayed each other
in every direction ; cne man whose name was oo the
list of an officer helped to find out 30 criminals, and
when he had finished was, to hi3 immense surprise,
himself disazmed and arrested a3 the actaal murder-
er of five persons. The arrests and the delivery up
of stolen property have coatinued all day. Both
yeaterday and to-day the streets have b2en almost
deserted, and the shop2 and bazaars closed. A Mus-
sulman, who had some property belongiag to a
Christian woman delivered to him for safety duricg
the pillage, poisoned the woman with arsenic in
gome sweetmeats, which be sent hec as a present in
ker concealment. He was executed to-day. This is
the first capital seatence as yet carried out by vir-
tue of the anthority givea to Fuad Pacha. Nazir (?)
Pachn and the superior and general officers who
have the commission for the summary trial of the
prisoaers, will not sssemble for this purpose for
three days yet. I may add that acconnts from all
parts of the couamtry, inclusive of Jerusalem and
Aleppo, are most satisfuctory. The same i3 reported
from the towns aloug the coast. In fact, the vigoune
with which Fuad is acting has already struck terror
into the minds of all. .It i3 useless writing you s
long letter of description, than which nothing would
be easier, with the abundance of materials for effect
before me.

were found in the place previousty described. In the
yard of one of the churches there is.a deep well;
and as the enclosure became very crowded with
fugitives and the outward tumult came nearer and
nearer, those who bad money or jewels flung them
into the well. After the massacre some bodies were
alzo lung into the same well by the mob; and when
gome days after, a man attempted to deseend ic
search of the jewellery he was killed by the
noxious gasses, Another subsequent attempt proved
nearly ag fatal ; the treasure, therefore, and it hor-
rible protectors remsained untoucked. But ecmough
of the past; the present is this :—The Castle is stiil
crowded with Christinns—another convoy of a
thousand leaves thisevening. All these people are fed
by the governmect, and the military schoo! and the
hoapitals have been turned into places of reception
by the government medical officers. The arrival of
‘Fuad Pachs, with a large body of troops, on §unday
last, has completely cowed the city, and the wrong-
doers see certain puaishment ataring them in the face.
His first piece of conduct on arriving told immensely
all over the city. Some tents had been pitched on
the plain near Nicea, where the governor of the
town and the principal citizens were to receive the
imperial deputy. But Fuad, having pushed on before
the column of troops, arrived before he wasexpected.
He fourd, however, the military aad civil pachas,
and the leading men of the place, together with Abd-
el-Kader, awaiticg him. He brusquely dismissed the
civilians en masse, and eaid he desired only to speak
with the wilitary men and the Emir. The others
passed out of the tent crest-fallen beyond descrip-
tion—all the more so that many of them were rather
more than suspected of complicity in the late bar-
barities. Qo Fuad’s arriving in the city, however,
they all flocked to the Serai, expecting tobe received
at the Pacha's levee; but here again they were dis-
appointed; the sentries would not let a maan of them
enter. In dismay they withdrew and held a general
meeting--not & frequeat event here—to which all the
civilian big-wigs of the city were invited. *In-
dignation” voles of every Sort were mooted.—
One proposed that all preseat should retire from
the city ea masse with their families ; another some-
thing else ; but finally, as was to be expected, no-
thing was ‘ carried,’ but esch man present skulked
home to his house, and none of the whole of them
have been seen out since. The effect of all this on
the lower classes has been great —they fear that some
terrible retribation {3 coming on them, and are do-
ing all they can each to escape from his well-merit-
ed share of it. Every night quantities of furniture,

carpets, clothing, and other articles, the produce of
the village, are disregarded and flung secretly into the
street. The irregulars, too, are constantly escorting
trains of camels bringing in the plunder found
in the neighboring villages. The forces at present
at Damascu3 appear ¢ be sufficient 10 as3sure the
Pacha against the consequences of any measures he
may undertake the punishment of the guilty, but as
he has done nothing of any moment, a3 yet he is pro-
bably awaiting for the arrival of still further rein-
forcements which are expected at Beyrout to-mor-
row or the day after. That he will do something
serious, however, neither the natives nor the Euro-
peans for a moment doubt—-once he has his force all

in hand. The cause of civilisation and toleration
bas found uaexpected allies in the followers of Abd-
el-Kader, 400 of whom havs been already taken into
pey, and 2,000 more have offered their services. The

conduct of the Bmir and many of his men in protect-
ing the Christidns provoked the Musswlman canraille

to call them ghicours, and for this they will clear
scores if opportunity offers. In short, we have all
thke materials ready mixed for such an explosion as—
if not overruled by Fuad—the world has not heard
since tha Indian mutinies at all events. The Pacha
hea formally declared that complete punishment
ghall fall on the guilty, cost what it may—he has
even said, ‘shonld Damascus be levelled to the
ground !’ But sucha eatastrophe ig not to be feared.
Terrible excitement there will be, but no general up-
rising of the city; for, in the presence of a single
faithful regiment, haudled by a man of vigor and de-
termination, the Damascenes—unlike their fellows
of Aleppo—are too great cowards to show fight.

UNITED STATES.

Sisters of Cuariry.—The Buffalo Courier hasthe
following :—Sisters of Charity !

human sympathy pass from eye to eye, and the glow
of tender affection from the warm heart beating by
our side, touch the wan faces upoa the scarce whiter
pillows, until they looked radiant with gratitude.
The man who faces death unflinchingly oncein & life-
time, for the honor of his government, i3 izuded and
crowned, aod the world is abashed at his very pre-
sence, and stands aside to let & hero pass ; but these
women walk by us in the sablimity of continual self-
forgetfulness, and the heroism of a lifetime of per-
petual danger, and there is scarce a thought given
to the grandenr of their fearleszness. Verily, we do
entertain angels unawares or rather, we permit
them to entertain themselves. No man or woman,
at least no kwman man or women, could visiv this
institution where the unloved are nourished, and the
lonely and friendless find a helping hand extendicg
in unquestionieg loving kindness, without turning
back to the other world, thaoking God for this posi-
tive testimony that Christ's precepts has a few fol-
lowers albeit like His truest earthly friends, they are
only women.

Aussicay Opwviox veox TBE OraxceEmeN.— The
Bosinn Journal, a paper anything and everything but
Catholic, remarks upon the doings of the Orange-

which has occurred among the Orangemen or Pro-
testant Irish of Kingston and Toronte, C. W,
threatens to give a mo3t unbappy termination to the
journey of the Prince of Wales through Canada.

Oaptain
Lafarge, of the slonp, was also fatally stabbed in the
side. The convicts were finally driven ashore by
other officers. The plot it appears, had been hatch-
ing for some time, and Kelly expected about one hun-
dred couvicts to take part in the insurrection.
