Taking the word in the lormer sense, lustory
will say to which of the two races, the English
or‘the [rish, i their mutual relations at all eveots
the term barbarous is more applicable; and tak-
g it in the latter, or more classical meaning, it
seems to be'an epithet suggested by vamty of
race, and applied by the Greeks to the Romaus,
as by the Chinese to the Xpglish. Mr. Senior,
1t must be admitted, bas not ;left us -in doubl
concerning the sense in which we are to be held
barbarous by the governing country,and treated
we presume, accordingly. He adopts, apparent-
ly, the scieutific meaning, and affirms vs to be
barbarous-in Lhe sense that we are uncivilised, or
backward .n. civilisation. Unfortunately—and
it may be part of our barbarism—we are driven
to wquire here again what 1s civilisation, and
what is. it to be uncivised. Is civilisation
wealth 2 Is it machmery ? Isit the power to
oppress, and . the .will to use the power? Isit
incontinesce 7 Is 1t prostituton? Ts 1t the
Divorce Court ? Isit domestic pollution, un-
speakable and nearly indiscriminate ? - Is it vice,
all pervading, all penetrating, all corrupting, rain-
ing down, steaming up, and grosser as it mounts?
Is ¢ Anonyma’ civilisauon 7 Js the Ion. Bruce
Ogleby crsilisation ? 1s wile-murder civilisation 7
Is sweetheart murder? Is infanticide? If they
be-—and possibly they are, so accounted—then,
indeed, 1s Ireland very backward m civilisation,
and our prayer ‘is that she never may progress.
If other countries have advanced mn tiis kind of
civilisation, we cannot say that we wish them joy
of their prosperity, but we are bound to say that
it 1li-beseems the representative of one of the
countries—certainly not ihe most backward in
the particulars enumnerated—to reproach a coun-
try with-barbarism, which has forteited its mnde-
pendence, its peace, ils social harmony, 1ts com-
merce, its manufactlures, its agriculture, and every
element of material well-being to the domination
of the very country which that gentleman repre-
sents, and from the taint of whose morals the
country in which, for our virtue’s sake, we have
the happiness to hve, preserves itself distinet.—
We are not ignorant how much there is of sound-
ness and wholesomeness in the English charac-
ter ; we are not unaware bhow much of its cor-
ruption may be spread upon the surface, and
even forced into the substance, by those who
would faiu keep exclusive hold upon the political
as they have 1t upon the social, and pretend to
have it upon the moral supremacy of the country.
Weare still less desirous of the miserable triumph
of recritnmmation, but if the English people are
satisfied to take their notions of Irish barbarism
from Mr. Semor, as they take their notions of
Irish Christiamty from the Church Establishment
we should do wrong 1f we suffered them to re-
main under the impression that we keep our eyes
closed to ile revelations, not of Irishmen paid
out of Kuglish moneys, to traduce the Englsh
people, but of the linglish Press and English
Church testifying to horrors and impunities which
if they be the growth ot civilisation, ought to
make England regret the days of Ler barbarism.
Mr. Seaior, howerer, has enumerated in his evi-
dence before the Taxation Committee some ele-
mests of unmistakeable barbarism which we Lave
no icclination to dispute. We do concerve it to
be pothing less than barbarous that m the most
*suffering country in the world,” where the mass
of the people are ¢ worse fed, worse dressed, and
worse lodged than in any part of Lurope,’ the
taxation of the people, man for man, exceeds by
ds 3d a head the taxation which, according to
the evidence of Mr. Senior, would crush any peo-
ple in the world but the English. This, how-
ever, is the barbarism, not of the country, but of
the Government. We hold it to be barbarism
that the capital of the couatry should be ¢ con-
stagtly diminishing.> We hold it to be barbar-
1sm that this diminished caprtal should be with-
drawn by absenteeistm from the conntry to which
it ought to be returned; and there are many
olber things detailed by Mr. Senior which, in
our view, are equally barbarous with the above.
Some of the barbarism is in hus facts, not a little
as it-seems to us, in his sentiments, or at least in
his opinions; but, taken as a whole, we regard
Mr., Senior’s evidence as by no means the least
inportant or worthy of record which has been
collected by the Commistee.~—Evening Post.

