"point wliloh I have before stated,
"namely, that the United States is
^'confronted at the north by a gov-
"ernment which is thoroug'hiy com-
"nutted to a political policy involv-
'|inff a participation in commerce
||which is easentially aecressive to-
"ward American interests. This is
"the real question which we have
"to meet, and it must be determined
"in order to protect American ships,

American sea ports, and American
"transportation lines." • • • •

"In an editorial notice -tt the
"assembliuK of the commercial con-
"ference at San Francisco, the Even-
ting Bulletin of that city stated the
"merits of the w^ole case In a sin-
"gle paraffraph, as follows :

"Briefly stated, all the quettions
"to be considered may be resolved
"in this one : What power is to have
"the commercial supremacy on that
"part of the Pacific ocean bordering
"the western side of North Amer-
"ica ?" *•••••
"It seems to be ftn instinc-

"tive trait of the British mind to
"lay deep schemes for securing com-
"mercial advantage, and this trait
"in a high degree characterlzet the
"Canadian people." • * • • •

"It appears to me that out
"of this great debate the emercrent
"question of national duty wiiich
"arises to the view of this com-
"mittee and of the whole country, is

"that of settling an effectual bar-
"rier to the desperate efforts now
"being made by the Canadian and
"British governments to divert com-
"merce from American transporta-
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"tion Hum and from Amerioan cit-
"iei and by the shper force of sub-
"ventiwi to interfere with the proper
"course of our I'Ational develop-
"ment. Any line of policy which
"fails to secure the cnmmrrc-ial su-
"premacy of the United States on
"the North American continent will
"fail to meet the just aopirations of
"this 'proud expectant natio".'

"

The oM question of the fiftht-ries was
introduced ever nnd attain by the I nit-
1^1 States and every effort was uswl
to cripple Canada's trade but through
the influence and protection of the
Mother Country at the Hauuclbelon^
ntandini; rishenes (juestion had been
amicably settled.

Sir Hibbert quoted a very f:ignifi-

cant statement of President Tuft who
had said "we are now at the parting;
of the ways." N'o doubt the I'reiident
was most sincere end had the best in-
terests of his nation at heart when he
made the declnrntion that the nation
t*hould conserve her forest a by secur-
ing the raw material from Canada.
The people north of the line had be«n
drawers of water and hewers ut wood
but a chan(;e had taken place and
President Taft had to inform his peo-
ple that a ffreat nation had now
thrown up, their trade and mmmerce
had developed and their trade routes
were becoming numerous. It is the
avowed idea across the border that
the I'nited States and Alaska, from
their ireoirraphical positions, shoulil

oontrol this sJreat trade of North
America.
The Americans made no secret about

their desir« to crind the wheat and
use the raw materials from ('anuda to
their benefit. This was containf>d In
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lilterancM from promim'nt Americunii.

The necetsity of V. S. milli procur-

inif Canadian wheat appeari from the
followini^ citation of facts from the
(Commission articles of t he London
"Times" :

«12I>,000,000 are involved in F.nt'land
in your trade. 12 out of l7,(W<f,)KH»
'(uarters of April sown wheat were of
a type unknown to British fieldA
iffown for British marketfl. It ia a
coaree wheat just such as the British
merchant needs.

The great wheat producing etates of
the American centre, declared Sir Hib-
bert produce a wbent not so strong
in (fluten. They require our wheat
for the British market for flour.

NORTH WESTERN MILKER, Janu-
ary 8th, 1911, tells US :

Wheat will flow into mills and ele-
vators of the States new mills—new
markets sought abroad and secured.
Vi. S. prosperity increased.
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I'. H. raquirc to leeure additinnal
frmght earryititi flour (or V. S. milli.

U. ^. Banki Mwure additiunul depoii>
its and Kreatly enlnrifcd accounti.
U. S. pav mill will incr«ai«.

In the matter of nntion buikting

and speakiiift of the eaiit. weet and
middle provinces it wai hardly likely

that 8,00t),000 of peftptp could iuiopv*)-

fully tackle 90,000,000 or 90,000,000.

