Dodge Definite Sum.

This new solution, which is expect­
ed to merge from the deliberations of 
the experts, will dodge fixation of a 
definite monetary total for reparations, 
to which the French object on the 
ground that announcement of any sum 
which it is considered possible to ex­
act in payment would so disappoint' 
the expectations of the French public 
as to produce a political upheaval.

It also will evade the indefinite I 
solution written into the draft of the 
treaty which the Germans declared

Mayor Gray’s stand was endorsed by

general strike, and only one effort 
was made today to continue the dem­
onstrations of the last three de#e.

Strikers, following a mass meeting, 
attempted to form end march to the 
city hall, In protest against tbe 
mayor’s proclamation, but the demon­
stration was broken up by the police.

The newly deputized constables made 
several arrests of strikers and strike 
sympathizers Muring the day and all 
were arraigned and fined.

The senate today without discus­
sion refused to concur til several im­
portant amendments made by the 
house to the government's bill to 
ameiid and consolidate the railway 
aot. One amendment, carried after a 
long debate in the houde last Wednes­
day night, restored to the city of To­
ronto complete control over her own 
streets, and to that extent abrogated, 
the franchise granted by parliament 
to the Toronto-Niagara Power Com­
pany ln 1902. Another amendment 
required the Bell Telephone Company 
to,tiTve independent companies accees 
to?tts long distance lines upon pay­
ment of the usual tolls. Instead of ex­
acting a surtax of 10 cents a message 
aa now often happens, 
amendment made by the Armstrong 
committee 
house without discussion, gave plen­
ary powers to the railway commission 
to fix railway rates, notwithstanding 
any special contract for rates which 
any particular company might have 
made with the Dominion government, 
a provincial government or any muni­
cipality.

The old dispute between the two 
houses of parliament over the Toronto 
Niagara Power Company's franchise 
Is fresh in the public memory. The 
house on more than one occasion has 
said that this franchise must be re­
stricted, while the senate on as many 
other occasions has said that iit shall 
not be materially Interfered with. The 
first time the house declared its policy, 
it did so with the approval of the 
government. There was a government 
bill standing In the name of Hon. 
Frank Cochrane, and Mr, Cochrane 
spoke for the government. Neverthe­
less ithe senate -balked and -Sir James 
Lougheed. the government leader of 
the senate, made no serious effort to 
put it thru.

Then It was decided to pass the rail­
way bill without the clause respecting 
the Toronto Niagara Power Company, 
It being understood that the govern­
ment would bring down a separate 
bill, to deal with the situation.

Has Natural Effect—Little
