The Omtario government should at
once take stefis to preserve the game
in the ‘vicinity of Algonquin Park, in
the Haliburton district.
| This is the decided opinion of Dr.
Norman AMen, whoo has just returned
from a two-weeks’ hunting trip in
the northern wools of Ontario:
“From authoritative accounts receiv-
ed from eyewitnesses I find that the
settlers are in the habit of killing
hundreds of deer out of season, es-
pecially during the winter months,
when the animals gather together in
‘vyards’ and are easily slaughtered,”
he says, :

Dr. Allen believes that it would be
well to use Algonquin Park solely as

a breeding ground, as large areas of
the country surrounding the park
‘would never be useful for farming,
while they are practically useless as
producers of timber. And the district
would make an ideal game preserve.

‘‘Amother matter of regret to the
amateur sportsman,” he went on, ‘“is
the fact that the laws in regard io
the close season of other animals arc
not observed. I was informed that
numbers of otter, beaver, and other
animals were being continually de-
stroyed, and it was said that among
the worst offenders were game war-
dens, who trafflc in their skins” - .

Chicago, Nov. 11.—James J. Hill was
the guest of honor at the banquet of
‘the Merchants’ (Clup last night, and
delivered an extended address upon

After outlining the commercial great-
ness of Chicago and giving some of the
reasons therefor, Mr, Hill said:;

“To-day the entire country’is suffer-
ing from want of transportation facili-
ties to move its business without un-
Teasonable delay. The prevailing idea
with the public is that the lways
are short of cars, while the facts are
that the sho; ‘18 in tracks ter-

nity for the movemeént ‘of the cars.”

The speaker declared that the coun-
try to-day faced a transportation prob-
lem which only- time, patience and the
expenditure of enormous. sums of
money will remedy. He asserted that
there is a crying need for the construc-
tion of a 15-foot canal between St.
Louis and New Orieans and he said
that the necessity for - this would in~
crease with time. There was no more
important general work for the gov-
ernment to perform, he said, than to
construct ‘a canal capable of carrying
vessels of 15 feet draught, ’

Trade With Canada Imporfant.

Mr. Hill recited figures showing that
the trade with the people whom the
United States- will be able to reach by
the construction of ‘the Panama Canal
amounts to only $34,500,000; = annually,
while our trade with Canada is over
$200,000,000 ‘& ‘year. - He asserted that
the conservatism and increase of this
trade is of greater -importance than
anything that will ‘accrue t. che Unit-
ed States, because of the construetion
of ‘the canal.-

“Let us for a moment,’ he said,
“drop - political theories and all the
prejudices and preconceptions tralling
after them ,and look at the situation
as a plain business problem. North
of us lies a country of enormous pos-
sibilities -- for - -development, inhabited
by between 5,000,000 and 6,000,000 peo-
ple- 1t has 19,000 miles of railways,
with several other great projects actu-
ally under way. It has a foreign
trade of only a little short of $500,000,-
000 a year. Its capital invested in
manufactures is over $400,000,000, and
the vahie of the pioduct is $480,000,000.
Its people have deposited in their sav-
ings banks $82,000,000. .

“It has achieved this growth with-
out outside aid, exactly as the United
States has grown, by virtue of its in-
heritance. of ‘fertile land, rich mines,
and noble forests, and by the industry
and integrity of its people. And it is
‘only at the Peginning of its develop~

“Its "unworked . resources are im-
mense, There is land enough, in Can-
ada, if thoroly tilied, to feed every
mouth in Furop2. There are more
than 250,000 square miles in each of
two northwest provinces, and there are
250,000,000 acres of timbered land in
the Dominion. This is a neighbor to
be taken note of. § ¢

Problem Amazingly Simple, .

“We come now to the plain ques-
tion, amazingly simple when severed
from politics, why this' country and
our own should not be commercially
as one. We have seen what the great
central valley of this country is to thed
nation and to Chicago. Fancy it pos-
sible to have that most preclous na-
tional possession in some ‘way dupli-
cated. How the national imagination -
would exult in the addition to our
business and in the new prosperity to
come from the new heritage.

