aay,” cables the British Consul at Tien
Tsin, under date of Aug. 4. Thid is the
figst official information received here that
the attempt to relieve Pekin was begun. it
ls accepted as correct.

Chln;-e Follow Boer Tactics.

The British Consul does not mention any
fighting, but the Shanghal correspondent
of The Dally Mail telegraphing Sunday,
ssys: “The Pekin relief column is reported
to have suffered a check. The Chinese are
gald to have adopted Tugela tactics, and,
after several hourg of fighting, to have re-
treated.” ’

The Only Message,

This is the only message received In Lon.
don this morning bearing out the reports
of Admiral Remey and Commander
Tausslg regarding an engagement at Peit-
sang. The fact that the advance did not
begin until Saturday Is taken to strengthen
the accouhits of g battle Sunday, especl;ﬂly
when it Is sald to have occurred so near
Pekin ag Peitsang.

News From Pekin Aug. 1.

In the same cablegram, which was read
in the Hduse of Commons, the Consnl at
Tien Tsin says: “News from the Japan-
ese Legation' has been recelved up to Aug.
1.” Therefore the edicts anhouncing the
safety of the Ministers on that date are
cenfirmed.

To Use Ministers as Hostages,

Yesterday the Chinese Minister, Sir Cnl
Chen Lo Peng Lub, communicated to Lord
Salisbury ‘a message from the T'sung 1| Ya-
men, dated July 30, reiteratfhg the state-

.ment that the Ministers were safe on that

day, and recounting the friendly relations
existing betweem them and the Xamen, a8
well as reporting the sending of supplies
to the legations by the Yamen, The mes-
sage contains this important statement: A
successful termination of the conference
with the' Ministers for their conveyance un-
der escort to Tien Tsin s expectéd. but
on account of the récommencement of bos-
tilitles at Tien Tsin code tal s - $or
transmission to the representatives are con-
sidered undesirable, 4

This appears to confirm the statement
that tlRe Chinese Government will endeavor
to stop the march to Pekin by using the
Ministers as hostages.

China 'VVon’t Cede More Territory,

The Lokal Anzeiger of Berlin, publishing
an Interview with LI Hung Chang, quotes
him as declaring emphatically that Cnina
must not, In any circumstances, cede any
more territory to any power, In reply toa
question why the rebellion was not put
down, Earl L1 s represented as bhaving
“I blame Prince Tuan, the Empress
Dowager and the whole Pekin Governmént,
But for thelr lack of energy the situation
would never have become so serious.”

US, Dealing With Russia.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of The
Daily Mai] says: ‘‘Active negotiationg sre
preceeding between Russla and the United
States, the probable outcome of which will
be a resolution to uphold the Integrity of
China unconditionally.”

A Shanghal correspondent of the same
pnpér says that the Americans there are
urging the appointment of General Mac-
Arthur as commander-in-chief of the aliled
forces,

Won't Be a Walkover.

The Standard’'s Shanghal correspomident,
wirlng Sunday, says: It Is elea¥ that ihe
march to the relief of Pekin will be any-
thing but a walkover. Japanese .scouts have
discovered a large force of Chinese south-
west of Tien Tsin and another large force
fn the vicinity of Lu Tal, to the eastward.”
They Were Cut in Twain.

"Is learned that the members of the
Tsung 1l Yamen who were put to death for
thelr alleged pro-foreign proclivities,”Tvere
not beheaded, but were cut in twain, this
being the severest penalty under the Man-
chu code. Sheng declares that the Grand

Have Ministers Left Pekin?

A Shanghal speclal, dated Aug. o, says:
“LI Hung Chang has officlally informed
the Consuls that the Ministers left Pekin
for Tien Tsin last Friday, Aug. 3, with
Gen, Yung Lu In command of the escort,

as Hostages.

The Consuls are by no means disposed to:
credit Earl Li's statement.

All the other reports that have Féached
Iondon up to this hour indicate that the ,
Ministers have not left Pekin.

‘Washington, Aug. 6.—The announcefnent
received thrn Admiral KRemey and Com-
mander Taussig of the reported heavy fight-
ing on the road beyond Tien Tsin was the
news of interest in the Chinese situation
to-day. Opinion among the various offi-
clals pow In Washington ls somewhat di-
vided' as to what is presaged by to-day’s
events, The more optimistic are Inclined
to think that such a severe blow as the
Chinese must have recelved at FYeitsang
will result in the speedy disintegration of
the forces mow opposing the march of the
international forces.

