$ Sore on the Chinese.
A. C. Fowler spoke for the “white” 

laundries. He dlid not think the 
Chinese laundries improved the beauty 
or the sanitary state of the city. The 
Chinese could work 24 hours a day, 
whereas the factory act only allowed 
employes of the steam laundries to 
work 60 hours a week. Further, he 
said the Chinese did not spend the 
money they made in Canada. China­
men should not be countenanced here 
at all, he thought, as they kept em­
ployment from our own people. He 
ciited how, in numerous instances, the 
United States had used every effort 
to discourage Chinese immigration. He 
saidi that in .1888 there were 48 “white” 
and 38 Chinese laundries in Toronto. 
In 1892 there were 41 “white” and 
120 Chinese, and this year lit was 
estimated that there were 41 “white” 
against 175 Chinese. Soon, he said, 
we would have a Chinese quarter like 
Victoria or San Francisco hais.

York Vletlra of Revenge.

New York, July 3.—The Journal aaya:

to explain wWait this means. If the 
people of Ontario have actually given 
up their rights in this water power, 
what consideration did they receive 
for same ? The government has al­
ready refused the right to a munici­
pality to bring power from the Falls, 
and if It has bound itself not to de­
velop the power there is nothing for 
us to do but to' take the power from 
private corporations or do without it. 
perhaps the government is not bound 
by the agreement referred to, but, on 
the face of It. it appears to be, and 
I think the public would be interested 
in having the matter cleared up.

NiTo Raise Horse* In Philippines.

From The Manila Times.
While the government has not ae yet 

taken any steps toward thie establLsh- 
ment of a horse ranch in these Islandsi, 
so as to raise its own stock, still no 
doubt exists but that the government 
will In the near future, either thru com­
pulsion or as a matter of economy, es­
tablish such a ranch, where all the 
horses and mules required for the mili­
tary service in, these islands can be 
raised at a great saving. At the pres­
ent time every head of stock landed 
here has cost the government nearly 
$1000 (gold). Then, It Is generally con­
ceded that Imported stock cannot stand 
the climate as well as the native ani­
mal, and that It dies much faster.
With native-bred horses, receiving the 
care that Is given all government 
stock, deaths would be comparatively 
few, and such cases where cavalry regi­
ments are, practically speaking, crip­
pled thru the lack of mounts, w-ould 
not exist.

The government can raise its own the worst kind, 
stock,by having its own ranch, at a 
cost ranging from $50 to $100 (gold) a 
head. A horse raised here would be 
smaller than the average American 
horse and be adapted for cavalry ser­
vice In this country.

It is acknowledged by many cavalry 
experts that the American horses are.
In the majority of cases, too large for 
scouting purposes in these Islands, It 
often being found impossible to get 
them over the narrow, rough and steep 
mountain trails, while smaller horses 
could easily meet the difficulty. If 
cavalry is to be maintained in the is­
lands. it seems ns tho the War Depart­
ment will be forced to consider the 
scheme of having a horse ranch in the 
Islands, In order to keep the mounted 
regiments supplied with mounts.

This witness, who figured 
so prominently in the recent J. Plerpont 
Morgan shipping combine, expressed the 
opinion that subsidies were given mere­
ly as a bounty and serve to encourage 
inefficiency, and that even where they 
could be legitimately bestowed the ten­
dency of subsidies would be to foster in­
dividual as against general Interests. 
Mr. Pirrie regarded foreign subsidies as 
a blessing in disguise, as they stimu­
lated British shipowners to keep more 
abreast of the times.

Purely Business.
Replying to a question of the chair­

man, Mr. Pirrie said the Morgan com­
bine, which he preferred to call a "com­
munity of interests," was established 
purely for commercial purposes, and on 
entirely business principles. He was 
convinced that a dangerous internation­
al situation was rapidly approaching at 
the time the deal was effected, but by 
the creation of this community of Inter­
est* the future of British shipping, as 
well as of British shipbuilding, was as­
sured. In short, Mr. Pirrie considered 
the deal to be In every way satisfact­
ory to the British. Giving subsidies 
would only invite retaliation in the meet 
Important markets of the world. The 
extent of State assistance to German 
shipping was greatly exaggerated.

Just Waking I p.
Mr. Pirrie also said that thé feeling 

against the combination was due to 
misapprehension. All they had been 
doing was lo act on the advice of the 
Prince ot Wales, when ho wild: “Eng­
land must wake up."1 Mr. Pirrie 
thought that the best way for the gov­
ernment to help British shipping was 
to deepen the spproiiches to and other­
wise Improve the chief ports.
