— Sealing
schoner Casce, first of the flest to ar-
rive from Behring Seu, returned to-day
with 645 skins, She brought the first
news from the sealers. No seizures were

made,

The Casco picked up two boats lost
from a Japanege schooner, the Toyo
Maruk, and one boat with three men
were lost from that vessel. The Vic-
torfa fleet of nineteen schooners made
catches averaging from 300 to 400 sking
up to the beginning of September.

More Japanese vessels than ever ent-
ered Behring Sea this year, There were
tLirteen in all, and all were using
fire arms and going to within three
lecagues of the rookerles, the Japanese
not allowing themselves to be govern-
ed by the moduz vivendi.

The Japanese secalers gtated that the
Russlan cruisers were most vigilant off
the Asiatic coast. and they were prac-
tically driven into Behring Sea. A
large full rigged saiiing ship is report-
ed dangerously near shore at Village
Island, in Barclay Sound, off the V3n-~
ccuver Island coast, she having Aritt-
ed there during last night, Her ident-
ity cannot be learned here.

Mr. Chamberlain may 1t trumph
at the first time of asking, but he has
given the juggernaut car of free trade
a shog which will make it totter and
wofully impair its etability. It will
no longer roll over the bones of ruin-
ed industries to the wild beating of;
the tomtoms of the Cobden Club nnd
the acclaims of its members, foreigm
or otherwise, When rude hands once
assail the sacred idol grove, when fts
Ju Jus are ruthlessly cast to the dust,
and its ragtags trampled under foot,
its influence may nof at once depart,
but its domination 18 gone never to re-
turn. No longer only to be approach-
ed with bated breath and whispering
humbleness, its claims canvassed and
its pretensions exposed, it sinks rapid-
ly into the common ruck of things
and must hold its own on its own
merits and real worth. And the mo-
ment free trade becomes not an ah-
solute but a relative good, its doom
as an isolated article of faith is writ-
ten. if heedless nations cannot be
induced to come in by the sublime
aspect of a free trade Ajax defying the

world’s lightning they must be com-
pelled by the humbler but perhaps
more effectual rod of correction. But
whether the compulsitor be immediate~
ly applied or not the sturs in thelr
courses are fighting with the new cru-
saders. They are following the gleam,

THE BALFOUR PAMPHLET,

Coples of Mr. Balfour's pamphlet
on preferential trade have reacn:d
Canada. The publication in England
was managed as a private enterprise,
newspapers being allowed to print
only a thousand words, and coples of
the pamphlet are hard to obtain.

Mr. Balfour eays that he approaches
the subject from the point of view of
@ free trader. But he holds himself
to be in harmony with the true spirit
of free trade when he pleads for free-
dom to negotiate that freedom of ex=
change may be increased. We must
therefore recognize that he uses the
phrase free trade in an unfamiliar sense
in which a protectionist may describe
himself as a free trader. We do not
know of any school of protectionists
who are opposed to the extension of
trade by reciprocity treaties and simi-
lar arrangements. Nor do we suppose
that protectionists would contemplate
with horror the idea of a free trading
world, such as Cobden hoped for,
‘What they say is that that hope has
not been fulfilled, and that the result
is “jug-handled free trade,” undcr
which Great Britain admits the goods
of foreign nations to her markets free-
ly, while her goods are excluded from
their markets by high tariffs.. This is
Premier Balfour's position.

“An ideal world,” he says, “from a
narrowly economic point of view would
be one in which capital and labor
would flow without hindrance to the
piaces where profits were greatest and
wages highest. This, however, would
be inconsistent with national life; na-
tions being economically possible only
because, for various reasons, mankiud
is both unable and unwilling to tumn
the natural resources of the world to
the best economic advantage.” Evident-
ly the Premier {s a bit of a philosopher
himself, and is quite ready to meet the
enemy on that ground; but we must
pass on to the more practical parts cf
his essay. His argument may be com=
pared with that of a man who admits
that peace on earth is the right ideal,
but that it cannot now be attainzd
and that in a warring world a nation
must look to self-preservation,

INDIANS' NATIONAL DAY
HONORED AT OHSWEKEN

e .

