FROM GREAT BRITAIN

GAINS ON THE WESTProminent Shipping Man in New 
Yerk Speaks of Prosperity— 
Fuad For Disabled Irish Soldiers
and Sailors

Mexico City, Nov. 6—The Mexican 
government has been notified by the 
British ambassador at Washington of 
the presence of German submarines in 
the Gulf of Mexico and has been warn­
ed that the allies will take “drastic meas­
ures” if the undersea craft receive aid 
from Mexican ports or sources.

This information was made publia 
last night by Foreign Minister Aguilar, 
who issued the text of a note received 
from the British Ambassador through 
United States Secretary of State Lans­
ing and Charge D’Affairs Charles B. 
Parker.

The British note demands a strict cen­
sorship of the Mexican wireless and says 
that any failure to maintain Mexican 
neutrality will be attended by disastrous 
results. In his reply, addressed to Mr, 
Parker, Senor Aguilar says that It seems 
strange to the Mexican government that 
Great Britain should use the United 
States state department as an Intermed­
iary on a point concerning Mexico alone, 
especially when Great Britain has an ac­
credited representative to Mexico. The 
reply says that the Mexican government 
will, for this time only, answer the re­
presentations of the British government ■ 
through Mr. Parker.

Foreign Minister Aguilar says that the 
Mexican government feels it unjust for 
the allies to hold Mexico-responsible for 
submarine activities in the Gulf of Mex­
ico, when the same submarines arrived 
in American ports and sank ships In 
American territorial waters without 
causing conflict or difficulties between 
Germany and the United States. He 
adds that Mexico desires to retain cord­
ial relations with Great Britain.

Bridgeport, Conn, Nov. 5—That the 
cargo of the German merchant submar­
ine Deutschland, now at New London, 
amoiinted to approximately $10,000,000 
was announced here last night by James 
L. McGovern, collector of customs fgr 
Connecticut. Of this sum he said $9,- 
000,000 was represented by stocks, bonds 
and other securities shipped from Ger­
many for the purpose of strengthening 
German credit in the United States. 
About $1,000,000 of the value of the car- 
go consisted of dye stuffs, medicines and 
chemicals. A very small proportion was 
represented by diamonds and other prec­
ious stones.

Berlin, Nov. 6-Captain Hans Rose, of 
the U-58 today gave an interesting ac\ 
count of the voyage of the submarine ta 
American waters. Speaking of his re­
ception in the United States, he said: 
“The American naval authorities re­
ceived the U-58 with the greatest cordial­
ity, but the commandant at the New­
port Station was so evidently relieved 
when he learned that I did not desire to 
replenish my fuel or provisions that I 
received the impression that I would' 
have encountered difficulties if I had de­
sired supplies. The American 
visited the submarine in large numbers 
and were most deeply interested in her."

Describing the submarine’s attack on 
the vessels sunk, Captain Rose said: 
“Sixteen American torpedo boat destroy­
ers were assembled in the vicinity, but 
did not interfere in any way with tire 
submarine military measures.”

So 
far none of the drafts made on the bat­
talion have been allowed to go to the 
front and no effort is being spared by 
Col. Fowler to hold bis men together.

Messrs. Crowe and Keith will take a 
short rest before doirig much, but will 
probably locate here and resume their 
old line of business. They both express 
themselves as well satisfied with their 
experience at the front. In England they 
were used pretty well and liked the peo­
ple of the Motherland. Both men have 
good conduct discharges.

“Battle of Soeme'* Creates Won­
derful Sensation in Britain — 
Shewn Here Next Week

as the Canterbury street.Authoritative^' recognized 
greatest war film yet produced, the of- 

< ficial motion pictures of “The Battle of 
the Somme,” in which the British initiat­
ed their offensive July 1 and depicting 
the most stirring scenes of that drive 
have attained such a widespread promin­
ence and discussion that they are now 
the object of international attention.

