Quebec, May 14 —■ John R. Shaw, 
president of the Canadian Manufac­
turers Association of Montreal, who 
attended the internatinoal convention 
of the Worlds Chamber of Commerce, 
in Italy, and R. W. Dalton, British 
imperial trade commissioner to Can­
ada, were among prominent saloon- 
passengers who arrived at Quebec by 
the Canadian Pacific S. S. Empress 
of Scotland yesterday.

Among matters at the convention 
were uniform international bills of 
lading, and the creation of a board of 
arbitration to settle all international 
commercial disputes. The questions 
were fully gone into and relegated to 
committees to study and draft re­
ports. One of the conclusions arrived 
at was the consciousness of the dele­
gates that the commercial and indus­
trial interests of the world should take 
more interest in active politics in their 
respective countries, to repIaiV the 
lawyer and the professional politician, 
in order to establish uniform and safe 
administration of the world’s parlia­
mentary legislation.

“I had the privilege of meeting the 
new political leader of Italy, Signor 
Mussolini, said Mr. Shaw;” he is in 
every truth a leader whom I may com­
pare to the first tribune of Rome, 
Cola di Rent!, a phenomenon who is 
bringing .Italy out of chaos and has 
already made it a country sound in 
policy and with the prospects of be­
coming a glorious and sane nation, 

i “Mussolini is the idol of the Italian 
! people, in consequence a power in the 
land, a man of great force of charac­
ter, with a brain replete with know­
ledge and all things appertaining to 
the progress of' his country, and a 
judgment which is a marvel for right­
eousness in the cause of the people 
and rejuvenation ot Italy as a nation.”

Seattle, May 14.—The famous old 

clipper ship, Glory of the Seas, said to 
be the fastest vessel of her type in the 
world, was burned on the beach here 
yesterday, efforts to have her preserved 
as a historic relic having failed. She 
was built in East Boston in 1869 by 
Donald McKay. She made the voyage 
from Havre, France, around the Horn 
to San Francisco in ninety days, a rec­
ord said never to have been surpassed 
by a vessel of her type.

London, Mayl4—The note from So­

viet Russia In reply to the British pro­
test against the seizure of the trawler 
James Johnson has been given out in 
textual form by the Rosta News Agen­
cy, London office. It maintains that 
Russia has a legal right to establish 
the twelve mile zonë of territorial! 
waters, which the trawler was alleged 
to have violated.

The note insists that Russia ig in 
no wise infringing on international law 
by adopting the twelve mile limit, but 
that she will not refuse to join irt a 
conference of all the interested states 
to draft international regulations 
binding upon all. She is also willing 
to discuss the subject with Great Bri­
tain peacefully, in which case she is 
confident a satisfactory settlement can 
be reached, but Will consider any de­
mand that she renounce her rights un­
der unjustified pressure as an infring- 
ment of her sovereignty and indepen­
dence.

What purports to be a summary of 
the Russian note is printed under a 
Moscow date line today by the Daily- 
Herald, "Labor newspaper.
Proposes Conference.

The article says that the Soviet gov­
ernment’s reply proposes a conference 
of plenipotentiaries to discuss not only 
Lord Curzon’s recent communication 
but the whole problem of Anglo-Rus- 
sian relations with a view to establish­
ing a general understanding.

The main theme of the note, says 
the article, is a contention that the 
Russians have equal grounds of com­
plaint. Russia has always wished, it 
asserts, and Great Britain has always 
declined, to discuss the relations be­
tween the two countries. The note 
contends, says the new»*per, that

^Dealing separately with the British 

charges, the Moscow government says 
they are either fabrications or falsei- 
fications. It declares its willingness to 
abide by the decision of the proposed 
conference with regard to the three 
mile limit, the article asserts, and adds 
that as evidence of good will Russia 
has released all British trawlers.

The note is said to admit that the 
reply to the Hodgson protest against 
the • Butchkavitch execution was un­
usual in tone, but the British repre­
sentative in Moscow annoyed the So­
viet foreign office, by persisting in 
sending a note after he had been told 
the Russian government was unable to 
discuss a question of only domestic 
concern. —

Russia cannot deal with other coun­
tries except on a footing of equality, 
the resume declares, and if the rulers 
of Great Britain realize and accept 
this, the chief reason for the present 
abnormal relations between the two 
nations will disappear.

