MANITOBA VOTE

Winnipeg, April 12—An action to have
declared invalid the provincial referen-
dum of Oct, 25 last, by which importa-
tion of intoxicating liquors into Manitoba
was forbidden, is being planned by E.
A. Fletcher, counsel for F. A. Johns of
this city. Infractions of the Canada
Temperance act in the taking of the vote
are alleged. Action has to be taken
within six months of the polling, or by
April 25.

CITIZENS BROKE ENGLAND’S
TRANSPORT STRIKE IN 5919

Great Britain menaced today by a gén-
eral strike, faced a similar situation in
the fall of 1919, when the railway strike
wag called on September 26 . The
Government then issued a call for volun-
teer workers; and thousands responded,
including some railway servants not on
strike and even some members of the

railway workers’ unions.

The Government has great numbers
of army motor trucks available; and
about 80,000 private motor cars were re-
ported offered for service by taeir own-
ers, The citizens, men and women,
trained to voluntary service during the
war, enrolled from all classes. De mob-
ilization of war organizations was sus-
pended, adding greatly to the body of
trained helpers. The public felt that the
railwaymen, despite just grievances, had
not played fair; and the citizens’ volun-
teer service practically broke the strike.

The Government centred efforts on
keeping railway routes open for food
supplies. 'Three days after the strike
services were in operation from London
to Birmingham, Manchester, Liverpool,

Yarmouth, the east .coast, Hull, Sout~
aampton, Plymouth and Dover.

parliaments to be named in the approach-
ing elections in the home rule act be re-
garded as a constituent assembly,charged |
with the responsibility of drafting an
Irish constitution on the basis of a full
dominion status. If che northern section
of the country desired to proceed in put-
ting its own government into operation
_under the act it is proposed that the
southern Irish parliament be free to ef-
fect a settlement for its own area.

It is also proposed in the’ resolutions
that if the Irish republican parliament
approves, representatives from it and the
: government arrange a truce in Ireland.

1t is considered probable here that the
memorial thus prepared will be signed
largely by leaders of moderate opinion in
Ireland, but theré appears to be no gen-
eral expectation that the government will
abandon its own act.

DRUG TRAFFIC

Airplanes Assist in Prevent-
ing Landing of Packages of

“Dope” at Vancouver

Vancouver, B. C., April 11—Alarmed

by the spread of the drug evil, federal,
provincial and civic forces are redoubl-
ing their efforts to put an end to the
traffic. Special precautions have been
taken to prevent smuggling of the vari-
ous forms of “dope” into this port. Air-
planes have taken a prominent part in
this work, accompanying liners from
Victoria to Vancouver so that any drop-
p.lnag11 of packages to be picked up by
small craft will not go unobserved,
- Lieutenant-Colonel -A. R. Carey, col-
|lector of customs, in an interview, said:
“The drug traffic has been engaging the
closest attention of the department for
a number of months. It is being made
progressively hard to smuggle drugs
ashore from the boats which come di-
rectly to Vancouver harbor, but we have
founl that members of the crews of
boats, "longshoremen, women relatives -of
water front employes, and visitors to
the boats, are all attempting to profit
by the opportunity to make %arge sums
and until such time as those who are
proven guilty are adequately punished
no real headway in the suppression of
this traffic will be made.

“An initial effective step that must be
taken in a campaign against drug im-
portations is the close scrutiny of the
past records of the various police magis-
trates who deal with these cases, and
where they are shown to have been er-
ratic in their sentences, unduly influ-
enced by pleas for sympathy from clever
lawyers, or where they are shown to
have no real appreciation of the tragic
results of permitting offenders who are
making large sums to escape with nom-
inal fines, they should be removed.

“Another step would be to attempt to
create in the minds of certain clever
lawyers who regularly ' defend these
criminals a sense of shame for resorting
to every legal technicality possible to
protect those who they know are engaged
in this loathsome business.”

EXPECT MANY
SETTLERS ON
THE PRAIRIES

Brandon, Man., April 12—In address-
jng the Canadian Club here recently M.
A, Brown, vice-president of the West-
ern Canada Colonization Association, said
that organization would bring thousands
of settlers to the prairie country and that
the governments of the day might well
be expected to co-operate heartily fn the
i great task. Just as a wide-awake mer-
|chant spent money in attracting new
_business to his store, so governments
should expend reasonable sums in pro-
moting agricultural colonization, he said.
Without more people on the land, Canada
could not carry its huge national debt,
climinate the deficit on the national rail-
ways, or get back to a prosperous busi-
ness basis. If the national railways
would expend two per cent.of their an-
nual deficit for the next five years on the
settlement  of vacant lands along their
lines, the serious transportation problem,
which now confronts the country, would
soon be solved- If the national and
western provincial governments would
expend one-half of one per cent, of their
annual budgets on the encouragement of
land settlement the country would speed-
ily overcome its grave fiancial difficul-
ties, he declared.

been able to sing a few bars of his
favorite operas, Bruno Zirato, his sec-
retary, and officials of the Metropolitan
are authority for the statement that he
has not sung a note since he was strick-
en with pleurisy in December. g

Although Mrs. Caruso and other mem-
bers of the family had planned® early
in Caruso’s convalescence to take him
to Atlantic City or Lakewood until he
had recovered sufficient strength to
make the journey to Italy, they have
decided to remain in the Vanderbilt
until the physicians decide that the
tenor is strong enough to take the ocean
voyage. That may be early in May, but
no definite plans have been made.

