In 1843 he volunteered as a missionary to Canada, but as the 
Missionary Society was not then in circumstances to send 
any missionaries, he embarked at his own expense. He 
reached Canada daring the sittings of our Conference, and 
was most cordially welcomed by all the brethren. He was 
appointed by the Conference to the London Circuit, where 
he laboured with great acceptance till January 1844, when 
he fell a victim to a rapid consumption, which terminated 
his life in two weeks. He was a young man of extraordi­
nary piety, of great prudence, and of untiring industry. 
His mental application was often severe. In entering upon
