Robbins’ circus came to this town last
Sunday morning and pitched its tents in
a field a short distance back from the
raiiroad station. During the day (Sun-
day)-a crowd assembled on the grounds,
led there by idle curiosity.
No trouble occurred until evening
when some of the circus men got into a
row with some Ellsworth men, with the
result that one Ellsworth man was knock-
ed down and had his eye blackened.
Nothing was done ‘about this fracas
wuntil Monday forenoon when a war-
rant wes sworn out against the circus
man and he was arrested and brought
before Judge Dutton, but was
discharged for want of evidence.
This was the spark that kindled the
flame that, later in the day, blazed up in-
to a fierce conflagration, After the dis-
charge of the arrested man affairs remain-
ed in comparative quietness until about
5.30 p. m., during which time the circus
proceeded with its exhibition.
After the close of the show, as the man
who in the forenoon had been before
Judge Dutton, and his wife, who, by the
way, is a trapeze performer in the com-
pany, were going from the grounds to the
cars, they were attacked by some fellows.
The woman defended her husband in
an able manner, showing herself the
physical equal of any of her assailants.
This little struggle was soon stopped and
the man and his wife were escorted to
the cars by the police, followed by the
crowd. While the officers and crowd
were returning up the track toward Main
street, a terrible howling and yelling was
heard, and they were saluted by a volley
of stones thrown from the bank above
the track and several persons were in-
jured.

Matters in Behring Sea.
From the New York Post.
The London Times is constrained to
say, touching the orders given to our rev-
enue steamers in Behring sea, that “Eng-
land will agree to a close time for seals
in the open sea; but such an arrange-
ment must be international, and cannot
be imposed upon the world by Ameri-
can gunboats at the bidding of Mr.
Blaine.” If we send cruisers to Behring
sea to seize British vessels beyond the
three mile limit, Great Britain must
send war vessels to protect them.

MR. LEARY AND THE DOCK SCHEME.

The Sun endeavors to throw the blame
of the failure of the scheme proposed by
Mr. Learv for the construction of a dry
dock and other harbor improvements for
this city upon Mr. Leary himself, and
not upon those politicians w ho are really
the responsible parties.

Terms were
imposed upon Mr. Leary which it was
impossible he could accept, representa-
tions were made at Ottawa for the pur-
pose of preventing him from obtaining
any subsidy there, and now the Sun
coolly comes in and informs its readers
that the virtual defeat of the
Teary dock scheme was the
fault of Mr. Leary himself. The public,
who understand such matters better than
the Sun gives them credit for deing, will
know how to deal with such an assertion
as this, mn view of the efforts which they
see have been made by the enemies of
harbor improvement in St. Jobhn to in-
jure and defeat Mr. Leary.

In regard to the new scheme which
Mr. Leary will now proposes to the Com-
mon Council for the construction of a
system of wharves #nd warehouses, to
the extent we have already men-
tioned, that is to say, S00 feut
of 27 feet depth and 540 feet of 20
feet depth, the Sun says that
“the Common Council will probably
give polite attention to this proposal”
‘We shoald think it would. The San ap-
pears to imagine that it runs the couneil
of the city of St. John, but probably it
will find out before the year is done that
that is not the case, Unless the Sun is
prepared to assert that St. John needs no
bharbor improvements it will of
course be necessary for it and
for the Common Council to give
polite attention to what Mr. Leary
has to say. This will be em-
phasized by the fact that Mr. Leary
is the only man from _abroad _proposing
to improve our harbor facilities who has
yet expended a single dollar of his own
money in the city of St. John. Mr.
Leary has purchased on the West side
$25,000 worth of property and paid for
it in hard cash, which is as
strong an assurance of his good faith as
any person co'ld desire. We believe
ihat the new scheme which Mr. Leary
will propose will give us all the facilities
we need for a couple of years at least,
and will do so immediately. Therefore
it stands to reason that it ought to re-
ceive the support of those members
of the council who desire
our barbor to be improved.
The matter, however, rests with the
Common Council of this city, and if they
do not desire any harbor improvements
to be carried on either by Mr. Leary or
by themselves they have but to say so.
Less than a year hence the people them-
selves will have something to say upon
the subject.

FRENCH RAILWAY ROBBERIES.
Cornelins Vanderbilt and Dr. Seward
Webb Sald to Be the Sufferers.

Loxpox June 7.—The rumored robbery
of Cornelius Vanderbilt and Dr. Seward
Webb has stirred the entire French po-
lice and detective forces. The robbery
occurred between Paris and Calais, and
consisted of rifling the luggage, valises,
bags, portmanteaux, trunks, etc., that
contained articles of great value.

The police upon being question refused
to say that the victim was Mr, Vander-
bilt, replying simply that it was a prom-
inent American and the robbery occurred
while the parties were en route from the
South.

The general belief isfhowever, that Mr.
Vanderbilt i the sufferer.

The Continental lines admit that many
American travellers ‘complain of being
subjected to this sort of robbery on both
cars and boats, Sergeant Middleton,
chief detective Sonth Eastern Railway
Charing Cross, being interviewed, said:
“There is, no doubt, strict truth in the
charges that many thefts occur in trav-
ellers’ luggage. It is the work of two
gangs of thieves, each gang having four
men, one working in England the other
in France. One gets the passenger lists
from the various steamers, talks with the
gervants of rich travellers, learning from
them as nearly as possible the contents
of the different pieces ot luggage.

This information is then telegraphed
to the other gang in France, and they
are expected to finish up the work.
‘When either the English or French police
got on the track of these rascals they
simply changed sides, each crossing to
the side of the Channel, and thus it be-
comes very difficult to catch them.

“ Americans are always their choice
prey, and it would be well to warn,-in-
tending tourists to keep a sharp lookdut.
