Those who believe that the romance 
of British Columbia passed with the 
Cariboo and the Atlln gold rushes, re­
quire for their disillusionment Just 
such a trip as the trial run of the G.
T. P.’s new palatial steamer, Prince 
Rupert, which was completed on Sun­
day afforded. For six days its
passengers- had on every hand' „ 
the evidences of the develop­
ment of the new ùorth, which is 
giving to the upper portions of the 
province all the thrill and glamor-which’ 
in the' old days attended the search for, 
and the discovery of, gold.

In this new movement, gold still- holds 
a prominent place. But it no longer 
predominates. Land and lots hold the 
place of prominence. Men still talk of 
claims and assays, and produce from 
their pockets reports of mining en­
gineers to substantiate : their veracity.
But they more frequently talk of pffe- 
emptors, of townsites, of valleys of al­
luvial land, of power and light for new 
towns, of trade “up the river,’’ “to the 
islands” and to “the head of the arm.”' 
Blue prints are in every man’s satchel; 
the talk of the smoking room is not 
only of Bitter and Bear creeks and of 
Alice Arm, but of Telqua and Bulk ley, ‘ 
and Masset and Kitsumcallum. The 
whole north is athrob with life and 
hope and opportunity.

Of this great activity, Prince Rupert 
is the centre and the Metropolis.

The whole district is so remote from 
Victoria and Vancouver that they can 
only indirectly control its trade. The 
wharves at Prince Rupert are flanked 
constantly with a fleet of vessels which 
is astounding and a considerable num­
ber of which have it as their home port.
A fine fleet of new vessels ply up "the' 
Skeena to the canyon, and instead of 
waiting as in the old days to ' négotiate 
the pass, transfer their cargo by aerial 
train and in other ways io another 
fleet above.

Winnipeg, June 20.—William Mac­
kenzie, president of the Canadian 
Northern, on .arrival here yesterday 
was asked- as to. what he intended do­
ing .with the,Dunsmuir mines. He said;

I.intpnd to double the output 
of coal at once, open new mines, im­
prove shipping facilities and generally 
sfir things up.

Leaving Victoia on May 18th, Mr.
Reid joined Mr. McIntosh and went to

,made. Outfitting at Hazelton the two 
followed the river south, camping in 
the open and riding for over 120 miles 
from the Skeena steamboat terminal.

“We found Hazelton very busy,” 
said Mr. Reid. “People are going- into 
the Bulkley from the United States, 
many of them being mining men who 
have rich claims in the belt near the 
Copper river. The mining district prac­
tically all lies Within a radius of 150 
miles from Hazelton, a*id many very 
rich mines are now being proved up.

The fire Insur­
ance companies were making a profit 
of 40 per cent, on policies with own­
ers of building equipped with sprink­
lers but had made no reduction, al­
though a reduction had-been made In 
the United States when the Indemnity 
exchanges formed by the sprinkling 
companies had revealed the true condi­
tion of affairs.

Small Loss But No Reduction.
Witness referred to evidence showing 

that the Fidelity Phoenix, an American 
company, had only lost 48 per cent, per 
annum of premiums paid in British 
Columbia in 5 years, but had not re­
duced rates. He charged the fire in­
surance representatives with having 
failed to place full information before 
the commission.

“I have had to read through 2,000 
pages of evidence to pick out stt-ay 
facts In reference to the rating sche­
dules,” said he.

The companies, Mr. Shallcross con­
tinued, had refused to exhibit their 
schedules, but from what he had 
shown he thought he had made out a 
case m favor of them being declared 
unscientific and purely arbitrary by the 
commission. As matters stood the com­
panies raised rates In one. place to off­
set losses In another.

The Chairman—Well, In that respect 
you would say the rating waa scientific, 
wouldn’t you? (Laughter.)

