‘At North End Island

John Arbuthnot of This City Associated
With Other Capitalists Have Organized
to Operate on a Large Scale.

The organization of another coal com-
pany to develop mines at Sukuash creek
in the northern portion of Vancouver
Island, and also on Malcolm Island,
‘has just been completed in this city.
John Arbuthnot, who is also interested
in the South Wellingten Coal Mines,
Limited, and in the Richardson mine
2t South Wellington, is at the head of
the new venture, which is to be known
as the Pacific Coast Coal Mines, Limit-
ed. The capital is.to be $3,000,000, and
most of those interested are local men.

The company owns about 20,000 acres
of coal-bearing’ lands on Sukuash
creek and on Malcolm Island. Coa)l was
first discovered at Sukuash in. 1848,
when quite a large quantity was mined
right on the beach. Mr, Arbuthnot and
his associates purchased the property,
as well as that on Malcolm Island, from
the Green-Warlock . estate, some time
ago. The property on Malcolm Island
has been thoroughly prospected, borers
having been at work for the past year,
two drills being employed.

From these operations and from what
is‘already known of the Sukuash creek
property it ig evident that there are

large deposits of coal on the property,
the seam averaging five feet thick. The
character of the country where the pro-
perties are located and natural condi-
tions are excéedingly favorable to min-
ing operations at a minimum expense.
The work of sinking a shaft will be
started ‘within the next sixty days and
will b8 pushed forward with the least
possible delay, and other necessary
work undertaken, in order that the pro-
duct of the mines may be placed on
the market as soon as can be done.

It is Mr. Arbuthnot’s intention 1o
“transfer his interests in the South Wel-
lington Coal Mines, Limited, and in the
Richardson property at South Welling-
ton to the new . company, so that the
three will be more or less under the
same direction and control.

Conditions in Land of Misery,
Bloodshed and Moral
Decay.

Paris, April 2—A dispatch from
Port Au Prince (Hayti) states that ex-
ecutions by the government still' con-
tinue there. Among those shot yes-
terday morning, says the dispatch was
Aresno Chevry, a writer and poet. The
French legation has made preparations
to resist an attack.

Further advices received by the
French government from Hayti indi-
cate that the state of-chaos which pre-
vails at Port Au Prince is accentuated
by ihe strife existing among the ne-
gro factions. The landing of troops
from the foreign warships now in Hay-
tien waters is expeected if the lives of
the white inhabitants are endangered.

Nord is a dignified old
African, and despite his age, something
between 80 and 100, he is often too alert
to be hoodwinked by the tricky blacks.
At last the terms were agreed upon,
and a bill granting the concession was
drawn up, signed by Nord, and sent to
the Haytian congress for ratification.

Then came quite a Gilbertian scene.
The law-makers did not approve of
their president's. aection and did not
want to pass the bill, so having delay-
ed it by tedious speeches as long as
possible they resorted to the expedient
of going home. Nord, however; in-the
spirit of a dictator, sent his gunboat
after the truants, who were respect-
fully requested to return. As the mvi-
tation was borne by soldiers the legis-
lators returned and the concession. was
duly granted. The concessionaries ap-
pear to have been supported by the
officials at Washington. The Americans
are now making a railroad across the
island.

Officlai peecuiation, judicial murder;
and cerruption of every kind underlie
ihe forms and titles of civilized govern-
ment in Hayti. The religion, nominally
Christian, is largely Vaudoux or ser-
‘pent worship, in which cannibalism is
even now an important element, In-
stead of progessing the negro Republi-
cans have gone back to the lowest type
of African barbarism.

A revolution in Hayti favoring Gen-
eral Firmin ‘was only recently sup-
pressed, Nord Alexis pardoning all con-
nectéd with it, some of whom had tak-
en refuge at the American Consulate
at Port de la Paix. Orders were, how-
ever, given for the expulsion of six
Frenchmen, including the Acting Con-

VIISITOR TO VICTORIA
ENTRANCED WITH IT

The Envirens Are Far Beyond
Anything He Has Ever
Séen Before.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Inspired by the frequent reports that
had reached him prior to his arrival

since he came here, a few days ago,
of the splendor -of the scenery sur-
rounding Victoria, J. W. Lloyd, of Lon-
don, England, said at the King Edward
this morning that he came here ex-
pecting to see somthing very beautiful
and entrancing in the neighborhood of
Victoria, but that the'reality of the
outskirts of the city so"far exceeded
the ideas the reports and fame of the
Empress city of the West had formed
in his mind, that he was astonished at
what he saw at the Gorge and other
places yesterday.

He first visited Beacon Hill park,.and
was entranceéd with the splendor of the
view obtaipable from the "heach ioac
looking across the blue. sea. 1o . the
snowelad mountains in - the distance,
the grandeur of which he: readily-ad-
mitted far surpassed what he.had seen
in other countries. !

Mr. Lloyda had baged his ideas: of
scenery on what her had  previpusly
séen in other parts-of the world, and
he now sdys that he Has remodeled his
standard of scenic beauty since coms
ing to Victoria. ‘At Beacon HIill park
he found great ‘Similarity’ with - the
Downs outside Bristdl, England, The
two ‘scehes are, he declares, almost
identical, but Bristol is of course with-
out the grand scenic panorana of the
snowy mountains beyond, but the park
itself, he says, will serve to remind all
English ‘visitors of the home country
around’ Bristol,

Having seéén the Beaceon Hill park;
Mr. Lloyd says he thought he had seen
the best Victoria® had to ‘offer, and
visited the Gorge only to look, He, how-
ever, says he went, saw and came
away conquered, for the views there,
he adds, are in many ways. finer than
the Surroundings of the park. “At the
Gorge,’”” he-said, “I found it simply en-
trancing, but I cannot say which of the
two scenes I prefer  most. They both
are better and far more beautiful thanr
anything I have ever seen before, and
I shall always be glad to remember
that I have seen them, In fact one can
ever forget such sights.”

The color of the sea surrounding Vic-
toria is anothey thing which Mr. Lloyd
speaks of with pleasure = at  having
seen. Nowhere else 1in his -travels,
which have been wide, has he seen, so
near to land, such an exquisite water
coloring such as at the Beacon . Hill
park lends itself with the grandure of
the mountains in the distance, to the
completion of the-whole harmonious
scene. Mr. Lloyd will take advantage
of hig vigit here to see other of the
surroundings of the city, ‘as he has
heard that there .are many similar tc
those which he has visited to date, The
golf links, Esquimalt and Hatley Park,
where the ~ Lieutenant-Governor is
building, are among the places the
visitor will inspect before he leaves the
city.

KAISER'S LETTER,
OR HUGE JOKE

MUNICH JOURNAL PRINTS
STRANGE DOCUMENT

Purported to Be Emperor’s
Missive to Lord Tweed-
mouth.

Berlin, April 2.—The publication in &
Munich journal, which is issued twice
a month, of what claims to ‘be a copy
of a letter gent by Emperor Willlam to
Lord Tweedmouth, First Lord of the
British admiralty, which created a sen-
sation, and the Iletter
Tweedmouth in reply, created a consid-
erable commotion in Berlin yesterday.
The Foreign Office declared that the
letiers which are published were not
copies of the original, and the official
news agency pronounced the publica-
tion an April fool joke. Despite these
declarations, the impression prevailed
in well informed circles that both let-
ters were awthentic.

The paper does not explain how the
letters came into its possession. As re-
produced, the Emperor’s letter appears
quite hIarmless in character, there be-
ing not the slightest attempt in it to
influence Great Britain’s naval policy.
It was callgd out through a published
letter of Lord Esher; who is a member
of the entourage of King Edward, i
which he said: “There ig not a man in
Germany, from the Emperor dJdown-
ward, who would not welcome' the fall
of” Sir John Fisher.”

Bituminous Workers Will Not
Resume Until Wage Scale
is Adopted.

Indianapolis, April 1.—Two hundred
and fifty thousand picks dropped from
the hands of as many bituminous coal
miners of the United States last even-
ing, not to be used again until a wage
settlement has been reached and 38
scale adopted between the members of
the United Mine Workers of America
and the coal operators of the various
flelds.

The situation does not indicate a pro-
jonged strike. An open winter and in-
dustrial . depression have.left a large

| stock of coal on hand, and the dif-

ferences between miners and operators
‘are very-slight.: It is practically agreel
that the present wage scale will be con-
demned, but change of policies in con-
nection. with the change in the na-
tional officers of the miners’ organiza-
tions and local differences between the
operators and miners have resulted in
a temporary suspension of work until
a new wage scale is agreed to, either
by districts or individually.

Until two years ago the bituminous
coal mine wage of the country was
based upon the agreement reached in
the central competitive field, consisting
of Illinois, Obio, Indiana- and western
Pennsylvdnia. Operators signed th:a
scale individually throughout the coun-
try. Since that time the miners have
tried to get-back the uni-state or inter-
state agreement, but the operators of
western Pennsylvania, Ohio and Illinois
after negotiations lasting all the past
winter, have refused to meet ip inteY-
state convention with the miners.

As a last resort, President Mitchell
called the miners in national conven-
tion, and district settlements were au-
thorized, with the present wage socale
as a minimum. When failing to agrep
by districts, the miners were author-
ized to sign the present -wage scale
with operators individually. i

IRISH LEADER’S VIEW OF
HOME RULE MAJORITY

Nationalists Will Keep Question
in Forefront of Political
Issues.

London, April 1.—Jobn E. Redmond,
the Nationalist leader, whose resolution
on Home Rule for Ireland, with some
amendments, was adopted in the House
of Commons yesterday by a vote of 313
to 157, said to the Associated Press
tast night: -

“For the first time the House of
Commons, by an overwhelming major-
ity, declared itself in favor of Home
Rule. Mr. Gladstone’s bill in 1866 was
rejected by a majority of 30. His bill
in 1897 was carried by a majority never
beyond 40, and on certain amendments
it destended to five or six, The resolu-
tion in favor of Home Rule last even-

ing was carried by a majoprity of 156. |
“This result is the more remarkable |

when the terms of the resolution are
considered. It was not a resolution in
favor of a half-way house or revolu-
tion. It puts the Home Rule claim in
its frankest and fullest form, for it
demands a parliament in Dublin and
an executive, respohsible to the people.
Both the spokesmen of the ministry
not only pledged themselves, but the
whole Liberal party to Home Rule.
Secretary Birrell said that the Lib-
eral party was the Home Rule party.
Mr. Ausquith declared his unalterable
conviction that Home Rule was the
only settlement of the Irish question,
Every single member of the adminis-
tration, including not only Mr. Asquith,
Secretary Birrell and Johr: Morley, but
Sir Edward Grey and Secretary Hal-
dane, voted for the resolution.

