Here is an extract from Mr. Mills’ ar-
gument in regard to the jurisdietion of |
parliament in this case: *“The total of
the rights of the minority amounted to
the right to supplement the state school’
with such religious instruetion as was
satisfactory to the parents. Neither in
Manitoba nor in any other province
could the minority acquire any right and
privileges outside of this right of sup-
plemental religious instruction. The only
right and privilege which the minority
in DManitoba had therefore acquired
prior to 1890 was this right; so that
it could mot be argued. that more than
that right or privilege shouid be re-
stored. The extent of the authority
given to parliament was to pass in the
last resort a measure of remedial legis-
lation which would be requisite to re-
store to the minority the rights and
privileges of ywhich they had been de-
prived. If it interfered with the in-
spection, the certificating of teachers,
or others matters of+ management, it
would intrude into the domain of the
province’s exclusive authority.” Now
it so happens that the remedial bill goes
beyond the limit specified by Mr. Mills
and interferes with those matters which
he says are within #‘the aomain of thel,
province’s exclusive © authority.”  Nor
does the government propose parlia-
mentary action as a “last resort;” its
own action in sending commissioners to
treat with the Manitoba government is
a confession of that fact. Frqm Mr.
Mills’ point of view, therefore, the re-
medial bill is unconstitutional for two
reasons. In another part of his speech
the member for Bothwell said: “There
was no interference with the provincial
rights if the Dominion parliment acted
within the sphere of its authority. It
svas only when parliament undertook to
act beyond the sphere of its authority
that there might be an abortive attempt
on the part of parliament to interfere
with those rights.” Trom the previous
extract it is plain that Mr. Mills re- |
gards the bill as going beyond tne
sphere of Dominion authority, and
therefore as being an attempt to inter-
fere with provincial rights. Again, he
declared it an unfounded opinion that

were . not consistent and that the sec-
ond judgment unduly favored the min-
ority. 'When Mr. Mills thus ‘spoke he
no doubt had in mind the following

MINERS MUSN'T CARRY GUNS.

American Customs Officers Prevent Fite-
arms Being Taken to Alaska.

Tacoma, March 28.—Deputy Collector
Drum, who has been having some trouble
with' persons who wished to take guns to

found din its workings to lead to incalcul-
able evils. Degrading to the special indus-
try which the government essayed to help,
to the exclusion of all other industries not
so assisted—degrading to the comunity of
persons forming such association, in that
such legislation would have a corrupting.
tendency wherever such persons were cali-
ed upon to exercise their franchise rights;
and so degrading and destructive to the
government that, would tolerate such a
measure, that I doubt much if such a sug-
gestion would find an advocate, supporter,
or defender in any person who is a true
friend of the government, or good govern-
ment in the country.

Our opportunities for
successful dairying are circumscribed, lim-
ited, and unpromising; and all legislation
should, so far as possible, tend - to
encourage large associations, each owning
and controlling several creameries, rather
than to give assistance or to administer

; stimulant to small associatiorrs which will,

after a short season of attempted effort,
prove failures, and the result be, either
decay and rust, or absorptioa b; some
larger association, which having the man-
agement of several creameries, may succes-
fully direct the trade and business con-
nected therewith, to the mutual benefit of
milk suppliers, consumers, and the associ-
ation. t all events, no greaer mistake
can be made than the granting of aid in
the manner indicated. This letter has
grown beyond amything contemplated by
me at the outset, but, nevertheless, I can-
not close without offering a suggestion or*
two in regard to the better method - of
granting the required aid.

Ottawa,” March, 20.—A jaded and
tired house met at three o’clock this af-
ternoon. Mr. Foster gave notice that
he would move a resolution the effect
of 'which was that the government
would advance about a miilion dollars to
the harbor commissioners of Meontreal, |
taking their interestbearing - debentures
in return. He promised a full explana-
tion when he moved the resolution. .

Sir Charles ‘Tupper moved to take
Mondays and Thursaays for the - re-
mainder of the session. This extra-
ordinary motion arousea uetermined op-
position. &

Sir Richard Cartwright pointed out
that it was in direct violation of an ex-
press arrangement made between Mr,
Toster when he was leader of the house
and Mr. Laurier.

