They are too ready to
turn over the responsibility for the criti.-
¢ism of these accounts to their elected
representatives without considering how »
little they thought when choosing their

membersiof how far they were qualified

for this duty. -

In endeavoring to give a succinct re-
sume of the preSent financial ‘condition
of the province and of hew that condi-
tion has been brought about we do not
expect to- be able to bring forward any-
thing new or original, but hope, by di-
recting their attention to some facts on
the surace of the public accounts as pub-
lished, to convinee your readers that
their interests as taxpayers have by no
means received from the executive as a
whole the same careful attention as the
individual members of the gecvernment
would have given to any enferprise
in which they were personally inter-
ested.

We will deal, in the first place, with
the manner in which the conversion of
the old loans of 1877 and 1887 has been
carried on; influenced to this course by
the fact that this conversion has been
a favorite subject of eulogy by the sup-
porters of the government and those who
pretend to see (perhaps we should rather
say, who wish the public to see) in Mr.

Mr. T'urner’s main
arguments in favor of this course were
that it was prejudicial to the ecredit of
the province that provineial debentures
bearing such high rates of interest should
be outstanding and that securities last-
ing for a long period were preferred and
fetched a relatively higher price than se-
curities which could be paid off at an
carlier date.

BISHOP LOOTENS

At the Ripe Age of Seventy-Seven

Years Bishop Lootens !

Passes Away.

The Long and Useful Life of One
Who Was a Pioneer of the
* Province.

From Wednesday's Daily.

‘When 'the Japanese boy who:has been
acting as the personal -attendant of
Bishop Lootens entered: the room of his
venerable master at an early hour yes-
terday morning he found the Bishop had
been afflicted during the night with dan
apopletic stroke which had completely
paraiyzed his right side and deprived
bhim of the power of speech, Although
quite conscious Bishop Lootens was un- |
able to make himself understood, but the
attendant quickly obtained assistance
and Dr, Helmcken, an old-time friend of
the sufferer, was speedily in attendance. "
The Bishop lingered all yesterday and .
last night without recovering the power
of speech, and passed away at twenty
minutes to five o’¢lock this morning, in

In early days the work done by the
deceased gentleman: often took him up
the Fraser river, and he also. fravelled
‘extensively in canoe on the east coast

vears the reverend gentleman remeved
during the early sixties to California and
took charge of the Orphanage of §t. Ga-
briel, where he accomplished much good
work. During his residence in California
Father Lootens made a wide eircle of
friepds, and in Ban Francisco he was
well known and universallv respected.
At the second council of Baltimore it
was decided to‘elect Idaho, then a part
of the diocese of Oregon. into a separate
Vicariate Apostolic, and the fathess of
the counc’l recommended Father Lootens’
as the first bishop. -On August 9th; 1868;
he was consecrated as first Vicar Apos-
tolie and made titular bishop ef Casta-
bella. In 1876 the state of the bishop’s
health induced him to resign from the
rerformance of the arduous duties  eon-
nected with his charge, and, true to his

‘@l to this province, where he has re-
¢ided ever since, either in this city or at
Cowichan. Bishop Lootens was a recog-
nized, authority on' Gregorian music and
the anthor of a very able work upon that
subject. )
