The full text of the resolutions
has been officially cabled to the foreign of-
fices where it was received with expres-
sions of astonishment.. Leading men of the

subject, while they are evidently deeply
wounded by the attitude taken in Neva-
da, refrain from making any comments
further than to say: “Nevada is not Am-
erica.”

While the full text of the resolution is
known to mot more than a dozen persons
in Japan at present, however, it’is impos-
sible to foretell what the general view in
regard to it will be when it is published.
It undoubtedly will draw excited comment
from Japan, the jingo press and politicians
but the deading papers and the people of
Japan, as a rule, never express their feel-
ings even under the strongest provocatioq.

2ue letters interchanged on the anti-
Japanese matter by President Roosevelt
and Governor Gillett, of California, have
been published in full by the Japanese
government newspapers and appear to af-
ford great satisfaction.

Otncial expression as well as the editori-
al stand taken by the press, is one -of
gratitude at the attitude of the national
government in America.

The news of the action taken by the
New York and San Francisco business
men in declaring against the proposed anti-
Japanese measures introduced in the Cali-
fornia legislature is received with great
pleasure here.

Otlawa, Feb. 3—A deputation represent-
ing the shipping interests of the St. Law-
rence and including Sir Montagu Allan,
W. D. Campbell and Mr. MacPherson, as |
well as representatives of the Quebec har- |
bor commission, waited today upon the !
prime minister and the minister of public
works and urged that dry dock facilities,
commensurate with the increasing trans-
atlantic tonnage frequenting the St. Law-
rence, be provided for the harbor of Que-
bec. : ;

They pointed out that the St. Lawrence
traffic required two dry docks,one at Mont-
real and one at Quebec. To meet this
demand they suggested that pending the.
construction of a permanent dry dock at!
Quebec, a foating dock, capable of accom-
modating vessels up to a length of 700 feet
1 should be provided.

A permanent dock should in the mean-

time’ be placed unden construction and up-
on its completion, in about five years, the
floating dock might be removed to Mont-
real.
A permanent. dock of the requisite di-
mensions would cost about $2,500,000. The
cost of a floating dock would be about
$300,000.

Both the prime minister and Hon. Dr.
Pugsley promised to give the request their
earnest consideration.

MAY BE UNION
IN SOUTH AFRICA

Formation of a Great Federa-
tion Which Will Rival Canada
and Australia is Now Pos-
sible.

Tondon, Feb. 2—The British do-
mains of South Africa, so recently the
scene of bitter warfare between* British
and Dutch, are now the stage of a move-
ment for unity which promises to be-
come one of the most remarkable recon-
ciliations in history, and to add to the
British Empire a great federation ranking
\lmost with Australia and Canada. Repre-
sentatives of four colonies—The Transyaal,
Cape Colony, Natal and the Orange Kree
State—are in conference at Cape. Town
atebmpting to form a plan of union.

Uecil Rhodes probably had little thought
before he died that within ten years after
the destruction of Dutch independence

i@ Africa’ a company dominated by such| -

hostile snpirits as Dr. Jamieson, who led
the raid which kindled smouldering hos-
tilities into war; President Stein, of the
Orange Free State, which lost the appela-
tion “Free” by that war, and two great
Boer generals, Botha and Dewet, wonld
be conferring amiably in his house for
the purpose of welding the Dutch and
Uitlanders into a semi-independent na-
tion, under the British flag. More note-
worthy still seems the fact procla:med. by
the English Press that their proceedings
throughout have been marked by singular
harmony and are likely to be concluded
with success,

Another year will elapse, before the
South African union can become a fact,
if the delegates succeed - in devising a
workable form of government. After the
convention has agreed upon the bill first
presented by the delegates from the Trans-
vaal, which in the form of a constitution,
the plan must be submitted to the Parlia-
ments of the four states and then will be
put before  the ‘people for the test of a
popular vete. i

Thus far the proceedings have Dbeen
secret. The form of government predict-
ed is a compromise belween unification
and federation. Most of the delegates
prefer something approaching the Canadian
plan of unification rather than a federa-
tion on the Australian system. The pre-
seut boundaries of the four colonies will
be abolished, and they will be re-divided
into six states for local comtrol by single
chamber Legislatures whose powers will

be explicitly defined. All powers of gov-
crnment not conferred upon the local
Legislatures will be exercised by the cent-|
ral Parliament, having an Upper and a
Lower House. |

The two most important pelitical ques-!
tions before the congress, on which there'’
are differences, concern the franchise and
the status of the natives. Apart from
these, however, there looms a rock of dis-,
cord against which the union is most like-|
ly to be wrecked, if wrecked at all, That
is the selection of a capital. Local inter-
ests and jealousies come strongly into play
over this question. Pretoria and Cape
Town are strong rivals.

Many other questions yet remain to
be settled before the union can be cement-
ed. But these are matters of detail be-
side the vital fact that the leaders of both
races are in favor of a closer union on the
basis of nationality, and as nearly as prac-
tical of independent nationality.

$50,000 FOR MISSIONS

!

