Truro, N. 8., March 29.—Eaton, the
Calais homicide, supposed to be fleeing
from justice, shot himself on the Quebec
train yesterday between Truro and Am-
herst, evidently intending to commit
suicide. He was brought to Trure and
taken to the Prioce of Wales Hotel,
where he was attended by Drs. Muir and
McKay. He had shot himself in the head
tive times. All the bullets have been ex-
tracted except one, which lodged in the
head back of the left ear. This is a very
serious wound. The other wounds are
not very bad ones. He was arrested last
night, and as soon as he is sufficiently re-
covered to be moved will be taken back
to Calais to stard his trial. The poor
fellow feels his position very keenly, and

| says he had no motive for shooting either

his brother or Kelly. He admits that he
was under the influence of liquor at the
time and did not know what he was
doing,

Eaton, it is said, passed throngh St.
John a few days ago without falung into
the hands of the detectives of that city,
aud after reaching Moncton took a train
for the North, getting off at River du
Loup, aud there purchasing the revolver
with which he attempted to kill himself.
Detective Power, by whom he was arrest-
ed at Truro, arrived back at Halifax last
night, baving lett the prisoner in charge
of Truro officers. The friend accompany-
ing Eaton, thought to be a second man
who assisted in bailing him at Calais, re-
sisfed ihe cntiance of the detective to
Eaton’s apartments to effect his arrest,
threatening to shoot if an attempt was
made to burst the doors. A magistrate
was procured and the man was finally in-
duced to allow Mr. Power to enter. Two

‘of Eaton’s brothers are expected to arrive

at Truro to-day and an officer is expected
to leave Calais for there this morning to
take the prisoner lack. Eaton appears
willing to return home, and it is expected
extradition papers will not be necessary.

Newspapers in 1883.

From the new edition of Messrs. Geo.
P. Rowell & Co’s American Newspaper
Directory, which is now in press, it ap-
pears that the total number of newspapers
and periodicals of all kinds issued in Can-
ada is 596. There are no less than 74
daily papers, while the monthlies num-
ber 57. The weckly papers number 423.
This is an excellent showing for the Domi-
nion, though it cannot of course equal the
United States and Territories, in which
the journals and periodicals of all kinds
now reach the imposing total of 11.196.
This is an increase of 585 in twelve
months. Taking the States ope by one,
the newspaper growth in some is very
considerable. The present total in New
York State, for instance, is 1,399—a gain
of 80 in the past year.

“Joe, I've had ennugh of your fooling,” or
w rds to that effect, when they became
awsare he had his revolver, a No, 38, self-
cocking one, in his hand Before either
co1ld say a word or make a move.
me t he pointed his weapon at his
brother, anl without farther = words
frel, the ball striking Joseph in the left
chest and  passing directly through
the body without touching a vital spot.

As he fired Kelly started to retire, but
was stopped by a second shot from the re
volver, which struck him in the left hip.
Tmmediately after firing the second shot
Eaton we it into the main stable and har-
nessed his pair of horses. He was met
on the road and he spoke pleasantly to at
least two nrrsons about 8 o’clock, and it
is supprsed he was on his way to his
home at Red Peich, about seven anda
ha1f miles b:low the city. The hostler
states he was cal'ed into the office from
the main stable. but when he saw Herbert
feeling in the pock+ts «f his coat he sus-
n-cted be wrg aning to seare him and ran
frcin the bnildine, He heard him make
the remark quoted above and immed;

A rnumber of the
leading physicians are now in consultation,
Lc is rumored that they agree that Kelly
cannot  possibly live 48 hours.  Joseph
Eaton is very comfortable and not con-
sidered 1 any danger.

Samuel Kelly, Jr., shot by Herbert
Eatoun, on Tuesday night, died this even-
ing. He refused to make any statemen-
regarding the affuir.

