Silver Jubilee of Bishops Rogers
and Meclntyrs

The Charlottetown Eraminer of Wed
nesday, 12th, gives a very full descrip-
tion of the jubilee celebration. It says:

At a few minutes before nine o’clock the
procession of Bishops and Clergy filed out
of the main entrance of the Palace, swept
across the beautiful lawn inside the
grounds, and passing the gate opening on
Richmond street, entered the Cathedral
through the magnificent gothic arch con
structed at its left portal.

Arrived at the Cathedral, the proces-
sion continued on to the Altar of the
Sacred Heart, by way of the Epistle aisle,
where all knelt in prayer a moment be-
fore the Blessed Sacrament, and then
entered the Sanctuary, where prie dieus
were placed for the Archbishops and
Bishops. The clergy and altar boys oc™
cupied chairs outside the Sanctuary rail.

The interior of the Cathedral on arrival
of the procession presented a most beau-
tiful appearance. It was decorated in
true artistic style by the ladies of the
Convents and Hospital, assisted by the
Fathers of the Cathedral and young men
of the congregation. The Sanctuary and
grand altar sparkled with beauty, and as
the procession halted in the Sactuary the
spectacle was truly grand.

Pontifical High Mass was celebrated at
9 o’clock, Mgr. McIntyre officiating. with
Dr. McDonald, as Deacon, and Father
McDonald, of Campbellton, as sub-deacon,
of office, and Rev, &'athers Allard and
Pelletier as deacons of honor began the
mass. At” its conclusion Archbishop
O’Brien preached from the text :

““Take heed to yourselves, and to all the flock
over which the Holy Ghost hath placed you
Bishops, toall the Church of God, which Me hath
purchased with His own blooa.””—Acts xx—28.

In his sermon the preacher said : The
church of God is everywhere spoken of
in Scripture as God’s Kingdom on earth,
Its mission is divine; its work the appli-
cation to men’s soul: of the merits of
Christ’s passion ; its object the salvation
of souls. It is born of God, not of man ;
its power is divine ; its voice the organ of
eternal truth. It is in this world not by
the pleasure or will of man; it asks not
his permission to exercise its functions ;
in the domain of faith and morals it re-
cognizes not his control ; and by reason of
its Heaven-given commission 1t claims
his obedience in all that pertains to Re-
vealed Religion. “ Preach the Gospel to
every creature” justifies the raising of its
voice always and everywhere: ¢‘ As the
Father sent me so I send you,” proclaims
its unfettered freedom of action: ¢ Wit
heargth you heareth me” stamps it with
the seal of an awful power, resistance to
which is threatened with condemnation;
By the will of God the Church was found-
ed ; by His power it was endowed ; and
by His command it is to be heard and
obeyed. Man had no more to say in its
foundation and in its endowmeat than he
had in the creation of matter and the fix-
ing of its laws; and, just as he cannot
change by one jot or tittle the laws of
nature, or destroy one of its particles, so
is he powerless to change or destroy the
nature of the Church, or the divine order
of its governing power. He must take
the order of nature such asitis; he must
be content with the supernatural order as
represented by the Church, and as it has
come from the hands of God. We were
not consulted about the creation of the
world ; neither was our opinion asked
about founding the'Church, The world
is for our temporal good—still we must
submit to its inevitable laws ; the Charch
is for our spiritual benefit—but we . must
bow to her unchanging truths. Did men
only reflect that they are as powerless to
change the supernatural as the natural
order, we would have no useless and sin-
ful rebellion against God’s Kingdom. His
Grace spoke of the functions and dignity
of the Episcopal office, and traced the vast
amouut of work done by Bishops Rogers
and McIntyre in the last twenty-five years.
In conclusion he said: To you, my
Lords, who have borne the weight and
dignity of the Episcopal office for twenty-
five years, I can only say : think not ot
the trials or cares tkat are passed, or
that may yet come, but look only at the
crown that awaits them who tight man-
fully the good fight in the cause of the
Lord. Our prayers are for yon to-day,
our best wishes are yours. Your noble
and devoted clergy, and your faithful
people, raise their hearts to God to-day,
and pray that you, placed by the Holy
Ghost to rule the church of God, may so
acquit yourselves that those who come
after you may be able to praise you as
men glorious in your generation.

The Eraminer says no wmore beautiful
or impressive service was ever held on the
Island. After Mass the clergy presented
Dr. McIntyre with magnificent pontificals
and an address.

