THE MILLIONAIRE DISEASE."

Attacks at Any Age if Great Wealth is In-
herited.

There is reason to think that great wealth
begets a mental disease akin to those forms
of paralysis which affects a minute portion
of the brain while the general intelligence
remains sound, says the Saturday Review.
It is not to be denied that the very rich as
a class, show as much sense as other peo-
ple. Those who make their owa fortunes
may well have narrowed their minds in
the process. They probably fell into a
groove, and we must not look to them for
sympathy with new thoughts or projects.
Rut the majority—in Europe at least—in-
herited wealth, and they passed through
the same training commonly, and imbib-
ed the same ideas as the resf of us.

We know of some of them at school, or
at the university, where they were much
like other youths, equally interested in the
‘‘questions” which took their fancy. They
may even have promised in all sincerity to
aid insolving a problem of some kind when
they came into their own, and looked for-
ward to the work with pleasure. If the
promise be forgotten when that time ar-
rives no reasonable person will condemn
them. To find one's self in the paternal
seat surveying lands all one’s own as far as
eye can see, or reckoning the money bags,
is not less exciting, probably, when that
day has been anticipated from childhood.

But in a short time the situation becomes
familiar, and then that reasonable person,
if inexperienced, Yooks for fulfillment of
the promise. But rarely, indeed, is he
gratified. The mental disease has found a
lodgment. His rich friend may still take
interest in the question, whatever it be.
But somehow his mind can no longer grasp
the obvious fact that he himself might set-
tle it, once for all, by applying no great
proportion of the money which lies idle at
his bank.

1t is clear, also, that this malady grows
more common, and intensifies. When the
rich were by no means so many or so
weaithy as now, they founded all sorts of
charitable institutions—schools, colleges,
chantries, hospitals. At present they sub-
scribe just like anybody else, and their
contribution often enough is not more liber-
al than that of men whose capital is no
greater than their income. In the building
of churches alone do a few of them make
a show of rivaling their forefathers’ munifi-
cence. But these subscriptions acknow-
ledge the obligation. A millionaire who
flatly refuses to do anything for his fellow-
creatures could not be charged with incon-
sistency at least. But he who gives 100
guineas or 8o, when piling up hundreds of
thousands for probate, admits, in effect,
that he ought to do what he can. But if
he chose what could he not do?

Our hospitals, for instance, make des
pairing appeals year by year. Their em-
issaries beg in the streets. They work
through the directory and write to each
householder. Their boxes stand in every
public place. Of late they have addressed
workingmen. But all the while there are
hundreds of capitalists—not less kind-
hearted orless intelligent than other people
—who conld set the largest of them on its
legs for good and not feel the sacrifice,
thousands who could do the like without
reducing an item of expenditure. The Ac-
tion would be pleasant, one might think,
and certainly it would win honor. Why
do none of them perform it? Because, we
apprehend, their perception is dulled by
the etrange malady which attends great
wealth.

Extent of the Human Vision.

Emilie Metzer mentions that he once saw
Keizerspickt, in Sumatra, when separated
from it by a distance of 110 English miles
he also says that on very favorable occasions
he has made out to see Guy Merapi, a
mountain in Java, when 180 miles inter-
vened. E. Hill, the well-known civil en-
gineer, says that he has seen Mont Blanc
from Piz Mauraun, a distance of 120 miles.
J. Starkie Gardner states that Mont Blane
is visible from Piz Landgard, though dis-
tant about three degrees. Whymper, the
explorer, says that when he was in Green-
land he could plainly see a mountain peak.
from which he was separated by exactly
151 miles.  The whole range of the Swiss
Alps have been looked upon by J. Hippisly
while 200 miles away. Sir W. Jones af-
firms thet the Himalayas have appeared to
his view from the almost incredible dis-
tance of 224 miles. —Philadelphia Press,

The St. John Globe objects to an ex-
port duty being placed upon Canadian
logs, and it seems to have two reasons
for doing so. The first is because it
does not believe in duties of any kind,
for the reason that they constitute
taxation. The Globe does not state
this objection in exactly these words,
but that is what it means.  Its other
reason is clearly expressed when it says
that the imposition of an export duty
“would be naturally regarded as an un-
friendly act towards that country; and
very likely, the way it would be me’
would be by the imposition of a duty
upon our pulp wood.”

