CARE OF BROOMS.
In buying a broom choose one with 

greenish brush. See that the broom 
bead does not shake on the handle ; 
if it does reject it ; for the handle 
having been green when the broom 
was made, in sweeping the brush will 
keep falling out. Next, open the 
broom below the sewing, and see if 
there are any atalke. It should be 
clear brush; for as the stalk of broom 
corn to brittle, if there are any below 
the twine they will be continually 
breaking off.

Take a large ring, such as one used 
in the bock of a picture frame, cost­
ing about one cent, and screw it to 
the end of the brcom handle ; then 
drive a lath or ahingle nail, or what 
to better, a small hook, where you 
wish to bang your broom. It brooms 
are wet in boiling sods once a week, 
they will become ve**y tough, will not 
cut the carpet, last much longer and 
always sweep like a new broom.

The examination of a host of pat­

A strong can­
vas and leather band encircles the 
animal s body, the ends ol which pass 
upward through the bottom of the 
wagon and are attached by chains to 
a windlass above the flooring. Should 
the horse be descending a hill or un­
dertake to bolt, the driver calmly 
winds on a crank and lifts him off 
his feet.

Moreover 
when Mr. Foster, or anyone else, makes 
a business of misrepresenting those who 
are as well known in public life as he 
himself is, and whose records compere 
at least favorably with his own, he errs 
to his own hurt and undoing. It may, 
therefore, be said that Mr. Foster’s 
guise of the pharisee, through which 
the public could not bat see the whited 
sepulchre, has hid much to do with his 
defeat and politically friendless position.

Mr. Foster is reported in Ontario as 
having designs upon some constituency 
there with a view of claiming the party 
leadership in succession to Sir Charles 
Tapper. The Ontario Conservatives 
however say that as the party following 
is nearly all in that province, one of its 
representatives should be leader, even if 
Mr. Foster had proved himself to hare 
capacity for the position, which he has 
entirely failed to do.

Those who oppose Mr. Foster’s aspira­
tions to the leadership point to his 
instability in matters of public concern. 
They remark that he entered parliament 
under Liberal auspices and as the cham­
pion of the cause of prohibition, but 
joined the Conservatives for the sake of 
office and declared that his prohibition 
professions were made “in a moment of 
weakness.”

The matter required b ihe statute to be 
printed thereon should not occupy more 
than a quarter of the space. As to the 
numbering there does not еееш to be any 
special necessity for it, aud"1Vioeit.inly 
adds considerably to the expense of the 
work. We do not agree with the Trans­
cript that there і» any difficulty in getting 
the ballots out in time. This office turned 
out nearly 8000 printed, perforated and 
consecutively numbered in three day» and 
could have doubled the output if neces­
sary. One absurdity of the law ia that 
the ballot papers most be put up in books 
of 25, 50 and 100 each. Why not 75 also! 
A most absurd thing in connection with 
the instruction» from the know-it-all 
bureau at Ottawa was the direction to the 
Returning Officer that the ballot papers 
were to be paid fur at $3.00 for the first 
thousand and $1.00 a thousand tor all sub 
seqoent thousands required.

FRUITS AS^MED

Of all the fruits with which we are 
blessed the peach is the most delicious 
and digestible. There is nothing more 
palatable, wholesome and medicinal 
than good, ripe peaches. They should 
be ripe, but not overripe and half 
rotteu ; and of this kind they may 
make a part of either meal or be 
eaten! between meals; but it is better 
to make them a part of the regular 
meals. It is a mistaken idea that no 
fruit should be eaten at breakfast. It 
would be far better if our people would 
eat less bacon and grease at breakfast 
and more fruit. In the morning there 
is an acrid state of the secretions, and 
nothing is so well calculated to correct 
this as cooling, subacid fruits, such as 
peaches, apples, &c. Still, most of us 
have been taught that eating 
fruit before ipreakfast is highly 
dangerous. But it is certainly a great 
error, contrary to both reason and 
facts, 
fruits.

stomach, and are an excellent medicine 
In, many oases of sickness. Green or 
half-гфе apples stewed and sweetened 
are pleasant to the taste, cooling, 
nourishing an<^ laxative, far superior, 
in many cases, to the abominable doses 
of salts and oil usually given in fever 
and other diseases.

■Raw apples and dried apples stewed 
are better for constipation than liver 
pills. Oranges are very acceptable to 
most- stomachs, having all the advan­
tages of the acid alluded to ; but the 
orange juice alone should be taken, 
rejecting the pulp. The same may be 
said of lemons, pomegranates and all 
that class. Lemonade is the best 
drink in fevers, and when thickened 
with sugar is better than eirup of 
squills and other naueeants in many 
cases of coughs. Tomatoes act on 
the liver and bowels, and are much 
more pleasant and safe than blue mass 
and "liver regulators." The juice 
should be used alone, rejecting the 
skins. The small-seeded fruits, such 
ae blackberries, figs, raspberries, cur­
rants and strawberries, may be olaeaed 
among the best foods and medicines.

metal roofsM. Raphael Dubois, in a paper read 
before the Academie des Sciences, de­
scribee a series of experiments in 
which he obtains a luminous source 
of considerable intensity by the use 
of certain microbes of photobacteria, 
which have the power of emitting 
light. These are allowed to propa­
gate in a liquid bouillon of special 
composition. When the experiment ie 
made with good microbe cultures to 
start with, and at the proper tem­
perature, the development is rapid,and 
the liquid soon contains the microbes 
in sufficient quantity to give the 
luminous effect. A glass vessel is used 
to contain the liquid, preferably with 
plain side», and it ie possible in this 
way to light a room strongly enough 
to distinguish the features of a per­
son placed at several yards distance, 
and newspaper type may be read. The 
light has scarcely any calorific effect, 
and the properties of its chemical 
rays seem to be also feeble, as it re­
quires several hours’ exposure with an 
instantaneous plate to obtain a good 
image ; on thle other hand the rays 
seem to possess considerable penetrat­
ing power, as impressions may be 
made upon the plate even though 
screens of wood or cardboard are in­
terposed. A sheet of aluminum is, 
however, not traversed by the rays.

If well prepared, the phosphores­
cent solution will keep for a long time 
without deteriorating ; the experi­
menter has kept some samples in a 
basement at a low temperature for 
more than six months. He expects to 
be able to increase the luminous effect 
and thinks that a practical outcome 
may result from these experiments.
