Mr. (Vilmot soid that he had afew words
to say in reply to remarks made in the de-
bate yesterday.—He then went on to de-
fend himselt against thepharge of incon-
sistency. Ifon. Mr. Tilley had charged
him with changing his opinion respecting
the building of railways by Government,
In 1852 the questien of the inter-colonial
line was before the country. The only
person from St. John then in the Govern-
ment was Mr. Hazen. It was thought that

£3000 a mile. When Mr. Tilley spoke of
of the e revenue, and the great taxation
by the Tanff Bill, of 1854, he (Mr. T.)
seemed scarcely to recollect all the circum-
stances in connection with that Revenue
Act. Mr, Tilley's own Estimates in 1855
made the revenue £10,000 short of what
was needed.

Hon, Mr. Tilley.—But the Reciprocity
Act had been passed in the meanwhile.

Mr. Wilmot.— Well ; he was only look -
ing at the Secretary’s own arrangements.
The Revenue Bill of 1854 taxed certain
unenumernted articies 74 per cent; Mr.
Tillev’s Revenue Bill of 1855 made them
10 per cent. In 1850 he had supported
Mr. Tilley in the election for St, John asa
Protectionist. What did he do in his Rev-
enne Bill of '66¢7 Certain aricles w)ich
the Government of "564¢ thought could be
manufactured cheaply and profitably in
this Province,and which in fact under
that tanff were sold more cheaply than
now, were taxed 20 per cent. The Secro-
tary in his tariff of 55 recuced them to 15
per cent, -In 1854 the Partelow Govern-
ment announced that the Province was
virtnally out of debt. A debt of £40,000
to the Bank of British North America, but
not then due, had been paid off in antici-
pation, and the one per, cent. Loan Duty
was repealed. Now the Province was in
the position thatit wasissuing Debentures
to raise money to pay the inierest on its
debt,

Hon. Mr.. Tilley denied this assertion,
and some sparring took place between the
two members, the exact purport of which
we could not understand.

Mr. Wilmot continued.—When the ac
counts came in they would see., The
Shediac Railway would not, he believed,
pay running expenses. If instead of build-
ing that line the efforts 6f the Province had
been turned to making a railway connex-
ion with the Canadian reilways, or those
of the Tinited States, there would have
heen a proiyect of the lines becoming pro-
fitable investments. But when thelast year
Government of Nova Scotia invited nego
tiations for an union of the Shediac line
with theirs. our Goverement never even
gave them an answer.

Hon. Mr. Tilley said that he could pro-
mise to lay in a few days the estimates
before the House, when a full and satis-
faetory explanation of the financial condi-
tion of the Province would be given. He
should then have an opportunity to reply
to the hon. member.

Mr. McAdam made some remarks in
favor of railways ; and expressed himself
as opposed to the Bill before the committee,

Hon. Attorney General gaid that he was
prepared to show that it was Mr. Wilmot
and his friends who had led the Province
into the present rai'way scheme. He was
not afraid of our debts.—With respect to
the filling up of the Postmaster General-
ship of by the Government in 1855—6 he
could conscientiously state that when that
Government went aut of office in 1856 he
had not made up his mind as to the ‘pro-
priety of making it political. Now that he
had seen the working of it he was satisfied
that the change wag/a good one; but at
that time he was not convinced of it. In
the framing of the Bill his Government
had used such terms that even after its
passage the subjecc was open to inquiry.

Mr. McPhelim said that all parties were
responsibie for the erection of the office of
Postmaster General, as ail had voted for it.
IIe thought that his own appointment was
not an injudicious one, He had to begin
at the very foundation of the depariment,
and he believed that every measure which
he had adopted would become a fixture in |
the depar'ment, Mr, McP, went into a
history of the department from the first
appointment of Mr. Howe to she Post Of
fice at St. John, Against that gentleman
he did not desire to say a word; but he
found him totally ignorant of the mode of
contracting for sending mails abroad ; and
he believed the depariment had gained by
its change of hand. He would eall atten-
tion to the progress made in the Depart-
ment. By the first Report of the Pust-
master General it appeared that in 1850
there were 892 miles of mail route; the
mails being carried over in the year 148,-
916 milcs, at a cost of £3760. In 1856,
after the control of the office came into the
bands of our Governmeht we lLad 2720
miles of mail route, and the mails were
carriecd 556,608 miles, at a cost of £6,873,
Every man now had his letters and papers
carried; 80 to spenk, to his own door. Those
who taiked of the deficiency in the revenue
of the Post Office took a wrong view of the
matter, Where was the revenue afforded
by the Board of Warks; It never placed
ashilling on the credit side of the Provin-
tial accounts ; and )et who talkec. of abol-
ighing it on that sccount?
