Tpviot.—The Havana correspondent of the N. У. 
Fix press, under date of Jnly 14 writes : — ( nm sor­
ry to advise von of another onfortnnate accident to 
one of the Fiuglish Royal Mail Steamer*. About 
<>, a. m. to-day the Tfviot wn* discovered to be on 
fire. She unfortunately lay some distance frorft the 
city, in the upper harbonr, and it was full an hour 
before efficient succour arrived. When the boat* 
from the Spanish men of war came alongside, the 
commander. Oockcr. and the greater part of the

ngniah the flames which were raging in the en­
gine room. A Spanish officer immediately took 
command of tho upper deck, and slipping her cable 
site wa* towed to tho shore and grounded. Mean­
while the crew, at work below, cut a hole in the 
Fitfe of the «hip near the water s edge, for the con 
veuience of getting water, and with the assistance 
of throe or four engines from on shore succeeded, 
after three hnuYs incessant hiboor, in subduing the 
flames. The Are originated in the engine-room 
from a heap of packing, which, it is supposed igni­
ted spontaneously, ana in a very short space of lime 
the whole of the light wood work and ceiling were 
in fl «mes. The stair-wav to the fire room is com­
pletely burned away. Several of the timber* and 
deck beam* are burned about half through, as afro 
the plank of the lower deck over the engine. For- 
innately none of the machinery is at all injured ; 
and the furnaces which were full at the time, did 
not lake fire, otherwise the boilers would have 
burned through before they could have been filled. 
The state rooms of the officers, and apartments of 
the servant* and crew are entirely broken un. The 
powder was first put into the boat*, and after that 
the apecio and tho furniture of the boat. None of 
the state rooms for passenger*, nor cabins, 
jured otherwise than by smeke. -s&’be damage is 
estimated at twenty thousand dollar#, and 1 should 
think would fully equal, if not exceed that amount.

A cry wa* raised of " A man overboard !” and ihe 
drag* w ere soon in requisition ; but ten minutes 
elapsed be.fore the body was recovered, life appear­
ing quite extinct. Mr. Bloomfield, nf High street. 
Foplar, surgeon, was fetched on the first alarm, and 
wa* in attendance when the body 
lle immediately had it conveyed to 
Ьопяе in the dock*, and placed m a warm hath. 
He was then taken out. wrapped in blanket# and 
bottle* of hot water applied to hi* chest end wolra of 
hi* feet. Keveral of the dock Ubonrer* were then 
called in. and wero ordered to rub him. This they 
did for about a quarter of an honr. when the body 
began to get colder and more Hvid abont the fa«. 
By their pressura and nibbing a great quantity of 
black mud began to ooze from hie mouth, upon see­
ing which Mr. Bloomfield ordered them to coalmen 
their exertion*. In half an boor the mnwefee began 
to lose their rigidity, and a slight vibration of them 
wee observed. This elmmlated them to cosrttnee 
their exenione, and after four hours indefatigable 
exertions animation was wo far restored that ho was 
able to articulate.
