Peking, Feb. 4.—The six power loan 
agreement was not signed today. At

Halifax. Feb. 4.—After towing the 
crippled French freighter Mexico, with 
her million dollar cargo through a 
terrific hurricane to safety in Halifax 
harbor the Leyland Liner Devonian 
dropped anchor here today, incident­
ally earning a salvage award of about 
$50,000 for the captain and crew. For 
nearly five days the Devonian has 
been tugging on the massive steel 
hawser, and today Capt. Trant left 
the bridge for the first time since 
Thursday.

ENGINEERING THE WEATHER.

A scheme recently announced by 
Mr. Riker, a United States engineer, 
to reform the weather, both of the 
East coast of this continent and of 
North-Western Europe, has not met 
with the whole-hearted approval of 
scientific experte. It is justly regard­
ed as interesting but by no means 
practical. Mr. Riker proposes to con­
struct a boom extending two hundred 
miles eastwards or south-eastwards 
from Cape Race, off Newfoundland, 
and by this means to divert the cold 
Labrador current where it pours into 
the Gulf Stream.

According to this engineer's theory, 
the boom thus stretching across the 
Grand Banks would cause a spit or 
hook of sand to form against it. and 
so constitute a new peninsula two 
hundred milt»s in length. This penin­
sula would, hypothetically, turn the 
Labrador current and prevent that 
mingling of water of two temperatures 
which at present gives rise to the da,v 
BM0U8 conditions of snow and ive off 
that coast.

Mr. Riker’s expectations are that 
the St. Lawrence would be freed from 
ice and open for navigation all the 
year round and that the coasts of 
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and New 
England would be bathed in a warmer 
climate. He goes eo far as to suggest 
that the Gulf Stream itself, released 
from some of the chilling effects of 
the Labrador cold water, might bring 
an increase of temperature to the 
coasts of Ireland, Cornwall, in the 
South of England, and Norway. All 

I ihesp coasts are laved by some of the 
Gulf Stream’s branches.

It is hardly surprising that scienti­
fic opinion sees little in the scheme, 
except its inventors expectations, to 
recommend it. 
instance, that it is somewhat difficult 
to imagine any boom two hundred 
miles long being laid down in such a 
way as to lead to the formation of 
a natural peninsula at Cape Race. Na­
ture Itself, which does considerable 
engineering work in forming spits and 
hooks and shingle beaches proceeds 
at a rate of a great deal less than 
a furlong a year, so that two thousand 
years would be a moderate estimate 
of the period necessary for the real- 
izatidh of Mr. Riker’s hopes.

Even when the peninsula was form­
ed it is by no means certain that it 
would influence the Gulf Stream or 
would do anything but intensify the 
inconveniences of the ice brought from 
the Labrador coast. As to the pros­
pect that the weather would be in­
fluenced, it is held by at least one ex­
pert. that such a result would not be 
likely to happen, weather and climate 
being primarily dependent not on 
ocean currents; but on the greater per­
manent currents of the atmosphere.

Chinese Immigration.

New York. Feb. 4.—The present 
feeling of uncertainty on the part of 
ihe stock market operator» was reg­
istered today in the Irregular move­
ment of the prices on the exchange. 
No clearly defined trend developed, 
although bromlly epeaking the move 
ment was downward. After an irreg­
ular opening some of the specialties 
lost ground quickly, and at the same 
time the leading stocks, particularly 
steel and the coalers, were marked up. 
In the afternoon the market sold off, 
and the weakness- of some of the 
standard issues gave the list an ap 
pearance of heaviness.

Resumption of war in the Balkans

One of the chief topics of conversa­
tion about the streets for the last 
few days has been the advances In 
rents scheduled to take place on the 
first of May, and there seems to be 
a pretty general feeling that the in­
creases are not warranted by condi­
tions In St. John. In many cases 
those on salary, or wages, will find 
It difficult to meet the additional toll 
demanded by the landlord.

It Is a well known fact that, gener­
ally speaking, both salaries and 
wages are lower In St. John than most 
other cities of similar pretensions, 
and while there has developed some 
tendency to Increase salaries and 
wages there have been no advances 
corresponding with the increase in 
rents and the cost of living generally 
which has taken place in recent years.

In the past there was> no doubt, 
ground for the impression that 

the lower earnings were offset by 
the lower rentals and prices here, but 
at the present time rents as well as 
the prices of many commodities In St. 
John are as high as lu cities of simi­
lar size, and even In a large city like 
Montreal. A glance at the To Rent 
ads In Montreal papers shows that 
flats with good accommodations are 
being offered at very reasonable rent­
als compared with the charges made 
for similar accommodation in St.

After a brief resume of 
the progress made in the world gener­
ally. In the field of botanical re­
search during the past 50 years, and 
especially In economical botany, or 
botany applied to agriculture, the lec­
turer discussed the question from the 
point of view of the province.
