London, Oct 27.—The German army 
which crossed the Danube at Oreova 
has joined hands with the Bulgarians, 
who invaded Serbia near Prahovo, and 
the central powers now have ah open 
road through northeastern Serbia and 
Bulgaria to the Aegean Sea and Con­
stantinople. They are thus in a posi­
tion to send» guns and munitions by 
river and railway to their Bulgarian 
and Turkish allies, who will be greatly 
strengthened thereby.

The invasion of the northern por­
tions of Serbia by the Austro-Germans 
continues apace, while Bulgaria is 
putting forth a strong effort to secure 
control of additional sections of the 
Belgrade-Salonlki railway.

So far as the north is concerned, 
Serbia it is feared by her allies, is 
doomed, but in' the south, reinforced 
by the British and French,^ who are 
now fighting by Iffer side, ‘Serbia is 
using all her strength to throw the 
Bulgarians back.

After the French victory at Krlvol- 
ak, the Serbians, according to the 
Athens report, were able to re-occupy 
Veles. an important railway and road 
Junction just south of Uskup, where 
a big battle is still in progress.

It is argued here that if the Bul­
garians can be held in thf south until 
Anglo-French reinforcements, which 
are now on the way, arrive, Bulgaria 
may yet be robbed of Macedonia, on 
which she has set her heart. But the 
allies will also have to make an at­
tempt to block the German road to 
Turkey, and their big attack may be 
directed elsewhere.

ROBERT FACT WALTER L_SCHOLZ

Robert Fay, a sergeant In the German army, who fought in the battle of 
the Marne, and Walter Scholz, a German, who Is said to have been a sergeant 
in the Kaiser’s household, were arrested in Weehawken, N. J., by a squad of 
detectives and government Secret Service men. The prisoners had ip their 
possession a large quantity of high explosives, mechanisms for the manufacture 
fo Incendiary bombs and Goedetic Survey maps of sections of the Atlantic sea­
board. The prisoners are believed to have been conspiring to blow up munitions 
factories In America and wrecking munition carrying vessels at sva with high 
explosives.

Petrograd, Oct. 27, via London, Oct. 
28.—«British submarines have sunk 
four more German steamers in the 
Baltic. This announcement is made 
in the Russian official statement issu­
ed tonight

German Attache Near Rheims Re­
pulsed.

Paris, Oct. 27.—The following offic­
ial communication was issued by the 
war office tonight:

“After having exploded in the neigh- 
borhdod of the road from Arras to 
Lille, to the southeast of Neuvllle-St. 
Vaast, a series of powerful mines, 
which destroyed the German en­
trenchments and entanglements, our 
troops immediately occupied the ex­
cavations. They installed and main­
tained themselves there ^noth with­
standing .a very violeatfcomberdment 
and several counter-attacks by the en­
emy, who suffered serious losses. We 
captured about thirty prisoners.

“To the north of the Aisne, in the 
sector of Roche, west of Soissons, the 
methodical fire of our batteries has 
caused heavy damage to the organiza­
tions, blockhouses and shelters of the 
enemy.

“To the east of Rheims, the Germans 
renewed on the front, from La Ferme 
Des Marquises to Prosnee, their at­
tempt» to attack, with the employ­
ment of suffocating gases in large 
quantities. Our troops were able to 
protect themselves efficiaously against 
the blankets of gas coming from the 
enemy trenches. They broke down, 
by infantry and artillery barrier fire, 
the effort of the assailants, who were 
everywheré and completely repulsed.

“Spirited combats with the grenade 
continued during the entire day, with­
out appreciable change, in the tren­
ches to the north of Ville Sur Tourtie.

“The Belgian official communication 
reads:

“The enemy displayed much activ. 
ity this morning on the Belgian front. 
His artillery bombarded Fumes, Loos 
and several points on our front. To 
the north of Steenstraete there has 
been bomb fighting.”

