It always used 
to be the case that foreign chilled 
meat sold for six to twelve cents per 
pound less than home finished and 
killed meat.

The British Government generally 
has a fair idea of what it is doing and 
why it is doing it. It is not maintain­
ing the cattle embargo wthout what 
seems to it sufficient reasons.
