She «aid she 
had twice in her 1-ife fired a revolver to

Horned Lp Each Year.

In IS98 the United States produced 
17,217.000 bushels of flaxseed, but did 
not utilize a million pounds of fiber, 
according to a New York correspondent 
of The Prairie Filmier, who estimates 
that at the same ratio of fiber to seed 
production as prevailed in Russia that 
year wo should have marketed 929,718,- 
000 pounds of fiber. He further says:

“I am told by the owner of a towel 
and napkin mill in this city that lie is 
now paying from 15 to 19 cents per 
pound for coarse linen yarn for use in 
his mill, all of which is imported, and 
that he is troubled to get enough even 
at the price paid. Of course I know 
that where flax is grown, as in this 
country, for the seed it is not sown as 
thickly as when grown for the fiber 
alone, but still in Russia it is'grown 
for the dual purpose of seed and lint, 
and the proportion is 54 pounds o? 
fiber to every bushel of seed. It is 
also true that the plants when sown 
thinly for seed production grow larger 
and branch very much more than when 
sown thickly and that the fiber is much 
shorter and coarser and not ns soft and 
silky. But for the purpose of mak­
ing towels and napkins and many other 
uses the finest fiber is not used, and 
that, like the Russian fiber, grown on 
seed flax, can be cleansed and prepared 
so as to be equal to the bulk of the 
Imported yarn.

“Of course I know that some flax 
straw is piled up and that the cattle eat 
a little, but by far the greatest bulk is 
burned, and that eaten has but little 
value, but if it could be so treated as to 
make the fiber available it would dou­
ble the amount of money derived from 
the flax culture. The 17.090,000 bush­
els of seed at the average price for 
five years in Chicago markets would 
bring about $20,000,000. Now. if no 
larger proportion of fiber lie utilized 
than in Russia and it could be made to 
be worth only 3 cents per pound, a very 
low price, it would sell for no less than 
$27,000,000, or over one-third more than 
the seed.”

A. Homemade Hand Roller—A Wheel

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the acre and cultivate it in,when going 
through with the corn cilltivator the 
last time, usually not deepor thau two 
to four inches. By this time the ground 
is generally quite well shadvd enough 
by the corn to hold the necessary 
moisture to insure a good stand of 
clover even in a dry season.

The next year pasture C will he 
your clover grazing ground, and iu 
pasture B the clover sod will be turn­
ed under for corn and seeded down to 
clover again as before. Every year 
change the clover on the corn pasture 
and the corn on the clover pasture. By 
this continual exchange of grazing 
ground the pasture soils will be get­
ting richer every year and growing 
larger corn and more clover. This is

Make the frame of handles and 
crosspieces to hang the wheel in, and it 
desired put the floor on the frame as In 
a wheelbarrow. When the ground has 
been well harrowed or rolled, the mark­
er will make a tapering track in which 
the plants can be set quite rapidly. The 
center wheel is sharpened on the pro­
jecting edge, and the outside wheels 
keep it from entering the ground too 
deep and also serve to compact the 
ground around' the track. "Weight it 
down with stones or something similar. 
Should it he desired to make marks to 
indicate the distance plants are to be 
apart, nail small pine cleats on the 
edges of one or both of the outside 
wheels, which when put on the re­
quired distance apart will make inden­
tations along the row, showing just 
where to set the plants.

Killing; Insecte as a Business.
It may often happen that the amount 

of work in a community is sufficient to 
induce one or more persons to under­
take the treatment of plants at a given 
charge per tree or per gallon of the in­
secticide employed. Where this is the 
case and the contracting parties are 
evidently experienced and capable it is 
frequently more economical in the end 
to employ such experienced persons, 
especially when n guarantee Is given, 
rather than attempt to do the work 
oneself with the attending difficulty of 
preparing insecticides and securing 
apparatus for work on a comparatively 
small scale. In California this is a 
common practice and also in some of 
our eastern cities, and it has worked 
excellently, according to Professor 
Marlatt.

How to get colonies up strong in 
numbers in spring is the secret of 
large lioney crops. This, as A. H. Duff 
tells iu Farm, Field and Fireside, to a 
great extent depends upon ourselves 
and the management we give them. 
We may think the bees will build up 
of themselves without our assistance, 
and so they will to some extent, but 

c^u assist them and thus turn un­
profitable colonies into profitable ones 
and a surplus crop of a few pounds of 
honey into a crop of hundreds of 
pounds. We can take fairly weak colo­
nies at the end of llie winter if they.