INJURY TO THE ANCIENT ARCHITESTGRAL Riwnicy
AT TR SEVEN CHOURCHES, CLONMACNOISE.— Parsons-
town, Mondey.—At the petty sessions held here on
Saturday & young.man of the name of John Glennon
wag brought before the magistrates, on & charge of
having on the 28th of May last, injured ‘some of the

On’ the day afier their
visit it was "discovered that an ancient crossand
other relics bad been ipjured, and some of the tomb-
stones had. also been disarranged. The proceedings
on Saturday were initiated st the suit of the Rev.
Charles Vignoles, the incumbent of the parish, who
appeared in court accompanied by the Rev. P, Young
G.C. of Cloumacnoise, * Me. Cooke appeared for the
prosecution, and opened the case with an elaborate
aand historical description of these ancient ruins, and
then called two witnesses, a littie boy and girl, who
swore that they saw defendant, Jobn Glennon, break
ihe pieces off the carved archway, known as the
Whisperiog® Arch, and sitike other places which
were injured. They also deposed.to seeing him knock
down a .small cross, Both -witnesses appear to. be
very intelligent.. For the defence of the five young
men were examined who accompanied the defendant
oo the occasion to the Seven Ohurches, and they
swore that it was impossible that Glennon could
have committed the offence complained of .without

the kind. In the course of their examination .they
also stated that the boy and girl must have been mis-
‘taken in their'identification of the defendant, a8 he
was not dressed in the way they deseribed him. The
witnesses for the prosecution:. were :however, most.
clear and positive, and ‘the ‘magistrates . decided on
sendiog the case for trial to the nest assizes.

One pound weight of
bone contains, the phosphoric acid of 281bs ot wheat,
or 9501bs of potatoes. Cattle .must obtaia the ma-
terial of their bone from their food ; this, taken from

the soil, the cattle. exported . to’ England, results in |-

enormous impoverishment of tbe land. Coansider,
then, what wealth of tertility Ireland has exported
to England in the bones of cattle golely’! Aa a‘con-
sequence of the non.consumption of eatile bere, Irish
farmets have to send- their mwouney away for bone
phosphates; and phosplio-guanos, &c., and thus pur-
chase back a portion of fertility at & ruinous rate.
There ia nothing more’purblind than the conduct of
men . who._act in this way, and some of them have
been taught their error by bitter experiesce. Green
farms bave not now the popularity they once ea-
joyed ;. when put up for sale, or to let; they hang on
hands long enough to make their names odiously
familiar to the reader of papera. In one locality,
Tuaif, in;one issue of the local papers there were not
fawer than forty gruss-farms advertised for sale.
We expect théy met with no eager bidders, Soma of
them had appeared 8o frequently in the market, that
their strange names had become in the mouth 23
Eougehold words, and, like Alexaader Selkirk, their
wearicd owners might cry out,

t Their tameness i3 shocking to me.’

Such is the resnlt to those who some time ago
know no other delight than that of ! zonsolidating
farms,’ ®clearing their estates! &c: they did all
that; they adopted improved systems; imported
Scotch and English herds; and swept from the
lands of their fathers the owners of the soil. The
crash of falling homesteads re-echeéd from end to
énd of the iand.  Hundreds of thousands of hearths
were piotighed over, and the rich carth of cemeteries
sown were turnips. ¢Beasts’ said the Lord Lieu-
tendnt, ¢ appear to be above all other things the pro-
duact most in harmony with the soil and climate of
Ireland,’ The Lord Lieutenant found, no doubt,
that the soil and climate of Ireland were remarkably
well adapted for himself. And the Times, as nsual,
spoke out the sentiment he was working on. ‘The
Catbolic Qelt,? it exulted, ¢ will soon be as rare in
Connemara as the Pawnee Indian in Massachusetts.’
e treasure up their words and hopes, and no balmy
palaver, in these her dsys of difficulty, must merke
us forget the deadly design of England’a statesmen
ageinst our race.