The coneequeacei of becoming a part
of the ffreat majority leemed ap>par-

ent. The Canadinni had by the
States been forc«d into rmtion butld-

mit however, and lucoeedf-d to a won*
derful desree.
Statesmanship was the Treat faci«ir

in nation builoinK* declared Sir Hib-
bert. nreat Britain had not succeed-
ed to her prssent supremacy on ac-

count of her freoffraphical position.

It was the splendid MtntesmenshifT anil

the spirit of her people. Out of Can-
ada's weakness the t'nited States
sought to lay claim to the fisheries in
favor of the New Fntfland stat*'S,

but throutfh the DteadfastncsM
of Rneland even in the face nt a
probable war these interests had been
protected and the outlying British
domains had become cemented toge
ther in spite of temptation for gain.

The circumstances under the days of

Reciprocity were exceptional. Dur-





inn tkv K«ciprority period be-
twtm ISM ftnd IMS the prnviiiM of
Novft SootU had enjoyed muah pri>i-
pcrity. SbipbvikUaff woi onrricd ea
on ft Urg« Mala. But tk« I'nitMl
HtatM rwpnl iIm noM beTi«at. Tbii
proapcrity lo Canadn generally wua
rlua to [)fiouliar onnditionii vxiatins at
that tiina beoauaa th« Amfrican w»r
broka tnti and their induatriHl p<)w«r
went to pieoea, Canada waa tu bi>

piinUhed by the abroiralion uf th«
treaty, the mtmtion beiny to brine
the B. N. A. to (heir provincea Vnp«ri
beeauae »f ihe auppoaMl aympathy
with the aouth. There wa« never in
hiatiiry, he aaid, a oaae where it«v<ytiu-
tiona were ffoinir on between Fttuland
and the I'nited Stat«a that the littter
did nat try to take advantage uMtin-
ada and «> far aa he waa cnnoprnnl
he waa alwaya auapicioua of any ad-
vancea from that <)uarter. After the
war the Kepublic prew very rapi;lt>
and attracted thousaTida iif our |M<oplfii.

An ex(>daa be'^n. In our need, he
Maid, we entered into tb« Brown Fiah-
erkw Trsaty iti 1874. But in tlteir
wildest dreama not even Sir .John Mc-
UonakJ or Mr. Brown had anticipaU-d
the present day prospentv of thetkun-
inion of Canada. But even in thoae
dark timea Canada had an altprnutive
policy. Mr. Charlton, one of the «bl-
eat mnn in the Libernl rank a am)
whose death waa a loaa to Cnnuda,
Haid in apeakinpr of the rejection of the
Brown Piiiheriea Treaty in 19(13

"The folly of thia act can acarcely
"be overestimated. It changfld the
"current of (^eat foroei brought m-
"to play to counter purpoaeSf ooa-
"fKct ol intereata, eatrantremtnit

,

"friction, and ever-widening animoa-
"ity. It chaiif^ the face of the hie*
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"tory of the North American coDtin-
"ent and left the votary of British
"imperialism to thank God with ever
"increasing fervor as the years went
'"by for the fatuous folly that cloted
"the door in the face of all advancfi
''towards the community of interest
''and purpose and solidified year by
"year the conditions that wuuM ul-
"timately rt.iidt>r union impossible.
"Had the reciprocity treaty of 1854,
"with audi added conditions as Can-
"ada would have: granted in I8(>8, or
"had the Brown draft treaty ol 1875
"been established and continutd in
"force until the preewit time, Can-
"ada would have bi>en prat'ticnlly, if

"not actually, a part of the United
"States at this moment."
That was the idea of a Liberal

statesman, said Sir Hibbert.
In 18H8 I'resident Cleveland had

sent a m«flsa^ to the Si-nate urging
the passing of the Fisheries Treaty of
that date but it was thrown out be-
cause it only had reference to the fisher-
res question and it was feared it would
make the intercourse between the two
countries too pleasant, it being gener-
ally thought that Canada was at the
mercy of the United' States six months
in the year in respect to tran^iportu-
tion facilities. But, declared the
speaker, they apparently forcrot abo^il
the east and west ports of the Dom-
inion. The tenor of thouii-ht upon the
part of United States legislators wns
clearly manifest in their utterances as
follows

"Canada is at our mercy in re-

"spect of her commerce during six

"months in the vear." • • • •

"If non-intCTCouree Act is put in

"force Canada will understand tltXr
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"commercial proi|)erity depends on
"the will of the Ignited States."