“Yet that is substantially what un-
hampered trade rciations with Canada
would mean. The certain fate and for-
tune of this adjoining = country, so
similar in physical characteristics, so
identical in Ilanguage, customs, and
usages of trade, is to be developed by
a series of common agencies working
in uniformity. .

“It may require years; you or othLers
may reap ‘the harvest of gain. But
there is an integrity. as it may be call-
ed, ‘a oneness and a plan in Ameri-
can material development as indivis-
ible as the surface of the land reach-
ing as far north as the Hmit of hu-
man settlement. The same natural
conditions that fixed your city here
and fostered its amazing growth are
at work, in other ways, to dictate Am-
erican commercial unity. It may be
postponed to the certain loss of both
parties- It cannot be defeated ultl-
mately. i

“®herefore, the only - question re-
maining, the question which I wish
you to consider seriously to-night and
after to-night, is whether you shai:

“It would be well to-have done With
the. catchworks and the shopworn
platitudes that cluster like barnacles
upon. the arguments for and against
reciprocity.

For no
man who understands industrial con-
‘| ditions in Great Britain will belleve
that the issue raised by Chamberlain
is permanently settled or that unrest
and distress there will not at some
future time bring it again to the
front with better prospect of success.

“What is the first practical step?
No one can go into this madtter,\ dis-
missing bias and sclf-interest, without
‘believing that th: consummation most
to be wished is the wiping out of cus-
tom houses along our northern fron-
tier, altogether, and the establishment
there of absolute free trade. If the
time be not ripe for that, the least
that it demands is a policy and
‘measure of ample reciprocity.

“The beglinring of all reform or
progress in public policies in a repub-
lic is the creation of an intelligent
public opinion, Tc this work the
friends of reciprocity in the United
States should address themselves, Al-
ready the people-of New England are
clamoring for a more generous trade
relation. Along the whole tier of

dary line, covering precisely the ter-
ritory where reciprocity would be
most bitterly opposed if this country
had aught to fear, it is in popular fa-
vor. The lack now is of intelligerit
leadership, of a strong centre of agi-
tation, of a community powerful
enough to make itself heard and felt.

“What other city has a greater
stake in the issue than Chicago? From
what other centrz should the influ-
ence go forth to consolidate the trade
of a continent? Of all the splendid
opportunities which have . fallen to
your lot and beea seized with a keen-
ness and vigor that have made you
what you are, none contains more al-
luring possibilities, none deserves to
take precedencé of this. It is your
open door to a traffic’ such '4s no em-
pire of the past could have hoped to>
boast. It is your passport to a com-
mercial rank higher even than you
have coveted.”.

Milan, Italy, Nov. 11.—Maxim
Gorky’'s resertment against the Unit-
ed States is expressed In a book he
has just issued here entitled, ‘“The
City of the Yellow Demon.”

As Gorky, in bis narrative, nears
New York, the first object pointed
out to him is ths gigantic statue of
Liberty, and he feels duly impressed.

But once he arrives within New
York he writes that he realizes that
he has penetrated “‘a;stomach of stone
and iron, that engorges, aeslmilatezg
and digests millions of men, and
greedily awaits an endless inrush of
others.” He finds, he says, .that he
has entered a city of slaves.

“The faces of the men are immobile,
calm. None of them betrays that he
is a slave of rhis monstrous city’s
life—in truth, its daily victuals. These
men in - their- dolorous blindness be-
lieve themselves to be the masters of
their destiny, but in reality they :do
not understand that their indepen-
dence is none other than the indepen-

; Poverty of New York.

“I have. seen much misery. I know
well its green visage, anaemic and hag-
gard; its eyes veiled by sorréew or bril-
liant with greed; pervense, vindictive or
else slavishly obedient. I have had
hebitually before my eyes that which
is less human in life; but the misery of
the east side of New York is the direst
I know. In these streets, crowded with
people as sacks with grain, boys and
girls seek greedily in the refuse bins
placed by the pavements for decayed
vegetables and devour them, crouched
in the midst of dirt and asphyxiating
odors. When they find a crust of mouldy
bread a savage struggle ensues be-
tween them.