Where Peitsang Is,

Washington, Aug. 6.—According to the
Information Iin possession of the War De.
partment the town of Peitsang is at the
head of tidewater on the Peiho, between
11 and 18 miles by road beyond Tien Tsin.
It 18 a village of mud huts of cousiderable
size, but not walled., The river at this
point 1s not navigable by anything larger
than a good-sized steam launch, and it Is
thought that the troops probaoly reached
there in. gmall -$awed by the navels
launches. The country all along the river
between Pekin and Tien 7Tsin is a low.
alluvial plain, almost impassable for wheej-
ed vehicles In the wet season. It s unger
quite a high state of cultlvation, and pre-
sents no natural defensive features,

Speculation as to the Fight.

From the fact that the engagement last-
ed seven and a half hours, it*ig argued in
the department that either the Chinese
must have been heavily entrenched or that
there must have been an Immense horde
of them to so stubbornly contest the ad-
vance of 16,000 international troops. It
is figured by military experts that a loss
of 1200 killed and wounded on the part of
the allles probably means a loss of from
three to six times as many by the Chinese,

Desperate Work in Sight.

Unless the opposition suddenly breaks
down, the mlilitary experts look for a {des-
perate engngement when .the troops reach
the walled city of Tung Chow, which is
sald to be even more favorably located for
purpose of defence than was Tien 'I'sin.

Position of the U, S,

The position of the United Stateg diplo-
matically remains unchanged. This Gov.
ernment will not consent to the removal of
the Ministers and foreigners from Fekin
until there is free cipher communication
between the powers and their Ministers.

Washington, Aug, 6=Interest in the Chl-
Bese situntion was Intensified this morning
by the receipt of two despatches from
vaval officers at Che Foo, repeating unof-
ficlal, but apparently reilable, reports of
active extensive hostllitles between
the allied forces and the Chinese hétween
Tlen Tsin and. Pekin, The despatches In-
dicate unmistakably that the rellef column
has gtarted 1n earnest, and that it Is meet-
g with determined opposition.  Altho
heither of the naval despatches mentions
the presence of American troops in the re-
ported engagement, it {s generally assumed
At the War Department that at least a
part of Gen. Chaffee’s small army was on

4 The Two Despatches,
The despatches are as follows:

1t is deemed quite probable bY military
men in London that the Chinese will make
a fierce fight at. Pekin on a much greater
scale than during the defence at Tien
Tsin.

200 Chinese Killed.

A despatch received at the War Office
in St, Petersburg from Gen. Grodekoff,
dated Khabarovsk, Aug. 4, says two squad-
rons, reconnoitering near Teche, engaged
1000 Chinese with two guns and 250 cav-
airy. After a stubborn fight the Russians
were reinforced by another squadron,
with two guns, and defeated the Chinese,
killing 209, The Russlan loss was eight
men killed and elght wounded.

‘I'nis despatch adds that the battle around
Algun was ‘continued Aug. 8, the Cossacks
losing six men Killed and 25 wounded,
and driying back the Chinese and killing
200 and 'rcupturlng two guns and two flags.
An inscription on one of the flags read:

‘““I'ne people of the large fist.”

IMPERIAL FEDERATION THE ISSUE
IN BRITISH POLITICS.

The despatches announce that it Is ke
Iy the British Parliament will be dissolved
this fa) and that the Government Wil
go to theé country on.a broad Imperial pol-
fcy. - We republish in full the correspond-
ent's remarks thereon. He says:

“Phe idea that the canvass will be a
khaki eampalgn, with all the issues except
South Africa excluded from it, 8 rotesque.
The real issue of the canvass I be Im-
perialism, as {llustrated by the loyalty of
the colonles In the great battle for the
unity of the Empire, by the contederarion
of ‘Australia, to be followed by tbe cen-
federation of South Africa, §nd by the com-
prehensive policles for strangthening.. the
resiources of the ‘world-wide rvealm for
common defence and for the developing
of the most intimate relations between the
Moéther Country and her depcndencler. Mr.
Chamberlain will represent thes: polictes
with more authority than any other Ynlon-
ist leader. He will not talk about old-
age pensions and Tory democracy, but
about a new and rational Tmperinllsm, nn’
when the elections have cndan he wil
bave to.be reckoned with In,aay schemé
for the reorganization of the inistry."”