Six Nations Reserva Hold Council
Meeting and Childreg.Provide
Interesting Program,

Brantford, Sept. 25 — (Staff Spe-
cial) — In a fruitful and pic-
turelquq valley on the borders
of the Grand River about 12
iniles southwest of this city lies the
Indian reserve, with headquarters at
Ohsweken, otherwise called the “Coun-
cil Hall.” ‘“To-day this prosperous dis-
trict, inhabited by the original owners

of the land covering the North American
continent, was the scene of great joy
and festivity, and unlike the olden days
there was a great gathering of the
tribes without any suggestion of trouble
nwore serfous than a lacrosse maltch.
Far down the road, which winds be-
side the river for several miles outside
of Ohsweken, the eye of the traveler
Wwas caught by a sight good to see
among people who are not of English
blood—a splendid Union Jack of
enormous size floating proudly on -he
breeze, with its flagstaff rooted in the
grounds of the ‘“(ouncil Hall,”
greatest of meeting houses for the hig
chiefs. Nor wags the national emblem
to> be seen only on the flag-pole;every
little Indian that could walk and carry
itself carried a Union'Jack on this great
festival day—the Indian national day.

Tho there were no wars to discuss
nor scalps to boast of, still the great
Council of Six Natlons met in true
old-fashioned style with all pomp and
solemnity to arrange matters of import-
ance regarding the ruling and laws of
their possessions. Chief Willlam Echo
of the firekeepers opened the procesd-
ings, speaking very earnestly of the
kindness of the Great Spirit for per-
mitting so many to be present to take
part in the Indian National Day, to
greet old friends and to further by wise
counsel the education of the
among them. The chief also spoke of
the pleasure he had in seeing in good
health the worthy superintendent, the
speaker of the Council and the secre-
tary of the Councll,

“We must,” said Chief Fcho, “all
recognize that it i{s entirely due to the
Great Spirit that we are permitted to
assemble to-day.” He also referred to
the death of one of their number, say-
ing: “The Great Spirit has come among
the people on the lower part of the
reserve and claimed one of them. This
we all regret has prevented the attend-
ance of any from that district.” -

Superintendent Cameron of the Six
Nations Indians, who lives at Brant-
ford, made the reply and answered in
pleasing terms with that precision
which pleases the Indian, all that the
speaking chief had said. A procession
then followed, and the Council was over
for the day-

The afternoon was devoted almost
entirely to the Indian childrem, many
of whom gave recitations in very cred-
ftable English. After several pleces had
been [nlayed by the two (bands of
Ohsweken, the foot races began and
proved a great feature with the athletic
India@ womth, some splendid close fin-
ishes being made,

Among the many big men there on
the platform were: E. D, Cameron,
vigiting superintendent Six Nations In-
dians; D. . Hill, secreftary Indian
office; Chief James W, M, Elliott, sec-
retary Board of Health; Chief J, C.
Martin, chairman Board of Health;
Chief Josiah Hill, secretary Six Na-
tiong Council; Rev. J. 8. Strong, Rev.
Isaac Parefoot, Rev. George Carpenter,
W. G. White, Willlam Wilkinson, prin-
cipal Central School, Brantford; Augus-
tus Jamieson, Six Nations' Inspector of
Puablic Works; John Clarke, principal
Six Nations school, Ohsweken; Peter
Hunks, teacher at Ohsweken and many
others.

The afternoon ceremonies were open-
ed by a speech from Chief J. 8. John-
son, chairman, who referred briefly to
all the different national dGays cele-
brated by nations, and even as the
United States had their day, the 4th
of July, and the Dominfon had the
1st of July, so the Six Natlons Indians
had the 25th of September. He re-
gretted that several schools had bez2n
closed by virtue of scarlet fever,which
had broken out among them, and this
was chiefly accountable for the poor
attendance at the great picnic.