The pictures took England by storm, 
bringing to millions gf people who flock­
ed to the moving picture theatres a keen­
er realization of the significance of the 
Somme offensive than all the newspapers 
had 'been able to do through lengthy 
despatches and official statements from 
the front

King George and Queen Mary saw the 
pictures and the king advised everybody 
to see them. Lloyd George declared the 
pictures should reach everyone. Sir 
Douglas Haig, the British commander 
In the field, changed some of the sub­
titles, but found no other changes neces­
sary.

No battle In which the British have 
been engaged has entailed the use of so 
many men, so 'many guns, such vast 
quantities of sufch powerful ammunition 
as the Somme. The Battle of Water­
loo was a skirmish compared to the first 
drive of the British In this conflict 

In July’s operations the British casu­
alties were 20,000, or av Uttle less than 
the total army commanded by Welllng- 
tpn at Waterloo. Long before the big 
attock was launched preparations were 
made. Now that the drive Is under 
way there Is intense but methodical ac­
tivity for miles behind this part of the 
allies’ front.

The British government sanctioned 
the film as an official historical record of 

of the greatest episodes in history, 
and it Is the first war film that was ever 
allowed to pass without coming under 
official British censorship.

The English papers have universally 
acclaimed the film to be the best yet 
produced. Some of the scenes, the 
taking of which was extremely danger­
ous to the operators of the machine, 
rank in vividness and dramatic quality 
with battle pictures by famous artists.

Because the pictures show actual bat­
tle scenes, in which men are killed, pro­
tests were written condemning the pic­
tures, but the overwhelming voice of 
pulpit, press and pubUc was that the 
film was the right way to show the 
nation that Its soldiers were upholding 
its honor.

The picture involves 
feet of film, divided into five reels, re­
quiring an hour and fifteen minutes for 
Its presentation.

One is permitted to see what war 
really is. There are neither evasions nor 
polite reservations. OecaslonaUy the 
scenes are grim In their realism and it 
seems almost indecent to be witnessing 
them from an easy chair- The pictures, 
In short, are calculated to bring the war 
home to impressionable people with the 
force of almost magic, and few who see 
them hut will be better aole to under­
stand what the aUies have before them, 
and to render tribute to the brave men 
who are performing the Job bravely, 
staunchly, and more often than not with 
a cheery grin on their faces.

Did Not Go to Austin. I
According to Professor Smith’s record, 

O. Henry resigned from the bank in De­
cember, 18941—which is nearly a year be­
fore the date of the third of the misap­
propriations with which he was charged. 
Leaving Austin, he went first to San An­
tonio, where he edited a humorous week­
ly which was called The Rôlling Stone, 
and later to Houston, Texas, where lie 
joined the staff of The Daily Post, 
ducting a column of verses and para­
graphs.

When he left Houston* never to return, 
lie left because he had been summoned 
to go immediately to--Austin end stand 
trial for alleged embestiement of funds 
in the First National Bank of that city. 
Professor Smith believes that had he 
gone to Austin, he would have been ac­
quitted. He protested his innocence lo 
the end, and many of his fellow-towns­
men believed him. But he did not go to 
Austin. When his train reached Hamp­
stead, about a third of the way to Aus­
tin, o. Henry left it and took the last 
train to New Orleans.

After a brief stay in New Orleans, he 
took a fruit steamer for the Honduran 
coast, arriving at Puerto Cortex or Criva 
or Touyillo. On the wharf at Trujillo 
lie met another fugitive from the law, 
A1 Jennings, now a cititen prominent in 
public affairs, but at that time a fugitive 
of law, whose gang of train robbers ter­
rorized the southwest.

O. Henry joined A1 Jennings and his 
brother, and with them circled the entire 
coast of South America. When the money 
gave out the Jennings brothers decided 
to go back to Texas and rob' a German 
trading store and a bank, and asked O. 
Henry to join them, but he refused.