The Soviet government emphasizes# 
the dangers which would follow a 
break and says that compared with 
these dangers the points in dispute are 
trivial.
Likely Avoid Rupture.

In British official circles the Rus­
sian reply note is considered as avoid­
ing a rupture. Satisfaction is express­
ed at what the British consider an 
about face on the part of Russia in its 
attitude toward Great Britain.

While the British Government is 
ready to discuss the disputed matters 
with Leonid Krassin or another cred­
ited envoy, it is indicated that Lord 
Curzon seems determined to maintain 
all the points raised in the British 
note and will not tolerate long dis- 
cussive explanations from Moscow. 
The foreign secretary will also insist, 
it is declared, on adequate redress and 
apologies for the wrongs cited by the 
British in their note.

New York, May 14.—Mrs. Camilla 
Favetta, 29, was shot and killed and 
her mother, Cologara Mongove, 
seriously wounded in Christie street, in

The shooting followed a family quar­
rel in which Mongove is alleged to 
have pursued the "women from the 
house, wildly brandishing a-pistol. Thé 
neighborhood was thrown into su.^- a 
panic that the police got two sets of 
names and addresses, making it appear 
for a time that there had been two 
murders of women living in adjoining 
houses.

The shooting was witnessed by a 
large crowd which had gathered about 
a band playing in honor of the feast 
of St. Mary.

The shots cut short the music and 
the crowd fled, screaming, to cover, 
emerging a few minutes later to clus­
ter, jostling and gesticulating, about 
the two victims. Detective Bohel, on 
duty nearby, rushed up and snatched 
the smoking revolver from Mongove’s 
hand and placed him under arrest.
..Mongove, the police said, told them 

that the trouble started last night 
when he was ill and the women re­
fused to wait on him. The argument 
was resumed today, he said, and he 
went out and bought a pistol. On his 
way home he met his wife and daugh­
ter and opened fire.

will be unwelcome news to Nova 
Scotians in particiilar, since that 
staunch old vessel of which it has been 
said “there was never wind enough on 
the ocean fully to test her capabilities,” 
stood as a monument to the genius of 
one of the most famous of Nova 
Scotia’s sons, Donald McKay, designer 
of the Glory of the Seas, and of num­
erous other sailing ships, who has been 
immortalized In poetry, painting and 
sculpture, was bom at Jordan River, 
Shelburne County, N. S., on Sept. 10, 
1810. Dying at his home In Hamilton, 
Mass., Sept. 20, 1880, he had achieved 
International fame as a designer of clip­
per ships and his praise had been heard 
in the rcyal courts of Europe.

fix hundreds upon hundreds of studs to 
the bulkheads ; and the old way of do­
ing it was by cutting holes in the bulk­
heads and screwing in the studs. In 
order to save time and labor, the Brit­
ish Admiralty encouraged some of its 
experts to solve the problem of electric 
welding under these peculiar condi­
tions, and they eventually perfected « 
most ingenious machine by which the 
whole operation of placing the stud, 
striking the welding arc and pressing 
the stud on the plate were performed 
by clockwork, 
satisfactory that the inventors were led 
to apply the same principle to other 
kinds of welding. They have now 
succeeded, by using compressed air* 
in producing an equipment which will 
weld studs of almost any kind of metal 
to plates of almost kind of metal. For 
example, brass studs can be welded to 
very thin tin sheet plate, and a brass 
stud can be welded to a bronze plate. 
The main purpose for which this new 
type of appliance has been perfected is 
in welding hard tips on to high-speed 
tools. These tools have to be made 
with a shank of mild steelt and the tip 
has to be of special steel in order to 
give a tough cutting edge. The prob­
lem of combining the two has given 
engineers a great deal of trouble, but 
henceforward this important operation 
will be readily carried out to perfec­
tion with the apparatus now available.

Double Since 1913 lbows

Paris, April 25—(A. P. by mail)— 

Divorces have doubled in France since 
the war, according to figures made 
public recently.

A general divorce law was first pass­
ed in Frapce in 1884, and in that year 
there were 1,657 divorces.

In 1918, the number of divorces was 
15,372. In 1919, when the armies were 
being disbanded and people were free 
to put their houses in order, this num­
ber reached 19,465. In. 1920 it reached 
81,465, in 1921 the number was 30,498, 
and the past year 80,753.