The tenor eats three meals a day, and
there has been no trouble in the pleural
cavities since March, when the fever
subsided after a minor incision had
been made. He is cheerful, and the
nervousness of the early period of his
convalescence has passed.

Caruso’s illness has caused him to lose
a great deal of weight, but neither he
nor his physicians know how much he
weights, But he is rapidly approaching
the desired weight, and his strength is
returning. It is probable that he will
attempt to remain under the 200-pound
mark.

Although some of Caruso’s friends
during the worst of his illness had de-
spaired of his chances to recover his
voice and health, all believe that the
ienor will be back in the Metropolitan
for the next season “better than ever.”

He
pays- the largest income tax in the
state of Pennsylvana. He is tall and
spare, with a closely cropned srey
moustache, is 59 ,ears old, and the
father of two children, a girl and a
boy. He is a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Pittsburg, a patron of art,
and is associated in the management
of the Carnegie Institute, the eat
libraries and other educational pro-
jects in and areund Pittsburgh that
the ironmaster poured forth his mil-
lions to -establish.

Outside of making money, golf is
his favorite pastime.

Weeks Came From Farm
T HE career of John W. Weeks,
secretary of war, has been
marfy-sided: He was born on a farm,
and attended the little red school-
house. Then he taught school at the
country crossroads. Next came a
distinct opportunity—a kindly sen-
ator appointed him t¢ the Naval
Academy. From this institutior he
was graduated in tLe class of 1881.
After a two years service, he, with
a number of others of that class, was
mustered out of service because of
lack of ships. .
Fer the mnext
half dozen years
he turned histal-

ents to the engin-
eering fields,
serving as a land
commissioner for
the Florida Sou-
thern Railroad.
Later he formed-*
the banking firm
i Hornblower
and Weeks, in
J. W. Weeks8 Boston, of which
he remained a member until 1912.

His first political office was that
of alderman of his home town, New-
ton, Mass. Then he became its
mayor and thereafter was elected to
the lower house of congress. After
serving eight years in the House of
Representatives he was elected
United States Senator from Massa-
chusetts, serving from 1913 to 1919.
He was defeated for re-election be-
cause of a factional fight in his
party.

During the war, as a member of
the Senate Military Affairs commit-
tee, Mr. Weeks, with Senator Cham-
berlain, conducted investigations
which led to the reorganization of
the ordnance and quartermaster de-
partments, a. reorganization of the
Aircraft Production Board and a
general speeding up of the war,

Denby an Ex-Private :
DWIN ‘DENBY of Michigan,
Secretary of the Navy, is 51
years old, the son of Charles Dénby,
who was Cleveland’s Minister to
China.

Mr. Denby was graduated from
the University of
Michigan in 1896.
As a member of
the bar in Detroit

ne soon attracted -
attention, and in
1904 was elected
a member of ¢
Congress, in
which he re-
mained until 1911,
While a member
of that body, be-
cause of his in-
terest in  naval affairs, Speaker
Cannon appointed him chdirmar of
the House Naval Affairs committee.

In two wars Mr. Denby enlisted in
the navy as a private, and it is
said he will be the only private to
have risen to be .secretary of the
navy. His first service in the Marine
Corps was in the Spanish-American
war. When war was declared on
Germany. he was 47.

Wallace on Farming

ENRY C. WALLACE, secretary.
H ot agriculture, has been in

close touch for many years with the
actual day-by-day problems of the
farmers of tne country. As one of
the editors of Wallace’'s Farmer, a
“Weekly Journal for Thinking Farm-
ers,” published in Des Moines, he
appreciates the point of view of the
farm producer in contrast with that
of the city consumer. In a recent
article from Wallace’s Farmer on
“Sacredness of Food Production,”
he says:

“Tet us assume that the city point
of view in this

matter 1s right
Let us concede
for the moment
that there is an
obligation to

produce food
.witheut limit.
L.et us agree as
to the import-
ance of the farm-
er's task. Then
should we not
make it certain that the farmer is
assured of fair pay for his work?
if his task is no necessary to the life
of the nation should not the nation
make special effort to see that it is
a reasonably profitable task to him,
and that he is made comfortable in
every way possible, so that he can
fulfill his task and will want to con=:
tinue at it.”

The article, after noting the fluctu=
ation in the prices of food products
and suggesting that food prices
should be more stable than anything
else, suggests that the obligation to
get food from the producer to con-
sumer Iin an efficient manner and
with the least possible waste {s as
certainily a ‘*“sacred obligation” as
the obligatiun to produce Mr Wal-
lace then suggests that the farmer’s
risks, due to rainfall. sunshine. tem-
perature to ch.nging seasons, which
play such a large part in farm work,
should not fall upon the farmer’s
shouiders alone, and that the risks
“against hail and drought and bad
weather generally should be assum-
ed as a part of the cost the nation