Continuing, Mr. Shâllcross said there 
had been an effort made to prejudice 
the people against the mutual com­
panies and Lloyds, but there had never 
been a case where a policy-holder in 
the province had been dissatisfied with 
his treatment by these outside com­
panies. Furthermore, there had never 
been a case where Lloyds had charged 
rates as high as those asked by local 
companies.- He would refer to the 6vl-_ 
dence which showed that Challoner &" 
Mitchell had been discriminated against 
by local Insurance men after they 
placed their business with Lloyds. This, 
said the witness, showed that the In­
surance men of the province had not 
only conspired to keep rates at the 
highest figure but had Individually boy­
cotted a firm which had been forced 
to give Its business to an outside con­
cern.

The commission was still sitting at 
the time oY going to press.

Btuêfielde, Nie., June 18.—A score of 
American “soldiers of fortune," includ­
ing Victor Gordon and his corps of

that the Americans had rendered ex­
cellent fighting service to the revolu­
tionists, but they expressed the fear 
that the Americans would sell out to 
Madriz.

Before the insurance commission this 
morning J. J. Shallcross continued his 
argument against the projected Insur­
ance act. He contended that, from the 
evidence heard by the commission, 
there was proof of conspiracy mong the 
Canadian fire insurance companies to 
keep rates at the highest figure.

Dealing first with municipal taxes, 
Mr. Shall cross recalled the testimony, 
of an agent of a London fire Insurance 
company to the effect that the com­
pany wished that the tax were $600 in­
stead of $300. The higher the tax was 
made the more it limited competition. 
Another witness in evidence had said 
that the tax was equal to ten per cent, 
of the premiums taken by small com­
panies. These were two opposite reas­
ons, but very good ones, why no oner­
ous taxes should be placed on com­
panies. There was a tax of $10 In Vic­
toria on every business man, and he 
could not see why the Insurance com­
panies should be taxed so much. • The 
tax was recouped by the companies 
from the policy-holders in the way of 
Increased premiums.

Chairman Lennie asked if the wit­
ness could offer any suggestion as to 
how this tax could be done away with 
or a better system instituted.

Mr. Shallcross said that a member of 
the Victoria city council had made a 
suggestion that the taxation of fire in­
surance companies should be graded.

The chairman said that this did not 
strike him as a satisfactory method.

Witness then dealt with the statu­
tory conditions as they affected the 
companies. He contended that they 
were In favor of the companies and un- 

' favorable to the policy-holders. The 
clause regarding explosives had been 
modified by the companies until It no 
longer afforded proper protection to 
the insured. The provision regarding 
the payment of costs In cases brought 
against companies had been changed 
so that the costs might now be divided. 
He claimed that this would discourage 
suits being brought by dissatisfied 
policy-holders.

Witness then referred to evidence 
which had been given by W. A. Law- 
son regarding "tyrannical competi­
tion." He contended that the evidence 
heard by the commission had not 
shown that the Canadian companies 
were being “put out of business" by I 
foreign competition. The business of 
Canadian. Insurance companies had 
nearly doubled in the last five years.

Taking up another point In evidence, 
In which it was maintained that In- 

' surance business should, be a home in­
dustry, Mr. Shallcross urged that fire 
Insurance In Canada was not a home 
Industry and that It was not right that i 
It should be. The percentage of foreign 
board companies dping business In 
Canada was 90 against 10 per cent. 
Canadian. The foreign companies were 
doing 88 per cent, of the business in 
the Dominion. In the last 40 years 
$204,000,000 had been paid to these for­
eign companies in premiums against 
$58,000,000 to home -companies. Witness 
said that he believed Insurance should 
not be a home industry but should be 
spread all over the yrorld, so that if 
there was a conflagration In British 
Columbia it would not be necessary 
for the capital of the province to bear 
both the fire loss and the Insurance 
loss. i

Foreign Policies Safe.