HIGHER EDUCATION
IN IRELAND

NEW UNIVERSITIES WILL
BE UNDENOMINATIONAL

Mr. Birrell’s Bill Warmly Ap-
proved in British House
of Commons.

London, April 1.—Chief Secretary for
Ireland Birrell introduced his Irish
university bill in the House of Com-
mons yesterday. There was a full at-
tendance of members, and a large
number of visitors 'crowded the gal-
leries. X

The central idea ‘of Mr. Birrell's
project is to found by royal charter
two new universities in Ireland, with
headquarters in Dublin ~ and Belfast.
The secretary explained that the ‘Dub-
lin university would be' éomposdd off
three: constituent branches, ' %wé&' ' of
which, Cork and Galway, exist already,
and the third a new college, to ' be
founded at Dublin. The existing
Queen’s college at Belfast is to con-
stitute the proposed new northern uni-
versity, which probably will be called
the university of Belfast.

Opinion at present is divided as to
whether to chll the Dublin -seat of
learning St. Patrick’'s university or the
.University of Ireland. Inéidentally,
Chief  Secretary  Birrell defended
James Bryce, who has been subject
to criticism in connection with his
outline of the university scheme, given
out just before he became British am-
bassador to the United States. Mr.
 Birrell referred to Mr, Bryce, who pre-
ceded him in the office of chief secre-
tary for Ireland, as being “busily and
nobly engaged in removing all the
possible causes of dispute between
Great Britain and the United States.”

A. J. Balfour warmly approved the
broad lines of Mr, Birrell’'s scheme,
and John Dillon, on behalf of the Irish
party, also expressed approval and as-
sured the government that it would
have Catholic support in carrying the
project through.

The new universities are to-be gov-
erned by senates to be elected by the
colleges., The professors are to be ap-
pointed, and may be dismissed by the
senates, but they will have the right
to appeal against dismissal. The
crown is to have the right of making
certain neminations to the senates.
No religious test is to be applied to
professors, students or gradiates, and
no public money is to be spent in the-
ological or religious teaching. The
present annual exchequer grant of
$182,500, which is divided among tHe
four existing,colleges, is to be in-
creased to $400,000 and divided be-
iween the two universities,

RIOT AFTERMATH
OF FINANCIAL PANIC

Reopening . of Indiana Steel
-Works Led to Attack on
Empioyees.

Chicago, March 31.—Several persons
were seriously irjured in a riot which
broke out 4t the Island steel mills in
Indiana harbor, Ind., among 600
Hungarians and Roumanians, For sev-
eral hours the police were unable to
disperse the mob. Reserves were call-
ed from East Chicago and five arrests
were made.

The hundred Hungarians and Rou-
manians discharged from the mills
during "the financial panic, and who
had failed to secure work when the
plant was reopened, attacked the Rou-
manian employees as they left the
company’s grounds. Bricks and stones
were used as weapons. When the police
charged the crowd the Hungarians

TELEPHONE SITUATION
IN NORTH AMERICA

Policy of Aggress[veness Pro-
mulgated From Chicago
Headquarters.

Chicago, March 31.—The  permanent
headquarters of the International Inde-
pendent Telephone Association were
opened to-day in Chicago with the pur-
pose of inaugurating a policy of - ag-
gressiveness that the organization ex-
pects will put a new complexion on the
telephone situation in America.

For the first time in the history of
the Independent Telephone movement
and the organization of the associa-
tion, there is a salaried president, A. C.
Lindemuth, of Richmond, and a sal-
aried secretary, J. B. Ware, of Detroit,
Mich., both of whom with a corps of
assistants will devote their entire time
to organizing and field work, stimulat-
ing and promoting the co-operation of
the a&sociation.

Mr. Lindemuth said to-day: ‘“There
are at present no less than 10,000 inde-
pendent telephone companies operating
approximately 20,000 independent tele-
phone exchanges in the United States
and Canada which represent an invest-
ment.of $350,000,000. The cry of dupli-
cation and economic waste was a fa-
miliar one but recent utterances of the
candidates for high offices in the land,
in commercial and industrial liberty
and competition as against monopoly
provide all the defence the independent
telephone industry may need.”

Physicians*Fear That Mrs, B. Hawkins
May Dic in Her Cataleptic State.

Hawkins, who has puzzled the medical
and physiological professors by her
long, unbroken sleep at the county hos-
pital, will to-day begin the fifty-ninth
day of her mysterious slumber.

IRISH RESOLUTION ON
SELF LEGISLATION

Mr. Asquith’s Attitude
censed Nationalist Wing
of British House.

In=

London, March 31.--Urgent whins
from officials of all the parties
brought a great gathering to the
House of Commons yesterday for the
debate on Home Rule for Ireland. In
movying the resolution which denounc-
ed the present system of government
in Ireland and wound up with the de-
claration that “in the opinion of the
House a soluttion of this problem,
can only be attained by giving the
Irish people legislative ang executive
control of purely Irish affairs,” John
Redmond, the Nationalist leader, put
the Home Rule issue in uncompromis~
ing fashion,

Mr. Redmond declared that an over=
whelming majority of the present
House of Commons had always vouch-
safed their belief that Home Rule
was the only solution of the Irish
problem, and that every member of
the government at one time or'another
had given pledges to this effect. He
now proposed to put them on record
and free the hands of the Liberal party
and the government at the next elec-
tions so as to make sure that there
would be no repetition of the gratuitous
pledges made by so many members ag
the last elections not to introduce
Home Rule during the life of the pres«
ent, pariiament.

The only argument remaining against
Home Rule, Mr. Redmond continued, .
was an argument of fear. “It is said,”
he declared, ‘‘that Ireland is disloyal,
So was Canada in 1837, and so was
General Botha until the Transvaal
was given self-govermment.” Mr,
Redmond, in conclusion, asked the
House to give Ireland what had been
given the French of Quebec and the
Dutch of the Transvaal, and thus close
the blackest chapter in tle historywof
the Empire,

Chief Secretary for Ireland Birrel?
came cut squarely in support of Home
Rule, and declared there was not a
man in the House but what knew that
seoner or later there will be a very
substantial modification in the rela<
tions between Great Britain and Ire<
land. The imperial parliament, he
said, had not time to attend to the
needs of Ireland. If the Nationalists
should bring their proposals clearly
before the people at the next generaj
election, Mr.” Birréll said he beliaved
the English electorate would rally ta
their help in solving the problem,

.Atter a lengthy debate on the ques«<
tion, the House adopted by a vote of
313 to 157 the resolution moved by
Mr. Redmond, after .it had been
amended by adding the words “all sub«
ject to the supreme authority of the
Imperial parliament.” It was knowni
beforehand that the debate could have
but an academic interest, because if
occurred at the moment when Mr,
Asquith was actually assuming tha
premiership.

Mr. Balfour in his speech accused
his opponents of speaking with two
meanings, a radical 'meaning ang E Y
nationalist meaning. He asked howt
it was possible to carry out the great
Irish reformg with British money ex-
by a British parliament, and
ironically challenged Mr, Asquith to
clear up this ambiguity.

Amid ironical Unionist laughter Mry
Asquith arose and said that never inf
his life had he felt less embarrassed.
For over twenty years he, himself, and
his colleagues had steadily and con=
sistently advocated self-government
for Ireland’s purely local affairs. Ha
held that ‘'opinion now as strongly as
ever, He could not, however, support
Mr. Redmond’s motion in its present
form, because he found in it no ex=
plicit recognition of the imperial su-<
premacy, and, further, because no par=
liament would be justified in embark«
ing on such a task unless the matter
had first been submitted to the elec<
torate. It would be a gross and inex«
cusable violation of their promises to
do so in the time of the present parlia«
ment. As far as the present parliament
was concerned, he said, they had ex«
pressed their power in regard to the
problem of Irish government in the
Irish councils” bill last year.

Timothy Healy closed the debate byt
declaring that Mr. Asquith, was mis«
taken if he supposed he would com-
mend himself to the Irish nation by hig
speech. J

Mr, Asquith’s speech seems likely ta
produce strained relations between the
government and the Natlonallsts: Bit«
ter disappointment was expressed imy
the lobbies by the Irish members,

Mr. Healy's speech was a scathing
attack on the chancellor. He reminded
the House that on the question of am-=
nesty for the dynamiters some years
ago, Mr. Asquith ‘“‘closed the gates of
mercy with a clang,” but the gates
were opened by the Tory party within
two years. Then, referring to the ore
deal of the “Pigott forgeries,” . Mr.
Healy said the only thing he regretted
was that Mr. Asquith was engaged in
that case to defend the Parnellites, .
Continuing, he said it was on the Irish
question that Mr. Asquith first came
into notice. “He is an imposter,” said
the speaker, “to-morrow he may be a
god, but we shall not worship at his
shrine.”

Mr. Healy’s argument was that  {he
Liberals would force free trade versus
protection as a plank at the next gen-
eral election, therefore Mr. Asquith’s
attitude meant the indefinite deferment
of Home Rule.

LAW AND ORDER.,

A Port Townsend newspaper, com-
menting upon Magistrate Jay’s method
of lealing with undesirables, says the
criminal element which occasionally
undertakes to operate upon this side
of the boundary line promptly “gets
what is coming td it.””

THE ISOLATION HOSPITAL.