Messrs. Charlton and Lavergne offer-
ed to support the motion if the govern-
ment would say that the house could not
legally sit beyond April 24 but other-
wise there was no case made out for
such a motion. 1

Mr. McMullen was indignant that
having the opposition leader tired out
and indisposed, and therefore absent
from his place, the government should
seek to take unfair advantage of that
fact. He characterized it as ‘*‘a ras-
cally piece of business.”

After an hour and a half had been
consumed by the motion and debate Sir
Charles Tupper said he would ask per-
mission to withdraw the ~motion until
Monday, when he hoped to be able to
state to the house what decision the
government had reached with regard to
the duration of parliament.

Mr. Choquette moved an amendment
to the motion substituting for the words
“government orders” the words ‘‘the re-
medial act.” The effect of this was
to give the remedial bill precedence over
everything else. Considerable cross-fir-
ing followed, the Speaker declaring the
main motion could not be withdrawn so
long as there was an amendment to it
before the chair. Mr. Choquette did
not wish to withdraw the amendment
but to move the adjournment of the de-
bate until T'uesday and allow both the
motion and the amendment to stand.

Mr. McNeill objected to taking * up
Monday for the discussion of this mat-
ter, It would shut off his important
motion regarding preferential® trade,
which would come up oun Monday.

Sir Richard Cartwright and Mr. Da-
vies were willing to allow the matter to
stand over until Monday; but Mr. Sutn
erland, the Liberal whip, came to Mr.
MeNeill’s assistance #nd claimed that
the members gemeraily feit that
were being deprived of their rights by
having 'thése private members’ days
taken up with K government business.

Mr. McCarthy protested and said he
would object.

Mr. McCarthy—Yes, it will have no
application outside of Manitoba. To
Mr. Powell he said that if the clauses
were beyond the power of the house
the only effect would be that they would
be a nullity.

LOG SCALERS.

Mr. Walkem moved that a commitiee
congisting of Messrs. Mutter, Booth,
Knennedy, Forster and the .mover be
appointed to enquire into the workings
of the act of 1895 in respect to the scal-
ing of logs in this province, with power
to send for persons and papers, take
evidence under oath, and report to this
house.

Mr Walkem, in moving’ the resoin-
ticn, reviewed the dissatisfaction that
existed between loggers and mill own-
ers prior to the passage of the act in
question and which led up to the intro-
duction of the aet. There was sorce-
tking wrong, however, and Mr. Walk-
em instanced the timber inspector of
Vancouver district, who was reported to
have told the loggers that if they work-
ed the offieial scale they would lost 30
per cent. As far 2s the act itself was
concerned,. if it had been carried out
the government would have benefitted.
On one occasion when timber was wais
brought to a mill to be cut up and it
was officially measured, there was
feund to be a - difference in favor of
the logger which meant $45 to the rev-
enue of the pravince. Mr. Walkent he-
lieved that the act should have Leen

force for three or four years and that
the compulsory official scaling of il
lozs should: be enforced. There was a
mill in Victoria, he understood, which
has never made a return of the logs
which it handled.

The official scale
now in use was so accurate that tho
Dominion government had decided to
use it on all timber cut on Dominiin
lards in this provinece, Mr. Walkem r:ust
have been wunder a misapprehensiim
when he said the government intended
to.abandon the act, and as to the report
about the timber inspector, the hon.
member must have. been misinformed,
as the officer referred to was consider-
er a most careful and painstaking man.
There was no cbjection to the resolu-
ticn.

Mr. Kitchen said the loggers on the
Mainland are not satisfied. because
when they offer to get the official scalar
the mills tell them thev can take their
logs somewhere eise. There is evident'y
an idea on the part of the mills to get
ahead of the loggers in the measure-
‘ments.

Mr. Booth was alse of opinion that
thkere must be something wrong in this
matter, as the returns show that the
income derived from - timber is nothing
whet it ought to be.

> THE BUDGET SPEECH.