The . Baptists of Toronto Raisé
Their Share of the Civic Aliot-

ment.

; (Toronto Telgram).

The Baptists are the first of the de-
nominations to complete their- under tak-
ing in connection with the civic program
for missions. At a meeting of representa-
tive laymen of all the Protestant com-
munions, held in St. James’ echool house
in the autumn of 1907, it was decided to
raise, for missions during 1808 the large sumi
of $500,000. The Baptists assumed 50,000 as |
their -proportion. On Friday night, at a |
meeting held in the College street Chuich, |
the - reprcsentatives of that denomination !
presented ‘the reports from their several:
churches of the amounts actually con-!
tributed. The sums ranged  from the:
modest contribution of the smallest chureh
to the splendid total of the Jarvis street |
church, which was. $17,845.77, and made
a total of $54,126.18. Three of the smal-|
ler churches did not send in their ve-
ports, and when these are included, the
sum will exceed: 855,000, which is 10 per
cent. in excess of the Baptist share.

The meeting ‘at which the reports were |
presented was naturally enthusiastic. It
was the first annual meeting of the "T'or-|
onto Baptist Committee ol the Laymen's
Missionary Movement, and plans were
adopted for further advances during 1909. !

LLOYD-GEORGE
" AND THE BUDGET

New York, ¥eb. 2—The London corres:
pondent of -the Tribune, cables: as follows:
Mr. David Lloyd George is receiving the
unsolicited  assistance of, many amateur
! financiers in ‘arranging the budget. Finance
| rather than diplomacy is now the pastime
i of unemployed . genius, and. slates have
beén cleaned for complex studies in rev-
eiué. and: direct taxation.; Yet:the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequér. himself does not
take anybody into his confidence, and is
content with repudiating the idea that he
intends ‘to frame the budget in’'a vindic-
tive or retributive- spirit. The.necessi'ty
for fresh levies of taxation is apparent
and increases the: feeling . of insecurity
among investors. The bank returns are
- more satisfactory than for several weeks,
and the money market is permanently
easod in spite of. enormous appeals for
capital from large borrowers. Yet consols
are dropping, and. there is a lack of/ con-
fidence “which must be attributed 1o po-
litical causes. :

Alternative budgets, based upon direct
and indircct: taxation,. are:-looming up in
the near {uture, and one may: succeed the
other within two' years. When political
conditions - are -so- . unsettled it .is not
strange that investors are sending their
money abroad, and that: business men are
avoiding unnecessary -risks .and condueting
their affairs with extreme prudence. It
cannot be doubted that the pressure upon
Unionists are divided on the question of
Parliament this year is increasing. This
course is urged on- the ground that the
Unionists are ‘divided o' nthe question of
tariff reform; that the efforts ofitheir con-
federates to prevent the momination of
Lord Robert Cecil and.other. Kree Traders
are bitterly resented, and that Mr. Bal-
four’s leadership -is”.vacillating and unin-
spiring. g ;

The Unionists - certainly want to have
the elections deferred. until another year,
and the Liberal Government may not be
ill-advised in dragging them against their
will before the. electorate and exhibiting
them as bread 'taxers’ in place of land
taxers.

Some of those who appea;ed;before the
agricultural commission yesterday com-
plained of great difficulty in securing farm
labor, but also intimated that such labor
is not required all the year around.

1t cannot be expected
that skilled - farm laborers will remain
idle a considerable portion of the " year
for the privilege of working at low wages
the rest of the year. If farm labor is to
be made attractive, it must last all the
year round, and be fairly well remnuer-
ated. The farmer who cannot find some-
thing for his hired man to do all the year
around is not making the most of his op-
portunities. It is quite true that there

Eiaborate Plans for the

East and West Sides of the Harbor in the
Public Works Report — The Work in Other
Parts of the Province.

B el

Ottawa, Feb. 3—Hon. Dr. Pugsley
tabled in the house today the report of
the department of public works for the
fiscal year 1908.

In reference to St. Johm, the report,
sayvs:

“At the port of St. John (N. B.), the

awinter export and import business of
which is developing with great rapidity.
extensive dredging has been performed on
the western side of the harbor, affording,
at low tide, berths with thirty and thirty-
two feet clear depth, accommodating the
large Empress steamers of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, the Donaldsen, and the
Allan Lines.

“A further systematic development of
the west side is about to be commenced,
and the department has under earnest con-
sideration the establishment of an ideal
deep water terminal in that part of the
harbor known as Courtenay Bay, where
complete surveys are now being made.

“It is well also to emphasize the fact
that in the comstruction of her national
ports, Canada is profiting by the experi-
ence gained at the older harbors of
Europe, and is laying out in each case a
comprehensive scheme of development,
the commencement of which can be begun
modestly as the means of a young country
proceeds and the needs of trade war-
rant.

“From the above, it will be seen that
Canada is fully comscious of the immense
possibilities which the future holds for

5 t every effort which prudence
and rise can suggest is being used
to improve existing opportunities.