Soon after Kelly’s death Eaton dis.
appeared. A warrant was issued on
Thursday night for his arrest and a posse
ot police weut to his summer residence
where through search was made but Eaton
could not be found. A woman who was
living at the bhouse, a clild and man
servant, were there. The coroffer las
sumnmoned a jury and they have held two
sexsions and adjourned until to-morrow.
Kelly’s funeral will take place on Sunday.
He leaves a widow and danghter. The
wound of Joseph Eaton is not dangerous.
Accused has always had on abundance of
money, enabling him to indulge in any
taste or fancy.

He has had
forsome years an elegant summer residence
on the river, seven miles below Calais,
Here he entertained his friends in sumpt
uous style, and always kept alarge foice
of servants who were usually dressed in
unform on special occasions.

thiawing near to Urauns.  On the 22d the
moon is eclipred. The eclipse is invisible
0 this portion of the world, but may ,be
seen on the Pacitic coast. the Pac tic Ocean,
aud Asia.

Tue Gov
ernment had to watch the reluction ‘n
the taiiff being made by the Congress of
the United States, to find out exactly
what the American authuiities prop s-d
brfore submitting their own proposals to
Pailiament. The full «ffict of the Ameri-
can reductions were not ascertained until
the 16th of March, and then the Govern-
mept considered it advisable to postpon. *
the Budet Speech until after the Easter
holidags. The changes proposed were not
to go into etfect immediartely.

At no period in the history of Canada
did the crcdit of the country stand as
high as to day, The total receipts of last
year, viz., 1881-82, were $33.3383,000; the
expen-liture $27,067,0' 0, leaving a surplus
of $6 316.000, or with the receipts fiom
public lands, over $8.000,000. The net
debt of Canada last year was §1,000,000
less than in the previous year, though
$734,000 were spent on capital account.
Loans falling due were met ly receipts
from the Government Savings Banks.

The expenditure for last year was $1,-
500,000 more than in 1881 82, but the in-
crease of taxation was not wnore than half
a million. He justified the increase in
public expenditure on the ground that the
increase of population and development of
the conntry had rendered additional ex-
penditure nec-gcary. The outlay upon
railways and canals had leen followed by
increased receipts from those works.

His fther was a cotter and John found
employment in the Queen’s stables, The
late Prince Cunsort, it is said, esteemed
him highly, and on the death of the Priuce
the Queen made him her contidential per
soual attendant. He was a stalwart man,
with a powerful, well-knit frame, a mas-
sive brow, a tine mouth and keen, shrewd,
gray eyes. lIu Scotlaud
picturesque Highland but
London he dressed  in a modest suit o
black, and when on the box of the Queen’s
carrtage lovk.d ke an undertaker's assist-
ant.

The Tide S*1ll Rising.

Whoever entertsined the honest expec-
tation that the effect of the Natioual Pol-
icy would be 80 to encourage home pro
duction as great'y to diminish the demand
f r imported goods, must have that pleas
wt delusion pretty thoroughly dispelled
by this time by the official reports of the
Natiou:1 Policy Government. The recent
Aficial report of the Hon. Commissioner
of Customs shows most conclusively that
not only has the value of imported goods
eutered for home consumption greatly in-
creased since 1878, but the amount of
duty collected per head on the total popu
lation of the Dominion has been nearly
doubled, aud the tile keeps rising higher
and higher each year. Iu 1879 the total
value of goods entered into Canada for
home cousamption was $80,341.608, and
i 1882 it had iucressed to $112,648,027.
Tue amonnt of duty collected last year
was $21,708,837—an increase of nearly
n ne millions in four years. The great
swelling of the agyregate value is not to
b: acevnuted for because of our healthy
iicrease « f population, for from the same
undoubted authority we tind significant
taoles bearing directly on this point. The
first year after Confederation the per
capita of customs duties on the entire
population was $2.62 ; in 1879 it was §3-
46, and last year it had increased to no
less than 5.02 per head of our entire
people. With a constautly increasing
p 'pulation and a rapidly increasing aver-
age amount of duties collected of each in-
habitant, it is not hard to explain where
the handsome surplus comes from, — Mont-
real Witness.