Lieut. Governor McDonald also read an
address on behalf of the congregation to
Bishop McIntyre and presented him with
a purse. Replying to the address His
Lordship said that any success achieved
was owing to having zealous priests and
generous people.

Inthe afternoon there was a levee at
the Episcopal Palace which was largely
attended; also a banquet at the College.
Governor McDonald presided. In reply |

THE BISHOP OF CHATHAM,

The Right Rev. James Rogers, D. D.,
was born on the 11th of July, 1826, at
| Mount Charles, County Donegal, Ireland.
When he was five years old his parents
came tc Nova Scotia and settled in the
city of Halifax, where the youth and
early manhood of the future Bishop were
passed. He was educated at St. Mary’s
College, Halifax, completing his studies
at the Grand Seminary, Montreal. In the
latter institution he had as ecclesiastical
fellow-students many who are now dis-
tinguished clergymen, among whom is
the bishop of a diocese adjoining his
own, viz.: Bishop Healy, Portland, Me.
Having received deacon’s orders at Mon-
treal, he was ordained priest on the 2nd
of July, 1851, in St. Mary’s Cathedral,
Halifax, N. 8., by the - first Archbishop,
the late Most Rev. Wm. Walsh.

The first years of Father Rogers’ min-
istry were spent in various missions of
Nova Scotia—Digby, Aunnapolis, Cumber-
land, etc.,—and in 1857-8 in the Island
of Bermuda, where h: commenced the
erection of the first Catholic church
built there. In many parts of those
missions the Catholics were few and
scattered, and the means of communica-
tion often difficult, but Father Rogers
brought with a splendid physical consti-
tution an untiring energy and a zeal born
of his sacred vocation that made him a
man of Providence, equal to all these
disadvantageous circumstances. Fami-
lies however remote were visited and
cheered by the presence and sympathy
of their devoted priest, all experienced
that they were known individually by
their pastor, opportunities to practice
their religion were made more couvenient
aud its intluence showed itself in renewed
fervor and attachment to their faith. To
the memory still cherished of Father
Rogers his successors in those missions
bear witness. When Archbishop Con-
nolly was transferred to the archiepisco-
pal see of Halifax in 1859, Father Rogers
was appointed secretary, and he was also
appoiunted to a professorship in St. Marys
College.

On the 8th of May, 1860, the northern
half of the Province of New Brunswick
was separated from the diocese of St.
Johu and erected into a new diocese,
having the town of Cha tham for its see,
and Father Rogers was elected to the
new diocese by the late Pope Pius IX.
On the 15th of August of the same year
Father Rogers, together with Father Mec-
Intyre, received episcopal consecration
in the Cathedral of Charlottetown, P. E.
L., from the hauds ot thz late Archbishop
Connolly, assisted by the Right Reverend
Bishops Sweeny, of St. John, McKinnon,
of Arichat, Mullock, of St. John’s Nfld.,
aud Dalton, of Harbor Grace, Nfld.
Bishop Rogers was solemnly iunstalled in
the new see at Chatham oa the 22ud of
August.

When the new bishop went to Chatham
he had but seven priests in his diocese.
In consequence of this scarcity ot priests
he had frequently during the first years
of his Episcopacy to do the most erdinary
duties of a priest on mission, often having
to go great distances, twenty, thirty, even
forty miles, on sick calls. To-day his
Lordship has thirty-seven priests subject
to his administration and actively en-
gaged in the performance of their calling.
The number of churches has proportion-
ately increased. Im all small centres of
population, especially towns, the bishop
took early measures to have commenced
the erection of churches and to have mis-
sions established.

A first object of Bishop Rogers’ zeal
was the education of youth, and in the
first year of his administration he found.
ed St. Michael's Academy or College.
Tuis building, with the ~Pro-Cathedral,
and Episcopal residencs, was burned in
1878. It was rebuilt, but is temporarily
closed. Thereare many priests, profes-
sional and business men whose usefulness
and success reflect credit on the institu-
tion where they received their education.
In 1860 there were no convents, now
there are eight engaged in the education
of girls. There are now three hospitals
under the management of the Hotel Dien
Nuns, of which the hospital for the poor
lepers, or Lazaretto, at Tracadie, has
more than a local interast. OQur readers,
through official reports, as also through
communications from visitors to the lat-
ter institution, know how efficiently the
great work of charity is there performed.