The contention of a large and influ-
ential class of public men, as well as of
others interested in the development of
Canada, is that it is not desirable to
export our pulp wood or other unmanu-
factured lumber, so the imposition of
an import duty upon pulp wood by the
United States would not be universally
viewed as a commercial calamity Ly
Canadians. It ought, however, to be
evident to almost the most superficial
observer that no fear need be enter-
tained of the imposition suggested by
the Glohe, and which is, doubtless, put
forward in behalf of interested parties
on the other side of the line. The
United States, while imposing very
high protective duties on wood pulp, as
well as manufactured lumber, is careful
to admit logs and pulp wood free. It
cannot well do otherwise, for its depen-
dence upon Canada for such raw
material is great and ever-increasing,
because its own forests are being fast
denuded by the enormous demand made
upon them, especially by the pulp in-
dustry.

The United States has adopted an
unfriendly course towards Canada, not
only in discriminating against us in the
matter of our wood exports to that
country, but in the entorcemenw!
alien labor law. It will r e our
logs and pulp wood fzeé, but it taxes
our _miaaw ed lumber and pulp,
and will not permit a Canadian to cross
the boundary line to labor within its
territory, unless he abandons his Can-
adian domicile ; yet the Globe, which
is always the apologist for anything
done against Canadians by the United
States, counsels the non-imposition of
an export duty on our logs and pulp-
wood, lest its"friends over the line may
tax these as they now do our manu-
factured Jumber. In other words, St.
John’s yankee newspaper advises that
we are not to protect one of our most
valuable natural products from being
acquired by outsiders in a way that is
wasteful and unpro.ﬁtab]e to us, lest
the outsiders have their revenge by
making it more difficult and expensive
to themselves to obtain what we object
to letting them have. The Globe’s
logic in the matter is about as lame as
its loyalty to the commercial interests
of the country, and its threat of United
States ‘‘retaliation” will hardly have
the effect of preventing the much
needed check upon the drain of our
forest resources in the interest of
United States manufacturers and for
the building up of United States com-
munities to the detriment of our own.

Tt
may be that there is no provision in the
carrier’s contract for work, but
everybody knows that there is alwaysa
period of afew daysin spring aprd fall
when the conditivn of the ice opposite
Chatham does not admit of crossing, and
the contingency should be provided for.

Uaited States Money.

The fact that gold is at a premium in
the United States and silver depreciating,
has led to a sumewhat panicky. feeling 1n
tinancial circles in Canada in reference
to United States silver certificates, or
notes, so many of which are in circula-
tion all over the Dominion. The banks
in Chatham and Newcastle are giving
these bills the cold shoulder. They do
not exactly refuse them but either take
them at the depositor’s rigk for collection,
or at a slight In St. John a
similar course is being followed. Tues-
day’s Telegraph says:—

‘‘St. John banks began, yesterday
morning, to refuse to accept  American
silver certificates except at the risk of the
depositors,

‘‘Heretofore in St. Johu, as elsewhere
in Canada, United States silver zertifi-
cates have passed current at par with
Domiuion money, but the probability of
their redemption in silver coin (worth
only 65 cents on the dollar) has caused
them to be discounted.

*“Mr. Jones, of the Bank of Montreal,
and Mr. Saunderson, cf the Bank of
Nova Scotia, were each seen by a Tele-
graph reporter yestsrday. Their bunks
were refusing American certificates, ex-
cept, as stated, at the risk of the deposi-
tors. The American silver would be of
no avail for foreign transactions except at
its actual value, while in the same trans-
actions gold woull be at a preminm.

It is said that there are about £130,
000,000 of treasury notes outstanaing.
Proportionat :ly with Dominion money a
great number of U. 8. certificates are
afloat in S}. John.

*“Mr. George A. Schofield, of the Bank
of New Brunswick, said that his insti-
tution was taking the certificatcs at a
discount of 1 per cent. He did not con-
sider there was any cause for alarm over
the matter however.

“Mr, Jones stated that for a year or
more he had declined as much as psssible
to haudle the American certificates, and
now the rule had been made as stated
above.”

THE HOME RULE BILL CARRIED !

On Friday the members of the house of
commous flocked to the houss early to se-
cure seats for the final encounter over the
second reading of the Irish home rule bill,
Dr. C. K. Tanner, nationalist member for
Middle Cork, was the first to arrive, being
present as early as 6 o’clock in the morning.