London, Oct. 27—The internal situ­

Canadian Army Will 
Soon Have ReachedNew York, Oct. 27.—Federal grand 

jury consideration of the cases of the 
five men charged with conspiracy in 
plotting to destroy frans-Atlantlc ships 
laden wtih munitions of war for the Al­
lies will begin next month. This was 
announced today by United States At­
torney H. Snowden Marshall, after a 
conference with Wm. J. Flynn, chief 
of the secret seirfc*, and detectives 
who arrested the iftan.

After reviewing aH the alleged evi­
dence held by the government against 
the men—Robert Fay, Walter L. 
Scholz, Paul Deche, Dr. Herbert Klen. 
zle and Max Breltung—and giving spe­
cial attention to the confession of Fay, 
Mr. Marshall said the government was 
not convinced that all those implicated 
had been arrested.

“No more warrants have been is 
sued, and no more arrests are con­
templated for the present,” said Mr. 
Marshall. “Yet there may be further 
arrests later. We do not believe that 
those most responsible for the conspi­
racy have yet been found.

“We have much material gathered 
as evidence which still has to be di­
gested. One of the acts of the con­
spiracy was the actual fixing of a 
bomb to a ship for experimental pur­
poses. Our Inquiry ha's 
that any bomb was placed on a ship 
with Intent to blow up the ship, nor 
does our Information Indicate that Fay, 
who says he was a lieutenant in the 
German army, was acting In a way 
other than on his own responsibility.”

Another development was the send­
ing of a telegram to the state depart­
ment by Count Von Bernstorff, the 
German ambassador, denying that Fay 
had any connection with the German 
secret service^or the German govern-

While the United States attorney’s 
force was working on the preparation 
of the case for the grand Jury, detec­
tives were busy in Weehawken and 
Hoboken, N. J., gathering explosives 
and acids alleged to have been used by 
Fay and Scholz, his brother-in-law, in 
experimenting with bombs, which, ac. 
cording to Fay’s confession, were to be 
placed on the rudders or propellors 
of ships, so timed that they would ex­
plode after the vessels left New York. 
The material gathered at Fay’s 
In Weehawken, and at a boathouse on 
the Hudson, where Fay experimented, 
consisted of 400 pounds of chlorate of 
potash, 300 pounds of dynamite, and 
several suitcases of percussion caps.

Fay Not Connected with German 8e-
cret Service, Count Von Bernstorff 

Says.

Washington, Oct. 27.—Count Von 
Bernstorff, the German ambassador, 
has telegraphed the State Department 
that Robert Fay, arrested by federal 
authorities at New York for conspira­
cy to place bombs on departing ships, 
had*no connection with the German 
ycret service or the German govern-

The Roumanians, too, are displaying 
some uneasiness as to the inactivity of 
their government, and an agitation in 
favor of the Allies Is being carried on, 
according to unofficial reports, by in­
fluential leaders. The Allies, howev­
er, are-depending on their own resour­
ces, and arranging to throw Into the 
Balkans as many men as can be spar­
ed. At the present time they cannot 
weaken the other fronts, as the Ger­
mans are showing considerable activ­
ity. The latter have made still anoth­
er counter-attack. In the attempt to 
re-capture La Cortine, in Champagne, 
which the French recently took from 
them. Strong German patrols, herald­
ing am attack, were also observed in 
the Loos region, but were dispersed.

The Germans continue their attacks 
^^against the Russians in the Riga and 
■BVinsk districts, and claim to have 
^penetrated the Russian positions near 

the railway line north of Dvlnsk. They 
could not-hold all the ground gained, 
as the Russians launched Immediate 
counter-attacks.

While the positions In this region 
remains serious for the Russians, they 
appear, on the whole, to be holding 
their own.

In the south oni the other hand, 
along the Styr river and Galician fron­
tier, the Russians report successes 
both In carrying through their own at­
tacks and repulsing German attacks.

The Italians are persisting In their 
offensive, and although their progress 
is slow they seemingly are making 
advances.