With good, attentive feeding during 
times when honey is not coming In 
from the fields, they will seldom fall 
to bring every colony up to good stand­
ard requirements at the beginning of 
the honey season, hnd proper manipula­
tion with the honey boxes, with plenty 
of storage room at all times through 
the honey season, will bring good re­
sults in the way of heavy honey crops.

Damping off, which is caused by a

It has been our practice to allow the 
pigs to run and feed with their dams 
till about 10 weeks old, at which age 
they will practically have weaned 
themselves. At this period a separate 
pen should be provided in which to 
slop and feed the slioats, “leaving the 
old sows to weep and wall on the out­
side."

There are many person* 
who entertain the opinion that tiie Rus 
eian friendship for France is of a seliisli 
nature, and that if trouble were to arise 
between Germany and France, the dual 
alliance would soon fall to pieces. There 
is little doubt that Russia utilizes France 
and that country gets nothing in return.

THE PUBLIC EXPENDITURE.

The estimates are now all before par­
liament and make up a total, including 
the railway subsidies, of $59,250,000 in 
round figures. It must be borne in mind, 
however, that the exi>endiittire for the 
approaching fiscal year will not necessari­
ly reach the aggregate of the appropria­
tions. Experience dhows that only a re­
latively small proportion of the subsidies 
are earned, and it seldom occurs that the 
sums voted for public works are a)ll ex­
pended. There is also the further consid­
eration that many of the items are in 
the nature of revotes.

Having regard to all these qualifications 
the expenditure will probably be larger 
than heretofore, and very naturally this 
gives rise to a good deal of criticism. 
Opponents of the government point to 
the platform of economy adopted by the 
Liberals in 1893, and contend th$t the 
distinct pledge given in that respect is 
being flagrantly violated. This view would 
have some force if it could be shown that 
Liberals are committed to a smaller 
volume of expenditure than that which 
prevailed in 1893, or that a larger outlay 
is necessarily inconsistent with true 
economy.

The pledge of the Liberal party was 
given at a time when huge annual de­
ficits were being rolled up. The govern­
ment of the day was not only borrowing 
large sums, averaging upwards of $6,500,- 
000 a year, but was running behind by 
millions as between income and outgo. 
Even under such alarming circumstances 
the Liberal party in convention assembled 
did not declare for a lesser expenditure, 
bit rather for “the strictest economy.” 
To prove that this undertaking has not 
been kept cannot be done by merely 
comparing totals, but by making it clear 
that there has been waste and needless 
outlay. The government need not fear a 
te-t by this standard.

The present administrators have been 
\'evy careful to keep the expenditure with­
in reasonable bounds. After deducting 
the capital obligations left to them by 
their predecessors, they have not added 
to the public debt by an average of 
$1,000,000 per annum, as compared with 
an average of more than $6,500,000 during 
the eighteen years of Conservative rule. 
More than that the record of last year 
rtrmds out conspicuously as the dearest 
possible proof of prudent administration. 
Not only were all liabilities met, includ­
ing $2,000,000 for the South African con­
tingents, but a surplus of $780,000 was left 
for the reduction of the public dbet.

It must always be borne in mind that 
the expenditure by any government should 
have a definite relationship to income, 
ahd if the outgo under Liberal rule has 
been larger than in the past it is also 
true that the revenue has been propor­
tionately larger. Nations are not different 
from individuals in the sense that they 
cannot be accused of prodigality so long 
as they live wfitliiin their means. If our 
government is spending more money it 
can at least be said that it has a plente­
ous treasury from which to spend, and 
tills happy result has been achieved, not 
by increasing the rate of taxation but 
after a substantial reduction had been 
made.

Thoughtful and far-seeing citizens will 
net be disposed to look so much at the 
total expenditure of the country as its 
character. It would, no doubt, be an 
agreeable sensation to realize that our 
public debt was being reduced, but 'this 
pleoisant experience would be more than 
neutralized if it were known that at the 
same time important interests, connected 
with the development of the country, 
were being neglected. It is easily possible 
in this w'ay to be penny wise and pound 
fo’ii<h. That government which, in a time 
of buoyant revenue and general prosper­
ity, employs its available ca/pital in open­
ing up the resources of the nation and 
widening the avenues of commerce, is do­
ing much better than though it hoarded 
up money for the reduction of a debt 
wlJch is still far from being really bur­
densome.