-Remember it, Irishmen. They may find it conve-
nient to gloze a little now, to usze specious words, to
Inll us to sleep in’ cornfidence on their promises. It
is the cld game, but we decline to be cheated once
more. By & determined attitude we shall soon be
able to win much from England; by temporizing,
nothing but ‘ananihilaticn. Oarlisle has beer puffed
a8 the popular Viceroy ; his whole life haa been de-
voted to the cause of extermidation; he hag been
less open mouthed, but more deadly, than Sir Robert
Peel, who declares for the upronting of another 500,
000, They have acted and ‘iescted on their poor
dupes, the landlords of Ireland who foresee nothing
atd léarn nothing from the past. By acting as in
straménts of the Government,. these have indeed
ruined multitndes, but now the ruin returas upon
themselves., Do we mourn for them? Do the men
who used them and kick them aside sympatbize
with them ? Few care when they see the biter bit.

No bye-issue of any sort, no specious promise of
glittering Greek gift, must divert the mind of the
country from the one object—the land tor the peo-
ple.  Ouar rulers bave intermitted, for an instant, in
view of Buropean complications, their roar for more
extermination, But their wills are fixed; they but

If an opportnuity for
mediation arose, the Goverament would gladiy avail
itself of it.

On Saturday morning, nboul the same moment
Her Majesty's Ministers were saved from a voie of
censure in the House uf Commocs by & mujority of
18 and subjecled to a vote of censure in the House
of Lords by s majority of nine, on sccount of their
conduct with regard to the loog-pending quarrel pe-
tween Germany and Deumark respecuog the admi-
nistration of affairs in the Duchies of Schleswig and
Holstein. The charge agaiost our Governmen: was
that they conducted the foreign policy of the coun-
try in so improper & manner a3 to lead us to a point
where we must eitber plunge recklessly and impro-
perly into war with Gerwany or recede [rom it with
dishonor. The proufs of the truth of this grave
charge were superabundeatly furnigshed by the Go-
vernwment themselves and the only answer attempted
wa3 animpudent demand upen the Opposition to
say what they would have done had they been in
power instead of Lord Palmerston and Eurl Russell.
Qutside the walls of Parliament it was boldly laid
dowan by the Ministerial Preas, with a view to fright-
en members from the Onposition lobby on the diri-
sion, that a defeat ot Ministers would be tautamount
to & national declaration of war in favor of Denmark
ag if the complaint aguinst Government had been
that they kept the peace,—whereas the charge
against them was aod is, not that they did not go o
war, but that tbey improperly went so far that they
could not remain at pence without betraying Den-
mark apd dishonoring England., We don't say that
the Tories if in office, would have conducted the bu-
siness of the Foreign Office better, for we don’t know
what they would have done; bui they could not
have done worse, and if they did as bad they would
bave ag richly deserved public cénsure, which there
is not the least doubt that the 315 who whitewashed
Lord Palmerston and Russeil would have eagerly
heaped upon them. The majority of 1§ cume by sur-
prise upon both sides; and the lesding articles of the
Ministerial Journals on that morning, which were
written under the impression thatif Ministers es-
caped censure in the Commons it would only be by
a bare mnjority, sbhow how base a gawe the Ministe-
terial partizans intended to play preparutory to the
anticipated General Election. We bave it under
their vwn hands and in responsibie leader type that
ther intended to raise the tamous No-Popery cry. A
vile lie, manufactured in the Reformm Clab, and iv
the manufacture of which a recreant Catholic had,
it is suid, a hand, was circuluted and swallowed by
an erratic Tory, to the eilect that Rome had sent 2
Mounsignori to London to *tout' for Catholic votes
in favor of the Oppocition.

One of the most atrocious crimes which hLas oc-
curred for sotne time was perpetrated late on Sutur-
day evening in a first-class carringe on the North
London Railway, when a Mr. Thomas Briggs, who
was engaged in the banking establishment ot Mesgrs.

Some
ladies, who were in the adjoining compartment, then
called the notice of the guard to the circumstances
that some blood had spurted through .the carriage
window on to their dresses as the train came from
Bow. Inquiries were made without any immediate
regult, Butmeanwhile the body of Mr. Briggs was
found on the line by the driver and stoker of another
train. On & surgical examination it was found that
the unfortunate gentleman was frightfully wounded
in the head, tbe skull in one piace being beaten in.