"mercial union with ua 'the will de-
"pend on the will r)f Conifrese.' "
This was proof that it was in the

minds of the Americans to bririif Can-
ada under their control and in cloeer
relations with their country. But con-
pessmen had pointed out that the re-
fusal 3 enter into an at^reement
mipht have quite the opposite effect.

tt. NKLSON said :

"Any interdict on trade will make
"th« Canadian ports 'what the im-
"perialism of his son would sieh
"for.'

"

MR. SEYMOUR said:
"It would strenifthen and unify

"the Dominion, build up Canadian
||*ee ports. Canada's main politioiil
"weakness as a nation lies in lack
"of facilities for commercial inter-
"course between east and west and
"in the facilities between her west-
"ern ports and the United States."
'"Hie far sighted statesmen of the

"Dominion propone to turn the
jHrade of the N. W. into Canadian
"routes for purposes of consolida-
*'tion of the Dominion. Witness
"their expenditure on canals and
"railways."

MR. PARQUHAR aaid :

^ "If this bill is construed as man-
"datory it makes our road from
"Fort Moody to St. .lohn and Hali-
"fax independent and profitable, and
"thereby controllinir the trans and
"continental trade from one ocean
"to the other."

MR. WHITE of N. Y. told the U. S.

"The transportation question and
Its coenate interests fiL-ure lari-ely
in the considuration of the iiuen-
tion of reciprocity „f trade between
the two countries. The creat wheal
helds of the Canadian Northwest
will pour out an enormous volume
of Irt.itnt for the seaboard. This

^
business will be souifht for by two
;rival routes, that bv the St. Law-
rence and that by the crcat lakp,
and the thousand ton barge canal
trom Buffalo. Every reslriction im-
posed upon this trade will have ,i
tendency to divrrt it to Canadian
channels, and the American trans-
portation interest will handicap
toeir natural advantastes if they
posBMs natural advantages super-
ior to the Canadian route, by the
imposition of restrictions and of
custom houae rejulationa that will
inevitably have a tendency torer.i
trade from their routes and div.ii
It to Canadian ones."

Thus it was feared that this interdict
would carry into effect that which was
dear to the heart of Sir .John McDon-

Ihe Conservative party, declarpi Sir

Uibbert, had never been brotca on the
national policy question. The country
under the regime of that party had
stood the panic of 1890 better thanany other country in tke world and aa
a result the inHux of population be-
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mm. great. United State, citirniot
ttat time brought their mi.tipy to Can-
adian banhi lor safety.
Financial men invested their monpy

in thii country and trade and com-
merce expended.

In 1906 .Sir Wilfrid Laurier hud euiil
he was as ..ood an advocate of Im-
perial Preferential Trude as .Sir t'har-
lea Tapper. Canada could not wait,
HO great was the imiwtus given her
Another transcontinental railuay— it

government owned railway or per-
haps, he suggeeted, a railwav owned
government was started. ' Millions
were invested in canals and waterways
and through various channels inter-
provincial trade expanded and trade
with Britain increased. In Inilwl
.states their food was costing them
more. In 1907 the standing offer ol
Reciprocity was wiped off the .Statute
Book. In this year Sir Wilfrid had
stated as follows in conference with
.ar, Asfpiith :

„ "So far as legislation can influeBce
trade we have done everything
possible to push our trade towards
the British people aa against the
Amencan people."

Then Mr. Asquith interposed :

'May I say I did not in the least
dispute that ? My object wh> not,

tended with disastrous results lo the
ends. From ISHS to I'JOS the increase
in Canadian commerce had bec.i 88 pir
cent, against .15 per cent in the I nit-
ed States. The exodus was from the
Mates for the firnt lime in the his-
tory of Canada. I venture to say, he
continued, that this present treaty
18 the old nrtf' ' hand which in one
guise or another is ever trying to lly
the^ stars and stripes over our lan:l.
It is an attempt to drive the thin