“After 1 or 2 o’clock in the morning,
or still later, you may find them still
rummaging among offal—sad germs of
misery, Hving reproofs of the insatiate
rich. In these streets everything is sat-
urated with fiith—the walls of houses,
the glass of windows, the- clothes of
dwellers, the pores of their bodies, their
brains, their desires, their ideas. s

“The insides of their houses are so
many open, purulent wounds in the fis-
sures of walls. Cast down your glance
at the darksome stairways, littered with
rubbish.. It is as tho everything within
rots and dissolves as the interfor of a
corpse. The very men appear as worms.

“At the dead of night, when puny,
solitary men disappear like flies into
the blackness, policemen loiter at street
corners; gray caps on head, staffs in
hand, masticating tobacco with a slow
movement of the jaws. .

“At daytime, in the squares, this man
with the gray cap, 'whose beardiless
face shines like burnished metal, is su-
premely calm, invincibly strong; for
he holds that:little baton in his hand.
The people glance at it a little -side-
ways. They have seen a hundred, a
thousand of them. They know that
these batons are things of wood and
iron, wherein is stored diabollcal power,
against which it is impossible to make
headway in-street rows, ;

“When the bronze features of the po-
liceman darken; when he raises that
truncheon 'a little higher, the cries of
the crowd break forth more rarely; its
trunk- begins to disperse hither and
thither; meanwhile its head wags more
rarily and vacillates, while it wishes
to hiss.”

Hudson Bay Navigation.

The memorandum referred to con-
cerns the navigable conditions of Hud-
!son Bay. The western coast possesses
a singularly unbroken - front. There
are no indentations, bays or fiords.
There are no openings of any kind ex-
cept the mouths of rivers.

None of these rivers except the
Churchill can be entered by vessels
drawing more than 10 or 11 feet, and
even these only at high water.

The northerly boundary of Ontario
is the Albany River. Between it and
the Attawapishkat the rivers are shal-
low and the shores extremely low.
None of them possessés the slightest
approach t= Z harbor. The estuary of
the Winnisk is quite shallow, and the
Severn, the next large river northerly,
is simifar. Dr. Robert Bell of the geo-
logical survey says. ‘“There is no such
port as Port Nelson.” It was named
after a captain who died there, and,
being marked on the map, was thought
to be a port. The estuary is consid-
ered to be very dangerous.

The mouth of the Churchill River
has a fine harbor. ‘The geological for-
(mation is different fro mthat of the
i shore farther south, and the coast s |
lof a . different character.

jdon found a depth of seven to ten
I fathoms, and four fathoms at low
water.

MATRICULATION BOARD

Need of One Rrought to Attention of
the l:‘nlveul’ty Senate.

‘At the inaugural meeting of the sen-
ate of Toronto IUniversity on Friday
night, the following notice of motion
was given by E. W. Hagarty of To-
ronto, seconded by R. A. Thompson of
Hamilton, two of the high school rep-
resentatives of the senate:

“That this senate proceed, at the
earliest possible opportunity, to -estab-
lish by statutory enactment a matricu-
lation board of 10 members, 4 to -be
appointed by the arts faculty, 4 to be
the high school representatives on the
senate, and 2 to be selected by the sen-
ate. This board to have the initiative
in all matters affecting matriculation,
and to report its findings to the sen-
ate for ratification.”

“This motion is in pursuance of the
policy approved by’ the -high school
department of the Ontario “Education-
a! Association, and is practically a re-
vival of a recommendation made a
year ago_to the university commission
by the high school committee, but left
by the commission to’' be dealt with
as a matter of interior economy by
the senate.

The reason for the proposal is that
unless some such board is established
the high school representatives will
have no voice at the formative stage
of the making of the matriculation
curriculum, as all such matters are,
under the new University Aect, con-
sidered in their initial stage by the
arts faculty, on which the high school
representatives have no status what-
ever. The weakness. of the new bill
in this respect was pointed out at the
time it was going thru the house, and
was admitted, but it was thought best
to leave it to the senate, along with

er, to rectify.