Canada awalts with interest the declara-
tion of an Imperial policy by either of the
great political parties of the Mother Coun-
try. It 16 difficult to say how they wiil
deal with thig great question, which 1Is
uppermost In everyone's mind. Imperiai
federation has been before the people of
Great Britain for- some years mow. It 18
time the statesmen who dec'de the des-
tinies of the Empire should make a definit
pronouncement, one way oR the other,
on Imperial federation. It is probdbly the
most momentous issue the country has had
to’face since the repeal of the Corn Laws,
The English mind is In & state cf extreme
uncertainty over the question. Fiftnerto,
the policy of Great Britala ta®" been to
scour the world for business, being de-
pendent therefor upom the goodwill of
other nations. She has gone on the prinel-
ple of making herself great from Without
rather than fromd within, The imperial
idea involves the development of an Fm-
pire from within rather than from with-
out. And the guestion that is now pefore
the people of the Empire is whet‘her they
will depend upon thelr own resodrces,-up-
on their own inherent and juteenal strepgth
for the development of _thetr ileal, or
whether they will continy Le satisfied
with the plckiiigs that other nations al-
Jow them to take up. If the British wind
is in a chaos of uncertainty on this ques-
tion, we apprehend the solution of ‘the
problem . is Quite clear to a majority of
the inteHigent and thinking people of the
Dominion of Canada., We hava no doubt
fn our mind as to the process that ghould
be pursued in the proposed work«of con-
structing the Empire. We must, above =l|
thing#, be strong from within, ‘That Is
our first duty..

The possibilities of the Empire’s internal
resourceg are immense. We bave Great,
Britain herself, which need not fear the
competition' of rival nations, for, wifh her
immense capital and her gminent posiifon,
Great Britaln ought to have no difficulty
in finding profitable employiugat for every-
one within the United Ki 1t~whe
cannot compete with the Unjted Btates
in many lines of manufaciure, there are
numeroys other lines, which she can pro-
fitably take up. Then we have the theee
commonwealths of Canada, Australa apd
South Africa, each an empire in itseil, The
Mother Country and het three great dbugh-
&er States form an Empire whose internal
strength is as vast as it is nndeveioped.
Our policy of Imperial faderation is to
unite these scattered territories into a

homogeneous, sell-contained Empire. Can-

ada to/day is not as distant from Loldop
as California was from Washington )
years ago. Hallfax is less thag tive days
from Londom by the modern ocean grey-
hounds. The union of couhtried so far
distant ap Great Britain amnd ber colonies
into a homogeneous Empire, is, it is true,
an entirely new proposition, but, because
it Is a new thimg, It must mot be con-
demned. Nothing has come to the front
to show that the creation of sucia an Em-
pire is impracticable or improbable. On
the contrary, the proposition Dossesses
features that appeal forcibly to cur common
sense. A world-wide Empire is what all
the other nations are striving to create.
Great Britaln has one within ter <rasp.
Shall she mot willingly accept and Cherish
what all her givals are striving so stren-
uously to acquire? Everything conaspires
to lead Great Britaln to embark on a
practléﬂl scheme of Imperial federation.
She is, as a matter of fact, ctommitted
to such a policy. The only nacertainty is
a8 to how the pollcy will be carried !nto

THE SCOURGE OF CONSUMPTION.

The other day we printed extracts from
the article of Dr. Cessidy on the preven-
tion of consumption; to-day we publish
it In full, to be read, we trust, by all our
readers, Consumption is not 50 much
hereditary as it is the result of lack of
l\:ounlhment and of exposure to the tyber-
Culosis miicrobe, In other words, accord-
ing to Dr. Cassidy and the great medical
authorities, the microbe finds a wure lodg-
ing place in the lungs of people who are
badly npourishéd, and who breathe impure
air. People die of consumption, not be-
cause their parents or relatives dled of it,
but because they are nounished In the
same way that their deceased relatives
were, and’live in much the same surround-
ings. What Dr, (Cassidy points out is
that people must learm how to nourish
thetr bodies with ‘the right kind of food,
and how to breathe fresh air. There can’t
be consumption where there is proper food,
fresh air and sunshine, and Wttle comtact
with tuberculosis surroundings. Thousands
and thousands of Canaalans have dled from
copsumption because they slept in ‘feather
-beds and on feather pillows that had been
used by a lne of consumptives before
them] There are hundreds and hundreds
of mothers of famiites, who, ignorant of
this fact, think umptlu s a
dispensation of God, who think
there pothing . to  be  dome but
to send for a doctor, to buy cod Myer
oil by the score of bottles, and, when the
end comes, to incur heavy bills for Tunerais
and mourning—but who would almost take
a fit if they were told that they had failed
in giving their children nourishing food,
had deliberately kept their homes barred
to fresh air and sunshine, because of rhe
injury that might result to carpets that
fade, to furniture that will warp, and if
they were told that they must consign
their beds and pillows, their patchwork
quiite and carpets to a bonfire!