Superintendent Cameron replied, and
during his speech referred to the fact
that as so many of the older ones pre-
sent had not been able to get the ad-
vantages of education they were,dou-
!bly 4anxious that their childrefd should
|not be thus hindered and so they in-
itended on the Indian National Day
always to bring the children and their
fwork well to the front.

Principal Wilkinson, M.A., of Brant-
ford School, also epoke a few words
and encouraged the fidea of further
educating the young Indian children.
i The bands then played ‘“God Save the
| King,” followed by three cheers for
| His Majesty given in old Indian style
and sounding to the untrained ear like
a succession of lusty warwhoops-

At the lacrosse match, which lasted
till late into the evening, there was a
good crowd of interested and exciteld
Indians accustomed from youth, as
many of them were, to wield the stick
and throw the ball. The game was
between the “‘Sour Syrings” and the
“Ohswekens,” both local teams, com-
prising some fine specimens of Indian
athletes. :

Chief RBlliott, with the aid of
his fellow chiefs of an equal mind for
! hospitality, entertaingd the

MOSTNOTABLE OF THE YEAR
BALFOUR'S FISGAL BODKLE

Vindicates His Reputation as a Self-
Respecting Leader — Some
Guesses at the Situation.

London, Sept. 25.—Mr. Balfour has
written unexpectedly the most profit-
able book of the year., His “Economic
Notes in Insular Free Trade,” just pub-
lished, is obviously destined to have
an immense sale, and the newspapers
are allowed to advertise it by printing
extracts restricted to a thousand words,
It is a political manifesto sold for a
shilling,and since there are only twenty-
eight pages of large type, incased in a
paper cover, the margin of profit ought
to be wide enough to admit of generous
royalties. It is a novel expedient for a

If’rlme Minister—the publication of a
shilling booklet, which has been confi~
dentially submitted to a select body of
sympathetic or controversial readers—
the members of the British cabinet; and
it fits in with the Newcastle prozram
of guinea tickets for admission to Mr.
Chamberlain’s addresses to the working
masses. It is also an interesting ex-
periment in the application of literary
methods to politics. The manifesto,
which is now the authorized syilabus
of fiscal reform for the Unionist party,
has the distinctive qualities of the same
author's “Defence of Philosophic
Doubt” and the “Foundations of Be-
lief,” It has dignity of style, gravity
of exposition and an amiable reason-
ablenless in examining the accepted
traditions and dogmas of Cobdenism.
It is an unmistakable bit of good iitera-
ture ,and since political managers, wire-
pullers and voters will be forced 10
buy the pamphlet and to read it with
painstaking care, the educational ef-
fect can hardly fail to be wholesome.

Has Vindicated His Reputation,

The Prime Minister has not merely
written a successful little book which
will yield him handsome royalties, he
has vindicated hig reputation as a self-
respecting leader, capable of making up
his mind on the most important ques-
tion -in English public life. He has
rot accepted Mr. Chamberlain’s hast-
ily improvised scheme of preferential
tariffs based upon the taxation of im-
ported food. He has reverted to Lord
Lansdowne's argument in favor of re-
taliation and reciprocity, and that was
itzself grounded upon Lord Salisbury’'s
famous Hastings speech. In his own
manner he has reasoned himself out of
his perplexities and i{s not under obliga-
tions to any colleague, and the methods
and processes by which he has reached
his coneclusions are deliberately explain-
ed for the benefit of the country. Ap=
proaching the subject of fiscal reform
as a free trader, he is compelled to ad-
mit that Cobdenism is insular rather
than imperial; but that is not his chief
reason for condemning it. He agreas
with Lord Salisbury that good §enti-
ment may be extremely bad business,
and wishes to break away from the
bonds in which Englishmen have grat-
uitously entangled themselves. The
precise manner in which liberty of ac-
tion and of retaliation is to be regained
is not explained, but his alm is plainly
stated. It is freedom to negotiate in
order that freedom of exchange may
be increased. Whether a fiscal system
which might be suited to a free ‘rade
nation in a world of free traders re-
mains suited to a free trade nation
in a world of protectionists he
does not consider an open quesﬁo:.
“The only alternative,” he says, *is to
dn to foreign nations what they always
do to each other, and instead of ap-
pealing to economic theories in which
they wholly disbelieve, to usge fizeal
inducements which they thoroly under-
stand.” In these words Mr. Balfour
commmits himself without reserve 1o 2
policy of self-defence for the home mar-
ket. Tariff reform he considers indi-
spensable as a weapon for compelling
foreign nations to modify their protec-
tionist systems.