In 1887 O. Henry had married Miss 
Athol Estes, and she was now living 
with their daughter in Austin. He cor­
responded with her through Louis Kre- 
iseie, and in February of 1897 he learn­
ed that she was dangerously ill. At once 
lie started for Austin, determined to give 
himself up and take whatever punish­
ment the courts had in store for him. 
According to the trial record, he arrived 
in Austin on Feb 5, 1897. His bonds­
men were not assessed, but the amount 
of the bond was doubled, and O. Henty 
went free until the next meeting of the 
Federal Court.

His wife died on July 25, 1897. In 
February of the following year his case 
came to trial. Apparently the error in 
the indictment by which he was charged 
with having embezzled $200.00 on Nov 
12, 1895, whereas at that time he was 
living in Houston, having resigned his 
position in the Austin bank in December, 
1894, went unnoticed. The foreman cf 
the grand jury and the foreman iof the 
trial jury are reported to have said af­
terward that they regretted they had 
voted to convict him.

When O. Henry entered the peniten­
tiary on April 26, 1898, he was set to 
work as a drug clerk—a position that he 
had filled in Texas before his bank clerk 
days. He proved very useful in this cap­
acity and made many friendships with 
the prison officials and with his fellow 
convicts. He collected much literary 
material while he was in prison, listening 
especially to the convicts from Arizona, 
Texas, and the Indian Territory. This

The late William Sidney Forter, 

known by the pen-name of O. Henry as 
the greatest short story writer of his 
generation, served three years and tnrec 
months in the state penitentiary at Co­
lumbus, Ohio, for embezzlement. This 
fact has just come to light, six years af­
ter his death. He was charged with hav­
ing embezzled $554.48 on October 10, 
ÏB94, $200.00 on November 12, 1894, and 
$200.00 on November 12, 1895. He was 
found guilty on Feb. 17, 1898, and sent­
enced on March 25 of that year to five 
years’ imprisonment. He entered the 
penitentiary on April 26, 1898, and came 
out on July 24, 1901, his term of confine­
ment having been reduced from five 
years to three years and three months 
on account of good behavior.

Ever since O. Henry’s death there have 
been rumors that at some time in his 
career he suffered for some violation of 
the law of the land, but nothing definite 
about it has appeared in print and his 
friends have endeavored to kill the 
rumors.

But, believing the facts of the case re­
flect nothing to the great author’s dis­
credit, Professor C. Alphonso Smith of 
I lie University of Virginia has decided to 
publish the complete story of O. Henry’s 
trial and imprisonment. It will be given 
in the “O Henry Biography,” to be pub­
lished by Doubleday, Page & Co.

On January 21, 1891, O. Henry, or 
us he was then called, William Sydney 
Porter, became paying and receiving tel­
ler of the First National Bank of Austin, 
Texas. He has written anecdotes and 
jokes for the papers, but was not at that 
time known as an author. It appears 
that the bank was carelessly managed.

He took up his quart­
ers in the Iron Front Hotel, which his 
father-in-law managed, and henceforth 
he sent his stories direct to the editors 
instead of by way of his friend in New 
Orleans. Three stories signed Sydney 
Porter appeared In Everybody’s Maga­
zine in 1902, and to other stories he sign­
ed the name Oliver Henry, S. H. Peters, 
James L. Bliss, T. B. Dowd, mid How­
ard Clark. But the penname O. Henry 
which he adopted while a prisoner in Co­
lumbus, he kept to the time of his death, 
and it is by this name, assumed within 
the walls of a prison, that he is known

He had only two stories rejected 
while he was in prison, and out of the 
first eight stories that he sent to Aius- 
lee’s Magazine, seven were immediately 
accepted.

“I have heard that statement made so 
often during my few days in your won­
derful country,” replied the Frenchman, 
“that I believe it is worth my while to 
compare for a few moments the sys­
tems tljat prevail in i 
countries, and I believe, 
lish fairness, you will admit that I am 
,right.