The causes of this increase of 
divorces are not tabulated, due to the 
secrecy of court proceedings relating to 
family affairs.

I . A. W. Covey, president of the Mari­

time Branch of the A. A. U. of, C. is 
in receipt of a letter from Henry Uih- 
lein, vice-president of the International 
Skating Union of America, a copy of 
which was forwarded to the press. Mr. 
Uihlein said that without his consent 
evidence collected by Mr. Covey had 
been mailed to him thus placing him in 
an embarrassing position as he said 
the action was a severe breach of eti­
quette committed against the Ama­
teur Skating Association of Canada, 
who were the proper authorities to re­
ceive the charges and would have gone 
ahead and made thé necessary investi­
gation.

SUPREME CHIEF COMING.
Members of the Independent Order 

of Foresters in the city are looking for­
ward with interest to a visit next week 
by W. H. Hunter, S. C. R., and Harvey

country.

1The members of the City Council in 
committee today, decided to go to 
Musquash to inspect the damage done 
by the recent floods. Proposals to 
renew a 12-Inch cement pipe in West 
St. John and to renew one wing of 
the West Side ferry approach were 
considered.

All the members were present as 
well as G. G. Hare, city engineer, 
and Hon. Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, city 
solicitor.
Water Main Renewal.

Commissioner Wigmore submitted 
plans for the proposed renewal of 
a 12-inch concrete water main from 
Barnhill’s corner to Ludlow street, the 
last piece of cement pipe in the city. 
He proposed renewing it with 6,850 
feet of cast iron pipe. Hé said the 
repairs required in the cement pipe 
was very expensive. It was laid 
sixty-five years ago. The proposed 
pipe would be of 24-inch diameter 
from Barnhill’s comer to the reser­
voir; 20-inch to Champlain street, and 
16-inch to Ludlow street. The esti­
mated cost was $97,200.

Commissioner Thornton asked if 
the rates in West St. John would be 
increased to pay the carrying charges 
on the new line.

“They are too high now,” said 
Commissioner Bullock.

Commissioner Frink said he could 
not see the necessity of the new line 
as there was another 24-inch parallel 
to the present line, while the city was 
drawing 16,000,000 gallon a day 
through two 24-inch lines from Loch 
Lomond.

Commissioner Frink asked the cause 
of a big leak ill the new 36-inch pipe 
from Spruce Lake.

Commissioner Wigmore said it was 
cracked pipe. He- said an inspection 
was being made this week.

To a question from Commissioner 
Frink, G. G. Hare, city engineer, said 
that 8,000,000 gallons a day was being 
consumed on the West Side. He said 
if the wastage was cut a single 24- 
inch main would be sufficient to serve 
that section. The new main would not 
make a better supply to the heights 
unless a pumping station was in­
stalled.

It was decided to defer action to 
await a report from the city engineer 
on the matter. ,

The engineer said he considered the 
work the most necessary in the city 
at present, as all the West Side was 
depending on the 12-inch concrete 
line.

. .
Ferry Approach Repairs.

Commissioner Bullock reported that 
the north wing of the West Side ferry 
approach was in bad shape, particular­
ly after the recent freshet and would 
require rebuilding.

The engineer estimated that the cost 
of renewal would be between $25,000 
and $80,000, but could not be accurate­
ly determined until the old work was 
tom away.
New Ferry Landing.

Commissioner Bullock said that to 
change the ferry landing on the West 
Side to King street would be cheaper 
in the long run us it would make a 
shorter haul to the street and was less 
tidal effect.

The estimated cost of the change to 
King street, the engineer said, would 
be about $250,000 for dredging alone.

The Commissioners decided to in­
spect the work before coming to 
any decision in the matter.

Commissioner Thornton was author­
ized to call for tenders for the erec­
tion of a steel stairway in West St. 
John City Hall and the call for tend­
ers for the rewiring, already issued, 
was approved.

Commissioner Bullock recommended 
selling to Mrs. John T. Casey a lot 
in Brooks ward for $300. The pres­
ent rental was $18.15. It was de­
cided to defer the matter to the next 
meeting.
Hydro Matter.