Mr. Shallcross then dealt at length 
with several law-eults which Mr, Bod- 
well had referred to tn evidence with a 
view, he claimed, of showing that, it 
was safer to Insure with home com­
panies than with foreign companies.
He contended that the evidence did not 
prove this. Nothing had been adduced 
to show that the policies of the foreign 
companies were not equal in every 
way, with one small exception, to 
those Issued In Canada. The exception 
was the arbitration clause, over which 
there might be some difference of opin­
ion as to whether It was harder to 
work under than that of Canadian poli­
cies. He thought that the cases of 
fraud referred to lh Mr. Bodwell’s evi­
dence did not argue against the solid­
ity of companies outside the province.
Anyway the proposed act or any other 
act would not prevent fraud by unre­
gistered outside companies.

Questioned by the chairman on this 
point, Mr. Shallcross said he meant 
that no legislation could prevent a re­
presentative of a fraudulent company 
coming into a town and soliciting busi­
ness, although the company could be 
punished if found out.’

Mr. Shallcross turned to the question 
of rating schedules. It had, he said, 
been urged, as the very basis upon 
which the Insurance act was proposed, 
that the rating schedules of Canadian 
companies was scientific and not ar­
bitrary. This, he maintained, was con­
trary to fact. As proof of the-fact that 
the ratings were not made on a scienti­
fic basis he quoted a number of In­
stances, notably that of Rockland ave­
nue in Victoria. When there was a 
water shortage in Victoria the rate ad­
vanced S3 per cent, in the fire limits 
but when, outside the limits on Rock­
land avenue, there was no protection at 
all an advance of only^H per cent, was 
proposed? He did not think It was 
scientific or fair to make a specific 
cnarge In one case ana an average 
charge In another. The companies, to 
Instance another argument in favor of 
hie contention, had reduced the rate 
on aaw-mills, where it was over ten per 
cent., to ten per cent.

Flames are still licking up the woods 
and timber and endangering settlers.

The heavy thunderstorm which burst 
over Port Arthur this morning does not 
seem to have been general. Though 
there was a heavy rainfall here there 
was practically none even as close as 
Fort William. Kakabecka district got 
a little, but according to telephone re­
ports only enough to lay the dust.

Hymers section fared better, getting 
a copious rain which has put an end 
to the serious fires there, at least for a 
time and has given settlers and -vil­
lagers a chance to rest from labors 
which have been exhausting their 
energies for several days past.

Nanaimo, Juno 17.—A meeting of the 
board of directors of the Nanaimo Ag­
ricultural and Horticultural Society 
was held last night, considerable busi­

ness being transacted,

The directors are working energeti­
cally toward making the fall exhibition 
a success, and In this connection gov­
ernment judges are anticipated for the 
live stock and fruit exhibits.

New York. June 20.—N*w York was 
swept- by a wild storm on Saturday. 
Two hours after the parade that es­
corted Theodore Roosevelt up Fifth 
avenue had disbanded came the most 
violent downpour in months. In 20 
minutés .6 of an inch of rain fell, while 
the wind attained at times a velocity of 
68 miles an hour. Four deaths were 
reported while scores of people had 
narrow escapes.

Mrs. Elizabeth Gerhardt, of Brook­
lyn, was in a rowboat on Jamaica bay 
with her husband and two other men 
when a squall overturned the boat. 
She was drowned before her compan­
ions could reach her.

The storm broke almost Without 
warning, ■ preceded by a gust that up­
rooted trees, sent street signs flying 
and tore Into tatters the decorations 
hung out in honor of Mr, Roosevelt. 
Then came the downpour. For an 
hour and a half the storm continued 
and ca 
rents p
games at the polo grounds and In 
Brooklyn, and gave thousands of 
spectators a drenching.

An eleven year old boy in Brooklyn 
was fatally hurt by falling plate glass, 
and died Saturday night.

Only the coolness of performers and 
employees of the Forepaugh & Sells 
Bros, circus prevented a panic in the 
tent spread on Manhattan Held. Under 
the first blasts of the wind, the huge 
tent began baloohing and tugging 'at 
the guy ropes. The spectators began 
to rise in their seats, but the perform­
ers continued their acts, and attend­
ants hurried through the throng, warn­
ing all to remain seated.