Ald. Gleason explains that it is not
the intention to compel all persons af-
flicted with contagious diseases to pay
for the treatment they receive at the
isolation hospital. Only those in a po-
sition to pay will be taxed. We sub-
mit that that is the ‘objectional fea-
ture of the proposition. It involves dis-
tinctions between persons and classes
which are abhorrent to the minds of a
vast majority of persons in a demo-
cratic community. It may be said that
this principle is recognized in all hos-
pitals maintained for the treatment of
the sick. But there is the distinction
as between isolation and general hos-
pitals that in the one case the institu-
tion is maintained for the protection
of the general public and detention is
enforced, while in the other case there
is absolute freedom of choice. A pa-
tient need not go to a general hospital
unless he or she wills to do so. Then
there will also aMse the question of
who is in a position to pay for treat-
mwent at the igolation hospital. Wil

TRADES AND LABOR
COUNCIL IN SESSION

Many Important Matters Were
Dealt With—Want New
Dry Dock.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The executive of the Trades and
Labor Council brought several matters
of importance before the regular semi-
monthly meeting of the council held
last evening. Among them was the
following letter which it was ordered
the secretary should forward to Sir
Wilfrid Lauriefy. Hon. William Tem-
pleman and Ralph Smith, M. P.

“Sir—I have the honor, on behalf of
the Trades and Labor Council of this
city, as well as the several trades that
are employed in the ship-building in-
dustry in Vietoria and Esquimalt, to
refer to the.subject of graving-dock
facilities required to meet the needs
of the greatly increased and growing
shipping of this and other ports of
British Columbia.

“According to press dispatches and
other information, the matter has been
brought up and made a subject of dis-
cussion in parliament, the urgent need
of increased dry-dock accommodation
at this port having "been clearly
shown. Acting on such facts as have
come to light through discussion and
otherwise, it appears that certain par-
ties are seeking a government grant 6r
subsidy in aid of a proposed dry-dock
to be constructed
the present dry-docks at Esquimalt.

“Respecting the locality most suit-
able for a dry-dock, I submit that
everything seems to point in favor of
Esquimalt as the proper place. Thse
position of Esquimalt, being, as is well
known, only a few miles out of the
course of all shipping bound for Amer-

ican ports on Puget Sound, as well as |

all British Columbian ports, the oppor-
tunities for repair work, etc.,, on for-

eign and ocean going vessels are, from |

a competitive standpoint, all in favor
of that place.

“The Royal Roads, directly in front
of Esquimalt harbor, with. their ex-
tensive and splendid anchorage, have,
since the beginning of navigation on
the North Pacific ocean; been®a haven
of refuge and safety to ships of all
flags and nations, being free and ac-
cessible under all_conditions, It is a
common sight, of almost daily oc-
currence, to see large vessels, 'both
steam and sailing anchored in front of
Victoria and Esquimalt waiting their
turn’ for repairs, cléaning and paint-
ing, etc., and also for charters br car-
goes. The location of a dry-dock any-
where else in British Columbia woull
cause certain and absolute loss to the

shipbuilding industry in the province, |

“Respecting the said subsidy, that,
according “to information, is or will
be sought in aid of the construction
of a proposed-dry‘dock, I beg to point
out that, as a résult of the enlightened
publie opinion, 'the’ present day ten-
dency is to discourage bonuses, sub:
sidies and speecial grants, particularly
in the case of institutions that are -or
can be considered public utilities and
the private control of which consti-
tutes a monopoly. For thé same rea-
sons governments are extending .their
functions and enlarging their . enter-
prises on behalf of the people; - and,
so far as can be seen, such actions
meet with general endorsation.

“As to the subject in hand, I re-
spectfully. submit that, instead of sub-

sidizing private parties or a company |

—which would, by the monopoly so
created, have it in“"their power to ad-
versely affect shipping and the indus-
try of ship repairing ‘o the detriment
of the interest of the people in gen-
eral—it would be advisable for the
government to build a new drydock in
the vicinity of the preset one at Es-

quimalt; that said drydock should be !

large enough to accommodate vessels
of greater tonnage that visit this gnd
neighboring ports. The dock also to
be equipped with :all modern and nee-
essary machinery for doing ordinary
repair work. The dock’ and plant to
be controlled and eperated by the gov-
ernment.,’

“I am creditably informed that the
present drydock is, in later years,
earning at least sufficient to pay in-
terest on the cost of its construction.
Considering the assured industrial de-
velopment of the country in general
and the resultant commercial expan-
sion between British Columbia ports
and the Orient and*! Australasia, there
seems to be little room for doubt that
this enterprise, besides safeguarding
the public interest by guaranteeing
the highest degree of efficiency, would
at an early date, if not from the start,
become one of the very valuable as-
sets of-the Dominion.

“In view of the above, it is my
privilege, on behalf of the working
people of this city: and district,  as
represented in and by the organiza-
tions first mentioned, to respectfully
recommend that the government pro-
vide for the construction of a drydoeck
in a suitable place at Esquimalt, same
to be ‘owned and operated by the
government.”

The committee presented a report on
the high price of living in Victoria, in
which the suggestion 'was contained
that the proper authorities be asked to
investigate.

The Mayor, the report also said, had
promised favorable_consideration to a
request made to him that there should
be provisicn in the contract for the ex-
hibition buildings for the payment of
the union rate of wages should tenders
be called for.

The Trades and Labor Association of

Moose Jaw wrote asking for a copy of |

the Provincial Factories act.

Ald. Fullerton wrote in reference to
the defeat of the union wage motion by
the city council.’ The matter wag left
over.

The proposal to raise the per capita
tax to the council was defeated on a
referendum vote,

The council went on record unanim-
ously as being opposed to any dual la-
bor organization while an international
organization exists.

A TECHNICAL CASE
BEFORE THE COURT

Mason vs. Meston is Being
Heard Before Mr. Justice
Irving.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The case of Mason vs., Meston was
this morning commenced in the Su-
preme court before Mr, Justice Irving.
! This is a suit brought by “Thos. G.
Mason, a resident of Carr street,
against Thomas Meston for sitting on
the council board when it is claimed
he was not eligible. The case is simply
a technical one. No one seems to doubt
the fact that Mr, Meston+had the pro-
perty value, but whether or not there
is a point of law which makes his sit=-
ting illegal will be determined by the
court.

Most of the evidence was in the
form of documents wHich were admit-
ted to be correct. Frank Higgins, for
the plaintiff, outlined the case, show-
ing that the action was brought by
Mason on behalf of himself and His
Majesty the King. The claim was for
| $50 penalty for each time the defend-
| ant sat in the council or committee of

Mason, who declared that he was a
ratepayer, resident on ‘Carr street,
James Bay.

W. Northcott swore to the correct-
ness of copies of the assessment roll
for 1906 and 1907.

S. Y. Wootton gave evidence:of the
{ defendant being the owner of the pro-
perty in_question and of the charges
against it

Charles Kent showed how the pay-
ments had been made. He said he had
received jinstructions net to push Mr.
Meston, but he did not remember
when the instructions were given him.
In a conversation with Mr. Meston the
latter had stated that several of the
property holders had promised_to-help
him out with the judgment but had
failed to do so.

Wellington J. Dowler, clerk of the
city council, gave evidence that noth-
ing was entered in the minutes relat-
ing to the accepting of half the amount
or the judgment.

J. P. Mann said he wrote a letter
to the streets committee making the
proposition to accept.half the amount
of the judgment. He was instructed
by Mr. Kent to write the letter.

He further showed that Mr. Meston
got only the same consideration that
all - the other owners of property ob-
tained,

R, P. Elliott, K. C., on behalf of the
defendant, quoted authorities to show
that as the judgment against Mr. Mes-
ton’s property’ was never registered, it
was therefore without effect under the
act. He also cited authorities to show
that there was really no contract be-
tween the defendant and the city under
the meaning of the act.

VANCOUVER FIRE RATES
MAY GO DOWN

Introduction of Seymour, Creek
Water Reduces Risk Con-
siderably.

P

Vancouver, April 1.—Reduced fire
insurance rates are @ possibility, if not
a probability, when the Seymour Creek
wateér supply mains are connected with
the present Capilano‘ gervice through-
out Vancouver. As yet this question
has not been considered by the fire
underwriters, but in all probability it
willl be when the report of Robert
Hovi:e. inspector of the Canadian Fire
Underwriters’ Association, on the
Vancouver water system has been di-
gested by the members.

According to Mr. Howe's report, the
capacity of the Capilano supply is in-
sufficient to meet standard require-
ments for a city the size of Vancou-
ver in the event of a conflagration. The
standard ‘requirement is a supply of
water at the rate of 13,600,000 gallons
pér twenty-four hours during the con-
tinuance of a destructive fire, It is
also required ‘“that if the reservoir be
drawn from during a ten hours’ con-
flagration, the source of supply, and
the mains therefrom, shall be capable
of refilling the reservoir in not exceed-
ing fourteen hours immediately there-
after.” Mr, Howe remarks that for
this service the Capilano supply alonc
would be inadequate, but when. the
Seymour creek system is completed
and operating in connection with Cap-
ilano the united supply should be abun-
dant. =

It is expected that by the end of the
present year the Seymour creek supply
system, capable of giving ten million
gallons per twenty-four hours, will be
connected with the city mains and be
capable of supplying the entire re-
quirements of Vancouver, even were

| the Capilano supply cut off by aecci-

dental damage to the mains crossing
the first narrows.

A member of the board of wunder-
writers stated yesterday that while the
conflagration h%glx]'d of Vancouyer was
greater than it ould be because of
the great number of frame buildings
flanking the business section of the
city, and because the fire limits were
not arranged so as to afford the great-
est possible protection, the introduc-
tion of Seymour creek water will cut
down the risk considerably,

By the time the Seymour creek in-
stallation and connection is finished,
other pending improvements to the fire
protection system of Vancouver will
have been completed and it is possible
that the fire'underwriters will then con-
sider the question of a reduction of
rates in certain localities,

PLANNING LARGER
PRODUCTION AT GRANBY

Increased Smelter Fgcilities
Will Mean Daily Output
of 5,000 Tons.

Vancouver, April 1.—“Mining - opera-
tions at the Granby mines at Phoenix
are now being conducted. on a larger
scale than ever, The daily gutput aver-
ages 3,900 tone,
making arrangemernts to increasé the
production to 5,000 tons daily 4s soon
as the furnaces at the company's smel-
ter at Grand Forks are enlarged., These
improvements, will be completed some
time next winter,” said 0. B. Smith,
who is a guest at the Hote] Vancouver.
Mr.- Smith fills the position of superin-
tendent of these famous copper-gold
mines, which have already paid nearly
three million dollars in dividends.