: Hon. Mr. 'Lurper, in woving that the
house go into committee of supply, de-
livered his budget speech. He said:

In introducing the estimates it will
probably be as well—at the risk of being
tedious—to follow the customary pian
and refer first to the public accounts to
the 30th of June last, being the.last
financial year. The total revenue to
that date was $896.025, being $74,365
over the revenue of the previous year,
but $262,000 less than was calculated on
when the estimates were made in the
session of 18Y4. This shortage from
the estimates was caused by the fall off
of land sales, $125,000; timber royal-

-'personal propérty tax, $11,000; wild
land tax, $16,000; registry fees, $11,000;
Chinese tax, $5000, and of the sum of
$130,000 from the sinking fund account,
which was not transferred as expected.
Jfhese amounts account for $72,000
“more than the actual shortage. We
“have, however, on the other hand, sev-
eral lines of revenue which exceed the
estimates, such as mining receipts by
°$16,000, reyenue tax, $5000, premium on
Slocan bonds $23,000, interest $12,000,
miscellaneous and others being also con-
siderably over the. estimates. I need
hardly allude to the decline under iand
sales. It is well known that the esti-
mate was based on theé expeectation of
getting in arrears, but owing to the gen.
ral depression in the province this was
not accomplished. 1 am happy, how-
ever, to say that they are being paid
in the present year. The same explan-
ation applies to the timber royaities
and also-to the direct taxes, the estimate
on these ‘having also included the ar-
rears. I wish, however, to point out
in connection with taxes on real and
personal property that though they are
below the estimate made of them, still
they show a considerable increase over

the real property to the extent of $12.-
000; personal property, $10,000, and
revenue tax $7000. This indieates that
in snite of bad times the revenue pro-
ducing power is increasing, and this is
still more emphatically shown by the
rapid rise under the head of mining re-
ceipts. These have gone up during the

1893, $53,000; 1894, $49,000; 185,
$72,000, and I may say that in the pres-
ent vear this will be exceeded. 'The
amount expected from the sinking fund

it was expected would be transferred to
the revenue of the province. was not
paid owing to the fact that the act
passed last session to provide for this
transfer was found not to cover the
case; this act is being amended this ses-
sion.

The insane
asylum required $4691 over the vote and
the administrationof justice other than
salaries nearly $23,000 over, owing
largely té the increased cost of jurors
and witnesses and transporting prison-
ers. Public’works, such as schools,
jails, asylums, took ‘$43,000 over; mis-
cellaneous, $27,000, the greater part of
this last ‘arising from the payment of
the Nakusp & Slocan railway bonds—
$18,000 which had not been provided for
in the estimates, On the other side of
the account the expenditure for ecivil
government salaries was $15,000 less
than the sum voted; education, $8000
less and some other small lines also less.
It will thus be seen that the votes of
the house were very closely kept to.
In so far as that part of the expendi-
ture before referred to. which is provil-
ed for by statute is ' concerned, that
portion of it in connection with the loaa
is to a great extent mot expenditure at
alt. - I refer to the discount, which am-
oruts to $101.850; that is, the difference
between the par value and the rate at
whick we sold, viz, 95. 'The total re-
sult of the year owing to the declire
on receipts from our estimates-and the
increase of expenditure beyond them us
already explained, left us on the 30th cf
June last with an overdraft of $840,010
to be provided for from the new loan.
We now turn to the current year, that
is up to the 30th of June next. I think
T shall be safe in saying that there are
indications of very marked improve-:
ments.  The revenue ‘is estimated to
amount to $1,035,989. I may with cea-
fidence say that it will come very clese
to that figure, while the. expenditure
will be approximately as estimated. We !
will now consider what. more immediare-
ly interests us, that is the estimates
now in your hands for the coming year.
commencing July 1 next. The total re-
venue is placed at $1,163,789, which is,