“It is. most interesting to note what
the results have been so far. There has
been a vaat increase in shipping from the
g{mf. lakes to the sea; Boston and New

ork have lost the European grain trade
to Montreal; St. John is now in a posi-
tion to successfully compete with Port-
land for the winter trade; and the Can-
adian route is being recognized as the
quickest and shortest for through trans-
portation from Europe to Asia.”

On the subject of expenditure generally, |

the deputy minister says:

. *““The continued expansion of this large
branch of the public service is shown by
the accountant’s statement of expendi-
ture for the fiscal year 10078, which
reached a total of $11,199,384.9¢, an in-
credse of §],851,959.63 over that for the
year 1905-6, which must -be used for pur-
poses of comparison as, owing to the
change in the fiscal year, the preceding
report for.

Mr. Sinclair and Mr. Jamieson,
Digby, gave the house the benefit of a
good deal of useful information. as to the
val@ie of the fisheries and madé out a good
case for the appointment of the’ com-
, mittee.
| W. F. Maclean, South York, observed
i that there were a good many committees
! now, and they had a good deal to do and
he thought the time was opportune to
consider if some of the tvork ‘could not be
put on the senate. Ie bélicved the sen-
ate ought to be reorganized to take up
such matters as the fisheries and the con-
servation of natural resources, and Mr.
Maclean threw out the suggestion that
in considering the question of giving the
genate more to do, the government should
make a redistribution of the work and a
better allofment,

A. B. Crosby, Halifax, endorsed the idea
and was followed by A. K. MacLean,
Lunenburg, who stated that such ques-
tions as the modus vivendi giving United
States fishermen privileges in Canadian
waters, the coasting trade privileges grant-
ed to Norwegian vessels, and the decline
of the shipping industry might properly
be referred to the new committee.

Dr. Daniel, St. John, said the fisheries
of the Bay of Fundy were very valuable
and should be looked after. The regula-
tions of the marine départment with re-
gard to inshore fishing were mot carried
out; very often when prosecution has
been made, the fine has  been
remitted and the fichery officer has
been discouraged in his work. The doc-
tor referred to the practice of dynamiting
fish, and he read a number of letters from
fishermen approving of the establishment
of dog fish reduction works, which the
doctor advocated for the Bay of Fundy.

W. 8. Loggie, Northumberland, briefly
supported the resolution, expressing satis-
faction that after forty years of agitation
everybody appeared to be satisfied that a
special committee ought to be appointed.

Mr. Gervaig, Montreal, said the commit-
tee might apply itself to the transporte-
tion of fresh fish from the Maritime
Provinces to the inland cities of Canada;
Montreal paid $5,000 a week for fresh fish
from the United States which should come
from the Maritime Provinces.

Mr. Foster said the committee should
be a small one and should be confined to
the fisheries.

Mr, Brodeur announced that the gov-
ernment accepted with pleasure the sug-
gestion contained in the resolution, and
the change would soon be made. As to
the industry generally, the government
had been doing something for its develop-
ment, an important move being the pay-
ing of a portion of the express rates on
fish ghipments from the Maritime Prov-
inces, one effect being to greatly stimulate
shipments. The dog fish reduction works
were an experiment, and he hoped that
when it could be shown that they were
a commercial success the public would
take hold of the industry.

There was no politics in the adminis-
tration of the fisheries, said Mr. Brodeur,
but it could not be hoped that all the
regulations would be observed. As to the
modus vivendi it was not in the interest
of the fishermen, and this was a question
that should be referred to the commit-
tee. Our fisheries should be controlled by
Canadians and not by Americans, said
the minister. The resolution was declar-
ed carried.

W. B. Northrup introduced a bill to
empower the railway commission to com-
pel a railway company, which absorbs an-
other, to carry out its contracts with
municipalities.

his cousin Joseph Woods, of Montreal,
'and his brother-in-law, Harry Rosenbes,
| of Toronto, all reserved pleas and elections
and were rémanded for a week.

These five arrests are the discovery of
[a daring ticket swindle scheme, which is
supposed to have been in operation on
| the Grand Trunk trains betweem-Toron-
to and Montreal for more than three
vears,

Simultaneous arrest of all five was
;planned by James K. Stein, manager of
Thiel Detective Agency, and carried out
by the local  detective department last
night.

In three years that this sclieme is al-
Jeged to have been in operation it is cal-
culated that the G. T. R. has beeu de-
frauded ‘out of thousands of dollars.

Detectives say that Toronto men were
the principal buyers of alleged “fake”
tickets and as the trip to Montreal this
way would only cost 84 there was a rush-
ing business, which paid great profits.
The regular fare is $10.

There were two plans of working the
scheme, they allege. One was to issue
blank tickets numbered and initialed by
the vendors which the buyer would hand
to the conductor ‘on a train and would
be carried to Montreal. Imperial Bank
checks were used to operate this scheme
as the color is exactly the same as that
of the tickets used by the Grand Trunk.
Blie pencil marks with initials on the
bottom made the ‘“dummy” look enough
tike a vegular passage to allay the suspi-
cions of anybody who might be watching
the conductor taking fares.