In 1867 Bishop Rogers attended the
eighteenth centenary celebration of the
martyrdom of SS. Peter and Paul at
Rome; was one of the bishops at the
Vatican Council, and again visited Rome
in 1883.

The destructive fire above alluded to
will be remembered by our readers.
Since then the buildings have been re-
built. The corner stone of a new cathed-
ral was laid by the Papal delegate, the
late Most Rev. Dr, Conroy. Work is not
carried on now, but will be resumed after
the liquidation of all diocesan debt in-
curred for other institutions.

THE BISHOP OF CHARLOTTETOWN,

The parents of the Right Rev. Peter
McIotyre (Angus MclIntyre and Sarah
McKinnon) emigrated to P. E. lsland at
the beginning of the century from Uist
Inverness, Scotland. Bishop Mclntyre
is the youngeat of seven children and was
born at Cable Head, St. Peter’s " Parish,
on the 29th of June, 1818. He_ was sent
to St. Andrew’s College, P. E. [., at an
early age, and finished his education at
St. Hyacinthe, Quebec, Seminary. He
was ordained in Quebec in February, 1843,
by Bishop Signay. When he returned to
the Island he was one of eight priests in
that province—only three of whom are
now living. He was assistant with Fath-
er Perry at Miscouche for eighteen
months and was afterwards stationed in
the Parish of Tignish where he labored
for 17 years. The first brick church
erected on the Island was built at Tig-
nish by him despite the protests of many
who thought the Island brick would not
stand the severity of winter. It has
withstood the winters of more than a
quarter of a century, proving the wisdom
of the builder. The experience gained
by him during his mission in Tignish, ia
building and in general parochial work
has helped in his wonderful success in
erecting churches, halls and convents in
a comparatively small diocese in point of
numbers. On the death of the late
Bishop McDonald he was appointed to
the bishopric of the Province, and on the
15th of August, 1860, was consecrated at
the same time as Bishop Rogers. The
first work of consequence which he un-
dertook was the rebuilding of St. Dun-
stan’s.College. Built of wood, it had
been attacked by dry ret, and was in a
dangerons condition. The outside was
taken down and rebuilt of brick, and the
college now presents as fine and substan-
tial appearance as any similar educational
structure in the Maritime Provinces.
The Catholic population of the Island at
the time of Bishop Meclntyre’s consecra-
tion was 35,500. There were only thir-
teen priests to minister to their spiritual
wants. The Catholic population now is
about 48,000 and there are thirty-n'ne
priests with well organized missions. The
new parishes established by Bishop Me-
Intyre are Cardigan Bridge, Montague |
Bridge, Cardigan Road, Morell, South
Shore, Hope River, Lot 7, Lot 11, Brae,
Lot 9, Palmer’s Road, Little Pond,
Bloomfield, Alberton, Summerside, in
Prince Edward Island, and Bassin in
Magdelan Islands, which form part of
the Diocese.

Besides the splendid Episcopal resi-
dence in Charlottetown, which was much

required for the diocese, he has built St. |
Patrick’s school, (one of the finest build-
ings in the city nearly opposite the Gov-
ernment Provincial Building, on Queen
Square); St. Teres's church, Cardigan |
Road; St. Francis’, Little Pond; St.

Mary’s, Montague Bridge: St. Andrew'’s,

St. Peter's; St. Lawrence’s, Morell; St. |
Michael’s, Coran Bass Bridge; St. Pat- |
rick’s, Tortanguslus; St. Joachim’s, Ver-

(the first stone church built on the Is-
land); St. Anne’s, Hope River; St. Char-
les, Summerside; St. Mark’s, Lot 7; St.
Mary’s, Brae; Saint Bridget’s, Lot 11;
Saint Anthony’s, Bloomfield; SS. Simon
and Jude, Tignish; St. Thomas’, -‘Palmer’s
Road; Sacred Heart, Alberton: and in
the Magdalen Islands, Notre Dame de la
Visitation, Amherst; Etang du Nord, St,
Pierre; St. Francis Xavier. This is work
enough, one would say, for one prelate and
an indefatigable staff of clergymen for one
generation, but besides these churches,
many of them splendid specimens of
architecture, there have been eight con-
veutual establishments erected and found-
ed within the last twenty-five years in
various parts of the province, which edu-
cate annually thousands of pupils,” The
chief part of the labor .of the churches
was aone by the zealous people in several
of the parishes.