Dr. Tanner had a special reason for being
early besides his interest in the home rule
bill. He was intrusted with the pleasing
duty of presesting to Prime Minister Glad-
stone a beautiful bouquet of flowers, sent
from Ireland and accompanied with the in-
soription :—

““All bleesings and power to the friend of
poor and distressed Ireland. May God
prosper you.”

Upon the opening of busineéss in the
houss, William "O’Rrien, uationalist, asked
if Mr, Gladstone had received a resolution
adopted ard signed by the mayor and alder-
men of Cork approving the establishment of
an Irish parliament in Dublin,

Mr. Gladstone replied: “Yes, I "had
much pleasure in receiving the resolution,
all the more as I am informed that it ex-
pressed the uniform views of ail corporate
bodies in Ireland.”

T. W. Russell, the liberal {member, who
opposes home rule for Ireiand, and who re.
presents the south division of Tyrone, asked
if Mr. Gladstone knew that half the mem-
bers of the municipal council of Cork were
absent when the resolution was adopted.

Mr. O’Brien sprang to his feet, and with
considerable vehemence said, “*This is not a
fact.”

Mr. Gladstone calmly replied to Mr. Rus-
sell’s question, saying: ‘“The resolution at
least expresses the feeling of a great major-
ity of the Irish municipal councils.” Mr.
Gladstone added that the home rule blll
was certain to pass its second reading to-
night, and that it would go to the commit-
tee, May 4:h.

The statement was received with cheers
by the supporters of the measure,

Sir Henry James, liberal unionist, spoke
agaiust the home rule bill. He said the
prémier had referred to the wrongs of lre-
land. What wrongs could not be remedied
by the legislation of a democratic parlia-
ment ? The imperial parliament formed a
democracy bestable to settle Irish griev-
ances. Apart from the control of the im-
perial parliament, the government of Ire.
land would be in the hands of those now
forming a majority of the Irish represeata-
tives—men drawn from the Land league,
and proved to be conspirators against law.

Mr. Balfour contended that Ireland as a
nation had never had a parliament. Those
classes who had had a parliament in Ireland
did notnow desire a parliament. (Cheers.)
If the government in their maduess gave
Ireland a parliament they would be granting
the country something that she never before
possessed. The government had given no
answer to the argument that home rule
would inflict injustice upon the British tax-
payers. Nor had any minister dropped a
word as to the military geographical aspect
of separation. Then, what had been decided
about securing the interests of the British
creditor? Everybody knew that the so-
callvd supremacy of the British parliament
would be only a paper supremacy. The
Irish would have the real and the British
the illusory supremacy. Mr. Balfour de-
scribed the bill asa decisive step towards
separation. To make it law, he said, would
lead ultimately to the disintegration of the
empire. He next discussed the financial
aspect of the bill.  Its proposals, he said,
oot only were uogenerons, but would drive
Ireland to bankruptey.

Mr. Balfour justified his recsnt speeches
before the Ulster loyalists, and said that in
1886 the present prime minister had said it
was a matter of honor to protect the land-
lords from confiscation of their estates, but
in this bill this matter of honor had been
forgotten, The bill, if passed, would entail
loss and bardship upon all classes in Jreland.
Irish ambitions would centre in the new
Dublin parliament. Irishmen would regard
the Iinpecial par.iament as a foreign aud de-
feated body. The Irish people would drink
from the bitter and polluted streams of Irish
history instead of the pure stream of Eng'ish
history.  (Laughter.) If you commit this
great political crime, said i{r. Balfour in
closing, you make yourselves responsible
for an irreparable national disaster, and all
hopes of a peaceful and united Ireland will
vanish forever.