The 200,000 Mark Washington, Oct. 27.—America’» 
long considered protest against Brit­
ish interference with commerce be­
tween the United S-tates and Europe 
has been despatched to London by 
special messenger, and will be pre­
sented by Ambassador Page at the 
British foreign office next week.

It became known today that the 
note, which Is about 10,000 words long, 
and covers exhaustively the argument 
of the American government on all 
phases of Interference with neutral 
trade, was approved by the President 
last Saturday, and started on Its way 
to London Sunday. Alexander W. 
Kirk, third secretary of the American 
embassy at Berlin, who had returned 
to Washington carrying documents 
from Ambassador Gerard, was entrust­
ed with the mission on his return jour­
ney to Berlin.

Until today the fact that the com­
munication had been sent was kept 
secret, instructions having been given 
to officials that no announcement of 
any kind was to be made about it. 
That it contains a repetition of argu­
ments made in the note of March 30, 
which recorded the Washington gov­
ernment’s first protest against the 
order-ln-councll or so-called blockade, 
Is admitted, but no intimation was 
given by officials today as to what 
measures are proposed in the event 
that there Is no modification of British 
practices.

Not only does the latest communi­
cation cover the various notes and 
memoranda sent by the British gov­
ernment since March 30, but it also 
acknowledges and discusses the 
lengthy notes that came from Great 
Britain in January, in response to the 
first protests by the United States 
against interference with neutral

The official communication issued by 
the war office tonight reads:

“West of Riga, in the region of Lake 
Babite, minor engagements have oc­
curred. The Germans continue their 
attacks in the district west of Ikskul, 
but without success, all of them being 
repulsed. A German offensive in the 
direction of Neuselherg. northwest of 
Jacobstadt, was stopped by our fire.

“On the Dvijia, from the town*of 
Liwenhof, above Jacobstadt, to 111- 
oukst. there has been an artillery duel, 
as well as rifle fire. West of Dvinsk 
the Germans are attacking in many 
places, but without success. At times 
the artillery fire attained tremendous 
Intensity.

“On the front south of Dvinsk to 
the Pripet there has been no fighting. 
South of the village of Redvehka, 
northwest of Czartorysk, the enemy 
assumed the offensive, but was met 
by our counter-attack with the bayonet 
at every point

“Near the village of Kamenoukha. 
south of Medvejka. a counter-attack 
threw back the Germans advancing 
to the east.

Writing of Napoleon’s act In exe­
cuting a German, Thomas Carlyle 
said : “I am not sure but he had bet­
ter have loet his best park of artillery, 
or had his best regiment drowned In 
the sea, than shot that poor German 
bookseller. Palm. It was palpable, 
murderous Injustice, which no man, 
let him paint an inch thick, could 
make out to be other. It burnt deep i 
Into the hearts of men, it and the like 
of it, suppressed fire flashed in the 
eyes of men as they thought of it, 
waiting their day, which day came."

Now let us concede there was no in­
justice done. Let us agree that a life 
was forfeit But what was the profit 
as against the loss in taking that life.
It was simple for the governor of Bel­
gium to issue the order. It was easy 
to hurry a helpless woman before a 
firing squad. The thing was as easy 
as it was sure—justice was done, Ger 
man justice was done with an Eng­
lish woman.

But why was it that no German offi­
cial could perceive that only German 
justice was done? Why was it that 
the governor could not recognize that 
on the next day the thing would be 
on the lips of a world? Why could he 
not realize that for tomorrow and for 
all tomorrows, as long as the English 
language runs, his own name would be 
remembered only with Miss Cavell's?

What ic there about the German 
that prevents his perception of the 
permanent as contrasted with the incl 
dental? The Belgian episode was a 
final indication of the same blind stu­
pidity in large that in little crops out 
in the new case Belgium was con­
quered in a fortnight. German military 
power had reason with a little people 
in the briefest time, but for how many 
generations of men will this tale be 
told with horror and bring down scorn 
and loathing upon those other genera 
lions of Germans?