THE LARGER VIEW.

It is well that m this world there are
cautious and prudent people—men who re­
gard a penny m hand as being worth a 
pound in prospect. Such people serve as a 
brake on optimism, and in that way they 
do good. But if everybody were endowed 
with a full sense of timidity there would 
be no such thing as enterprise and very 
little progress. The wheels of commerce 
and industry- would run slowly, and ven­
tures would lie unknown. It is therefore 
fortunate that men of both classes make 
up the community at large.

As in private affairs, so it is in the 
business of a nation. There will always be 
those who take the smaller view, and 
those who look forward to tiie larger pos­
sibilities. Willem $50,000,000 comes into the 
treasury some will say : “Let a portion 
of it be laid aride. Pay off the dçbt. Do 
not think of fresh undertakings while we 

Debt <is such a terribleowe anything, 
tiling.” On the other -hand there will be 
those who take -the opposite view, and

in the money in hand a great oppor­
tunity for useful and potential enter­
prise.

Both these views are sound. Frugality 
is a priceless virtue, and so is forth. We 
must have both to ensure success. But

Passed on the Atlantic by Steamers.
New York, May IS.—rTwo of the large ocean 

liuers, L’Aquitadîiè from Havre, and Mèeâba 
from London, which came into port today, 
reported that in crossing the ocean they 
passed dangerous derelicts which, if met 
with in the night timt, certainly would have 
resulted in disaster. These wrecks are drift­
ing in the ocean lanes which are now daily 
traversed by the liners. '

The derelict sighted by L’Aquitaine in lat. 
44.06 and Ion. 44.43 was a broken mast at­
tached to a submerged vessel. This was on 
May 15 and three days later the Mes*ba, 
while in lat. 40.56 and ion. 63.40, passed the 
stern of a wooden ship floating awash. The 
latter wreck was sighted by the Gertnaa 
steamship Lahn. Three other ocean lineare 
which arrived here during the last few days 
reported passing dangerous waterlogged 
schooners and wreckage In the west bound 
ocean lanes.

As observations were taken at the time of 
the sighting of the wrecks the government 
will be asked to send out one of the small 
gunboa^k to hunt for *md destroy the dere­
licts "before they cause disasters to vessels 
bound for the United States.

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MARRIAGE ANNULLED.Dr. Vaughan Denies Statement Attributed to 
Him Regarding Male and Female Physi­
cians.

:

Opposite Decision to That in Famous Delpit 
Case.over the

An article recently appeared in the press 
to the effect that Dr. Victor C. Vaugham 
had made a statement regarding the stand­
ing of male and female physicians. The 
matter is explained in an article which 
appeared in last week’s issue of the Am­
erican Medicine, published in Philadelphia. 
The article is under the head of Women 
in Medicine, and says:

Dr. Victor C. Vaughan, of Ann Arbor, 
denies having made the statement attribut­
ed to him, that he had found women su 
perior to men as text-book students in 
medicine, but in original work requiring 
personal judgment they fail in efficiency. 
He says that during 25 years’ connection 
with the University of Michigan, a co-edu- 
cational institution, he has found that the 
women students average quite as .high as 
the male students, and the per cent, of 
success among the women graduates has 
been quite as’ high as among the male 
graduates. In delivering a lecture on 
mental hygiene, lie stated that, in his 
laboratory work, lie had frequently observ­
ed that the women students were less self 
reliant, and more frequently applied for 
advice than the male students; but he 
went on to state that this was not alto­
gether a fault, and that it would be far 
better if the male students should more 
frequently call for advice. A person who 
heard this statement rushed a story into 
print that Dr. Vaughan condemned women 
in medicine.

Montreal, May 17—In the court of re­
view today, Justice Cumin annulled the 
marriage between two Roman Catholics, 
Joseph Dupre and Miss Durochia, of Bed^FNi 
iVd, Quebec, mimed at Fast Franr.iii® 
Vermont, in June, 1891, by Rev.
Prouty, Protestant minister, because the 
marriage was not solemnized by a Roman 
Catholic priest. Dupre left his wife and 
family several years ago, and action was 
taken by the latter to have the marriage 
set aside, on the ground cited, and be­
cause both were minors at the time of 
marriage. The case is similar to the 
famous Delpit case, in which Justice Ar­
chibald declared the church had no juris­