Everything, however, weat on well uatil after the
wen had been marched back from dinner, when a
gang employed in « stone quarry neartho Clifton
Hotel refused to work und sittacked one of the civil
guards, Thé impression among the convicta ap-
peared to be that the guards wounld not make use of
tho short Enfield ritfles with which they were armed,
but'this proved to be a mistaken ides. Seversl of
the gang rushed upon the ,uard and attempted to
knock him down with their pick-axes and shovels.
The officer discharged his weapon and glightly
wounded one of the ringleaders. By this time he
had received assistauce from his brother officers,
three or tour of whomw lired upon the men, Tour or
five of them were shot, receiving, however, only
slight wounds. This measure bad the effuct of
quelling the disturbance. After the riot had been
quelled the party werce muarched -back to the pri-
son and confived in puuishment cells, The wiluary
were called out, but ibeir ussistunce wus not re-
quired.— Times,

Hopley used to treat ber ¢ like s
pupily’ ie., an enemy, tench her lessouns, and beat her
savagely tor blunders, buat ber duricg pregnaocy,
compelled her to delivet herself, five days afterwards
forced her and the infunt uut in & carriags, and
then beat her agnin because she did not anckle the
child as he approved.  All this was borne, but he
kept up ulso an ircitauiug aystew of interfurence, re-
gulated every act by a written code, spat ia her
face, ordered her 10 bed befure a party of guests, in
fuct treated her justlike a wicked child.  Mopley's
defense i3 that while in prizoa bis wife wrote him
loving letters, whicti is doubtless true. The poor
womun's pity for the father of her children re.awoke
ot bis sullerings, and e¢ven iu Court she apologized
for giving Lim pain for ihe sake of her children,
whom he also beat ull oune of them tocame imbocile.
The mao in all these brutalities seems to have been
guided by some strangs notion of principle.

 With regard to the state of affairs on the
other side of the Lines very little change has
taken place. The people of the South must
feel that the success of their cause is almost cer-
tam. Even the lying and contradictory reports
furnished by the Nortbern telegrams cannol con-
ceal the fuct that although sn immense amouat
of life and treasure is being expended 1 order to
subjugate the Confederates, it is all to no avail,
and the Union is far more distaot from restora-.
tion to-day than it was at tbe breaking out of
the war. We believe that there is very hittle
hope for the success of General Grant, who, Iike
Iis predecessors, is unable to compete with the
superior generalship of the Southern com-
manders.

The Globe of the same date, 6th ult., quotes
from a speech delivered at the Clear-Grit Con-
vention of 1859, to show that this “ joint qu-
thority” scheme was the basis of the Browa-
Dorion alliance. Mr. Browna is reported as
baving delivered himself on the occasion alluded
to, to the following effect :—

4 | pelieve that, had the Brown-Dorion Adminis-
tration bad an opportunity of ‘maturing its palicy,
and bringing it before the country as we intended to
do, it would bave been very much like that proposed
here to day ; aad I feel convinced that it would have
proved entirely satisfactory to the people of Upper
Canada, and I believe to the peopis of Lower Can-
ada ag well.”

"Thus, according to Mr. George Brown, who
ought to know the policy, or scheme of the
Clear-Gnt Conventicn of ’59 was substantially
identical with the policy of the Brown-Dorion
Admwistration.

Next we learn, and still from the Gldbe of
the 6tb ult, that the scheme agreed upon be-
twixt Messrs, Brown and Cartier 1 1864 15 sub-
stantially the same as that of the Toronto Clear-
Gnit Convention of 1859 :—

" The most cagual reader can scarcely fail to per-
ceive that the policy of the Adminigtration is sub-
stantially that enunciated in the lagt two of the
above quoted resolutions” — (Those declaring in
favor of the “Joint Authorily Humbug.")