Consumption can be cured in Its early
stages, can be prevented en!inly if due
precantion is taken, Men and women must
each for themselves and for their famiies
know and obey the common laws of heaith,
The school teacher, the doctor and the
parent mmst impress these laws On all,
An intelligent schod! teacher, who tells
puplls what constitites good food, the
necessity of fresh air—that the lungs must
be washed out several times’ a day In
fresh aly, and the like—is worth much to
the commuaity, The common laws of
health should be taught in schools, in pre-
ference to the so-called advanced subjects.
Just as smalipox has been handled and
rendered preventible by public education,
$0 cah consumption,

The people are gradually seeing that they
themselves, and not the will of God or
the fatality of heredity, have most to do
with consumption and its ravaged, and #8
they come to see that it is within husman
control the more anxious will they be to
avold it. One of the best signs of the
growth of this sentiment is the dread peo-
ple have of association with consumptives,
They are, wherever possible, demanding
the isolation of consumptives, and the clos-
ing of workshops to them. 7This may seem
cruel, but it is the sign of a general awak-
ening, It is a crime to allow a consump-
tive man or woman to assoclate with
others in a workshop, or to be in constant
association with children,

The two great scourges of the day are
cancer and consumption; the latter we
are learning how to avold and stamp eut—
of cancer we know Mlttle as yet of the
origin or prevefition.

It \Is true that the present Parllament
is not yet four yearg a two months old,
while itg life Iz a long flve years. ‘But It
bas had five sessions, and bhas, paturally,
redched the period when it could grace-
fully yleld np the ghost.

Besides, there are thought to be m‘o
objections to holding < another wsession,
Should g chance to get another sessional
indemnipy be offered members, there Is
still a possibility that the Senate would
object to a Redistribution bill; waile, even
it it agreed to allow a commission of judges
to carve up constituencies, the work of
the census could not be advancéd suffl-
clently to admit of an election on the ‘pasis
of a redistributiop. This being frue, the
great West would still have 'its grievance
of not being adequately represented. And
whatever the issue, the West wiil nave to
be appeased in its desire for meore mem-
bers.

From all signs, it seems that elections
in Great Britaln, in the United States and
in Canada will be held simultaneously In
October or November, but an anxious pub-
lie await an early official announcement
from the head of the Liberal party.

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Fighting Which Led to the Capture of
Tien Tsin on July 14 Fully

FOUR THOUSAND. CHINESE TROOPS

Opposed the Advance .gt the Allied
Troops and Fought With Great
ltth‘olnm.

Victorla, B.C., Aug. 6.~More detalls of
the desperate fighting between the allies
and the Chinese which led to the capture
of the native walled city of Tien Tsin on
July 14 have been received by the steamer
Argyle, which left Yokohama on July 19,
two days after the Glenogle.

The walled city, which Is referred to by
the Japanese war correspondents who tell
the story as the ‘‘Castle,” was captured ty
the allled forces ntger a struggle in which
the assallants had about a thousand men
killed and wounded., It appears that the
Chinese had their main positions In the
walled city and in the western and eastern
arsenals, But for the purpose of bombard-
ing the foreign concessions they were. in
the habit d! advancing to the race course
and its environs. The latter positions and
the western arsenal appear to have been
within comparatively easy range, and the
Chinese stationed there malntained such a
destructive cannonade that the allled com-
manders determined to storin the places.

Vigorous Fire Was Opened,
On July 6 a vigorous fire was opened on
them with twenty-tywo guns, two of which,

They
styod under a perfect hail of bnilets from
the machine guns of the powers, and re-
mained in thelr gosltlo:\s uring a terrible

heavy fire of lyddite, which caused 8 great
loss of life. In many ways they s wed

unexpected fighting qualities. ‘On o oe-
casion a battallon engaged a regiment of
Sikhs with the bayonet, making a desperate
attack, which, however, was repuised with
loss,
The Scene Was Sickening,

When the allied troops enfgred the cap-
tured city the scene was sickening. The
Chinese dead were piled up breast high,
and the Japanese correspondents say it was
feared that an outbreak of pestilence would
occur. Even after the allles entered the
town the Chinese fought hard for the pos-
sesslon of the Chinese camp, which was
attacked by the Russlans. This was not
captured until the following day.

Russians Began Looting.

When the troops entered the city In the
evening the Russians set it on fire and be-
gan to loot on all sides. The Japanase
correspondents charge them with all kinds
of cruel acts, Mr, JIshikawa Yasujiro, ed)-
tor of The Main Echo Shimbun, who I8 a
war correspondent for his paper, says that
the slaughter of the wounded 1s the least
of thWle crimes of the Russinns. He says
they killed peaceful men and women with-
out compunction shot children that cling
weeping to the corpses of their murdered
/parents, broke into shops, massacred thélr
owners and stole goods.

The Peiho Full of Dead Bodies.

The Peifio is full of dead bodies, Inciund-
fng numerous women and children, and the
Chinese have come to regard the Russiana
as regular devils, The Japanese editor
adds that a case came under his notice
where the Russians loaded 300 bodieg on &
junk and burned them. The dead were for
the most part pack ecoolies of the Russ‘ans,
who, guspecting thelir fidelity, had killed
them, loaded the hodies on the junk, fired
it, and sent it drifting down the Peiho,