Likened io Peel's Conversion,

The Prime Minister, having made up
his mind that the free trade system
must be modified and the diplomatic
armory replenished with weapons and
ammunition for national defence, has
resumed the ordinary functions of lead-
ership. He has announced his plans to

Windsor, Sept. 25.—"Guilty of man-
slaughter” was the verdict returned at

his colored neighbor, ¥dmund Matt-

onhe of the jurors holding out for a ver-
dict of murder. Chancellor Boyd im-
mediately sentenced the prisoner to
fifteen years in the Kingston Peniten-

jary.

When asked by the judge 1t he hdd
anything to say why sentence should
not be passed on him, Richardson re-
plied that he had tried to settle the dis-
pute amicably between him and Matt-
hews, but all reasonable efforts were
futile.

When sentence was announced,
Richardson dropped his head and wept

beside him, embmacéd him amd kissed
him a number of timess Richardson is
now 40 years old.

Chief Thompson was of the opinion
that there should be hydrants near
the wharf. There were 800 feet of
hose e@stretched from the near-
est main, and while the pressure was
very good ft took so long to lay the

trol when the water was turned on.
The chief pointed out how unfortunate
these island fires had been in view of
the fact that Toronto during the past
nine months had made a record un-
equalled in the city's history Iin the
way of small fire losses, and now these
last two fires had done more damage
than had been dome in the entire city
to date. The chief was strongly in
favor of having the mains on the
island ‘extended to the docks.

The talk of the necessity of a fire
boat for the bay was again heard, ss
it is whenever a fire ocours along the
waterfront, but it is doubtful if even
this last and most severe loss will
influence the powers that be to expend
the £60.000, which is Chief Thompson's
estimate for a tug. The main objec~
ticn used is that for a jperiod in the
vear when the bay is frozen the tug
would be useless, but with the in-
cregsing volume in shipping, dockage
and general improvement and_buildig
up of waterfront and Esplanade pro-
perty, together with the fire risk at
the island a fire tug would shortly be-
come a necessary and valuable addi-
tion to the equipment here,

opinion in Canada is not only indiffer=
ent, but hostile, to these proposals,
‘Canada,” it says, ‘does not wish her
recent noble services to the empire to
be paid at the expense of the British
taxpayer.’

“lf the rest of the inquiries have
been conducted on the same line as is
indicated by this quotation, it is not
unlikely that it may fall into error.
Those Canadians who advocate prefer-
ential trade do not take the ground
that Canada’s services to the empire
should be paid at the expense of the
Britich taxpayer; they do not ask the
PBritish taxpayer to make any sacrifices
whatever for the benefit of Canada, De-
ing Protectionicts, they regard pro-
tection as a policy that will benefit the
United Kingdom, just as it has benefitai
Canada.

The men putting up the money
are all Americans, whose names he is
not at present at liberty to divuige.

he macaroni used in Canada
amounts to 60,000 packages of 25 Ibs,
apiece and the trade has increased at
the rate of 6000 packages a year, That
the factory is certain is evidenced by
the purchase of four manufacturing
machines made in the States. All the
macaron! used here at present comes
from Palermo, Italy. There are fac
tories in the States, but their products
do not compare with the factories in
Italy, either in quality or price. There
are nearly forty grades of macaroni
made in Italy at A. & F. Pajero’s fac-
tory, who makes the main exportation
to this country.

Only three or four men will come
from the United States to the Toronto
factory, but they will act as foremen,
About fifty others will have to be 2m-
ployed, and the preference will be given
to Canadians,