“Firstly—I will admit that it would 
be a proud thing indeed if a country 
could rely upon its volunteer armies for 
its defense. In your case, a volunteer 
army in due time could be raised, equip­
ped and trained. This- would be very 
fine if the country opposing us were 
also at the beginning of hostilities with­
out an army; but when the opposing 
people have a trained standing army, 
and every male subject has at one time 
been a trained soldier, the prbposition 
is not so fine. Let us look back at the 
beginning of the present war, for in­
stance.

“Out of a clear sky, war breaks with 
its thunder of cannon and lightning of 
bursting shells, 
armed and trained men swoop down on 
an undefended country. Where would 
you have been in England, with your 
untrained and undisciplined hordes of 
civilians? Experience has told you that 
It takes months to train a man fit for 
battle. Before you could catch your 
breath, your country would be overrun, 
and your liberties blotted out forever.

“You did not believe you would ever 
need an army—you relied upon the 
navy alone. You were wrong. France 
saw the German menace and prepared. 
Her army saved Britain, while the Bri­
tish navy saved France. Had Britain 
had a reasonably prepared army, or

95 KING OF GREECE MADE 
FORTUNE IN STOCKS

London, Oct. 20—(Correspondence of 
The Associated Press.)—In a leading 
article qn “The Tonnage Shortage and 
the Remedy,” The Liverpool Journal of 
Commerce points out that the British 
mercantile marine has suffered a loss 
equivalent to 4,000,000 tons of shipping 
detailed as follows: Hindrance of new 
construction, 1,700,000 tohs; war losses, 
1,520,000 ; excessive depreciation, 1,000,- 
000 tons. ~ <

Quoting Lloyd’s Register for the quart­
er ended Sept. 80, 1916, in which ves­
sels completed totaled only 71,000 tons 
gross, The Journal says: “Seventy thou­
sand tons per quarter, or one decent ship 
a week, is a ridiculous output. In spite 
of admitted difficulties, it is hard for the 
Outsider to believe that this cannot be 
improved, while ever yone claiming any 
general knowledge of the situation is well 
aware that many more ships could be 
turned out without at pll interfering with 
the more urgent requirements of any 
other section of our fighting machinery.”

The paper asserts that a constantly in­
creasing multitude of officials is being 

ployed to stifle the best efforts of 
shipbuilders and apparently to insure 
that what available labor and material 
there are shall be wasted, and urges the 
necessity of appointing one strong man 
to govern everything, to see that avail­
able supplies are not fritted away, to in­
sure that the man who can best build, 
big ships gets big ships to build, and in 
general to arrange tilings on a sensible 
sasis.

“What is require^” the paper says, 
“is the appointment of a dictator, an in­
dividual who is intimate with the ship­
building industry and whose career is a 
guarantee of strength of character, 
soundness of judgment, and outstanding 
ability. Such a man could be found if 
desired, and if such an appointment were 
immediately announced the relief to the 
shipbuilding world would be instantane­
ous.”

Japanese Court Formally Celebrates the 
Elevation of Hlrohito.

Toklo, Nov. 6—With mystic rite and 
courtly pomp which recalled the historic 
ceremonies attending the consecration of 
the Emperor Yoshihito.last year, Hiro- 
hito, eldest son of Yoshihito, was form­
ally installed as Crown Prince and heir 
to the throne.

Prince Tirohito was proclaimed heir 
apparent in 1912, after Emperor Yoshi­
hito ascended the throne on the death of 
Emperor Mutsuhito. But the formal 
celebration of his installation as crown 
prince ' was reserved until the birthday 
anniversary of Mutsuhito.