Commissioner Thornton moved that 
the members of the council and the 
city engineer pay a visit to Musquash 
to ascertain what damage was dope. 
He was of the opinion that the city 
should not be paying for current this 
month as in the agreement between 
the city and the N. B. Power Com­
mission.

Commissioner Wigmore seconded 
the motion.

Commissioner Bullock thought the 
city should have a written report from 
the N. B. Hydro Commission as well 
as a conference with that body on 
the whole matter. He thought that 
the matter of the city’s liability to 
pay during the present period should 
be decided definitely.

Hon. Dr. Baxter said that if the 
commission was able to supply the 
minimum of 10,000,000 k. w. h. to St. 
John in addition to the amounts to 
other places along the line, the city 
would have to pay for that amount. 
He recommended that the city take 
steps to ascertain this fact.

The motion was carried and the 
time of the trip was left to the Mayor.

rv, ' Peking, May 14.—\ conference on 
last Saturday night between represen­
tatives of the railway*bandits and the 
Peking government resulted in agree­
ment by the brigands to release some 
of their captives immediately and to 
free the remainder when their terms— 
including the withdrawal of the troops, 
were complied with.

The V. S., French and Italian dele­
gations have received word from their sengers lvere among those terrorised 
respective consuls, now at Lincheng, and robbed when the Chinese steamer

Taishun was seized near Swatow oft 
Saturday as pirates, who, disguised as 
passengers, overpowered the crew, 
sailed the ship for nearly twenty-four 
hours at night without lights, and final­
ly left her yesterday at the mouth of 
a small creek, transferring to a junk 
loot valued at $60,000.

The Taishun, which was bound from 
Hong Kong for Shanghai, returned to 
Hong Kong yesterday, the chief of­
ficer wounded in the forearm by i a 
pirate, was taken to the hospital. Most 
of the passengers had lost all their 
money and personal effects. The ves­
sel’s cargo, a valuable one, was not dis­
turbed.

The steamer, which registers 2,000 
tons, left Hong Kong with more than 
1,000 passengers. The pirate passen­
gers numbered about forty. When a 
point near Swatow was reached, the 
buccaneers had spread into small par­
ties, as prearranged, 
suddenly and systematically- 
they had the ship at their mercy. They 
rusbed the arniory, obtaining all the 
equipment there. The crew was taken 
■by surprise. The captain and the of­
ficers and the European passengers 
were ■ locked together in the captain’s 
cabin, where they were compelled to 
remain until the pirates left the ship.

A large number of Chinese passen­
gers, panic stricken, were herded in 
the hold after they had been searched 
and their valuables stolen.

The pirates had no difficulty in 
handling the ship. Steaming all night 
incomplete darkness, they reached the 
small creek that was their rendezvous, 
about 100 miles from Swatow yester­
day. A junk slipped alongside, the 
loot was lowered into it and the pirates 
vanished-

According to present indications, it 
is anticipated that the case of the New 
Brunswick Power Company vs the City 
of St. John, an action to restrain the 
city from entering into competition 
with the company in the distribution 
of electricity for power and lighting 
purposes, cannot come to trial until 
some time in July. Judge Grimmer, 
Sitting in Chancery this morning, grant­
ed the plaintiff company an order set­
ting aside the notice of trial filed by 
the city as premature and extended 
until May 25 the time for the company 
to file a reply to a counter claim made 
by the city.

The company first sought an injunc­
tion against the city to restrain the 
city from, amongst other things, en­
tering into competition with the com­
pany. The city in turn filed a counter 
claim, it which it asserted ownership 
of some of the poles now in use by 
the New Brunswick Power Company, 
including all those ’in the five wards 
in the north end of the city. Notice 
of trial was given by Hon. Dr. Bax­
ter, city solicitor, and Dr. F. R. Tay­
lor, acting for the company, this morn­
ing moved to have this notice set aside, 
which was granted by Judge Grimmer, 
and the company was also given until 
May 25 to file a reply to the city’s 
counter claim regarding the ownership 
of poles.

The defendant city will have six 
weeks from May 25 in which to move 
for trial, and failing to cbo so, that 
right will rest with the company.

Hon. Dr. Baxter represented the kity 
at this morning’s hearing while Dr. F. 
R. Taylor was present for the Power 
Company.

Swatow, Run Ship for a 
Day and Get Away With 
$60,000 Loot.