Minor accidents without - end were 
reported to practically every police sta­
tion in. the city. Two painters were 
blown from â scaffold, but escaped 
with slight hursts. Dozens of pit 
trians were bowled over by the wind 
or feu on slippery pavements. Three 
were knocked down tty autos, which 
skidded on the.wet road.

Brakeman Killed.
Worcester, Mass., June 20.—Fred 

Livesey, a New Haven brakeman, while 
working on a freight train above Wor­
cester, was struck by lightning and fell 
from his train. His neck was broken 
and he died Instantly. Orville Ford, a 
clerk in the office of the New Haven 
railway, was completely paralyzed by 
a bolt of lightning which entered his 
office. A dozen houses in the city were 
struck by lightning.

It is ‘ understood that an amicable 

agreement has been reached by repre­
sentatives of the British Columbia 
Electric Railway Company and the 
men employed on its tram system In 
Victoria and on .the mainland concern­
ing the wages to be paid the men dur­
ing the ensuing three years.

The tram employees are engaged 
under a wage schedule which Is re­
vised every three years, the present 
arrangement expiring on June 30th. 
Early this year the cotnpariy sub­
mitted a revised schedule,to the men, 
but this was not satisfactory and re­
presentatives from all branches drew 
up another schedule, demanding a 
wage rate considerably higher than 
that offered by the management as 
well as other concessions. This was 
not aceepteable to the company and, an 
impasse having been reached, (here 
was much talk of an appeal to the 
Dominion authorities for a- reference 
of the dispute to a Dominion board of 
conciliation.

Finally President Cornelius of the 
San Francisco Street Railwaymen’s 
Union went to Vancouver and repre­
sented the local unions in'the negotia­
tions. Largely as a result of his work 
the agreement will be signed, the gen­
eral basis of which is the obtaining by 
the employees of their full demands.

The new schedule is based on^ art 
hourly wage rate to the various 
classes of employees. In the case of 
motormen and conductors it varies 
with length of service. The advances 
are said to run all along the line, but 
to be greatest for the long service men.

It Is understood that the present 
wage bonus profit-sharing system 
adopted several years ago will be 
dropped at the end of this year.

(From Saturday's Dally.)
At yesterday afternoon’s session of 

the Insurance commission J- W. DeB. 
Farris and J. J. Shallcross presented 
their views on the matters which are 
undergoing investigation.

J. W. DeB. Farris, who has attended 
the commission in the interests of the 
B. C. lumber and packing Interests, 
was called to the stand. He said that 
he was unable to understand why a 
tax should be levied on companies 
registered outside of the province or 
on their agents within the province. 
The province could raise money with­
out going to that extreme. He thought 
the tax would restrict the insurance 
buslnèss, and that the commission 
should make a recommendation against 
this tax, as the provincial government 
should not interfere with legitimate 
business.

Taking up the question Of protection 
for the companies, Mr. Farris said that 
if they had wanted it, they had not 

| asked for It. . In theory the province 
encouraged a native industry. The in­
surance business could not, however, 
be designated as such. The greater 
number of the insurance concerns op­
erating in British Columbia were not 
native companies and the money th4y 
earned was invested outside ttie pro­
vince. Witness thought that there 
was no stronger, or better protected, 
combine than that which existed be­
tween the insurance companies of the 
province. He would not say that this 
combination was illegal, bût was forc­
ed to the conclusion that it had unduly 
lessened competition. All the strong 
Insurance companies In the province 
belonged to the combine, which meant, 
of course, that there was practically no 
competition. Without competition why 
should the companies ask for protec­
tion?

It was. Mr. • Farris understood, thq 
commission’s object to find out why in­
surance rates in the province were so 
high.