“Steady empioyment is given 5560 min-
ers. . The ore reserves are larger than
at any period in the history of th-
property and values'at depth are being
well maintained. Thus far a total of
over three and one-half millions tons
have been mined and smelted without
really making any appreciable effect on
the ore in sight. Experts—men of

world-wide_ eminsnce—have estimated’

these reserVes at figures varying from
forty million to one hundred million
tons... The values, of course, are low,
but the self-fluxing character of the
ore and various economies effected in
mining and smelting enable the com
rany to treat them at a profit. .

“Two-thirds of the output is hauled
out through tunnels, the remainder be-
ing hoisted from the bottom of the
shafts. The group comprizes over 700
acres, It has five working tunnels, the
longest having a length of 3,000 feet.
The mines have many miles of under-
ground workings. The relations ' be-
tween the miners and the management
are of the most cordial character.’

Mr. Smith, who is a graduate of the
Boston Institute of Technology, added
that the Granby bhas been pushing de-
velopment work on the Independence
group, a promising looking" proposition
on Bear creek, in the Similkameen dis-
trict. This proposition is under bond

Prominent officials of the Granby are
also the chief shareholders in a dom-
pany which owns the Grant-California
group in Rossland, situated in proxim-
ity to the Le Roi mine. Development
work in this group is also being carried
out on an extensive scalp. Miners are
engaged sinking on the S‘allfornla, and
later a cross-cut will be driven into the
rich ore known to exist in Gilant
ground.

WHAT ROUTE WILL
G. T. PACIFIC TAKE?

Rumored Change of Plans—
Hazelton May Be Cut Off
Main Line.

Vancover, April 1.—There are good
reasons for believing that the manage=
ment of the Grand Trunk Pacific wilf
abandon its proposed route via Hasels
ton, at the head of navigation on the
Skeena river, in order to make a cut-
off affecting a saving of eighty or nine~
ty miles.

The main line from Prince Rupert
after striking the Skeena at Kitsalas
canyon will, if mooted plans are adopt-
od, run up the Copper river, cross the
watershed and descend the valley of
the Telkwa. All the engineering force
lately employed along the Skeena were
recently despatched to make a location
survey via the last mentioned route.

Still another route is available. It
would run via the Copper river and the
Morrice lake district, a region which
is sald to possess the lowest gradients,
and which is now being visited by Di-
vision Engineér Taylor and & small
party. Their object is to make a recon-
naissance survey.

Contrasted with the big cities, life
here seems to them to be a rose bed
of happiness, and rightly so, he says,
for the reports that go home from
those who are here to their relatives
and friends only tell of Canada and
British Columbia as it is. Letters ap-
pearing in the London and English
country press of recent date have
said that Canada is everstocked with
immigrants, he says, and have ad-
viséd intending immigrafts not to
come here at least wuntil after the
winter. These letters caused wide-
spread interest and were mostly sent
from Montreal and the east. On the
S8. Victoria of the Allen line, which
arrived at St. John on the 21st of last
month, however, the Rev. W. G. H.
Ellison of the Church of England Im-
migration Society brought a large
number of immigrants and settlers,
who were anxious to try their- for-
tunes in the new country.

In speaking of the work being done
by Mr. Ellison on behalf of the so-
ciety, the visitor says that the divine,
who conducts St. Andrew’s immigra-
tion home at Montreal, is a great and
earnest ‘worker for the cause and
Canada. On a recent #rip to the Old
Country the reverend gentleman tour-
ed the country diswricts with magic
lanterns. and slides, giving le€tures to
those. who are interested and desire
to make new homes here. Also on
board the ship during the voyage over
Mr. Ellison delivered several lectures
and showed slides of the western por-
tion of Canada. Several of the pas-
sengers in addition to the large band
he brought over were interested-and
expresséd ‘an intention "of making a
journey farther west than Montreak
upon arrivdl. The visitor also speaks
in high terms of the work being done
by the Canadian publicity office at
home, dn advertising Canada’s possi-
bilities. 'He tells of the splendid and
continuous display of exhibits thatare
kept up in the bureau, and recited an
instance which came under his per-
sonal observation outside the publicity
offices which is said to be one of
many similar.

Some Londoners who had never be-
fore seen Canadian fruit passed the
bureau and saw some of the apples
displayed there. One declared to the
other that apples never grew as large
as that and that they were wax im-
itations. However, they decided to
go inside and make enquiries, as the
imitations loked so like the real thing.
One went in and brought out the ver-
dict. They were real apples and had
been grown’ in Canada. ~When told
that apples like those shown in the
windows of "the bureau Were ordinary
Canadian apples, thq were greatly
surprised. Such instances are said to
be of almost daily occurrence at the
Canadian ‘headquarters in London.

Throughout the whole of England
there is a desire for immigration, says
the visitor. The interest is fast be-
coming more intense as the advan-
tages to - be gained are made known.

Speaking of English politics, he
said that the people as a whole are
rapidly awakening to the necéessity for
tariff reform, which 1s now a platform
of every election in the country.

NICKEL PLATE MINE -
INVOLVED IN-LAWSUIT

Daly Reduction Company Sues
M. K. Rogers for Claims
Held in Trust.

Vancouver, March 31.—Writs have
been issued in Vancouver by the Daly
Reduction Company and the Yale Min-
ing Company ‘against M. K. Rogers,
thus instituting litigation which prom-
ices to be of considerable interest. The
Daly Reduction Company owns the fa-
mous Nickel Plate mine of Yale, which
has already paid about a million in div-
‘depds and for which an offer of four
million dollars cash has been refused.
The Yale Mining Company is a de-
velopment company operating in the
same section.

The control of both companies was
originally vested in the late Marcus
Daly, the well-known mining mil-
lionaire of Montana, the-stocks hav-
ing descended to the Daly estate.
The defendant Rogers was for years
one of Daly’s most trusted lieuten-
Ants, who was kept in the field on the
agkout for promising mining invest-
ments, and in this way travelled over
a great portion of both North and
South America. It was Mr. Rogers
who originally bonded . the Nickel
Plate on behalf of Daly. He was the
first manager of the mine and is the
man who put it on a paying basis,

Mr. Rogers; it appears, worked on
an arrangement - ‘with Mr. Daly
whereby he received a quarter interest
in any properties he found after his
principal’'s outlay had been recouped.
In the case of the Nickel "Plate the
presence of a third party modified this
arrangement, with the result that Mr.
Rogers claims a titteen per cent. inter=
est in the stock of the company owning
the Nickel Plate, and he has mever
been able to get it. :

This complication, it is understood,
is what led to the present litigation. It
appears that he acquired a number of
mineral e¢laims and other properties-<dn
the same section on Mr. Daly’s behalf,
and for purposes of convenience of
handling, kept the title in his own name.
These properties Mr. Rogerg declines to
hand over till he receives the stock
which he claims is due him, and the
suits which have just been started have
Leen brought by the companies to force
Mr. Rogers to hand over the properties
stated to be held by him in trust. He
will, it is understnod ask for the stock
interest to which he claims he is en-
titled, by way of counterclaim, and as
property worth @ very large amount 0{4
money is involved, prolonged litigation
is likely to result.

Mr. Rogers is exceedingly well known
in mining circles both in British Colum-
kia and in the States, and has a great
deal of capital'at his back,

QUESTION OF SPEED
BEFORE THE COURT

Magistrate Jay Has Question
to Answer, but Fails to Sat-

isfy Driver.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

How fast can George Brown'’s horse
travel? That was the question Magis-
trate Jay was called upon to decide in
the police court this morning. Two
policemen swore that the anima] in
question was driven by Mr. Brown at
the rate of from eight to twelve "miles
an hour on Friday evening last, while,
acecording to Mr. Brown, the animal
cannot under any circumstances travel
over six miles an hour, and on this
particular occasion was not going fast-
er than two miles an hour. J. A. Aik-
man, who appeared for Brown, wanted
the magistrate to take a ride behind
the horse, so that he might be able to
judge of its capabilities in the matter
of speed. This the magistrate refused
to do.

As the driver of the animal was not
satisfiled with Mr. Jay’s decision a judge
of the supreme court will be asked to
settle the vexed question.

Constable Fry, the first witness,
swore that on the evening of Friday
last he had seen Brown drive a horse
attached to the delivery rig of the
Model Laundry at a gallop from the C.
P. R. wharf ion Belleville street over
the Causeway and past the post office.
The animal was going at the rate of
ten to twelve miles an hour at least.

J. A. Aikman, who appeared for Mr.
Brown, put Constable Fry through a
rigorous cross-examination in order to
shake his evidence regarding the rate
of speed at which the horse was travel-
ing.

“Don’t’ you know,” he asked, ‘“that
that horse cannot gallop as fast as a
man can run?”’

“I wouldn’'t -like to run as fast as
that horse can gallop,” replied Con-
stable Fry.

“Policemen are slow on their feet when
running, anyhow,” retorted Mr. Aik-
man. 4

Constable John Hutchinson corrobor=
ated the evidence of Constable Fry
about Brown having driven the rig at
an immoderate rate of speed and that
he had narrowly escaped running down
a woman. The horse was galloping at
the rate of about eight or ten miles an
hour.

Mr. Aikman at this stage askéd for
a‘dismissdl, as, he sald, the case was
similar in charagtet to the automobile
and bicycle cades, the connections in
which were quashed last year by the
supreme court. The horse in question
could not go faster than six miles an
hour, the rate of speed allowed by the
by-law. ‘The animal was outside the
courtroom and he asked the magistrate
to take personal cognizance of it by
taking a ride behind the animal,

v Magistrate Jay: “Some old horses
will surprise even themselves at times.”

WATER QUESTION IS
BEING INVESTIGATED

Government  Has Engineer
Going Fully Into Victoria’s
Problem.

The provincial government is appar-
ently taking upon itsélf thas responsi-
bility for the.settlement of Victoria's
water question, in connection with the
recent hearing of the dispute between
the city, the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company and the B, C. Electric Com-
pany.

On March 16th the legal representa-
tives of each of the three parties were
heard regarding the various questions
in dispute by the members of the execu-
tive council, and a decision. was prom-
ised for Monday last.