only 123,800 over the estimate for the
cinrrent year; to this has to be added
the amount on hand, about $300,000.
The increase arises as follows: An in-
crease in timber royalties, $10,600; min-
ing receipts. $39,000; licenses, $15,000:
roal property tax, $10,000; personal
property tax, $15,000; income tax, $22.-
000; revenue tax, $15,000; new mineral
interest and other minor
increases, making in -all $217,000 in-
crezse. But from this we have to al-
low for some sources. of revenue which
are expected to produce less than the
estimate for the current year. 'Lhese
are land sales, $80,000; registry fees.
$2,000; miscellaneous, $2,000 and other
small amounts, making in all $94,000.
I think the increases of revenue hardly
nsed muech explanation, The mining re-
ceipts are based on the revenue that is
pow coming in so rapidly, owing to the
increased mining developments and ike
large influx of population arising there-
from. The increase under the head cf
iaxes results partly from the normal in-
crease that has been going on for :some
years, and added ‘to this is the increased
rate of taxation under the new assess-
ment. The mineral tax speaks for it-
selt. I admit that F am some-
what in the dark as to this. But
I have c¢ounsulted some of the most
eminent mining men in the provinece and
have got their views about it; I have
placed it at $75,000, though many ex-
pect it will reach $100,000. The largest
estimate is that there will be $13,000,-
000 of ore at market price turned out,
whilst the lowest places the production
at $6,000,000. I have valued it close to
the lowest limit. Taking the general
outlook for mining, timber and other
industries of the provinee, I believe that
our estimate of revenue is under rather

We now take up the expenditure for

372,078 - about $600,000 less than the
gross expenditure to the 30th June last
and $60,000 over the vote for the cur-
rent year. For public debt there is an
increase over the current year of $76,-
475, being caused by the interest and
sinking fund on the lastloan of $2,000,-
000. “Civil government salaries are re-
duced by about $10,000, caused by re-
duétions all round. Administration of
justice salaries show an apparent in-
crease of about $3,000, but this -arises
from the necessity of adding to the po-
lice force, the vote now providing for
several additional constables. There is
also added the votes for sheriffs, which
was inadvertently left out last year,
though ‘it had to be paid. As a fact the
salaries have been reduced in this de-
partment about $7,000. ~There is a re-
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duction under maintenance of public in-
stitutions of about $5,000, caused by the
smaller " requirements for the printing
office and the provincial home; and for
works and buildings $37,000 less are ask-
ed, the large expenditure during the
current  year being . principally on the
public buildings in Nanaimo.

Under miscellaneous, the decrease is
about $9,000, caused by the reduction
in the votes for the London office, the
board of.health and the revision of the
statutes. - These accounts are muck
more, but on the other hand there are
inereased votes for fire departments and
agricultural societies.

Administration of justice shows an in- .

i crease of $7000. This is a subject of

expenditure which it is almost impos~
s_xible to reduce. The administration of
justice must be effectively kept up for
advantage of the province. I may say
that I believe that this expenditure does
a great deal of good, as the effective
administration of justice in our prov-
ince is the admiration of strangers
coming in. Influential American mining
men who have recently visited us as-
sure me that it was a great satisfaction
to them to invest in Britishh Columbia.
They said not only were we lightly tax-
ed here, but we had perfect laws. The
government supplied not only security
for life and property buf gave also
roads, public works, schools, hospitals,
all fox: the light tax enforced. ' Under
education we see an increase of $20,000
although' most of the salaries in this de-
partment have been reduced. The- in-
crease. Ariges solely on the large addition
of children to our population. There are
now, - I believe, over 13,400 enrolled.

i The expenditure on roads, streets and

bridges. it will be seen is $45,000 more
than for the current year. I think that
you have only to look at the detailed
votes for this to see that this large
amount has been carefully adjusted so
as to cover as far as possible the wants
of the province and to aid in its devel-
opment.

It will be noticed that a reduction has
bjee'n made in salaries, not only under
?lVl]' government and administration of
justice, but also of the teachers’ salar-
les.

Judging from ‘the s catches al-
ready. reported by the difterent schoon.
ers engaged in the ‘West Coast sealing,
the entire catch for the season, which
closes ‘on April 30, will be even lighter
than that of last year. - At this time
Jast year the Dora Sieward was high
Jine schooner with a catch of-325; whilst
the majority of the schoomers had over
100 skins. This season the largest catch
reported is 240, taken by the Oscar and
Hattie, but the majority -of the schoon-
ers have less than one hundred skins,
The latest news from the sealing ground
was brought down by the Boscowitz,
which returned from the West Coast
early this morning.  The Treturns. by
the Boscowitz are as follows: - Osear
-and Hattie, 240; Fawn, 152; Minnie.
124; Kate, 102; Libbie, Annie C. Moore
and Ainoko, less than one hundred
each; Kilmeny, 93; Sapphire and Sapcy
Jass, 80 eacn: Penelope, 75; Beatrice,
40; Favorite, 130; Victoria, 50; Pac-
tewles, 40; Mountain Chief, 30. The
smallress of these catches is
partly accounted for by the unusually
rough weatier which prevailed along
the West Coast, and by the fact -that
considerable difficulty was experienced
by the captains in securing their Indian
Crews. But the chief reason is the
scarcity of seals. Evidently they have
not yet come so far north, for good
catches, are reported by theé California
schooners hunting off the Marallones.