In 1877 Bishop Mclntyre organized the
Central Council of the Catholic Total
Abstinence Union, with affiliated seégie-
ties in every parish of the Diocese. It
has accomplished a great work in the
suppression of intemperance on the Is-
land. In 1878 he founded the City Hos-
pital, which has already done a vast
amount of good, and has stimulated others
to found another hospital for the sick,

His Lordship has visited Rome four
times. In 1862 he went there in company
with archbishop Connolly, and in 1869 he
and Bishop Mc¢Kinnon visited the Holy
Land. He assisted at the Vatican Coun-
cil. His Lordship has had the advan-
tage of seeing most of the chief cities of

furope.

Bishop - McIntyre does not preach very
often. Heis a clear, forcible spe.ker,
impressive if not eloquent, with a pe:rect
command of good Anglo-Saxon. Though
a zealous prelate he has never been
known to give utterance to any intolerent
expression against those differing from
him in religious matters. He has been
to Charlottetown and the Island gener-
ally, a public benefactor. Though draw-
ingclose to the seventies, his eye is
bright, hislip is firm, and his face fresh.
He has a fine constitution, rises between
four and five a. m., and has a day‘s work
done before most Charlottetown people
are out of bed. He has many years of
usefulness ahead of him, and hopes not
to complete his labors until he shall have
built a magnificent cathedral in the met-
ropolis of his Province. That such a
great worker deserves and receives the
gratitude of his own people might be ex-
pected, that be should and does cammand
the admiration of all classes is only rea-
sonable; and that he enjoys the esteem of
his peers is witnessed by the number of
Bishopsand Archbishops that do him
honor on the occasion of his Silver Jubilee.

Horrible Tragedy at Bermuda.

(Halifax Citjzen.)

Purser Howell, of the R. M. S. Alpha,
which arrived this morning from Ber-
muda, brings particulars of a terrible
tragedy which was enacted on the 5th
inst. A branch pilot named Pitcher, a
powerful young man, was desperately in
love with a girl named Clementina, of
whom he had latterly become extremely
jealous. On the moraing of the 5th he
visited her residence and finding her
alone cut her throat from ear to ear with
a razor, leaving her dead. He then
coolly went amoug his friends and told
them he had ‘“fixed Clementina,” but all
knowing the state of his feelings toward
her nothing serious was suspected till
after his leaving; then word came that
the poor girl's body had been found. The
police traced the man to the shorgy™short
distance off which his vessel Avas at{an-
chor, but the people about warned th‘e\;

who came off after him. While contem-
plating what to do, they saw Pitcher
alone on the deck of the schooner prepar-
ing to complete his fearful fate. He was
seen to take a rope and splice it about his
neck, to a short end of which, a few feet
long, he firmly attached 2160 1b weight.
He then took his handkerchief and with
it bound his right wrist securely to the
noose about his neck. Then, knowing
the depth of water at the spot, he was
seen to carefully measure the length of
rope from the other side of the noose, and
make the end fast in board, after which in
full view of those on shore he grasped the
160 1b. weight in his left hand, and stand-
ing a moment onthe bulwark with the
exclamation “God have mercy on my
soul,” leaped into the water and sunk like
a stone. Boats immediately put off and
by the line which he had made fast hauled
up the body, but life was extinct and the
executioner was saved the trouble of
carrying out any sentence for the murder
of Clementina.

A glance at the table shows a steady
increase in the population of Loth Eugland
and Scotland, with a different result in
Ireland ; yet during the greater part of
the first half of the century, the popula-
tion of Ireland also increased. In 1801
the number of Ireland’s people was 5,216, -
000 ; in 1841 the number had grown to
8,200,000. The famine. followed on the
failure of the potato crop, and emigration
followed famine. The two causes operat-
ing together rapidly depleted the popula-
tion, whick in 1851 was nearly two 1aillions
less than in 1841. 1t has since further
decreased by the emigration of the Irish
people to every quarter of the globe, until
in the year 1885 the island is set down to
have a quarter of a wmillion fewer people
than it had at the beginning of the cen.
tury. The decrease from 8,200,000 in
1841 to 4,918,000 in the present year is a
remarkable as it is a sad feature in Irish
history. But it is not to be forgotten
that the millions who have gone out from
the ‘‘old sod” have in ten thousand in-
stances achieved success in America and
other countries where they have settled,
greatly increasing their wealth and mul-
tiplying their descendants in the land of
their adoption. There are more of Irish-
men and their descendants in America by
far at present than there are in Ireland,
and they are better off on this side the
Atlantic than they could have been had
they remained in their own green and
still thickly populated isle,