When he could get a hearing Me, Glad-
stone rose to address the House. The
cheering was renewed. Like Mr. Balfour
he wasin splendid form. His voice was
clearer and fuller than before during the
session, and his movements gave evidence of
unusual ecergy “and earnestuess. Tae
priucipal weapons of the opposition, he said,
were bold assertion, persistent exaggeration,
constant misconstruction, and copious,
arbitrary and baseless prophecies. True,
there were conflicting financial arrangements
to be dealt with, but among the difSculties
nothing existed which ought to abash or
terrify men desirous to accomplish a great
object. For the first time _in; ninety years
the bill would secure the supremacy of
Parliament as founded upon right as well as
backed by power. The leaders before the
whole ITouse had accepted the bill in good
faith. The opposition had evaded steadfast-
ly the real question of the second reading.
How must Ireland be governed 1f this bill
be rejected ? Lord Salisbury had asked for
twenty years of coercion, bat, as the policy
of converting Ireland to Protestantism in-
augurated under Queen Elizabeth -had failed
down to the present time, what was there
for the hope that twenty years more it
would succeed? The late governmeat had
started with a majority of 120. Neither
the children nor grandchildren of this gener-
ation would see such a majority again, yet
the whole fabric of their policy had failed
and what guarantee was there that it would
not fail again? The present bill sought to
close a controversy that had lasted for cen-
turies. Underits provisious Ireland would
start on a new hasis with all the recollec-
tions of the past effaced. Everything
hitherto demanded by Ireland had been re-
fused because she was viewed with digtrust
and disbelief, There had hean no disaff.c-
tien of the Irish mind since the door of hope
had been opened. The persistent distrust
of the Irish, despite all they could do, came
simply to this—that they were to be
pressed below the level of civilized man-
kind. When the boon of self-government
was given to the British colonies, was Ire-
land alone to be excepted from its blessings ?
To deny Ireland home rule was to say that
she lacked the ordinary faculties of humau-
ity. Mr. Gladstone’s closing words were :
““You canuot be surprised that we have
undertaken the solution of this great ques-
tion, and, as on the one hand it is not the
least of the arduous efforts of the Liberal
party, so on the other hapd it will have its
place in history, aye and not remote but
early history, " ag not the least durable,
fruitful and blessed among its accompiish.d
actions.”

ESCAPED MURDERERS.

The discovery was
made at 5.40 this morning when the guard
found Nightwatehmen Hulse and Mu:phy
locked in the murderers’ cells. Hul-e says as
he passed supperin to Palister at 7 last
evening the latter threw a bandful of pepper
into Hulse’s eyes, blinding him. The
murderer rushed upon him, took away his
revolver and keys and locked Hulse in the
ce!l. Pallister then unlocked tne cell door
of Rohle, also of Carlyle W. Harris and
Murderer Osmound, but the two last named
refused the offer to eseape.  Pallister and
Rvhle waited until 9 o'clock, when as
Watchman Murphy cameato the corridor
Pallister levelled the revolver at Murphy’s
head, compelled him to give up his weapon
aud keys and locked him in Rohle’s cell,
threatening the watchman with certain death
if he made an outecry. The two con-
demned men made their way to the roof
through the scuttle, climbed down into the
yard and made their escape. A terrible
stormy night facilitated their flight. Itis
suppused Pallister had obtained pepper by
saving the allowance given him daily with
his meals, The escaped murderers carried
with them the two revolvers they took
from the officers.

Electric Light in §. Andrew’s Church.

Some time ago the congregation of S
Andrew’s Church, Chatham, resolved to in-
t-oduce the electric light into the chnrch
and Sunday “achocl hall, amd the electric
light company ars chis week engaged in
putting in the necessary fittings, wires, etc.
N’l:he tittings for the church were ordered
specially from New York, and consist
principally of two largs centre chandeliers
with silvered reflectors, each chsodelier
carrying twenty-three - electric  lights.
There are also two double light brackets on
the end wall behind the pulpit, and two
single lights on the organ, besides lign's
under and ever the gallery, and in the veati-
bule. There are, altogether, over seventy
lights in the church and Sunday school
building and it is expected thst, when the
work is finished the lighting of the church
will be much improved under the new ar-
rangement,

The congregation, we understand, have
contributed very liberally towards the ex-
pense of this improvement, and we have to
cougratulate them on their enterprise in
being the first congregation in town, orin
the province, so far as we know, to intro.
duce the electric light into their church,
The church will be lighted with the new

lights for the first time on Sunday evening.

A River-Opener.

A local paper indulged, last Saturday, ic &
characteristic sneer at ‘“Miramichi people”
who had vot sufficient enterprise to push
the ice out of the river whea it seemed to
overstay its time. The paper said “a
steamer would easily open the river between
here and Newcastle” and appeared to be as
confident about it as if the editor knew what
he was writing about. Persons who have had
-experience in such matters know that even
the drift ice in  the river between Chatham
and Newcastle is very thick and hard—
much more so than it appears to people who
view it from the wharves—and that there

18 no steamer on the river fit to break it.
The experience of the Nelson on Moanday
furnished proof of the wisdom of keeping
clear of Miramichi ice with our steamers.