There is something almost pathetic 
in the German dullness to the things 
that move the world. It begs, whines, 
pleads for the good will and the ap­
proval of neutral mankind. It stands 
almost as a suppliant for the alms of 
approval of other races. But in the 
same moment, without warning, with, 
out-reason, without anything but an 
incomprehensible stupidity and folly, 
it does something that shocks the mor­
al sense, the humanity, of men and 
women the world over.

It is easy to rage at this latest inci­
dent. There is in the helplessness 
and nobility of a gallant English wom­
an something that appeals to all that 
is chivalrous, all that is gentle and 
kindly in- the nature of men of all 
breeds and tribes. There is an instinc­
tive desire to cast aside all restraints 
of language and of action and join in 
a general denunciation, a universal 
crusade agairet an inhumanity so 
gross, a brutality so incredible.

Yet such an t motion must be transi­
tory. Since history began deeds such 
as this have carried the death warrant 
to the man and method responsible 
From one end of Britain to the other, 
today, men arc enlisting because of] 
Ml « favell's fate. Those who faintly 
whispered peace are putting away tlio ! 
thought and blushing for shame at the 
suggestion.

The thing is like the.Zeppelin raids, 
it is like the lxnivain slaughter, it is 
like the Lusitania massacre. The 
wrongs done to the women and chil­
dren of a race do not terrify the men. 
They only serve to rouse the spirit, 
strength' n the arm, r.erve the will. 
"Terriblhness” is but the emptiest of 
threats and the weakest of weapons.

Americans will feel a deeper sym­
pathy for Miss Cavell because an Am­
erican minister's own words certify to 
the enormity of German inhumanity. 
For us there is a plain case, testified 
to by one of our own countrymen. The 
facts lie clear, the facts, be It said 
again, not of ill- gality but of inhuman­
ity, surpassing brutality, unbelievable 
stupidity.

Again and again in these columns 
the faith has been expressed that G r- 
man defeat was inevitable because tile 
German idea was destructive of all 
that civilizationi, religion, humanity 
meant. There arc days when the ma£ 
nificence of the victories of German 
arms shakes faith In the ultimate 
rightness of things. But even as the 
doubt comes, some German offending, 
blundering brutality serves to demon 
strate there will be no compromise, 
that there can be no compromise with 
Germany by her enemies. She wins 
her battles splendidly, but she loses 
her wars, her chances, her possibili­
ties, sordidly, stupidly, hopelessly.

Looking at the courage, the heroism 
of a British woman, is It possible to 
believe that British men will fail 
where their women have succeeded 
gloriously? To believe this is to be­
lieve true all Germans have said of 
British decadence, weakness, futility. 
Something there is of enduring gran­
deur ini this woman’s sacrifice. So von 
Winkelrled died—but Switzerland 
lives. So Hofer perished, but the 
French have gone forever from the 
Tyrol. It is an act that mobilizes all 
that is real, enduring, noble In a- race. 
The results will be found in till the 
days hereafter, until the great day, 
when Europe at last frees herself from 
a tyranny which is both brutal aid 
stupid and ini Its stupidity haa sealed 
its doom.

Asso 
dated with Councillor Smith was 
Robert Flemming and at the poll a 
complete victory was won by them, the 
vote standing: Smith, 222; Flemming, 
195; Beyea, 142; Coleman, 140. An­
other Grit victory? It is to laugh."

GREECE MUST DECIDE.

There is a persistent demand from 
English newspapers and English pub­
lic men that the British Government 
should require Greece to make definite 
declaration of her intentions, and do 
it at once. The communications which 
have already passed from Athens to 
the capitals of the En tente Powers, 
whtie not unfriendly In tone, have not 
dispelled any of the doubt as to the 
position Greece may take. As Greece 
put» it the point of view is reason­
able, but this is a time for plain speak­
ing with an entire discard of fair words 
that mean nothing.