The Globe continues :—

# The remedy for exiating constitutional evils is,
accarding to the Ministerial programme, to be sought
in the federative principle. So it was sought in 18583,
Then, 88 now, it was deemed advisable to give local
mattera to local control, while reserving for general
authority maiters necessarily common to both sec.
tions of the Province. In the same way, both in
1859 and in 1864 the same declaration is made, that
under the new sysltem representation according to
numbers must be conceded. In all important fea.
tures, the two proposals are the same; and the
strictest comparison will vindicate the consistency
of those who nccepted the one and are now accepting
the otker.”— Globe, GLh ult.

Thus, as according to the Globe, the policy
or federation scheme of the present Admmistra-
tion is ¥ substantially” the same as that adopted
by the Clear-Grit Convention of 1839 ; and as,
agauw the intended policy or scheme enunciated by
the latter was substantially identical with that
mutually agreed upon by the members of the
Brown-Dorion Cabinet, 1t follows, that the in-
tended policy of that Cabinet, acd -that of the
present Coalition Admunistration are also sub-
stantially the same. For # things that are equal
to the same, are equal to one another.”

And this explains and justifies the apposition
of the TRuE Wirsess to the Federation
scheme of the actual Ministry. We are in
1864, just what we were in 1859 ; we hold, as
towards the Federal scheme of the preseut
Minstry, the identical language which in 1859
we held as towards the © joinz authority huem-
bug,” and the dangerous policy of the Brown-
Dorion Admmistration. In 1860, May 11th,
treating of Mr. Browu’s matton on “ Constitu-
tional Changes,” and his * joint-authoroty”
scheme, we expressed ourselves as follows :—

tt Mr. Brown then movel his second resolation;
that the only remedy for existing political evils is
to be found in the formation of two lacal Govera-
ments, charged with the control of all matters of a
sectional character, and some ‘*jownt. authorily’
charged with such matters rs are common to both
gectiona of the Province. This is the rpsolution that
in fraught with danger te Lower Oand¢a ; for, sup-
poaing it carried into execution, on whom would
devolve the all-important tagk of deciding what
‘belonged to the ‘locai Governmenls! and what to
the ‘joint aulthority’ of limiting and deSning, in
short, the functions of the latter 7 Bstwixt Sove-
reign and Indepegdent States, as are the States of
which the American Union js composed, such a
political federstion as that contemplated by Mr.
Brown's resolution is practicable ; but betwixt
Qoloniea the scheme is absurd. In their case there
is no middle ground betwixt a Legislative Union,
and its repeal pur ef simpli, logically tenable.””—
True Wilness, May 11, 1860.

Aund again, under the same date, and trea.tiug
of the same subject we expressed oursclves mn the
following sense :— -~

¢« Tp what 8 condition Catholic Lower Canada
would quickly be reduced as a member of a Federa-
tion of the Protestant British Oolonies of North
Ameriea, it is not dificalt to foretell. Her autonomy
would in short be more effsctually destroyed under
auch a Federal regyme, than it would be undera
Legislative Unioki of the two Canadas, with Repre-
sentation by Population.”— Ibid,

Thus we can boast that the Trug WiTness
is to day what it was years ago. Will 1t be the
same with those to whom are entrusted the de-
fence of the national, moral, and religious inter-

ests of Lower Canada? Will they also be
consistent ? or will they turn their coats, and
vote to day for a measure which in 1860 they
together with the TRuE WiTNESs repudiated ?
Time will show.

En attendant it can do no harm to remind
the defenders of good principles that, 1 1860,
they voted almost to a man agamst Mr. George
Brown’s motion ; amotion substantially the same
as that about to be submitted to them at the next

Session of - Patliament.:“In 1859, Mr. Brown’s
motion was rejected by a mayority of 67 against
26; how will it- be when agaw a motion, sub-
stantially the same, will be brought before. the
“House by the Brown-Cartier Ministry !

It would be amusing, and perhaps. not an un-
profitable labor ‘to search -the fyles for May
1860 of some of our French Canadian journals,
defenders of # good primciples® and to quote
the terms m which they then spoke of the
“local governments® and “ jount autiority”
scheme. Perhaps the consistency of the Capa-
dian press would not thereby be vindicated.