Early in the morning the emperor, the 
crown prince, princes of the blood, min­
isters of state and many other high dig­
nitaries gathered in the sacred hall of the 
Imperial palace—and a religious service 
was solemnized according to the Shinto 
ritual. When the chief ritualist had re­
peated a Shinto prayer, mperor Yoshi­
hito read an address announcing the in­
stallation-of Prince Hirohito. After this 
another ceremony was held in the state 
room of the palace, where the imperial 
family accepted congratulations from the 
officials of the court and government. 
Notable among the well-wishefs, also, 
were the ambassadors and ministers of 
the powep.

On this occasion the emperor conferred 
upon the crown prince a sacred sword 
called “Tsubokiri-no-Tsurugi,” 
had been handed to the emperor by lMs 
father at the time of his own Installa­
tion as crown prince. At the same time 
the crown prince was promoted to "the 
rank of captain in the army and lieuten­
ant in the navy.

At noon an imperial banquet was given 
in the Homel hall of the palace, the 
peror and empress partaking of the feast 
with a distinguished company, including 
the diplomatic corps. The emperor de­
livered an address, and the feast was ac­
companied

t.f. A question which directly concerns 

the future welfare of t(* Stock Ex­
change relates to the effect which a long 
bull market will have on the number of 
permanent speculative accounts in bro­
kerage houses, says the Wall Street 
Journal. In the normal days before the 
war a day’s transactions of 800,000 to 
400,000 shares was considered a fair 
day’s work. The occasional short bull 
markets served to increase the number 
of transactions, but the number of pat­
rons was not greatly increased. It is 
argued now by prominent brokers that 
the 1915 and 1916 series of big hul| mar­
kets, because of their long duration and 
the publicity attached thereto, have 
served as an education which will leave 
an imprint for generations. Even when 
normal times return, these brokers be­
lieve, the daily transactions will be 
above 500,000 shares and the number of 
patrons will be increased ,at least 25 
per cent.

RAISES THE PAY OF 
POLICE AND FIREMEN

New ^#rk Mayor’s Recommended 

Increases Approved

235 Are Added to Force—Mr. Mitchel 
Says More Money for Faithful Service 
is “Urgently Needed and Greatly De­
served"

The New York Budget 'Committee of 
the Board of Estimate at a session the 
other night approved an increase in the 
pay of first grade policemen from $1,- 
400 to $1,450 a year. It also approved 
Increases for captains from $2,750 to 
to $fcl20, and for inspectors from $8,500 
to $8,900, these being one-half of the in­
creases recommended by Commissioner 
Woods. Likewise it approved an in­
crease for the Chief Inspector of the 
force from $5,000 to $6,000 and for the 
Borough Inspector of Brooklyn and 
Queens from $8,500 to $4,200 a year.

Upon the mayor's recommendation the 
committee made provision for 285 pol­
icemen to be added „to the force during 
the coming year and for the promotion 
of forty-three! patrolmen to the grade of 
sergeant. This action in the police de­
partment amounts to an added expendi­
ture of $597,100.

At the same time 
adopted the mayor’s recommendation 
that first-grade firemen be advanced 
from $1,400 to $1,450 a year and that 
engineers of steamers be advanced from 
$1,600 to $1,700 a year. These increases 
involve an added expenditure of $208,000. 
In announcing the increases the mayor 
said:

“This seems to he the smallest meas­
ure of Recognition that the citizens of 
New Yvmk can accord the policemen and 
the fireisr-n. They have given servibe of 
a conspicuously high order, and especial­
ly during the last year. It is everywhere 
conceded that the police department is 
better than it lias ever been before. 
There is a finer esprit de corps, a mark­
ed freedom from graft, and a noticeably 
Increased good record of devotion to 
duty, self-sacrifice, and bravery- I do 
not believe that any thoughtful citizen 
will deny that these raises in salary are 
urgently needed and greatly deserved.

“What has made it possible for the 
Board of Estimate to take this step in 
recognition of the services of the police 
and firemen is the painstaking economy 
of the administrative departments under 
the jurisdiction of the mayor during the 
last three years, which permitted a re­
duction of the aggregate of the budgets