London, May Hr-^Discussing the re­

cent flow of emigration from Scotland 
.to Canada, the Glasgow Herald says 
the sentimental reaction created by the 
spectacle of so milch virile youth aet- 

,ting out from a land which apparently 
i has little use for either its brawn or 
brain has been actually felt even by 
those who do not fail to recognise that 
not the least of Scotland’s gifts to the 
world has been just this sharing of Its 
splendid manhood.

“The more momentous thought, how­
ever, will eventually displace this mere­
ly sentimental regret that while Scot­
land is losing a section of her popula­
tion which both physically and intel­
lectually is equipped to maintain her 
prestige she is recruiting the urban 
population of the Dominion and this Is 
better thap the recruiting of the urban 
population by'an alien and, by com­
parison, inferior stock,” the Herald 
says.

“The only copsoling feature of the 
exodus is that it will help to strengthen 
the British element in Canada.”

The newspaper notes, however, that 
a writer in the Edinburgh Review 
points oût that while Canada is a 
young country of broad fertile acres, 
the tendency to increase the population 
in the towns and cities at the expense 
of the rural sections is as much mark­
ed in the Dominion as in the other 
civilizations.

Falls; Six KilledLondon, April 15,—(By Mall)—In a 

little steamship which Norwegian own- 
era have registered in Danzig to meet 
some peculiarity ip the laws of Portu­
gal, whither she trades, all commands 
are given in English because that is 
the only language understandable to 
every member of a crew, which em­
braces nine nationalities.

English, then, is the language of the 
sea, comments “R. B.” in “The London 
Daily Mail,” just as French Is the lan­
guage of diplomacy. Not that sea- 
Lnglish is wholly of English origin. 
“Yacht” and “pilot” for instance, are 
Dutch, and “brigantine” is Italian. And 
“schooner,” though of Saxon origin, 
was given to us by the Americans.

Still, throughout the world, sailors of 
all nationalities have come to think in 
& jargon which is English in form.

But, if sailors think in English, 
diers think in French or at any rate in 
Frenchified Latin. . Military terms in 
all countries are in the main what the 
French have made them. We owe that 
perhaps to the lead the French took in 
the Crusades.

Men of science think in Latin and 
Greek of their own monstrous inven­
tion, a polysyllabic language that takes 
all the poetry out of speech. The pro­
fessor from Peking meets the profes­
sor from Wisconsin on the common 
ground of some such horrid word as 
pteridologist.

Many an English carpenter thinks 
unconsciously in the French of the 
Normans when he speaks of his chisel 
and brace. Weavers, however, because 
their craft is as old ds our race, think 
mainly in Saxon. Loom and spindle, 
woof and warp, these are all Saxon, 
though bobbin is French. Printers, as 
they name their types, think in the dog- 
Latin of bygone churchmen.

Those of us who are not doctors 
think in English of the parts of our 
bodies, for we have named ourselves 
from head to toe in Saxon. We know 
most of our elemental feelings—love 
and hate, fear and hope—in that same 
fine Saxon of our forbears, as we do

The training must be broad, practi­
cal and sufficient, if obstetrics were to 
advance it must be along preventive 
lines. Four principles should be ob­
served and inculcated: Ante-natal 
care, hospital segregation, sufficient 
skilled treatment and post-natal care.

Dr. Chipman, in reply, said that he 
had worked in the slums of London 
and Edinburgh, in Whitechapel, the 
Cowgate and Greenside. Living con- 
-ditions there were, bad. In 
ten feet square he had found three 
families living, and everything went 
well until one family started taking 
in boarders. He urged care in the 
use Of chloroform in fnaternity cases, 
and said that bleeding and morphia 
could be substituted In all cases he had 
met with.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy then gave an 
address on surgery of the thyroid. 
There were not so many cases of goitre 
in St. John as in most cities, he said. 
Almost all goitres could be removed, 
he said, unless the patient was so far 
advanced that secondary changes in 
the heart and other organs had taken 
place. The pulse was a fairly accurate 
index to the condition.

Dr. L. G. Pineault, of Campbellton, 
then gave an instructive talk on pelvic 
abscesses. These, he said, were fre­
quently found in appendicitis, and rep­
resented ’one third of the abscesses 
from the disease. Two-thirds of tht 
number formed were primary, in some 
cases there was a residual abscess, fol­
lowing a lapse of time of a week or 
two after the firse trouble. Such an 
abscess might appear through infec­
tion, and in a certain number of cases 
the abscess might be co-existent with 
another like condition, and connected 
with it through a small duct.