(From Monday's Dally.)
The Dominion commission on boat- 

rating will commence the Investigation 
of conditions at the northern canner­
ies this week. J. P. Babcock leaves 
to-day for River’s Inlet, where he will 
join the Dominion chief inspector of 
fisheries and, after dealing with the 
canneries at the inlet, -the two com­
missioners will proceed on the D. G. 6. 
Falcon to the Skeéna river, Lowe Inlet, 
Naas river and other points.

The commission will take up the 
question of rating the salmon fishing 
boats following upon the representa­
tions to the last Dominion commission 
of 1906-08 that the northern waters are 
being depleted of salmon on account of 
the unrestricted catches which the 
boats are making. The first move in 
the way of preserving the fishery was 
made two years ago, when the Do­
minion and Provincial governments 
agreed that no permission should he 
given for the erection of further can­
neries.

Information as to the profits 
which were being made in British Co­
lumbia had been refused by the insur­
ance companies.

Asked by the chairman for his in­
ference from this fact, Mr. Shallcross 
said it would be possible to reach a 
comparison between the capitalization 
of the companies and the amount of 
risk they assumed. In San Francisco 
companies had sustained losses in ex­
cess of their capital. He thought the 
public wasi entitled to know the capital 
and reserve of any company which 
took business here.

The chairman asked if this know­
ledge would affect the amount of the 
deposit made by each company. Wit­
ness said that the idea of a deposit 
was fallacious. The combination con­
trolled ninety per cent, of the business 
in Canada.

Mr. Bodwell Interposed a remark to 
the effect that'these companies all con­
formed to the Dominion Insurance Act.

After hearing the argument of E. V. 
Bod well, K. C.,' In favor of the pro­
posed Insurance act the Insurance com­
mission, concluded its hearings on Sat­
urday afternoon. Chairman Lennie 
thanked J. J. Shallcross and Mr. Bod- 
well for the information which they 
had given the commission on the sub­
ject of the enquiry, and announced 
that the commissioners would require 
about two months to prepare a report 
from the voluminous evidence taken.

Mr. Redwell occupied less than two 
hours with his arguments. He took up 
tée clauses of the draft act and ,sp >k?. 
in' favor of their enactment. Four 
main provisions were contained in the 
draft. First, there was that making h 
compulsory for companies to place , 
deposit of $30,000 with the government, 
This, he contended, 
guard against heavy loss in case a 
company failed or could not pay its In­
debtedness. .The finance minister 
could, in the case of a conflagration^ 
distribute the money to those In need 
of Immediate relief. The clause wajs a 
further safeguard inasmuch as It 
wofild prevent companies, which were 
not financially strong from operating 
In the province. At present there was 
absolutely no protection. .

The second -,'main feature was the 
clause relating to the inspection of 
companies by the government. When­
ever suspicious circumstances sur­
rounded a company’s operations th,e 
government would be able to investi­
gate its business. In the case of a 
good condprn the inspection would do 
no harm, while, in the case of, a -dis­
honest company the dishonesty woii’d 
be defected and the license of thé con­
cern cancelled. Statistics of fire losses' 
showed an appalling' waste. There 
were suspicious circumstances, Mr; 
Bodwell claimed, connected with 45 
per cent, of thé fires.

The other clauses he would refer to 
were those concerning government en­
quiries- hko fires and the appointment 
of a government fire marshal. He 
thought that a government Investiga­
tion of any conflagration would have 
a good moré,l effect. The idea of ap­
pointing a fire marshal as an adjuster 
was a good one. In evidence before 
the commission several witnesses had 
expressed the opinion that the system 
of fire inspection carried op in thé pro­
vince was effete and compared unfav­
orably with that In vogue across the 
line. This was not so, in his opinion. 
The board of underwriters kept up a 
rigid and thorough inspection and had 
the knowledge of every device for min­
imizing tiré in their possession. Every­
one had spoken well of the board.

Thé chairman remarked that, while 
thé good work of the board was con­
ceded, witness had said that it existed 
for the purpose of controlling and rais­
ing premium rates.