Since then, however, the government
has decided to investigate the whole
question for itself, and with that end
in view has brought Mr. Ashcroft, the
engineer in charge of the irrigation
work on Lord Aberdeen’'s ranch at
Coldstream, Okanagan, to Victoria for
the purpose.

Mr. Asheroft will thoroughly inspect
the Esquimalt waterworks plant at
Goldstream, and will also examine into
the city’s proposal to bring water into
the city from Sooke lake. including the
portion of the plan which includes
tunneling under the Esquimalt com-
pany’'s plant, If Mr. Ashcroft makes a
thorough investigation the work will
not likely be completed for some time.
The Government’s decision will not be
given until it has considered Mr. Ash-
croft’s report in conjunction with the
arguments presented on March 16th.

FIRST NOME SCHEDULE.
Schubert and Hamilton to Operate- Three
Steamships From the Sound.

During the coming “Nome season Schu-
bach & Hamilton will operate three
freighters and a passenger steamer to
Behring Sea ports, including Nome, Golo-
van, St. Michael, Keewalik, Teller, Deer-
ing and points on the Yukon and Tanana
reached by the connecting fleet of the
North American Transportation & Trad-
ing Company.

The final bal-
lof ‘gave the position to Miss Stewart,
the vote standing six to five in her
favor, .

In connsction with this appointment
Ald.. Fullérton announced that he had
not been canvassed by a single appll-
cant.”

The following resolution moved by
Ald. Henderson} seconded: by Ald. Glea~
son was adopted without discussion:

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COUNCIL TALK
OVER BY-LAWS

FOUR IMPORTANT
MEASURES ARE UP

Members of Council Are Divid-
ed in Opinion on Two
of Them.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

In addition to the four money by-laws
dealt with at last night’s council meet-
ing, four other by-laws came before
the meeting last night, and three of
them Wwere advanced a step or two,
while the fourth was ruled out as it
was not before the members of the
council in typewritten form. This was
Ald. Gleason’s measure providing for
the inspection of foods. That alder-
man’'s other by-law, providing for the
collection of pay from patients sent to
the fsolation hospital, was introduced.
Ald, Meston’s by-law for the adoption
of the perpetuity plan in connection
with Ross Bay cemetery was Eiven its
second reading, although strongly op-
posed by Ald.- Cafaneron and Hall. Ald.
Mable introduced a by-law, notice of
which he had given some time ago,
providing for the appointment of a
public prosecutor., Theé debate on this

measure was adjourned after several
aldermen had spoken.

Ross Bay Cemetery,

Ald. Meston’s by-law for the adoption
of the perpetuity plan in connection
with Ross Bay cemetery was intro-
duced and read a first time. Ald. Mes-
ton, in moving the second reading of
this measure, said that it was neces-
sary that something should be done.
All knew the condition the cemetery
was in, The adoption of the plan might
cost the city/a little at the start, but
when the cemetery was full there
would- be enough money to take care
of the place for all time to come,

Ald. Cameron took a strong stand
against the by-law, which he said was
& mistake. He regretted that when all
was going harmoniously in the council
he should find it necessary to oppose a
measure that a brother alderman had
as much at heart as Ald. Meston ap-
peared to have this one. He felt the
time was not ripe for the adoption of
this change in regard to Ross Bay
cemetéry.. The plan outlined by Ald.
Meston looked nice.on paper, but he
feared it would not work out. The city
would bind itself to,take care of all
the plots, whether the owners came in
under the plan or netf, gg well as of
the cemetety generaliyd Phe profit: from
late sales .looked. darge, but it would
not be enough -to  ¢over the cost. The
general public did not understand the
proposition. The public meeting held
not long ago was net representative
enough to warrant the council in going
ahead with the proposal.: At the meet-
ing there were present some six or seven
aldermen, two reporters;, four or five
gardeners, six or seven women inter-
ested, and some fifteen plot owners.
Anyhow this was not the time of the
yedar to undertake a plan. The proper
time was in the fall

Ald. Hall supported Ald. Camerons
stand, the strength of which was the
lack of guarantee that the _schernhe
would not involve the city in a heavy
expenditure. The -counecil should have
the names of a certainh number of the
present owners agreeing to come in
under the scheme. The plan was all
right so lohg as thé council could be
assured it would not impose too large
a burden on the city.

Ald. Fullerton strongly supported the
by-law. The scheme would become
very popular as soon as it was gener-
ally understood. He would like to see
it tried, and he felt it-would be a suc-
cess,

The by-law was then given its sec-
ond reading, those voting in favor be~
ing Ald. Fullerton, Meston, Henderson,
Gleason, Pauline, Norman, and those
against Ald, Cameron; McKeown, Hall
and Mable.

Inspection of Foodstuffs.

Ald. Gleason asked leave to intro-
duce a by-law providing for the in-
gpedtion of food offered for sale in the
city. Owing to the rush of business he
had not been able to get it typewrit-
ten, but he had a draft copy in his
pocket, and he thought the formality of
introduction might be gope on with.

Mayor Hall said it was necessary
that the by-law be before the alder-
men, and the measure stood over.

Isolation Hospital,

Ald. Gleason then presented his by-
law providlng for the levying of pay-
ment from' patients admitted to the
isolation hospital. In doing so he said
he would like to say a few words in
explanation to remove a false impres-
sion that had got abroad concerning
this by-law, owing to lack of knowl-
edge of its exact provisions. He want-
ed it distinctly understood that it was
intended to collect only from those
able to pay. In the east some people
had offered to pay for their treatment,
but the city could neot accept the
meney. It was to get over this diffi-
culty that the by-law was being in-
troduced, He wished to say that the
law did not require that all patients
suffering from Infectious  diseases
should be taken to the isolation hos-
pital. They could be treated at home,
but in many cases this could not be
.done as satisfactorily as at the hos-
pital, Even at the rates which it was
suggested should be charged it would
be cheaper to send patients to the hos-
pital than to treat thém at home, and
it was only fair that the city should be
in a position to collect for treatment
given, He wanted to make it plain that
this was not his particular by-law. He
had merely introduced it as chairman
of the health and charity committee.
The idea was really that of the medi-
cal health officer.

The by-law was introduced and will
come up at the next regular meeting
of the council,

Public Prosecutor,

Folowing some general discussion,
Ald, Fullérton asked if thé question of

R T e

the appointment of a public prosecutor
should not be settled. {

Ald. Mable accordingly introduced
the by-law providing for the appoint-
meat, the measure having been ready
for.some time. The by-law was read
the first time, and the second reading
was moved, but-the debate was ad-
journed until the next meeting.

Ald. Mable, in introducing the meas-
ure, said that he.thought it was not
wise to have the chief, who was paid
$150 per month, wasting his time
prosecuting cases in court when the
work could be done by another man at
a cost of $56 per month.

Ald. Cameron reiterated his opposi-
tion to the proposal expressed at the
last meeting,” at which the- subject
came up. The city solicitors said the
appointment was not necessary, and
there had been no request from the
magistrate for the=appointment. They
had got along so far without a prose-
cutor and could continue to do so.
There were enough ‘men at present to
handle the court, There was the mag-
istrate, the clerk, the chief, a couple of
sergeants and some policemen. Surely
that was enough. The idea of adding a
prosecutor to the list was ridiculous.
In view of the finandidl condition of
the city and the extra demands this
vear he thought: the commissioners
should drop the matter. The commig-
sioners had shown poor judgment in
adding to the police force as they had
done, and particularly in this recom-
mendation. As to the additions to the
force there had been crimes commit-
ted that twenty more men would not
have prevented.

In reply to Ald., Cameron’s state-
ment that there had been no demédnd
for the appointment of a public prose-
cutor, he might say that there was a
request from the magistrate and also
a letter from the city solicitors.

Ald., Mable—‘And also froth a judge
on the bench.”

Mayor Hall said that the commis-
sioners had not made the recommen-
dation they did without knowing what
they were doing. 1f it were reduced to
a question of economy he would favor
dispensing with a man from the force
and appointment of the prosecutor,

Ald, Mable explained that it was at
the request of the police magistrate
that the additions were made to the
force.

Ald. Gleason said the idea of a prese-
cutor - was- repugnant to him. Instead
of a prosecutor it was persecutor he
would be. ¥e also objected to the
method pursued by the commissioners
regarding the appointment. ¥ the
council alone had the power to make
it why was the prosecutor now draw-
ing salary? His name had been on the
last payroll,

Mayor Hall said there must be some
mistake about this for he had given
explicit instructions that such an item
should not be presented to the council
for payment.-

City Solicitor Mann, in reply to a re-
quest for his views on the ~matter,
sald that all officials,” such as public
prosecutor, should be appointéd by by-
law. Either the police or ‘some other
official ‘of the city must prosecute; or
a lawyer acting on their behalf. 'Mr,

| Moore, who 'was now ‘acting. was an

English barrister, - but had: not been
called to the bar in this province. Con-
sequently he could not appear in the
case as a lawyer, but could as an offi-
cial of the city. Mr. Moore had shown
him a letter from W. H. Keatinge,
clerk to the commissioners; appolntmg
him to the position. He suggested hav-
ing some one in his own office look
after this work. ‘The paolice could
handle all ordinary cases.all right, and
they .could ask him for help:when they
thought it necessary. He was always
ready to assist when he ecould.

+ At this point the debate was ad-
journed until next meeting.

AN IMMENSE PLEET.

Thirty New Vessels to be Launched
for Great Lakes Traffic This
Season.

Thirty new vessels are to be launched
by .the Great Lakes transportation
companies for operation this year, The
aggregate carrying capacity of these
ships will be 204,700 tons per single trip,
and their total cost will be about $9,-
750,000, This does not include, however
the passenger boat, City of Cleveland,
burned last winter in Cleveland, which
is being rebuilt at a cost of $1,000,000.

In the new fleet will be twenty-six
bulk freighters and two passenger
boats. The largest freighters will be
two great iron leviathans of 10,500 tons
capacity. These ships, both of which
are being built for a Duluth company,
will be 557 feet long, 52 feet beam and
31 deep. There will also be four vessels
of 10,000 tons capacity, eight of 9,600
capacity, eight of 9,000 tons, one of 8,-
500 tons, five of 8,000 tons, three of 7,-
500 tons, and the remainder of from
%,000 to 2,200 tons.
of these vessels is about $325,000 the
lowest being $280,000 and the highest
$420,000, making a total of nearly $10,-
000,000. Adding this increase to the com-
mercial valuation of the ships now in
service on the Great Lakes, theére is
a grand total of $140,722,080 invesfed in
the lakes’ carriers,

John Wiggins, Pioneer Pros{
pector, Passes Out on
Last Trail.