An indication of the revival of better
times lies in the fact that more and
lJarger sailing vessels are on their way
to Victoria and Vancouver than in any
previous year. The Howth, 2166
tons, which just arrived, is the largest
ship that ever came to Victoria, but two
other ships left London which are larg-
er even than the Howth. The Drum-
rock, 2918 tons, Captain Bailey, which
sailed from London on March 10, is
chartered by R. P. Rithet & Co. 'The
other is the Drumecliff, 2468 tons, Cap-
tain Davies, which sailed from London
four days later and is chartered by R.
Ward & Co. Both carry cargoes of
general merchandise for Vicforia and

_Vancouver merchants. Shipping men
feel even a greater interest in the voy-
ages of these vessels than in those made
by the Glenalvon and the Howth, char-
tered by the same companles and which
left Liverpool  on the same day. Four
days difference in the time of sailing
will not have a material effect on the
time of arrival as this time ' ean be
easily gained or lost in a voyage which
will occupy in the neighborhood of 150
days. Besides these monsters, several
othier vessels are on- their way.te Vic-
toria. Among these are Tiala; 1329
tons, Capt. Davies, sailed from Liver-
pool Dec. 31, for R. P. Rithet & Ceo;
Kynance, 1799 tons, Captain Murphy,
sailed from Glasgow Nov. 26 for F. C.
Davidge & Co.; Desdemona, 1406 tons,
Japtain Evans, sailed Dec. 7 from
Cardiff with naval stores; Wythrop,
1248 tons, Captain Edwards, sails from
Liverpool in April for R. P. Rithet &
Co.; Drumecraig, 1801 tons, Captain
Spurring, *sailed from Barry, Jan. 29,
for Evans, Coleman & Evans, Vancou-
ver; Jane L. Stanford, 922 tons, sailed
March 4 from Newecastle, for R. P.
Rithet & Co.; Erroll, Captain Smith,
sailed from Cardiff March 10, for naval
storekeeper. The three “Drums” be-
long to the well known firm of Gillisen
& Chadwick, the majority of whose ves-
sels have mames beginning with that
prefix.

For the Construction of Three Steel
Bridges for the E. & N.
R’y. Company.

Old Wooden Trestles, Over Gold-
stream, Niagara and Arbutus
Canyons to be Replaced.

The Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com
pany, through the genéral superintendent,
Mr. Joseph Humter, - have invited tenders
for the construction of iron bridges across
Goldstream, Niagara: and Arbutus canyons.
Plans and specifications have been sent to
a number of the large iron works through-
out the country, including the Albion Com-
pany of this city. The bridges are to re-
place the wooden trestles now In use. An
immense amount of work will be required
to bridge these canyons, as the Arbutus
trestle, the highest of the three, is nearly
200 feet high. The others are not much
smaller. Other ravines along. the line will
be filled tn, in fact that work was com-
menced last year.

The specifications require that the con-
tractors shall not interfere with the pres-
ent wooden trestle during the course of
the construction of the steel one, but they
may be used for suppaorts.

The fact that the company are puiting
in these new bridges and making other
improvements to. the road, points to an
early extension of the line to Comex. When
speaking last year of the proposed exten-
ston of the. line, Mr. Dunsmuir said #his
work would liave to. be dome before'the
line was extended. Work on the bridges
will be commenced just as soon as a con-
tract can be entered into, but, of course,

considerable time has to be allowed the
bridge builders to prepare their tenders.