The population of Scotland has steadily
increased, and bas morethan doubled in
the first eighty-five years of this century.
In the same length of time the popu-
lation of England and Wales has multi-
phed threefold. The population of Lon-
don, alone, is greater than Scotland and
is with rapid strides approaching the
diminished numbers of Ireland. Yet, in

It 1a
fitting that they should ‘b)e‘ There are
two parties contending, one demanding
my execution, while the other is strug-
gling to save me. Between these two
Sir John McDonald and his ministers
stand perplexed, willing to take which-
ever course may best serve their interests.
They care very little whether I gm hanged
orsaved, but they care for the votes of
my friends. Those who cry for vengeance
also have votes and influence. They
must also be appeased.” He says that
Dumont and Dumas will return to Can.

Sunday Salmon Fishing.

A Montreal despatch says. “Sir
Roderick Cameron has not submitted
tamely to the fine imposed on him by one
of the inspectorsof the marine and fisheries
department for ‘killing salmon on sunday,
‘“and has, presumably by the advice of
his fellow transgressor, Judge Henry,
appealed from the fine of $10. The
grounds of the appeal are that the prohib-
itory provision is merely an economic one,
covering the Sabbath day for the conven-
ience and protection of the fishermen who
are employed working the nets on the
Lower St. Lawrence aud has no reference
whatever to Sabbath observance, and that
it is founded in the public interest, as
it slackens the severe strain of contin.
nous netting. y

An ex-minister of fisheries has written a
letter to the press on the question, in
which he says: *“Sir Roderick Cameron’s
defence in appeal should not only acquit
him of the fine and reproof, and exonerate
the narrowly escaping judge,but it should
also occasion the immediate repeal of the
obnoxions regulation. Even if it was
1egal the power of a fishery guardian or
warden does not extend to inflicting fines
for its enforcement.

One of Their Own Witnesses.

The Montreal Herald, which is by no
means unfriendly towacds the Govern-
ment, holds it responsible for the present
condition of things in the Northwestern
Territories. It says:

. “‘Had the Government been more intel-

ligently served by the Dominion Lands
Department at Ottawa there would have
been no insurrection at Red River, no
rebellion in the Saskatchewan. Knowing
these things, and being conscious of ne-
glect and mismanagement in the Depart-
ment of the Interior, the senior members
ef the community dislike any sweeping
condemnation at the present moment.
The unfortunate assertions of Ministers
that all was quiet in the Northwest. and
that only satisfaction wasto be found
among the settlers has risen in judgment
against them, and the refusal of the Gov-
ernment to bring down the reports of
their own officers and the correspondence
of eminent and disinterested men when
asked for in the House of Commons and
demanded by the counsel conducting
Rlel’q defence, has necessarily created a
bad impression, and men avoid rashly
condemning a vebellion which a Govern-
ment Department seemed to have aided
in causing.”

Iuvisas friendly towards the
Government as it is possible to be. No-
thing is said in their condemnation where
an excuse can be fournd, and what the
Herald says in the above extract ought
to satisfy Ministers and their supporters
that their present sy:stem of governing
the territories cannot be permitted to
continue.

Resisting a Sherif A Meuntiin
Changed to a Mole Hill.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance,

DEar SiIR,—Since my cemmunication
of last week to you on this subject the
following has transpired,—

The afternooa of Mouday last and part
of the forenoon of Tuesday was taken up
in examining Mr. Thomas Miller, witness
for the Crown. Nothing new could be
elicited and his cross-examination tended
to exonerate the prisoners, whose cases
were before the Court fromn all blame.
The Court was then addressed om Dbehalf
of the prisoners shewing —

Ist. The pecessity of upholding the
law by properly protecting its officers.

2nd. The impropricty of the tirst officer
of the County endeavoring to commit an
unlawful act; and claiming the right to
resist any arbitrary attempts of him or
any other person to ride rough shod over
a law-abiding people.

3rd. Thatthe prisoners did not exercise
their right of resistance, but treated the
Sheriff kindly and with a consideration
he was not deserving of.

4th. The unrelisble testimony of the
Sheriff, who had a warrant issued for and
charged upon eath a person who Mr.
Miller preved was not present on the
occasion.

These points were briefly referred to
and this outrage on people’s liberties
duly classed with the raid made on the
Post Offices of Shippegan by the same
geutleman not long since,

The Sheriff closed lus case by exhibiting
a goodly pile of books which threatened
to keep the Court in session for another
week. He defined therefrom (perhaps to
his own satisfaction) what anm assault is;
but could prove nothing from them
against the prisoners.