. Capt DeGrace—with the taunnts of the paper

referred to at ‘‘Miramichi people,” doubt-

{ less, in his mind—ran the Nelson atan

innoeent-looking piece of drift ice that lay
in his way between Newcastle and Chatham,
and the result was thag her fore-foot and a
portion of the iron sheathing on her bow
were broken and she had to be partially
haaled out for repairs. Some of the boys
were talking, on Satarday, of trying to get
“‘the man who knows it all” to take a coun-
tract to open the river next spring, but it ie
not probable that he would entertain any
offers based on his own foolish propositions.

Harking' Academy Burned.

Harkin’s Academy, Newcastle,
burned at a very early hour on Saturday
morning iast, The fire was evidently of
inceudiary origin. The Advocate says it
was erected and completed in I866 and
opened in 1867. It was built from funds
supphed by a bequest of Mr. John Harkins,
a former wealthy merchant of Newcastle,
who left property in trust for the parpose of
erecting and carryingona school so thata

on school educatiou might be obtained
by the poorest of chiliren. The school was
managed by the trustees of the Harkine’
fuod, the first principal being Mr. John
Harper, and was continued until the adoption
of the Common Schools Act of 1871, when
the use of the building was given over to the
trustees of schools at a merely nominal rental,
and the building has been occupied by the
public schools ever since. For a number of
years the sum of $50 per year was paid for the
use of the builling, that sum being used to
keep it insured, the trustees of schools keep.
ing it in repair. Some years ago the yearly
payment was raiséd to $100, the trustees of
the Harkins’ fund keeping it 1n repair.

The building was insured for $3,000 in
the interest of the trostees of the Har-
kios’ fuod and an important question
now being asked is whether that sum is
available towards the erection of & new
building, or whether the school district
will have to raiee the money and tax
themselves for the erection of a build-
ing of capacity sufficient to accommodate
the children who attend school. The
tax wou d be a heavy onein addition to that
f the school house now under contract. The
former arrangement with the trustees of the
Harkins fund was an easy one upon the
district and certainly was carrying out the
wishes of the devisors so faras an education
tree to all was concerned.

Provineial Exhibition.

TO BE HELD AT FREDERICTON IX SEPTEMBER.

September
has been chosen as the best month, because
the city is then in its fulleat beauty and the
weather is warm and delightful. Cheap
rates will be given on all steamboat and
riilway lines, and at that season of the year
the trip from St. Johu by the river boats
will be very pleasant. All possible will be
done by Fredericton citizens to aid the society
in the project, and vis:tors msy be assured of
a good thow and the best attendance.

FIFTEEN DOGS AND EIGHTEEN CATS POISONED
LAST WEEK.,

RicuiBucro, April 22, —Last Tuesday’s
snow storm eclipsed all previous ones this,
year. The roads about the country were
completely blocked for the time. The mail
stage which leaves here every afternoon for
Harcourt to meet the express, missed con-
nections on Tunesday night for the first time
this winter,

The ice hasgone out of the river, and
there is nothing to prevent uavigation out-
side. Two coastsrs were in the harbor this
week, one going north and the other south.
Tha lobster packers are getting things in
order for commencing work. Several fisher-
men have their set-lines run already.

The eldest danghter of Geo. V. McInerney,
M. P, is ill with poeumonia. Charles
Barnett is now recovering from an attack of
the same trouble.

Thé dog poisoner did some good work
from his point of view between Wedaesday
night and Thursday morning. No less than
fifteen dogs and eighteen cats, died on that
day. Some of the animals were valuable
ones. About five years ago, dog poisoning
was indulged in to such an extent, thata
detective was imported to find out who was
operating, but he was never located. The
owners of the dogs consluded however, that
they had found their man. Onbe morning
when this citizen looked out of his window
he was met by the sight of five dogs, cold
and sti!l, stack into a snow bank om their
hind legs. The meaning of it was quite
plain, and the affair has been known ever
since as the ‘‘resurrection of the dogs.”

James and David Haines, of the I. C. R.,
spent two weeks down river goose-shooting.
They returned last evening, having bagged
over forty fowl.

There hasbeen a large amount of travel
to onr town lately. The Commercial hotel
has been full for the past two weeks.

Lord Derby.