Presumably, Greece is a friendly 
power, consequently, she should show 
cause for declining to ally herself with 
the Entente Powers against the Teu­
tonic alliance, and she should do It at 
once, in the plainest and most definite 
language. Then the Allies will know 
how to act, for the time has passed 
when chances can he taken with any 
of the nations aptly termed "the Shift­
ing Balkans." Up to the very day 
of alliance with the Teutonic powers 
Bulgaria was loud in her protestations 
of friendship for Great Britain, and 
above all for Russia. The mobilization 
of her army was, so Sofia repeatedly 
declared, for the purposes of "armed 
neutrality" solely. Yet, in a very few 
hours, an armed neutral was trans­
formed into a dangerous enemy. After 
being fooled once in the game of Bal­
kan diplomacy, the Allies should take 
care to guard against a repetition or 
Lite experience.

It has been said that no matter what 
may happen, Greece could never be un- 
friendly to Great Britain, France and 
Italy; that the Greek people would not 
sband it but would rally around Veniz- 
elos in revolt rather than see Greece 
allied with the Germans. That is all 
very good, but, in the light of the Bul­
garian lesson, it is just as well to make 
sure of everything and it must not be 
forgotten that King Constantine has 
already shown himself strong enough 
to have his way, which seems to bo 
the German way, against the openly 
expressed wishes of the Greek people. 
The Kingjs decision has twice driven 
VenizeloB from office, by his refusal 
to accept a policy which if adopted 
would before this have made Greece's 
position absolutely clear.

It should also be remembered that 
the King of Greece is the brother-in- 
law of the Kaiser and may yet prove 
strong enough to draw' his government 
to the side of Germany. Nothing would 
suit Germany better than to have 
Greece as an ally, for British and 
French forces have already passed 
through the Greek port of Sa,uniki, 
and while engaged with the Bulgarian 
enemy could easily be attacked by the 
Greeks in the rear.

Such a thing, of course, might never 
occur, but It should not be forgotten 
that Greece mobilized her army at the 
same time as Bulgaria and that Greece 
was false to her treaty with Serbia, 
which bound her to come to the aid of 
the gallant nation now rendering heroc 
assistance to the cause of the Allies. 
It is an axiom of business that 
who breaks his word once is not to be 
trusted again. Greece has already 
defaulted and should not be given the 
opportunity to repeat the manoeuvre.

WAR COMMENT.

Wedding this Morning.
A wedding will be solemnized in the 

Exmouth street Methodist church at 
eight o’clock this morning, when Rev.

Roumania is reported to be uneasy, 
with an agitation in favor of partici­
pation on the side of the Allies rapidly 
gaining ground. This may speedily ma- 
teralize, and if it does, the situation 
will be changed, for Roumania, of all 
nations, is in the best position to 
block the road to Constantinople 
which the Germans and Bulgarians are 
endeavoring to open.

British and French troops are fight­
ing side by side with the Serbians in 
the southern part of that country ana 
there they have succeeded in holding 
the invaders in check. Additional 
fortes are on their way to the scene 
and the campaign from now on should 
develop with rapidity.

The situation on the main eastern 
and western fronts has not materially 
changed, although the Russians on 
the southern end of their line are more 
than holding their own. On the wes­
tern front the fighting has been heavy 
but with no marked advantage to 
either side. Taken altogether the only 
dark spot in the whole war area is to 
be found in Serbia where the situation 
is admittedly serious.