—These, if we may trust the assertions of its
own organs, are not bright. No sect, no de-
nomination can endure, much less multiply, 1f it
ceases to be prohfic of ministers ; the Catholic
Church herself would languish and die were not
the ranks of ber clergy constantly recruited by a
race of hardy, mtelligent, and self-sacrificing
volunteers.

But how is it with Anglicanism mn this respect ?
One of its own organs shall tell us:—

4 With reference to Lower Canada, and the obser-
vation is made subject to correctian, it ia a queatiou
whether there are, at this moment, twelve men read-
ing for Orders. It ia a question whetber one among
this number will be prepared to take Orders without
entirely relying upon the Church for his enpport.”—
. The Echo, 14th ult.

This is scarce to be wondered at; for de-
prived of the pc';htical and social prestige which
t enjoys in England as the religion of the Gov-
eroment, the aristocracy and the gentry, Angli-
camism has no hold on the respect or affections
of the people. Itisa bighly respectable, thoughnot
verv ancient institution ; and 1o 1ts own seil where
it has high prizes in the shape of lucrative ap-
pointments to hold out as inducements to young
raen to take service in its ranks, it has hitkerto
been able to command a pretty fair share of po-
pular favor. The Aaglican Minister is incom-
parably better paid than the officer in the army
or in the navy, than the lawyer or the physician,
and the work required or expected of him 1s in-
comparably easier. For who hkes his ease,
who, averse to hard wark, is fond of good living
and an idle gentlemanly kind of existence, there
15 no profession so captivating as that of an office-
holder in the Ecclesiastival Department of the
British Gorernment.

In the Colonies, however, it is not so, und
here m Ceanada an Anghcan minister stands on
the same social level as does the Methodist, the
Presbyterian, or the Jumper. There are no
rich Bishoprics or Deaneries, no fat livings, with
good shooting, pleasant families, and eligible
young ladies all around ; nooe, in short, of those
things which conspire to make up a vocation to
Holy Orders’ in the Anglican Establishment at
home. The consequence 15 that young men in
the Colonies pever, or at all eveuts very rarely,
feel themselves * truly called, according to the
will of Our Lord Jesus Christ, to the Order
and Ministry of Priesthood” in the Anglican
Church.

Besules, in so far as the Colonial laity are con-
cerned, Anglicanism has no hold whatever on the
hearts or intellects of the great mass even of
those who term themselves members of the
Church of England. A Cathelic is one who
holds and believes all that the Catholic Clurch
believes and teaches, without a single exception,
and because she so believes and teaches. He
who denies, or even doubts, any one article of
ber teachings ceases 2pso facto to be a Catholie,
or member of her Communion. But were we to
apply this lest to the Anglican Jaity, the smaliest
room in the City of Montreal would suffice to
hold the entire Anglican population of Canada.
No Anglecan feels any scruple. at denying, and
openly expressing his disbelief in any doctrine of
that Church or sect of winch he professes him-
self a member. The great majority of Angli-
can laity—nmne hundred and ninety-nine out of
every thousand—are either Arians or Sabellsans ;
even amongst the clergy, those who [rankly ac-
cept the doctrine of the Trinity, as set forth in
the Micene and Athanasian Creeds, are n point
of numbers but a contemptible minority ; and
there is no Anglican layman who woald not be
startled were be 10 be told that, if the Formu-
laries, the 39 Articles, and lomilies of his
Church be true, he was as wmuch bound ‘o be-
lieve them as any member of the Clergy ; or the
Archbishop of Westnunster imself, We say it
advisedly, and upen the authority of Anglican
mipisters, that the generally received opinion 1o
the Anglican world is this : That there are two
kinds or orders of divine truth; oue of which is
binding upon tbe clergy only,and which the laity
are at hberty to deny. Of this privilege the
latter avail themselves to the fuilest extent.