London, April 2.—(By mail.)—“It Is 
something to have seen 15,000 cattle in 
one day; something to have watched a 
Uruguayan rodeo (round-up) in this 
land of lavish pastures, where every 
beast gets from four to seven acres to 
himself, and the task of seventy peons 
working 50,000 acres is no easy one,”

They judge à white 
man much by his seat on a horse in 
tthese parts.

“On, over three miles of rolling 
‘camp.’ Now faint at first; but grow­
ing louder, a sound reaches out ears— 
like distant thunder or an artillery 
barrage heard from a great distance; 
it is the call of thousands of cattle; 
the rodeo has begun.

“From all parts of the great estate 
cattle are being driven to their allotted 
points. To the right, to the left, ahead, 
silhouetted against the crimson sky, 
the slow moving herds troop solemnly.

“Now and again fifty or a hundred 
horses flash by, tails and manes flying 
in the breeze. A colt breaks back, but 
is immediately headed by a watchful 
peon, galloping at breakneck speed 
over the broken plain.

It is a grand sight to watch the 
slow approach of these 2,000 beasts, 
controlled by ten men at most on their 
fast, wiry horses. Lank dogs of grey­
hound breed assist, now and again 
finding diversion by coursing a hare.

Sums Up Impressions of 
Canada’s W o r k Along 
Educational Lines.

Open High LowLarge quantities of petroleum and oil 
have been imported into England via 
the Manchester Ship canal during the 
past years, writes R. Franklin Murdoff 
in the May Popular Mechanics maga- 
znie. Hitherto, however, the carnal com- 
]>any has not permitted the importation 
of oil having a flash point below 78 de­
grees F., owing to the want of a safe 
place to moor the vessels while dis­
charging their cargoes. This difficulty 
lias been overcome by the provision of 
a separate dock and discharging equip­
ment in an isolated location, in which 
the vessels can be shut off from the 
van by means of a floating reinforced 
concrete caisson—a precautionary mea­
sure in case of fire and escape of the 
fluid.

The dock, which is 
and 100 feet wide, admits vessels of 30- 
foot draft, and the entrance is 80 feet 
wide. It is placed at a convenient 
angle to the canal to give easy access 
to the ships. In each of the entrance 

, piers is provided a vertical U-groove 
into which two projections at each end 

■ of the caisson fit. Thus an oil fire— 
if one should break out—could not 
spread by water beyond the limits of 
the dock Itself.

The Caisson, it may be explained, is 
a barge-like vessel, with its semi-circu­
lar ends terminating in the substantial 
stem and stem posts mentioned. Its 
length over all is slightly more than 82 
feet, and the beam twelve feet, while 
the depth from the crown of the deck 
to the keel is about ten feet.

Montreal, May 14.—Four stakes to be 
renewed at Blue Bonnets in the course 
of the spring race meeting of the Mont­
real Jockey Club, that will begin on 
June 7, to run through the 14th, will 
close today.

The stakes are the kindergarten, 
$2,500 added, for two-year-olds, five 
furlongs ; Windsor Hotel Cup, $5,000 
added, a handicap of one mile and a 
furlong, for three-year-olds and over; 
Connaught Cup, $2,500 added, a handi­
cap of one mile and a quarter, . for 
three-vear-olds and over; and Prince 
of Wales Sleplechase, $2,500 added, 
a handicap of about two milts, for 
four-year-olds and over. Following the 
precedent of Maryland racing, the 
Montreal Jockey Club will charge no 
entrance fee in any stake. But there 
Will be starting fee of $25 each in the 
Kindergarten, Connaught Cup and 
Wince of Wales Steeplechase, and one 
of $50 in the Windsor Hotel Cup. The 
operation of this scheme has in the 
course of the last few years greatly 
lengthened the entry lists of Maryland 
stake races and vastly improved the 
quality of the sport at Havre de Grace, 
Bowie and Pimlico.

Racing associations in Canada are 
taxed more heavily by the Dominion 
and Provincial Governments than rac­
ing associations in the States are taxed, 
when thev are taxed at all.