In reply Mr. Bodwell sali^ that the 
rates were based on a scientific prin­
ciple. It was not possible to have a 
uniform rate based on One experience.' 
Rates must be based on the experience' 
of fire insurance companies all over the 
continent. Underwriting returns were 
the only figures on which rates could" 
be scientifically founded; At present 
there were no large profits in under­
writing risks. Mr. Bodwell claimed 
that the attack on the existing rates 
by witnesses had failed. There was no 
evidence to show that they were unduly 
high.

It had been stated before the com-' 
mission that the act. If it went Into op­
eration, would, hurt the small fire Insur­
ance companies. He did not see the 
necessity for small companies; there 
was as little excuse for their existence 
as there was for the operation of a 
weak bank. They seldom had suffi­
cient capital to cover the- risks they 
took and should be legislated out of 
existence. The premium tax had been 
called an income tax, but in his opin­
ion, it was nothing of the kind. It waà 
a tax on the insurance business, and. 
while he did not agree with taxing In­
surance companies, he thought that if 
they were taxed, the tax should be a 
uniform one.

The chairman remarked that the bill 
appeared to provide for the taxation of 
outside companies.

Mr. Bodwell replied that this was 
not the case. The tax was not con­
fined to any kind of company. It was 
simply a tax on the business and all 
companies would have to pay if.

Paris, —The storm of protest
raised in Gerinany by the.Kaiser's re­
ported peace-talk with French Foreign 
Minister Pichon during their stay In 
London, at the time of King Edward’s 
funeral, is generally accepted by 
Gallic politicians as confirmation of 
their worst fears of Teutonic aggres­
sion in the not distant future.

M. Piehon has been a good deal cri­
ticised for allowing the substance of 
what the Kaiser said to him in private 
conversation to leak out, but the truth 
is that he did it deliberately,

According to the .evidence, McFerran, 
who- was patrolman in charge of the 
company’s high power wire leading 
through Westminster Junction, climbed 
a pole to do some repair work, ththking 
the current had been turned off.

The man 
in charge of the station said he would 
do so and James told McFerran that 
everything was all right, 
pome mistake the current had not been 
turned off ahd McFerran went up the 
pole to his death.

McFerran 
neglected to do this and the Jury held 
that he was alone to blame for not 
having carried out instructions.

Seattle, June 20.—Under a strict con­
struction of the law, approximately 300 
divorces on record in the King county 
supérior court are invalid, because of 
failure of attorneys to file the signed 
decree with the county -cletic.

County Clerk D. K. Sickles says the 
number may be much greater, but that 
there is no way of ascertaining the 
fact, because divorce suits take their 
number pn. the general civil docket and 
are not segregated, so that no count 
can be made without obtaining the 
names of litigants and then tracing 
each case, through the records.

Attention has been directed to this 
final and vital step in divorce litiga­
tion by the suit of the former wife 
of John Cort, the theatrical manager 
and producer, who, seventeen yeârs 
after the divorce was granted, asks that 
she be given one-half of Cort’s hold­
ings at the time the decree was filed 
In November, 1909. Judge Mitchell Gil­
liam at that time granted Cort a nunc 
pro tunc order permitting Cort tti file 
his decree as of date of the decision, 
but the validity of this will be attacked 
most severely by the attorneys of the 
former wife of Cort, or John Llndsley 
White, as he then was known. Mrs. 
White, or Coft, is now Mrs. Mary L. 
Longbehn having married years after 
she presumed she had been divorced 
from Cort.

The position of Mrs. Longbehn, ac­
cording to judges of the superior court, 
is exactly that of every person in the 
state who, having been divorced, re­
married without the decree having been 
filed. This startling domestic situatiofi, 
which casts a blight over many happy 
homes in King county, at present is 
engaging the earnest attention of the 
King county judiciary.

Any person who Is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The applicant 
must appear In person at the Dominion 
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the dis­
trict. Entry by proxy may be made at 
any agency, on certain: conditions, by 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.