New Westminster Mar., 30.—On Sat«
urday John Wiggins, for tl;;e last thirty«
five years a residel;g ot this city, pag<
sed away at his horhe on the corner of
Seventh avenue and Twelfth 'street,
The late John Wiggins was in rmany
respects a remarkable character, and

one who had a career which wag filled:

with the most adventurous and strén=-

uous, incidents which fall to the lofi

of those imbued with a roving ‘dise
position,

Born in Ireland
John Wiggins,
was brought to New Brunswick by his
parents, who emigrated to those parts..
Theére he remained until about the age
of eighteen, when he decided to see
other parts of the world, and after
considerable roaming, arrived in Cali=
fornia, gradually working his way up
north until he reached British Colums=
bia,- Most of his time in the westerm
part of this continent was put in pros<
pecting for gold, and the years 1872
and 1873 were spent® Cassiar follow=
ing the new gold scoveries, whila
several years were also spent in Cari-
booo, from whence he returned to this
city determined to make it his home.
Here he remained until the Klondike
discoveries became noised abroad,
when, unable to resist the call of the

in the year 1839,

north, John Wiggins once more packed

hig belongings and left for the Yukon
gold fields; where several profitable
years were spent by the now ageing
prospector gathering thc golden har-
vest of the “Land of the midnight
sun.” About six years ago he returned
to civilization, and, though still hale
and hearty looking, the arduous duties
of the prospector’s life were beginning
to tell on even his iron constitution,
and the last few years spent in ths
quiet seculsion of his home. Thé de«
ceased never married and during the
last few years of his life his home was
conducted by Mrs. T. Wiggins, his
brothér’s widow, John Wiggins was at
one time considered the most power=
ful man in this province, and oldtimers
state that when iIn his prime it was ac«
knowledged that no man could Dbest
him in a wrestling bout. Over six feet
tall, with flowing white beard, and as
straight as an arrow,
years, his form was regularly to be
seen in the public streets here, and his
death will remove anothér of those old
pioneers whose number is rapidly di«
minishing as the years roll on. He was$
for some years chief of police in this
city.

Among his relatives were Mrs, J. Ay
Robinson, New Westminster and Mrs,
P. R. Peele, wife of the collector off
customs at White Horse, nieces of the
deceased, and H. Wiggins, his nephew,
who is at present connected with the
Vancouver Province.

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COMPLAINS OF
THE HiGH RATES

FOR TELEPHONES IN
OAK BAY DISTRICT

Law Committee Will Look In-
. to Matter on Behalf of
Residents.

(From Tuesday’'s Daily.)

. Now that the Oak Bay municipal
council is well on itz way toward ats
taining their end in securing the right
of the Oak Bay municipality to a good
supply of pure water, the councillors
have turned their attention to the se-
curing of a reasonable telephone rate.s
Up to the present time those resid-
ing in the municipality have had to
pay a dollar a month more for their
telephone service than the residents
in the city, and there has been much
grumbling from time to time at what
the people there considered an extor-
tion. Last night .the matter was
brought up by Reeve Oliver who re-
ported to the council that he had re-
ceived complaints from residents out-
side the city at having to pay the ex-
tra. charge.

Councillor Newton, in discussing the
question, said that the matter had

- been brought to his attention on sev-
eral occasions and he had contemplat-
ed bringing it up in the near future.
On motion it was referred to the law
committee to take action.

The reeve said that since he arrived
home he had been making inquiries
and found that the provincial execu-
tive had postponed giving their de-
cision on the water question until the
6th inst. 'In the meantime they would
try to come to some definite arrange-
ment with the city.

» Several letters. from the. engineer
were read. That, official complained
of the excessive cost of hauling pipe
and “gravel. Another eommunitation
stated that some of the bridges on the

. beach drive were not safe and recom--
mending that they be replaced at
‘once. He was authorized to take any
steps necessary to make them safe and
also to report on the cost of replac-
ing thém with culverts.

Stakes Replaced,

A letter was read from T. H. Switzer,
arking that the stakes which have been
removed by the city on Willows Cres-
cent be replaced at once. The engineer
reported that the stakes had been re-
placed as accurately as possible but
as 'there were no dimensions on the
plan it was impossible to be sure that
his: work was correct. He complained
of the action of the provincial govern-
ment in registering properties under
such conditions.

Chas., W. Wilson wrote, saying that
in view of the stand lately taken in
regard to securing water, he congrat-
ulated .them on their action and asked
how soon his company could hope to |
obtain a water supply.

C. M, Tait wrote, respecting his boat-
house. He suggested paying a nominal
rent, but objected paying $5 a year and
the cost of a lease. He will be asked
to comply with the conditions or move
.the boathouse.

The council acknowledged a letter
from Councillor Wm. Henderson, who
is now, in Ottawa, stating that after
an interview with the reeve he had
reconsidered his decision to resign.

Water Asked For.

An application for sidewalk and
water on Saratoga avenue caused some
@iscussion. Councillor Fernie objected
to granting any more water mains un-
til the water supply should be im-
proved.

F. B. Pemberton objected to build-
ing sidewalks unless there were houses
on the road.' It was referred to the
committee.

The solicitor was asked on motion of
Councillor Pemberton to prepare a
building by-law for the regulation of
new structures in the municipality. He
sroke of one that was being built on
Cadboro Bay road which was unsafe,

The reeve asked Councillor Newton
on what authority the boathouse was
being built on municipal property.

Councillor Newton explained that it
was being done In accordance with a
resolution passed,

Councillor Noble thought the club
was a little previous.

Councillor Newton said that all the
city land that was being used could
be put in a bucket.

The reeve said the lease should be
prepared and signed.

Councillor Newton moved, seconded
by Councillor Pemberton, that the solic-
jtor be asked to draw up a lease.

It was reported that the contractor
wanted the city to take over the new
stable. It was left to the chairman
of the roads and bridges committee to
examine the building and take it over.

The clerk reported the assessment
roll complete but he wanted it to come
before the committee before being fin-
ally adopted.

MANY NAMES ADDED,

Voters Who Have Entered Their
Names on the Lists Just Closed.

Nearly sixteen hundred names have
been added to the voters’ list in the

-city. Of these about fourteen hundred

have been put on the list by the Lib-
era! and Conservative organizers, while
most of the others have been men who
drifted casually into the office of the
registrar. Whether or not any or all
of the new names have Liberal or Con-
servative leanings cannot be ascertain-
ed, for the organizers on either side
made no difference in the matter of
registering; their only aim being to
put on as many names as possible, so
that ' everyone might have an oppor-
tinity of voting at the next election, if
it should happen to come on before the
next sitting of the Court of Revision.

Although it is too late now for men
to register, it is not too late to obtain
transfers, These will be put on a sup-
plementary list.

‘While no definite information can be
obtained as to the political faith of the
new men, it & patent to anyone who
has been among them that a good ma-
jority are enthusiastic supporters of
the greatest of Canadlans, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. Mpst of the new men know
little of local politics, but in Dominion
affairs they know what they are doing,
and it will not be long before they find
their level in provincial affairs,

The placing of so large a number of
new names on the voters’ list is an-
other indication of the growth of the
city of Victoria. It must be remem-
bered in connection with this that
those who have arrived in the province
within the past six- months are not
zllowed to register. Many people have
come to Victoria to make their homes
here during the past six months, and
if these were added to the list already
compiled it would show a muech larger
increase in the\ voting population.

PARKS BOARD
AND COUNCIL

DIFFERENCES SEEM TO
HAVE BEEN HEALED

Questions Which Were Dis-
cussed at Last Night’s
Meeting.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

The relations of the parks board and
the city council were discussed in all
their bearings at a meeting held last
evening, the net result of which is that
the former body now recognizes that it
has no say «in regard to where the
sidewalks are to be placed or the width
of roadways, etc., or other matters re-
lating to streets except the making and
taking care of boulevards, while the
same body reserves to itself, as the
city by-laws provide they shall, control
of all men-engaged in park and boule-
vard work, and will in future pass upon
all accounts in connection with work
undertaken under its. direction. Many
other matters were also dealt with, in-
cluding the resignation of J. G. Thomp-
son as keeper of Beacon Hill park,
which was atcepted, to take effect April
15th. It was decided that letters be sent
to the secretary of the school board,
and to the principals' of all private
schools in the eity, asking that the
teachers warn the children against
running over the boulevards or de-
stroying the shrubs set out by the
board, an offence for which, it is pointed
but, they may be summoned and fined.

Harry "Ross appeared before the
board to ask that something be done to
put North Ward park in shape for ath-
letic purposes, It was explained that
this work had been started last year,
and had been resumed this week, and,
would be pushed forward as rapidly as
possible. As the ground will have to be
seeded it may, however, Qe some time
hefore the place is ready. for those who
will use it. -In connection with the
matter Ald. Cameron explained that
the city finance committee had on
Monday last passed an interim appro-
priation of $500 for this purpose, and
for work at the Quadra cemetery,
which was now avalflable.

A complaint about the pool of stag-
nant water that stands in Beacon Hill
park, close to the street line, just north
of Simcoe street, next came up. Messrs.
Wilkerson and Pemberton had investi-
gated this matter and recommended
that the pool be drained into the Sim-
coe street drain. The city engineer will
be asked to report upon the best way
of carrying this water off.

The resignation of J.. G. Thompson
as keeper of Beacon Hill park, received
by the city council and referred by that
body to the parks board with a re-
quest that the latter investigate the
causes that led up to its presentation
and report back to the council, was the
cause of a prolonged discussion.

Ald, Henderson satd that Mr, Thomp-
son should have been present so that
they could question him,

Mr. Nelson said that there was no
necessity for the inquiry asked by the
council. Mr. Thompson was an em-
ployee of the parks board, not of fhe
council, while Chairman Arbuthnot
said that as far as he was concerned
he was willing to give the council all
the investigation it wanted. :

Mayor Hall explained the stand of
the council in the matter, Mr. Thomp-
son had been for years an employee
of the ¢ity, working under the direc-
tion of the parks committee, and had
probably thought that he should still
look to that body. They had accord-
ingly sent the resignation to the parks
board for report before doing anything
with it. In hig view Mr. Thompson was
still an employee of the city, having

-been taken over by the parks board.