It is very diffi¢ult
10 prospect, as the gronnd is ¥frozen hard
all summer, and one has to thaw out
the ground with fire, which makes very
slow work. - This is the largest camp
on the river. 1t was struck one year
ago last June. ‘there are six hundred
men wintering here, and thoe outlook-is
favorable of it being double wat unexc
yer. L ATt S
‘“There are about 800 men at Forty
Mile. That is about 240 miles from this
place. I am doing business af both !
places. Anyone coming to this place
ought to have $300 to winter on, as he
is liable not to make anything the first |
year. 2

“Wages are $10 a day in the mines |
when you can get work. The mining
season is about three months.

“We have a theatre once u week.
Tickets are $1.50. There are about'13 '
saloons, and there is a dance about |
every other night. There will be a'|
schoo! started next week. There are
15 white ladies here. !

“This- place is near.the Arectic circle. ;
At this time we see the sun for one
hour in the middle of the day. We had
a very pleasant fall up to two weeks
ago, then it turned cold, and it is mow |
60 degrees below zero.”

A letter from Forty Mile, January 6,
says:

*Of all the two hundred or three hun-
dred who  left the basin at the begin-
ning of winter, so far as I haye been
able to learn, nearly ewery one of them
was - broke.  ‘There was one :-Krenth- |
man who took out a couple of thousand
dollars. My greatest surprise - sinee ,
leaving was when we entered the basin
last March. There were about a dozen
in our party, some of whom had spent
eight or ten years in the basin, and they
Still they had made
people on the outside believe they were '
rich.

“At present our best prospect is the
hope of getting trust at the stores, but
if the miners are fortunate next sum-
mer everything will be O, K. Last stm-
mer was a failure. There are no new
prospoctj to speak of, there being but
two placdes in the neighborhood where
gold has been found in sufficient guan-
tities to pay for the working. The
problem I am mow trying to solve is the
buying of a whole years’ provisions,
Some of the prices I-will have to gay .
are: Flour, $8 per 100 pounds; bacon,
30 cents per pound; dried fruit, 35 cefits
per pound; apples, 25 cents ‘per pound;
canned goods, 50 cents per ean. Up-at
the mines last summer the standard
prices were $38 per 100 pounds of flour;
95 cents a pound for bacon; 59 cents a
pound for sugar, etc. If a man e¢an
make enough money in the summer time
to buy a year’s grub stake and clothing,
he would run a good chance of finding
paying dirt, prospecting in the winter
time. However, a miner might  live
here twenty years and not find a* geod
prospect. -~ A great deal of prospecting
is now going on. 3

“The climate, is good. At 'this time the
thermometer stands 70 degrees below
ZeTo. It feels a little cold, but then
we don’t have it this way long. ‘Fhe
trip is a - long and dangerous one, and
it took our party about three months to
make 1.’ g

“A. L. Smith, who went to the Yu.
kon a year ago, taking with him two
thousand dollars, says: ‘This country
is not what it is cracked up to be by
the press, I assure you. 'I'he mjnes
have not turned out as well as was ‘€x-
pected, even by the miners.

*“It has been a very pleasant winter,

| nbt very cold; the coldest day was only
| 70 degrees below zero; it is 66 degrees

below to-day. Yet one does not mind
it very much. My nose freezes very
easilyv: aside from that I can stand lots
of cold. The days are about four hours
long—from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. I have
not seen the sun for two months, yet
there is not a cloud in the sky.
“Birch ecreek, emptying into the Yu-
kon about 250 miles below here, is said

! to be a good camp, but provisions are

scarce there this winter, cousequently it
will hold everything back.

“It is a hard country to be in, ‘shut
out from the world without any enjoy-
ment whatever. The condition of a
culprit awaiting the day’ of “execution,
or of an exile in Siberia, is nreferable
to living in this God-forsaken hole.”

was sent to Lieut.-Col. Prior: ‘*‘Reported
that liqguor now en route from Victoria to
Yukon, shipped by Macaulay and others,
will be seized by mounted police. Reasons
unknown. Board asks that instructions be
wired at once, to go forward by steamer
leaving Seattle on Z8th inst. in order that
interests of our.merchants be not sacrifie-
ed.”” A letter was also sent setting forth
the facts of the case.. In the meantime
those interested in the lignor sent inter-
viewed Cellector Milne regarding the mat-
ter, but as he has no jurisdiction over the
Yukon country, he knew nothing of the
circumstancees of the case, and wrote to
the department at Otftawa. He received
an answer to the effect that the minigter !
of the interior had issued the permits,
that he considered 2000 gallons or ligquor
sufficient for ther equirements of the Yu-
kon miners, and that no further permits
would be granted.