The justice then took up the evidence
carefully, and shewed, in plain language,
the absence of any ‘‘resistauce or wilful
obstruction” to the officers of the la:, and
hooorably discharged the prisoners.

On the afternoon of Tuesday the Sheriff
was arraigned before Justice Hayden to
answer the charge mentioned in my former
communication. The justice explained to
him and his counsel—Mr. Landry—his
position as counsel for the prisoners in
the Court in which this action arose, and
also his affinity to the party bringing the
charge and asked if any objections would
be offered to him holding the examina-
tion.

Mr. Landry, on behalf of the
Sheriff, expressed the opinion that cir-

cumstances had disqualified the justice,
and he, no doubt, feeling the strength of
the remark, handed the warrant and
complaint toa coustable with instructions
to take the prisoner before another
justice.

The constable having no horse at the
time and the day being warm (as he
afterwards expressed himself) felt reluc-
tant to carry him, papoose-like, even in
this barbarous locality, so he quietly
allowed him to escape.

Having in this foregoing given the
facts as they occurred, I will leave your
readers draw their own conclusions, feel-
ing satisfied that they will do him no
injustice.

I cannot close the communication with-
out referring to the discretion and good
conduct of the men of Bathurst who
accompanied the Sheriff on this memor-
able 31st July. They have shown them-
selves to be men of sense, men of whom’
auy parish may be proud. One word or
indiscreet act might have precipitated a
conflict, the results of which might be
serious. The word was not spoken and
no indiscreet act was committed, and
the people of Pokemouche hope to meet
them again in warm friendskip, and look
upon them as standing head and shoul-
ders above Laman R. Doucet in all the
qualities which go to make up the man.

Thanking you, Mr. Editor, for your
space in which I have endeavored to vin-
dicate the character of a slandered people,
I am, ete.

The Forger, Robinson.

EN ROUTE FROM MEXICO—HOW HE ES-
CAPED FROM ST. JOHN.
[St. John Globe.]

Some time ago the fact was made known
that James Robinson, wanted on the
charge of forgery, had been arrested in
Mexicosoon after he had arrived there.
New it appears that Robinson is on his
way to this city, having left Mexico on
Monday last in the custody of a detective.
There is little’doubt that had it not been
for the circulars, giving, a likeness and
a description of the forger, issued by the
Pinkerton men Robinson weunld not have
been captured. The description was so
accurate and the likemess so faithful of
him that a conductor on ona of the rail-
ways running into Mexico recognized the
fugitive in the cars. The conductor
chatted with Robinson different times on
the journey and arranged to get him a
hotel. In the meantime the Pinkerton
agency was infermed of the fact and at
their request the conductor was advised
te have the suspected person arrested
and held on suspicion. This was done.
Robinson was identified and arrangements
made for his extradition. The first step
towards effecting this ebject  was to re-
quest the Dominion Government to
petition the Imperial Government to ask
the Mexican authorities to hand over the
forger. The latter Government assented
to do so provided Robinson could be iden-
titied. This the Dominion authorities
did promptly and satisfactorily. The

extradition papers were made out on the

information of Andrew Lattimer of Fred-
ericton, whose name wae forged.

The particulars of Robinson’s escape
from St. John are now known. While
the detectives were scouring the country
Robinson was in the city quietly waiting
an opportunity to leave town. On Wed-
nesday afternoon, the 6th of May, he

met his family and left them about dark |

in the evening. In the meantime a Prince
William Street lawyer arrived at tbe

house and asked Robinson what he pro- :

posed to do. Robinson replied that he
could do nothing else than to give him-
self up, as he could not see his way clear
to leave town unnoticed. The lawyer
pooh-poohed the idea anda plan of es-
cape was arranged. A friend was looked
up, »nd in the evening Robinson left his
home on Germain street, going out the
back door and getting over the fence into
the vacant lot behind the St. John Roller
Rink, and then into Charlotte street
where the friend was in waiting with a
horse and carriage. This friend took
Robinson to a house in Lower Cove and
kept him there till 10 o’clock. Afterwards
Robinson was taken to anether house in
the same locality where he remained ten
days. During that time Robinson was
very ill and suffering from nervous pros-
tration. The person in whose care he
was says that he threatened to commit
suicide, and to prevent him doing so a
sharp watch had to be kept upon him.
Meanwhile arrangements were made for
Robinson to board the schooner *‘Panope.”
On Friday night, the 15th May, the ves-
sel was lying in the eddy at Reed’s Poiut,
and Robiuson was put on board. Next
day the vessel was towed out to Part-
ridge Island, remaining there a short
time and then sailed. Arriving in the
Sound two seamen rowed Robinson ashore
about midday. Robinsorn then made a
circuitous tour of the country and finally
reached Mexico.