Edwund Yates cables the following to the
N. Y. Tribune in reference to the late
Lord Derby, deceased, brother of Lord
Stanley, our governor-general: ¢The late
Lord Derby was a leviathan of wealth.
The rental of his Lancashire estate is esti-
mated at £250,000 a year and the accumu-
lation must be enormeus. He was one of
the largest holders of colonial goveroment
securities and settled his estate in Lan-
cashire with the domain. Knowsley and
Derby hounse, London, will pass to Lord
Stanley of Preston. It is understood the
Fairhill property and Holwood near Bromley
have been bequeathed, with the bulk of his
personalty, to Lady Derby, with the re-
mainder to her son. Lord Derby’s estates
were most judiciously managed and greatly
improved and developed. He sold his Irish
eatates at the top of the market several
years ago, when few people except himself
realized what troubles were coming on.”

Lossof the Str. Dominion.

The Steamer Dominion, plying between
Yarmouth and Halifax, via iotermediate
ports, when going from Lunenburg to Hali.
fax on Monday last struck on Big Duck
Island at 1a. m. while going full speed.
All efforts to get her off proving unavailiog,
attempts were made to launch boats; but
as the steamer had listed seaward only one
boat was available in the heavy surf, and
thatsoon filled with water but was bailed
out and in*o it were placed the five passen
gers, second mate and three seamen. The
boat intended toland the passengers oun
the island but this being found impossible
it returned to the shelter of the steamer,
which, however, was rapidly = going to
pieces. A large dory om the upper deck
was got clear and into it the captain and
the remainder of the crew were transferred
and both boats headed for Lunenburg,
which they reached about 6 a. m. and all
safely landed. The captain and mate
remained in Lunenburg. The remaiader
of the crew arrived at Yarmouth Monday
evening. * The ““Dominion” was 540 touns,
commanded by Capt. Joshua Nickerson,
of Lockeport; insured for §4,000in the
Boston Marine and $2,000 in the Nova
Scotia Marine Insurance Co.

Orange Rioters.

A London despatch of Monday last says
that Orange riots broke out in Belfast on
Saturday night and continued until late on
Sundsy morning. Fighting was especially
gevere in the notoriovs Shank Hill district,
At midnight the Orange mol, put out the
street lights, and shortly afterwards, sttack-
ed a tavern kept by a Roman Catholic
named Connolly, They smashad the doors,
looted the storerooms, drove out Counnolly
and family and endeavored to burn the
building. , The rioters then tried to invade
the Roman Catholic quarters where the
nationalists were celebrating the second
reading of the home rule bill. A hot fight
ensued. Twenty or more rioters were
arrested. Several more attempts were made
this morning to mob the nationalists, but all
were defeated by the police.

The Orangemen employed in Queen’s
Island shipyards refused, on Monday, to
allow 1,000 Roman Catholic fellow workmen
to resume work in the yards, and drove
them away from the place. In the attack a
number of persons were injuared.

Strikers’ Work at Hull

Loxpox, April 23.—Ten acres of timber
at the Victoria Dock, Hull, are ablaze.
The loss will be more than £100,000. The
fire is supposed to have been started by
striking dockers.

LATER. —3 a. m.--The fire is extendiog
from the timber yard and threatens to
destroy the warehouses near by the citadel,
A hotel has been burned.

All telegraph wires in the district are
down and the railway iron has been melted.
The timber yard in which the fire was set is
owned by the Wade Company, who employ
non-union men.

Thae police in Hull arrested a drunken
docker last evening. A mob of strikers
stopped them on their way to the station.

More than 2,000 men gathered, armed
with stones, clubs and a few revolvers.
The police got their prisoner to the station.
The rioters charged the police repeatedly,
but were forced back by hand-to-hand

fighting. The whole district was in uproar.

The struggle was carried into every street
and alleyway. Windows were smashed,
doors battered down and at the Dry Pool
dock the mob tried to storm the steamer
Righi. The police put the rioters to flight.
The fighting lasted well into this morning.
Oaly six strikers were arrested.

" House-Cleaning Hints.

Beware of cheap soap and soap powders in
cleaning woodwork, unless you are going to
repaint.

Never relay a carpet antil the floor i
perfectly dry, or the tacks will rust and in-
jure the carpet.

Zinc is best cleaned with sapolio and hot
water, and then polished with kerosene and
a woolen cloth,

Carpets in daily use should have the
breadths ripped apart and reversed, to bring
the most wear to different parts.

Raw linseed oil is much better than kero-
sene for oiling furniture, but it must be
rubbed thoroughly dry with a woolen cloth.