In due course our train pulled Into pn

stated to be. Whilst thus pleasantly fr< 
employed in wending our way quietly da 
along, our attention was attracted m:

The attack I suppose did not last over 
twenty minutes, though it seemed 
longer. Looking in the direction of 
Holbora, we observed that the sky 
was lighted as though a large fire or 
fires had been started. At thfc first 
alarm lights bad been lowered and 
vehicles obliged to dim their lamps.
Then too. many had sought shelter u. 
indoors, for there was almost as great 
danger from pieces of falling shells 
from the anti-aircraft guns as from the 
bombs. But now. whistles were being 
blown for taxis or other means of con­
veyance, by hotel servants. Others 
like ourselves, more Impatient of suc­
cess in that direction scurried away 
on foot, our objective the fires, the 
reflections of which acted as our 
guides. Within a much shorter time 
than I had expected we were upon 
the scene of one of those conflagra­
tions. It was the Penny Bank in 
Holborn. And as we came in sight 
of it.' it occurred to me, what a 
slaughter the Germans could claim, 
if they only dared to return and drop 
their bombs again upon the hundreds 
—yes thousands—who lined the street.
Yet it suggested too, how little the 
fear inspired, when but a matter of 
minutes later, those very peplo who, 
by such means they were trying to 
intimidate, should collect in crowds 
to gazp upon the results of the raid without touching upon our lunch at 
with the terror momentarily raised, the "Ye Olde Chesshire Cheese." This 
a thing almost forgotten. True, it was 
that German methods were referred 
to in words of contempt and of anger, 
and I had been witness of terror. But 
the latter was largely felt by the wo­
men and children, and was a thing of 
no lasting account.

Where are "the 
children. Have you got Rebecca?
And where Is little Abraham?” And 
then appeared half-dressed children 
(or undressed) and women and men 
In all sorts of dress—and semi-dress.
“Down to the cellar! Down to the 
cellar!" they almost wailed. Hysteri­
cal women and children, nervous men. 
crying kiddles, almost devoid of sense 
but that of safety. If they could only 
reach that cellar, there there might 
be some measure of protection. How 
they decried and cursed the Germans 
and Zeppelins; how they rallied 
against the cowardly warfare upon 
innocent women and children, while 
every few seconds there were borne 
upon our ears the booming of the 
anti-aircraft guns and the sound of 
exploding bombs. At first it was 
difficult to distinguish between the 
two. But we endeavored to pacify 
the women and children by Informing 
them that the explosions they could 
hear were only the aircraft guns try­
ing to hit and bring down the airships to understand, the airship got away 
and after a few minutes our words ! without apparently being hit. The air-

Postmaster Sears has received from 
Ills eon, Sergeant Jack Sears, now 
with the 6th Canadian Mounted Rifles, 
on active service overseas the follow­
ing Interest letter containing a graph­
ic account of a visit to London and. 
Incidentally of a Zeppelin raid which 
they witnessed in the heart of the 
Empire. The letter is as follows :
Caesar’s Camp, South, 2nd Oct., 1915.
It was a happy day tor Sergeant 

Sear», Corpora 1 Hicks and Troper 
Doyle, when they left camp bound tor 
London city. For many days 1 have 
hoped that an opportunity would offer 
that I might tell you of this trip, 
fraught with so much of interest to 
me and my two chums* It was Sun­
day, September sixth, I think, that we 
walked into Shorncliffe Station and 
bought our tickets ; some three hours 
later we were in the city of our de­
sire. All soldiers on this side are 
entitled to travel third class, return, 
on payment of fare one way. By some 
Inexplicable turn of fortune and much 
to our surprise we learned (after we 
had started) that we were in a first 
class coach. However, we decided to

In due course our train pulled Into 
Charing Cross station and away went 
we.

Walk.” Upon the walls of the tower 
can be seen quite distinctly the en­
gravings and carvings cut Into the 
stones by the poor unfortunate men 
(and perhaps women) who were fated 
to take up an abode therein. The old 
oak beams and doors be-speake 
lng a substantiality that with­
stood these many, many years, 
seem as flit as the day that they 
were placed there. The old portculis,

The police and ini fact nearly all the 
male population of the Syrian colony 
about Brunswick and Erin streets are 
hunting the city and outskirts- for an 
Italian napud Paul Pedro, who is wan­
ted for criminal assault on Lena J.
Dorey, aged five years and ten months.
Nothing before has caused so much 
excitement as this case among the 
Syrians.