Now although in Eogland, where a kind of
social prestige is attached to membership with
the Church of England, men .call themselves
members of that Church, and attend once a
week at its worship, 1 spite of their repudiation
of many of its articles of belief, it 1s not
so 1 tbe Colonies where no such social
prestage obtaws.  The consequence 1s that the
laity no longer care to call themselves Anglicans,
If the Methodist chapel be bandy they attend

it: if they hike animal excitement they frequent

Thus it will be seen
that in the Colonies two causes are in operation,
either of which would in time be fatal to Ang-
licanist?, and which, both working together and
i the same direction, will sagon make an end of
it. There are no caodidales for 1ts priests’
offices ; and the laity who, even at home, felt
themselves at liberty to - deny its doctrines, bere
where all sects are politically and socially equal,
naturally take up with that in which their par-
ticular- ammal or intellectual prochvities find
fullest gratification.  Indeed the only elass of
the community who in' a short time, and as tls
two-fold process of destruction continues, will be
likely to profess themselves Anglicans, will be
infidels, and that because of all Protestant sects
Anglicanism 15 the least exciting. To be a Me-
thodist, to be a Baptist, or Congregationalst
good standing, to be even in good repute as a
Unitarian, a man must adopt some religious ob-
servances, must attend upon some misistrations.
But so long as a man is not a Catholic, and not
a Dusenter, he willalways pass muster for a very
respectable Anglican, no matter what lns opia-
tons may be of Christiamity m general. The
non-Catholic who is profoundly 1ndiffereat on all
religious questions, for whom the animal excite-
ment of ihe evangelical conventicle has no at-
tractions, to whom the metaphysical speculations,
and pagan morality of the Uhitarian pulpit are
dry and tasteless, who cares not therefore to de-
clare himself a member of any Dissenting com-
munity in particular—is_ by law and custom es-
teemed an Anghecan ; and this it is that gives to
the Church of England, both at home and abroad,
a fictitious semblance of vitality, and constant
its steady and rapid decay in Canada, and the
British Colonies generally.

by our informant, respecting the tone and tencr of
the original paragraph of the 8th inst. )

Deuasp vor StronGg GOvERNMENTS.—Whatever
else the civil war now raging here may ultimately
lead 1o, it will most surely issue in the creation of
one or more centralized Governments, which will
sweep away the whole Jeffersonian theory of State
rights as with the besom of destruction. Had thera
been a strong central power in the country when the
war broke out; had the authorities a4 Washington
not found themselves hampered and tied at every
step when they first came to the conclusion to put
down the rebellion by force of arma, it is diffieult to
sdy how far different the prospects of the Union
would have been to-day. The difficulty of determin-
ing where the rights of individual States extended,
and where Federal power legitimatoly began, was
the first prime difficuity with those who had the reine
of power in their hands. It wasa difficu’ty which
stared them defiantly in the face, when each separate
State of what soon came to be the Southern Confe-
deracy sat down aod deiiberately voted itself out of
the Union. The newly elected President, not less
than- his-feeble predecessor, was compelled to lock
on for a fatally long period, in helpless amazement,
and see the whole Federal fabric tumbliag to pieces,
before even a gun wus fired on cither side.  Everyone
saw the weakness of the politieal stracture. Bat for
three long penerations it had beer a prime article of
faith with boh political parties, that in tbe distribu-
tion of power belween the general and the local Go-
vernments, & glorious perfection had been reached;
and that there was nothing Ieft for the world to de-
siderate in the way of an elastic yet powerful nation-~
al organization, complete in its separate parts, and
impregaable inits coacrete whole. It needed the
rebellion to dispel the illusion thata commonwealth
thus bound together had evena solitary spot of
wealkness aboutit, or that the symbolic bundle of
sticks which atands forth so prominently in the na-
tional emblems, could ever becoms unlcosened and
be turned into 50 many separate weapons of offence.
The seceded States, in forming themselves into &
new nationsal confederacy, clearly perceived ‘the
weakness of the compac: by which they had formerly
been bound. But in framing - their provisional Con-
stitution, the Confederate leaders evidently fourd it
necessary to uphold the Srates Rights doctrine un-
der wkich they justified their secession. But this was
a merely formal proceeding, resorted to for a'tempo-
Tary purpose, and in no manner committing the cen-
tral government to the feeble policy of resigning
more power into the hands of the State.Governments
than was necessary to keep up the mers sembladce