He remembered Mr. Nelson at a recent
meeting saying that Mr. Thompson
was still an employee of the city, and
not of the board.

To this statement Mr. Nelson took
strong exception. He had never made
any such remark.

Council’s Position.

Ald, Cameron explained his position
it the matter, Mr. Thompson had come
to him and-had spoken to him about
the ‘matter of resigning, and he had
advised him against doing so. Mr.
Thompson had been for many years an
official of the city, and had probably
thought he should still look to the
council. - As he understood it Mr.
Thompson was an official of the city
still, and it was on that understanding
the request for an inquiry had been
made. He understood the board had not
either taken over the park or the em-
ployees. Mr. Thompson had probably
thought he would get some sympathy
by sending his resignation direct to the
council,

Chairman Arbuthnot replied that the
board had-taken over all employees
the moment it was organized. If the
board had not control of its own men
it might as well go out of business.

Mayor Hall explained how the' diffi-
culty between the board and Mr.
Thonipson over the retaining at work
of men engaged last year to cut hay
had come about. Mr. Thompson had for
years worked under a committee of the
city council, the chajrman of which had
taken responsibility in all such mat-
ters. Mr, Thompson having been used
to this course had waited for instruc-
tions about discharging the men. As a
matter of fact Mr. Thompson had not
really been park superintendent, but
more like park keeper.

Mr. Arbuthnot told of the - circum-
stances in connection with the retain-
ing of the men at work by Mr. Thomp-
son, He had also disregarded the or-
ders of a committee of the board re-
garding the preparation of land for a
nursery. His work in connection with
the pruning of trees in Beacon Hill
park was anything but satisfactory,
and the work would have to be dane
over again. While he dia not wish to
see Mr. Thompson turned out, he did
not believe that he was the man for
the job. He could easily have reported
to the board that these men were still
at work. Another matter that had come
to his attention was that two of the

deer and the moose in the park had
died during the past winter, and Mr.
Thompson had not reported it to the
board. He also pointed out that Mr.
Thompson had been notified by Mayor
Morley, in the presence of the board, of
the change regarding the body to whom
he should report, and had been intro-
duced by him to the members. He had
told him he  would not bother him
much last year, but to go ahead and
do the best he could, It could not, there-
fore, be said that Mr. Thompson did
not know to whom he was responsible.
Ald. Henderson said that the council
had recognized the right of the board
to dea]l with the matter when they re-
ferred it to them; the request for a re-
port was all that the board could take
exception to.

Mr. Nelson pointed out that Mr.
Thompson had attended one of the
early meétings of ‘the board and had
made application for the position of
general superintendent, so that  he
knew he wag responsible to the board.

The matter was discussed pro and
con for g long time, and the result,
after reading of by-laws, etc., was that
it was made clear that the board con-
trolled absolutely all its employees
from the time it was organized. Sev-
eral means of disposing of Mr, Thomp-
son’s resignation were discussed, in-
cluding proposals to return the resig-
nation to the council, and to take no
action but let the resignation  take
effect on the date mentioned, April
15th. It was, however, eventually unani-
mously decided that the resignation be
accepted, and the action of the board
reported to the city council,

It was later decided that applications
for the position of park.and boule-
vard superintendent be called for, the
salary being placed at $30 per month.

Request Refused.

A request from the Oak Bay cricket
club asking the board to reconsider its
refusal to allow of the erection of a
pavilion on Beacon Hill park brought
forth some discussion, in which it was
pointed out that the building it was
proposed to erect would be an un-
sightly one, ‘that it was a question
whether the board had the right to
grant such permission if the building
were suitable to the surrounidngs, and
that the club, if it so desired, could get
land in the neighborhoéod very cheaply
and could build on it. The board re-
fused to reconsider its previous action.

A, E. Todd wrote saying that the
“Go slow” and ‘Turn to the left” signs
offered to the board by the motor club
had been delivered.

D. W. McGregor wrote suggesting
that the board open a path through
the park from Hayward avenue past
the lakes, This will be dealt with later
when : the city has opened up a street
from Hayward to the park boundary.

A petition from Mrs, Helen Olliphant
and all the other/ property owners on
Hayward avenue, with two exceptions,
Hon:" J. S. Helmcken and Mr. Moffat,
asking: the board : to boulevard that
street on: the. lgopal improvement plan,
was presented. .These two refuse to
enter into the agreement, and others
makeé it a condition that the whole’
street be doné,°So that if the bouje-
varding is don¢ Dr. Helmcken and Mr!
Moffat will ‘get:their boulevarding, in-
cluding thé cost of maintenance, free.
In connection “*with this matter. Ald.
Henderson ' éxplained the special con-
ditions regardihg property on --this
street., Owing to previous agreements
it was found impossible to assess any
property ownerz for boulevards who
did not expressly agree to become li-
able for such tax.

The city band was given permission
to hold an open air band concert in
Beacon Hill park Easter Sunday, April
19th.

Protection of Property.

Mr. Pemberton brought up the mat-
ter of the picking of wild flowers in
Beacon Hill park. A few years ago, he
said, the place had been full of them,
but owing to the vandalism of visitors
to the park they had practically disap-
peared.

Mr. Wilkerson agreed with Mr., Pem-
berton, and it was eventually decided
to write the police commissioners ask-
ing them to put a man on at the park
on Sundays and after 5 o'clock in the
evenings, when ‘most of the damage
was done.

Mr. Nelson drew attention to the
damage being done to the boulevards
throuhg children running ovér them
and playing about them. He suggested
sending: a letter to,the secretary of
the school board and the principals of
all private schools in the city drawing
attention to this matter.

A letter will be sent to the school
board and the private school principals
asking them to have all teachers warn
the children under their charge against
this practice, and also against dam-
aging the shrubs set out by the board,
pointing out that offenders of this kind
are liable to be summoned to the po-
lice court and fined,

Mr. Arbuthnot drew attention to the
damage done to an ornamental tree at
the corner of Blanchard and Rae
streets by some linemen, and Mr. Pem-
berton reported similar damage from
Hayward avenue. The parks board will
take steus to see that offenders of this
class are punished.

Mr. Wilkerson drew attention f{o the
condition of the esplanade on Belleville
street, in front of the parliament build-
ings, and also-at the north end of the
causeway, These come . under the jur-
isdiction of the parks board and will
be looked after.

A resolution, moved by Mr. Nelson,
was passed, asking that the provisions
of the parks board by-law be carried
out in regard to the payment of ac-
counts, that is, that all bills should
come before the board for investiga-
tion before being paid.

The board endorsed the proposal to
have Nootka street, between Hay-
ward. avenue and Vancouver street,
widened by the purchase of 33 feet
along one side of the street.

The purchase of grass seed will be
left to the city purchasing agent. Be-
tween eight and ten hundred pounds
will be required. .

Question of Powers,

Mr. Pemberton brought up the mat-
ter of the difference with the coun-
cil over the approach to the park
from Hayward avenue. At a meet-
ing held on the ground it was decided
that the sidewalk should be next the
street line, but the city engineer had
put it out some distance. He thought
that it was not fair that this change
should have been made after an agree-
ment lhad been reached. Surely the
seven constituting the parks board
‘Were more capable to pa&s upon such
? matter than one. man, even though

he were-the city engineer.

Ald. Henderson said the engineer had
always favored putting the sidewalk
out as the plan proposed by the parks
board’s representatives would be more
expensive and would also require the
building of a wall along ome side %o
bring the walk up to the level. A meet-
ing had been held at which Mr. Pem-
berton, ex-Mayor Morley, himself an3
the city engineer had been present
when it had been decided to do as Mr.
Pemberton suggested. There had come
a  protest from the property owners,
however, and Mr. Morley had changed
%is mind. He couldn’t see why mem-
bers of the board were Inclined to
take such an obstinate stand in this
matter. It was a matter for the city
engineer and the council to decide
where the sidewalks should be placed
and also what should be done with
trees in the streets. The council was
responsible for the streets, including
the width of the roadways and where
sidewalks were to be placed. When
the parks board undertook to dictate to
the council on these matters it was
going beyond its jurisdiction. For ex-
ample if the sidewalk had been built
as proposed, his own property would
have been left away below the side-
walk with a stone wall in front of it.
To this he objected.

Mr. Pemberton explained
idea had been to have a
entrance to the park,
vard some thirty feet
side of the Toadway, set out with
trees and shrubs. Two landscape gar-
deners, Mr. Wilkerson and Mr. Wal-
lace, had looked over the ground and
had suggested this as the best way.
IL would not look nearly so well to
have sidewalks down the centre of
the boulevards.

There was a lot of further discus-
sion ‘in which it was made plain that
the duty of the parks board com-
menced on streets only when the coun-
c¢il had concluded its work of putting
down the roadway and had laid the
sidewalks. The parks board, however,
may make any suggestions to the
council regarding the placing of side-
walks, etc., that it may see fit, al-
though the council is not bound to
gccept them. This is the policy on
which the board will work in future.

There was also some discussion
about the cutting 'down of certain
trees in Hayward .avenue and the
plans for laying ourNCook street. In
regard to the formier, all trees which
it is found necessary to remove in
preparing streets will be taken out by
the council, while the latter may come
up again.

The meeting adjourned at 11:30, after
Leing in session over three hours. All
the members were present.

The properiy owners along Rockland
avenue are up in arms over-the char-
acter of the road ¢hdat the council is
putting down on that thoroughfare, Ac-
cording to the plans of the council, it is
proposed to put down a rock-filled road-
way, while the petition and the order
passed by the counci] last year provide
for an eight-inch macadam roadway.

This work was petitioned for last
year, the property owners, it is said,
signing on the distinct understanding
that the roadway would be graded and
covered to a uniform depth of eight
inches with macadam. Plang showing
exactly how this was to be done were
submitted at the time. The engineer’s

ecifications, however, are now for
what is known as a rock-filled road-
way, the plan being to fill in the bot-
tom with large-sized lumps of rock and
put a thin layer of macadam over this.
This it is said by the property owners
does not make nearly so good a road-
way as the straight macadam.