The Council of the Board of Trade point
out ‘in. their letter that “It is impossible
for parties wisking to embark in business
on the Yukon to communicate with Forty
Mile creek, or to go to Ottawa, and the
council believe that it is not the intention
of the authorities to make regulations in
regard to the Yukon trade without cou-
sutting British Columbia, which must be
the supply point for all the Yukon busi-~
ness. in any case, they feel sure that on
proper representation the Dominion govern-
ment will not make any order which would
infict a serious hardship and heavy loss
on those who in good faith have started
with valuable supplies and have alreaqy
incurred heavy transport expenses,

The council further asks the Hon. Mr,
Prior to *“refer to Mr. Milne’s letter to
the department of customs, dated Decem-
ber 20th, and to reply thereto, dated ¥Feb-
ruary 12th last. 7These place before you

TARIFF ‘REVISED.
Rajlway Company Establishing a
Regular Passenger Tariff.

Although the patrons of the E. & N.
Railway Company will this summer enjoy
a double train- service on Saturdays and
Sundays, they will not enjoy the cheap

rates that prevailed last summer; in fact

to some points the rates will be higher
than ever. The company have formulated
a regular passenger tariff, the rate being
4 1-2 cemts per mile. This will place alk
points between Vietoria and Chemsdinus on
a cheaper basis than heretofore, ‘but for
oints beyond Chemainus the rate will be
wigher. or instance, the fare to Well-
ington, wnich was formerly $3;, will be
$3.50; to Nanaimo, formerly $3, will now
be $3. 30. On Saturdays and Sundays
round tickets will be sold for a sing'e
fare, but on other days of the week the
round trip will-be $4.95. Fares between
some of the intermediate stations have
been materially lowered.

The fare from Victoria to Goldstream,
formerly 75 cents, will be 50 cents;
Shawnigan, formerly $1.50, will be $1,25;
and to Duncan’s, formerly $2, will be
$1.80. To all points round trip tickets
will be sold on Saturday and Sunday at a
single' fare.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

In Hogg vs. Farrell et al, the Full
Court yesterday delivered judgment, grant-
ing a new trial. Below is Mr. Justice
Drake’s judgment:— .

In this casé the learned judge who tried
the action. directed an issue to be tried at
Nelson on the question raised by the coun-
ter-claim of partnership, and reserved his
judment on the main issue. The defend-
ants set down the issue for trial at Nei-
son before and judgmert had been render-
ed by the trial judge, and the plaintiffs
were not represented. The defendants ob-
tained a special jury of 12, and a werdict
was ~rendered which is  Dnow appealed
against, on the ground that a jury of 12
fn civil cases is contrary to law. By Cap.
15, Sec. 86 of the Jury Act, 1883, it was
enacted that the provision of that act was
not to extend to Cassiar or Kootenay, but
the laws in force prior thereto, relating
to the summoning, qualification and  dis-
qualification of jurymen should be in full
force in these distriets. The law relating
to summoning and qualificaion of jury as
defined by the Jurors Act, 1860, was the
law in force prior to 1883. The laws relat-
ing to the number of jury men requisite
for the trial of a civil case are not affect-
ed by the proyvisions of sec. 86 above.
What then is the law relating to the num-
ber requisite to make lawful jury in a
civil case? By Cap. 96 of the Counsolidat-
ed Acts of 1867, 8 jurors are to be empan-
elled on the trial of any civil case triabie
in the Supreme Court and no more. No
distinction .is drawn between the special
and common jury actions. This section is
re-inacted by Sec. 47 of Cap. 3 of the Con-
solidated Aects, 1888, and .is the law now.
In my opinion, therefore, the appeal must
be allowed. with costs, as there has been
no trial before a lawfully constituted tri-

| bunal.