“Eings College, Windsor.

The monthly meeting of the Governors
of King's College was held at the Bishop’s
residence, in. Halifax, on Thursday last.
Arrangements were completed for opening
the college at the usual time, 1st October,
with a full aud strong staff of professors.
As it was found impossible with the short
time at their disposal; to select and secure
the services of a President, a redistribu
tion of the work was made, so that all the
subjects in the course would be efficiently
provided for.

Rev. Isaac Brock, M. A., of Oxford,
with honors, and late of Bishep’s College,
Lennoxville, was appointed Prcf. of
Theology, and acting President, until a
detinite appointment of president is made,
Chas. G. D. Roberts, M. A,, of Frederic-
ton, was appointed Prof. of English Liter-
ature and French. Mr. Hammond, who
holds a B. A., of Harvard, and M. A, of
Princeton, was appointed Lecturer in
Classics, and German. He comes particu-
larly well recommended from the Ameri.
can universities, where he has studied.
Principal McCosh, of Princeton, speaks of
him in the highest terms. Mr. Roberts is
a rising young New Brunswick man, who
has devoted much time to literary work,
and isa perfect enthusiast in his work.

Among other important measures, a
motion to this effect was passed unani-
mously : “That whereas in the epinion
of the Board it is very essential to the
well-being of King’s College, that the
main college building be put in astate of
thorough repair ; therefore resolved that a
committee be appointed to solicit contri-
butions towards a restoration fund, and
be authorized to carry out the work.
Further resolved that the committee be
requested to ask the co-operation of the
faculty and students in the matter.” A
committee was named and steps will be
immediately taken to carry out the pro-
vigions of the resolution. It is estimated
by practical men that $1,000 will do the
werk efficiently.

The friends of the college have reason
to be pleased at the present prospects of
the institution, and with the resumption
of work in Octsber, we feel assured that
old Kieg's will again enter upou a long
course of usefulness, and continue to be a
power for good in the Provinces, — Windsor

Riel and Sir Joha.

In thecourse of Riel'sspeech after the
verdict of guilty. had been rendered
against him, he said 1 good many things
about Sir John’s negotiations with and
offers to him. Among others . were the
following, —

‘“While I was in the woods (in1874)
waiting for my election, Slr John sent
parties to me offering me $35,000 if I
would leave the province for three years,
and if that was not enough, to say what
I wanted, and that Imight take a trip
over the water and over the world, At
that time I refused it,”

Coneerning his inducements to leave
the country he said,—

They offered me £10 a month to stay on
the otherside of the line. I said, “I
haveachance here in Manitoba, and I
want something.” They asked me how
much I wanted, and [ said, “How long
do you want me to stay away?’ “Well,”
he said, “‘perhaps a year.” “I tell you
beforehand that I want to be here during
the elections.'* Thatis what I asserted;
and it was agreed that they would give
£800—£400 to Lepine and £400 to me
(£300 to me personally, £300 to Lepine,
£100 for my family, £100 for Lepiue’s
family; that makes £800.) And how was
it agreed that I should receive the money.
I said to his Lordship: “The Canadian
government owe me the money. They libel
me; and even on the question of libel, they
do it so clearly that i1t does not need any
trial to come to judgment. They owe me
something for my reputation which they
abuse every day; besides, I have done
work and they never paid me for it. I
will take that money on account of what
they will have to pay me onz day.” It was
agreed in that manner, and_the money was
given to mein the chapel of St. Vital in the
presence of Mr. Dubue, judge new, and
when I did not know at that time where
the money came from. And when the
little sack of £300 of gold wes handed to
me there on the table I said to his lord-
ship: “My lord, if the one who wants
me to go away was here, and if I had to
treat him as he is trying to treat me, this

‘little sack of gold ought to go thrsugh

his head.”