If you take down any stoves, remove the
nickle trimmings, &cour and wrap each piece
separately in paper and lay in dry placa.

Clean straw mattiogs and rattan furaiture
with salt and water, changiog the water
often. Waehed in this way they will not
turn yellow.

The durability and brightness of oilcloth
are increased by a coat of varnish semi-
annually, or by rubbing over with kerosene
once a month,

Do not wash and put away blankets until
June, and when you do use borsx and
pleaty of hot water and they wiil clean
easily and look well.

In mending a carpet by patching, let the
pieces extend across a breadth from seam to
seam, and they will show far less, as they
need not be caught down at the edges.

A wooden meat.skewer is very convenient
for cleaning in the corners of sash and other
woodwork, and no material makes as nice
cleaning cloths as old worn uanderwear.

Before commencing to wash the wood
finish of a room, dust it thoroughly, es-
pecially on the top of windows, doors,
picture-rail and baseboard. Then clean the
floor first.

Carpets wear much longer if heavy car-
pet paper is laid under them. If this is not
convenient, two thicknesses of newspaper is
far better than straw, or laying next te the
floor.

If there is no wire netting to replace the
cellar windows, neglect it no longer, for
close foul air in a cellar will permeate
through the entire house and endanger the
health of the inmates.

Never put down stair carpet without pads
underneath. 'They wear much longer, and
are much easierto use. An old “‘tuck” or
heavy bed-quilt, cut in proper-sized pieces,
answer the purpose. :

Windows are easier cleaned and havea
far higher polish if & little alcohol or am-
monia ig added to the water and no soap
used. After rubbing dry with a cloth,
polish with chamois or pieces of newspaper.

All mattresser and pillows should bave
covers of unbleached musiins, and tied or
buttoned at the end, to protect the ticks.
These do not require washing oftener than
every siy months, and are a real saving,

Wall paper may be cleaned and made to
lock much fresher by rubbing with soft
cloths dipped in oatmeal, if the "cloths are
changed often and never used when'dusty.
Otherwise it will look worse than at first:

Feather beds and pillows should be
thoroughly aired and the ticks changed, if
necessary. But do not hang or lay themin
the hot sun, for this will draw out the oil
and make them foul rather than pure.

Lace or other drapery at windows, should
be changed from top to bottom or from one
side to the other, to prevent the sun from
shining on the same place, as it is this heat
that causes them to become tender and
break.

Sapolio, or a little borax or pearline add-
ed to the water will not injure unvarnished
paint. The latter, if dark-colored, should
be cleaned with tea, wiped dry and polished
with a woollen cloth, But do not use tea on
light-colored or oiled woddwork, lest it

stain

Holland shades that _are soiled uear the
botton can be advantageously turned from
top to bottom.  Don’t shift old fashioned
shade fixtures from other rooms to the
kitchen, when new spring rollers fcan be
purchased as cheaply as now,
patience are too valuable.

If a cellar brttom is of earth and has
boards laid dowan to walk on, have them all
carried out-of-doors and thoroughly cleaned
and dried. Aftter thoroughly cleaning the
floor sprinkle it with a solution of copperas,
and open doors and windows and let the sun
aud wiad reach the farthest corner.

Time and

A hanging of mosquito netting with
weightas in the bottom is quite a protection
at doorways leading from one room to
another, andany man or boy handy with
tools can make a door frame and when
covered with netting and paiated (netting
also) they look well and will do good ser-
vice.

If you cannot afford screen doors and wia-
dows, buy a whole piec2 of mosquito netting
(it is not expensive) and when your winduws
are washed tack in on before tle flies have
gained an entrance. A neater job is dore
by tacking itinside of the window-casings
than when put on the outside. When
there are outside blinds the netting can be
left uofastened at the bottom to allow of
opening and closiog the blinde.

In housecleaning days, remember—That
carpets wear longer if thoroughly shaken
once a year, as the dirt which collects under
them grinds out the threads, A carpet
should be beaten on the wrong side flrst,
and afterwards more geutly on the right
side. If badly soiled or exceedingly dusty,
spread out on the grass after it is thoroughly
beaten, and clean with tepid water, to
which ox-gall or borax has been added in
the proportion of a tsacupful of the former
or two tablespoonfuls of the latter in a pail
of water. Use a scrubbing brush, if neces-
sary, and rinse and wipedry afterwards.
Awmonia is good to brighten colors, but it
also causes some colors to run, and should
be used carefully, if at all,