Last night about seven women 
neighbors of Mrs. Dorey were congre­
gated in her house and they tell the 
following story:

Joseph Dorey, a Syrian, with his 
wife and Lena, with an infamt reside 
in the upper flat of the two-story build- 
iny, 27 Brunswick street. Paul Pedro, 
with his wife and his mother, occu­

laborer, was not working yesterday, ♦

2.30 o’clock he gave his wife and his 
mother some money and told them to 
go and enjoy themselves at a moving 
picture show while he remained at

About four o’clock little Lena Dorey 
left her mother in the kitchen of their 
home and went down stairs. The 
mother of the child is quite deaf and 
did not hear any outcry from her dau­
ghter, but a short time after the little 
girl came into the house again crying 
and badly injured. Seeing the condi­
tion of the tot the mother asked what + 
was the matter and In reply Lena told 
her that she was met in the hallway 
by Pedro who, after offering her five 
cents, enticed her into his apartments 
and there assaulted her.

On hearing the story Mrs. Dorey 
seized a broom and immediately pro­
ceeded down stairs where she found 
Pedro. Mrs. Dorey struck the Italian * 
with the broomstick but was prevent- > 
ed from further beating him when he 
drew a knife and threatened to strike 
her."

Mrs. Dorey*s niece was in the house 
at the time and she also went down 
stairs. She said that she asked the 
Italian “what for a big man like you 
assault such a little girl?” and ini reply 
Pedro said, “me no do it, me know 
she only little girl.” At the time of 
this conversation Lena’s aunt said that 
Pedro was trembling and she was 
afraid to go near him as he had a 
knife in his hand with the blade open 
and she also thinks that he had a re­
volver.

Immediately an alarm was given by ♦ 
the women and quite a number of 8y- ♦ 
rian men and boys gathered about the 
house. The men stood at the- front of 
the house while the ^Italian remained 
Inside and the reason givem by some 
of them for not capturing the man was 4 
that he Whs armed. They had sent for 4 
the police and were only awaiting such 
time as the police would come.

When Sergeant Caples and Patrol­
man Hopkins arrived on the scene and 
entered the house ready to place Pedro 
under arrest they found that the Ital- + 
ian had made his escape and It is sup- + 
posed that while the crowd was stand- + 
ing guard in the front of the house 
Pedro got oat through a window at| 
the side of the house and escaped 
through an alley in the rear.

Commissioner Potts happened along 
in his automobile and took the mother 
and outraged child to the police head 
quarters. A egeneral alarm was sent 
out to the police all over the city and 
they were given a full description of 
the Italian with instructions to arrest 
him on sight.

Dr. Roberts was summoned to the 
home and attended the child, who last 
night àt 8.30 o’clock was asleep and 
resting as well as could be expected.

The chief of police lost no time In 
setting the detectives and some plain 
clothes men to work on the case and 
although Pedro had a good start on

the officers the latter were soon hunt­
ing on the outskirts of the city but up 
till a late hour last night tiler© were 
no tidings of Pedro’s whereabouts.

Last evening about forty Syrians 
hunted every cellar, yard and old 
building in the vicinity of Brunswick 
street, thinking that perhaps the man 
was fti hiding but he could not be 
found and it is believed that he has 
escaped to the woods.

Paul Pedro is a man about thirty- 
one years of age, slight build and thin, 
weighing about 130 pounds, height 
about five feet six, clean shaven, dark 
complected and when he escaped from 
his home was attired in a dark shab­
by suit of clothing. *

He 
mentions meeting Mr. Agar in London 
and says it is good to see someone 
from home. It is the belief of the 
people In England that the allied 
troops will be in Brussels before the 
winter sets in. They are making good 
progrès» on the western front now and 
things are looking more cheerful than 
for some time past. He wants to he 
remembered to old friends here.