The whole question.was gone into
thoroughly at a meeting yesterday af-
ternoon between the city engineer,
Mayor Hall and Ald. Henderson and
some of the property owners, and the
matter was compromised by the city
engineer agreeing to put on six inches

of macadam on the centre of the road |

and three inches at the side. The prop-
erty owners will put on an inspector
to see that this is done.

WILL FAR SURPASS
PRINCESS VICTORIA

Capt. Troup Gives Details of
New Flyer for Service in
These Waters.

Montreal, March 21.—Captain Troup,
superintendent of the British Columbia
coast service of the C. P. R., is in Mon-
trea] on his way to England, where he
will look after the building of the new
boat being built by the Fairfax firm for
the Victoria-Vancouver and Seattle ser-
vice.

Captain Troup stated that the new
boat was well under way on the stocks
and would probably be launched within
a few days of his arrival. He will con-
sult with builders regarding the com-
pletion of the new steamer, which will
be thirty-eight feet longer and six feet
more beam than the Princess Victoria.
Unlike that vessel, the new liner will
be practically completed on leaving the
vards of the builders on the Clyde.

The Princess Victoria, which was
built by Swan. Hunter, Wigham and
Richardson, Limited, on the Tyne, was
brought by Capt. Cooper without house-
work being but on. Housework of wood
was built in Victoria. The new liner’s
housework ig much more extensive than
that of the Princess Victoria, and will
be built of steel and completed by the
builders, the steamer being practically
ready for service when she starts in
the autumn for Victoria. The vessel is
expected to far surpass the Princess
Victoria in speed, size and in regard to
accommodation and furnishings.

JAPAN WILL KEEP
PLEDGE WITH CANADA

Only 400 Emigration Passports
to Dominion Will Be Issued
Yearly.

Vancouver, April 1.—When the num-
ber of Japanese entitled to admission
to Canada dpring any one year is
reached, the federal authorities have
the assurrance of the Japanese gov-
ernment that the issue of passports
for Canada will be stopped, and that
there will consequently be no more ar-
rivals here during the remainder of
that year. Advices to this effect have
been reccived by Dr. Monro, Demin~
ion government immigration agent at
Vancouver.

A record of the number of Japan-
ese coming into Canada will be kept
at Ottawa, and when the limit of 400
is reached the issue of passports will
cease at Tokio. Up to the present
time this year the number of Japan-
ese who have entered Canada is less
than 25 per cent of the number en-
titled to come.

COL. HOWELL ON
IMMIGRATION

HE EXPRESSES OPINION
ON ARMY METHODS

The Situation Descfibed in the
West by Official on His
Return.

Col. Howell, head of the Immigra-
tion department of the Salvatio
army, in an interview with the Toronto
Globe, stated:

“Having just returned from the West
we find that the same conditions obtain
in the Northwest and British Columbia.
Mr. Bruce Walker, commissioner of
immigration at Winnipeg, informed me
that he had seven hundred applica-
tions for farm help in the Northwest
at good wages, notwithstanding the cry
of “no-employment” in such cities az
Winnipeg, Edmonton, Calgary, and
other places. He finds it impossible
to get men to fill these applications.
The same is true of British Columbia.
The unemployed have been parading
the streets of Vancouver; the clty has
been caring for out-of-works . all
through the winter. On the other hand,
the farmers, who are realizing that the
spring is fast approaching, have been
appealing for help, but the unemploy-
ed in that province, like those here,
seem unwilling to accept farm work,
notwithstanding that the wages offer-
ed are from $256 a month upwards. We
have applications from British Colum-
bia farmers in our office at Toronto yet
to verify this statement. The provin-
cial governmept turn to the army
and say: ‘Can you not bring us people
who will accept farm work? with the
result that the army has just placed
within the last ten days nearly 500 peo-
ple on farms in that province, and yet
there is a cry for more.

“The question is asked, ‘Why do we
advertise in Great Britain while there
are so many unemployed in some of
the cities here?” Our answer ig that,
while there is a great demand for farm
help in every province in Canada at
reasonable wages, and there are so
many desirable people in the old land
who would gladly accept these posi-
tions, which many of the so-called un-
employed refuse to fill, the army feels
itself bound to continue its immigra-
tion policy to some extent. Hence we
advertise in the old land in order to
get in touch with those desiring to emi-
grate to this country, so as to be in a
position' to properly advige them as to
the conditions here, and to discourage
those who we think are not suitable.
‘We think our policy a sound one, and
all reasonable people will agree with
this; but we will be govérned by the
demand. So careful have we been in
this regard that we have concelled one
of our special sailings from Liverpool,
namely; the Southwark, which should
have sailed on March 6th; and another
of our ships which was to have sailed
early in 'April. We are quite con-
vinced that the labor organizations in
many instances have misconceived our
policy.

“I do not hesitate to say that L)
army’s immigration has been of e
cleanest and best character in its re-
ception and distribution of immigrants,
avoiding competition with trades peo-
ple by refusing to find positions for
mechanics. We have no doubt that
our insisting upon some people going
to the land and refusing to assist them
to get positions at their own trades in
in the cities has caused some ill feeling
even among those who have come to
this country under the auspicés of the
army. ;

“The army makes no profit out of its
immigration work, all money received
in this cbnnection being used for im-
migration work, and for assisting
wives and families of those who have
succeeded in this country, so that
they may be enabled to join them.

“The enclosed clipping from the Eng-
lish War Cry shows the attitude the
Salvation Army is taking with regard
to the present situation: ¢

“‘Intending emigrants for Canada
duripg the remaining few weeks of
winter would do well to heed the
chief of Staff's earnest counsel
published in our columns last week:

“‘Don’t go, said Mr. Bramwell
Booth, ‘unless assured of a position on
landing, and you  have reasonable
grounds for believing that it will be
permanent. Don’t go except under the
direction of the Salvation Army or
some organization possessing the
agents and facilities for looking after
you when you settle there. And don’t
on any account leave thls country if
you are in a permanent situation, even
though that situation may not be all
you desire.’

“There is no doubt that real distress
at present prevails #a the larger Can-
adian cities, and that to go out with
no definite position assured is to run
great risk.”

Still later offi-
cials of the railroad company applied
to ‘give this mame to their own, but
could not for Mr. Kane had secured
the earlier registmtlon. and by  the
provincial laws the two places cannot
receive the same name.

The new Prince Rupert is located |

. the Inverness cannery, near the mouth
of the Skeena river.: Mr. Kane is said
to be travelling in Burope. Lots in the
new townsite are being: sold in the
east. Surveyor-General McKay has just
made a trip specially .to “Prince Ru-
pert” to investigate. But no solution of
the problem can be figured out.

CONSUMPTIVES
MUST BE AIDED

——

HOSPITALS WILL BE
FORCED TO TAKE THEM

Provincial Government 'Has
Passed an Order in Council
Compelling Action. .

(Special to the. Times).

Vancouver, “April ‘1L—An order in
council has been passed ~at Victoria
making it compulsory on hospitals re-
celving government aid to provide ac-
commodation for cases of tuberculosis
in advanced  stages. Dr. Fagan said
to-day that a samatorium for advanced
cases would be established either in the
lower Fraser valley, in the vicinity of
Yale, or on Vancouver Isiand.

Hon, H. E. Young, in explaining this
new order, stated to-day 'to a Times
reporter that in future all hospitals
drawing aid from the government
would have to provide the means for
giving aecommodation and treatment
to advanced ‘stages of tuberculosis. The
sanatorium at Tranquille was intended
only for incipient cases. There it was
hoped that patients would be cured.

There are a number of advanced
¢ases ‘in the country, however, in
homes where the means do not exist
for giving comfort to those afflicted.
The new order is passed in:order to aid
these, and Hon, Dr. Young: says it is
hoped to give some Of these poor peo-
ple an opportunity to spend their last
days in some sort of comfort.

Every hospital now deriving aid from
the government, which means practi-
cally’ every hospital in the province,
will have to be in a position to set
aside a room or two ag isolation quart-
ers for consumptives in: advanced
stages. The hospital will draw the per
capita grant for these from. the govem-
ment just as in other cases.

Hon. Dr, Young says that by this
means the municipality will be re-
lieved from the duty of having to care
for many cases of this kind,” and the
system will be a much better one from
a humanitarian standpeint.

PLENTY OF LOBSTERS

E. G. Taylof,-Dominion fisheries in-
speetor, is at Booke to-day completing
arrangements for the placing of the
lobsters ‘which  the.

Templeman, is ' bringing “from
Nova Scotia to bé placed in Cooper
cove; to see if this species of crustacea
will thrive in British Columbia waters,

It is the Intention to place the lob-
sters’ in crates, which will be sunk in
the ‘waters of the cove, These crates;
of which there will be five, -were made
at a Tocal mill, and the parts shipped
to Sooke on a barge yesterday, the
steamer “‘Shamrock being employed to
tow the barge from here. Each crate
will be 25 feet long and from 15 to 20
feet wide, and of sufficient height for
the purpose.

The shipment of lobsters, which will
number between 2,500 and 3,000, will
arrive here in about two weeks’ time.

CLASH OF RIGHTS
OVER WATER RECORDS

Jurisdiction, Over Streams
Within Railway Belt to
Be Determined.

Vancouvér, March 31.—The first evi-
dence will be heard here to-morrow by
Mr. Justice ‘Martin, sitting in the
Exchequer court in the case which is
finally to decide whether the Dominion
has the exclusive jurisdiction in grant-
ing water records on streams within
the railway belt. The prevince cen-
tends that whatever jurisdiction the
federal government may have is not ex-
clusive, particularly when water rec-
ords sought are upon streams that are
fiot’ navigable, | within the meaning of
the B. N. A. Act. But hére the dis-
pute widens, for contending parties
are seeminglv not agreed upon what is
a. navigable stream.

The present case which is a test one
and will likely bé carried to the high-
est court, arose over the filing of water
records by Hermon and Burwell on the
Lillooet river. When the provmce was
applied: to ‘far & record the application
was met with-this conflict of author-
ity. Had the:applicants gone to Ot-
tawa for a record the province would
not have recognized the granting of it
there. The imevitable suit followed.