How true the saying is that ]i&rope
ends at the Pyrenees is showu by the fact
that Jdeath, from cholera, of Cardinal
Gonzales, archbishop of Seville, while
succoring suffering ina little village, has
received only aline despatch here and no
comment, While last year the action of San
Felice, at Naples, was given whole pages.
The deaths in Spain made a bad record,
showing a total of 57,219. Probably the
truth would make a total of 7,000 or
8,000 more. © At the present rate of
virulence and spread it is likely the total for
the year will exceed a hundred thousand.
Long ago the climax of misery and panic
and suffering seemed to have been reached,
yet daily reports now reveal new depths
of horror. Granada villages are filled with
unburied corpses.. Mobs are stoning the

ing about the tields bellowing; officials are
commiting suicide; all this awful chaos at

Madrid, where despairing efforts have
kept the disease at bay so long. Ouly
eight provinces are unaffecte. now.

The plague is firmly tixed in the
Pyrenean country. Bilboa and Santander
will be the next victims in the worth, and
Malaga and Seville in the south, where
thousands will be swept away in the
coming month. Marseilles officials are
still editing the despatches. It is esti-
mated that there have been 550 deaths
there to date, despite an amazing con-
spiracy for the suppression of news. It
is known that thereis cholera at Arles,
Aix Salon, Avignon and Manoique, and
it is suspected to be near Perpignan. If
ever officials deserved lynching those of
Marseilles do.

The Great Tacht Race.

There has been much interest taken in
the relative performances of the two new
sloop yachts “‘Puritan” and ‘‘Priscilla,”
built in Boston and Ne:s York respective-
ly, to meet the English challenger
“‘(tenesta” for the America’s cup. The
““Puritan” and ‘‘Priscilla” came together
in the cruise of the New York Yacht
Club, which opened some days ago, July
30, in the runof the New York Yacht
Club from Glen Coye t6 New London,
against a light and\ variable wind, the
new iron sloop ‘‘Priscilla” proved herself
easily faster than any older yacht.
Here the other new sloop, ‘‘Puritan,”
joined the fleet, and two days later, in
the run from New London to Newport,
with a fresh beam wind, the rivals had a
great race, ‘‘¥uritan” apparently win-
ning by 34 seconds, although owing to
manceuvring at the start, ‘‘Priscilla®
actually sailed the course about five
minutes faster than her official record.
August 3, off Newport, in the race for
Yoelet Cups, around a triangular course,
in a gale of wind and a heavy ses,
«Puritan” beat ‘Priscilla” 11m. 40s., and
“Priscilla,” in her turn, distanced every
other competitor—sloop or schooner.
Next day, in the run from Newport to
New Bedford, before a wholesail breeze®
“Priscilla” had her revenge, leading the
fleet, and beating ‘‘Puritan” 1lm. 16s.
The English cutter ‘‘Geuesta,” the chal-
lenger fer the America’s Cup, accom-
panied the fleet from Newport to New
Bedford, but made no attempt at fast
sailing, and was not timed.

“Priscilla’ and ‘‘Puritan” have clearly
proved themselves far superior to all for-
mer Amerizan yachts, but between the
pair, as yet ‘‘honors easy,” and
yachismen await with impatience the ser-
ies of trial races to be sailed to-day and
succeeding days.

A JTORY OF THB LATE WAR, BY JULIAN
HAWTHORNE.

PART I.

Sebastian Mayne, as I remember him
in college, was a great, calm-eyed young
fellow, with the repose and the proper-
tions of a Greek statue. There was
fire in him, but it was seldom percept-
ible on the surface. His movements
were for the most part deliberate and
leisurely, as fitted his fair complexion
and quiet manner ; but he could, upon
oocasion, be as swift as an eagle. He
was 80 little quarrel that it d
almost impossible to provoke him , and
it might have been supposed that he
was wanting in spirit, but for the ex-
pression of something stronger than
ordinary ‘‘spirit” in his countenance.

It was a terrible blow for Fred Cur-
win, and I cannot say that I felt much |
compassion for him. He threw him-
self down by the body, and strove to
persuade himself that there was still
life in it, but the bullet had
through the heart. At last he rose.
shivering, and meeting my eyes with
an apalling stare, ‘For———"he
muttered, ‘‘ never tell Virginia of this,
if you ever meet her! She would kill
me, if I didn’t kill myseli.” *I made
no reply, except to order him to stay
by the body until we could find means
to bury it; and after darkuess had put
an end to the pursuit, I took a squaa
of our men and caused them to diga
grave for poor Chauncey beneath a tall
pine on the hillside.
